Be sure
the child is sitting up when giving the
medicine. For very young children, it may
work best to put the tip in towards their
cheek, so they do not push the medicine
out with their tongue.

Remove the bulb from the dropper and
wash both pieces with warm water and
mild soap. Rinse the pieces well with
clean water and then let the pieces air
dry on a clean towel.

Medicine Safety

Be sure to keep all medicines and the
medicine spoon or dropper out of the
reach of children for safety.

Check the dose amount. It may vary from
one child to another based on the child’s
weight or age.

Ask your doctor or pharmacist if you
are not sure how to give any medicine
to your child. You need to be sure you
know:

»  What medicine and how much you
should give your child.

» How often you should give the
medicine.

» How long you should give the
medicine. Some medicine may
only be given for a few days. Other
medicine may need to be given for
years to treat long term problems.
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
