No. 17 MIAMI HOSTS NO. 8 OKLAHOMA IN ABC PRIMETIME

» No. 17 Miami plays its first nonconference game of the season when the Hurricanes take on their fourth
straight Top 20 team Saturday night as they welcome No. 8 Oklahoma to Land Shark Stadium.

» The Hurricanes suffered their first loss of the season at No. 11 Virginia Tech last Saturday. Miami has wins at
No. 18 Florida State and vs. No. 14 Georgia Tech, which propelled the Hurricanes into the AP Top 10 at No. 9 last
week for the first time since the final regular season poll of the 2005 season. The ‘Canes opened the 2009 sea-

son unranked in both polls.

» Jacory Harris continues to be off to one of the best starts for a quarterback in school history, winning Atlantic
Coast Conference Player of the Week honors after each of Miami's first two games. The sophomore from Miami
ranks 24th nationally in passing efficiency (152.62), has 806 passing yards in three games and has already
accounted for six touchdowns (5 passing, 1 rushing).

» Running back Graig Cooper ranks eighth nationally as an all-purpose runner, averaging 182.7 all-purpose yards
per game. Cooper and wide receiver Travis Benjamin have combined for 48.5% (752 of 1550) of Miami's all-pur-
pose yardage through the team’s first three games. Cooper, who has a team-high 548 yards, leads the team in
rushing yards (179) and kick-return yards (312) while Benjamin has a team-best 157 receiving yards.

» Linebacker Colin McCarthy is coming off a career-high 13 tackles at Virginia Tech and has a team-high 25 tack-
les (nine solo, 16 assisted). Cornerback Brandon Harris (18 tackles) and has an ACC-high five passes defended.

» The series is tied 3-3 with the Sooners winning the last meeting in 2007, 51-13.

» The Hurricanes are 2-1 in games played in Miami, which includes a 20-14 win in the 1988 Orange Bow! for
Miami’s second national title.

» This will be the first meeting in Miami between the two schools since the 1988 Orange Bowl.

» Oklahoma enters the game with an overall record of 2-1. After dropping its season-opener to then-No. 20 BYU in
Dallas, 14-13, the Sooners have responded with back-to-back shut out wins over Idaho State (64-0) and Tulsa (45-0) in
Norman.

» Heisman Trophy winning quarterback Sam Bradford suffered an injury in the Sooners’ season-opener against BYU.
Back-up Landry Jones has filled in for Bradford, tossing for 673 yards with nine touchdowns and three interceptions in
three games.

» Running backs DeMarco Murray and Chris Brown have split the bulk of the carries for the Sooners this season. Murray
leads the team in rushing yards (219) and rushing touchdowns (2) while Brown has a team-high 41 attempts on the
ground. Ryan Broyles has been Jones’ go-to receiver in the early going as Broyles already has 309 yards receiving yards
and a team-high seven touchdowns. Brandon Caleb (175 yards, 2 TDs) is OU’s other threat through the air.

» Defensively for Oklahoma, linebacker Travis Lewis has a team-best 29 tackles (17 solo, 12 assists). Four different
Sooners have an interception thus far, including linebacker Ryan Reynolds who also has 26 tackles and is tied for a team-
high with three sacks.

» Jimmy Stevens handles OU’s kicking duties and is 3-for-4 this season. Tress Way averages 43.5 yards per punt and
has placed seven of his 14 punts inside his opponent’s 20-yard line.

» Sophomore quarterback Jacory Harris ranks 24th in the nation in passing efficiency (152.62).

» Junior running back Graig Cooper ranks eighth nationally in all-purpose yards per game (182.67). He also ranks third
in the ACC in all-purpose yardage behind Maryland’s Torrey Smith (245.0) and Clemson’s C.J. Spiller (214.2).

» Miami is currently ranked No. 15 in the latest Sagarin Ratings.

» As a team, Miami currently ranks 26th nationally in pass efficiency (152.60), 24th in passing offense (268.67) and
23rd in kickoff returns (26.60).

» With 14 carries at Virginia Tech, Javarris James moved into sole possession of sixth place on the program’s all-time
rushing attempts list with 441, passing Clinton Portis (440 attempts from 1999-01).

» Jacory Harris etched his name into the Hurricanes’ record books in tossing for the 10th-most passing yards in a sin-
gle game in school history with 386 yards through the air against Florida State in the season-opener.

» Miami’s season-opening win at Florida State on Labor Day night was ESPN'’s third-most viewed regular season col-
lege football game in the history of the network.

» UM’s 12 scheduled opponents this season had a combined record of 93-61 (.604) last season, with eight of the 12
opponents having won at least eight games.

» Four UM receivers stand at 6-3 or taller: Leonard Hankerson and Aldarius Johnson are 6-3, LaRon Byrd is 6-4 and
Tommy Streeter is 6-5. Miami's top three tight ends are all 6-4 or taller, including Jimmy Graham who stands at 6-8.

» Nine different players either led or tied for the team-lead in receptions in a game last season. Of those players return-
ing in 2009, Thearon Collier, Graig Cooper, Aldarius Johnson and Dedrick Epps led the team in catches more than
once. In UM’s season-opener, Travis Benjamin and Leonard Hankerson led the team with four catches a piece while
LaRon Byrd has led the team in receptions each of the last two games (5 vs. Georgia Tech, 4 at Virginia Tech).

» Miami is 4-3 in the month of October under Randy Shannon and 26-5 in October this decade.

» Twelve different different players players have caught at least one pass through the seasons first three games and
six of those 12 have at least five catches - including LaRon Byrd, who has a team-high nine recepetions.

» The UM football team currently consists of 53 freshmen and sophomores and only 38 juniors and seniors.

» No position on the UM roster is as young as the receiver position, where junior Leonard Hankerson is the lone upper
classmen expected to garner significant playing time. Behind Hankerson, the next seven receivers are all in just their
second year in the program.

» After playing 21 true freshmen in last season’s season-opener, UM played just five in the 2009 opener in Tallahassee.

» A year after Travis Benjamin collected 274 all-purpose yards against FSU, Graig Cooper nearly matched the
impressive feat in tallying 232 yards against the ‘Noles in Tallahassee in the season opener.

» For the second straight year, UM opened the season without an upperclassman at the top two quarterback spots on
the depth chart (2008 — Robert Marve and Jacory Harris; 2009 — Jacory Harris and A.J. Highsmith).

» Miami reached its 23rd bowl game in the last 26 years with an Emerald Bowl appearance in 2008.

» FOX FOR STARTS: Senior left tackle Jason Fox made his 39th career start. Fox has started all 39 games he has
played in. His lone missed game was at home against Virginia Tech during the 2008 season.

» FIRST TIME STARTERS: Senior tight end Jimmy Graham and freshman right end Olivier Vernon made their first
career starts. Wide receiver Thearon Collier made his first start of the season at the slot position.

» McCARTHY ESTABLISHED NEW CAREER HIGH: Junior linebacker Colin McCarthy tallied a game- and career-
high 13 total tackles (4 solo, 9 assisted). His previous career-high of 12 came against NC State on Nov. 3, 2007. Randy
Phillips (7) and JoJo Nicolas nearly matched their career-high marks of eight and seven respectively.

» RUNNING FOR RECORDS: Senior running back Javarris James’ 14 carries moved him into sixth place in career car-
ries at UM. James now has 441 carries in his career, surpassing Clinton Portis who had 440 career attempts from 1999-
2001.

» HANK AGAIN: Junior wide receiver Leonard Hankerson recorded a career-high 79 receiving yards on three catch-
es.

» BYRD LEADS AGAIN IN CATCHES: After being held without a catch in the season-opener at FSU, LaRon Byrd led
the ‘Canes in catches for the second straight game, recording a team-high four catches for 58 yards against the Hokies
after tallying five catches for 83 yards last week against Georgia Tech.

» NOT SO ‘CANE LIKE: Miami's 54 yards on offense are the fewest yards that the Hurricanes have gained in the first
half this season.

Shawn Seabrooks of Rutgers returned one two yards for a TD. Miami went on to win 42-17.

» Miami was last shut out at the half at Boston College on Nov.24, 2007. UM trailed 14-0 against BC and went on to
lose 28-14.

» QUICK STRIKE: Miami's five-play 46 yard drive at the start of the third quarter lasted 1:43 and was UM's fourth scor-
ing drive of under two minutes this season.

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Miami NO.15 IN LATEST SAGARIN RATINGS

» Three games into his tenure as the University of Miami's offensive coordinator, Mark
Whipple has the ‘Canes passing game off to a fast start as Miami ranks in the nation’s
Top 30 in both passing efficiency (26th; 152.60) and passing offense (24th; 268.67 ypg).

» Despite going up against three ranked teams to open the year, the Hurricanes’ offense
has scored more than 30 points in each game twice, including a 38-point performance in
Miami’s season-opening win over No. 18 FSU in Tallahassee.

» Quarterback Jacory Harris has proven to be one of the league’s top passers through
the first month of the 2009 season, ranking second in the ACC in passing yards per game
(268.7) and third in both passing efficiency (152.6) and total offense (258.3).

» After winning two of its first three games against ranked opponents to open the 2009
season, the University of Miami is ranked No. 15 in the latest Jeff Sagarin Ratings.

» Sophomore quarterback Jacory Harris, making just his third career start, had one of the top passing performances in
school history in Miami's season-opening 38-34 win at No. 18 Florida State.

» Harris etched his name into the Hurricanes’ record books in tossing for the 10th-most passing yards in a single game
in school history with 386 yards through the air against the ‘Noles.

» . It was the most passing yards ever by a Miami quarterback ever against FSU and was the most by a ‘Cane since
Ken Dorsey tossed for 422 yards against West Virginia in 2002.

» Harris, who earned ACC Offensive Back of the Week honors for his performance, finished the contest 21-0f-34 with
two passing touchdowns and a rushing touchdown.

Its ALL ABOUT THE BENJAMIN

» Sophomore wide receiver/return man Travis Benjamin has had the best two games of his young career against
arch-rival Florida State.

» Last year against the Seminoles in Miami, he collected an impressive 274 all-purpose yards - the most by a Hurricane
since Edgerrin James had 310 all-purpose yards (299 rushing, 11 receiving) against UCLA in 1998. He finished the
contest with 185 yards on kick returns, 71 yards receiving and 18 yards rushing.

» Two weeks ago against FSU in Tallahassee, Benjamin didn’t match his total yardage from 2008, but he did have the
best receiving game of any Hurricane since 2008, catching four passes for 128 yards and a touchdown. His four catch-
es went for gains of 39, 29, 20 and 40 yards.

» Benjamin ranked second on the team with 1,012 all-purpose yards last year and is second this year with 214 after two
games, with 140 against FSU and 74 last week against Georgia Tech.

» He now has three career touchdowns against the Seminoles, scoring the first two touchdowns of his career last
season (18-yard rushing TD, 51-yard receiving TD) before picking up his third last week (39-yard receiving TD).

» Last year, Benjamin was named a Rivals.com Freshman All-American after finishing the season with team-highs in
punt return yardage (181), kick return yardage (496) and yards per reception (16.3).

Ray-Ray Armstrong, Mike James, Brandon McGee, Olivier Vernon and Brandon Washington all
saw action against the ‘Noles, with Vernon seeing the most significant time at the defensive end position.

» A year after Travis Benjamin collected 274 all-purpose yards against FSU, Graig Cooper nearly matched the
impressive feat in tallying 232 yards against the ‘Noles in Tallahassee in the season opener on Labor Day.

Archie Manning — the chair-
man of The National Football Foundation and College Hall of Fame — announced that Torretta would join 15 fellow First
Team All-America players and two legendary coaches in the College Football Hall of Fame Class of 2009.

» He will be inducted in the Hall of Fame on Dec. 8 in New York City and officially enshrined at the Hall in South Bend,
Ind., during ceremonies in the summer of 2010. Joining Torretta in the class is an impressive group of college football
names, including Notre Dame wide receiver Tim Brown, Ohio State linebacker Chris Spielman and legendary coaches
John Robinson and Dick McPherson.

» With the announcement, he became just the fourth Hurricane player to be selected for induction in the Hall, joining
Bennie Blades (2006), Don Bosseler (1990) and Ted Hendricks (1987) in prestigious company.

Testaverde NAMED TO ACC’S 2009 LEGENDS CLASS

» Former quarterback Vinny Testaverde has been named by the Atlantic Coast Conference as the University of Miami's
representative in its Class of 2009 Dr Pepper Football Championship Game Legends. Testaverde, a Ring of Honor and
Hall of Fame member at UM, headlines the 12-member group announced by the league on Wednesday that also includes
former Florida State quarterback Chris Weinke and one of the winningest head coaches in league history in Clemson's
Danny Ford.

» The Legends will be honored at this year's Dr Pepper ACC Football Championship Game weekend. They will appear
at the ACC Coaches and Awards Luncheon at noon on Friday, Dec. 4, and will be honored at the "ACC Night of Legends"
held at the Grand Hyatt Tampa Bay on Friday evening. They will also be recognized during pre-game ceremonies at
Raymond James Stadium for the 5th Annual Dr Pepper ACC Football Championship, which has an 8 p.m. kickoff on Dec.
5 and will be nationally televised by ESPN.

Jacory GETTING EARLY HEISMAN ATTENTION

» After tossing for 806 yards and five touchdowns through the season’s first three games, sophomore quarterback
Jacory Harris has been a part of ESPN’s Heisman Watch list for the 2009 season and is currently tied for seventh on the
list as of Sept. 29.

The TOUGH BIG FOUR TO OPEN
» The University of Miami's first four games of the 2009 season are against four ranked opponents in Florida State,
Georgia Tech, Virginia Tech and Oklahoma. Those teams were all ranked in the final polls last year and had a combined
2008 record of 40-14. This week, three of the four are ranked with Virginia Tech and Oklahoma both inside the Top 10.
» Not only were Miami's first three games against ACC schools, but it was against the top three ACC teams going into
the season as predicted by the Atlantic Coast Conference media. (Florida State 1st in Atlantic, Virginia Tech 1st in Coastal
and Georgia Tech 2nd in Coastal).
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All-Purpose YARDS RETURN

» So much of Miami’s success offensively comes from the running back tandem of jun-
ior Graig Cooper and senior Javarris James. In the rushing duo’s time together at UM,
the Hurricanes have a 7-3 record when the two combine to get at least 25 carries, and a
4-9 record when they both play and are under the 25-carry mark.

» In 2007, reaching this mark was extremely important to the team’s success as all five
of UM's victories came when the two combined to reach the 25-carry mark.

» Last year, James missed the better part of five games with a high ankle sprain, and the
only time the pair combined for more than 25 carries the ‘Canes won at Virginia when
Cooper and James ran 33 times for 186 yards.

» Two weeks ago against Georgia Tech, the pair combined for 31 carries and 165 yards
and averaged 5.3 yards per carry against the Yellow Jackets.

ACC HONORS FOR JACORY AND BRANDON

» Miami quarterback Jacory Harris and defensive back Brandon Harris were selected
Atlantic Coast Conference football players of the week for the weekend of Sept. 3-7.

» Jacory Harris earned ACC Offensive Back of the Week honors after throwing for a
career-high 386 yards and two touchdowns on 21-0f-34 passing in Miami's 38-34 win
over No. 18 Florida State in Tallahassee.

» Brandon Harris was selected ACC Defensive Back of the Week after tallying a game-
and career-high nine tackles (three solo) and breaking up two passes against FSU.

» Jacory repeated as ACC Player of the week after his performance against Georgia
Tech, going 20-for-25 for 270 yards and three touchdowns.

Big BAILEY INSIDE

» First a linebacker, a year later, a defensive end, now, at 6-4 and nearly 300 pounds,
junior Allen Bailey has made the move to defensive tackle in 2009. Bailey, who led the
‘Canes with five sacks in 2008, played mostly on special teams as a freshman linebacker
in 2007 before moving to defensive end last season, becoming the team'’s sack leader. In
the opener at FSU, Bailey was back to business, recording one of Miami’s two sacks.

Two SPORT STAR

» Miami returns nine of its top 10 players in terms of all-purpose yards gained in 2008,
with only Kayne Farquharson (280 yards) not back this season.

» Graig Cooper (1,133) led the team in all-purpose yards in ‘08.

» Travis Benjamin (1,012) ranked second on the team in all-purpose yards. It marked the
second time a UM freshman recorded at least 1,000 all-purpose yards in the last three
seasons, after Javarris James tallied 1,002 yards as a freshman in 2006.

» Javarris James (404), Thearon Collier (359), Aldarius Johnson (332), Dedrick Epps
(304) and Brandon Harris (299) ranked 3rd through 7th.

» After Farquharson, LaRon Byrd (228) and Sam Shields (159) ranked 9th and 10th
respectively.

» In Miami's 2009 opener against FSU, Graig Cooper and Travis Benjamin continued to
dominate the team’s all-purpose yardage, accounting for over half (372 of 664) of the
Hurricanes’ all-purpose yardage. Cooper led the team with 232 yards - including 177 on
kick-returns - while Benjamin had 140, 128 of which came through the air.

» Through three games, Cooper has a team-high 548 all-purpose yards, followed by
Benjamin (204), Javarris James (190) and Leonard Hankerson (186).

Fox ON SPORTING NEWS TODAY

» With five national championships and decades of success on the gridiron, football
players at “The U” are usually the most recognizable athletes. However, one of the most
recognizable names on the 2009 roster is former UM basketball player Jimmy Graham.

» Graham, who is among the program’s all-time Top 10 in career blocks, opted to join
the football team in lieu of pursuing a professional basketball career after his basketball
eligibility expired at the conclusion of the 2008-09.

» He played in each of Miami’s first three games this season and his first career catch
resulted in a touchdown when quarterback Jacory Harris connected with him on a 14-yard
pass up the middle in the ‘Canes victory over Georgia Tech last week.

» At 6-8, Graham is the second-tallest player on the UM football team (reserve offensive
lineman lan Symonette stands at 6-9).

» He is one of four former college basketball players making the switch to the gridiron in
2009 - Arizona forward-turned-Houston tight end Fendi Onobu, Michigan point guard-
turned-slot receiver Kelvin Grady and Duke point guard-turned Syracuse quarterback
Greg Paulus.

Shields SHIFTING GEARS

» After three seasons as a wide receiver, veteran Sam Shields has made the move over
to cornerback for his senior season.

» Shields, who had just 470 receiving yards combined the last two seasons after tallying
501 yards as a freshman, is UM’s fastest player (4.2 40-yard dash) and has instantly
added another dimension to the UM secondary.

» Through the season’s first three games, Shields ranks fifth on the team with 14 tack-
les and second in passes defended (2).

Byrd BREAKS OUT

» After being held without a catch in the season-opener at Florida State, sophomore
wideout LaRon Byrd responded with a big night against Georgia Tech on Sept. 17, catch-
ing five passes for 83 yards - including an early 40-yard touchdown reception from Jacory
Harris. Last week against VT, Byrd led the ‘Canes again with four receptions for 58 yards.

» University of Miami offensive tackle Jason Fox is among 18 college football stars writ-
ing weekly diaries throughout the season in Sporting News Today, the world's first digital
daily sports newspaper.

» The diaries, which will cover topics on the field and off it, began a week before the sea-
son-opener at FSU. To sign up for the free digital newspaper, which is no fewer than 30
pages a day, go to sportingnewstoday.com. At 7 a.m. ET each day, subscribers are sent
an e-mail directing them to that day's edition.

Red ZONE RESULTS

» The Hurricanes had an impressive success rate of 93.6-percent (44-for-47) when
reaching the red zone in 2008. In 2009, the ‘Canes have gone 4-for-4 at FSU, 4-for-6
against Georgia Tech and 1-for-2 at Virginia Tech.

» The 93.6-percent rate in 2008 led the Atlantic Coast Conference (NC State was 2nd -
90.9, FSU was 3rd - 90.6) while the ‘Canes currently rank 10th in the ACC in 2009 with
an 75-percent conversion rate (9-for-12).

» The ‘Canes scored 29 touchdowns (15 rush, 14 pass) and kicked 15 field goals when
reaching the end zone last year. This season, Miami has five touchdowns and two field
goals in 10 red zone appearances.

Fourth DOWN FORTUNE

» One of the team’s strengths the last few seasons has been its success on fourth down
on both sides of the ball.

» The ‘Canes currently rank fifth in the ACC offensively in fourth down conversions (2-
for-4) while the defense leads the league in allowing just one of five attempts by its oppo-
nents.

» Last season, UM led the ACC and ranked 13th nationally in converting 68.4 percent of
its fourth down attempts.On the defensive side, the ‘Canes ranked fourth in the ACC and
23rd nationally with a 38.1 percent success rate on fourth down.

Old WISE MEN

» Safety Randy Phillips and defensive end Eric Moncur return in 2009 as the senior
citizens of the Hurricanes’ defense. Moncur came to UM in 2004 and redshirted that
season before Phillips joined him on the field in 2005.

» This season, Randy Phillips is tied for second on the team with 18 tackles and record-
ed his sixth career interception in the opener at FSU.

» Moncur made his 2009 debut on Sept. 17 vs. Georgia Tech, recording three tackles in
his first game in nearly a year.

» The pair has combined to play in 75 games in their careers, with Moncur (38 games)
playing in one more than Phillips (37).

Tallahassee, Fla. (AP) - Sophomore quarterback Jacory Harris threw for 386 yards -
including a 40-yard pass over double coverage to Travis Benjamin, setting up Graig
Cooper's 3-yard touchdown run with 1:53 left - and led the Hurricanes past No. 18 Florida
State 38-34 in a wild, back-and-forth game on Labor Day night.

Florida State got to the Miami 2 with 14 seconds left. But Christian Ponder threw three
straight incompletions, the last coming on a ball that Jarmon Fortson nearly caught in the
end zone on the game's final play, and Miami escaped.

Harris completed 21 of 34 passes for two touchdowns and two interceptions. He got hurt
on the second of those turnovers; Harris was drilled by blitzing cornerback Greg Reid and
his throw on that play resulted in nothing more than a pop fly that Markus White ran back 31
yards for a 31-24 Florida State lead with 11:45 remaining.

Harris connected with Cooper for a 24-yard score to tie the game at 31, and after Florida
State took the lead again on Dustin Hopkins' 45-yard field goal with 4:11 left, the 'Canes went
back to work. They went 59 yards in six plays, Harris' perfect lob to Benjamin accounting for
most of them, and Cooper plowed in for the go-ahead score.

MIAMI (AP) - Miami quarterback Jacory Harris raised some eyebrows this week when
he suggested the Hurricanes' offense couldn't be stopped. Georgia Tech did nothing to dis-
prove that theory. Cool and in control throughout, Harris completed 20 of 25 passes for 270
yards and three touchdowns, and the 20th-ranked Hurricanes put an emphatic end to a four-
game losing streak against No. 14 Georgia Tech with a 33-17 victory Thursday night.

Miami (2-0, 2-0 Atlantic Coast Conference) matched its best league start since 2004,
outgained Georgia Tech 453-228 and set up a Coastal Division showdown at Virginia Tech
on Sept. 26. Graig Cooper ran for 93 yards, Javarris James rushed for 72 more and a touch-
down, and LaRon Byrd caught five passes for 83 yards and another score. Georgia Tech (2-
1, 1-1) blew Miami out a year ago, dooming the Hurricanes' conference title hopes by rush-
ing for 472 yards. This time, Miami handled the triple option with relative ease, holding the
Yellow Jackets to 95 yards rushing -- nearly half of those on the game's first drive.

Harris led Miami to scores on its first three possessions, the Hurricanes led 24-3 early
in the third quarter after James scored from 3 yards out to cap a 60-yard, six-play drive, and
the Hurricanes sauntered off celebrating their most significant win in years.

The Yellow Jackets ran for 45 yards on that drive--and managed only 42 more the rest
of the half. Meanwhile, Harris was the picture of cool, setting the tone for the Miami sideline.

He used seven receivers in the first half alone, the Hurricanes scored on their first three
possessions and the big-play capability that Miami flashed against Florida State continued,
with nine gains of at least 10 yards in the opening two quarters. A 35-yard pass to Leonard
Hankerson was immediately followed by a 40-yard toss to Byrd for Miami's first touchdown.
Dedrick Epps caught a 13-yarder for a 14-3 lead early in the second quarter, and Matt
Bosher connected on a 34-yard field goal with 5:45 left in the half.

MIAMI HURRICANES FOOTBALL GAME NOTES

SATURDAY, SEPT. 26, 2009 - LANE STADIUM

Blacksburg, Va. (AP) - No. 11 Virginia Tech harassed Hurricane quarterback Jacory
Harris en route to a 31-7 defeat of No. 9 Miami in a downpour. Miami, ranked in the top 10
for the first since 2005, had a chance to take a commanding lead in the ACC's Coastal
Division. Instead, Virginia Tech (3-1, 1-0 Atlantic Coast Conference), Miami's third consecu-
tive ranked opponent, cooled off the Hurricanes. Ryan Williams' 2-yard run 5:14 into the
game capped an 11-yard drive for Virginia Tech. Harris finished 9-for-25 for 150 yards and
was sacked three times.

Virginia Tech also took the wraps off Tyrod Taylor, and he combined with Williams for
most of the Hokies 272 rushing yards on the rain-soaked turf at sold-out Lane Stadium.
Williams ran for 150 yards, and Taylor finished with 75. From the start, it looked like the
Hokies' day as a steady and chilling rain fell. Helped by a blocked punt that was returned for
a touchdown, several fortunate bounces and one big defensive stop, the Hokies led 21-0 by
halftime and Miami never threatened.

The Hokies muffed one punt early in the first quarter and had another glance off a play-
er's leg deep in their own territory, but recovered both. They also botched a snap on a punt
of their own, giving Miami possession at the Tech 23, but a false start penalty, a rush for a
loss of 2 and a sack for minus-9 forced the Hurricanes to punt it away.

Harris and the Hurricanes did drive 46 yards in five plays for a touchdown just 1:43 into
the third quarter, pulling them within 21-7. After Miami forced the Hokies to punt, they drove
to the Virginia Tech 30 with a chance to make the quieting crowd really nervous.

Instead, with the help of two drops by Jimmy Graham, Miami faced a fourth-and-13 from
the 33, went for it and Harris' 9-yard completion to Dedrick Epps came up four yards short.

The Hokies then drove for Matt Waldron's 22-yard field goal and it was 24-7.
