LARRANAGA BY THE NUMBERS

5 - Coach Jim Larraiaga is one of five ACC coaches with a Final
Four appearance to his credit. In 2006, Larrafiaga became the first
coach at a mid-major school to take his team to the NCAA Final
Fourin 27 years.

6-In 31 years of coaching, Jim Larrafiaga has a winning record
in the NCAA Tournament, a 7-5 mark in six appearances.

LARRANAGA - WHY MIAMI?

Along with returning to the best basketball conference in the
country, Coach L had a few personal reasons for accepting the
head coaching job at Miami. Coach’s grandfather was from Cuba,
where he produced the Larrafiaga [lare-en-YAH-ga] cigar. Coach’s
father was raised in Key West before moving to The Bronx, N.Y.,
getting married and raising six children. Coach L was raised in The
Bronx, but vacationed to Florida as a boy. He also has owned a
house in Sarasota - which he bought from Dick Vitale’s daughter -
and three of his siblings have retired to Florida.

LAST TIME OUT - MIAMI 72, FLORIDA STATE 59

Sheldon McClellan scored 20 of his 21 points in the second half, and
No. 12 Miami beat Florida State 72-59 on Saturday night. Ja'Quan Newton
had 13 points for the Hurricanes (13-1, 2-0 Atlantic Coast Conference), who
have won seven in a row. Davon Reed added 12 points. Miami never trailed.
Florida State (10-5, 0-3) has lost three games in a row, all in the ACC. Reed
went 3 for 3 from 3-point range to help Miami to a 32-24 halftime lead. He
went 0 for 8 from beyond the arc in his three previous games, McClellan
missed all four of his field-goal attempts in the first half, and then took
over. He went 7 for 7 in the second half, including two 3s. Miami center
Tonye Jekiri had eight points, 10 rebounds and perhaps the play of the
game on a dunk with 14:49 left in the first half. Jekiri, a 7-foot senior,
grabbed a rebound and quickly dribbled to the front court, where he faced
pressure from Florida State guard Devon Bookert. Instead of waiting for a
teammate, Jekiri turned the corner and went in for a two-handed slam.
Florida State came in with some impressive performers, including the top
two freshmen scorers in the ACC, Dwayne Bacon (17.2) and Malik Beasley
(17.0), and the league’s assists leader, Xavier Rathan-Mayes (5.7). But they
were all held in check against Miami. Beasley had 13 points, Bacon finished
with 10 points, and Rathan-Mayes had four assists.

Game Notes: In six-straight games, Miami has held its opponents to
less than 32 percent shooting from long range, a 23.6 percent mark in that
timeframe. In the first seven games, Miami averaged 41.4 percent 3-point
defense. Opponents shot better than 32 percent from three in six of the
first seven games ... Miami sold out the season ticket allotment for the
BankUnited Center for the season, and the Canes’ game against Florida
State was the second full-packed house, with 7,972 fans in attendance.
The other complete sellout was against Florida on Dec. 8 ... Since joining
the ACC in 2004-05, Miami has played back-to-back league home games
24 times, with the Canes winning both games seven times. In 2015-16,
Miami has defeated Syracuse and Florida State back-to-back ... Miami
is 12-0 this season in games decided by 10-or-more points, and Coach L
is 62-17 all-time at Miami in games decided by more than 10 points ...
Sheldon McClellan had 20 second-half points and finished with 21 for the
game. He was 7-7 from the field in the second half, tying the best field goal
percentage in a half since 2004-05, when Reggie Johnson was 7-7 in the
second halfagainst Duke in January 2011. McClellan has scored 20+ points
in four outings, including two-straight, and 14+ points in 11 games.

McClellan has scored 20+ points in four outings, including two-straight, and 14+ points in
11 games. In two ACC games, McClellan is averaging 21.5 points, hitting 54.5 percent from the field.

CANES OFF TO SECOND-BEST START IN ACC PLAY

Miami has opened the 2015-16 ACC slate with a 2-0 mark, the second-best start in program
history. In 2012-13, the Canes opened 13-0 on their way to the 2013 ACC Regular Season and
Tournament Championships.

McCLELLAN ONE OF TOP SHOOTING GUARDS IN THE NATION, TOP IN ACC

Senior guard Sheldon McClellan has posted the eighth-best shooting percentage (55.0%) in the
country among guards, and has the top shooting percentage among guards in the ACC, according
to stats on NCAA.org on Jan. 10. McClellan is currently on three national player of the year early-
season watch lists: Naismith Trophy Men's College Player of the Year, Oscar Robertson Trophy for
Men'’s National Player of the Year and Jerry West Shooting Guard of the Year Award.

MIAMI WINNING BY DOUBLE DIGITS

In 12 of Miami’s 13 victories, the Canes have outscored their opponents by double digits.
Nebraska is the only exception, as Miami won by only five points in overtime in Lincoln. UM is
winning games by 18.0 points per outing, and averaging 82.8 points per contest.

NEWTON’S SOPHOMORE SURGE
Miami sophomore Ja'Quan Newton has immensely improved his stats from last year, and has
scored in double digits a team-high 12 times this season.

Coaches at Major Schools and is tied for 57th on the NCAA's list of All-Time Winningest Coaches. See
page 11 of the notes for a complete listing.

MIAMI HOLDS THE LEAD

In Miami’s 13 victories, the Canes have led for all but 43 minutes and 22 seconds combined. The
(anes trailed 19:49 to Syracuse, 12:00 vs. Princeton, 4:59 vs. UTRGV and 3:59 at Nebraska, added to
1:21 vs. Louisiana, 0:39 vs. Charleston, 0:22 vs. Mississippi State and 0:13 vs. Florida. Miami hasn't
trailed in five games - against Utah, Butler, Charlotte, La Salle and Florida State.

In Miami’s 13 wins, the Canes have only trailed after the first half against Syracuse, Nebraska and
Princeton. The Cornhuskers held a lead with 3:39 left in overtime, the Orange led by one with 7:07
left in regulation and the Tigers led with 6:02 left in regulation.

- Under Coach L, Miami has posted three of the Canes’ top five
finishes in ACC play, including the 2013 championship, tied for
fourth in 2012 and tied for sixth in 2015. In 2008, Miami tied for
fifth in league play, and in 2005, tied for sixth.

- In four seasons under Coach L, Miami has tallied six wins in the
ACCTournament. In the previous seven seasons, Miami went 6-7.

- In two NIT appearances under Coach L, Miami is 5-2 for a
.714 winning percentage. In Miami’s other 10 NIT appearances
combined, the Canes went 6-10 for a .375 winning percentage.

DID YOU KNOW ...

Coach L became the first Miami coach to win 20+ games in his
first two seasons at UM and only the third of 12 UM coaches to post
three 20-win seasons.

Former Cane Rick Barry was named one of the Greatest Players
in NBA History.

Miami native and former Cane James Jones won the 2010-2011
NBA All-Star Weekend 3-Point Contest and the NBA Championship
in the 2011-2012 and 2012-13 seasons.

Six-time NBA All Star Amar’e Stoudemire enrolled at UM in 2013
and took classes to earn his bachelor’s degree.

UMis inits 12th season in the ACC.

Coach L led the George Mason Patriots to the 2006 Final
Four with big wins over some of basketball’s elite teams such as
Michigan State, UNC and UConn. He was the first coach to take a
mid-major to a Final Four in 27 years (Penn ‘79) when his team
advanced in 2006.

In 14 years at George Mason, Larrafiaga led the Patriots to five
NCAA Tournament appearances (2011, 2008, 2006, 2001, 1999),
including the 2006 Final Four.

Miami basketball received APR (Academic Progress Rate) Public
Recognition Awards for being among the top 10 percent in APR in
its sport. Miami ranks in the top 10 percent NCAA men's basketball
witha 990 APR.

MIAMI PREDICTED TO FINISH FIFTH IN ACC

Miami was predicted to finish fifth out of 15 teams in the
Atlantic Coast Conference this season, as announced by the league
during Operation ACC Basketball in Charlotte, N.C., Oct. 28. North
Carolina was picked to win the league, followed by Virginia, Duke
and Notre Dame.

In 2012-13, the Canes were picked to finish fifth, then won the
league’s regular season and tournament championship. In all four of
Larrafiaga’s seasons at Miami, the Canes have finished the season
better than predicted at ACC media day.

COACHING CHANGES FOR THE HURRICANES

After having the same assistant coaching staff his first four
years in Miami, Larraiiaga has two new assistant coaches in 2015-
16 in Jamal Brunt and Adam Fisher, following the departure of Eric
Konkol (Louisiana Tech) and Michael Huger (Bowling Green). Konkol
had been an assistant with Coach L 11 seasons and Huger was an
assistant coach for eight years and player for four seasons.

Due to the lack of turnover, Coach L has only had nine assistant
coaches in the last 14 seasons. Five of his assistants left for a D-I
head coaching job, and two others who have worked their way into
head coaching jobs. In those 14 seasons, only twice two assistants
left at the same time, 1996 (Stan Heath and Steve Merfeld) and
1989 (Jeff Snyder and Ricky Stokes).

CANES POST 20+-WIN SEASON

With a victory at Virginia Tech on March 7, 2015, Miami posted its
third 20-win season in four years since the arrival of Jim Larrafiaga.
Since 2011-12, Coach L has tallied seasons of 20-13,29-7, 17-16 and
25-13, for an average of 22.8 wins per season. Since joining the ACC
in 2004-05, Miami posted three 20-win seasons before Larrafiaga,
23-111in 2008, 20-13in 2010 and 21-15in 2011.

MIAMI’S ROAD WINS RANK TOP 11 NATIONALLY

Miami was one of 38 teams in the country, and one of 11 teams
from a Top 8 conference, to win 10+ games away from its home
arena last regular season. Gonzaga led the way with 14 road and
neutral site victories.

The Canes have posted 10+ wins away from home in two of
Coach L's four seasons at Miami. In 2012-13, Miami won 15 on the
road, including five neutral-site games. Last year, Miami was 10-5
away from the BankUnited Center, with a 3-1 neutral-site record, in
the regular season.

CANES IN NATIONAL STATS, VIA NCAA.COM

Miami was 13th in the country in turnovers per game (10.1),
committing less than 15 turnovers in 35 of 38 outings.

The Canes knocked down 292 shots from 3-point range, good
enough for 20th in the nation. UM hit at least seven shots from long
range in 23 games, and tied a school record of 15 made in a game,
going 15-0f-25 at Virginia Tech on March 7.

UM shot 74.6 percent from the free throw line, which was the
22nd-best mark in the country. Miami drained at least 70 percent
of its free throws in 28 games last year. The Canes’ 544 free throws
made were No. 39 in the NCAA.

Miami averaged just 15.6 fouls per game, a mark that was 22nd-
best in the nation, grabbed 1317 total rebounds (29th) and posted a
1.27 assist-to-turnover ratio (44th).

CANES FINISH SIXTH IN ACC AFTER BEING PICKED 10TH

Miami finished sixth in the 2014-15 ACC rankings after being
projected to finish 10th by the media at Operation Basketball in
October. In each of Coach Ls four seasons at Miami, the Canes have
exceeded preseason expectations. In his first season, Miami was
picked fifth and finished tied for fourth. In just his second season,
UM won the ACC after being projected to finish fifth. A year ago, the
Canes were selected 12th, but ended 10th.

The Canes and Notre Dame both made a jump of four spots:
Miami from 10th to sixth and Notre Dame from seventh to third.
Wake Forest and Virginia Tech were the only schools who were
slotted in the correct spots. In order of preseason projections, here
are the final mis-projections of each team: Duke -1, North Carolina
-3, Louisville -1, Virginia +3, Syracuse -3, Pittsburgh -4, Notre Dame
+4, Florida State -3, NC State +2, Miami +4, Clemson +2, Wake
Forest +0, Georgia Tech -1, Boston College +1, Virginia Tech +0.

LARRANAGA POSTS FOURTH 25-WIN SEASON

With a 25-13 mark last season at Miami, Coach Jim Larraiaga
has posted four 25-win seasons as a head coach. His first was a 27-8
mark at George Mason in 2005-06, when he led the team to the
NCAA Final Four and in 2010-11 he was 27-7 with a 1-1 mark in the
NCAA Tournament. At Miami, Coach L led the Canes to a 29-7 mark
in 2012-13, winning the ACC regular season and tournament, then
taking UM to the NCAA Sweet 16.

CARDIAC CANES - YEAR TWO

Miami played 16 games last season that were decided by five
points-or-less. The Canes had five losses by a total of 22 points in the
month of February. Three of those games were decided by a total of
five points. Miami and Georgia Tech each had 13 games decided by
four points or less last season. Miami and Notre Dame led the ACC
with nine wins in close games. In 2013-14, Miami led the ACC having
played 13 games decided by five points-or-less or in OT.

MIAMIVS. RANKED OPPONENTS

Miami was 3-6 against ranked teams in 2014-15, including
1-1 against top-5 teams and 2-2 against top-10 teams. Of the six
losses, one was a double-overtime defeat against Virginia, and the
(Canes came up 6.1 ppg short in the other five outings. The Canes
were 1-3 at home, 2-2 on the road and 0-1 at neutral sites vs. Top 25
opponents.

LARRANAGA RETURNS HOME, NY COACHES IN NIT

Coach Jim Larrafiaga returned to his roots for the NIT, playing in
his home state of New York. Larrafiaga grew up in the Parkchester
neighborhood of The Bronx, playing high school basketball for Jack
Curran at Archbishop Molloy High School in Queens.

Since 2000, only four coaches originally from the state of New
York have led their team to the championship game of the NIT. In
2015, coach Jim Larraiaga is from The Bronx. In 2014, Larry Brown
(Brooklyn) was the runner up with SMU. John Beilein (Burt) won
the event in 2007 with West Virginia. In 2000, Matt Doherty (East
Meadow) was runner up with Notre Dame.

COACH L IN MADISON SQUARE GARDEN

In Larrafiaga’s 31 years of coaching, he had never been the head
coach of a team playing a game in Madison Square Garden, until
March 31 against Temple. He played in the World’s Most Famous
Arena multiple times while playing college ball for Providence, and
was an assistant coach for Virginia when the Cavaliers won the NITin
1980. Larrafiaga’s final collegiate game as a Friar was played against
UNCin 1971, an 86-79 loss for PCin the NIT Elite 8.

MARCH WAS HURRICANE SEASON
Miami was 7-1 in the month of March last season, and Jim
Larrafiaga is 19-8 in the month of March while coaching at Miami.
