« Malcolm Brogdon ranks ninth on UVAS all-time scoring list with
1,809 points. He ranks first in most UVA wins played career (110) and
free throw percentage (87.6%), second in games played (136), fifth
in minutes played (4,157), seventh in 3-point field goal percent-

age (36.5%), eighth in 3-pointers (185) and ninth in free throws
(422).

« Brogdon earned consensus first-team All-America and NABC
Defensive Player of the Year honors in 2016 after becoming the first
player to be named ACC Player of the Year and Defensive Player of the
Year in the same season. The three-time All-ACC first-team performer
earned consensus second-team All-America honors in 2015.

« He helped Virginia to four NCAA tournaments, two ACC regular-
season titles and one ACC Tournament championship.

- Head coach Tony Bennett has a 183-80 (.696) mark in eight seasons
atVirginia and 252-113 (.690) career mark in 11 seasons overall.

« Bennett guided UVA to a school-record 89 wins over three seasons
from 2014-16, eclipsing 88 wins from 1981-83.

« Bennett-coached teams have led the nation in scoring defense
three times (2008-09, 2013-14 & 2014-15), and finished in the top-
five nationally in seven of 10 seasons.

- Bennett has led the Cavaliers to five consecutive postseason tourna-
ments (NCAAin 2012, 2014, 2015 and 2016, and NIT in 2013).
