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he University of Miami

antared the 199800 sea-
son with high expectations.
The Hurricanes were returning
nine lettermen, including four
starters, from a team that
recerded one of the greatest
season in school history post-
Ing a 23-7 record and ending
the year ranked 10th in the
nation.

Miami soon learned that
things would nct come easy
and after a 55 start many
wondered if the Hurricanes
would even qualify for post-sea-
son play, The Hurricanes would
rebound from that slow start,
however, and eventually sur-
pass the accomplishments of
the 1988-99 team.

UM finished the season
with a 23-11 record, earned a
share of the BiG EAST regular
seaseh championship with a
13-3 conference record,
received its third consecutive
NCAA tournament appearance,
and after wins over Arkansas
and Ohic State, reached the
Sweet Sixteen for the first time
in school history.

Miami opened the 1999-
00 seasen ranked in the
Associated Press top-25 poll
for the first time in schoot his-
tory debuting at No. 25. The
Hurricanes lived up to the hype
early winning its opening three
game over Central Florida,
Monmotth and Bethune-
Cookman by an average mar-
gin of 25 points.

The month of December
saw things go terribly wrong as
the Hurricanes dropped three
of its next four games.
Opponents seemed 1o have
career nights against UM.
Memphis started the Miami
slide as guard Keiron Shine
came off the bench to score
39 points, connecting of 6-0f7
three-pointers, as the Tigers
defeated Miami, 82-72, in
Memphis.

Next up was North
Carolina Charlotte and this
time it was forward Jobey
Thomas. Thomas hit 7-0f12
three-pointers, including four
straight in the second half, en
route to a careerhigh 28
points as the 49ers won, 75-
65, at Miami Arena.

Failowing a 97-61 win over
Hartford, Miami took on No. 7
North Carolina in the HIP
Health Plan Orange Bowl

Classic, Miami shat just 28-0F
81 (.348) from the field in
dropping a 7868 decisionto
the Tar Heels.

Miami then traveled to the
Puerto Rice for the San Juan
Shootout, The change of kca-
tion did not help the
Hurricanes who lost two of
three games and stood at 5-5
with the BIG EAST season just
around the comer.

Miami returned frem San
Juan dejected but not defeat-
ed. The Hurricanes won two
straight non-conference games
over Florida Atlantic and
Quinnigiac and entered the
BIG £AST conference schedule
with some confidence.

UM split its first four con-
ference games defeating West
Virginia and Seton Hall while
falling te Syracuse and
Georgetown. The loss to the
Hoyas was extremely difficult
for Miami who gave up a
schookrecord 32 offensive
rebounds in the 65-61 defeat.

Reeling after the loss to
Georgetown, Miami {97, 2:2
BIG EAST) entered its road
game at Villanova feeling it
needed a win to keep its post-
season hopes alive.

Trailing by 10 points late
in the secend half it looked as
if UM was headed to another
devastating defeal. But the
Hurricanes battled back with
an &2 run to pull within four,
64-60, with 2:28 ieft. After
both teams exchanged free
throws, Maric Bland sank a six
footer to cut the deficit to two
with 1:10 remaining.

Things looked blesk as
Miami trailed 66-64 and
Villanova's Brook Sales stoed
at the foul line shooting two
free throws with just 16.7 sec-
onds remalning. Sales missed
both free throws and UM came
down with the rebound.

Vernon Jennings drove
baseline and tried to get a
pass to Bland in the paint. The
pass was tipped and miracu-
lously roiled to Johnny
Hemsley on the left wing.
Hemsley picked up the loose
bail and hit a three-point bas-
ket at the buzzer to give Miami
the imprebable 67-66 win.

The win over Villanova was
just the spark Miami needed,
The Hurricanes regled off six
siraight corference wins

before a 47-4b loss {o
Providence at Miami Arena left
UM at 152 overall, &3 in the
BIG EAST, and clearly on the
NCAA bubble.

Miami then traveled to
Storrs, CT to face 18thranked
Connecticut at Garnpel
Pavilion. Once again in a must
win situation the Hurricanes
pulled off the upset knocking
off the defending national
champions, 63-57. With the
win Miami became the first
team in BIG EAST history to
win consecutive games at
Gampel.

UM won its next three
games defeating West Virginia,
Notre Dame and Pittsburgh
setting the stage for its regu-
lar-season finsle against 18th-
ranked St. John's.
Connecticut’s win over
Syracuse the night before
meant that the winner of the
UM-St, John's garme would
share the BIG EAST regular
season title.

Miami went on to defeat
the Red Storm, 74-70, in over-
time to claim the first BIG
EAST title in school history.

Three days later, Johnny
Hemsley {second team} and
Mario Bland (third team) were
named All-BIG EAST.

On March 12 Miami
received its third consecutive
NCAA Tournament bid and was
seeded 6th in the South
Region.

UM faced SEC tournament
champion Arkansas in the
opening round and defeated
the Razorbacks 75-7% behind
20 peints from Johnny
Hemsiey. UM reached new
heights two days later defeat-
ing seconckseed and Big Ten
champlon Ohio State, 7562,
With the win Miami advanced
to the NCAA Sweet 16 for the
first time in schoal history.

The next week UM fell to
Tulsa, 80-71, ending the
Hurricanes’ season. Miami
ended the season ranked 23rd
by the Asseciated Press and
20th in the USA Today/ESPN
