The 2014-15 Highlights
	 On Jan. 13, Miami defeated eventual national champion 
then-No. 4 Duke, 90-74, at Cameron Indoor Stadium, ending 
Duke’s 41-game home winning streak, the longest active 
streak in Division I, and snapping Duke’s 19-game ACC home 
game winning streak. UM was the only team to defeat Duke 
at home last season. 
	T he Canes defeated then-No. 8/7 Florida on Nov. 17 in 
the Stephen C. O’Connell Center, led by Angel Rodriguez’ 22 
points in the final nine minutes, draining five 3-pointers in 
the last seven minutes to help Miami to the win. With the 
victory, the Canes snapped Florida’s 33-game home winning 
streak and 25-game home non-conference winning streak. 

The 33-game streak was the third-longest in the country, 
behind 34 by both Duke and Stephen F. Austin. 
	 Miami played the most games (38) and recorded the 
second-most victories (25) in Hurricane basketball history, 
ending the season in the championship game of the National 
Invitation Tournament in Madison Square Garden.
	 UM downed both Duke and Syracuse on the road in the 
same season, the second time this has ever happened, and 
the first time since Michael Jordan’s North Carolina team did 
so during the 1983-84 season. 
	 Miami opened the season 8-0, and on Dec. 1 was ranked 
No. 15 in the country by both the AP and USA TODAY.
	 Miami suffered just 13 losses, including six (four 

opponents) against nationally ranked teams. In those six 
games, the Canes led by at least 12 points twice: 12 points at 
No. 12 Notre Dame and 13 points at No. 12 Louisville. 
	I n one season, Miami defeated 500+-win coaches Mike 
Krzyzewski, Jim Boeheim and Billy Donovan. 
	 Miami was one of 38 teams in the country, and one of 11 
teams from the top eight basketball conferences - Power 5, 
AAC, BIG EAST &  Atlantic 10 - to win 10+ games away from 
its home arena last regular season. 
	 Junior Tonye Jekiri led the Atlantic Coast Conference in 
rebounds (10.9 ACC only, 9.9 all games) and double-doubles 
(9) in ACC games. He is Miami’s first player to average 10+ 
rpg in a season in ACC play. 

• Miami is receiving votes in a pair of preseason national polls, the AP and the USA Today poll. 
• After returning eight players combined the past two seasons, Miami returns seven players in 
2015-16 and welcomes three newcomers to the team.
• The Canes are comprised of four seniors, two juniors, two sophomores and two freshmen. 
• Miami’s complete 13-man roster includes players from: Three countries - Nigeria (2), Spain, 
U.S.; One U.S. commonwealth - Puerto Rico; Eight states - Connecticut, Florida, Nevada, New

	 Miami was predicted to finish fifth out of 15 teams in the Atlantic Coast Conference this season,  
as announced by the league during Operation ACC Basketball in Charlotte, N.C., Oct. 28. North 
Carolina was picked to win the league, followed by Virginia, Duke and Notre Dame.
	I n 2012-13, the Canes were picked to finish fifth, then won the league’s regular season and 
tournament championship. In all four of Larrañaga’s seasons at Miami, the Canes have finished the 
season better than predicted at ACC media day.

Miami sets season ticket record
	 With unprecedented excitement surrounding the 2015-16 University of Miami men’s basketball 
team, Hurricane fans have responded in record numbers, already setting a new program high for 
most season tickets sold.
	 Fewer than 650 seats are still available for sale, after accounting for seats already sold as season 
tickets plus those held for current UM students and team use.
	 “When we first arrived at Miami, we were told it would be tough to sell out the BankUnited 
Center and it would be hard to build a basketball fan base,” Head Coach Jim Larrañaga said. “But in 
four short years, we have set all kinds of records with both sellout crowds and student attendance.”
	 Due to record season ticket sales, seats may not be available on a single-game basis.

McClellan on Jerry West Award Watch List
	 Senior Sheldon McClellan is among the 20 players named to the watch list for the 2016 Jerry 
West Shooting Guard of the Year Award, the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame announced.
	A s a junior in 2014-15, McClellan’s 48.4-percent shooting was the second-best shooting 
percentage in the nation by a guard in the Power Five conferences, 18th-best shooting percentage 
by a guard in the nation, 90th-best shooting percentage in the nation among all positions, and the 
top shooting percentage by a guard in the ACC.
	I n 106 career games, the native of Houston, has scored 1,393 career points. In his first season at 
Miami, McClellan was the only Cane to start all 38 games. He averaged 14.5 points, 4.7 rebounds 
and 1.9 assists in 33.6 minutes per game, and hit 48.4 percent (192-397) from the field, 35.8 percent 
(54-151) from three and 82.4 percent at the line. McClellan posted a trio of double-doubles on the 
season and scored in double digits in 31 games, including 15-straight from Nov. 21 to Jan. 22.
	 Named after Hall of Famer and 1959 NCAA Final Four Most Valuable Player Jerry West, the annual 
honor in its second year recognizes the top shooting guards in Division I men’s college basketball. A 
national committee comprised of top college basketball personnel determined the watch list of 20 
candidates.

Larrañaga Adds Izundu, Lawrence and Muhammad to Roster
	 Ebuka Izundu is a 6-10 center from Charlotte, N.C., and attended Victory Christian Center School. 
This past season, he averaged 21 points, 15 rebounds and six blocks. Izundu was named to the first-
team All Charlotte Observer his senior year of high school. Listed as a four-star and the No. 70 player 
in the 2015 class by 247Sports, Izundu is a native of Nigeria and played under coach Auriece McCain 
at Victory Christian. Izundu was originally committed to Charlotte, but was granted a release from 
his NLI. He is choosing Miami over Arkansas and Cincinnati.
	A nthony Lawrence, Jr., nicknamed “Amp,” is a 6-7, 200-pound guard/forward from Saint 
Petersburg, Fla., who led his Lakewood Senior High School team to the Class 5A state championship 
game as a junior. Lawrence scored 18 points in the championship game and totaled 25 rebounds 
in two state tournament games. Anthony’s father, Anthony Lawrence Sr. was a two-year letterman 
at Miami from 1991-93. After college, he played overseas in Portugal, Mexico and the Dominican 
Republic. His brother, Patrick, also played at Miami from 1991-94.
	 Larrañaga completed his 2015-16 recruiting class with the signing of Rashad Muhammad, a 
transfer student-athlete from San Jose State University. Muhammad, a 6-foot-6-inch guard, will 
have two years of eligibility remaining with the Hurricanes, but will sit out the 2015-16 season due 
to NCAA transfer rules. At SJSU, Muhammad led the Spartans in scoring two straight seasons, with 
a 13.2 points-per-game average as a freshman, and 13.9 ppg in his second season. In two seasons 
at San Jose State, he started 25 of 58 games played and averaged 13.5 points, 3.1 rebounds and 1.0 
assists per game.
	 Muhammad will be Miami’s 10th transfer student-athlete to play for the Hurricanes in 
Larrañaga’s four seasons at Miami, a list which includes current players Angel Rodriguez, Sheldon 
McClellan, Kamari Murphy and Ivan Cruz Uceda, and 2013 ACC Champions Shane Larkin, Trey 
McKinney Jones and Kenny Kadji.

Both games will tip at 7 p.m. in the BankUnited 
Center and will be televised on ESPN. Miami is one of six ACC schools to be featured 
two or more times, and the only school to play host to both of their ESPN Big 
Monday games.

Coaching Changes for the Hurricanes
	A fter having the same assistant coaching staff his first four years in Miami, 
Larrañaga has two new assistant coaches in 2015-16 in Jamal Brunt and Adam 
Fisher, following the departure of Eric Konkol (Louisiana Tech) and Michael Huger 
(Bowling Green). Konkol had been an assistant with Coach L 11 seasons and Huger 
was an assistant coach for eight years and player for four seasons. 
	 Due to the lack of turnover, Coach L has only had nine assistant coaches in the 
last 14 seasons. Five of his assistants left for a D-I head coaching job, and two others 
who have worked their way into head coaching jobs. In those 14 seasons, only twice 
two assistants left at the same time, 1996 (Stan Heath and Steve Merfeld) and 1989 
(Jeff Snyder and Ricky Stokes). 

Caputo Promoted to UM’s Associate Head Coach
This summer assistant Chris Caputo was promoted to associate head coach. Arriving 
in Coral Gables in April of 2011, Caputo enters his fifth season with the Hurricanes 
and his 14th season on Larrañaga’s staff. Entering his 11th season as a coach, 
his primary responsibilities at Miami have included recruiting and scouting the 
opposition, but he will become the defensive coordinator this season.

Larrañaga Adds Brunt and Fisher to Assistant Coaching Staff
	 Larrañaga hired former Richmond associate head coach Jamal Brunt to be an 
assistant coach for the Hurricanes. Brunt came to Coral Gables after 10 years on 
the staff with the Spiders. Beginning in 2005 as Director of Operations, Brunt was 
promoted to an assistant coach in 2007 and associate head coach in 2013. He will be 
the offensive coordinator this season. 
	 Larrañaga promoted Adam Fisher to be an assistant coach after Fisher spent two 
seasons as the Director of Basketball Operations. Fisher came to Miami in June of 
2013 after spending two seasons at his alma mater, Penn State University. 

Coach L Reunited with James Johnson 
	 Larrañaga completed his 2015-16 staff with the addition of James Johnson as 
the team’s director of basketball operations. Johnson, who was on Larrañaga’s staff 
for two seasons at George Mason University, including the historic NCAA Final Four 
run in 2006, came to Miami after seven seasons on staff at fellow Atlantic Coast 
Conference school Virginia Tech, where he was the head coach for two seasons after 
five years as an assistant coach.

No. 4 Duke, 90-74, at Cameron Indoor Stadium, ending Duke’s 41-
game home winning streak, the longest active streak in Division I, 
and snapping Duke’s 19-game ACC home game winning streak.

	T he Canes defeated then-No. 8/7 Florida on Nov. 17 in the 
O’Connell Center, led by Angel Rodriguez’ 22 points in the final nine 
minutes, draining five 3-pointers in the last seven minutes to help 
Miami to the win. With the victory, the Canes snapped Florida’s 33-
game home winning streak and 25-game home non-conference 
winning streak at the Stephen C. O’Connell Center.

	 UM downed both Duke and Syracuse on the road in the same 
season, the second time this has ever happened, and the first time 
since Michael Jordan’s UNC team did so during the 1983-84 season. 
	 Miami opened the season 8-0, and on Dec. 1 was ranked No. 15 in 
the country by both the AP and USA TODAY.
	 Miami suffered 13 losses, including six games (four opponents) 
against nationally ranked teams. In those six games, the Canes led 
by at least 12 points twice: 12 points at No. 12 Notre Dame and 13 
points at No. 12 Louisville.

	 Miami was one of 38 teams in the country, and one of 11 teams 
from a Top 8 conference, to win 10+ games away from its home 
arena last regular season.

In his first season, Miami was 
picked fifth and finished tied for fourth. In just his second season, 
UM won the ACC after being projected to finish fifth. A year ago, the 
Canes were selected 12th, but ended 10th.
