THINGS TO KNOW

+ Miami is the only team among basketball's six power
conferences with five players averaging at least 11
ppg apiece.

+ Of Miami’s first 11 ACC games, nine of the foes are
currently ranked or were ranked at the time (next four
are not ranked).

+ UM has led in the second half in 18 of its 23 games.
« Chris Lykes is ninth in the ACC in overall scoring
(16.9) and in conference play (17.3 ppg).

+ Zach Johnson is one of 16 players nationally with
1,500 career points and 350 assists.

+ DJ Vasiljevic has moved in eighth place in career
3-pointers at Miami (176).

+ As a team Miami ranks eighth nationally in fewest
fouls per game (14.3).

+ On Jan. 28 the NCAA ruled junior forward Dewan
Hernandez ineligible for the rest of the season and 40
percent of the 2019-20 season.

MIAMI-CLEMSON SERIES

Clemson leads the series with Miami, 14-11,
although the Hurricanes hold a 10-9 advantage since
joining the ACC for the 2004-05 season.

Clemson earned a 72-63 win on Jan. 13, 2018, at
Littlejohn Coliseum in the teams’ last meeting. CU'’s last
win in Coral Gables came on Feb. 20, 2011 (63-59).

Under Jim Larrafiaga, Miami has won five of eight
games against Clemson, including four straight at
home. He is 11-7 in his career against Brad Brownell-
coached teams while at George Mason and Miami.

THE ACC GRIND CONTINUES

To put it mildly, Miami's ACC slate has been tough.

Eight of the Canes’ first 11 league games were
against teams that are currently ranked or were
ranked at the time — most of any ACC team.

Nine of Miami’s 18 conference games pit the
Canes against teams currently ranked in the AP Top
25. UM plays a league-high nine games against ACC
teams that currently are ranked in the top 25.

The Canes’ challenging conference schedule
includes home-and-homes with Florida State, North
Carolina and Virginia Tech, all of which are currently
ranked in the top 25.

THE MAGNIFICENT SEVEN

Miami has primarily played with a rotation of
seven players. UM currently has seven scholarship
student-athletes available, plus Willie Herenton,
a former walk-on who recently was awarded a
scholarship for the remainder of the school year.

Chris Lykes (33.7, 10th), Anthony Lawrence (32.7,
15th) and Zach Johnson (31.3, 21st) rank among the
ACC’s top 25 in minutes played.

The rotation was shortened to seven when Deng
Gak went down with a season-ending injury on Dec. 1.

BALANCE ON OFFENSE

Five Miami players are averaging at least 11
points per game apiece.

The Canes are the lone team among basketball’'s
six power conferences with five players averaging 11
or more points per game.

The five: Chris Lykes (16.9), Zach Johnson (13.1),
Anthony Lawrence (11.9), DJ Vasiljevic (11.1) and
Ebuka Izundu (11.0).

LAST TIME OUT: UNC 88, MIAMI 85 (OT)

Miami took No. 8 North Carolina to overtime
Saturday, but the Tar Heels outlasted UM, 88-85, in
Chapel Hill. Chris Lykes had a monster game for the
Hurricanes with 27 points, including 19 after halftime.

Coby White scored 33 points, including seven
3-pointers, while Luke Maye added 20 points for
UNC. Maye hit a 3-pointer with 12 seconds left in
regulation to even the score at 77. Lykes had a
chance for the game winner just before the buzzer,
but his 3-pointer bounced off the front of the rim.

In OT, the Hurricanes scored the first basket on an
Anthony Lawrence Il layup, but the Tar Heels ran off
seven straight points and did not trail again.

Led offensively by Lykes, who hit five 3-pointers
on his way to 27 points, the Canes shot 32-of-68
(47.1 percent) from the field and 14-of-31 (45.2
percent) from 3-point range, as UM matched a
season high in 3-pointers made. The Tar Heels hit on
31-0f-66 (47.0 percent) from the field and 13-0f-26
from beyond the arc.

Miami is just the third to team to out-rebound
North Carolina this season (39-32).

3 2018-19 MIAMI BASKETBALL

NOTING THE NORTH CAROLINA GAME

+ Miami played its first overtime game of the season
(last: Jan. 27, 2018, at Florida State).

+ Miami matched a season high with 14 3-pointers.
+ UM out-rebounded UNC, 39-32, becoming just the
third team to out-rebound the Tar Heels this season
(Kentucky, Louisville).

+ Chris Lykes (41), DJ Vasiljevic (40) and Ebuka
lzundu (39) set career highs for minutes played.

+ Lykes scored 27 points, one shy of his career high
which was set earlier this season (NC State).

* Lykes hit a career-high five 3-pointers.

* Lykes is averaging 17.6 ppg in four career games
against UNC.

« With 10 rebounds, Ebuka Izundu reached double
figures in boards for the 10th time this season.

+ Anthony Lawrence Il scored 17 points, two off his
season high, set in the season opener vs. Lehigh.

+ Anthony Mack made his sixth start of the season.
+ Willie Herenton played a minute at the end of the
first half, making his fifth appearance in conference
play and ninth of the season.

+ UNC guard Coby White’s 33-point effort is the most
for a UM opponent this season and since FSU'’s
Xavier Rathan-Mayes hit for 35 on Feb. 25, 2015.

CLOSE, BUT NOT QUITE

Despite its 13 losses, Miami has been in nearly
every game this season.

UM has held a lead in the second half in 18 of 23

games this season. The Canes did not hold a second-

half lead against Penn, Syracuse, FSU (Jan. 27),
Virginia Tech and Virginia.

LYKES PACES OFFENSE

Following his 27-point effort Saturday at UNC,
Chris Lykes is averaging 16.9 ppg and ranks ninth
in the ACC in scoring. He is averaging 17.3 ppg in
conference games, which also is ninth among all
ACC players.

He owns eight 20-point games this season and
has upped his scoring average by 7.3 ppg from his
freshman season, marking the third-largest increase
among active ACC players.

Lykes has scored in double figures in 20 of 23
outings, including 16 games of 16 or more points.
With 27-point effort Saturday, he fell a point shy of his
career high, set in the ACC opener versus NC State.

CHRIS LYKES: HEART OVER HEIGHT

At 5-foot-7, Chris Lykes is the shortest player
on any team in basketball’s six power conferences
(ACC, Big East, Big Ten, Big 12, Pac-12, SEC).

Within these conferences, he is the second-leading
scorer among players under 6-feet tall at 16.9 ppg
(Markus Howard, 5-11, Marquette, 25.2 ppg).

He is one of six players under 6-feet tall to
regularly be a starter this year, joining Howard, Aaron
Calixte (Oklahoma), Justin Coleman (Arizona), Jared
Harper (Auburn) and Tremont Waters (LSU).

The other five in this group all are at least 5-10.

JOHNSON IN ELITE 1,500/350 CLUB

Zach Johnson is one of 16 active players
nationally to score 1,500 career points and rack up
350 career assists.

Johnson has scored 1,646 career points (1,344 at
Florida Gulf Coast, 302 at UM) and owns 373 career
assists (321 at FGCU, 52 at UM).

Johnson ranks 39th nationally in career scoring
and 53rd in assists among active Division | players.

He is averaging 13.1 ppg this season.

LAST MEETING: CLEMSON 72, MIAMI 63

Then-No. 18 Miami dropped a 72-63 decision
at No. 19 Clemson on Jan. 13, 2018, at Littlejohn
Coliseum in the programs’ last meeting. Lonnie
Walker IV and Anthony Lawrence Il led Miami with
16 points apiece.

Chris Lykes added 13 points for UM. Donte
Grantham paced Clemson with 18 points.

Clemson shot 12-for-21 from 3-point range and
16-0f-17 at the free-throw line. The Tigers were
22-for-50 (.440) from the field while limiting Miami to
38.1 percent (24-for-63). The Canes hit on 6-0f-23
3-point attempts and 9-0f-18 at the charity stripe.

After falling behind by as many as eight points
early in the second half, Miami used a 10-2 run to tie
the game, 42-42, at the 12:59 mark. Back-to-back
3-pointers from Mark Donnal gave the Tigers a six-
point lead and the momentum. The Canes clawed
back to within two, 58-56, on a Dewan Huell putback
slam, but back-to-back Clemson 3-pointers late gave
the Tigers a 9-point lead, 66-57, with just under a
minute remaining.

IZUNDU CONTINUES BREAKOUT YEAR
Ebuka Izundu has stepped into a starting role this
season and averaged 11.0 ppg and a team-high 8.8
rebounds per game (5.0 ppg, 3.8 rpg last season).
lzundu has produced six double-doubles.
He ranks second in the ACC in offensive rebounds
(3.43/game), ranks fourth overall in rebounds (8.8),
fifth in double-doubles and 10th in blocks (1.35/game).

VASILJEVIC AMONG ACC 3-PT LEADERS

DJ Vasiljevic is 58-for-149 (38.9%) from 3-point
range and averaging 11.1 ppg.

He is sixth in the ACC in 3-pointers made and
3-pointers per game (2.52) and 3-point field goal
percentage.

Vasiljevic led the ACC in 3-point field goal
percentage last season (41.1%), becoming the fifth
Hurricane to top the conference in 3-point shooting
(first since Malcolm Grant in 2011).

VASILJEVIC 3-POINT STREAK ENDS AT 33

DJ Vasiljevic went 0-for-3 from 3-point range on
Feb. 2 at Virginia, snapping a streak of 33 straight
games with at least one made 3-pointer. It was the
longest active streak in the ACC. UVA's Kyle Guy
(23) now owns the longest active streak.

It was the third-longest streak in Miami history and
tied for the 20th longest in ACC history with Duke’s
Jon Scheyer (2010) and Trajan Langdon (1998-99)
and Wake Forest's Randolph Childress (1994-95).

The program record is 35 straight games, set by
Malcolm Grant (2011-12) and McClinton (2008-09).
The ACC record is 69 straight, set by Georgia Tech's
Dennis Scott during the 1988-90 seasons.
