FAMILIAR FACES

Jim Larrafiaga and Miami associate head coach Chris Caputo have worked together for 18 seasons-nine with the
Hurricanes—-good for the third-longest mark of any ACC duo. Leonard Hamilton and Stan Jones of Florida State
rank second with 23 years together, including four at Miami ('96-'00). More information can be found on page eight.

AWESOME IN ACC ACTION

Chris Lykes has scored 604 points in just 42 conference games, already good for the sixth-most by a Hurricane
in ACC play. He needs just nine points to catch Dwayne Collins (2006-10) for fifth place on the list and 10 to pass
him. The junior guard is one of just three players in the top eight without four full seasons, alongside former stars
Jack McClinton (2006-09, No. 1, 888) and Guillermo Diaz (2004-06, No. 4, 629).

HELPING HANDS

On Jan. 2, DJ Vasiljevic created a GoFundMe account to raise money for the New South Wales Rural Fire Service
to aid its bushfire crisis relief in his home country of Australia. The senior guard is donating $5 for every 3-pointer
he makes in confernece play, good for $70 thus far through six outings.

THE U TO THE LEAGUE

Miami is one of nine schools—just two are in the ACC-with at least one player selected in the NBA Draft each of
the last three years, along with Duke, Kentucky, Michigan, Oregon, Purdue, Texas, UCLA and Villanova. Miami is
also one of 11 schools with at least four total players picked in the NBA Draft over the past three years, joining
Duke, Florida State, Gonzaga, Kentucky, Michigan, North Carolina, Oregon, UCLA, Villanova and Virginia. The
Hurricanes are one of only seven teams on both of those lists. More information can be found on page five.

HURRICANE HERO

Jim Larrafiaga ranks second at Miami with 185 victories and third with a .642 winning percentage. His six 20-win
seasons at The U are the most of any coach and a third of the program’s total. Coach L has also led Miami to all
three of its 25-win campaigns, two of its three Sweet 16 berths and half of its eight NCAA Tournament trips.

FLORIDA STATE
The Seminoles, 15-2 (5-1 ACC) thus far, are led by sophomore guard Devin Vassell's 12.6 points per game. After
going 29-8 (13-5) and reaching the Sweet 16 last year, Florida State was voted fifth in the ACC preseason poll.

BEATING THE BLUE BLOODS

During Jim Larrafiaga’s eight seasons at Miami, the Hurricanes have an 11-14 combined record
against Duke (5-6) and North Carolina (6-8), tied for the second-most wins—trailing only Virginia's
12-by any school against those two programs since 2011-12. They defeated at least one of the
two in each of Coach L’s first seven years, topping both in 2012-13 (four total wins) and 2016-17
(two). Prior to Jim Larrafiaga’s arrival, Miami was 4-31 all-time against the Blue Devils and Tar
Heels. Miami is the only team in the country with five road wins against those two schools since
2011-12 (only other school school, Duke, has four). The Hurricanes are also the only school with
at least five victories by double digits, posting six. In addition, Miami is the lone team with at least
three triumphs by 15-plus, owning four, and joins Ohio State as the only schools with two decisions
by 20-plus. Duke’s most lopsided loss of the last eight years is to Miami (90-63 on 1/23/13) and
North Carolina’s second-most lopsded loss of that stretch is to the Hurricanes (87-61 on 2/9/13).

QUITE THE COACH

Jim Larrafiaga is one of 20 active coaches with 650 career wins, including one of 11 at the DI
level. He is the 64th of 66 NCAA coaches all-time to reach 650, including the 39th of 40 with DI
experience and the 38th of 39 with at least 10 years at that level. Coach L ranks No. 16 all-time

in ACC victories (regular season and ACC Tournament) with 91, including fifth among active
coaches. He is also No. 20 all-time in total victories while serving as an ACC coach with 185, good
for fifth-most among active coaches. In addition, Larrafiaga is one of 17 coaches with 100-plus
wins at three DI schools and one of just four such active coaches, alongside Steve Alford, John
Calipari and Lon Kruger. Only one of those coaches, Calipari, also has 650-plus total triumphs.

HEART OVER HEIGHT

Chris Lykes is one of just 13 recruited scholarship players under 6°0 at a high-major program
(Power Five and BIG EAST), five of whom are in the ACC. Only 11 of them are competing in
2019-20 and just nine began college at a high-major school. Standing 5’7, Lykes is the shortest
of the bunch, with 59 Kihei Clark of Virginia the lone other one under 5'10. At 16.2 points per
game, Lykes was the second-leading scorer in 2018-19 of high-major players under 6'0, trailing
only 511 Markus Howard of Marquette (25.0), and No. 12 among all DI players under 6'0. Of
the six high-major starters under 6'0 last season, Lykes and Howard are the lone returnees.

TOP TOTALS

On Dec. 21, Hurricanes set program records in both 3-pointers made and
attempted in their 91-60 victory over Coppin State at the Watsco Center.
Miami went 18-0f-38 from long range in the triumph, good for a stellar 47.4
shooting percentage.
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PRIME PROGRAM

Through Jim Larrafiaga’s first eight seasons at Miami (2011-19), the
Hurricanes had the fifth-most victories (175) of any team in the ACC for that
full stretch. In addition, Miami matched Duke for the third-most road victories
(47) and had the fourth-most wins away from home (97) of any such
program. In ACC play only, the Hurricanes tied for the fourth-most victories
(80) and registered the fourth-most road triumphs (31).

SHORT BENCH

With Deng Gak out for the remainder of the 2019-20 campaign and Keith
Stone out indefinitely, Miami has just eight available scholarship players.
The Hurricanes had just eight to begin the 2018-19 season and then played
with only seven in the final 24 games, following Gak’s previous injury. The
last time Miami used double-digit scholarship players in the same game was
Dec. 23, 2017, against New Mexico State in the Diamond Head Classic
semifiinals in Honolulu.

MAJOR MINUTES

In Miami’s 73-68 overtime victory at Clemson Dec. 31, four Hurricanes
played 40-plus minutes. It marked the first time since Miami joined the ACC
(2004-05) that a quartet of Hurricanes reached that mark in the same game
and the first time even three did so since Jan. 3, 2015, in an 89-80 double
overtime loss at third-ranked Virginia. DJ Vasiljevic played a career-high 43
minutes in the victory, Chris Lykes logged a career-high-tying 41 minutes,
Kameron McGusty posted a season-best 41 minutes and Sam Waardenburg
notched a career-high 40 minutes.

Vasiljevic and Waardenburg both played all 40 minutes Jan. 12 in Miami’s
66-58 win over Pittsburgh. Prior to that, the last time even one Hurricane
played an entire game was McClellan’s aforementioned 50 minutes of action
on Jan. 3, 2015.

From the final 7:51 of the first half at No. 13/11 Louisville on Jan. 7 through
the full 40 minutes against the Panthers and the first 5:54 versus the
Wolfpack, Vasiljevic played 73 minutes and 45 seconds of consecutive
action across three games. Against Pittsburgh and NC State, he also
became the first Miami player to log 79 minutes in a two-game, non-overtime
stretch since Shane Larkin did so March 16 and 17, 2013, against NC

State and North Carolina, respectively, in the Hurricanes’ ACC Tournament
semifinal and championship wins.

WELCOME TO THE CLUB

Two Hurricanes have eclipsed 1,000 points during the 2019-20 season.

DJ Vasiljevic did so in Miami's 78-77 triumph over Temple Dec. 17 at the
Barclays Center in Brooklyn, N.Y., while Chris Lykes did so Dec. 31 in

the overtime win at Clemson. They are the 40th and 41st quadruple-digit
scorers in program history, including the ninth and 10th to reach 1,000 in Jim
Larrafiaga’s nine-year tenure. In addition, Lykes is the 26th Hurricane to hit
that mark in fewer than four seasons.

BALLIN’ ABROAD

Former Miami star Shane Larkin set the EuroLeague scoring record Nov.
29, 2019, tallying 49 points in Anadolu Efes’ 103-75 victory over FC Bayern
Munich. The 2013 ACC Player of the Year, as voted by the league coaches,
Larkin took just 19 shots to amass his total and went 10-0f-12 from 3-point
range in the record-setting performance. Larkin also owns the EuroLeague
championship game scoring record of 29 points, which he set May 19, 2019,
in Anadolu Efes’ 91-83 loss to CSKA Moscow. In addition, the Orlando, Fla.,
native holds the EuroLeague record for most points in a Final Four with 59
in 2019, as he tallied 30 in his team’s 92-73 semifinal win over Lokomotiv
Kuban Krasnodar two days before posting 29 in the title game, both in
Vitoria-Gasteiz, Spain. The No. 18 pick in the 2013 NBA Draft, Larkin has

played four seasons in the NBA (2013-16 and 2017-18) with four franchises.

PERFECTION

The Miami men’s basketball team posted its first perfect Graduate
Success Rate (GSR) in 2018 and then repeated the feat in 2019. The
Hurricanes’ 100 score was 12 points above the national average in 2019
(88) and 13 above it in 2018 (87). In addition, University of Miami student-
athletes as a whole tallied a 92 in 2019, the top mark of any DI school in
Florida and tied for No. 20 of all Football Bowl Subdivision (FBS) schools.

HURRICANES GO ABROAD

Miami went on a 10-day, eight-night foreign tour to Italy this past summer.
From Aug. 9-18, the Hurricanes spent time sightseeing and exploring in
Rome, Florence and Como, while also stopping in cities such as Lucca
and Pisa. The team went 3-0 on the court during the trip, winning by an
average of 18.0 points per game. DJ Vasiljevic led Miami in scoring (16.3),
while Sam Waardenburg paced Miami in rebounding (10.0), Kameron
McGusty did so in assists (4.3) and Chris Lykes did so in steals (3.0).

COACHING CONTINUITY

Miami’s three assistant coaches are in the 35th combined season working
for Jim Larrafiaga. Associate head coach Chris Caputo is in his 18th year
(nine at Miami, nine at George Mason), Bill Courtney is in his 10th (one at
Miami, eight at George Mason, one at Bowling Green) and Adam Fisher is
in his seventh (all at Miami). That is the second-highest total in the ACC,
behind only the 40-year tally from North Carolina’s three assistants. Florida
State (31) is the lone other ACC school at the three-decade mark.

PRESEASON PICK

Chris Lykes earned 2019-20 Preseason Second Team All-ACC accolades.
He is the fourth ACC preseason honoree in program history, joining fellow
guards Jack McClinton (2008-09), Malcolm Grant (2011-12) and Bruce
Brown, Jr., (2017-18) on the list.

ATTENDANCE INCREASE

Miami has sold over 5,400 season tickets at the Watsco Center in each

of the past four years, fulling selling out the season ticket allotment in
three of them (noted with asterisks). The 22,962 season tickets sold over
the last four years (2015-19) is good for a 95.9 percent increase over the
11,724 sold in Coach L's first four seasons (2011-15).

The only other Division |
staffs in the country with two coaches
who attended the same high school
are East Tennessee, Southern lllinois
and St. Mary’s. The Salukis, with
brothers Bryan and Brendan Mullins,
are the lone other team in which the
head coach is a part of the duo.

ELITE EIGHT SEASONS

In his first eight seasons, Jim Larrafiaga has led Miami to 20 more wins (175) than it had in any prior
eight-year stretch (155 from 1958-66). The six 20-win campaigns in Coach L's tenure are over half of

the program’s previous total (11) and match the full prior total since the reberth (1985-86). Miami’s four
NCAA Tournament trips under Larrafiaga are two shy of its previous total and one short of its prior post-
reberth total. The Hurricanes’ six postseason trips under Coach L are one shy of their record for an eight-
year stretch (seven from 1994-02 and 2010-18), the latter of which features Coach L's first seven years.

Larrafiaga has posted three 25-win seasons at UM — the only Miami coach to do so — and five in his
career. He also has recorded six 20-win campaigns at Miami and 12 in his career. In conference action, the
Canes have won nine or more league games in six of eight seasons, while prior to Larrafiaga’s arrival, Miami
had never won more than eight ACC games in a season. Larrafiaga has helped the Canes to 18 postseason
victories, including four in the NCAA Tournament (three appearances), nine in the ACC Tournament (eight)

and five in the NIT (two).

Miami's 47 total road wins in the past seven seasons are tied for the third-most among league teams and
in that time the Canes are tied for fourth in conference wins (80), fourth in ACC road victories (31) and fifth
in ACC home victories (49). In the six years prior to Larrafiaga’s arrival, when the ACC had only 12 teams,
Miami was tied for ninth in ACC victories (36) and won just 10 total ACC road games.

Miami has seen unprecedented fan interest in the program under Larrafiaga. For the third straight season
in 2017-18, Miami sold out its season-ticket allotment at the Watsco Center. The 2015-16 season marked the
first time in Miami Hurricanes’ history that any team sold out of season tickets.

Miami played in its fourth NCAA Tournament in the past six years in 2017-18, claiming a No. 6 seed in the
South Region. The Hurricanes tied for third in the ACC and finished the season with a 22-10 mark, including
an 11-7 record in conference play. The Canes were nationally ranked for 15 weeks, reaching as high as No. 6

in the polls.

Freshman Lonnie Walker IV was named Honorable Mention All-ACC, becoming the first freshman all-
conference honoree in program history. He also was named to the ACC All-Freshman Team. Miami earned
road wins over then-No. 12 Minnesota and then-No. 9 North Carolina, the fourth straight year and the sixth
time in Larrafiaga’s seven seasons that the Canes defeated two or more top-15 teams.

The 2015-16 Hurricanes played their way into the NCAA Tournament’'s Sweet 16 for the second time in

four seasons, and just the third time in school history.

In 2012-13, Larrafiaga helped Miami to a No. 2 national ranking by both the AP and USA TODAY and a No.
2 seed in the NCAA tournament. At the time, he was the 10th coach in the last 10 years to lead two top-10
programs, as Miami was No. 2 on Feb. 18, 2013, and George Mason was No. 8 in the final Top 25 poll in

2006.

Individually, Shane Larkin earned the ACC Player of the Year and Lute Olson National Player of the Year

awards, as well as All-American status and
finalist nods for the Bob Cousy, John Wooden
and James Naismith player of the year honors
before declaring early for the 2013 NBA Draft.
Larkin was also the ACC Tournament MVP, on
the ACC All-Defensive Team and a Defensive All-
American. Durand Scott was the ACC Defensive
Player of the Year.

Larrafiaga came to Miami after serving as the
head coach at George Mason for 14 seasons.
He guided the program to five NCAA Tournament
appearances (1999, 2001, 2006, 2008, 2011),
including an unprecedented run to the 2006 Final
Four that captured the nation’s attention, as the
Patriots defeated Michigan State, North Carolina,
Wichita State and UConn along the way. Follow-
ing that run, Larrafiaga was selected the 2006
Clair Bee National Coach of the Year.

Larrafiaga built the George Mason program
into a perennial contender in the highly-regarded
