THINGS TO KNOW

+ Miami is the only team among basketball's six power
conferences with five players averaging at least 11.8
ppg apiece.

+ UM has led in the second half in 14 of its 15 games.
+ UM averages 8.76 3-pointers per game (fourth in
ACC).

+ Zach Johnson is one of nine players nationally with
1,500 career points and 350 assists.

+ DJ Vasiljevic has hit at least one 3-pointer in 28
straight games - the longest current streak in the ACC.
+ Chris Lykes is seventh in the ACC in scoring (17.5)
and has upped his scoring by 7.9 ppg from last year.

+ Ebuka Izundu is fourth in the ACC in rebounding
(9.4) and sixth in blocks (1.7).

+ As a team Miami ranks 12th nationally in fewest
fouls per game (14.9).

+ Junior forward Dewan Hernandez has been withheld
from competition thus far as the University and NCAA
review his eligibility.

MIAMI-WAKE FOREST SERIES

Wake Forest holds an 11-9 edge in the all-time
series with Miami, although the programs have split
the 18 contests since UM entered the ACC in 2004-05.

In the last seven meetings, the teams have
alternated wins on their respective home courts,
including Miami’s 87-81 triumph on Feb. 7, 2018, in
Coral Gables in the last edition of the series.

Miami is 7-2 and has won six straight at the Watsco
Center against Wake. The Deacs’ last win in Coral
Gables came on Jan. 6, 2007 (59-58).

Jim Larrafiaga is 4-4 in his career against Wake
Forest, including 4-3 while at Miami. Each of his four
wins have come in Coral Gables.

THE ACC GRIND CONTINUES
Miami’s ACC schedule is not for the faint of heart.
Nine of UM’s 18 conference games pit the Canes
against teams currently ranked in the AP Top 15.
Miami and Wake Forest each play a league-high
nine games against ACC teams that currently are
ranked in the top 15.

The Canes’ challenging conference schedule
includes 11 games against teams that competed in
the 2018 NCAA Tournament, including home-and-
homes with Florida State, North Carolina and Virginia
Tech, all of which are currently ranked in the top 15.

THE MAGNIFICENT SEVEN

Miami has primarily played with a rotation of
seven to eight players. UM currently has seven
scholarship student-athletes available.

Chris Lykes (33.3, 7th), Anthony Lawrence (32.6,
12th), DJ Vasiljevic (31.8, 17th) and Zach Johnson (30.5,
24th) rank among the ACC'’s top 25 in minutes played.

The rotation was shortened to seven when Deng
Gak went down with a season-ending injury on Dec. 1.

BALANCE ON OFFENSE

Five Miami players are averaging at least 11.8
points per game apiece.

The Canes are the lone team among basketball’'s
six power conferences with five players averaging
11.8 or more points per game.

The five: Chris Lykes (17.5), Zach Johnson (13.7),
Anthony Lawrence (12.6), DJ Vasiljevic (12.1) and
Ebuka lzundu (11.8).

LAST MEETING: MIAMI 87, WAKE 81

Five Miami players scored in double figures as the
Hurricanes downed Wake Forest, 87-81, on Feb. 7,
2018, in Coral Gables.

Lonnie Walker IV recorded 19 points and Ja’Quan
Newton scored 12 of his 16 in the second half.
Walker’s 3-pointer with 5:01 remaining capped a
10-2 run and gave the Hurricanes a 66-56 lead.

Miami withstood a late Demon Deacons’
comeback attempt fueled by consecutive 3s from
Bryant Crawford in the final minute.

Sam Waardenburg's two free throws with 25
seconds to go made it 84-79. Chaundee Brown cut
the Deacons’ deficit to three again, but Walker’s two
free throws with eight seconds left sealed it for UM.

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LAST TIME OUT: FSU 68, MIAMI 62

Chris Lykes scored 17 points and Miami men’s
basketball team rallied to cut its deficit to two points
in the final minute, but the Hurricanes dropped a 68-
62 ACC contest at No. 13 Florida State Wednesday
evening.

Anthony Lawrence Il added 14 points and Ebuka
Izundu recorded 13 points and nine rebounds for UM.

Miami shot 37 percent (20-54) from the field
and hit just 4-of-18 shots from 3-point range. FSU
connected on 27-of-64 (42.2 percent) from the field
was led by David Nichols with 13 points.

The Canes stayed in the game with terrific free-throw
shooting. Miami was 18-for-22 (81.8 percent) from the
charity stripe, including 13-for-15 in the first half.

CLOSE, BUT NOT QUITE

Despite its seven losses, Miami has been in every
game this season.

UM has held a lead in the second half in 14 of 15
games, with the Penn game being the lone exception.

In the Penn game, UM closed to within four points
with just over three minutes left in the game.

JOHNSON IN ELITE 1,500/350 CLUB

Zach Johnson is one of nine active players
nationally to score 1,500 career points and rack up
350 career assists.

Johnson has scored 1,550 career points (1,344 at
Florida Gulf Coast, 206 at UM) and owns 354 career
assists (321 at FGCU, 33 at UM).

Johnson ranks 32nd nationally in career scoring
and 43rd in assists among active Division | players.

He has scored at least 19 points in each of the
last three games is averaging 14.3 ppg this season.

LYKES PACES OFFENSE

Chris Lykes is averaging 17.5 ppg and ranks
eighth in the ACC in scoring. He scored a career-
high 28 points in the ACC opener against NC State.

He owns five 20-point games this season, which
is seventh most among ACC players. He has upped
his scoring average by 7.9 ppg from his freshman
season, marking the fourth largest increase among
ACC players.

With three straight 20-point games to start the
season, Lykes was the first UM player to record three
straight 20-point efforts since Shane Larkin did so
against BC, NC State and UNC in winning the 2013
ACC Tournament.

IZUNDU: THE DOUBLE-DOUBLE MIACHINE

Ebuka Izundu has stepped into a starting role this
season and averaged 11.8 ppg and a team-high 9.4
rebounds per game (5.0 ppg, 3.8 rpg last season).

Izundu has produced five double-doubles.

He leads the conference in offensive rebounds
(3.8/game), ranks fourth overall in rebounds (9.4)
and is sixth in blocks (1.67/game).

With 22 points and 19 rebounds against SFA,
he fell one rebound shy of the first 20-rebound
performance by a UM player since Reggie Johnson'’s
20-rebound effort against FAU on March 16, 2011.

VASILJEVIC AMONG ACC 3-PT LEADERS

DJ Vasiljevic is 43-for-99 (43.4%) from 3-point
range and averaging 12.1 ppg. He is tied with UVA's
Kyle Guy for the ACC lead in 3-pointers made and
ranks second in 3-pointers per game (2.87) and sixth
in 3-point field goal percentage.

He has hit at least one 3-pointer in 28 consecutive
games (longest current streak in ACC). It is the fifth-
longest streak in Miami history.

Vasiljevic led the ACC in 3-point field goal
percentage last season (41.1%), becoming the fifth
Hurricane to top the conference in 3-point shooting
(first since Malcolm Grant in 2011).

MACK PROVIDING VALUABLE MINUTES

Anthony Mack has given Miami valuable minutes
off the bench in the last six games, averaging 21.0
minutes and 4.5 points per game. He played a
season-high 27 minutes against NC State and has
started the last two games.

Mack recorded six points and four boards in 17
minutes against HBU and followed it up with eight
points in a season-high 21 minutes against FAU.

He scored five total points in 33 minutes while
playing in five of UM's first nine games.

NOTING THE FSU GAME

+ Miami has started 0-3 in the ACC for the first time.

+ Under Jim Larrafiaga, Miami is 48-39 in true road
games, including 31-33 in ACC play.

* With a 38-35 lead in the second half, Miami now
has led in the second half in 14 of 15 games this
season (Penn is the lone exception).

+ Miami went 8:31 without a field goal in the first half,
but despite that, in that span the Canes went from up
two points to down three points.

+ Miami shot 29.2 percent (7-24) in the half, its
second lowest performance in any half this season
(28.6 percent in first half against Bethune-Cookman).
+ DJ Vasiljevic hit a pair of 3-pointers and has
connected on at least one shot from long range in 28
straight games, wthe longest current streak among
ACC players.

« It also is the fifth-longest streak in program history.
« Zach Johnson scored six points and has scored
1,550 career points (1,344 at Florida Gulf Coast, 206
at Miami).

+ Johnson set a season high in rebounds with six.

* With 17 points, Chris Lykes scored 16 or more
points for the 11th time in 15 games.
