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SINCE COACH L’S ARRIVAL AT MIAMI IN 2011-12....

Coach Jim Larrafiaga is 4-2 against Duke during his tenure as head coach at Miami. Prior to his arrival, the Canes were
2-15 against the Blue Devils. Coach L has earned four of UM’s six all-time wins against the Blue Devils.

Miami is a combined 8-6 over Duke (4-2) and North Carolina (4-4) under Coach L. In the five years prior to Larrafiaga,
the Canes were 1-14 combined against the Blue Devils (1-7) and Tar Heels (0-7).

Miami is one of two teams in the country to beat Duke four or more times (Notre Dame five times). Miami (4-2) and
Notre Dame (5-1) are the only ACC schools with a winning record over Duke after playing multiple games.

Miami (4) and Notre Dame (5) are the only ACC schools with four-or-more wins over Duke.

Miami has the most lopsided win of any ACC team over Duke (27 points), and UNC (26).

Miami has won at Cameron Indoor Stadium twice. Only UM and UNC (2) can claim more than one win at Cameron
Indoor during that time.

Miami has won nine ACC games by 20 or more points: Boston College (27, 22, 22 and 21), Duke (27), North Carolina
(26), Pitt (26), Florida State (24) and Virginia Tech (24).

The Canes have dealt Duke two of its six overall, and four ACC, losses by 16-plus points.

Miami dealt Duke two of its last three regular-season losses by 16-or-more points: 27 (90-63) on Jan. 23, 2013 at
Miami, and 16 (90-74) on Jan. 13, 2015 at Duke. The other was Florida State downing Duke, 88-72, this season.

UM scored 90 points against Duke twice. Duke is 2-5 when allowing its opponent to score 90-plus points. Miami has
two of those victories: 90-63 on Jan. 23, 2013 at Miami, and 90-74 on Jan. 13, 2015 at Duke.

Miami is the only FBS school with head coaches in football, men’s
basketball and baseball that rank among the 15 winningest active coaches
in their respective sports. Basketball coach Jim Larrafiaga is No. 14 with 600
wins, football coach Mark Richt is No. 10 with 154 victories and baseball
coach Jim Morris is third with 1,535 games won.

QUICK HITS - TEAM

Miami has made six-or-more shots from three in every ACC game, after
doing so in only eight of 12 non-conference outings.

For the season, the Canes have shot better than 45 percent in 11 games,
and only twice in ACC play.

UM's defense has held opponents to shoot less than 30 percent from
downtown in nine games and has forced double-digit turnovers in 13
outings.

Miami has outrebounded all but four of its opponents - Stanford (-4),
GWU (1), Syracuse (-4) and Wake Forest (-2).

Eleven of Miami's 12 victories are by a double-digit margin. The only
single-digit margin was +8 against GW.

At Duke, the Hurricanes wrap up their stretch of three consecutive games
on the road. UM began with the win at Pittsburgh on Jan. 14, followed by the
Jan. 18 loss at Wake Forest, then the Jan. 21 game against Duke, which will
be featured on ESPN's College GameDay.

Associated Press Recaps

Feb. 5, 2012 - Reggie Johnson scored five of his career-high 27
points in overtime of Miami's 78-74 upset of No. 7 Duke on Super Bowl
Sunday. Johnson added a season-high 12 rebounds and was a handful
all game for the Blue Devils to deal with. Miami outrebounded them 48-
43 and outscored them 38-26 in the paint. Kenny Kadji added 15 points
for the Hurricanes (14-7, 5-3 Atlantic Coast Conference), who blew a
16-point lead in the second half, then regrouped to claim their first big
victory for their new coach.

Jan. 23, 2013 - The Blue Devils went more than 8 minutes without
a field goal in the first half, and a sellout became a blowout for No. 25
Miami, which delighted a boisterous crowd with a 90-63 victory. The
defeat was the third-worst ever for a No. 1team, and Duke's worst in
nearly five years. Durand Scott scored a season-high 25 points for the
Hurricanes, and Kenny Kadji added a season-high 22. Shane Larkin had
18 points, 10 rebounds and five assists, and Durham, N.C. native Julian
Gamble had 10 rebounds and four blocked shots. Miami (14-3, 5-0
Atlantic Coast Conference) beat a No. 1 team for the first time, taking
control with a stunning 25-1 run midway through the opening half. The
Blue Devils missed 13 consecutive shots despite numerous good looks,
while four Hurricanes hit 3-pointers during the run that transformed a
14-13 deficit into a 38-15 lead.

March 2, 2013 - Duke's Ryan Kelly scored a career-high 36 points
in his return from a foot injury that had sidelined him since January,
helping third-ranked Duke beat fifth-ranked Miami 79-76 on Saturday
night. Shane Larkin scored 25 points to lead the Hurricanes (23-5, 14-2),
who missed two 3s in the final seconds to tie it. Larkin came up short
on the first over Kelly. Durand Scott ran down the rebound and fired a
pass to the left corner to Rion Brown, whose final 3 clanged off the rim
as the horn sounded.

Jan. 22, 2014 - Donnavan Kirk's third consecutive double-digit
scoring game was not enough for Miami, as they fell to the visiting
Duke Blue Devils, 67-46. A sellout crowd included Kobe Bryant, LeBron
James and Dwyane Wade, all seated in the front row.

Jan. 13, 2015 - Angel Rodriguez scored 24 points and Miami shot
67 percent after halftime to upset No. 4 Duke 90-74, snapping the Blue
Devils' 41-game home winning streak. Miami also snapped Duke’s 19-
game ACC home game winning streak. Manu Lecomte had a career-
high 23 points for the Hurricanes (12-4, 2-1 Atlantic Coast Conference),
who dominated the final 20 minutes with their pesky defense and
attacking dribble penetration that the Blue Devils just couldn't defend.
According to the Associated Press, Duke’s loss to unranked Miami
marked just the seventh home loss the Blue Devils have sustained in
the last 242 games against unranked teams. Miami’s 90 points scored
against Duke are the most points scored by an unranked opponent in a
regulation win in Cameron Indoor Stadium since NC State’s 96 points
on Feb. 23,1983.

Jan. 25, 2016 - Senior Angel Rodriguez hit three 3-pointers and
added a career-high 11 assists to help No. 15 Miami beat No. 24 Duke
80-69, the Blue Devils' fourth loss in five games. Rodriguez scored 13
points for the Hurricanes, who led for the final 24 minutes. Sheldon
McClellan scored 21 points and benefited from Rodriguez's most
spectacular assist late in the game. Davon Reed scored 14 points on
6-0f-10 shooting. Ja’Quan Newton had 15 points, five rebounds and five
assists, which was the first time in his career he had 10+ points and at
least five assists and five rebounds.

LARRANAGA WINS 600TH CAREER GAME
Coach Jim Larrafiaga won his 600th career game at
Pittsburgh on Jan. 14. In 33 seasons as a head coach,
Larraiaga’s 600 wins place him at 47th in all-time NCAA
victories and 14th among active coaches (as of games
through Jan. 12). Of those 14, five are in the Naismith
Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame, including four from the
Atlantic Coast Conference. In his career, Coach L has won 27
games at American International, 170 at Bowling Green, 273
at George Mason and 130 at Miami. He is one of 15 coaches
all-time with 100 or more wins at three D-I schools, four of
whom are actively coaching.
He is also 11th among active coaches in total games
coached (996) and ninth in most seasons coached (33).

WHAT'S TRENDING, INDIVIDUALLY

Freshman guard Bruce Brown has grabbed at least four
rebounds in 16 of 17 games, has eight-or-more in seven
outings and pulled down double-digit boards in two
contests. He has at least two assists in 12 contests, with five-
plus in six outings.

Freshman Dewan Huell has scored in four straight games
and has at least one blocked shot in back-to-back outings.

Sophomore Ebuka Izundu has a block in seven of the last 11
outings and has scored in 10 of his last 11 games.

Sophomore guard Anthony Lawrence, Jr.,, has swiped at
least one steal in each game but four, and had three-or-more
in four outings. He has five-plus rebounds in seven of the last
10 outings.

Redshirt senior forward Kamari Murphy has recorded a
pair of double-doubles (vs. Wofford, vs. NC State). He has
pulled down double-digit boards in six outings.

Junior point guard Ja'Quan Newton has recorded four
20-point games this season. He has scored 11-plus points in
every game but three (WFU-9, FAU-8, Syracuse-8). Newton
has three steals in a trio of games and has dished out three-
or-more assists in 12 outings. He has made at least one free
throw in every game but two (GW and Pitt).

Senior guard Davon Reed has scored in double digits 14
times this season, including 12 of the last 13 games. He has
scored 20-plus in four outings this season. He has grabbed
five-plus rebounds in eight games. Reed has hit at least one
shot from long range in every game, with multiple threes in
13 contests, led by five against FAU. He has multiple threes in
nine straight games. He has three-plus assists in four straight
games.

Freshman DJ Vasiljevic has drained three-or-more shots
from 3-point range in five games and has hit a three in all but
three outings (Florida, Rutgers, FAU).

REED SERVING AS MARKETING INTERN

Senior Davon Reed will graduate in May with a degree
in sports administration with a minor in marketing and
communications. Since June of 2016, Reed has been an intern
in the athletics marketing department, assisting the execution
of strategic marketing planning for athletics programs with
a focus on increasing attendance, game atmosphere and fan
experience at Hurricane athletics events.

LARRANAGA CONTRACT EXTENDED THROUGH 2022

The University of Miami extended Coach Jim Larrafaga’s
contract through May 31, 2022, Director of Athletics Blake
James announced in September 2014. Larrafiaga first signed
a five-year contract in April 2011, then was granted a three-
year extension in 2012.

In 1926, the University of Miami
adopted the Ibis as the official
mascot for the University’s
athletic teams. Representing the
leadership, courage, knowledge,
strength and speed characteristics
that our student-athletes portray. As the clouds become
dark and a hurricane approaches, folklore maintains that
other birds look to the Ibis for leadership. The Ibis uses its
instinct to detect danger. It is the last sign of wildlife to
take shelter before a hurricane hits, giving warning that
danger is imminent. As the storm passes the Ibis is the
first to reappear, a sign that clear skies are approaching.
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CANES SIGN A TRIO OF TOP-100 PLAYERS

Jim Larrafiaga has signed three ESPN Top 100 players for
the 2017 class in guard Lonnie Walker (No. 19), guard Chris
Lykes (52) and forward Deng Gak (93). New Zealander Sam
Waardenburg also joins the class, and is practicing with
the team this spring. This marks the second straight Miami
recruiting class with at least two ESPN Top 100 players,
following last year's signing of Bruce Brown (26) and
Dewan Huell (28).

Walker is a 6-foot-5-inch shooting guard from Reading,
Pa., with great ball handling skills and is Miami's highest-
ranked recruit in program history. In mid-January, he
was named a 2017 McDonald's All-American. Walker will
become the fifth McDonald’s All-American to play at Miami,
joining Dewan Huell (2016), Darius Rice (2000), Steve
Edwards (1992) and Tito Horford (1985).

Lykes is a 5-foot-6-inch explosive do-it-all point guard
from Bowie, Md., who plays at Gonzaga College (D.C.) High
School. Gak is a 6-foot-11-inch forward playing his prep ball
at Blair Academy in New Jersey.

MILESTONES FOR THE CANES

600 Victories - Coach Larrafiaga recorded his 600th
career win on Jan. 14 at Pitt. With 600 wins, he is one of five
ACC coaches with 600 victories, and the other four men are
in the Basketball Hall of Fame.

1,000 Games - Coach Larrafiaga opened the 2016-17
season just 21 shy of 1,000 career games coached. Miami's
21st game of the season is vs. Florida State on Feb. 1. He
has coached 53 games at American International, 314 at
Bowling Green, 437 at George Mason and now 192 at Miami.

100 Blocks - With one swat against Syracuse, redshirt
senior Kamari Murphy recorded his 100th career block.
He had 61 at Oklahoma State before coming to Miami as a
junior.

1,000 Points - In his 109th game at The U, senior guard
Davon Reed scored 17 points against George Washington,
solidifying his name in Miami's 1,000-point club. He is the
37th Hurricane to score 1,000 points.

100 Games - Seniors Kamari Murphy and Davon Reed
each played in their 100th career game at North Florida on
Nov. 16, 2016. Murphy, a redshirt senior, played in 66 games
at Oklahoma State before coming to Miami as a junior. All
of Reed's games are at UM.

1,000 Program Wins - With a 78-67 win over Columbia
on Dec. 28, 2016, the University of Miami men's basketball
program earned its 1,000th program victory. Current
Coach Jim Larrafiaga has helped UM to both its 900th
victory, a 73-58 win over Hawaii on Dec. 22, 2012, and the
1,000th win, over Columbia.

THE 2016-17 HURRICANES

Miami has nine scholarship players eligible for
competition, led by a trio of captains in seniors Davon Reed
and Kamari Murphy, along with junior Ja’Quan Newton.
Sophomores Anthony Lawrence and Ebuka Izundu also
returned for the Hurricanes. This season a group of four
newcomers comprising Miami’s top recruiting class in
program history donned a UM jersey for the first time.
The Canes’ coaching staff reeled in four freshmen in
McDonald’s All-American Dewan Huell, Jordan Brand
Classic All-American Bruce Brown, Australian standout
DJ Vasiljevic and Rodney Miller from national powerhouse
Oak Hill Academy (Va.). The four-man group was named
one of the top 2016 classes in the country, with a No. 9
ranking from 247Sports, No. 10 from Scout, No. 13 from
ESPN and No. 13 from Rivals.

2017-18 ROSTER WILL HAVE SIX TOP-100 RECRUITS

Miami has signed three ESPN Top 100 recruits for the
class of 2017, including No. 19 Lonnie Walker from Reading,
Pa., No. 52 Chris Lykes from Bowie, Md., and No. 93 Deng
Gak from Blairstown, N.J.

The 2017 trio will join current ESPN Top 100 Hurricanes
Bruce Brown (No. 26 in 2016), Dewan Huell (No. 28 in 2016)
and Ja’Quan Newton (No. 58 in 2014) in the fall of 2017. In
just six seasons at The U, Larrafiaga has recruited six of
Miami’s 11 ESPN Top 100 players since 2007.

ROOKIE McCLELLAN SIGNS WITH WIZARDS

In June, former Cane Sheldon McClellan signed a
partially guaranteed contract with the Washington Wizards,
and on the NBA’s opening day, the NBA rookie played in his
first professional game. The contract of McClellan became
fully guaranteed for the Wizards in January, locking in the
undrafted rookie for the rest of the season.

McClellan made his first NBA start on Nov. 12 vs. Chicago,
in just his fifth professional game played. Against the Bulls,
he scored 15 points in 35 minutes played. "Mac" is averaging
3.7 points per game and hitting 39.3 percent from the field
in his 11.9 minutes per game.

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CANES HOOPS PLAYERS IN THE NFL

Two former Hurricane basketball student-athletes made
moves in the NFL this season. Jimmy Graham played his
second season with the Seattle Seahawks and Erik Swoope
played his first season with the Indianapolis Colts after
being on the practice squad for two years. Graham, who
played one season of football at Miami, recorded 923 yards
and six touchdowns on 65 receptions for the Seahawks this
season. Swoope, who never played organized football prior
to his NFL career, tallied 297 yards and one touchdown from
15 receptions in his first season on an active roster in the
pros.

LARRANAGA AND CAPUTO TOGETHER 15 YEARS

This season head coach Jim Larrailaga and associate
head coach Chris Caputo begin their 15th season on sidelines
together, dating back to their time at George Mason
University. Caputo started on Coach L’s staff as the video
coordinator for the 2002-03 season, and along the way, the
native of Elmhurst, N.Y., was an assistant coach and is now
the associate head coach for the Hurricanes. Caputo helped
the 2006 GMU team to the NCAA Final Four and has made
five total NCAA Tournament appearances with Larrafiaga.
Both Caputo and Larrafiaga attended Archbishop Molloy
High School (N.Y.) and played for legendary head coach Jack
Curran.

SELLING OUT THE WATSCO CENTER

In just his fifth season in Coral Gables, Jim Larraiaga and
Miami SOLD OUT the season ticket allotment for all home
games last year at the Watsco Center. It was the first time
in Miami athletics history a team sold out their season. And
now, the arena is sold out in back-to-back seasons.

For two straight years, fans have bought over 5,500
season tickets, more than doubling the total number of
season tickets sold in Larrafaga’s first season in Coral
Gables. When Coach L began his reign in Miami, fans
bought 2,251 season tickets for the 2011-12 campaign. After
a record-breaking season on the court in 2012-13, season
tickets peaked at 3,674 for 2013-14, prior to this year’s 5,750
mark.

THROWBACK UNIFORMS VS. NOTRE DAME

In the game against Notre Dame, Miami wore throwback
adidas uniforms replicating those worn in the final three
seasons before the team was disbanded from 1971-1985.
The cream-colored uniforms with vertical green stripes
were worn by players such as All-American Don Curnutt
and 1,000-point scorers Willie Allen and Rusty Parker.

REED NAMED A SENIOR CLASS AWARD CANDIDATE

Senior guard Davon Reed was one of 60 NCAA men’s
and women’s basketball student-athletes who were
selected as candidates for the 2016-17 Senior CLASS
Award, honoring those players who excel both on and
off the court. To be eligible for the Senior CLASS Award,
a student-athlete must have notable achievements in four
areas of excellence: Community, classroom, character and
competition.

"MATCH MARCUS" CAMPAIGN

Miami Athletics, in partnership with Miami native and
the star of CNBC show “The Profit”, Marcus Lemonis, have
announced the 'Match Marcus' fundraising campaign for
student-athlete excellence.

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MIAMI BASKETBALL - THE EARLY YEARS

The University of Miami basketball program
was dormant for 14 years from 1971-1985. In 1983
Director of Athletics Sam Jankovich announced the
resurrection of men’s basketball at Miami, with the
reinstatement vote by the UM Board of Trustees
on Oct. 12, 1983. Head coach Bill Foster was hired
March 21,1984, adding assistants Clint Bryant, Seth
Greenberg and Cesar Odio by July 1. On Oct. 15,1984
the first men’s basketball practice in 12 years was
held on the patio in the center of campus, viewed
by more than 200 students. Miami defeated The
Citadel, 85-77, on Nov. 22, 1985, in the first game of
the new era of UM basketball. Tim Harvey was the
staff’s first recruit, a 6-10, 240-pound center from
Plainfield, N.J., who transferred from Georgia Tech.

STEVE EDWARDS TO BE INDUCTED INTO UMSHOF

University of Miami Sports Hall of Fame has
announced its class of 2017 inductees, which
includes Steve Edwards, who played basketball
at Miami from 1992-96. One of the most prolific
long-range shooters in Miami history, Edwards
still ranks second in the record books with 265
career 3-point field goals, a mark that is still the
BIG EAST Conference record. Edwards, a two-time
honoree as "Mr. Baskethall" in the state of Florida,
was named to the conference all-freshman team in
his first year for UMSHoF member Coach Leonard
Hamilton. Plagued by injuries his whole career, he
still led Miami in scoring in three of his four seasons
and ranks 13th all-time with 1,393 points and is 10th
in career steals. "Stevie" led the Canes to their first
post-season appearance (1994-1995) since the
rebirth of the basketball program and back-to-back-
winning seasons.

The coaches’ offices and hallways of the facility will feature highlights from great moments in Miami
basketball history, as well as photos of select stars from both the men’s and women’s teams. Also on display
will be large-scale images of UM’s ProCanes, as well as the newest Miami adidas gear. The players’ lounge
will feature a gaming center complete with couches and televisions. The walls of the practice facility will
showcase photos of celebrity Canes fans throwing up the U. Student-athletes will have custom lockers and
the sound system in the locker room, lounges and coaches’ offices will be upgraded.

MIAMI ANNOUNCES THE WATSCO CENTER

In October, the University of Miami announced the naming of its multi-purpose entertainment facility
as the Watsco Center. Watsco, Inc., based in Miami, is traded on the New York Stock Exchange and is the
largest distributor of air conditioning, heating and refrigeration products with annual sales of more than $4
billion, 5,000 employees and 563 locations throughout North America.
