* Miami is finishing a stretch of three straight games
against top-25 opponents.

* Miami has played six home games, fewest of any ACC
team this season.

* The Canes own five wins against Duke in the Jim
Larrafiaga era (since 2011-12), tied with Notre Dame for
the most of any program in that span.

* Bruce Brown Jr. averaged 20 points per game in two
games last year against Duke.

* The Hurricanes are ranked No. 7 nationally in adjusted
defensive efficiency by KenPom (Duke is No. Tin
adjusted offensive efficiency).

+ Miami ranks among the top five nationally in scoring
defense, field-goal defense and three-point defense.

MIAMI-DUKE SERIES

Miami trails the series with Duke, 18-7, and is 5-7 in
home games against the Blue Devils.

The teams split a pair of games last year, with Duke
winning 70-58 at home (Jan. 21) and Miami capturing a
55-50 win at the Watsco Center (Feb. 25).

Jim Larrafiaga is 5-4 against Duke in his career,
including a 5-3 mark at Miami. Prior to his arrival, Miami
was 2-15 against Duke.

The Canes are 3-1at home under Larrafiaga.

Since Larrafiaga took over at Miami in 2011, the
Hurricanes have two wins at Cameron Indoor Stadium.
Only UM and UNC (also two wins at Duke) can claim
more than one win at Cameron Indoor during that time.

CANES AGAINST RANKED TEAMS

Miami is in the midst of a stretch with three straight
games against ranked opponents (No. 23 FSU, No. 19
Clemson, No. 7 Duke).

UM is 2-1against ranked foes this season, but the
Blue Devils are the first top-10 foe.

The Canes are 18-32 against ranked foes under Jim
Larrafiaga, including 10-10 at home.

UM is 55-148 all-time against top-25 teams,
including 28-64 in ACC play.

NOTING THE ACC GAUNTLET

Miami opened ACC play this season with three of its
first four games on the road, joining Duke as the lone
teams to do so.

Eight of UM’s upcoming opponents, totaling nine
of the Hurricanes’ remaining 14 games (five home/
four road), feature teams in the current KenPom top
50: Virginia (3), Duke (4), North Carolina (9), Clemson
(15), Notre Dame (23), Florida State (28), Louisville
(33), Syracuse (46), Virginia Tech (47).

Miami is No. 30 in the latest KenPom ratings
(ratings as of Sunday).

HOME SWEET HOME

Miami has gone 6-0 on its home floor this year,
averaging 81.8 points per game and outscoring its
opponents by an average of 23.2 points per game.

Six Miami players are averaging in double figures at
home, led by Bruce Brown at 13.0 points per game.

Miami has won 33 of its last 35 home games and is
83-22 at the Watsco Center under Jim Larrafiaga.

LYKES NAMED ACC ROOKIE OF WEEK

Freshman guard Chris Lykes is averaging 12.3 points
per game in ACC play - second on the team.

His minutes have gone up of late as well - 25
against Florida State and a season-high 26 at Clemson.

Lykes was named the ACC Rookie of the Week last
week after averaging 13.0 points and 3.5 assists in ACC
outings against Georgia Tech and then-No. 24 Florida
State last week.

He went 6-for-10 from the field and scored a
career-high 18 points in an 80-74 win over FSU. He
followed it up by hitting three 3-pointers in a 13-point
effort at Clemson.

Bruce Brown Jr. scored 25 points to lead Miami to
a 55-50 win over then-No. 10 Duke on Feb. 25, 2017, at
the Watsco Center. Brown connected on 11-0f-18 shots
from the field.

Neither team shot well - UM hit on 37.9 percent of
its shots, while Duke shot just 31.8 percent. Miami was
1-for-8 from 3-point range, while Duke was 5-for-21.

Forty of Miami’s 55 points came in the paint.

Duke’s 50-point output was its lowest of the season.

LAST TIME OUT: CLEMSON 72, MIAMI 63

Miami dropped a 72-63 decision at No. 19/17
Clemson Saturday afternoon at Littlejohn Coliseum.
Lonnie Walker IV and Anthony Lawrence Il led Miami
with 16 points apiece.

Chris Lykes added 13, while Dewan Huell scored 10.
Donte Grantham paced Clemson with 18 points.

Clemson shot 12-for-21 (.571) from 3-point range
and 16-of-17 at the free-throw line.

The Tigers were 22-for-50 (.440) from the field
while limiting Miami to 38.1 percent (24-for-63). The
Canes hit on 6-0f-23 3-point attempts and 9-of-18 at
the charity stripe.

TIDBITS FROM CLEMSON GAME

* Clemson hit 12 3-pointers, a season high for a Miami
opponent (previous was eight). Clemson was 12-for-21
from 3-point range.

* UM trailed at the half for the second time this season.
+ Miami hit eight of its first 12 shots, then was three for
its final 13 to end the half.

* Miami shot 38.1 percent from the field, its third lowest
output of the season.

* The Hurricanes turned the ball over eight times,
matching a season low.

* Making his third career start, Lonnie Walker IV scored
16 points while matching a career high with 29 minutes
of game time. It marked his second-most points at
Miami and his fifth game in double figures.

* Walker also tied a career high with seven rebounds.

* Freshman Chris Lykes scored 13 points, reaching
double figures for the third time in four ACC games
and the sixth time this season.

* Anthony Lawrence scored a season-high 16 points.

* Dewan Huell recorded 10 points and reached double
figures for the 13th time in 16 games.

AS A RANKED TEAM

The Hurricanes are ranked No. 18 in the latest
Associated Press Poll and No. 19 in the USA Today
Coaches Poll. As a ranked team under Jim Larrafiaga,
Miami is 55-20.

When ranked, Miami is 26-14 against ACC
opponents under Larrafiaga, including a 17-2 mark at
home and 9-12 on the road.

UM reached No. 6 in the AP ranking for two weeks
in December, its highest since a No. 5 AP ranking on
March 18, 2013.

Miami has been ranked in five of Larrafiaga’s seven
seasons at The U, topping out at No. 2 in both polls on
Feb. 18, 2013.

STINGY DEFENSE

Miami’s defense has been strong in the early stages
of the season, with UM limiting its opponents to 60.7
points per game, which is second in the ACC and fifth
nationally.

Miami ranks second in the ACC and fourth nationally
in opponent field goal percentage, limiting opponents

The Hurricanes are holding their opponents to 28.5
percent shooting from 3-point range, which is tops in
the ACC and fourth-best nationally.

Miami is ranked No. 7 nationally in adjusted
defensive efficiency by KenPom.

HOLDING OPPONENTS UNDER 60

Miami has held nine of its 16 opponents to fewer
than 60 points.

UM is 77-9 in seven seasons under Larrafiaga,
including 9-0 this year, when limiting its opponent to
fewer than 60 points.

Miami limited four straight opponents to fewer than
60 points to open the season. That marked the second
time that has happened in the Jim Larrafiaga era.

The other was a six-game stretch from Dec. 25, 2012
to Jan. 16, 2013.

HUELL CONTINUES BREAKOUT SOPHOMORE SEASON

Center Dewan Huell is having a standout sophomore
season, more than doubling his numbers in scoring and
rebounding from his freshman campaign.

The Miami native leads the team in scoring at 13.6
points per game. (5.6 last year) and is averaging 6.6
boards per game (3.1 last year).

He leads the ACC and ranks 13th nationally in
field-goal percentage (.642). He also stands 21st in the
conference in rebounding.

Huell has scored in double figures in 13 of Miami’s 16
games, while recording the first two double-doubles
of his career.

BROWN IS A STAT SHEET STUFFER

Bruce Brown Jr. is averaging 11.3 points (second on
team) and a team-high 7.1 rebounds and 3.9 assists
this season.

He is the third-leading rebounder among ACC
guards (16th overall) and has grabbed at least six
rebounds in 11 of his 15 games this year.

He ranks just outside the ACC’s top 10 in assists.

BIG GAME BRUCE

Bruce Brown Jr. has played some of the best
baskethall of his career against ranked opposition,
particularly at the Watsco Center.

He has averaged 20.4 points per game and shot
56.6 percent (30-53) in five home games against
ranked teams.

Brown is averaging 15.1 points per game in 13 career
games against ranked foes. He scored 23 points against
then-No. 24 FSU in the Hurricanes’ last home game.

He recorded a career-high 30 points last season
against then-No. 9 UNC and his second-highest
output, 25, came against then-No. 10 Duke last year.

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NEWTON CRACKS 1,000-POINT BARRIER

Senior Ja’Quan Newton eclipsed the 1,000-point
plateau in his Miami career on Jan. 3 at Georgia Tech
and now has scored 1,005 career points.

He is the 38th Hurricane to crack the 1,000-point
barrier and one of nine active ACC players to achieve
the milestone.

Newton has played in 111 career games with 48
starts, averaging 9.2 points per game.

He needs 24 points to match Rick Jones (1964-67) for
37th place on the all-time scoring ledger (1,029 points).

BALANCE ON OFFENSE

Miami has no one in the ACC’s top 25 in scoring, but
seven Canes are averaging at least 7.8 points per game.
UM is shooting 47.8 percent as a team.

Dewan Huell (13.6 ppg) has hit for 10-plus points in
13 of the 16 contests and leads the team in scoring.

Miami put at least five players in double figures in
scoring in five games. UM had three such games in 33
contests in the entire 2016-17 season.

NOTING THE ROAD STRETCH

Miami went 4-2 on its recent six-game road swing,
which concluded Jan. 3 at Georgia Tech.

Dewan Huell averaged team highs in points (13.8),
rebounds (7.5) and blocks (1.5) during the trip.

Bruce Brown Jr. averaged 10.0 points and 5.8
boards per contest.

Miami shot 45.5 percent from the field, but just 27.2
percent (28-103) from 3-point range. The Canes hit on
71.6 percent of their free-throw chances.

Miami limited its opponents to 39.3 percent
shooting, including 29 percent from long range.

UM scored 65.5 points per game, while its foes
averaged 61.3.

YOUTH MOVEMENT
Miami features a young group this season. Seven
of the Hurricanes’ 10 active scholarship players are
underclassmen.
Ja’Quan Newton is the lone scholarship senior.
Miami’s primary starting lineup this year has featured
Newton, Anthony Lawrence (junior) and sophomores
Bruce Brown, Dewan Huell and DJ Vasiljevic.

CANES IN 2017 DIAMOND HEAD CLASSIC

Dewan Huell led Miami in scoring (15.7), rebounding
(6.0) and blocks (1.7) in the 2017 Diamond Head
Classic and was named to the all-tournament team.

Bruce Brown Jr. averaged 12.3 points, 6.0 rebounds
and 4.0 assists.

The Hurricanes shot 48.8 percent from the field, but
were just 14-for-49 (28.6 percent) from 3-point range.
Miami also hit on 72 percent of its free-throw attempts.

Their opponents shot 42.6 percent, including 34.9
percent from behind the arc.

Miami trailed in the second half in each of its three
games in Honolulu - the first time the Canes trailed in
any second half this season.

BEST START IN 10 YEARS

With a 10-0 start to the season, Miami earned its
best start to a season since the 2007-08 team opened
with 12 straight wins.

[t was the best start in the Jim Larrafiaga tenure,
topping an 8-0 start in 2014-15, and the third best in
program history.

This is the fourth straight year the Hurricanes have
started at least 4-0 and the fifth time in seven years
under Larrafiaga.

SELLING OUT THE WATSCO CENTER

Miami has sold out its season ticket allotment for
all home games at the Watsco Center for the third
straight year.

Fans have bought over 5,500 season tickets for
each of the last three years, more than doubling the
total number of season tickets sold in Jim Larrafiaga’s
first season in Coral Gables.

THE WATSCO ADVANTAGE

Miami has defended its home turf well in recent
years, winning 33 of its last 35 games at the Watsco
Center. The Hurricanes are 83-22 (.790) under Jim
Larrafiaga and went 14-2 at home last season.

In the first 16 years at the Watsco Center (formerly
BankUnited Center), Miami is 178-66 (.730).

In seven seasons under Larrafiaga, Miami is 39-15 in
ACC action at home and 44-7 in non-conference play.
In both 2012-13 and 2015-16, the Canes had just one
loss at Watsco Center.

Miami also owns won 16 straight home non-
conference games, dating to a 78-77 loss to
Northeastern on Nov. 27, 2015.

Bruce Brown Jr. started off his sophomore season
with a great all-around performance against Gardner-
Webb, recording his second career triple-double, the
third in school history and the 31st in ACC history.

Brown became just the sixth player in the league’s
storied history to earn a pair of triple-doubles.

He reached the status at the 5:36 mark of the second
half with a field goal for his ninth and 10th points.

As part of the opener, Brown matched his career
high in assists and fell one shy of his high in rebounds.

Miami signed three ESPN Top 100 recruits for the
class of 2017, including No. 18 Lonnie Walker from
Reading, Pa., No. 46 Chris Lykes from Mitchellville, Md.,
and No. 92 Deng Gak from Blairstown, N.J.

The trio joins former ESPN Top 100 Hurricanes
Bruce Brown (No. 26 in 2016), Dewan Huell (No. 28
in 2016) and Ja’Quan Newton (No. 58 in 2014) in the
fall of 2017. In just seven seasons at The U, Larrafaga
has recruited six of Miami’s 11 ESPN Top 100 players
since 2007.

MIAMI EARNS HIGH GSR NUMBERS

Miami’s men’s basketball team posted an exemplary
Graduation Success Rate (GSR), in the latest numbers
released on Nov. 8 by the NCAA. Miami recorded a
92 percent GSR, which is based on the four entering
classes from 2007-08 through 2010-11.

In addition, the UM football (83 percent), women’s
basketball (92 percent) and baseball (83 percent)
programs all posted GSR totals above the NCAA average.

The NCAA Graduation Success Rate (GSR) was
developed in response to college and university
presidents suggesting that graduation data more
accurately reflect the mobility among college students
today. The GSR measures graduation rates at Division
I institutions and includes students transferring into
the institutions. The GSR also allows institutions to
subtract student-athletes who leave their institutions
prior to graduation as long as they would have been
academically eligible to compete had they remained.

BIG SHOES TO FILL

Miami lost a pair of 2016-17 starters to graduation -
guard Davon Reed and forward Kamari Murphy.

A 2017 Third-Team All-ACC honoree, Reed led the
Hurricanes in scoring at 14.9 points per game while
averaging a team-high 35.3 minutes per game. Reed
was selected No. 32 overall by the Phoenix Suns in the
second round of the 2017 NBA Draft, the 20th player in
program history to be drafted.

Playing in 131 career games (99 starts), Reed scored
1,343 points, good for No. 16 on the Hurricanes’ all-
time scoring list.

The 6-foot-8, 220-pound Murphy was a force in the
middle, averaging 7.1 points and 7.3 rebounds per game.

BROWN, WALKER EARN PLAUDITS FROM ESPN.COM

In October, ESPN.com listed Bruce Brown as the
best college shooting guard draft prospect for the 2018
NBA Draft. Lonnie Walker was tabbed second best.

They were the lone teammates on the 10-man list.

Brown and Walker were listed 12th and 13th,
respectively on ESPN’s top 100 draft prospects for
2018, as Miami was one of 13 college teams to have
multiple players on the list.

VASILJEVIC LOOKS TO BUILD ON BIG SUMMER

Sophomore G Dejan Vasiljevic had a strong summer
playing internationally with Australia’s Emerging
Boomers at the World University Games in Taipei.

The Melbourne native averaged 21.5 points a game
on 45.3 percent shooting from the field in eight games
in the tournament.

Vasiljevic scored 20-plus points and led the team
in scoring in five of the eight games as the Emerging
Boomers finished ninth in the field.

He closed out play with a 28-point performance in a
101-96 win over Canada.

COACHING COORDINATORS

Miami’s assistant coaching staff is set up in a
coordinator system. Jamal Brunt serves as the
offensive coordinator, while Chris Caputo handles the
defense. Adam Fisher manages the scout for every
opponent.

MILES WILSON JOINS MIAMI PROGRAM

Jim Larrafiaga added Miles Wilson to the
Hurricanes” incoming class of 2017. A 6-foot-5-inch
transfer from Mount St. Mary’s, Wilson will sit out the
2017-18 season because of NCAA transfer rules, then
have three years of eligibility with the Hurricanes.

Wilson averaged 11.8 points per game and 3.9
rebounds in 28.9 minutes per game and was named to
the Northeast Conference All-Rookie Team.

In the NCAA Tournament’s First Four, Wilson scored
17 points and grabbed 11 rebounds in a 67-66 win over
New Orleans before recording a game-high 22 points
with seven rebounds against top-seeded Villanova.

CANES SEEK ANOTHER 20-WIN CAMPAIGN

Jim Larrafiaga posted five 20-win seasons in his first
six years at The U and 11 career 20-win seasons. The
21-win campaign in 2016-17 was Miami’s eighth 20-win
season since joining the ACC (2004-05). Larrafiaga is
just the second coach in Miami history with five 20-win
seasons, joining Bruce Hale (1954-67).

The Canes won seven or more ACC games in each
of Larrafiaga’s first six seasons and have had 10 or
more league victories in four years. Prior to Larrafiaga’s
arrival, Miami had never won 10 ACC games in a season.
