Miami has just 9 eligible scholarship student-athletes 
on the roster, led by seniors Davon Reed and Kamari 
Murphy, and junior Ja’Quan Newton.

Among active coaches, Coach L is the 14th-winningest 
coach in the country with 600 victories, and ranks No. 
47 on the list of all-time winningest coaches.

Miami’s facilities are undergoing $1.7 million in 
renovations with graphics and new features in the 
office areas and locker rooms of the Watsco Center.

This season Jim Larrañaga and associate head coach 
Chris Caputo are in their 15th season on the sidelines 
together, dating back to their time at George Mason.

MIAMI BASKETBALL QUICK HITS

HEAD COACH JIM LARRAÑAGA
      Coach Jim Larrañaga has led the Hurricanes to a pair of NCAA Sweet 16 appearances and won 

the 2013 ACC regular season and ACC Tournament titles. He has been named the AP, Naismith, 
USBWA and Henry Iba National Coach of the Year, twice was both the ACC and USBWA District 

Coach of the Year (2013, 2016), and was the 2013 NABC District Coach of the Year. With 
Miami's win over Pittsburgh on Jan. 14, 2017, Coach L earned his 600th career victory. 

THE 2016-17 HURRICANES
	 Miami has nine scholarship players eligible for competition, led by a trio of captains in seniors Davon 
Reed and Kamari Murphy, along with junior Ja’Quan Newton. Sophomores Anthony Lawrence and Ebuka 
Izundu also returned for the Hurricanes. This season a group of four newcomers comprising Miami’s top 
recruiting class in program history donned a UM jersey for the first time. The Canes’ coaching staff reeled in 
four freshmen in McDonald’s All-American Dewan Huell, Jordan Brand Classic All-American Bruce Brown, 
Australian standout Dejan “DJ” Vasiljevic and Rodney Miller from national powerhouse Oak Hill Academy 
(Va.). The four-man group was named one of the top 2016 classes in the country, with a No. 9 ranking from 
247Sports, No. 10 from Scout, No. 13 from ESPN and No. 13 from Rivals.

CANES SIGN A TRIO OF TOP-100 PLAYERS
	 Jim Larrañaga has signed three ESPN Top 100 players for the 2017 class in guard Lonnie Walker (No. 19), 
guard Chris Lykes (52) and forward Deng Gak (93). New Zealander Sam Waardenburg also joins the class, 
and is practicing with the team this spring. This marks the second straight Miami recruiting class with at 
least two ESPN Top 100 players, following last year’s signing of Bruce Brown (26) and Dewan Huell (28). 
	 Walker is a 6-foot-5-inch shooting guard from Reading, Pa., with great ball handling skills and is Miami's 
highest-ranked recruit in program history. Lykes is a 5-foot-6-inch explosive do-it-all point guard from 
Bowie, Md., who plays at Gonzaga College (D.C.) High School. Gak is a 6-foot-11-inch forward playing his 

prep ball at Blair Academy in New Jersey.

Final Four appearance to his credit. In 2006, Larrañaga became 
the first coach at a mid-major school to take his team to the 
NCAA Final Four in 27 years. 
	 7 - In 33 years of coaching, Jim Larrañaga has a winning record 
in the NCAA Tournament, a 9-7 mark in seven appearances.
	 7 - Larrañaga is no stranger to the ACC. In his seven seasons 
as an assistant coach at Virginia, the Cavaliers participated in the 
NCAA Final Four in 1981 and 1984, won three ACC Championships 
and finished in the top five of the rankings.
	 16 - Larrañaga has made 16 postseason appearances in the 
past 27 years, including reaching seven NCAA Tournaments.
	 33 - Larrañaga is in his 33rd year as a head coach and 
has successfully transitioned three institutions into winning 
programs: Miami, Bowling Green and George Mason.

COACH L TIES TO THE ACC
	 Coach Jim Larrañaga was an assistant coach at Virginia 
from 1979-1986, under the leadership of Terry Holland. In those 
seven seasons, Larrañaga helped the Cavaliers to five NCAA 
appearances: Final Four twice, Elite Eight once, Sweet 16 once 
and Round of 64 once, as well as two NIT appearances, including 
the Championship and Quarterfinal round.

LARRAÑAGA - WHY MIAMI?
	 Along with returning to the best basketball conference in 
the country, Coach L had a few personal reasons for accepting 
the head coaching job at Miami. Coach’s grandfather was from 
Cuba, where he produced the Larrañaga [lare-en-YAH-ga] cigar. 
Coach’s father was raised in Key West, Fla., before moving to 
The Bronx, N.Y., getting married and raising six children. Coach L 
was raised in The Bronx, but vacationed to Florida as a boy. He 
also owns a house in Sarasota, Fla., and three of his siblings have 
retired to Florida.

	 Eight of Miami's final 12 games will be played against teams currently 
listed in national polls. The Canes, who are receiving votes (2) in the USA 
TODAY Coaches Poll as of Jan. 23, host a pair of top 10 teams in No. 9/6 
North Carolina and No. 6/8 Florida State in the next week, then host RV 
Virginia Tech (Feb. 8) and No. 17 Duke (Feb. 25) later this season. UM faces 
four ranked teams on their respective home courts: No. 13/14 Louisville 
(Feb. 11), No. 12/13 Virginia (Feb. 20), RV Virginia Tech (Feb. 27) and No. 6/8 
Florida State (March 4).

	 Senior guard Davon Reed has improved his offensive stats tremendously 
from the non-conference to ACC action. In six ACC outings, he has scored

outings. He is hitting 3.2 shots from long distance per game in ACC play 
after just 2.3 per game in non-league games.

MURPHY GRABS CAREER-HIGH 15 REBOUNDS
	 Redshirt senior forward Kamari Murphy pulled down 15 rebounds at 
Duke on Jan. 21, including 10 in the first half. The 15 boards are the most by 
a Hurricane since Tonye Jekiri grabbed 17 at Boston College (Jan. 20) last 
season and the fourth-most by a Cane ever in an ACC game, behind Jekiri 
(17 twice) and Reggie Johnson (16). 
	 Murphy is third in ACC games in rebounding this season with 9.0 per 
outing, and is third in the league in offensive boards (3.7) and tied for 
eighth in defensive rebounds (5.3). He has seven 10-rebound outings this 
year, tied for fifth-most in the league.  

SELLING OUT THE WATSCO CENTER
	 In just his fifth season in Coral Gables, Jim Larrañaga and Miami SOLD 
OUT the season ticket allotment for all home games last year at the Watsco 
Center. It was the first time in Miami athletics history a team sold out their 
season. And now, the arena is sold out in back-to-back seasons. 
	 For two straight years, fans have bought over 5,500 season tickets, more 
than doubling the total number of season tickets sold in Larrañaga’s first 
season in Coral Gables. When Coach L began his reign in Miami, fans bought 
2,251 season tickets for the 2011-12 campaign. After a record-breaking 
season on the court in 2012-13, season tickets peaked at 3,674 for 2013-14, 
prior to this year’s 5,750 mark.

	 Coach L became the first Miami coach 
to win 20+ games in his first two seasons 
at UM and only the third of 12 UM coaches 
to post at least three 20-win seasons. 
	 Former Cane Rick Barry was named 
one of the Greatest Players in NBA History.
	 Miami native and former Cane 
standout James Jones won the 2010-2011 
NBA All-Star Weekend 3-Point Contest 
and the NBA Championship in the 2011-
2012 and 2012-13 seasons.
	 Six-time NBA All Star Amar’e 
Stoudemire enrolled at UM in 2013 and 
took classes to earn his bachelor’s degree.
	 UM is in its 13th season in the ACC.
	 Coach L led the George Mason Patriots 
to the 2006 Final Four with big wins over 
some of basketball’s elite teams such as 
Michigan State, North Carolina and UConn. 
He was the first coach to take a mid-major 
to a Final Four in 27 years (Penn ‘79) when 
his team advanced in 2006.
	 In 14 years at George Mason, Larrañaga 
led the Patriots to five NCAA Tournament 
appearances (2011, 2008, 2006, 2001, 
1999), including the 2006 Final Four.
	 Miami basketball received APR 
(Academic Progress Rate) Public 
Recognition Awards for being among the 
top 10 percent in APR in its sport. Miami 
ranks in the top 10 percent of NCAA men’s 
basketball with a 990 APR.
	 The Miami Department of Athletics 
recorded a Graduation Success Rate (GSR) 
of 89 percent. Miami’s department-wide 
GSR is 16th overall among FBS programs. 
UM has exceeded the NCAA average GSR 
in each of the last 10 years.
	 The Canes have averaged 20.0 wins 
over the last 11 seasons.
	 The Hurricanes have made at least one 
trey in 956 of 964 games since the NCAA 
adopted the 3-point shot in 1986. The last 
time Miami was held without a 3-pointer 
was Feb. 26, 2014 at Virginia. 
	 Miami has held 815 of its last 816 
opponents to less than 100 points. North 
Carolina was the last team to score 100+, 
defeating UM, 105-64, on Jan. 31, 2007.

	 In June, former Cane Sheldon McClellan signed a 
partially guaranteed contract with the Washington Wizards, 
and on the NBA’s opening day, the NBA rookie played in his 
first professional game. The contract of McClellan became 
fully guaranteed for the Wizards in January, locking in the 
undrafted rookie for the rest of the season.

MIAMI BASKETBALL – THE EARLY YEARS
	 The University of Miami basketball program was 
dormant for 14 years from 1971-1985. In 1983 Director of 
Athletics Sam Jankovich announced the resurrection of 
men’s basketball at Miami, with the reinstatement vote 
by the UM Board of Trustees on Oct. 12, 1983. Head coach 
Bill Foster was hired March 21, 1984, adding assistants Clint 
Bryant, Seth Greenberg and Cesar Odio by July 1. On Oct. 15, 
1984 the first men’s basketball practice in 12 years was held 
on the patio in the center of campus, viewed by more than 
200 students. Miami defeated The Citadel, 85-77, on Nov. 
22, 1985, in the first game of the new era of UM basketball. 
Tim Harvey was the staff’s first recruit, a 6-10, 240-pound 
center from Plainfield, N.J., who transferred from Georgia 
Tech. 

STEVE EDWARDS TO BE INDUCTED INTO UMSHOF
	 University of Miami Sports Hall of Fame has announced 
its class of 2017 inductees, which includes Steve Edwards, 
who played basketball at Miami from 1992-96. One of 
the most prolific long-range shooters in Miami history, 
Edwards still ranks second in the record books with 265 
career 3-point field goals, a mark that is still the BIG 
EAST Conference record. Edwards, a two-time honoree as 
"Mr. Basketball" in the state of Florida, was named to the 
conference all-freshman team in his first year for UMSHoF 
member Coach Leonard Hamilton. Plagued by injuries his 
whole career, he still led Miami in scoring in three of his four 
seasons and ranks 13th all-time with 1,393 points and is 10th 
in career steals. "Stevie" led the Canes to their first post-
season appearance (1994-1995) since the rebirth of the 
basketball program and back-to-back-winning seasons.
