or-fewer losses at home since 2000.

Jackets. Miami has not lost to Georgia Tech at home since 2007. 
•	 Give Miami a 24-9 record at Sun Life Stadium since 2011.

YIPPEE KAAYA
•	 After passing for 326 yards last time out vs. UNC, QB Brad Kaaya moved into sole possession of 

10th place all-time at UM in both career passing yards (5,656) & career passing touchdowns (39).
•	 Kaaya remains near the top of the ACC in a number of individual categories, including passing yards 
(2,458, second), passing yards per game (273.1, first) and total offense (2,376 yards, fourth).
•	 Kaaya has thrown just six interceptions in his last 500 attempts. He has thrown for more than 200 
yards in 16 of his 22 career games at Miami and has six career 300-yard performances.

•	 Kaaya’s career home numbers (12 games) stand out: 3,005 passing yards, 26 TDs & just 7 INTs.
•	 Kaaya’s missed start at Duke on Oct. 31 snapped a streak of 20 straight starts dating to 2014.
•	 Kaaya set personal bests in completions (29), attempts (49) and pass yards (405) at Florida State 
(Oct. 10), tossing three touchdowns with no interceptions. His passer efficiency rating was 148.8.

•	 Kaaya’s 405 yards were the most by a Miami quarterback vs. Florida State in the modern era of 
Miami football (since 1980), and represent just the 11th 400-yard game in that same timespan.

• 	The California native was one of only 15 quarterbacks in the country to throw for more than 
3,000 yards, 26-or-more touchdowns and 12-or-fewer interceptions in 2014; he was the only true 
freshman quarterback in the country to accomplish this feat.

•	 After a disappointing 2014, Coley has had a return to form this season. Despite missing two games 

with a hamstring injury, Coley ranks second on the team in catches (38) and receiving TDs (3).
•	 Coley, who posted his second career 100-yard receiving game in a home start vs. UVA, ranks first 

in the ACC with an average of 88.8 yards per conference game. He has 544 total receiving yards.
•	 Coley has caught at least five passes in five of the last six games, and has 533 yards over that 
span. The junior recorded a TD in back-to-back games for the first time since November 2013 when 
he hauled in scores against both Duke (Oct. 31) and Virginia (Nov. 7).

STORMING THE SWARM
• 	Since arriving at Georgia Tech in 2008, Yellow Jacket head coach Paul Johnson has directed one 
of college football’s most prolific offensive units, but against Miami Johnson has struggled, posting 
just a 2-5 record against the Hurricanes and 1-3 mark against Miami’s current coaching staff.

“THE RETURN” 
• 	Corn Elder capped one of the most thrilling endings in college football history against Duke, a 75-
yard kick return for TD as time expired to top the Blue Devils. The kick return took eight laterals 
and roughly 46 seconds to complete after Dallas Crawford made the initial field at the 25-yard line.
•	 A number of Hurricanes played pivotal roles on the return; five different players touched the ball

•	 Miami’s +7 turnover margin is third best in the ACC and tied for 18th in FBS; Miami has 18 

turnovers gained and 11 lost.
•  Miami’s defense has recorded 12 interceptions, tied for 24th-most in FBS and second-most in ACC. 
•	 Miami’s defense recorded its first shutout since 2010 in its season opener vs. Bethune-Cookman.
•	 Miami ranked No. 14 nationally in total defense in 2014, allowing an average of just 329.6 yards 

per game - the fourth-best mark in the ACC.

• 	Of their 1,811 all purpose yards, Yearby (793) and Walton (383) have combined for 1,176 of the 
team’s 1,232 rushing yards (95.4 percent).

   ARTIE AND RAYSHAWN ISLAND
•	 Junior cornerback Artie Burns leads the ACC and is tied for eighth nationally with five interceptions 
in 2015; his two picks vs. Virginia Tech on Oct. 17 marked the first multi-interception performance 
by a Hurricane since Tracy Howard had two picks at North Carolina in 2013.
•	 Burns’ five picks are the most by a Hurricane in one year since Sean Taylor had 10 in 2003.
•	 Redshirt junior safety Rayshawn Jenkins is one of just eight players in the ACC (including Burns) 

with at least 3 interceptions in 2015.
•	 Burns became the first Hurricane player with an interception in three-consecutive games since Sean 
Taylor in 2003 (via AP) after having one pick in each of Miami’s first three games.
•	 In addition, Burns became the sixth Cane in the last 20 years with three interceptions over a three-

game span joining, Sean Taylor, Ed Reed, Phillip Buchanon, Kenny Phillips & Kelly Jennings (via AP).
•	 Burns also is an accomplished track and field athlete. He finished second in the 110m hurdles with 

a time of 13.70 seconds at the ACC Championships. He also competed in the NCAA Championships.
•	 Jenkins missed the entire 2014 season with an injury and has made 18 career starts.

•	 Sophomore outside linebacker Trent Harris, nicknamed “Toolbox Trent” by the Miami defensive

Florida native Larry Scott is in his third season as the 
Miami Hurricanes tight ends coach. He joined the UM staff 
in February 2013, and was named interim head coach of the 
Miami Hurricanes on Oct. 25, 2015.

In 2014, Scott oversaw a tight end unit that combined for 
52 receptions and 833 yards receiving. He also mentored 
Clive Walford, who had a breakout 2014 campaign where 
he led the team in receptions with 44.

Under Scott’s watchful eye, Walford earned third team 
All-America and second team All-ACC honors. Following 
the year, Walford was selected in the third round of the 
NFL Draft by the Oakland Raiders.

Prior to coming to Coral Gables, Scott, a native of 
Sebring, Fla., spent the previous eight seasons at USF, 
beginning in 2005 as the director of high school relations. In 
2006, he moved to a graduate assistant role before coaching 
tight ends in 2007-08 and again in 2010-11. Between tight 
end coaching stints, he coached the offensive line in 2009. 
In 2012, he coached the running backs and became an 
offensive assistant.

During his second stint as the Bulls’ TE coach, Scott and 
his group helped USF to its fifth-straight eight-win season, 
making it one of only 15 programs nationally and one of 
just 10 in BCS leagues to accomplish the feat.

Scott’s biggest impact on USF came in recruiting within 
Miami-Dade and Broward counties. USF’s 2008 class was 
considered to be among the best in program history until 
the Bulls’ 2009 class was ranked No. 21 nationally.

His coaching career began in the high school ranks as the 
run game coordinator and offensive line coach at Tampa’s 
Wharton HS from May 2001-August 2001. From there, he 
was the offensive coordinator and O-line coach from 2001-
03 at Freedom HS before returning to his prep alma mater 
- Sebring HS - in 2004 as an exceptional education teacher 
and the co-offensive coordinator.

Scott was a three-year letterwinner (1997-99) as an 
offensive tackle for USF and was a member of the first 
recruiting class that began practicing in 1996, the year 
before the first USF Football game. He arrived at USF after 
a successful three-sport career at Sebring High School, 
where he was a four-year letterwinner for the football team 
and also earned a pair of varsity letters in baseball as a 
freshman and sophomore and in wrestling as a junior and 
senior.

A 2000 graduate from USF with a bachelor’s degree in 
communications, Scott and his wife Shakiera have three 
children: sons, Larry and Jalen, and daughter Jurnee.
