ed run to the 2006 Final Four 
that captured the nation’s at-
tention.

LARRANAGA - Why miami?
	 Along with returning to the best basketball conference 
in the country, Coach L had a few personal reasons for 
accepting the head coaching job at Miami. Coach’s grand-
father was from Cuba, where he produced the Larrañaga 
[lare-en-YAH-ga] cigar. Coach’s father was raised in Key 
West before moving to The Bronx, N.Y., getting married and 
raising six children. Coach L was raised in The Bronx, but 
vacationed to Florida as a boy. He also has owned a house in 
Sarasota - which he bought from Dick Vitale’s daughter - for 
eight years, and three of his siblings have retired to Florida.

Canes Clips
	 Miami boasts five players 6-foot-10 or taller, and five 
players at 6-foot-6 or 6-foot-5.

	T he Hurricanes have made a three-point basket in 
347-straight games and have made at least one trey in 804 
of 807 games since the NCAA adopted the three-point shot 
in 1986. 

	 Miami has held 661 of its last 662 opponents to less than 
100 points. UNC was the last team to score 100+, defeating 
UM 105-64 on Jan. 31, 2007.

2011-12 in Review
	T he Hurricanes won 20 games last season, making 
Coach Larranaga the first Miami coach to reach that level 
in his first year at Coral Gables, and finished with a winning 
record in ACC play for the first time. 
	T he Hurricanes ended in a tie for fourth in the final 
standings with a 9-7 record, also their best finish since they 
joined the league in the 2004-05 season.
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Larranaga eight wins from 500
	 Head coach Jim Larranaga is in his 29th season as a head 
coach, posting a 492-347 overall record. 
	 Entering the 2012-13 season, Coach L was tied for 20th 
on the list of winningest active Division-I head coaches. Cur-
rently 17 active D-I coaches have 500 wins. See complete list 
in bio on page six of the notes. 
	 Larranaga’s 100th win came when Bowling Green defeat-
ed Kent State in 1991. His other milestone wins came while 
at George Mason. He 200th victory was vs. Northeastern in 
1997, 300th was vs. East Carolina in 2003 and win No. 400 
came against William & Mary in 2008. 

Home Court Advantage
	 Miami has shot better than 50 percent from the field 
in its two games, hitting 52.5 percent against Stetson and 
59.0 percent against Jacksonville. The Canes have shot bet-
ter than 60 percent in both home second halves, with 63.6 
percent vs. SU and 62.5 percent vs. JU. 

Scott Returns to the Court vs. Detroit
	 Guard Durand Scott will make his senior season debut on 
Saturday against the Detroit Titans, after sitting out the first 
three outings of the year. 
	 Miami declared Scott ineligible prior to March 9, 2012 
game against FSU after findings in an NCAA investigation. 
Scott was reinstated on March 14, but had to serve a six-
game withholding penalty, including the UM-FSU game 
in ACC Tournament, 2012 postseason, and three remaining 
withholding games at start of 2012-2013 season.

Larkin Drops 27 Points on Dolphins
	 Shane Larkin recorded 27 points, five assists and four 
rebounds in Miami’s 73-57 victory over Jacksonville on Nov. 
16. He was 9-13 (69.2) from the field and 7-7 at the free 
throw line in the Canes’ second win of the season. 
	T he sophomore point guard averaged 20.5 points, 
4.0 rebounds, 4.5 assists and 1.0 steals in 36.5 minutes 
per game last week for Miami. Larkin hit 53.8 percent 
(14-26) of his shots, including 42.9 percent (6-14) from 
distance and 100 percent (7-7) at the line. 
	 At Florida Gulf Coast, Larkin scored a team-high 14 
points with four rebounds and four assists in UM’s 63-
51 loss. The sophomore played 38 minutes, hitting 4-9 
(.444) threes and 5-13 (38.5) from the field. 

Weight Room Gains
	 UM has made great strides in the weight room since 
the arrival of Coach Jim Larranaga and strength & condi-
tioning coach Jim Krumpos. 
	 When Krumpos first arrived at Miami in the spring of 
2011, the team bench pressed an average of 231 pounds. 
By the fall of 2011, that number jumped to 257 lbs, and 
in the fall of 2012, the Canes are benching 270.  
	I n the vertical jump, the players averaged 32.4 inches 
in the spring of 2011, 34.4 inches in the fall of 2011 and 
are now at 35 inches. 
	T he team also averages 270 lbs. in the front squat. 
	 Some impressive individual numbers include: Bishop 
Daniels gained six inches on his vertical jump; Kenny 
Kadji lost 20 pounds and gained strength; Erik Swoope 
benches 340 pounds. 

Three Canes Closing in on 100 Games
	 Seniors Durand Scott (99), Julian Gamble (96) and Reggie 
Johnson (93) are all closing in on 100 games played at Mi-
ami. Scott leads the trio with 93 starts, followed by 64 from 
Johnson and 25 from Gamble. 
	 Miami’s records include 113 games started by Darius Rice 
(2000-04) and 130 games played by Brian Asbury (2005-09). 

Johnson Averaging a Double-Double
	 Senior Reggie Johnson is averaging 14.0 points and 10.5 
rebounds this season. He has pulled down double-digit re-
bounds in the two games he played, with 11 vs. Stetson and 
10 at FGCU.

As a department, Mi-
ami’s 93 percent GSR ranks fourth among 
ACC schools and is eighth overall among 
FBS schools. Overall, the University of 
Miami athletic department has improved 
from 77 to 93 percent from 2005 to 2012, 
a year after UM student-athletes posted 
a then-record 89 percent GSR in 2011.

	 Former Miami Hurricane DeQuan Jones made the Orlando 
Magic’s 15-man opening night roster, starting the first two 
games of the season. 
	T he Stone Mountain, Ga., native appeared in 111 games 
for the Miami Hurricanes, making 35 starts. He scored 508 
points, accumulated 53 assists, blocked 51 shots and swiped 
52 steals in his Canes career. As a senior in 2011-12, he aver-
aged 5.9 points, 3.6 rebounds and 17.3 minutes in 23 games. 
He participated in the 24th annual State Farm College Slam 
Dunk & 3-Point Championships at the Final Four, advancing 
to the semifinals of the slam dunk contest.

Grant Signs with Cyprus
	 After three years spent competing in orange and green, 
former Cane Malcolm Grant switched to purple and yellow 
this season, signing with APOEL Nicosia B.C. of the Cypriot 
First Division A.
	 Grant played in 100 games over the course of his three 
years at Miami, starting 75 games. He totaled 1,185 points 
and is one of 33 Hurricanes to score more than 1,000 points 
in his career. Grant made a three-pointer in 35-straight 
games from Dec. 30, 2009 through Jan. 7, 2012, tying the 
Miami school record with former Cane Jack McClinton. The 
35 also is the 11th-best in ACC history, tying Grant with J.J. 
Redick (Duke) and McClinton. 

Cane Hooper Named to Pro Bowl
	 Former Cane hooper Jimmy Graham (2005-09) was one of  
five New Orleans Saints to be named to the 2012 NFL Pro Bowl. 
As of Nov. 14, Graham has 533 yards from 45 receptions  and 
seven touchdowns this season. 
 		 At Miami, Graham played basketball from 2005-2009, 
graduated with a double major in marketing and manage-
ment, then joined the 2009 football team while taking 
graduate classes. That season he totaled 17 receptions for 
213 yards and five touchdowns. Graham averaged 4.2 ppg, 
shooting 49.5 percent from the field, and 4.2 rpg in 120 
games in his four years with Miami men’s basketball.

Miami is a Top Academic Institution
	 Already the top academic institution in the state of Flor-
ida and a world-renowned research institution, the Univer-
sity of Miami and its Department of Athletics are building 
upon its reputation for developing world-class students. In 
the 2012 edition of the U.S. News & World Report’s annual is-

sue, the University of Miami rose to number 44. UM remains 
the highest ranked school in the state of Florida.

Celtics & Linsanity Associated with Coach L
	 Coach Jim Larranaga’s son, Jay, was hired by the Boston 
Celtics as an assistant coach for the 2012-13 season. Jay was 
previously the head coach of the Erie Bayhawks, the Knicks’ 
Developmental League team where Jeremy Lin played one 
game before being sent to New York City. In that one game, 
Lin delivered the single-best performance by an Erie player 
this season notching the team’s only triple-double thus far, 
scoring 28 points, dishing out 12 assists and grabbing 11 re-
bounds in the BayHawks’ 122-113 win over Maine.

Canes Look Forward to Complete Roster
	 Last season, Miami players missed 108 games due to 
injury or NCAA suspensions. The list of players missing time 
included starting center Reggie Johnson (nine games to in-
jury, one to suspension), forward DeQuan Jones (10 to sus-
pension), starting guard Durand Scott (three to suspension), 
starting guard Malcolm Grant (two to a death in the family), 
guard Garrius Adams (14 to injury and knee surgery), and 
guard Rion Brown (two to illness). Even guard Shane Larkin 
missed the opener until the NCAA approved his eligibility. 
Veteran forward Julian Gamble (knee) and freshman guard 
Bishop Daniels (foot) sat out the entire year.

Gamble was sidelined last season after tearing the ACL in his 
left leg in August. A team leader, Gamble started 13 games 
in 2010-11 and averaged 3.8 points, 4.0 rebounds and 0.8 
blocks per game. In his three-season career, Gamble has 
played in 93 games, averaging 3.4 points, 3.0 rebounds and 
0.7 blocks per game.

	 Jim Larrañaga was named the 12th head coach of the University of Miami men’s bas-
ketball program on April 22, 2011. 
	 Larrañaga came to Miami after serving as the head coach at George Mason for 14 sea-
sons. He guided that program to five NCAA Tournament appearances (1999, 2001, 2006, 
2008, 2011) - including an unprecedented run to the 2006 Final Four that captured the 
nation’s attention, defeating Michigan State, North Carolina, Wichita State and UConn along 
the way. Following that run, he was selected the 2006 Clair Bee Coach of the Year.
	I n year one at The U, the Canes posted a 20-13 record, making Larrañaga the first Miami 
head coach to record 20 wins in his inaugural season in Coral Gables. Under the new coach-
ing staff, UM won nine games in conference play, the first time Miami has posted a winning 
record in ACC play since joining the conference for the 2004-05 season. The Canes ended the 
season tied for fourth in the ACC, another program-best accomplishment.
	O n Feb. 5, 2012, Coach L & Co. did what no other hoops coach at Miami had done when 
he took the Canes into Cameron Indoor Stadium and defeated No. 7/5 Duke. The Canes 
downed the Blue Devils 78-74 in overtime that afternoon, led by 27 points and 12 rebounds 
from Reggie Johnson, and received votes in the next AP Poll for the first time since 2010. 
Gaining momentum, Miami then beat No. 15/16 Florida State at home in front of a packed 
house, UM’s first win over FSU since 2009. Teetering on the edge of The Dance bubble, the 
Canes went 1-1 in the ACC Tournament and ended up in the NIT, defeating Valparaiso, but 
falling to Minnesota, the eventual NIT Championship runner-up.
	T hree players earned postseason recognition under Larrañaga’s watch, as Kenny Kadji 
was selected to the All-ACC third team, Durand Scott was voted an honorable mention per-
former and Shane Larkin earned a spot on the ACC All-Freshman Team.
	 Larrañaga built the GMU Patriots’ program into a perennial contender in the highly-re-
garded Colonial Athletic Association, winning more games than any other coach in program 
and conference history (273) en route to three conference titles (1999, 2001, 2008).
	 A two-time CAA Coach of the Year honoree, Larrañaga 
earned the accolade in 2011, leading the Patriots to a 27-7 
overall record and 16-2 conference mark en route to the CAA 
regular-season title and their fifth NCAA Tournament appear-
ance under his leadership. Seeded a program-best eighth in 
the NCAA Tournament, George Mason rallied from a double-
digit deficit to defeat ninth-seeded Villanova, 61-57, before 
falling to overall No. 1 seed Ohio State in the third round.
	 Larrañaga’s teams are known for their offensive ef-
ficiency and a frenetic defense dubbed the 
“Scramble.” In Coach L’s last season, his Patri-
ots - who were ranked 24th in the final RPI 
- finished the season 11th in the nation in 
three-point field goal percentage (39.5), 18th 
in scoring margin (10.3), 22nd in turnovers 
(11.1), 26th in assist-to-turnover ratio (1.28) 
and 37th in scoring defense (62.5). During its 
16-game win streak - which catapulted Ma-
son to No. 25 in the ESPN/USA TODAY Coaches 
Poll on Feb. 28 - all but four victories came by 
a double-digit margin. That streak included 
the 71-51 win at VCU on Feb. 15, with Mason 

holding the Rams to a season-low offensive output. He became Mason’s all-time leader in men’s 
basketball victories with his 131st win on January 22, 2005, with the 77-58 decision at James 
Madison. He became the CAA’s all-time leader in wins on February 4, 2006, when the Patriots 
defeated UNC Wilmington. His Mason teams went 182-89 in CAA play.
	I n 2006, Larrañaga became the first coach at a mid-major school to take his team to the Final 
Four in 27 years and earned an at-large berth for a CAA team for the first time in 20 years. Along 
the way, he led Mason to a school record in wins, the school’s first national ranking, George 
Mason’s first appearance in the Top 10 and the school’s first wins over Top 10 teams.

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	T he Patriots finished the year with a 27-8 record and a No. 8 ranking in the final USA TODAY/ESPN 
Coaches Poll. Earlier that season, Mason cracked the polls at No. 25, but NCAA tournament wins over Michi-
gan State, No. 10 North Carolina, Wichita State and No. 2 Connecticut vaulted Mason up the poll, into the 
national conscience and made Larrañaga a household name.
	T he remarkable run at George Mason began just two years into Larrañaga’s tenure. After going 9-18 in 
his first year with the Patriots in 1997-98, Larrañaga guided the 1999 Patriots’ squad to a 19-11 overall record 
and a 13-3 CAA mark. That season, he earned his first Coach of the Year accolades in the CAA and NABC District 
4 after making a 10-game improvement and leading the program to its first-ever conference regular season 
championship, its second CAA Tournament title and first NCAA Tournament appearance since 1989.
	T he Patriots followed that with another 19-11 overall mark in 1999-2000, tying for first place in the 
CAA at 12-4 and earning the top seed in the conference tournament. In 2000-01, the Patriots finished 18-12 
overall and 11-5 in the CAA, good for a tie for second place, and they won the CAA Tournament title and 
advanced to the NCAA Tournament for the second time in three years. The Patriots produced another solid 

campaign with a 19-10 overall record (13-5 in the CAA) and a NIT berth in 2001-02. Mason’s 2002-03 roster was hampered by injuries, but managed to pull together a 16-12 
record (11-7 in the CAA), and a fourth-place CAA finish.
	I n 2003-04, Larrañaga led the Patriots to a 7-2 non-conference record and to a school-record 23-win season, as Mason finished 23-10 on the year, its first 20-or-more win 
campaign in 14 years. Gaining an NIT berth (the Patriots fourth postseason appearance in six years), Larrañaga led Mason to two consecutive postseason victories for the first 
time in school history.
	 Under Larrañaga, the Patriots have won three CAA titles including the 2008 championship when Mason went 23-11. The Patriots have appeared in the postseason each of 
the past four seasons for the first time in Mason history, advancing to the NCAA Tournament in 2008, the NIT in 2009, the CollegeInsider.com Postseason Tournament in 2010 
and back to the NCAA Tournament in 2011.
	 With 28 years of head coaching experience, the native of Bronx, N.Y., previously served as the head coach at Bowling Green for 11 seasons (1986-1997) and at Division II 
American International for two seasons (1977-79).
	 At Bowling Green, he made an immediate impact in his first season. In 1986-87, the Falcons were the nation’s most improved team under a first-year head coach that 
took over a program with a losing record, posting a 15-14 record for an eight-game improvement over the previous season. Larrañaga went on to record a 170-144 mark in 
11 years at Bowling Green, earning the 1997 Mid-American Conference Coach of the Year honors after leading Bowling Green to a 22-10 record, a conference regular season 
co-championship and a berth in the National Invitation Tournament. The 22 victories were the most by a Bowling Green team in 47 years and the 13 conference wins were 
the second-highest total in Falcon history.
	 Larrañaga’s 170 victories at Bowling Green ranked second all-time on the Falcons’ coaching 
list and he was only the second coach to record consecutive postseason appearances. Larrañaga 
led his squad to NIT berths in 1990 (18-11) and again in 1991 (17-13), the first time the Falcons 
enjoyed back-to-back postseason appearances since the early ‘60s. Bowling Green won better 
than 61 percent of its games in Larrañaga’s last four years, recording a 70-44 mark during that 
stretch. The Falcons finished fourth or better in the MAC in five of Larrañaga’s 11 seasons and he 
is among the winningest coaches in MAC history.
	 Larrañaga received his first head coaching position in 1977 when he was named to the post 
at American International, a Division II program in Springfield, Mass. Taking over a team that 
had suffered through five consecutive losing seasons prior to his arrival, Larrañaga turned AIC 
into a winning program in his first year and compiled a 28-25 mark in two seasons.
	 A 1971 graduate of Providence College with a degree in economics, Larrañaga was a four-
year letterman for the Friars. As the team captain in his senior season, he led Providence to a 
20-8 record and an NIT appearance. He graduated as the school’s fifth all-time leading scorer 
with 1,258 points and was selected in the sixth round of the draft by the Detroit Pistons of the 
National Basketball Association. He was the team’s top scorer as a sophomore and junior and 
was named New England’s Division I Sophomore of the Year in 1969. He was inducted into the 
Providence College Hall of Fame in 1991.
	 His first coaching opportunity came at Davidson College, where he served as an assistant 
coach to Terry Holland. Davidson captured three Southern Conference regular-season champi-
onships and an NIT berth in his five years there, and he compiled a 47-12 record doubling as the 
freshman team coach. In 1976, he left Davidson and spent one season as player-coach for the 
Geronemo Basketball Club in Belgium.
	 After his two-year stint at American International, Larrañaga was reunited with Holland at 
the University of Virginia in April 1979. An assistant coach under Holland for seven seasons from 
1979-86, he helped the Cavaliers reach the NCAA Final Four on two occasions (1981 and 1984), 
finish in the top five of the AP and UPI polls and average more than 24 victories per season. The 
Cavaliers were 169-62, won three regular season Atlantic Coast Conference championships and 
made four NCAA Tournament appearances. Virginia also made a pair of NIT appearances, win-
ning the NIT Championship in 1980. Larranaga was on the staff during the careers of three-time 
National Player of the Year Ralph Sampson and NBA first-round draft choice Olden Polynice.
	 Larrañaga, 63, and his wife, Liz, have two sons - Jay, who played for his father at Bowling 
Green and is an assistant coach with the Boston Celtics, and Jon, who was a member of his 
father’s George Mason teams from 1999-2003 - and four grandchildren.

	 Michael Huger enters his second season at the 
University of Miami and his sixth season as an assis-
tant coach for head coach Jim Larranaga assisting in 
all aspects of the program. He has seven seasons of 
collegiate coaching experience and a dozen years of 
professional basketball experience. 
	I n four seasons at George Mason, Huger helped 
lead the Patriots to the postseason every year, includ-
ing NCAA berths in 2008 and 2011. In 2011, the team 
defeated Villanova to advance to the third round of 
the NCAA Tournament, earned a regular-season CAA 
title and posted a school-record tying 27 wins. In 
2009, he helped Mason to an NIT bid and its second-
straight 20-win season. In 2008, Huger helped the 
Patriots to their second-highest win total in school 
history as they beat nationally-ranked Kansas State 
and won the CAA title for the first time since 2001. 
	 Huger began his coaching career at Longwood Uni-
versity (Va.) under Mike Gillian, a former Mason assistant 
coach under Larranaga, where he spent two seasons. 
	 Before joining the coaching ranks, Huger played 
professional basketball in Europe, spending two years 
in Holland (1994-96) and nine in Belgium (1996-
