»» Looking to sweep the season series, No. 8 Duke welcomes 
Miami Tuesday night at Cameron Indoor Stadium in the 
second meeting this month between ACC rivals.

»» The Blue Devils took the match-up in Coral Gables on 
January 4th, 95-62, behind an ACC career high 24 points 
from freshman Vernon Carey Jr., a Miami native.

»» Duke is in the midst of a three-game homestand -- its 
longest in conference play -- which is capped next Tuesday 
night versus Pitt at 9 p.m. ET.

»» Duke is the No. 2-ranked team in KenPom and is the only 
team ranked in the top 10 for both offensive efficiency (4th) 
and defensive efficiency (8th).

»» Freshman Cassius Stanley recorded his first double-double 
with career highs in points (24) and rebounds (11) in the 
Louisville game. The Los Angeles native is averaging 17.6 
points and shooting .563 (31-of-55) over the last five games.

»» Freshman Vernon Carey Jr. is the ACC’s only player shooting 
.600+ from the field (.602). He is 25th nationally in shooting, 
and ranked fourth in the ACC in scoring (17.3), sixth in 
rebounding (8.4) and fifth in blocks (1.8). He also leads the 
ACC and is 18th nationally in most free throw attempts (120).

»» The Blue Devils are second in the NCAA in scoring margin 
(+18.4), and are leading the ACC in scoring (82.6; 8th NCAA), 
FG pct. (.483; 13th NCAA), and blocked shots (6.4; 6th NCAA).

»» Duke enters the week ranked No. 8 in the AP Poll, extending 
the nation’s second-longest streak in the top 10 to 36 
consecutive polls.

» Miami native Vernon Carey Jr. scored 24 points with 
nine rebounds when these two teams met on January 4.

»» Duke is 21-7 all-time versus Miami, which includes a 10-2 

mark in home games -- all at Cameron Indoor.
»» The Blue Devils won 17 days ago in Coral Gables, 95-62, behind 

a combined 57 points from the freshman trio of Vernon 
Carey Jr. (24), Cassius Stanley (20) and Matthew Hurt (13).

»» Duke won the only meeting last season at Cameron 
Indoor, 87-57, with Cam Reddish and RJ Barrett each 
scoring 19 points.

»» The Blue Devils have won six of the last 10 in the series.

SCOUTING THE HURRICANES
»» Miami is 10-7 overall and 2-5 in the ACC, but coming off an 

83-79 loss in overtime at home to No. 5 Florida State -- a 
game Miami led by nine with five minutes to play.

»» The Hurricanes are led by Chris Lykes, Kameron McGusty 
and DJ Vasiljevic, each averaging 14.0+ points. Lykes is 
scoring 16.1 points per game overall and 18.1 in ACC play.

»» Lykes and Vasiljevic have been held to 25 points combined 
over the last two Duke-Miami games.

 
LAST MEETING: DUKE 95, MIAMI 62
»» Freshman Vernon Carey Jr., a Miami native, scored a game-

high 24 points with nine rebounds in a 95-62 win on January 
4, 2020 at the Watsco Center in Coral Gables.

»» Duke’s .597 field goal percentage was its highest in an ACC 
road game since the 2012-13 season.

»» The team’s .597 field goal percentage, 64 points in the paint 
and 23 assists were each season highs.

»» Freshman Cassius Stanley also scored 20, including 16 in 
the first half, as Duke led 50-36 at the break.

»» The 11 Blue Devils that played each scored at least three 
points and had at least one rebound.

COACHES VS. CANCER WEEK
»» This week is the annual Coaches vs. Cancer’s Suits & 

Sneakers Week, and Duke’s coaching staff will participate 
by wearing sneakers during Tuesday night’s game.

»» Coaches vs. Cancer is a partnership between the NABC and 
the American Cancer Society. 

»» Just last week, the American Cancer Society announced the 
cancer death rate declined 29% from 1991-2017, including a 
2.2% drop from 2016-2017, the largest single-year drop in 
cancer mortality ever reported.

»» The steady 26-year decline (which nearly mirrors the 
existence of the Coaches vs. Cancer program) is driven by 
long-term drops in death rates for the four major cancers: 
lung, colorectal, breast and prostate.

CAMERON INDOOR STADIUM
»» Duke has posted an all-time record of 900-163 (.847) at 

Cameron Indoor, including 542-68 (.889) under Coach K. 
»» Duke has won more games at its current home venue than 

any team in college basketball, leading Penn (Palestra), 
Vanderbilt (Memorial Gym), Kansas (Allen Fieldhouse) and 
UCLA (Pauley Pavilion).

»» Now in its 81st season as the home of the Blue Devils, Duke 
has averaged 11.1 wins since the venue opened January 6, 
1940 -- a 36-27 win over Princeton.

»» The Blue Devils have 18 undefeated home seasons, 
including 11 under Coach K.

»» On November 7, Coach K announced the addition of 
fifth-year senior Justin Robinson as a captain, and the 
creation of a team Leadership Council comprised of 
Robinson, Jones, White and DeLaurier.

»» DeLaurier and White are repeating as captains, while 
Jones, an All-ACC guard and the team’s leading returning 
scorer from last season, and Robinson are serving for the 
first time.

»» Since 1998, DeLaurier and White are the 13th and 14th 
repeat captains at Duke -- a list that includes current 
associate head coaches Nate James (2000 and 2001) and 
Jon Scheyer (2009 and 2010).

BATTIER INDUCTED TO COLLEGIATE HOF
»» Duke great Shane Battier was one of six inducted in the 

Class of 2019 to the National Collegiate Basketball Hall of 
Fame in Kansas City, Mo.

»» In the HOF, he joins his head coach, Mike Krzyzewski, 
Christian Laettner, Grant Hill, Jason Williams, Dick Groat 
and Vic Bubas as former Duke players or coaches also  
enshrined.

»» An achiever of both team and individual success, Battier 
averaged 13.6 points, 6.1 rebounds, 1.8 steals and 1.7 blocks 
per game from 1997-2001. 

»» He led Duke to the nation title game in 1999 and to the 
national championship in 2001. He was a three-time NABC 
Defensive Player of the Year and consensus National Player 
of the Year and Final Four Most Outstanding Player in 2001. 

»»  Battier was picked sixth overall in the 2001 NBA Draft and 
later won a pair of NBA titles with the Miami Heat.

»» He is currently the Director of Basketball Analytics and 
Development for the Miami Heat.

»» A total of 78 former Duke players have appeared on 
NBA rosters.

»» Overall, 41 Duke players have been selected in the first 
round of the NBA Draft in the Coach K era, including 23 
in the past nine years.

»» There are 24 Duke players on current NBA rosters -- the 
Blue Devils 25 last year were the most by any ACC school 
in a single season in the history of the league.

»» Four Duke players have been selected No. 1 in the NBA 
Draft -- Art Heyman (1963), Elton Brand (1999), Kyrie 
Irving (2011) and Zion Williamson (2019).

»» In 2019, Duke had three players drafted, bringing its 
total to 64 under Mike Krzyzewski.

»» Duke has had 28 players selected in the NBA Draft 
Lottery, the most in the nation since the system was 
put into place in 1985.

»» Overall, between Duke and USA Basketball, Coach K has 
coached 106 NBA players.

»» In 1999, Duke became the first program in the history of 
the NBA Draft to have four players from the same school 
selected in the first round. Three of the four — Elton 
Brand (Chicago), Trajan Langdon (Cleveland) and Corey 
Maggette (Seattle) — were lottery picks.

»» In 2002, Jason Williams (2nd overall) and Mike Dunleavy 
(3rd) became the first college teammates in the history 
of the NBA Draft to be the first two collegians selected.

»» Six former Duke players -- Jeff Mullins (Golden State, 
1975), Danny Ferry (San Antonio, 2003), Shane Battier 
(Miami, 2012 and 2013), Kyrie Irving (Cleveland, 2016), 
Dahntay Jones (Cleveland, 2016) and Quinn Cook 
(Golden State, 2017 and 2018) -- have been part of NBA 
championship teams.

»» Duke players who’ve played under Coach K have 
earned approximately $1.5 billion in NBA contracts. 
That figure includes roughly $160 million by active 
Duke NBA players.

Now in his 40th season at Duke, Mike Krzyzewski – a Naismith 
Hall of Fame coach, five-time national champion and 12-time 
Final Four participant – has built a dynasty that few programs in 
the history of the game can match.

- 65 ACC Tournament wins (most in league history)
- 97 NCAA Tournament wins (most in NCAA history)
- 126 weeks ranked No. 1 in the AP poll (most by a coach in poll history)
- 360 weeks ranked in the top 5 of the AP poll (most by a coach in poll history)
- 496 ACC wins (most in league history)
- 547 weeks ranked in the top 10 of the AP poll (most by a coach in poll history)
- 633 weeks ranked in the AP poll (most by a coach in poll history)
- 1,074 victories at Duke (most in NCAA history at one school)
- 1,147 career wins (most in NCAA history)

Coach K became the Division I men’s career wins leader on Nov. 15, 2011, at Madison Square 
Garden, moving past his former coach Bob Knight with his 903rd victory. His historic 1,000th 
career victory came against St. John’s at The World’s Most Famous Arena on Jan. 25, 2015, 
as he became the first Division I men’s basketball coach to achieve a four-figure win total.

Krzyzewski’s 1,074 victories at Duke are an NCAA record by a coach at one school. With 1,074 of 
the Blue Devils’ 2,191 all-time victories, Coach K has presided over nearly half (49 percent) of 
the men’s basketball wins in Duke history.

Krzyzewski has won a league-record 496 ACC games (regular season and tournament), 
passing former North Carolina head coach Dean Smith (422) on Feb. 4, 2015. He has also won 
an ACC-record 186 conference road games.

Coach K’s five national championships are the second-most in NCAA history. Krzyzewski and 
former Connecticut coach Jim Calhoun are the only coaches in NCAA history to win national 
championships in three different decades.

Coach K has led the Blue Devils into the NCAA Tournament 35 times – more than any other 
coach in NCAA history. He has taken Duke to the NCAA Tournament in each of the last 24 
seasons -- the longest streak all-time, surpassing Dean Smith (23).

Krzyzewski holds NCAA Tournament records for games coached (126) and wins (97) while 
ranking second all-time and leading active coaches with a .764 NCAA Tournament winning 
percentage (min. 20 games). He has reached the Sweet 16 on 25 occasions, six more than any 
other coach in NCAA history, and has advanced to the Elite Eight 16 times.

Of the 1,362 games Krzyzewski has coached at Duke, 1,217 – 89.2 percent – have been as a 
ranked team. The Blue Devils are 992-225 (.816) as a ranked team under Coach K.

Coach K has taken top-ranked Duke teams into games on 254 occasions and compiled a 219-35 
(.864) record as the AP’s No. 1 team, ranking first in poll history in both number of games and 
wins as coach of a top-ranked squad.

Krzyzewski has tutored 64 NBA Draft picks during his time at Duke, including a total of 41 first-
round selections that leads all active coaches. Duke has had at least one player taken in 32 of 
the 39 NBA Drafts during the Krzyzewski Era.

Since the inception of the NBA Draft Lottery in 1985, Coach K and Duke have produced 28 
lottery picks – a draft-record total for both a school and a coach.

Through the 2018-19 season, Coach K’s former Duke players have accumulated nearly $1.5 
billion in NBA salaries. Lottery selections who played for Krzyzewski at Duke have combined 
to earn approximately $1 billion, an average of nearly $50 million per individual.

Under Coach K’s watch, Duke has produced multiple All-ACC Academic selections in 11 of 
the last 12 years. The 2015 NCAA championship team featured a program-high five All-ACC 
Academic honorees. Quin Snyder, Amile Jefferson and Grayson Allen are the only players in 
Duke history to earn All-ACC Academic honors four times. Jefferson, a three-time captain, 
departed the university in 2017 with both bachelor’s and master’s degrees.

Krzyzewski has had six players collect a total of nine CoSIDA Academic All-America honors, 
headlined by two-time first-team honorees Battier (2000, 2001) and Mason Plumlee (2012, 
2013). Allen became the sixth in 2016 when he garnered second-team accolades.

Fittingly, Coach K has earned nearly every award imaginable. The crown jewel of that haul, 
however, came in 2001 when he was inducted into the Naismith Basketball Hall of Fame.

Since his enshrinement in Springfield, Mass., Krzyzewski has also been inducted into the Army 
Sports Hall of Fame (2009), the Chicagoland Sports Hall of Fame (2010) and the Duke Athletics 
Hall of Fame (2011).

While establishing Duke as one of college basketball’s dynastic programs, Krzyzewski 
simultaneously spent more than decade as one of the architects of the revitalization of USA 
Basketball. During his tenure at the helm of the program, the U.S. National Team amassed an 
extraordinary 88-1 record and claimed gold medals at the 2007 FIBA Americas Championship, 
2008 Beijing Olympics, 2010 FIBA World Championship, 2012 London Olympics, 2014 FIBA World 
Cup and 2016 Rio Olympics, as well as a bronze medal at the 2006 FIBA World Championship.

Coach K was 24-0 in the Olympics as head coach of the USMNT and his time at the helm ended 
with the team in the midst of a National Team-record 76-game winning streak that began in 
2006.

Sustained success under Coach K has resulted in coaching opportunities for several of his 
former players, as well as his former assistant coaches from both Duke and Army. More than 
25 of Coach K’s former players or assistants are currently either coaching or working in front 
office roles across professional and college basketball.

The Coaching Tree
Ten of Coach K’s former players or staff are currently Division I head coaches: Tommy Amaker 
(Harvard), Kenny Blakeney (Howard), Mike Brey (Notre Dame), Jeff Capel (Pittsburgh), Chris 
Collins (Northwestern), Johnny Dawkins (Central Florida), Bobby Hurley (Arizona State), Greg 
Paulus (Niagara), Mike Schrage (Elon) and Steve Wojciechowski (Marquette). 

Quin Snyder is currently the head coach of the NBA’s Utah Jazz, headlining a long list of former 
players, staff and managers that are connected to the NBA (see list on next page). That list also 
includes Grant Hill as part-owner of the Atlanta Hawks, Elton Brand as general manager of the 
Philadelphia 76ers, Trajan Langdon as general manager of the New Orleans Pelicans and Shane 
Battier as vice president of analytics and development for the Miami Heat.

Krzyzewski has shown a firm commitment to taking care of his own, having at least three former 
Duke captains on his staff every season since 1996-97. The Blue Devils have won three NCAA 
titles, 12 ACC Tournament championships and eight ACC regular season crowns during that time.

The 2019-20 staff of Nate James, Jon Scheyer, Chris Carrawell and Nolan Smith all held the 
captain role during their playing careers at Duke.

Giving Back
Krzyzewski has been diligently committed to public service, both locally and nationally, 
throughout his coaching career. He is currently serving on boards for, while also assuming 
vital roles with, the Duke Children’s Hospital, the Jimmy V Foundation for Cancer Research, the 
NABC Foundation, the CEO Roundtable on Cancer and the Emily Krzyzewski Center.

Coach K’s philanthropic activities also include the establishment and funding of the Emily 
Krzyzewski Center, a community center in Durham named in honor of his late mother. The 
Center’s mission is to inspire economically disadvantaged students to dream big, act with 
character and purpose, strive for academic excellence and reach their highest potential as 
future citizen leaders.

In May 2018, Coach K and his wife Mickie announced their single-largest philanthropic gift, a 
$3 million donation to the Emily K Center to kick start a $15 million fundraising campaign for 
the Durham-based Center.
