Coach L led the George Mason Patriots
to the Final Four with big wins over some of
basketball’s elite teams such as Michigan State,
UNC and UConn. He was the first coach to take a
mid-major to a Final Four in 27 years (Penn ‘79)
when his team advanced in 2006.

In 14 years at George Mason, Larrafiaga
led the Patriots to five NCAA Tournament
appearances (2011, 2008, 2006, 2001, 1999),
including the 2006 Final Four.

Miami basketball received APR (academic
progress rate) Public Recognition Awards for
being among the top 10 percent in APR in their
sport. Miami ranks in the top 10 percent NCAA
men’s basketball with a 990 APR.

The Miami Department of Athletics recorded
a Graduation Success Rate (GSR) of 92 percent.
Miami's department-wide GSR is tied for third
among ACC schools and 10th overall among FBS
programs. UM has exceeded the NCAA average
GSRin each of the last 10 years.

According to latest US News & World Report
rankings, the University of Miami is tied as the
top academic institution in the state of Florida
and ranks 48th nationally.

The Canes have averaged 20+ wins in each of
the last eight seasons.

The Hurricanes have made at least one trey
in 900 of 906 games since the NCAA adopted the
3-point shot in 1986.

Miami has held 759 of its last 760 opponents
to less than 100 points. North Carolina was the
last team to score 100+, defeating UM 105-64
on Jan. 31, 2007.

The last time Miami faced off against Alabama was in the 2011 NIT quarterfinals, when the
Crimson Tide defeated the Canes 79-64 in Alabama.

CANES SEEKING FIRST NIT SEMIFINAL

0f the 32 teams in the 2015 NIT field, Arizona State and lllinois State have 12 appearances
without making an NIT semifinal appearance. Miami is close behind with 11, and UTEP trials
with 10. In Larraiiaga’s 31 years as a head coach, he has never coached a game in Madison Square
Garden. He played in the World's Most Famous Arena multiple times while at Providence, and was
an assistant coach for Virginia when the Cavaliers won the NIT in 1980.

POISE DOWN THE STRETCH

Miami hit 23-0f-25 free throws against NC Central, including 10-0f-11 (90.9%) in the final five
minutes to earn the first round win. In the game, Manu Lecomte was 10-11 at the line, matching
his career-best mark set at Duke this season. In three postseason games (ACC Tournament and NIT),
Miami is 89.3 percent (25-28) at the line in the last five minutes of games, accounting for 25-of-36
points scored.

BENCH POINTS KEY FOR HURRICANES

Miami has scored 25+ points from the bench in 14 games this season, and 30+ in eight times,
including four of the last six games. Miami’s high is 34 against South Alabama and vs. Notre Dame
in the ACCTournament.

CANES HIT 50 PERCENT FROM THE FIELD

Both Miami and North Carolina Central knocked down more than half of their shots on March 17,
with the Canes draining 22-0f-44 (50%) and the Eagles going 26-49 (53.1%). Miami is 8-0 when
hitting more than 50 percent of its shots this season, and 28-2 in Coach L's four-year UM career.

POSTSEASON AWARDS FOR FOUR HURRICANES

Junior forward Tonye Jekiri was named to the 2015 Coaches and ACSMA All-Atlantic Coast
Conference Defensive Team. Jekiri also joined Sheldon McClellan and Angel Rodriguez as honorable
mentions on the 2015 ACSMA All-ACC Team.

Sophomore guard Davon Reed was named to the All-ACC Academic Men's Basketball Team.

MIAMI’S ROAD WINS RANK TOP 11 NATIONALLY

Miami is one of 38 teams in the country, and one of 11 teams from a Top 8 conference, to win
10+ games away from its home arena this regular season. Gonzaga led the way with 14 road &
neutral site victories.

The Canes have posted 10+ wins away from home in two of Coach L's four seasons at Miami. In
2012-13, Miami won 15 on the road, including five neutral-site games. This year, Miami was 10-5
away from the BankUnited Center, with a 3-1 neutral-site record, in the regular season.

MIXING UP THE STARTING LINEUP
Miami has used 11 starting lineups this season, and every scholarship player has started at least
one game.

With five points against Virginia Tech in the ACC Tournament, point guard Angel Rodriguez
topped 1,000 career points. The native of Cupey, PR., scored 640 points in two seasons at Kansas
State and has recorded 382 points through 32 games at Miami, for a total of 1022.

Rodriguez has 126 assists this season, just shy of No. 10 on the season assists list at Miami. No.
10 Anthony Harris (2004-05) had 133, No. 9 Thomas Hocker ('87-88) had 136.

Rodriguez is No. 7 on the steals list with 59 this season. He now trails No. 6 Vernon Jennings (60),
No. 5 Robert Hite (61), No. 4 Jerome Scott (70).

Junior Tonye Jekiri has played in 101 career games for the Hurricanes in three seasons. He also
has 342 rebounds this season, trailing No. 6 Reggie Johnson (347), and No. 5 Mike McCoy (350).

In his first victory against Syracuse, Coach Jim Larrafiaga won
his 550th career game. Larrafiaga’s 100th win came in 1991 against
Kent State while at Bowling Green. While at George Mason, win No.
200 came in 1997 vs. Northeastern, No. 300 in 2003 against East
Carolina and No. 400 in 2008 vs. William & Mary. In 2012, the Canes
defeated Georgia Tech for Coach L's 500th.

RODRIGUEZ AT HIS BEST AGAINST THE BEST

In Miami’s three games against Top 8 teams - No. 3 Virginia, No.
4 Duke and No. 8/7 Florida - Angel Rodriguez has put on a show,
averaging 24.3 points and 5.0 assists.

Against Florida, he scored 22 of his 24 points in the final nine
minutes, draining five second-half three-pointers to help Miami earn
the win.

The junior scored 17 points in the second half against the
Cavaliers, knocking down three clutch free throws with 0.9 seconds
left in regulation to send the game into overtime. In the two
overtimes combined, he scored six points, including 4-4 at the
line, and dished out three assists, accounting for 13 of Miami’s 17
overtime points.

At Duke, Rodriguez scored eight-straight points — including two
from long distance — to give Miami a decisive lead. He tallied 15
points and four steals in the second half at Cameron Indoor.

In August, the University of Miami embarked on a 10-day
educational and competitive tour to Spain. The Canes were 4-0
against teams from Barcelona, Valencia and Madrid. In four games
in Spain, Miami outscored its opponent 89.8 to 65.8 ppg and pulled
down nearly twice as many rebounds, 51.8 to 27.0 per night. The
(anes hit 51.8 percent from the field, 27.8 percent from three and
62.4 percent at the line. UM also averaged 17.8 assists and 13.3
steals per night.

Individually, four Canes averaged double digits, led by Sheldon
McClellan (20.0), followed by Dre Burnett (14.3), Ja'Quan Newton
(13.5) and James Palmer (11.5). Spaniard Ivan Cruz Uceda averaged
11.0 rebounds per game while Tonye Jekiri averaged 8.5 rpg. Senior
Angel Rodriguez did not play any games in Spain due to injury.

Also in the 300-club are
Angel Rodriguez (300/460), Manu Lecomte (300/+85) and Mike
Fernandez (300/+95).

« UM opened the season with nine scholarship players available. This is
the second-straight season the Canes open the campaign with eight or
more new players and only nine available scholarship players.

« Miami has 10 new players on the roster for 2014-15: Eight scholarship
newcomers, one D-I transfer who must sit out and one walk-on.

« UM opened the 2014-15 campaign with just two players from the
2013-14 season, in sophomore Manu Lecomte and junior Tonye
Jekiri.

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MIAMI BASKETBALL — THE EARLY YEARS

The University of Miami basketball program was dormant for 14
years from 1971-1985. In 1983 Director of Athletics Sam Jankovich
announced the resurrection of men'’s basketball at Miami, with the
reinstatement vote by the UM Board of Trustees on Oct. 12, 1983.
Head coach Bill Foster was hired March 21, 1984, adding assistants
Clint Bryant, Seth Greenberg and Cesar Odio by July 1. Tim Harvey
was the staff's first recruit, a 6-10, 240-pound center from Plainfield,
N.J., who transferred from Georgia Tech.

On Oct. 15, 1984 the first men’s basketball practice in 12 years
was held on the patio in the center of campus, viewed by more than
200 students. Miami defeated The Citadel, 85-77, on Nov. 22, 1985,
in the first game of the new era of UM basketball.

NEW SCOREBOARD HUNG IN BANKUNITED CENTER

Miami Hurricanes home basketball games will be more exciting
this year as a new state-of-the-art center-hung scoreboard — made
possible by a $1 million Momentum2 campaign gift from FMShonds,
Inc. — will be unveiled for the 2014-15 season. The gift was made
possible by FMSbonds, Inc. President James A. Klotz and Chairman
Paul Feinsilver. Klotz is a long-time University of Miami Athletics
donor and is a member of the Athletics Visiting Committee. The
center-hung scoreboard is 24 feet wide by 17 feet tall (including
ring). The main screen is 10"8.8" in height and the ring is 2’ 5". The
main screen has 2,848 columns of resolution.

*With Miami’s 16-point win at Cameron on Jan. 13, UM ended Duke’s 41-game home winning
streak, the longest active streak in Division |. The last team to defeat Duke at home was North
Carolina on March 3, 2012, with an 18-point victory.

* Miami also snapped Duke’s 19-game ACC home game winning streak.

* According to the Associated Press, Duke’s loss to unranked Miami marked just the seventh
home loss the Blue Devils have sustained in the last 242 games against unranked teams.

* Miami’s 90 points scored against Duke are the most points scored by an unranked opponent
in a regulation win in Cameron Indoor Stadium since NC State’s 96 points on Feb. 23, 1983.

* Miami has dealt Duke its last two regular-season losses by 16-or-more points: 27 (90-63) on
Jan. 23,2013 at Miami, and 16 (90-74) on Jan. 13, 2015 at Duke.

*In a span of six days, Miami's men’s and women’s basketball teams both beat teams ranked
No. 4 in the country with the men defeating Duke by 16 points, and the women taking down
Notre Dame by 15 points. Miami and North Carolina are the only schools in the country with
wins over top five teams in men’s and women’s basketball this season.
