No. 16 Miami Travels to Top-Ranked Virginia for Big ACC Series...

The 16th-ranked University of Miami Hurricanes travel to the top-ranked
University of Virginia Cavaliers this weekend for a three-game Atlantic
Coast Conference series, May 13-15, at Davenport Field in Charlottesville,
Virginia. The series times will be 5 p.m. (Friday), Noon (Saturday) and 12:30
p.m. (Sunday), with Saturday’s game featured as the ACC Game of the
Week. The contest will be carried live on Raycom and Fox Sports Florida.

With impending bad weather entering the Virginia area late Thursday
evening — and increased rain expected in the later hours of Friday — the
series-opener on Friday, May 13, has been moved to 5 p.m.

For the second time this season, Miami (31-16, 16-7 ACC) is on the road
to face the nation’s top-ranked program — this time in the form of the Virginia
Cavaliers (43-5, 20-4 ACC). The Hurricanes traveled to Gainesville earlier
in the season for a series with then No. 1 ranked University of Florida.

Additionally, this is the second time in as many years that Miami and
Virginia are meeting with the Cavaliers ranked atop the college baseball
polls. Last season, Virginia took two-of-three from the Hurricanes in Coral
Gables after UMiami collected the win in the opener.

The Canes have won all four ACC road series this year, using a 2-1
advantage —added an extra-inning thriller in the first game of a doubleheader
— at 10th-ranked North Carolina three weeks ago. On the campaign, UM
sports a 9-2 record away from home in league play.

All-ACC candidate Nathan Melendres leads the team in batting average,
now sporting a .343 clip at the dish, pounding out 48 hits (12 doubles, two
triples) and 23 RBI to go along with a team second-best 18 stolen bases
— sitting seventh in the league in that category. Melendres carries a season-
high eight-game hitting streak into this weekend'’s series, now needing a hit
in his next four games to match his career-high.

Rony Rodriguez and Zeke DeVoss each help the Hurricanes in
different departments offensively behind Melendres. Rodriguez leads all
UM performers with eight home runs (tied for sixth in the ACC) on 47 hits;
slugging percentage at .560 (seventh in the league); and has 31 runs and
31 RBI. DeVoss leads the ACC in stolen bases (28) and ranks fourth in on-
base percentage (.469), sixth in runs scored (47) and second in walks (45).
The sophomore left fielder/second baseman bats at a .305 average with a
team second-best fielding percentage of .984.

Pre-season All-American first baseman Harold Martinez increased his
average to .301 last weekend against Hofstra, sitting third on the UM roster
with 49 hits and tops the team in RBI with 33. Freshman third baseman
Brad Fieger leads the Canes with 52 hits (11 doubles) in a team-high 173
at-bats.

Freshman left-hander Bryan Radziewski (7-2, 3.29 ERA) will start the
series against the league’s top hurler and a projected first round draft pick
in the upcoming MLB draft, Virginia ace left-hander Danny Hultzen (9-1,
1.19 ERA). Miami will send sophomore right-handers Eric Whaley (7-3,
2.99 ERA) and E.J. Encinosa (4-4, 2.81 ERA) to the bump in the next two
games, respectively.

Scouting the Virginia Cavaliers...

» The Virginia Cavaliers come into the weekend ranked as the number one
team in three of the four major college polls. They are second in the other
poll.

« Virginia has a record of 43-5 on the year, and sits atop the Atlantic Coast
Conference with a commanding lead in the standings at 20-4.

* The Cavaliers have been ranked in the top five all season long, and hold
a record of 8-2 against Top 25 teams.

« Virginia has the nation’s top pitcher in Danny Hultzen, holding an ERA of
1.19 and a record of 9-1 overall (6-1 in the ACC). Hultzen leads the league
in strikeouts (112), and ranks second in batting average against (.187), wins
(9) and sixth in innings pitched (75.2).

* As a team, the Cavaliers lead the league in batting average (.314), team
pitching (2.23 ERA) and fielding (.983).

« Five players hit above a .300 clip for UVa, including the league’s second-
best hitter for average in senior David Coleman with a .390 average (48
hits, 9 doubles, 34 RBI). Behind him are John Hicks with a .359 clip (71
hits, 18 doubles, five home runs) and Steven Proscia at .351 (71 hits, 15
doubles, 48 RBI).

 As a club, the Cavaliers pitching staff is holding opponents to just a .211
batting average, while the Cavs’ opponents are being tagged with a 6.59
ERA.

» Two of the Cavaliers’ weekend starters hold under a 1.50 ERA —
Hultzen — as Will Roberts totes a 1.43 ERA on the year.

In his 18th season at Miami, no other pro-
gram, nor head coach, has qualified for the Col-
lege World Series as much as Morris and his
Hurricanes. Miami, which has qualified for the
NCAA Tournament a NCAA-record 38 consecu-
tive years, has made it to Omaha in 11 of Mor-
ris’ 17 seasons in Coral Gables. Morris set an
NCAA record for guiding a program to the CWS
in each of his first six years at UM. In addition,
Morris won a record 13 consecutive NCAA Re-
gionals from 1994-2006. His teams have quali-
fied for NCAA Regionals for the last 26 years,
17 at Miami and nine at Georgia Tech.

Morris has directed the Hurricanes to a 807-
314-3 (.718) mark since arriving in 1994. Including his 12 seasons at Geor-
gia Tech (1982-93), Morris has forged a 1,311-558-4 (.700) Division | record
in 29 years as a head coach. Overall, Morris has been the head coach at
the collegiate level for 32 seasons, spending the first four at DeKalb (Ga.)
C.C. (now Georgia Perimeter College) from 1976-79, and has recorded a
1,442-599-4 (.705) mark.

In addition to carrying on Miami’'s great baseball reputation in the last
18 years, Morris has personally led the charge in the construction of Alex
Rodriguez Park, and has logged hundreds of hours raising funds for the
new stadium project.

MORRIS IS A REGIONAL REGULAR

Jim Morris earned his 26th consecutive NCAA regional bid in 2010
when he guided the ‘Canes to the NCAA Coral Gables Regional. He has
led Miami to a regional in each of his 17 seasons (1994-2010), winning 15
of his last 17 appearances. The 13 consecutive regional championships
(94-06) was an NCAA record. He also went to nine straight regionals from
1985-93 with Georgia Tech. Additionally, Miami has advanced to nine Super
Regionals under Morris.

Affectionately known as “3” by those surrounding the UM program, Mor-
ris has led the 2010 Hurricanes to their 38th-straight NCAA Tournament.
Five players from the 2010 team were selected in last year’s Major League
Baseball Draft. In 2008, the ‘Canes reached the College World Series after
winning the Atlantic Coast Conference, widely considered one of the tough-
est - if not the toughest - collegiate baseball conference in the country.

MORRIS IN HIS 33RD SEASON AS A COLLEGE COACH

Morris currently has a 1,311-558-4 (.700) record at the Division | level.
As a head coach overall, he has compiled a 1,442-599-4 (.705) record over
30-plus years.

Jim Morris notched his milestone 1,000th win against his former school,
Georgia Tech, with a 16-13 win on April 4, 2004. Thirteen days later he
notched win No. 500 at Miami with a 7-3 win against Florida State on April
17. Morris’ 1,000th win as a head coach, including four years at DeKalb
Junior College, came in a 5-3 win over Northeastern on March 23, 2001.

Prior to his 17 seasons in Coral Gables, Morris went 504-244-1 at
Georgia Tech from 1982-1993. In his first stint as a head coach, he guided
DeKalb Junior College to a 131-41 mark from 1976-79.

JIM MORRIS MAKING HISTORY

» Guided the Miami Hurricanes to College World Series National Champi-
onship in 1999 and 2001.

* The only coach in NCAA history to take a school to the College World
Series in each of his first six years at a program. Morris has gone to Omaha
with Miami in 11 of 17 seasons and led Miami to 13 straight NCAA Regional
Championships, an NCAA record.

* Named National Coach of the Year five times while at Miami, by Base-
ball America in 1994 and by the ABCA and Collegiate Baseball in 1999 and
2001.

¢ Sent 150 players to the Pro’s, including Yonder Alonso (Reds), Pat
Burrell (Giants), Ryan Braun (Brewers), Kevin Brown (Yankees), Alex Cora

SHORTSTOPS AND JIM MORRIS

Morris, who played shortstop during college at Elon and then in the
Boston Red Sox organization, has had great success developing the posi-
tion while a head coach. Over the last decade Morris has taught prominent
shortstops such as Nomar Garciaparra at Georgia Tech and Bobby Hill and
Alex Cora at Miami.

Morris worked with Javy Rodriguez, who entered 2002 as a preseason
All-American. Rodriguez led UM in just about every category as a junior in
2001, including a national-high 66 stolen bases. He currently works with
sophomore Stephen Perez, a slick-fielding switch-hitter expected to bat
near the upper-half of the order this year for the ‘Canes.

Morris coached Hill, who played for the San Diego Padres, from 1997-
99. Before Hill, it was Cora and Mike Metcalfe. Both players went on to play
at the Major League level with the Los Angeles Dodgers. Cora is currently
with the Nationals. Garciaparra played under Morris during the coaches’
final two seasons in Atlanta and went on to become an All-Star with the Red
Sox and played for the Oakland A’s in 2009.

Miami Against Virginia...

* The Miami Hurricanes hold an 18-12 edge in the all-time series against the Virginia Cavaliers. However, it
has been the Cavs that have taken the last three games, respectively, including a 12-8 decision in the ACC
Tournament a season ago in Greensboro, N.C.

» Miami took the series with UVa in 2009 when the Canes last visited Charlottesville. In fact, UM has lost
just one series against the Cavs away from Coral Gables all-time, that coming in 2007 when Virginia took
the first two games of the series before UM bounced back to claim the series finale.

Looking at the Pitchers for the Weekend...

» The pitching match-up for the weekend between Miami and Virginia should be one of the best weekend
competitions the Hurricanes have faced since taking on the Florida Gators earlier in the year.

* UMiami freshman left-hander Bryan Radziewski on Friday night, entering the weekend with a 7-2 record
and an ERA of 3.29 on the year. Radziewski has started all but one series-opener in a weekend match-
up this season, and sits third on the team with 65 strikeouts. Radziewski will take on the ACC'’s statistical
leader in almost every pitching category, Danny Hultzen. An ACC Pitcher of the Year candidate, Hultzen
comes into Friday's game sporting a 9-1 record (8-1 ACC) and a ERA of 1.19 (1.31 ACC). He owns 112
strikeouts against just 12 walks, while opponents bat just .187 against him.

Canes in the Weekly Polls...

« After taking a series from Hofstra last weekend, the Hurricanes dropped to No. 16 in the Collegiate
Baseball and Baseball America poll, despite going 2-1 on the weekend against the Pride. Miami is
ranked in the Top 25 poll of all four major collegiate polls for the third consecutive week, and the fifth
time overall on the year.

Last Time vs. Virginia — May 29, 2010...

The fourth-seeded University of Miami baseball team was eliminated from the Atlantic Coast
Conference Baseball Championship on Saturday, falling 12-8 to top-seeded Virginia at NewBridge
Bank Park.

Miami (40-17) will now await its NCAA tournament fate when regional sites are selected Sunday and
the entire tournament field is announced Monday.

The "Canes jumped out to a 7-5 lead midway through the contest against the Cavaliers (47-11) but
were unable to hang onto the lead as Virginia scored four in the sixth and three more in the seventh to
take the lead for good.

Six of Virginia’s 12 runs were unearned, as three Miami errors in the game proved costly. The
“Canes offense, despite being out-hit 15-to-7, had another big day at the plate as Miami hit four home
runs as a team. Michael Broad, Zeke DeVoss, Harold Martinez and Nathan Melendres all homered for
the second time in the tournament.

Martinez had a three-run blast and Melendres smacked a two-run shot as the pair combined to drive
in five of Miami's eight runs.

Reliever E.J. Encinosa (1-1) suffered his first loss of the season, allowing three runs - one earned -
in an inning of work. UM starter David Gutierrez allowed four earned runs on eight hits in three innings
of work.

UVa starter Danny Hultzen (9-1) earned the win despite allowing seven runs - five earned - on six
hits in six innings of work. Relievers Branden Kline and Kevin Arico went the rest of the way to secure
the win for the Cavaliers.

Steven Proscia led UVa at the plate, going 3-for-5 with a homer, three RBI and two runs scored. Dan
Grovatt, John Hicks, Tyler Cannon, Franco Valdes and John Barr all finished with two hits.

Grovatt started the scoring in the bottom of the first, hitting a line drive solo shot to right to put the
Cavaliers up one early on.

The Hurricanes responded in the top of half of the second however, grabbing a 2-1 lead on Melendres’
two-run shot to left-center.

UVa quickly tied it up in the bottom of the second on a pair of doubles by Hicks and Valdes.

Miami then jumped up 6-2 with four runs in the top of the third on a RBI single by Scott Lawson and
the three-run blast to left by Martinez.

Virginia cut right back into that lead in the bottom of the third, scoring two runs on a single and
another on a UM error.

After the "Canes added their seventh run on a DeVoss homer, the Cavs re-took the lead, 9-7, with
four-spot in the sixth - highlighted by a three-run homer by Proscia.

An inning later, UVa added three more runs on another homer - this one by Phil Gosselin - to pull
away for the win.

- The Hurricanes finished the week in Greensboro, 1-2.

- Miami scored 27 runs as a team in the tournament (9 runs/game).

- Michael Broad (5-for-12) led UM in hitting in the tournament.

Last Time Out... Hofstra Takes Sunday Series Finale from UM (May 8, 2011)...

No. 14 Miami was unable to get any offense going on Sunday afternoon, as the Canes
dropped the series finale, 5-0, to Hofstra at Alex Rodriguez Park. The Hurricanes fell to 31-16,
while the Pride improved to 12-29.

The Canes secured the series victory with wins on Friday and Saturday nights, scoring 25
runs against Hofstra pitching. However, Miami was unable to keep the momentum going on
Sunday, as the Pride was able to salvage the last game of the series.

Hofstra got on the board in the top of the second inning against Miami starter E.J. Encinosa
with doubles from Jared Hammer and Joe Perez to take an early 1-0 lead. The Pride tacked
on another run in the fifth inning on an infield single by Hammer, scoring Logan Davis who had
reached on an error to start the inning.

After a two-out Matt Reistetter RBI single to center field in the seventh, Hofstra put the
game away in the eighth with a two-run homer off the bat of Perez that ricocheted off the video
board in left field.

Encinosa (4-4) took the loss for the Canes, going 6 1/3 innings — surrendering four hits, two
earned runs and two walks, while striking-out three hitters.

David D’Errico (5-5) earned the win for the Pride, tossing six scoreless innings.

The save went to Jeff Guthridge, tossing the final three frames, never allowing a hit while
walking two and striking out one.

Harold Martinez and Brad Fieger each recorded two hits to lead the Canes who were
shutout for the third time this season. Nathan Melendres also reached base three times, with
two walks and a single. Miami never sent more than five hitters to the plate in an inning all
afternoon.

* Game One: Shane Rowland started his 28th game of the season — and the 25th behind the
plate — for the Hurricanes...Zeke DeVoss started at second, his 14th start of the season in
the infield at second...DeVoss is the only Hurricanes player to start every game this season...

« The final phase included adding a new clubhouse, weight room, training room, meeting
room, video room and academic area. In addition, a new press box — along with four VIP
suites — have been built atop the grandstand. This past offseason, addition seating was
added down both lines while a new scoreboard was constructed in left field.

In a 1-0 loss to the Gators, Encinosa
allowed just the one run on five hits and struckout three in a pitchers’ duel with UF’s Hudson Randall. Though not giving up the game-winning hit, Encinosa
walked the first batter he faced in the eighth frame before being relieved out of the bullpen.

The 40-40 Club in Miami...

« Once again, the Hurricanes achieved a 40-win season, finishing 43-20 and a spot in the NCAA Super Regional. All-time at UMiami, the ‘Canes have
achieved at least 40 wins 32 seasons — including 13 times under Jim Morris. In fact, UM has claimed 50-plus wins 19 times in school history, and 60-plus
wins on three occasions. Miami posted at least 40 wins from 1973-1986, marking one of the longest streaks in NCAA history with a school collected 40 or
more wins in consecutive years.
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Miami Defeats Appalachian in Three-Game Home Affair (Feb. 24-26)...

* Brad Fieger had a career series against Appalachian State, going 6-13 for in the series, scoring three runs and doubling in the Canes series win...
Sophomore Stephen Perez went 5-11, but slugged a robust .818 with nine total bases, as he doubled twice and tripled...In the rubber match of the three
game set, Eric Whaley pitched seven innings of shutout ball with nine strikeouts to lead the Canes to a much needed 10-0 win...It was Whaley’'s second
win of the season, and dropped is ERA to 2.13...Joey Porro, who was the student-manager for the Hurricanes last year, made his first career start on
Sunday as he started at second base...He singled twice and drove in three runs for his first career hits and RBI...The Miami offense, which had struggled
through the first part of the season, woke up on Sunday, when the Canes banged out a season-high 10 runs on 10 hits...They scored all their runs in
three different innings, as they put up three in the fourth and eighth innings, and four in the sixth...The UMiami bullpen pitched brilliantly during the series,
allowing just two earned runs over 8 2/3 innings during the series...Adam Sargent and Daniel Miranda each appeared in two games and allowed zero
runs, while Miranda had a save in the first game of the series...Freshman catcher Shane Rowland, who had made his first career start against Rutgers on
a Sunday, started all three games over the course of the weekend...Rowland took over for David Villasuso, who recorded one start at DH.

Canes Start the 2011 Campaign with Series Win Over Rutgers (Feb. 18-20)...

« The Canes trotted out Brad Fieger at first, Michael Broad at second, Stephen Perez at short, Harold Martinez at third and David Villasuso for
the opening game...In the outfield, Nathan Melendres played center, while he was flanked by Zeke DeVoss in left and Chantz Mack in right...Bryan
Radziewski started on the hill...Freshman infielder Brad Fieger started all three games at first base for the Canes in the season-opening series, the only
freshman position player to start on Opening Day this season for Miami...Freshman hurler Bryan Radziewski became the first rookie starter in more than
18 years to pitch on Opening Night for the Miami Hurricanes...Zeke DeVoss started off the season hot, as he started in the leadoff slot for each of the
opening series games against the Scarlet Knights...He posted a .533 on base percentage, a .727 slugging percentage, and scored two runs in the three
game set...Bryan Radziewski became just the latest Hurricane starter to hurl a gem on opening night...With Radziewski’s line of one run allowed in six
innings while striking out eight, he became the fifth straight opening day starter to go at least five innings and give up just one run or less...Projected eighth
and ninth inning men Sam Robinson and Daniel Miranda started the season off in style, as they both appeared in two games and gave up zero runs.
Combined, they went 6 1/3 innings while striking out 9 and giving up just two hits and one walk...With the ‘Canes 5-3 win on Sunday, Miami won their
opening weekend series for the third consecutive season...They beat Rutgers two out of three last season, and swept Cincinnati in the 2008 campaign.

NCAA Tournament Recap...

« Miami made its 38th consecutive NCAA Tournament appearance last season, hosting two rounds of postseason action at Alex Rodriguez Park, where
the club registered a 28-9 (.757) mark. The Hurricanes went 3-1 in the NCAA Coral Gables Regional, downing Dartmouth (12-8) and Texas A&M (14-1),
before falling to the Texas A&M Aggies a day later (11-7). The Canes then overpowered the Aggies (10-3) to advance to the NCAA Super Regional. The
Hurricanes fell to the Gators in consecutive games (7-2) and (4-3 - 10 innings) to end the season with a record of 43-20.
