A game-high 20 points from Oshae Brissett led the 
Syracuse (1-0) to a 66-38 season opening victory 
against Eastern Washington (0-1) Tuesday night. 

Brissett also led both teams with eight rebounds and 
three steals. Eight different Syracuse players scored 
baskets. Elijah Hughes notched a career-high seven 
rebounds and three steals.

A 10:29 scoring drought for Eastern Washington in the 
ϐirst half was all Syracuse needed to secure a massive 
23-8 lead. With the contest knotted 5-5, Hughes and 
Paschal Chukwu gave the Orange back-to-back baskets 
and the go-ahead, 9-5, lead. After the Eagles narrowed 
the deϐicit to three, the Orange’s offense answered, 
exploding for 12 straight points, including ϐive from 
both Marek Dolezaj and Brissett.

The Orange held Eastern Washington to a Carrier 
Dome record-low 34 points and the lowest ϐield goal 
percentage for a SU opponent since Nov. 25, 2015.

Five Syracuse players scored double-digits Monday night 
as Syracuse (12-5, 3-1 ACC) stunned No. 1 Duke (14-2, 3-1 
ACC) in a 95-91 overtime victory.
