 Miami has held 657 of its last 658 opponents to less than 
100 points. UNC was the last team to score 100+, defeating 
UM 105-64 on Jan. 31, 2007.

LARRANAGA - WHY MIAMI?
 Along with returning to the best basketball conference 
in the country, Coach L had a few personal reasons for ac-
cepting the head coaching job at Miami. Coach’s grand-
father was from Cuba, where he produced the Larrañaga 
[lare-en-YAH-ga] cigar. Coach’s father was raised in Key 
West before moving to the Bronx, N.Y., getting married and 
raising six children. Coach L was raised in the Bronx, but 
vacationed to Florida as a boy. He also has owned a house in 
Sarasota - which he bought from Dick Vitale’s daughter - for 
eight years and three of his siblings have retired to Florida.

 High school seniors Melvin Johnson and tonye Jekiri have each signed a National 
Letter of Intent with the University of Miami men’s basketball program, head coach 
Jim Larranaga announced.  Jekiri, a 6-11, 220-pound center from Nigeria, is a local 
product from Hialeah’s Champagnat Catholic School. Johnson is a 6-3, 188-pound 
guard from the Bronx, N.Y., who plays high school ball at St. Benedict’s Prep (N.J.). 
 Jekiri is rated the 17th-best center in the country by ESPN.com and No. 13 by 
Scout.com. the big man can play with his back to the basket or step out for a 10-
12-foot shot, and he can run the floor like a guard. A native of Nigeria, Jekiri moved 
to South Florida in September 2010 to begin his basketball career. He averaged 14 
points and 10 rebounds per game last season with Champagnat, his first year of or-
ganized hoops. on the AAU circuit, he played with team Breakdown over the sum-
mer, where he dominated at the Source Hoops Elite Camp and led team Breakdown 
to championships in the Breakdown Hoops Festival and the Big Shots Myrtle Beach 
I. Jekiri chose Miami over considerations from Virginia tech, Clemson, Florida State, 
Auburn, Vanderbilt and Alabama.
 Also complementing Miami for the 2012-13 season will be Melvin Johnson, a 
senior guard at St. Benedict’s Prep in Newark, N.J. Johnson is rated by ESPN.com as 
the 44th-best shooting guard in the country in 2012 and ESPNU ranks him No. 51 
nationally, and ninth in New York, at the point guard position. He is a deadly spot-up 
shooter who can stretch opposing defenses and will contribute to Miami’s uptempo 
offensive attack as a combo guard. Johnson traveled the AAU circuit with the Long 
Island Lightning, earning the MVP of the Hoop Group Elite Camp Session I. Johnson 
began his prep career with current Cane Durand Scott at rice High in Harlem, but 
when the school closed last year, Johnson moved to St. Benedict’s.

SCOTT OUT SIX GAMES
 Prior to the game against FSU in the ACC tournament, the University of Miami 
declared junior guard Durand Scott ineligible for receiving impermissible benefits. 
He was reinstated on March 14, but must pay the value of the received benefits to 
charity and serve a six-game withholding penalty. the six-game withholding in-
cludes the Florida State game in the ACC tournament, the 2012 postseason, and any 
remaining withholding games at the start of the 2012-2013 season.

LARkIN ANd BROWN STEP UP IN ACC TOURNAMENT
 Freshman  Shane Larkin led Miami in scoring in its ACC tournament games, com-
bining for 28 points on 9-of-22 shooting in the win over Georgia tech (12 points) and 
the loss to Florida State (16). He also handed out eight assists and had four steals to 
lead the Hurricanes in those categories as well. Larkin was 8-of-9 at the stripe in the 
two games and against FSU hit a pair of threes and grabbed eight rebounds. 
 Sophomore rion Brown knocked down five threes and shot 47.4 percent (9-19) 
from the field on his way to 23 points in the ACC tournament. Brown also grabbed 10 
rebounds and had a steal for the Canes. 

GRANT FINdS HIS RHYTHM 
 Senior Malcolm Grant knocked down five three pointers in Miami’s loss to Florida 
State in the ACC tournament. In the last to games of the regular season, he drained 
four shots from distance in two straight games, notching 14 points at NC State and 
12 against Boston College. Prior to Feb. 29, his last double-digit scoring night was on 
Feb. 1 against Maryland when he notched 14 points. Grant has now hit at least four 
treys in eight games  this season. 

CANES SET MARk FOR MOST ACC WINS
 the Hurricanes ended the season 9-7 in the league and have set the UM record for 
the most Atlantic Coast Conference wins in a season. 
 Miami also ended their regular season tied for fourth in the ACC, the best finish 
since landing fifth during the 2007-08 campaign. 
 Miami ended the 2007-08 season 8-8 and played in the NCAA tournament that 
season. the last time Miami won more than eight league games was under Coach 
Perry Clark in 2001-02, when UM was 10-6 in the BIG EASt and 24-8 overall. that 
team also played in the NCAA tournament. 

THREE CANES ON ALL-ACC TEAMS
 three Miami players – Kenny Kadji, Durand Scott and Shane Larkin – earned 
2011-12 All-Atlantic Coast Conference honors, as announced by the ACC, following 
a vote of 62 members of the Atlantic Coast Sports Media Association (ACSMA). 
 Kadji was selected to the All-ACC third team, Durand Scott was voted an honor-
able mention performer and Larkin earned a spot on the ACC All-Freshman team. 

LINSANITY ASSOCIATEd WITH LARRANAGA FAMILY
 Coach Jim Larranaga’s son, Jay, is the head coach of the Erie Bayhawks, the Knicks’ 
Developmental League team where Jeremy Lin played one game before being sent 
to New York City. In that one game, Lin delivered the single-best performance by an 
Erie player this season notching the team’s only triple-double thus far, scoring 28 
points, dishing out 12 assists and grabbing 11 rebounds in the BayHawks’ 122-113 
win over Maine.

(30.2%) in the first nine games. He scored double-
digit points in 25-of-30 games and had at least three 
assists in 18 games. 
  kenny kadji has scored more than 11 points 20 
times. He has two or more blocks in 15 games this 
season. Since Johnson’s return, Kadji has averaged 
13.9 points, 5.8 rebounds, 1.7 blocks, 49.8 field goal 
percent and 41.0 three-point percent. 
 Reggie Johnson has scored in double digits in 
12 of 22 games and pulled down at least seven re-
bounds in 16 of 22 games. He has six assists in the 
past two games. 
 Shane Larkin has a steal in 23 of his 31 games, 
including 10 in his last five outings. He was fifth in 
the ACC in steals as a freshman. He has 30 assists in the past 13 
games.  
 Rion Brown has shot 47.0 percent from the field and 
43.4 percent from three in his past 23 games. He shot 20 per-
cent FG (5-25) and 21.4 percent 3FG (3-14) in his first seven 
games. He has hit 36 threes in the past 23 games after only 
knocking down three in the first seven games. 
 Trey Mckinney Jones is shooting 49.1 percent from the 
field in the past 23 games. He has hit at least a pair of threes 
in 14 games.
 deQuan Jones has scored more than four points in 15  
of his 22 outings and grabbed more than three rebounds 12 
times, despite only averaging 17.3 minutes per game. 

JOHNSON OUT VS. FSU, RETURNS AT NC STATE
 Junior reggie Johnson was declared ineligible prior to the 
game against Florida State, but prior to the game at NC State, 
was reinstated by the NCAA with the following conditions: he 
must repay the value of benefits that were unknowingly re-
ceived from a member of the former coaching staff and serve 
a one-game withholding penalty (Florida State). 
 In the process of the ongoing joint NCAA-UM inquiry, it 
was discovered that members of Johnson’s family received 
impermissible travel benefits from a member of the former 
basketball coaching staff. Johnson was unaware of the ben-
efits and his family was told they were permissible by that 
member of the former basketball coaching staff. 

GAMBLE GRANTEd SIXTH YEAR
 Forward Julian Gamble has been granted a clock exten-
sion by the NCAA, allowing the senior to play basketball next 
season. Gamble is sidelined this season after tearing the ACL 
in his left leg in August. A team leader, Gamble started 13 
games in 2010-11 and averaged 3.8 points, 4.0 rebounds and 
0.8 blocks per game. In his three-season career, Gamble has 
played in 93 games, averaging 3.4 points, 3.0 rebounds and 
0.7 blocks per game.

JOHNSON ACC PLAYER OF THE WEEk
 reggie Johnson was named the ACC Player of the Week 
(Feb. 6) after leading Miami to a pair of overtime victories that 
week, including the Canes’ first-ever win over No. 7/5 Duke 
at Cameron Indoor, and a double-overtime victory against 
Maryland. Johnson averaged 20 points, shooting 56.7 per-
cent from the field, and averaged 8.5 rebounds, 10 of which 
were offensive. He also had a pair of steals, a block and an 
assist in 30 minutes per game. Johnson notched 27 points, 
12 rebounds and a steal in 35 minutes against No. 7/5 Duke 
on Sunday. He was 11-of-17 from the field (56.7%) and eight 
of his 12 boards were offensive. Against Maryland, Johnson 
scored 13 points and grabbed five boards. He drained his first-
career three-point attempt, a shot from the top of the key, 
and had an assist, a block and a steal against the terps. 

CANES FIRE UP THE NETS
 Since the return of reggie Johnson, the Canes have  aver-
aged a 44.7 percent clip from the field. In those 23 games, 
UM has averaged 72.5 ppg, up from the 67.2 average in their 
first nine outings. Against FAU, the first game with reggie 
Johnson back in the lineup, Miami hit 31-of-50 (62%) from 
the field and 14-of-20 (70%) from beyond the arc. 

NEW LINEUP SPARkS REBOUNdING NUMBERS
 With the addition of big men reggie Johnson and DeQuan 
Jones, the Canes have outrebounded 13 of their past 22 oppo-
nents after coming up short in the rebounding battle in eight 
of the first 10 games. Miami outrebounded Charlotte 38-30, 
the first time the Canes outrebounded an opponent since 
the game at Purdue. the +15 against Wake Forest was the 
second-highest differential of the season, behind UM’s +16 
(42-26) against tennessee tech in the season opener. 

GRANT TIES RECORd IN THREES; 11TH IN ACC
 Malcolm Grant made a three-pointer in 35-straight games 
from the Dec. 30, 2009 outing against Pepperdine until the 
Jan. 7, 2012 game at Virginia. His 35 tied the Miami school 
record with former Cane Jack McClinton. the 35 makes are the

SCOTT JOINS GRANT IN 1,000 POINT CLUB
 With 17 points against UNCG, junior Durand 
Scott joined teammate Malcolm Grant in the 
1,000 Point Club, the 33rd player in Canes history 
to top the mark. Scott entered the game need-
ing 15 points to reach the milestone. Malcolm 
Grant scored nine points against FAU to become 
the Canes’ 32nd player to top the mark. Grant en-
tered that game with 992 points in three seasons 
with the Hurricanes. In his first season, Grant 
notched 318 points in 33 games (8 starts), then 
drained 532 points last season in 36 games. 

LEARNING THE SYSTEM
 Along with understanding the expectations 
of the new coaching staff, the Canes are learning 
an entirely new system under Coach Larranaga. 
Miami is playing man-to-man a majority of 
this season’s possessions after playing 2-3 zone 
primarily in the 2009-10 season. Larranaga has 
also added his Scramble defense to the Canes’ 
playbook, which has been used multiple times 
this season. With injuries to the big men early in 
the season, the team also worked without a true 
back-to-the-basket center, and has played many 
possessions with a smaller, four-guard lineup. 

CANE HOOPER NAMEd TO PRO BOWL
 Former Cane hooper Jimmy Graham (2005-09) 
was one of  five New orleans Saints to be named to 
the 2012 NFL Pro Bowl. 
 Graham, a tight end, had 12 receptions for 158 
yards and three touchdowns in the postseason for 
the Saints. In two years with New orleans, Graham 
has 142 receptions for 1,824 yards and 19 touch-
downs.   
 With 1,310 regular season receiving yards, 
Graham broke Kellen Winslow’s 31-year-old NFL 
record of 1,290 receiving yards in a season by a 
tight end. But New England Patriots tight end rob 

Gronkowski, notched 1,327 yards this season to  put his name atop 
the record listing.  
  At Miami, Graham played basketball from 2005-2009, gradu-
ated with a double major in marketing and management, then 
joined the 2009 football team while taking graduate classes. that 
season he totaled 17 receptions for 213 yards and five touchdowns. 
Graham averaged 4.2 ppg, shooting 49.5 percent from the field, 
and 4.2 rpg in 120 games in his four years with the Miami men’s 
basketball team.

MIAMI IS A TOP ACAdEMIC INSTITUTION
 Already the top academic institution in the state of Florida and 
a world-renowned research institution, the University of Miami 
and its Department of Athletics are building upon its reputation 
for developing world-class students. In the 2012 edition of the U.S. 
News & World report’s annual issue, the University of Miami rose 
to number 38 - up from 47 last year, a nine-point rise. UM remains 
the highest ranked school in the state of Florida.

CANES WEARING LEBRON COLORWAYS
 the University of Miami was one of three university basketball 
teams to hit the court on october 14 in their own colorways of the 
new Nike  LEBroN 9.  the Hurricanes are playing in white/white/
gorge green/total orange this season.  Light yet powerful, like its

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LARRANAGA INdUCTEd INTO NYC HALL OF FAME
 Coach Jim Larranaga was inducted into the New York City Basketball Hall of Fame on Sept. 
22, 2011, in a ceremony held at the New York Athletic Club on Central Park South at 59th 
Street. Born in the Bronx, N.Y., Larranaga built the George Mason Patriots’ program into a pe-
rennial contender in the highly-regarded Colonial Athletic Association, winning more games 
than any other coach in program and conference history (273) en route to three conference 
titles (2008, 2001, 1999). Larranaga was joined at the 2011 induction ceremony by Donnie 
Walsh, former New York Knicks President; longtime Knicks trainer Mike Saunders; former 
Knick John Warren; a member of the Knicks 1969-70 NBA championship team, the late Lloyd 
“Sonny” Dove; Debbie Mason, the former All-America from Queens College known as “Lady 
Pearl”; tom Henderson, an all-city performer from DeWitt Clinton H.S. in the Bronx; and for-
mer Fordham All-America Kenny Charles.

CANES VISIT LORRAINE MOTEL WHERE MLk WAS ASSASSINATEd
 on Nov. 26, the University of Miami men’s basketball team visited the Lorraine Motel in 
Memphis, tenn., where Martin Luther King, Jr. was assassinated on April 4, 1968. the building 
is now attached to the National Civil rights Museum. 
 Miami stayed in Memphis after Friday’s game at ole Miss. the players and staff made an 
early pit stop to visit the motel on their way to the airport, receiving a quick history lesson on 
its way to West Lafayette, Ind., for a tuesday matchup with Purdue. 

GRAHAM RECIPIENT OF THE 2011 Ed BLOCk COURAGE AWARd
 the New orleans Saints announced that second-year tight end Jimmy Graham has been 
voted by his teammates as the 2011 recipient of the Ed Block Courage Award. Graham, a 6-6, 
260 pound native of Goldsboro, N.C., graduated from the University of Miami with degrees in 
both marketing and management in 2009. He was selected by the Saints in the third round of 
the 2010 NFL Draft after playing just one year of college football. Prior to that, Graham was a 
four-year letterman for the Hurricanes in basketball. Graham spent portions of his childhood 
living in a group home before being taken in by a legal guardian, rebecca Vinson. Despite 
putting herself through nursing school and overcoming financial struggles of her own, Vinson 
helped mentor and stress the importance of education to Graham while providing him with 
a caring home. the Ed Block Courage Award Foundation is dedicated to improving the lives 
of neglected children and ending the cycle of abuse. the purpose is to raise Awareness and 
Prevention of child abuse. 

UM ALUM WILL ALLEN RECEIVES NCAA’S HIGHEST HONOR
 Former University of Miami basketball player Will Allen has been recognized as a theodore 
roosevelt Award winner by the NCAA. Allen graduated from the University of Miami with a 
B.A. in physical education and went on to be drafted No. 60 overall in the fourth round of the 
1971 NBA Draft by the Baltimore Bullets. After a short career in the ABA and playing profes-
sionally in Belgium, Allen started a career in marketing with Proctor and Gamble. In 1993, he 
left Proctor and Gamble and purchased Growing Power, a plant nursery on the north side of 
Milwaukee, Wis. the rockville, Md., native has since been recognized as a leader in the indus-
try of urban farming and sustainable food production. the “teddy” award is the highest honor 
the NCAA bestows upon individuals.

 Named after President theodore roosevelt, whose concern for the conduct of intercolle-
giate athletics led to the formation of the NCAA in 1906, this annual award is given to an 
individual “for whom competitive athletics in college and attention to physical well-being 
thereafter have been important factors in a distinguished career of national significance and 
achievement.”

CANES IMPROVE STRENGTH ANd SPEEd
 Miami adapted to many changes in the past few months with the addition of coaches and 
new philosophies. Now the team is learning how basketball is not just about playing defense 
and shooting a basketball, it’s also about the weight room. Since Strength and Conditioning 
Coach Jim Krumpos joined the staff in the spring, the men’s basketball team has increased its 
strength and speed exponentially. the players were first tested in various strength and agility 
tests in late May, then were checked again the first week of october. Within those five months, 
the Canes tremendously improved their team averages on the one-step vertical jump (two 
inches), the bench press average maximum (26 pounds), the 185 test (3.7 reps) and the mile 
run (90 seconds).  Individually, Malcolm Grant and DeQuan Jones each added four inches to 
their one-step vertical jump, closely followed by a 3.5-inch increase by Garrius Adams. Four 
players - raphael Akpejiori, rion Brown, DeQuan Jones and trey McKinney Jones - increased 
their leg press weight by 180 pounds and three players - Akpejiori, reggie Johnson and Jones - 
added 50 pounds to their bench press maximums. In the 185 test, bench pressing 185 pounds 
as many times as possible, Johnson upped his mark by eight reps and Adams added seven 
more up-and-downs. Adams and Jones also had major improvements in the chin up (body 
weight plus weight attached to a belt), notching 69 more pounds per pull up than their pre-
vious mark.  In the mile run, Justin Heller and Durand Scott each knocked off at least three 
minutes from their original time, while Jones took two fewer minutes on his second testing. 
Akpejiori ran a team-best mile with a time of 5:22, closely followed by rion Brown at 5:23.

GOdFREY SELECTEd FOR THE 2012 ACC TOURNAMENT LEGENdS CLASS
 Miami’s ron Godfrey, who played basketball for the Canes from 1958-61 and coached the 
squad through four seasons, has been selected to the 2012 class of Atlantic Coast Confer-
ence Men’s Basketball tournament Legends Godfrey (1958-61), one of the finest forwards to 
play at Miami, was an honorable mention All-America as a senior in 1961. He finished his 
career ranked in the top ten in seven career categories in the Miami record book including 
7th in points (1,384), 7th in field goals made (518), 6th in free throws made (384) and 7th 
in rebounds (767). Godfrey’s totals of 159 free throws made and 207 free throws attempted 
in 1960 still rank 5th and 6th in the Hurricane career lists. His total of 22 made free throws 
against oklahoma City in 1960 is still tied with rick Barry for the most made in a game by a 
Miami player. For his career, he averaged 17.5 points a game. Playing alongside former Miami 
All-America Dick Hickox, Godfrey helped lead the Hurricanes to their first-ever NCAA tourna-
ment bid in 1960 as the Canes finished with a sparkling 23-4 record. In his senior year, Godfrey 
led Miami to a 20-7 mark and a berth in the National Invitation tournament. In his three var-
sity seasons, Godfrey helped the Hurricanes to a 61-18 record. As a coach, he guided Miami for 
four seasons, leading the Hurricanes to championships in the 1967 Hurricane Classic and the 
1968 Marshall tournament and was inducted into the Miami Sports Hall of Fame in 1988. A 
native of Martins Ferry, ohio, he now resides in Coral Springs, Fla.

IN THE NEWS

BANkUNITEd CENTER 
 opened in 2003, the BankUnited Center, which seats 7,200 fans for basketball games, is located on the University of Miami’s beautiful Coral Gables campus. the venue also 
hosts concerts, trade shows, lecture series and  sporting events, in addition to serving as the home to the Hurricanes’ men’s and  women’s basketball teams.
 over the last three seasons, the Hurricanes have established home court dominance, winning 51 games at the “BUC” — including a school-record 14-2 mark in 2007-08 
and memorable victories over No. 4/5 Duke, No. 6/7 Wake Forest and No. 20/20 Georgia tech. 
      With its grand opening in January of 2003 — a 64-61 overtime win over North Carolina, the BankUnited Center became the University’s first on-campus venue with seating 
to accommodate large events offering an ideal capacity for concerts, conferences, lecture series, banquets and more. It significantly increases the University of Miami’s collegiate 
experience for its students by allowing on-campus events such as commencements, sports, convocations and pep rallies. the community also benefits from the venue’s utilization 
as a showcase for a host of family shows and other special activities.
 the BankUnited Center has 25 suites. Each suite is equipped with 12 box seats with three additional bar stools, a lounge area, television and phones, along with a kitchen 
area with a bar and refrigerator.
 the BankUnited Center is managed by Global Spectrum. the Philadelphia-based company is part of one of the world’s largest sports and entertainment companies, 
Comcast-Spectacor, which also owns the Philadelphia 76ers (NBA) and the Philadelphia Flyers (NHL).

THE FIELdHOUSE
         the newest addition to Miami athletics opened in March of 2009, with the debut of the Hurricanes’ on-campus practice facility. the 29,000-square foot facility is con-
veniently located immediately adjacent to the BankUnited Center, alongside the Hurricanes 100 room north of the arena. the new facility houses several full-size practice 
courts, as well as a multi-purpose room to host a variety of events — including the Miami Heat’s 2010 Media Day.

First Season | Providence, 1971
Head CoaCH Jim Larranaga

 Jim Larranaga was named the 12th head coach of the University of Mi-
ami men’s basketball program on April 22, 2011.
 Larranaga came to Miami after serving as the head coach at George Mason 
for 14 seasons. He guided the program to five NCAA tournament appearances 
(2011, 2008, 2006, 2001, 1999) – including an unprecedented run to the 2006 
Final Four that captured the nation’s attention, defeating Michigan State, 
North Carolina, Wichita State and Connecticut along the way. Following that 
run, he was selected the 2006 Clair Bee Coach of the Year.
 Larranaga built the Patriots’ program into a perennial contender in the 
highly-regarded Colonial Athletic Association, winning more games than 
any other coach in program and conference history (273) en route to three 
conference titles (2008, 2001, 1999).
 A two-time CAA Coach of the Year honoree, Larranaga earned the ac-
colade in 2011, leading the Patriots to a 27-7 overall record and 16-2 confer-
ence mark en route to the CAA regular-season title and their fifth NCAA tour-
nament appearance under his leadership. Seeded a program-best eighth in 
the NCAA tournament, George Mason rallied from a double-digit deficit to 
defeat ninth-seeded Villanova, 61-57, before falling to overall No. 1 seed 
ohio State in the third round.
 Larranaga’s teams are known for their offensive efficiency and a frenetic 
defense dubbed the “Scramble.” Last season, his Patriots – who were ranked 
24th in the final rPI – finished the season 11th in the nation in three-point 
field goal percentage (39.5), 18th in scoring margin (10.3), 22nd in turn-
overs (11.1), 26th in assist-to-turnover ratio (1.28) and 37th in scoring de-
fense (62.5). During its 16-game win streak – which catapulted Mason to 
No. 25 in the ESPN/USA today Coaches Poll on Feb. 28 – all but four victories 
came by a double-digit margin. that streak included the 71-51 win at VCU 
on Feb. 15, with Mason holding the rams to a season-low offensive output. 
 He became Mason’s all-time leader in men’s basketball victories with his 
131st win on January 22, 2005, with a 77-58 decision at James Madison. He 
became the CAA’s all-time leader in wins on February 4, 2006, when the Patri-
ots defeated UNC Wilmington. His Mason teams went 182-89 in CAA play. 
 In 2006, Larranaga became the first coach at a mid-major school to take 
his team to the Final Four in 27 years and earned an at-large berth for a CAA 
team for the first time in 20 years. Along the way, he led Mason to a school record 
in wins, the program’s first-ever national ranking, George Mason’s first-ever ap-
pearance in the top 10 and the school’s first wins over top 10 teams. 
 the Patriots finished the year with a 27-8 record and a No. 8 ranking in the final 
USA today/ESPN Coaches Poll. Earlier that season, Mason cracked the polls at No. 
25, but NCAA tournament wins over Michigan State, No. 10 North Carolina, Wichita 
State and No. 2 Connecticut vaulted Mason up the poll, and into the national con-
science, making Larranaga a household name. 
 the remarkable run at George Mason began just two years into Larranaga’s 
tenure. After going 9-18 in his first year with the Patriots in 1997-98, Larranaga 
guided the 1999 Patriots’ squad to a 19-11 overall record and a 13-3 CAA mark. 
that season, he earned his first Coach of the Year accolades in the CAA and NABC 
District 4 after making a 10-game improvement and leading the program to its 
first-ever conference regular season championship, its second CAA tournament 
title and first NCAA tournament appearance since 1989.

 the Patriots followed that with another 19-11 over-
all mark in 1999-2000, tying for first place in the CAA at 
12-4 and earning the top seed in the conference tourna-
ment. In 2000-01, the Patriots finished 18-12 overall and 
11-5 in the CAA, good for a tie for second place, and they 
won the CAA tournament title and advanced to the NCAA 
tournament for the second time in three years. the Patri-
ots produced another solid campaign with a 19-10 overall 
record (13-5 in the CAA) and a NIt berth in 2001-02. Ma-
son’s 2002-03 roster was hampered by injuries, but man-
aged to pull together a 16-12 record (11-7 in the CAA), 

and a fourth-place CAA finish. 
 In 2003-04, Larranaga led the Pa-
triots to a 7-2 non-conference record 
and to a school-record 23-win season, 
as Mason finished 23-10 on the year, 
its first 20-or-more win campaign in 
14 years. Gaining an NIt berth (the Pa-
triots fourth postseason appearance in 
six years), Larranaga led Mason to two 
consecutive postseason victories for 
the first time in school history, and in 
the process, earned his first postsea-
son. 
 Under Larranaga, the Patriots won 
three CAA titles, including the 2008 
championship when Mason went 
23-11. the Patriots have appeared in 
the postseason each of the past four 
seasons for the first time in Mason 
history, advancing to the NCAA tour-
nament in 2008, the NIt in 2009, the 
CollegeInsider.com Postseason tour-
nament in 2010 and back to the NCAA 
tournament in 2011. 
 With 28 years of head coaching 
experience, the native of Bronx, N.Y., 
previously served as the head coach at 
Bowling Green for 11 seasons (1986-
1997) and at Division II American In-

ternational for two seasons (1977-79).  
 At Bowling Green, he made an immediate impact in his first season. In 1986-
87, the Falcons were the nation’s most improved team under a first-year head 
coach that took over a program with a losing record, posting a 15-14 record for 
an eight-game improvement over the previous season. Larranaga went on to 
record a 170-144 mark in 11 years at Bowling Green, earning the 1997 Mid-
American Conference Coach of the Year honors after leading Bowling Green to 
a 22-10 record, a conference regular season co-championship and a berth in the 
National Invitation tournament. the 22 victories were the most by a Bowling 
Green team in 47 years and the 13 conference wins were the second-highest 
total in Falcon history. 
 Larranaga’s 170 victories at Bowling Green ranked second all-time on the 
Falcons’ coaching list and he was only the second coach in the program to record 
consecutive postseason appearances. Larranaga led his squad to NIt berths in 
1990 (18-11) and again in 1991 (17-13), the first time the Falcons enjoyed back-
to-back postseason appearances since the early ‘60s. Bowling Green won better 
than 61 percent of its games in Larranaga’s last four years, recording a 70-44 
mark during that stretch. the Falcons finished fourth or better in the MAC in five 
of Larranaga’s 11 seasons and he is among the winningest coaches in MAC his-
tory. 
 Larranaga received his first head coaching position in 1977 when he was 
named to the post at American International, a Division II program in Spring-
field, Mass. taking over a team that had suffered through five consecutive losing 
seasons prior to his arrival, Larranaga turned AIC into a winning program in his 
first year and compiled a 28-25 mark in two seasons. 
 A 1971 graduate of Providence College with a degree in economics, Lar-
ranaga was a four-year letterman for the Friars. As the team captain in his senior 
season, he led Providence to a 20-8 record and an NIt appearance. He graduated 
as the school’s fifth all-time leading scorer with 1,258 points and was selected 
in the sixth round of the draft by the Detroit Pistons of the National Basketball 
Association. He was the team’s top scorer as a sophomore and junior and was 
named New England’s Division I Sophomore of the Year in 1969. He was inducted 
into the Providence College Hall of Fame in 1991. 
 His first coaching opportunity came at Davidson College, where he served as 
an assistant coach to terry Holland. Davidson captured three Southern Confer-
ence regular-season championships and an NIt berth in his five years there, and 
he compiled a 47-12 record doubling as the freshman team coach. In 1976, he 
left Davidson and spent one season as player-coach for the Geronemo Basketball 
Club in Belgium. 
 After his two-year stint at American International, Larranaga was reunited 
with Holland at the University of Virginia in April 1979. An assistant coach under 
Holland for seven seasons from 1979-86, he helped the Cavaliers reach the NCAA 
Final Four on two occasions (1981, 1984), finish in the top five of the AP and UPI 
polls and average more than 24 victories per season. the Cavaliers were 169-62, 
won three regular-season Atlantic Coast Conference championships and made 
four NCAA tournament appearances. Virginia also made a pair of NIt appear-
ances, winning the NIt Championship in 1980. Larranaga was on the staff during 
the careers of three-time National Player of the Year ralph Sampson and NBA 
first-round draft choice olden Polynice. 
 Larranaga, 62, and his wife, Liz, have two sons – Jay, who played for his fa-
ther at Bowling Green and is the head coach of the NBDL’s Erie Bayhawks, and 
Jon, who was a member of his father’s George Mason teams from 1999-2003 
– and four grandchildren.

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Assistant coaches Michael Huger, Eric konkol and Chris Caputo have aided Coach Larranaga for a combined 26 seasons.

Michael Huger enters his first season at the Univer-
sity of Miami and his fifth season as an assistant coach 
for head coach Jim Larranaga assisting in all aspects 
of the program. He brings six seasons of collegiate 
coaching experience and nearly a dozen years of pro-
fessional basketball experience to Coral Gables. 
 In four seasons at George Mason, Huger helped 
lead the Patriots to the postseason every year, includ-
ing NCAA berths in 2008 and 2011. In 2011, the team 
defeated Villanova to advance to the third round of 
the NCAA tournament, earned a regular-season CAA 
title and posted a school-record tying 27 wins. In 
2009, he helped Mason to an NIt bid and its second-
straight 20-win season. In 2008, Huger helped the 
Patriots to their second-highest win total in school 
history as they beat nationally-ranked Kansas State 
and won the CAA title for the first time since 2001.

Chris Caputo enters his first season with the Hurricanes 
and his 10th season on head coach Jim Larranaga’s staff.

 Caputo played a major role in George Mason’s run to 
the Final Four in 2006, putting together scouting reports 
to prepare the Patriots as they played nationally-ranked 
teams and future NBA players in nearly every round. 
 He has also helped lead the Patriots to the postsea-
son for a Mason-record four-straight seasons, includ-
ing NCAA berths in 2008 and 2011.

He was a four-year letterwinner 
as a point guard for the Division III owls, and served as 
captain and earned the team’s outstanding Contributor 
Award as a senior. A 1998 graduate of Archbishop Mol-
loy High School - Larranaga’s alma mater, he too played 
for legendary head coach Jack Curran. 
 Caputo and his wife Julie married in May. 

Eric konkol enters his first season at the University of Miami 
and eighth as a member of head coach Jim Larranaga’s staff. 
He assists in all aspects of the program including recruiting, 
practices, individual player workouts and game preparation. 
 Konkol previously worked with Larranaga at George Mason 
from 2002-03 through 2004-05 and 2007-08 through last sea-
son, helping to develop 12 All-CAA selections, five CAA All-rookie 
honorees and 16 professional players. In the interim, he spent two 
years coaching at national power Hopkins High School in Min-
nesota under Ken Novak, Jr. - who was named 2011 ESPN rISE 
National Boy’s Basketball Coach of the Year - and had a short stint 
on the coaching staff at North Dakota State. 
 He served as Mason’s scouting director from 2002-05 and 
helped recruit the top non-BCS recruiting class in 2009 accord-
ing to ESPN.com. Additionally, he monitored the academic 
progress of the men’s basketball student-athletes, graduat-
ing 20-of-22 student-athletes who completed their eligibil-
ity - with two more students graduating in May 2011. In both 
2009 and 2010, the program was recognized by the NCAA 
with an Academic Progress rate in the nation’s top 10 percent. 
 Konkol previously worked on Buzz Peterson’s staff as a 
student assistant for NIt champion tulsa in 2000-01 and as 
a graduate administrative assistant at tennessee in 2001-02, 
earning a master’s degree in sport management. 
 A native of Amherst, Wis., Konkol is a 2000 graduate of the 
University of Wisconsin at Eau Claire with a bachelor’s degree 
in kinesiology, with an emphasis in exercise management.

 As a Junior (2011-12): Declared ineligible prior to game against Florida State (Feb. 26) and reinstat-
ed for Feb. 29 game at NC State ... In the process of the ongoing joint NCAA-UM inquiry, it was discovered 
that members of Johnson’s family received impermissible travel benefits from a member of the former 
basketball coaching staff.  Johnson was unaware of the benefits and his family was told they were permis-
sible by that member of the former basketball coaching staff. UM is seeking his immediate reinstatement 
from the NCAA ... Sat out the first nine games of the season after successfully undergoing surgery on June 
30 to repair a torn meniscus in his right knee. He injured the knee during a pick-up game with teammates 
on June 27 and underwent a MRI on June 28.

But, of course my dad 
stayed on me, we worked hard, I worked hard from the 10th to 11th grade - it 
basically felt like I was in college already.

He stayed on me, so that’s what I 
have to say about that.
 We have great competition in the ACC. The games we play every day. Ev-
erything is in the margin of two to three points, so the plays you make at the 
end determine whether you lose by two or three or win by two or three. And 
with Pitt and Syracuse coming into it, it’s about to be even better.
 i secretly wish that I was about 7’2”. I just always had it in my head that I 
was going to be seven feet tall since I was little. My dad is 6’6 and I’m 6’6, too, 
so it’s just my imagination, but I thought was going to be seven feet.

I didn’t know too much about his 
background, but he explained a lot, about what he’s been through, who 
he knows, all of that. It made me realize that he’s a good man all-around 
and coaching-wise.
 When i played basketball as a kid, I never really pretended to be 
anybody else.

Everybody will say he’s the best, if you watched his games and saw what 
he was doing, so I tried to be like him but I want to be one of the greatest.
 The hardest part of being away from home is the food. Being so 
far away, the food is just not the same down here.

I’m used to home-cooked meals, which I don’t 
have here.

 i don’t think people realize how fast I am until they actually see 
me on the court or see me play themselves. When Coach L came to me he 
told me he was looking for a running team, and that’s the type of system 
he liked. To get as many basket attempts as possible, I think it should 
help a lot, getting up and down the floor as fast as we can.

 My pull-up jumper and decision-making are two of the stronger as-
sets of my game. If you’ve never seen me play and only seen highlights, 
you wouldn’t know that.

There are no physical attributes I wish I could have or any-
thing like that, it happened for a reason.

Whatever I do, I always have in my mind that I’m doing 
it for my family. I haven’t always had the best of anything, so I do it for 
my family back home, my friends, my circle. I don’t have a big circle, but 
I do it for them. I’m just trying to make it like everyone else.
 i was raised to never quit. That’s one thing my mom and dad instilled 
in me growing up. Through tough times, when certain situations didn’t 
go my way, they told me to never quit. No matter what it was either. It 
could be to the point where I’m in the worst situation possible, but they 
never wanted me to quit. I always take situations like that, put the blame 
on myself, and see what I can do to make it better.
