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After being picked to finish 5th in the ACC Coastal Division by the media, the Miami Hurricanes - in year two of
the Al Golden Era - finished tied atop the Coastal Division with a 5-3 league mark.

The University of Miami made the decision to withhold the football team from bowl consideration for the 2012
postseason. The decision was made in response to the ongoing NCAA inquiry and the University informed both
the NCAA and the Atlantic Coast Conference of its decision. The decision also meant that Miami was not
eligible to participate in the 2012 Dr Pepper ACC Championship Game.

Based on published depth charts, the Canes were the second-youngest team in the BCS behind fellow ACC
counterpart Boston College.

According to Phil Steele, Miami ranked 96th in FBS with only 12 returning starters — 4 offense, 6 defense, 2
special teams (January 2012).

21 freshmen saw action for the Miami Hurricanes during the 2012 season, including 16 true freshmen.

10 freshmen started at least one game for the Hurricanes, including eight true freshmen - true freshman RT
Ereck Flowers, true freshman RB Duke Johnson, true freshman WR Malcolm Lewis, true freshman S Deon
Bush, redshirt freshman LB Eddie Johnson, redshirt freshman DL Corey King, true freshman DL Earl Moore,
true freshman WR Herb Waters, true freshman DB Rayshawn Jenkins and true freshman DB Tracy Howard.
Miami graduated one senior starter on each side of the ball in 2012: RB Mike James on offense and CB
Brandon McGee on defense. The Canes return 10 of 11 starters on both offense and defense, including QB
Stephen Morris and a veteran offensive line.

Freshman RB/KR Duke Johnson posted arguably the greatest freshman season in Miami Hurricanes football
history during the 2012 season. The Miami, Fla., was named second-team All-America by the Walter Camp
Football Foundation and the ACC Overall and Offensive Rookie of the Year after amassing 2,060 all-purpose
yards and 13 touchdowns in 12 games.

Johnson became Miami's first Walter Camp All-America selection since OT Eric Winston in 2005 as well as the
program’s first major All-America selection since 2005 (Winston, Brandon Meriweather, Kelly Jennings). He
was one of only two freshmen named to the Walter Camp team, joining Heisman Trophy winner and Texas A&M
QB Johnny Manziel.

Johnson rushed for a Miami freshman record 947 yards and 10 touchdowns, breaking Clinton Portis’ 13-year-
old school freshman rushing mark. He also set the school single-season record with 892 kick return yards and
returned two kickoffs for touchdowns, tying a school record.

Junior OB Stephen Morris - quietly — enjoyed one of the greatest seasons by a Miami Hurricanes quarterback.
The signal-caller threw for a career-best 3,345 passing yards, the fifth-most in school history, while his 421
pass attempts and 245 completions ranked first and second, respectively.

Morris finished the season with a program-record 3,415 yards of total offense, eclipsing the previous mark of
3,412 held by Bernie Kosar.

Morris concluded the 2012 season as one of the nation’s hottest quarterbacks, throwing for 1,131 yards and
11 TDs (0 INT) in his final four games.

Miami finished the season tied for 24th nationally in red zone efficiency, converting 87 percent of its red zone
trips (45 of 52). The Canes ranked fifth in red zone efficiency behind Clemson, Wake Forest, Florida State and
Virginia Tech.

Miami concluded the season with 27 scores in its final 29 red zone trips, including 16 touchdowns.

Miami finished the 2012 season with a +7 turnover margin, a difference of +11 from the 2011 season. The
Canes defense forced 22 turnovers in 2012 - 11 interceptions and 11 fumbles.

Miami forced 3+ turnovers four times in 2012, posting a 4-0 mark in those contests.

Freshman KR/RB Duke Johnson finished the regular season tied as the nation’s leader with 11 all-purpose
plays of 50+ yards and was one of only 13 FBS players with at least two plays of 90+ yards.

In all seven of its wins in 2012, Miami scored at least 30 points, including five wins when scoring 40+ points -
four of which came in ACC play.

Senior RB Mike James was selected as one of 22 student-athletes to the 2012 Allstate AFCA Good Works
Team, announced Sept. 18 by Allstate Insurance Company and the American Football Coaches Association.
Senior DB Brandon McGee accepted an invitation to play in the 88th East-West Shrine Game, which will be
held Jan. 19, 2013, at Tropicana Field in St. Petershurg, Fla.

Redshirt junior DE Shayon Green was named the Atlantic Coast Conference’s 2012 Brian Piccolo Award co-
winner in November. Green shared the honor with Florida State senior running back Chris Thompson.

Former Miami Hurricanes and two-time Super Bowl-winning head coach Jimmy Johnson was one of 17 former
players and coaches inducted Dec. 4 into the College Football Hall of Fame. The induction ceremony took place
at the historic Waldorf-Astoria during the 55th annual National Foothall Foundation Awards Dinner.

Miami's shut-down corner was a two-year starter at defensive back, concluding his career with 24 consecutive
starts. He graduated in December from the University of Miami with a bachelor’s degree in sports administration and
a minor in entrepreneurship.

SHAYON GREEN NAMED 2012 PICCOLO AWARD CO-WINNER

Redshirt junior DE Shayon Green was named the Atlantic Coast Conference’s 2012 Brian Piccolo Award co-
winner in November. Green shared the honor with Florida State senior running back Chris Thompson.

The Piccolo Award has been given annually since 1972 in memory of the late Brian Piccolo to the “most
courageous” football player in the ACC. Piccolo was the 1965 ACC Athlete of the Year and played for the Chicago
Bears before his career was cut short when he was stricken with cancer. His courageous fight against that disease
was an inspiration to the Bears and the entire football community.

Green had to overcome four different major injuries. He twice tore the ACL in his right knee, once tore the
meniscus in his right knee and also suffered a wrist dislocation forcing him to miss all or a major part of the 2009,
2010 and 2011 seasons. Finally healthy, Green led the Hurricanes in tackles and was one of the key leaders on the
young Miami defense, with 38 of his 67 tackles unassisted.

“Shayon is an amazing individual with an unparalleled work ethic,” Miami head coach Al Golden said. “I cannot
think of anyone who exemplifies the ideals of Brian Piccolo or is more deserving of this award than him. He has
overcome a dislocated wrist and three separate knee surgeries to become our leading tackler and team captain. His
commitment and perseverance is an inspiration to us all.”

Green is the third Miami player to be chosen to receive the Piccolo Award in the eight years since the Hurricanes
became an ACC member, joining Frank Gore (2004) and Glenn Sharpe (2006).



JIMMY JOHNSON INDUCTED INTO COLLEGE FOOTBALL HALL OF FAME

Former Miami Hurricanes and two-time Super Bowl-winning head coach Jimmy Johnson was one of 17 former
players and coaches inducted Dec. 4 into the College Football Hall of Fame. The induction ceremony took place at
the historic Waldorf-Astoria during the 55th annual National Football Foundation Awards Dinner.

Johnson was the ninth Miami Hurricane inducted into the College Football Hall of Fame, joining Jack Harding
(1980), Andy Gustafson (1985), Ted Hendricks (1987), Don Bosseler (1990), Bennie Blades (2006), Arnold
Tucker (2008), Gino Torretta (2009) and Russell Maryland (2011). He is the third coach from the Hurricanes to be
enshrined, joining Harding and Gustafson.

“Having spent the majority of my career in college, this is a tremendous honor,” Johnson said during Tuesday
morning's press conference. “When | look back ... in the entire career, the most fun that | ever had was at the
University of Miami.

“This is a tremendous honor and | want to thank everybody for the recognition.”

In his five seasons at UM (1984-88), Johnson compiled a 52-9 record and guided the Canes to the 1987 National
Championship. That season, Miami went a perfect 12-0 and defeated six nationally ranked teams, including a 20-14
victory over then-No. 1 Oklahoma in the Orange Bowl.

Including his five seasons as the head coach of Oklahoma State, Johnson's career collegiate record stands at 81-
34-3. Johnson left Miami after the 1988 season to replace the legendary Tom Landry as head coach of the Dallas
Cowboys. His five-year stay in Dallas culminated with back-to-back Super Bowl wins in 1992 and 1993. Johnson is
one of just six men to coach consecutive Super Bowl champions.

Also inducted into the College Football Hall of Fame were Charles Alexander (LSU), Otis Armstrong (Purdue),
Steve Bartkowski (California), Hal Bedsole (Southern California), Dave Casper (Notre Dame), Ty Detmer (BYU),
Tommy Kramer (Rice), Art Monk (Syracuse), Greg Myers (Colorado State), Jonathan Ogden (UCLA), Gabe Rivera
(Texas Tech), Mark Simoneau (Kansas State), Scott Thomas (Air Force), John Wooten (Colorado), and coaches
Phillip Fulmer (Tennessee) and R.C. Slocum (Texas A&M).

ACADEMIC SUCCESS

Five University of Miami teams were publically honored for being among the top 10 percent in Academic Progress
Rates (APR) in June 2012.

Foothall, baseball, women's cross country, women's golf and men’s diving were recognized with APR Public
Recognition Awards. It marks the third straight year that Miami football has been recognized for finishing among the
top 10 percent.

Foothall was tied for 10th nationally in the latest APR rankings at 980.

Since 2004-05, foothall has increased its APR scores every year. Football began at 956 seven years ago and is
now at 980.

HURRICANE STUDENT-ATHLETES SET GSR SCHOOL RECORD

The University of Miami recorded a department-wide school-record Graduation Success Rate (GSR) of 93 percent,
according to the rates released Oct. 25 by the NCAA.

As a department, Miami's 93 percent GSR ranks fourth among ACC schools and is eighth overall among FBS
schools. Overall, the University of Miami athletic department has improved from 77 to 93 percent from 2005 to
2012, a year after UM student-athletes posted a then-record 89 percent GSR in 2011. UM has exceeded the NCAA
average GSR in each of the last eight years.

Six UM teams compiled GSR marks of 100 percent; men’s diving and golf posted its eighth consecutive perfect
GSR mark, while women'’s tennis recorded its fifth straight GSR score of 100 percent. Also adding perfect GSR
scorers were women's rowing, women’s golf, women’s swimming and volleyball.

Volleyball posted a perfect score for the second consecutive year, while both rowing and women’s swimming set
program-record highs for GSR.

Foothall jumped six points from 88 to 94 in 2012, tying for the third-highest GSR score among FBS schools and
improving by 27 points (67 to 94) from 2010. Baseball had the largest jump of any UM program, improving by 20
points (60 to 80).
