State on Jan. 27, Chris Lykes is averaging 17.3 ppg in
the last six games.

* Lykes is on pace for UM’s highest-scoring season
since Jack McClinton averaged 19.3 ppg in 2008-09.
* Lykes is seventh in the ACC in overall scoring (16.8)
and fifth in conference play (17.0 ppg).

+ UM has led in the second half in 19 of its 25 games.
« Five Miami players are averaging at least 10.5 ppg
apiece (Tennessee and Kansas are the other power
conference teams with five scorers of 10.5 or more).
« Zach Johnson is one of 17 players nationally with
1,500 career points and 350 assists.

MIAMI-GEORGIA TECH SERIES

Miami leads the series with Georgia Tech, 13-9,
including 12-7 since the Hurricanes joined the ACC
for the 2004-05 season.

Georgia Tech won the lone matchup last season,
64-54, on Jan. 3, 2018, at McCamish Pavilion.

The teams’ last contest in Coral Gables was on
Feb. 15,2017, a 70-61 Miami victory.

Jim Larrafiaga is 6-4 against Georgia Tech in his
career, including 6-3 at Miami.

THE ACC GRIND CONTINUES

To put it mildly, Miami’s ACC slate has been tough.

Eight of Miami’s first 11 league games were against
teams that are currently ranked or were ranked at the
time — most of any ACC team.

Aleague-high nine of Miami’s 18 conference
games pit the Canes against teams currently ranked
in the AP Top 25.

The Canes’ conference schedule includes home-
and-homes with Florida State, UNC and Virginia Tech,
all of which are currently ranked in the top 25.

THE MIAGNIFICENT SEVEN
Miami has primarily played with a rotation of
seven players. UM currently has seven scholarship
student-athletes available, plus Willie Herenton,
a former walk-on who recently was awarded a
scholarship for the remainder of the school year.
Chris Lykes (34.0, 10th), Anthony Lawrence
(32.7, 14th) and Zach Johnson (31.5, 22nd) rank
among the ACC's top 25 in minutes played, while DJ
Vasiljevic (31.0) is just outside the top 25.

THE LYKES SHOW

Chris Lykes is averaging 16.8 ppg and ranks
seventh in the ACC in scoring.

He is averaging 17.0 ppg in conference games,
which is tied for fifth among all ACC players.

Lykes owns nine 20-point games this season and
has upped his scoring average by 7.2 ppg from his
freshman season, marking the third-largest increase
among active ACC players.

Lykes has scored in double figures in 22 of 25
outings, including 17 games of 16 or more points.

BALANCE ON OFFENSE

Five Miami players are averaging at least 10.5
points per game apiece: Chris Lykes (16.8), Zach
Johnson (12.6), Anthony Lawrence (11.6), DJ
Vasiljevic (11.2) and Ebuka Izundu (10.8).

Tennessee and Kansas are the only other power
conference teams with five players averaging 10.5 or
more points per game.

LAST TIME OUT: BC 64, MIAMI 57

Miami shot a season-low 15.4 percent (4-of-

26) from beyond the arc in a 64-57 loss at Boston
College on Sunday. UM hit just 22-0f-60 (36.7
percent) overall from the field.

Ebuka Izundu led Miami with 14 points and nine
rebounds, while Anthony Lawrence II, Chris Lykes
and Sam Waardenburg each scored 10 points.

The Eagles shot 24-0f-54 (44.4 percent) from
the field, including 6-0f-15 (40 percent) from 3-point
range. Out-rebounding the Hurricanes 40-31, Boston
College took advantage of 19 second-chance points.

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UM HONORS FIRST AFRICAN-AMERICAN
BASKETBALL PLAYERS SATURDAY

As part of Miami’s “Celebration of Black Culture”
during the Saturday game, former UM student-
athletes Will Allen and Kim Sands will be honored
at the Saturday men’s game and Sunday women’s
game. They are the first two African-American
basketball players (men and women) for UM.

In 1967, Allen joined Will Bellamy (football) as
the first African-Americans to be awarded athletic
scholarships to the University of Miami.

Allen averaged 17.2 points per game over his
three seasons at UM, leading the team in scoring
as a senior with 19.9 points per game. He still ranks
second on the school’s all-time rebounding list (916).

He was selected by the Baltimore Bullets in the
fourth round (60th pick overall) of the 1971 NBA Draft.
He never played in the NBA but appeared in seven
games with The Floridians of the ABA during the 1971-
72 season. He also played professionally in Belgium.

Sands lettered in basketball during the 1974-75
season and also was the first African-American tennis
scholarship recipient in 1974. She was hired as the
UM women'’s tennis coach in September 1990.

NOTING THE BC GAME

+ Miami hit just 4-o0f-26 from 3-point range. It matched
a season low in 3-pointers made.

+ Miami matched a season low for points in a half
with 21 in the first half.

+ The Canes limited BC leading scorer Ky Bowman
to a season-low six points. He did not reach double
figures for the first time this season.

+ Chris Lykes scored 10 points and has reached
double figures in 22 of 25 games this season.

+ Zach Johnson scored eight points and has
recorded 1,660 career points (1,344 at Florida Gulf
Coast, 316 at Miami).

+ Anthony Lawrence Il scored 10 points and now has
932 career points.

+ Ebuka Izundu scored 14 points, reaching double
figures for the 15th time this season.

+ Sam Waardenburg scored 10 points, hitting double
figures for the sixth time this season and the third
time in the last seven games.

+ Willie Herenton played a career-high four minutes in
the second half, making his sixth appearance in ACC
play. He also hit his third 3-pointer of the season.

CLOSE, BUT NOT QUITE

Despite its 14 losses, Miami has been in nearly
every game this season.

UM has held a lead in the second half in 19 of 25
games this season. The Canes did not hold a second-
half lead against Penn, Syracuse, FSU (Jan. 27),
Virginia Tech, Virginia and BC.

CHRIS LYKES: HEART OVER HEIGHT

At 5-foot-7, Chris Lykes is the shortest player
on any team in basketball’s six power conferences
(ACC, BIG EAST, Big Ten, Big 12, Pac-12, SEC).

Within these conferences, he is the second-leading
scorer among players under 6-feet tall at 16.8 ppg
(Markus Howard, 5-11, Marquette, 25.7 ppg).

He is one of six players under 6-feet tall to
regularly be a starter this year, joining Howard, Aaron
Calixte (Oklahoma), Justin Coleman (Arizona), Jared
Harper (Auburn) and Tremont Waters (LSU).

The other five in this group all are at least 5-10.

Tech to a 64-54 win over then-No. 6 Miami Jan. 3,
2017, in Atlanta in the teams’ last meeting. Miami
shot just 37.5 percent, including 28.6 percent in the
second half, the Canes’ worst shooting half in over
three years.

Dewan Huell led Miami with 13 points, while
Anthony Lawrence had nine points and 12 rebounds.
Bruce Brown had nine points, nine boards, four
blocks and three steals.

The game was tied at 28 at the half, but Georgia
Tech used a 10-0 run while holding UM scoreless for
6:40 to take a 12-point lead.

UM cut its deficit to two, 48-46, with 3:47 left but
Georgia Tech regrouped in pulling out the win.

JOHNSON IN ELITE 1,500/350 CLUB

Zach Johnson is one of 17 active players
nationally to score 1,500 career points and rack up
350 career assists.

Johnson has scored 1,660 career points (1,344 at
Florida Gulf Coast, 316 at UM) and owns 378 career
assists (321 at FGCU, 57 at UM).

Johnson ranks 40th nationally in career scoring
and 54th in assists among active Division | players.

He is averaging 12.6 ppg this season.

IZUNDU CONTINUES BREAKOUT YEAR
Ebuka Izundu has stepped into a starting role this
season and averaged 10.8 ppg and a team-high 8.8
rebounds per game (5.0 ppg, 3.8 rpg last season).
lzundu has produced six double-doubles.
He ranks second in the ACC in offensive rebounds
(3.4/game) fourth overall in rebounds and sixth in
double-doubles.

DJ Vasiljevic is 63-for-162 (38.9%) from 3-point
range and averaging 11.2 ppg.

He is sixth in the ACC in 3-pointers per game
(2.52) and 3-point field goal percentage.

Vasiljevic had a 33-game streak with at least one
made 3-pointer snapped on Feb. 2 at Virginia. It was
the third-longest streak in Miami history and tied for
the 20th longest in ACC history

Vasiljevic led the ACC in 3-point field goal
percentage last season (41.1%), becoming the fifth
Hurricane to top the conference in 3-point shooting
(first since Malcolm Grant in 2011).

Once every four years, college basketball
programs are permitted to embark on a foreign tour
and given 10 extra summer practices to prepare.

Miami’s last foreign tour was to Spain in 2014.

CANES LOOK TO TOP ACC
EXPECTATIONS ONCE AGAIN

Miami was picked 10th in the Operation Basketball
2018-19 Preseason Poll, released Oct. 25 following a
vote of the league’s media.

In each of Jim Larrafiaga’s first seven seasons,
Miami finished the year in a standing that exceeded
its preseason ACC ranking.

The Canes join Virginia, Duke and UNC as the
lone teams to win 10 or more ACC games each of
the last four years.

Prior to Larrafiaga’s arrival, Miami never had won
10 ACC games in a season.

Miami finished with 11 ACC wins last season, its
third-most conference wins since joining the league
in 2004-05.

WHO’S GONE

Miami lost three players from its 2017-18 squad,
each of whom started at least 18 games: Lonnie
Walker IV, Bruce Brown Jr. and Ja’Quan Newton.

Walker was an Honorable Mention All-ACC pick
and ACC All-Freshman Team honoree last year. He
was selected 18th overall in the NBA Draft by the
San Antonio Spurs.

Brown started 19 games before missing the
remainder of the season with a foot injury. He was
picked 42nd overall in the NBA Draft by Detroit.

Newton played in 127 career games (seventh in
program history) and finished with 1,134 career points.

PROGRAM EARNS PERFECT GSR

The Miami men’s basketball program earned its
first perfect GSR rating, coming in 19 percent above
the NCAA average of 81 percent.
