Miami has nine scholarship players eligible for competition, led by a trio of captains in seniors Davon Reed and
Kamari Murphy, along with junior Ja’Quan Newton. Sophomores Anthony Lawrence and Ebuka Izundu also returned
for the Hurricanes. This season a group of four newcomers comprising Miami’s top recruiting class in program history
donned a UM jersey for the first time. The Canes’ coaching staff reeled in four freshmen in McDonald’s All-American
Dewan Huell, Jordan Brand Classic All-American Bruce Brown, Australian standout Dejan “DJ” Vasiljevic and Rodney
Miller from national powerhouse Oak Hill Academy (Va.). The four-man group was named one of the top 2016 classes in
the country, with a No. 9 ranking from 247Sports, No. 10 from Scout, No. 13 from ESPN and No. 13 from Rivals.

CANES SIGN A TRIO OF TOP-100 PLAYERS

Jim Larrafiaga has signed three ESPN Top 100 players for the 2017 class in McDonald's All-American and Jordan Brand
Classic All-American guard Lonnie Walker (No. 18), guard Chris Lykes (46) and forward Deng Gak (92). New Zealander
Sam Waardenburg also joins the class, and is practicing with the team this spring. This marks the second straight Miami
recruiting class with at least two ESPN Top 100 players, following last year’s signing of Bruce Brown (26) and Dewan
Huell (28).

Walker is a 6-foot-5-inch shooting guard from Reading, Pa., with great ball handling skills and is Miami's highest-
ranked recruit in program history. Lykes is a 5-foot-6-inch explosive do-it-all point guard from Bowie, Md., who plays at
Gonzaga College (D.C.) High School.

He was the first coach to take a mid-major
toa Final Four in 27 years (Penn ‘79) when
his team advanced in 2006.

In 14 years at George Mason, Larrafiaga
led the Patriots to five NCAA Tournament
appearances (2011, 2008, 2006, 2001,
1999), including the 2006 Final Four.

Miami  basketball received APR
(Academic  Progress  Rate)  Public
Recognition Awards for being among the
top 10 percent in APR in its sport. Miami
ranks in the top 10 percent of NCAA men’s
basketball with a 990 APR.

The Miami Department of Athletics
recorded a Graduation Success Rate (GSR)
of 89 percent. Miami’s department-wide
GSR is 16th overall among FBS programs.
UM has exceeded the NCAA average GSR
in each of the last 10 years.

The Canes have averaged 20.0 wins
over the last 11 seasons.

The Hurricanes have made at least one
trey in 963 of 971 games since the NCAA
adopted the 3-point shot in 1986. The last
time Miami was held without a 3-pointer
was Feb. 26, 2014 at Virginia.

Miami has held 822
of its last 823 opponents
to less than 100 points.

THE SERIES - MIAMI VS. CLEMSON

After losing five straight in the series from 2008 to 2011, Miami has won
four of the last six matchups with Clemson, all of which have come with
Coach L at the helm.

The Hurricanes have won their last three home matchups with Clemson
and are 6-3 all-time at home against the Tigers.

Davon Reed finished with a team-high 17 points and Kamari Murphy
finished with seven points and six rebounds in Miami’s 76-65 loss to
Clemson last season.

Tonye Jekiri grabbed 17 rebounds in Miami’s win over Clemson on Feb.
8, 2015. That set a record, then, for most rebounds by a Hurricane in an ACC
game, which he tied again last season against Boston College.

The Hurricanes set a program record for least points allowed in an ACC
game back in 2006 when they held Clemson to 38 points in a 62-38 victory.

CANES' ROSTER DEPLETED

Miami opened the 2016-17 campaign with just nine scholarship players,
and against Georgia Tech, Larrafiaga had expected just six to be available
to play. After a right leg injury sustained in the game at Louisville, Dewan
Huell didn't practice until shootaround on game day. Fellow freshman Bruce
Brown also did not practice until shootaround due to illness. Huell finished
the game with his ACC-best 13 points while Brown played out of position at
the point guard spot, tallying eight points and five assists in 37 minutes.

Ja'Quan Newton was also out against Georgia Tech, as he is currently
serving a three-game suspension for violating team rules. He will return to
the court Feb. 25 vs. Duke.

RANKED OPPONENTS AHEAD FOR MIAMI

Three of Miami's final five regular season games will be played
against teams currently listed in national polls. The Canes, who are
receiving votes in the USA TODAY Coaches Poll, host No. 12/14 Duke
(2/25) next weekend. UM faces two ranked teams on their respective
home courts: No. 14/15 Virginia (2/20) and No. 17/18 Florida State (3/4).

Of Miami's five remaining games, three are against teams ranked
above the Canes in the current ACC standings: Florida State (9-4),
Virginia (8-5) and Duke (9-4). One is against Virginia Tech (7-6), which
is tied with Miami, and one is vs. Clemson (4-9), which is ranked lower in
the ACC.

MIAMI EARNS FIRST HOME VICTORY OVER GEORGIA TECH

With the Feb. 15 win over Georgia Tech, Coach L and Miami have now
defeated all 14 ACC schools at the Watsco Center. The Canes are now 1-2
against GT at home under Larrafaga.

In Larrafiaga's six seasons in the ACC, Miami has at least a.500 overall
record against 11 league opponents. UM has a .500 record or better at
home against 13 teams, and on the road against nine ACC squads. The
Hurricanes have won a road game against all but three league opponents:
Virginia (0-3), Wake Forest (0-3) and Louisville (0-2).

R33D FROM DOWNTOWN

Senior guard Davon Reed has knocked down 52 shots from long
range in the past 17 games. He hit seven at NC State and five against
both Duke and FAU. For the year, he is 65-155 (41.9%) from downtown,
hitting multiple 3-pointers in 18 outings, including three-or-more 12
times.

Reed drained 7-0f-10 shots from long range at NC State, setting his
career high in threes made, on his way to a career-best 26 points. In the
next game, he went 4-of-8 from distance against VT.

Reed has hit at least one three in every game this season (25
games). In 201112, Malcolm Grant tied Jack McClinton's school record
(setin 2008-09) of 35 straight games hitting a 3-point shot.

THE ACC GAUNTLET

Miami opened the 2016-17 conference slate with four of six games
on the road and will end the season with three of four away from home,
which includes road games at No. 14/15 Virginia and No. 17/18 Florida
State, while playing No. 12/14 Duke at home.

Freshman guard Bruce Brown scored 30 points in Miami’s
win over No. 9/6 North Carolina, added to his five assists, four
rebounds, two blocks and a pair of steals. He was 8-0f-11 from
the field, 4-of-6 from three and 10-o0f-13 at the line in his 34
minutes on the hardwood against the Tar Heels.

He continues to re-write the Miami freshman record
book, becoming UM’s first rookie since joining the ACC in
2004-05 to record 30 points. The previous freshman high
was 29 points by Durand Scott at UNC on March 2, 2010.
Brown also set Miami's freshman game record (since 2004-

The figures released by
the NCAA show that the Hurricanes are above the
national average of 84 percent. Miami’s GSR rate is
tied for 15th among Football Bow! Subdivision (FBS)
institutions. The men’s basketball team posted a
GSR score of 91 percent, which is above the national
average, and is tied for 18th among FBS schools.

Among the seven ACC coaches with five-
plus years in the league, in their first five years at
their current school, Coach L is second in overall
wins (118), overall winning percentage (.674), ACC
victories (54), winning percentage in ACC games
only (.614). Among all-time ACC coaches (includes
only seasons coaching at ACC schools during years
as ACC member), Coach L is ranked No. 25 all-time
in ACC wins and No. 29 all-time in overall wins, in
just five years in the league. He is ninth all-time in
winning percentage in ACC games only (.614).

MIAMI BASKETBALL - THE EARLY YEARS

The University of Miami basketball program
was dormant for 14 years from 1971-1985. In 1983
Director of Athletics Sam Jankovich announced the
resurrection of men’s basketball at Miami, with the
reinstatement vote by the UM Board of Trustees
on Oct. 12, 1983. Head coach Bill Foster was hired
March 21,1984, adding assistants Clint Bryant, Seth
Greenberg and Cesar Odio by July 1. On Oct. 15,1984
the first men’s basketball practice in 12 years was
held on the patio in the center of campus, viewed
by more than 200 students. Miami defeated The
Citadel, 85-77, on Nov. 22, 1985, in the first game of
the new era of UM basketball. Tim Harvey was the
staff’s first recruit, a 6-10, 240-pound center from
Plainfield, N.J., who transferred from Georgia Tech.

MIAMI’S LARGEST IN 2016-17

BASKETBALL FACILITY UNDERGOING $1.7 MILLION RENOVATION

In addition to the arena being renamed the Watso Center, the University of Miami basketball facility is
undergoing a $1.7 million renovation. The project, which includes work on areas used by both the men’s
and women's programs, will feature upgrades to the locker rooms, student-athlete lounges, office spaces,
weight room and practice facility hallways. The project is being split into two phases, with the second set to

begin following the 2016-17 season.

The coaches’ offices and hallways of the facility will feature highlights from great moments in Miami
basketball history, as well as photos of select stars from both the men’s and women’s teams. Also on display
will be large-scale images of UM’s ProCanes, as well as the newest Miami adidas gear. The players’ lounge
will feature a gaming center complete with couches and televisions. The walls of the practice facility will
showcase photos of celebrity Canes fans throwing up the U. Student-athletes will have custom lockers and
the sound system in the locker room, lounges and coaches’ offices will be upgraded.

MIAMI ANNOUNCES THE WATSCO CENTER

In October, the University of Miami announced the naming of its multi-purpose entertainment facility
as the Watsco Center. Watsco, Inc., based in Miami, is traded on the New York Stock Exchange and is the
largest distributor of air conditioning, heating and refrigeration products with annual sales of more than $4
billion, 5,000 employees and 563 locations throughout North America. Watsco has provided funding to the
University since the 1990s through its “Watsco’s Kids” program, providing children in the community free
access to performance arts, sports and other events at the University.
