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DR. JULIO FRENK
UNIVERSITY PRESIDENT
UNIVERSIDAD NACIONAL
AUTONOMA DE MEXICO, 1979

Afourth-generation physician whose paternal grandparents fled
Germany in the early 1930s to build a new life in Mexico, Julio Frenk
catalyzed his deep gratitude for the kindness of strangers into a
lifelong mission to improve the health, education, and well-being of
people around the world.

Dr. Frenk became the sixth president of the University of Miami in
August of 2015. He also holds academic appointments as Professor
of Public Health Sciences at the Leonard M. Miller School of Medicine
and as Professor of Health Sector Management and Policy at the
Business School.

Prior to joining the University of Miami, he was the dean for nearly
seven years of the Harvard TH. Chan School of Public Health and
the T & G Angelopoulos Professor of Public Health and International
Development, a joint appointment with the Harvard Kennedy School
of Government.

Julio Frenk served as the Minister of Health of Mexico from 2000
t0 2006. There he pursued an ambitious agenda to reform the nation’s
health system and introduced a program of comprehensive universal
coverage, known as Seguro Popular, which expanded access to
health care for more than 55 million previously uninsured Mexicans.

He was the founding director-general of the National Institute of
Public Health in Mexico, one of the leading institutions of its kind in the
developing world. He also served as executive director in charge of
Evidence and Information for Policy at the World Health Organization
and as senior fellow in the global health program of the Bill & Melinda
Gates Foundation, among other leadership positions.

Dr. Frenk holds a medical degree from the National University
of Mexico, as well as a master of public health and a joint Ph.D. in
Medical Care Organization and in Sociology from the University of
Michigan. He has received honorary degrees from ten universities.
His scholarly production, which includes over 170 articles in academic
journals, as well as many books and book chapters, has been cited
around 19,000 times.

He is a member of the American Academy of Arts and Sciences,
the U.S. National Academy of Medicine, and the National Academy
of Medicine of Mexico. He serves on the boards of the United Nations
Foundation and the Robert Wood Johnson Foundation. He has
received numerous recognitions, including the Clinton Global Citizen
Award for changing the way practitioners and policy makers across
the world think about health, the Bouchet Medal for Outstanding
Leadership presented by Yale University for promoting diversity in
graduate education, and the Welch-Rose Award for Distinguished
Service from the Association of Schools and Programs of Public
Health.In 2017, he was elected as a member of El Colegio Nacional,
one of the most prestigious groups of intellectuals, artists, writers, and
scientists of Mexico.

Julio Frenk was bom in Mexico City in December 1953. He is
married to Dr. Felicia Knaul, a social sector economist, and has four
children.

In summary, Dr. Julio Frenk has an extensive professional record
spanning three decades and a career that has included leadership
positions in all relevant aspects of public health and higher education:
research, teaching, analysis of public policies, institution-building,
international cooperation, and national public service. He has also
been involved in various initiatives to reform higher education.

DAWKINS
FACULTY REPRESENTATIVE
EDWARD WATERS, 1970

Dr. Marvin Dawkins, a distinguished professor in the
Department of Sociology at the University of Miami, is in his ninth
year as the Faculty Athletics Representative. He was named to
the post in April 2012, replacing Clyde McCoy after his 17 years
of service in that role.

In his FAR post, Dawkins is responsible for ensuring the
academic integrity of students participating in University athletic
programs and helping to oversee institutional control of the
Department of Athletics. The Faculty Athletics Representative
serves as a liaison between the University and the athletic
department. This individual is the University’s voting delegate to
the ACC and represents UM with the NCAA and ACC.

Dawkins received his doctorate from Florida State and
completed his postdoctoral research fellowships at Howard
University and The Johns Hopkins University. He previously
served on the faculties of the University of Maryland, Old
Dominion University and the University of Wisconsin-Parkside.

His research focuses on issues of race and social equity
in such areas as education, career aspirations and mobility,
substance abuse prevention, and sports. He has published
widely in these areas, including his most recent article titled
“Race and Pathways to Power in the National Football League”
(with Jomills H. Braddock and Erica Smith), which appears in
American Behavioral Scientist (2012).

He has published widely in these areas. Dr. Dawkins is
coauthor (with Graham C. Kinloch) of the book, African American
Golfers During the Jim Crow Era (Praeger, 2000). His most
recent publications include “African American Golf Clubs in
the Early Development of Black Golf’ in The Western Journal
of Black Studies (2018) and “Challenges to Title IX: A Critical
Race Perspective” in The Negro Educational Review (2019). Dr.
Dawkins serves as the University of Miami's Faculty Athletics
Representative to the Atlantic Coast Conference (ACC) and the
National Collegiate Athletic Association (NCAA). He served as
ACC President for 2017-2018. Dr. Dawkins is also a member of
the Museum Committee of the United States Golf Association
(USGA).
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SENIOR STAFF

BLAKE JAMES
DIRECTOR OF ATHLETICS

Since taking over as the University of Miami's Director
of Athletics in 2013, Blake James has transformed The U,
spearheading significant advances in all aspects of the
department, including in student-athlete support, facility upgrades,
ticket sales, broadcast capabilities, academic achievement as
well as in the number of postseason appearances.

Miami has captured five NCAA individual championships,
six ACC team titles and 65 individual ACC titles since James
became Director of Athletics. Miami's recent success continues
to garner both James and UM national recognition. In 2019,
James concluded a two-year term as Chair of the NCAA Division |
Council, the group responsible for the day-to-day decision-making
for all of Division | Athletics. In 2019, he was one of five nominees
for the 2019 SportsBusiness Journal Athletic Director of the Year.
In 2017, James was selected as one of four Division | recipients
of the 2016-17 Under Armour Athletic Director of the Year award
from the National Association of Collegiate Directors of Athletics
(NACDA). This summer, he was selected as the ACC’s Chair of
the Athletic Directors for the 2020-21 academic year.

James has always placed a strong emphasis on academics
and community outreach during his seven-plus years as Miami’s
Director of Athletics. A record 237 UM student-athletes made the
2019-20 ACC Honor Roll. Every team posted at least a 3.0 grade
point average in the spring semester and the football team’s
spring semester and cumulative GPAs also set team records.
Nine programs were recognized for perfect single-year scores
of 1,000 in the latest NCAA Academic Progress Report, and five
programs -- men’s and women'’s cross country, golf, and men’s
and women’s tennis teams -- earned Public Recognition Awards
for teams finishing in the Top 10 percent of their respective sports
based on the most recent multi-year APR.

Hurricane student-athletes placed fourth nationally in this past
year's NCAA Team Works Helper Helper Community Service
Competition, their third consecutive Top 10 finish. Miami’s rowing,
soccer and men’s track & field/cross country teams each finished
second in their respective competitions, while football placed
third.

On the fundraising front, despite a challenging climate,
the Hurricane Club raised close to $11 million in 2019-2020,
including $1.5 million in commitments to support the endowed
scholarship fund, ten new Golden Canes Society Members and
three new seven-figure gifts -- one being the largest gift in UM
baseball history from a former student-athlete. The Sixth Annual
Celebration of Women'’s Athletics, held this past February, raised
a record $650,000 with a record attendance of more than 550.

On the facilities front, UM’s new state-of-the art Jimmy and
Kim Klotz Baseball Player Development Center opened this past
summer, one of numerous facility projects Miami has completed
during James'’ tenure.

In 2018, the $40 million Carol Soffer Indoor Practice Facility
opened for use, encompassing not just indoor practice fields
for football, but also new football coaches offices, new football
reception and recruiting areas, weight room renovations and new
coaches offices for golf, rowing, soccer and volleyball. Other
recent facility enhancements include the opening of the Schwartz

artificial and natural playing surfaces and lights on the Greentree
Practice Fields; a center-hung scoreboard inside the Watsco
Center; renovations to the men’s and women’s basketball offices
at Watsco Center; renovations to the Hecht Athletic Center; and a
new videoboard for the Neil Schiff Tennis Center.

In 2018, UM set a record for football season tickets at Hard
Rock Stadium (46,738) and also posted the school’s highest
average attendance at Hard Rock Stadium (61,469). From
2015-18, men’s basketball tickets sold out for three consecutive
seasons for the first time in school history.

In addition, Miami has built its broadcast, communications and
marketing departments into one of the nation’s leaders in digital
media and video production. Miami has continually ranked at the
top of the conference in the number of live ACC Network Extra
broadcasts each year and produced numerous ACC Network
linear telecasts during the network’s debut this past year. James
was also instrumental in helping Miami strike one of the largest
apparel deals in the country with adidas.

Prior to being named AD, James served Miami Athletics in the
roles of Interim AD and Senior Associate AD for Development and
Ticket Operations, where he oversaw the day-to-day operations
of development, ticket sales and ticket operations. He also was
a member of the Hurricanes” senior staff and provided sport
supervision.

James returned to UM after spending seven years at the
University of Maine, where he first served as Senior Associate
Athletic Director before serving as Director of Athletics from
2005 to 2010. During his tenure at Maine, athletics experienced
tremendous success, including three trips to the Frozen Four
for the men’s ice hockey program and NCAA playoff berths for
football, baseball (two), women’s basketball and softball. James
implemented a comprehensive $17 million facility improvement
plan at Maine, which included an indoor practice facility and
numerous other facility upgrades and renovations. Academically,
the program flourished, earning the conference academic cup
twice and student-athletes maintaining a 3.0 GPA or above.

Prior to his stint at Maine, James worked in athletic
development at Providence College, where he established the
“Friars Forever” campaign and the Friar Athletic Fund.

James is no stranger to South Florida, beginning his athletic
career with UM, working in ticket sales, corporate sales and
athletic development. In 1995, he was hired as Miami's Director
of Ticket Sales, serving in that capacity until 1997, when he
was named an athletic development officer at the University of
Nebraska. He returned to Miami in 1998 as the Director of Major
Gifts and Corporate Sales and was promoted to the Director
of Athletic Development at Miami in 2000 before moving on to
Providence in 2002.

James graduated from Minnesota State University - Mankato
with a Bachelor’s degree in Marketing in 1992, and later received
his Master’s degree in Sports Administration from St. Thomas
University in 1994. He and his wife, Kelly, have two children --
daughter, Haley, and son, Ryan.

Jennifer Strawley joined the University of Miami on June 18,
2012 and currently serves as Deputy Director of Athletics and
Chief Operating Officer. She also serves as the department’s
Senior Woman Administrator.

Serving as the second-in-command, Strawley provides
strategic direction for the department and assists the Director
of Athletics with the day-to-day operations. She is the sport
administrator for football, soccer, women'’s basketball and women'’s
tennis.  Strawley leads the department's strategic planning
initiatives, policy development and implementation, coordination of
department and coaches meetings and gender equity and inclusion
initiatives. She oversees the areas of human resources, sports
medicine, academic services, equipment / Adidas, video services
and student-athlete development, as well as serves as a liaison to
various campus groups, the ACC and the NCAA.

Strawley played a key role in the hiring of head football coaches
Mark Richt and Manny Diaz. In addition, she was instrumental
in the development of Miami’'s annual Celebration of Women's
Athletics recognizing the achievements of Miami's female student-
athletes while raising money to support women'’s athletics.

Actively engaged in intercollegiate athletics nationally, Strawley
has served on various committees within the NCAA and the
ACC. She currently serves on the ACC Television Committee,
the ACC Women'’s Basketball foresight committee, the ACC Equity
Committee, the ACC Infractions and Sportsmanship Review
Committee, the ACC Football Schedulers Group, and the NCAA
Division | Women’s Basketball Oversight Committee. She also
serves on the board of directors for Women's Leaders in College
Sports and the Women’s Basketball Coaches Association.

Prior to UM, Strawley concluded her second tour with the NCAA
as the Director of Academic and Membership Affairs. In this role,
Strawley was instrumental in providing leadership in the areas
of academic governance and development of academic policy.
Strawley served on the senior management team and was involved
in a variety of other internal operations.

Strawley rejoined the NCAA after serving as the Associate
Athletics Director for Intercollegiate Sport Programs and Senior
Woman Administrator at Columbia University from 2007-10.
While at Columbia, she oversaw numerous varsity sport programs
including football and was the athletics program liaison for gender
equity and diversity initiatives. Strawley was a member of the
department's Executive Management Team.

Prior to her tenure at Columbia, Strawley was the Director of
Membership Services and Student-Athlete Reinstatement at the
NCAA. In this role, she provided oversight of the student-athlete
reinstatement process and was instrumental in the implementation
of the student first philosophy. Strawley served as a liaison to
numerous NCAA committees, including the NCAA Divisions |, Il
and Il Student-Athlete Reinstatement Committees and the NCAA
Olympic Sports Liaison Committee
Strawley first joined the NCAA in 1998 as an enforcement services
intern.

In his current position, Layton is responsible for managing
the department’s business office, marketing, digital strategies,
communications, ticket sales, client experience, ticket operations,
analytics, video production, and broadcast departments.

Additionally, Layton has oversight of all departmental
licensing matters, Hurricane Sports Properties, and serves as the
department liaison for all ACC finance and ACC Network matters.

Since his arrival, Miami has seen exceptional growth in ticket
sales, licensing revenue, and video production services in both
content and broadcast with ESPN and the newly formed ACC
Network.

Under Layton’s guidance, Miami has seen unprecedented
growth in football attendance, including the most season ticket
holders in university history (46,738) during the 2018 season.
2018 overall attendance average, 61,469 fans, ranking first in
the nation among stadiums with seating capacities under 70,000.

The 2017 season averaged 58,682 fans, ranking second in
the nation among stadiums with seating capacities under 70,000.
During the 2016 season, the Hurricanes totaled 42,000 season
ticket holders, averaging 58,572 fans per game — the 27th-highest
total in the nation and leader among all Power Five schools in
percentage increase on a year-to-year basis (23 percent).

Miami also sold out its entire 2015-16, 2016-17, 2017-18
men’s basketball season ticket allotments, marking the first time
in Hurricane Athletics history that a team has sold out its season
ticket allotment in back-to-back-to-back seasons.

Layton serves as the primary contact for ESPN, overseeing
the recent launch of the ACC Network, first in digital format in
August 2016, and building to the linear network in the fall of 2019.

Layton, a Florida native, arrived in Miami after spending
the 2012-2014 seasons at Colorado State University, where he
served as the department’s Senior Associate Athletics Director
for Sales and Marketing. During his time in Fort Collins, Colo.,
Layton's ticket sales plans drove double-digit increases in
football, volleyball, men’s basketball and women’s basketball
revenue and tickets sold.

Before he arrived at Colorado State, Layton spent 13 years
with the Tampa Bay Buccaneers. In his 13 years with the club, he
handled a variety of responsibilities including sales, marketing,
ticket operations, luxury suite operations, advertising, accounting,
finance, and purchasing. Layton began his career with the
Buccaneers as a customer service representative in 1999 before
elevating to the role of Senior Director of Business Administration
in 2011.

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WATSCO CENTER

The Watsco Center is a 200,000 square foot, 7,972-seat
arena that is home to the University of Miami men’s and
women’s basketball teams. It was called the BankUnited
Center from 2005-16 and the UM Convocation Center from
2003-05.

Watsco, Inc., based in Miami, is traded on the NYSE
and is the largest distributor of air conditioning, heating
and refrigeration products, with annual sales approaching
$5 billion, 6,000 employees and over 600 locations
throughout North America. Watsco has provided funding
to the University since the 1990s through its ‘Watsco Kids'
program, providing children in the community free access to
performance arts, sports and other events at the University.

The Canes opened the arena Jan. 4, 2003, with an
overtime win over North Carolina. Since then, Miami has

won the ACC regular-season championship in the building
and hosted NCAA women'’s basketball tournament games.
Since its opening, the arena has hosted a number of
memorable events and sold-out shows, including Coldplay,
DaBaby, Drake, The Fray, Green Day, Kodak Black, John
Mayer and Lil Baby. It has also served as the setting for
televised events and award shows such as the 2004
Presidential Debates, All Elite Wrestling, Billboard's Latin
Music Awards, Premio Lo Nuestro, Premios Juventud, The
X Factor and Unplugged featuring Ricky Martin and Thalia.
The venue has welcomed world-renowned figures and
politicians, including His Holiness the Dalai Lama, former
United States Presidents Bill Clinton and Barack Obama,
former Secretary of State Hillary Clinton, former Vice
President Joe Biden and late Senator John McCain.

FIELDHOUSE

The 29,000-square foot on-campus practice facility
that is conveniently located adjacent to the Watsco
Center opened in March 2009. The facility houses a pair
of full-sized basketball courts with 14 baskets, as well as
a multi-purpose room to host a variety of events. Miami
basketball players have access to the secure facility 24
hours per day, allowing the Hurricanes court time at any
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time throughout the year. UM players use the facility for
both conditioning and practice sessions, as well as for
individual workouts and pick-up games. The Fieldhouse
was also honored for its sustainability components,
earning the LEED Gold designation, established by the
U.S. Green Building Council & verified by the Green
Building Certification Institute.
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In his nine seasons at the University of Miami, head
coach Jim Larrafiaga has led the Hurricanes to four
NCAA Tournament appearances, including two trips to
the Sweet 16, and won the 2013 ACC regular-season
and tournament titles. He has been named the Associ-
ated Press, Naismith, USBWA and Henry Iba National
Coach of the Year, twice was both the ACC and USBWA
District Coach of the Year and was the 2013 NABC
District Coach of the Year.

Larrafiaga has posted three 25-win seasons at UM
— the only Miami coach to do so — and five in his career.
He also has recorded six 20-win campaigns at Miami
and 12 in his career. In conference action, the Canes
have won nine or more league games in six of nine
seasons, while prior to Larrafiaga’s arrival, Miami had
never won more than eight ACC games in a season.
Larrafiaga has helped the Canes to 18 postseason
victories, including four in the NCAA Tournament (three
appearances), nine in the ACC Tournament (eight) and
five in the NIT (two).

Over the last nine years, Miami ranks fifth in total
ACC wins (

Miami's 51 total road wins in the past nine seasons
are fourth-most among ACC teams during Larrafiaga’s
tenure and its 83 total victories away from home place
fourth time. During that same stretch, the Hurricanes are
fifth in overall ACC wins (87), ACC road triumphs (33)
and ACC home victories (54). In the six years prior to
Larrafiaga’s arrival, when the ACC had only 12 teams,
Miami was tied for ninth in ACC victories (36) and won
just 10 total ACC road games.

Miami has seen unprecedented fan interest in
the program under Larrafiaga. In 2017-18, for the
third straight season, Miami sold out its season-ticket
allotment at the Watsco Center. The 2015-16 season
marked the first time in Miami Hurricanes’ history that
any team sold out of season tickets.

From 2017-19, Miami was one of two ACC programs,
alongside Duke, to have a player selected in each NBA
Draft. Four total Hurricanes were picked in that span,
including Lonnie Walker IV going No. 18 in 2018.

Miami played in its fourth NCAA Tournament in the
past six years in 2017-18, claiming a No. 6 seed in the
South Region. The Hurricanes tied for third in the ACC
and finished the season with a 22-10 mark, including
an 11-7 record in conference play. The Canes were
nationally ranked for 15 weeks, reaching as high as No.
6 in the polls.

Freshman Lonnie Walker IV was named Honorable
Mention All-ACC, becoming the first freshman all-con-
ference honoree in program history. He also was named
to the ACC All-Freshman Team. Miami earned road
wins over then-No. 12 Minnesota and then-No. 9 North
Carolina, the fourth straight year and the sixth time in

Larrafiaga’s seven seasons that the Canes defeated two
or more top-15 teams.

The 2015-16 Hurricanes played their way into the
NCAA Tournament's Sweet 16 for the second time in
four seasons, and just the third time in school history.

In 2012-13, Larrafiaga helped Miami to a No. 2
national ranking by both the AP and USA TODAY and
a No. 2 seed in the NCAA tournament. At the time, he
was the 10th coach in the last 10 years to lead two
top-10 programs, as Miami was No. 2 on Feb. 18, 2013,
and George Mason was No. 8 in the final Top 25 poll
in 2006.

Individually, Shane Larkin earned the ACC Player
of the Year and Lute Olson National Player of the Year
awards, as well as All-American status and finalist nods
for the Bob Cousy, John Wooden and James Naismith
player of the year honors before declaring early for the
2013 NBA Draft. Larkin was also the ACC Tournament
MVP, on the ACC All-Defensive Team and a Defensive
All-American. Durand Scott was the ACC Defensive
Player of the Year.

Larrafiaga came to Miami after serving as the head
coach at George Mason for 14 seasons. He guided the
program to five NCAA Tournament appearances (1999,
2001, 2006, 2008, 2011), including an unprecedented
run to the 2006 Final Four that captured the nation’s
attention, as the Patriots defeated Michigan State, North
Carolina, Wichita State and UConn along the way.
Following that run, Larrafiaga was selected the 2006
Clair Bee National Coach of the Year.

Larrafiaga built the George Mason program into a
perennial contender in the highly-regarded Colonial Ath-
letic Association, winning more games than any other
coach in program and conference history (273) en route
to three conference titles (1999, 2001, 2008).

In 2006, Larrafiaga became the first coach at a
mid-major school to take his team to the Final Four in
27 years and earned the CAA's first NCAA tournament
at-large berth in 20 years. Along the way, he led Mason
to a school record in wins, its first-ever national ranking,
its first-ever appearance in the Top 10 and its first wins
over Top 10 teams.

Larrafiaga served as the head coach at Bowling
Green for 11 seasons (1986-1997) and at Division ||
American International for two seasons (1977-79).

At Bowling Green, he made an immediate impact
in his first season. In 1986-87, the Falcons were the
nation’s most improved team under a first-year head
coach that took over a program with a losing record,
posting a 15-14 record for an eight-game improvement
over the previous season. Larrafiaga went on to record
a 170-144 mark in 11 years at Bowling Green, earning
1997 Mid-American Conference Coach of the Year
honors after leading Bowling Green to a 22-10 record, a
conference regular season co-championship and a berjh

in the NIT. The 22 victories were the most by a Bowling
Green team in 47 years and the 13 conference wins
were the second- highest total in BGSU history.

Larrafiaga’s 170 victories at Bowling Green ranked
second all-time on the Falcons’ coaching list and he was
only the second coach to record consecutive postsea-
son appearances. Larrafiaga led his squad to NIT berths
in 1990 (18-11) and again in 1991 (17-13), the first time
the Falcons enjoyed back-to-back postseason appear-
ances since the early ‘60s. Bowling Green won better
than 60 percent of its games in Larrafiaga’s last four
years, recording a 70-44 mark during that stretch. The
Falcons finished fourth or better in the MAC in five of
Larrafiaga’s 11 seasons and he is among the winningest
coaches in MAC history.

Larrafiaga received his first head coaching position
in 1977 when he was named to the post at American
International, a Division Il program in Springfield, Mass.
Taking over a team that had suffered through five con-
secutive losing seasons prior to his arrival, Larrafiaga
turned AIC into a winning program in his first year and
compiled a 28-25 mark in two seasons.

Larrafiaga’s first coaching opportunity came at
Davidson College from 1971-76, serving as an assistant
coach to Terry Holland. Davidson captured three South-
ern Conference regular-season championships and
an NIT berth in his five years there, and he compiled a
47-12 record doubling as the freshman team coach. In
1976, he left Davidson and spent one season as play-
er-coach for the Geronemo Basketball Club in Belgium.

After his two-year stint at American International,
Larrafiaga was reunited with Holland at the University of
Virginia in April 1979. An assistant coach under Holland
at UVA for seven seasons from 1979-86, he helped the
Cavaliers reach the NCAA Final Four on two occasions
(1981 and 1984), finish in the top five of the AP and UPI
polls and average more than 24 victories per season.
The Cavaliers were 169-62, won three regular-season
Atlantic Coast Conference championships and made
four NCAA Tournament appearances in that span.
Virginia also made a pair of NIT appearances, winning
the NIT Championship in 1980. Larrafiaga was on the
staff during the careers of three-time National Player
of the Year Ralph Sampson and NBA first-round draft
choice Olden Polynice.

A 1971 graduate of Providence College with a degree
in economics, Larrafiaga was a four-year letterman for
the Friars. As the team captain in his senior season, he
led Providence to a 20-8 record and an NIT appearance.
He graduated as the school’s fifth all-time leading scorer
with 1,258 points and was selected in the sixth round of
the draft by the Detroit Pistons of the National Basketball
Association. He was the team’s top scorer as a sopho-
more and junior and was named New England’s Division
| Sophomore of the Year in 1969. He was inducted into
the Providence College Hall of Fame in 1991.

Larrafiaga and his wife, Liz, have two sons and four
grandchildren. Their son, Jay, played for his father at
Bowling Green, was the head coach of the NBDL's
Erie Bayhawks and is now an assistant coach with
the Boston Celtics. Jon was a member of his father’s
George Mason teams from 1999-2003, earning first
team Academic All-America honors for NCAA Division
{ AAAA schools.

CHRIS CAPUTO

Associate Head Coach | 10th Season at Miami (19th Overall)

Chris Caputo is in his 10th season
with the Hurricanes and his 19th
year on head coach Jim Larrafiaga’s
staff in 2020-21. He has worked 15
prior seasons as an assistant, with
his primary responsibilities including
recruiting and scouting the opposition.
In May 2015, Caputo was elevated to
associate head coach at Miami and
also took on the role as the team’s
defensive coordinator.

In his nine seasons at The U,
Caputo has coached the Hurricanes
to six postseason berths, four NCAA
appearances and two Sweet 16 nods.
He helped Miami claim the 2013 ACC
regular season and ACC Tournament
titles, as well as earn a spot in the
2015 NIT title game. During Caputo’s
tenure, the Hurricanes have three 25-
win seasons and achieved a national
ranking as high as No. 2.

Under Caputo’s tutelage, Miami
was one of just two ACC schools,
along with Duke, to have a player
selected in the NBA Draft each year
from 2016-19, with Dewan Hernandez
(formerly Huell) the most recent.

In back-to-back seasons, he
helped Miami secure a top-15
recruiting class, beginning with the
2016 haul of McDonald’s All-American
Dewan Huell, Jordan Brand Classic
All-American Bruce Brown Jr., Dejan
Vasiljevic and Rodney Miller. For the
2017-18 campaign, Caputo helped
ink three ESPN Top 100 players in
McDonald’s All-American and Jordan
Brand Classic All-American guard
Lonnie Walker IV (No. 13), guard
Chris Lykes (48) and forward Deng
Gak (94). Sam Waardenburg also
joined the class in the spring of 2017.
This group was top-10 by 247Sports,
ESPN and Scout.

Miami went 22-10 in 2017-18,
reaching the NCAA Tournament for
the third straight season, matching a
program record. After finishing 11-7
and tying for third place in league play,
the Hurricanes earned the No. 6 seed
in the NCAA South Regional. Walker
and Brown each were selected in the
NBA Draft following the season, as
Walker was a first-round pick (No. 18
overall), while Brown went No. 42.

For the third straight season, Miami
sold out its season ticket allotment
at the Watsco Center. The 2015-16
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season was the first time in Miami
Hurricanes history that any team sold .
out of season tickets.

In that 2015-16 campaign, Caputo
coached the Hurricanes to a tie for
second in the ACC standings and an
appearance in the NCAA Sweet 16.
Miami earned a No. 3 seed in the Big
Dance and ended the season ranked
No. 10 by the Associated Press and
No. 8 in the USA Today Coaches Poll.
The Canes’ 27 overall wins were the
second-most in school history and
13 ACC wins were highlighted by a
perfect 9-0 league mark at home.

During the 2012-13 campaign,
Caputo and the Hurricanes posted a
historic year, winning the ACC regular
season and tournament title, then
playing in the Sweet 16 after earning a
No. 2 seed in the NCAA Tournament.
Miami was ranked as high as No. 2 in
the country, winning 29 total games,
including 15 in ACC play. He helped
lead Miami to four 20+ point wins over
ACC opponents, including a 27-point
rout of No. 1 Duke and victories
against North Carolina (+26), Florida
State (+24) and Boston College (+22).

Before his arrival at Miami in 2011,
Caputo played a major role in George
Mason'’s run to the Final Four in 2006,
putting together scouting reports to
prepare the Patriots as they played
nationally-ranked teams and future
NBA players in nearly every round.

He also helped lead the Patriots
to the postseason for a Mason-record
four straight seasons, including NCAA
berths in 2008 and 2011.

Prior to becoming an assistant
coach, Caputo worked on Larrafiaga’s
staff as the video coordinator and ad-
ministrative assistant for three years.

A native of Elmhurst, N.Y., Caputo
is a 2002 graduate of Westfield
(Mass.) State University with a
degree in finance and economics.

He was a four-year letter winner as a
point guard for the Division IIl Owls,
and served as captain and earned

the team’s Outstanding Contributor
Award as a senior. A 1998 graduate
of Archbishop Molloy High School -
Larrafiaga’s alma mater - Caputo, too,
played for legendary head coach Jack
Curran.

Caputo and his wife, Julie, have
two daughters, Lily and Charlotte.

Assistant Coach | Second Season at Miami (25th Overall)

Bill Courtney is in his second
season serving as an assistant
coach at the University of Miami.
This is Courtney’s second stint on
Jim Larrafiaga’s coaching staff, as
he worked under Larrafiaga as an
assistant from 1996-2005 at Bowl-
ing Green and George Mason.

In his first year in Coral Gables,
Fla., Courtney helped Miami sign a
pair of consensus top-100 recruits
in Earl Timberlake and Matt Cross.
Both Courtney and Timberlake, who
finished No. 35 in the 247Sports
Composite and placed No. 32 on
Rivals’ list, hail from the Wash-
ington, D.C., metro area. Cross,
meanwhile, checked in at No. 86 in
the 247Sports Composite list.

Courtney has over 20 years of
college coaching experience, both
as an assistant and a head coach.
Before coming to Miami, Courtney
most recently worked for two years
as an assistant coach at DePaul.
During his time under Larrafiaga
at George Mason, Courtney was
largely credited with recruiting the
core of players that helped the
Patriots to the 2006 NCAA Final
Four. He spent eight seasons as an
assistant and associate head coach
(1997-2005) with the Patriots, aiding
the program to two regular season
CAA titles and four postseason
bids, including trips to the NCAA
Tournament in 1999 and 2001.

After working as an assistant
coach from 1995-2010, Courtney
served as the head coach at Cornell
from 2010-16. He has been part
of four conference championship
teams during his coaching career,
including the 2006-07 Virginia squad
that won the ACC regular season
title and advanced to the second
round of the NCAA Tournament.

Courtney has racked up nine
postseason appearances during his

coaching career, including including
three NCAA Tournaments, four NITs
and two CBI appearances. He has
served as an assistant at American
(1995-96), Bowling Green (1996-
97), George Mason (1997-2005),
Providence (2005-06), Virginia
(2006-09), Virginia Tech (2009-10)
and DePaul (2017-19).

Courtney played professionally
for the Philadelphia Spirit of the
United States Basketball League
(USBL) and for the Milwaukee
Bucks’ NBA Summer League team
in 1992. He then spent two years
playing professional basketball in
Hong Kong. He earned the league’s
most valuable player award and col-
lected the 1993 Asian All-Star Game
MVP Award. Courtney also played
in the Philippines for one season.

Courtney earned First Team
All-Patriot League accolades during
his junior and senior seasons, serv-
ing as team captain both years. As
a junior in 1990-91, he totaled 619
points to set a single-season school
record that stood for 22 years until
NBA second-round pick Mike Mus-
cala broke it in 2013. That mark still
ranks third in Bison history, while his
1,499 career still check in at No. 12
all-time.

A native of Alexandria, Va.,
Courtney earned a bachelor’s
degree in education from Bucknell
in 1992 and was named to the
Bucknell Athletics Hall of Fame in
2007.

ADAM FISHER

Assistant Coach | Eighth Season at Miami (sixth as AC)

Adam Fisher is in his seventh
season at the University of Miami
and fifth as an assistant coach for
the Hurricanes in 2018-19. He was
promoted to assistant coach in May
2015 after spending two years as the
director of basketball operations for
the Hurricanes.

The Hurricanes reached the
NCAA Tournament in each of
Fisher’s first three seasons as an
assistant coach, including a run to
the Sweet 16 in 2016. Fisher also
has coached the Canes to three
straight 20-win campaigns, matching
a program record.

Under Fisher’s guidance, Miami
was one of just two ACC schools,
along with Duke, to have a player
selected in the NBA Draft each year
from 2017 to 2019, with Dewan
Hernandez (formerly Huell) the most
recent. In April 2020, Silver Waves
Media tabbed Fisher as one of the
top 50 high-major assistant coaches
in the country.

Miami went 22-10 during the
2017-18 season, including an 11-7
record and third-place finish in ACC
play. The Hurricanes then earned
the No. 6 seed in the NCAA South
Regional. Lonnie Walker IV had a
strong freshman campaign, earning
Honorable Mention All-ACC and
ACC All-Freshman Team honors.
Walker and Bruce Brown Jr. each
were selected in the NBA Draft
following the season, as Walker was
a first-round pick (No. 18 overall),
while Brown was picked No. 42.

For the third straight season,
Miami sold out its season ticket
allotment at the Watsco Center. The
2015-16 season was the first time
in Miami Hurricanes history that any
team sold out of season tickets.

Fisher and the Hurricanes’ coach-
ing staff reeled in top-15 recruiting
class in back-to-back seasons in
2016-17 and 2017-18, marking the
best classes in program history. For
the 2017-18 campaign, the staff
inked three ESPN Top 100 players
in McDonald's All-American and
Jordan Brand Classic All-American
guard Lonnie Walker IV (No. 13),
guard Chris Lykes (48) and forward
Deng Gak (94). New Zealander Sam
Waardenburg also joined the class
for the spring semester in 2017.
This class was ranked top-10 by

247Sports, ESPN and Scout.

The previous year, in 2016-17, the
staff signed McDonald’s All-Amer-
ican Dewan Huell, Jordan Brand
Classic All-American Bruce Brown Jr.,
Australian standout Dejan Vasiljevic
and Rodney Miller Jr. from national
powerhouse Oak Hill Academy (Va.).
Both Huell and Brown were consensus
five-star, top-30 recruits.

Fisher came to Miami after spending
two seasons at Penn State. Promoted
to Director of Player Development in
2012, Fisher served as video coordina-
tor in his first season upon returning to
his alma mater in 2011.

Fisher served the previous two
seasons as director of basketball
operations at Boston University, helping
the Terriers to back-to-back 21-win
seasons and post-season appearances
both years. The Terriers went 21-14
in 2010-11, winning the America East
Conference Championship and advanc-
ing to their first NCAA Tournament since
2002. The Terriers also went 21-14 in
2009-10 and earned a CBI tournament
berth, reaching the semifinals.

Fisher worked as a graduate manag-
er for Villanova from 2007-09, while
working on his master’s degree in ed-
ucation leadership, which he earned in
2009. Fisher worked under Jay Wright
at Villanova, serving as an assistant
recruiting coordinator while helping
in film exchange with opponents and
conference members. During Fisher's
time at Villanova, the Wildcats reached
the Sweet 16 in 2008 and won the East
Regional in 2009 to reach the Final
Four with a then-school-record 30 wins.

At Villanova, Fisher also assisted
the director of basketball operations
and worked as the assistant camp
coordinator in the summers of 2007
and 2008. When Wright was named
the head coach of the 2007 U.S. Pan
America team, Fisher assisted him and
the squad with various duties during
tryouts and the preliminary rounds.

Fisher graduated from Penn State
with a bachelor’s degree in kinesiology
in 2006. While there, he worked for
three seasons as head student manag-
er and then one season as a graduate
manager. Fisher assisted with player
workouts, handled administrative duties
and helped with team travel.

A native of Jamison, Pa., Fisher
resides in Coral Gables, Fla., with his
wife, Rebecca, and daughter, Alivia.

Director of Operations | Fourth Season

Lamont Franklin is in his fourth
season as Miami's director of
men’s basketball operations after
joining the staff in April 2017.

A 20-year basketball veteran,
Franklin wears many hats, assisting
head coach Jim Larrafiaga with
various aspects of the Miami program.
His responsibilities include managing
the budget, speaking engagements,
community service, team travel,
oversight of both support staff and
equipment, as well as assisting
with on-campus recruiting. Franklin
also serves as the staff liaison to
numerous areas within the athletics
department, including academics,
compliance, facilities, marketing,
ticketing and  communications.

Three Hurricanes have been
selected in the NBA Draft since
Franklin  joined the Hurricanes,
including Lonnie Walker 1V, who
was the No. 18 pick in 2018 draft.
During his first year on staff, Miami
went 22-10, tied for third in ACC at
11-7 and equaled a program record
by reaching the NCAA Tournament
for the third consecutive season.

After completing his playing days
as a three-year starter at point guard
for UNC Wilmington, Franklin's
coaching career received a quick
jumpstart when he joined the staff at
his alma mater as an assistant coach
just three months after graduation in
1997. In that season, Franklin helped
UNCW to its first 20-win campaign,
first postseason appearance and
second consecutive regular season
league title. Following one year
on the sidelines in Wilmington,
Franklin then moved on to Howard
University ~ for two  seasons.

Following his stint at Howard,
Franklin joined the staff at Mount St.
Mary’s University, working alongside
legendary coach Jim “Bow-Tie”
Phelan, before moving on to Florida
A&M University. After arriving on
campus at FAMU, he played a key
role in landing a strong recruiting
class anchored by Terrance Woods,

who went on to lead the NCAA in 3-point
shooting for two consecutive seasons. At
the conclusion of his first season at
FAMU, Franklin was promoted to
associate head coach and then assisted
in the Rattlers’ first winning season in 10
years. In the summer of 2003, he returned
to his home state of Maryland and joined
the staff at Towson University. Following
his time with the Tigers, Franklin
moved on to the College of Charleston
where he served at assistant coach.

Franklin spent the next three seasons
as the head boys’ basketball coach at
Cedar Park Christian School in Seattle.
In his final season at the helm, he led the
Eagles to the highest state tournament
finish in school history. In two out of
three seasons the Eagles qualified for
the WIAA state tournament in Yakima,
Wash., with Franklin receiving Coach of
the Year honors in his final two seasons.

From 2009-11, Franklin served as
the first-ever head basketball coach
at Johnson & Wales University,
Charlotte. He played an integral role
in helping to lay the foundation for
the entire athletic department at the
university as it made the transition to
intercollegiate  athletics  competition.

Franklin arrived in Miami in the
spring of 2017 after making his return
to coaching in 2015. Prior to his return,
he worked in corporate America as a
sales solutions specialist for Microsoft
Corporation in Charlotte from 2011-14.

A 1997 graduate of UNCW with a
degree in information systems, Franklin
also received an MBA in sports marketing
& management from UNC Charlotte in
2010. At UNCW, he was a four-year letter
winner and was team co-captain his last
two seasons. Franklin was an All-CAA
Defensive Team selection in his senior
year and was named the team’'s most
outstanding defender in his final two
seasons.

He is married to Lisa Franklin. They
have three children, Cameron, Kennedy
and Braedon.
