GAME 19

e Carolina returns to the Smith Center for the
first time in more than two weeks as the Tar
Heels host Miami on Monday, February 8, at
7 p.m.

e Miami is the second opponent UNC will play
twice this season (NC State). The Tar Heels
edged the Canes, 67-65, on a late basket by
Andrew Platek on Jan. 5. More details on that
game on pages 2 and 14.

e UNC is 12-6, 7-4 in the ACC after a 91-87
win at Duke on Saturday. The Tar Heels have
won seven of their last nine games in 2021.
e Miami is 7-11, 3-10 in the ACC. The Canes
defeated Duke, 77-75, on Feb. 1 then lost

in overtime, 80-76, on Saturday. Miami has
dropped five of its last six.

e Six Tar Heels scored in double figures, UNC
53.1 percent from the floor, shot 66.7 percent
from three-point range (10 of 15) and had

a season-high in fastbreak points (27) and
points off turnovers (28) in the win at Duke.
e Freshman point guard Caleb Love made a
season-high four threes and led UNC with 25
points and seven assists, also both personal
bests this season. He became the first Tar
Heel ever with at least 25 points and seven
assists at Duke.

e More notes from the UNC-Duke game are on
page 16.

e The win was No. 897 for Roy Williams. He
is three victories shy of 900 and six from
surpassing Bob Knight for the third-most wins
by a Division | head coach.

OFFENSIVE IMPROVEMENTS

e Carolina scored a season-high 91 points
(including a season-best 50 points in a half in
the second) and shot 53.1 percent from the
floor at Duke.

e Carolina has scored 80 or more points five
times this season, including four of the last
seven games. In 18 seasons under Roy Wil-
liams, UNC has scored 80 or more points 350
times in 637 games (54.9 percent).

e With the win over the Blue Devils, Carolina
is 311-39 under Williams when it scores at
least 80 points, a winning percentage of .889.
e Carolina scored 91 points on 89 possessions
at Duke, its best points per possession this
season at 1.02.

e UNC has registered a points per possession
of .90 or better five times this season — all in
the last six games (except at Clemson).

e Carolina shot 51.6 percent from the floor in
the first half, 54.5 percent in the second and
53.1 for the game at Duke.

e UNC has shot 50 percent or better from the

floor in six of the last nine halves (accomplished
that five times in the first 27 halves).

e UNC has shot 50 percent or better from the
floor in three of the last four games (.544 vs. NC
State, .525 at Pittsburgh and .531 at Duke).
Those are the first three times this season UNC
has shot 50 percent.

e Carolina is 3-0 this season and 217-9 in 18
seasons under Roy Williams when it shoots 50
percent from the floor.

BACK ON HOME TURF

e Carolina is back at the Smith Center after
three straight away games for the first time since
hosting NC State on January 23. The unusu-

al scheduling was a result of changes due to
Covid-19 that moved the Notre Dame game from
January 30 to January 2 and left UNC with an
open date on the 30th.

e The Tar Heels are 6-0 at home this season —
2-0 in non-conference action and 4-0 in ACC
play.

e Carolina is scheduled to play five of its next
eight ACC games at the Smith Center and could
play a sixth home game if the Clemson game
that was postponed on January 12 is re-sched-
uled.

e Carolina had five previously scheduled
non-conference games canceled after the NCAA
limited schedules to 27 games. Those included
home games against UNC Asheville, UNCW

and Loyola (Md.) and games at Hawai'i and
Monmouth.

SERIES VS. MIAMI

e Carolina leads the series, 26-8, including wins
in each of the last five games.

e Carolina won at Miami, 67-65, on 1/5/21 (see
below).

e The Tar Heels are 12-4 against the Canes in
Chapel Hill (all at the Smith Center).

e UNC has won the last two games at the Smith
Center, but the teams have split the last six in
Chapel Hill dating back to 2013.

e Roy Williams is 22-8 against Miami — 2-1 at
Kansas and 20-7 at UNC.

JANUARY 5, 2021 AT MIAMI

e Senior guard Andrew Platek hit the game-win-
ning basket with 3.6 seconds to play. His
winning shot came after Isaiah Wong tied the
game with a high-arching shot with 14 seconds
to play.

e Miami led, 53-43, with just under 12 minutes
to play. It was the first time UNC trailed by
double figures in the second half and won since
trailing Louisville by 13 with 8:25 to play and
winning on 1/10/2015.

e |t was the second game in a row UNC shot less
than 35 percent from the floor in a win (.344 for
the game) and the second game in a row UNC
won when shooting less than 40 percent in both
halves.

e Carolina’s field goal percentages for the game
(.344) and first half (.310) were the lowest to
date this season.

e Carolina made nine three-pointers and shot 45
percent from three-point range (9 of 20). UNC
converted only 29.3 percent of its attempts from
two-point range (12 of 41).

e UNC committed 20 turnovers. It was the first
time UNC committed at least 20 turnovers and
won a road game since committing 23 in a win
at NC State on 1/8/2019.

e Leaky Black had career highs in field goals (6),
three-pointers (4 for 4) and points (16).

e |t was the first time in his career Black led
UNC in scoring.

e Freshman Day’Ron Sharpe pulled down 16
rebounds (seven offensive). That tied the
second-most rebounds by a Tar Heel freshman.

e Freshman Kerwin Walton made three 3FGs,
scored 13 points and had four assists.

FRESHMEN FOCUS

e KenPom ranks Carolina the 323rd-most expe-
rienced team in the nation (out of 342 teams).
Seven of UNC’s 11 rotation players are fresh-
men. Those freshmen have played 51.0 percent
of all minutes played (1,837 of 3,600).

e Freshmen have made 39 starts this season,
including 16 by Caleb Love, 10 by RJ Davis and
10 by Kerwin Walton. That’s the fourth most in
the country behind Kentucky, Washington State
and Kansas State.

e Carolina has started the same lineup in each
of the last seven games (Love, Walton, Black,
Brooks and Bacot).

e UNC has used five different starting lineups
this season.

e Freshmen are second (Love), fourth (Sharpe),
fifth (Davis) and sixth (Walton) in scoring for the
Tar Heels. This is the first time three freshmen
are among UNC'’s top five scorers since 2006-
07, when Brandan Wright, Wayne Ellington

and Ty Lawson were second, third and fourth,
respectively.

e Freshmen (including red-shirt freshman Antho-
ny Harris) have scored 53.6 percent of Carolina’s
points this season. That's the second-highest
percentage in any season at UNC. The 2002-
03 team included Rashad McCants, Sean May,
Raymond Felton and David Noel. In the first nine
games that season, before May broke his foot,
the freshmen accounted for 62 percent of the
team’s scoring.

e This is the eighth time in Williams’ 18 seasons
at UNC a freshman has started at the point for
at least a majority of the season: Bobby Frasor
in 2005-06, Ty Lawson in 2006-07, Kendall
Marshall in 2010-11, Marcus Paige in 2012-13,
Nate Britt in 2013-14, Coby White in 2018-19,
Cole Anthony in 2019-20 and Caleb Love in
2020-21.

e Caleb Love (Wake Forest and NC State), RJ
Davis (Syracuse and Florida State) and Day’Ron
Sharpe (Notre Dame) have won ACC Freshman
of the Week honors this season. This is the first
time three Tar Heels have won the award in the
same season since Harrison Barnes, Kendall
Marshall and Reggie Bullock combined to win
seven times in 2010-11.

THREES

e Carolina tied its season high with 10
three-pointers in its 91-87 win at Duke. UNC
also made 10 threes in a seven-point loss at
Florida State.

e UNC was 10 of 15 at Duke, a percentage of
.667 that was the highest ever by UNC against
Duke (except for the 1983 game in Cameron

when the ACC experimented with a three-point
line at 17 feet, nine inches).

e |t tied the seventh-highest three-point percent-
age in any game by UNC in which the Tar Heels
made 10 or more threes.

REBOUNDING

e Carolina leads the nation in rebound margin
(+11.0), is second in offensive rebounds (15.1
per game) and fifth in rebounds per game (42.6).
e The school record for offensive rebounds per
game is 15.75in 2016-17.

e Carolina is second to Houston in offensive
rebound percentage. The Cougars grab 40.3
percent of their misses, while the Tar Heels grab
40.0 percent of theirs.

e Carolina is averaging 16.6 second-chance
points with a season-high 30 vs. Charleston, low
of seven at Georgia Tech and 20 or more four
times. The 16.6 points are the second-most
second-chance points UNC has averaged in the
last 10 seasons (17.6 in 2016-17).

e This is the seventh consecutive season UNC

is averaging at least 40 rebounds per game (the
14th time in Roy Williams’ 18 seasons as UNC’s
head coach).

e UNC'’s rebound margin of +11.0 per game is
on pace to tie the second highest in school histo-
ry (the record is +12.3 in 2016-17).

e Carolina has finished first, first, first and sec-
ond in the nation in rebounds per game in the
last four seasons and in the top 10 nationally in
rebound margin in each of the last six seasons.
e Three Tar Heels are averaging at least seven
rebounds a game (7.8 by Day’'Ron Sharpe , 7.4
by Armando Bacot and 7.1 by Garrison Brooks).
This is the first time three Tar Heels averaged
7.0 or more rebounds since 1969-70 (Lee Ded-
mon, Charlie Scott and Dennis Wuycik).

MOVE THE BALL

e Carolina has never committed more turnovers
than it had assists in 17 previous seasons

under Roy Williams. The closest margin was in
2009-10, when UNC had 552 assists and 512
turnovers.

e Through 18 games the Tar Heels have 272
assists and 271 turnovers.

e [n ACC play, the Tar Heels have 183 assists
and 161 turnovers.

e Carolina had more assists than turnovers in
only three of its first nine games this season, but
it has more assists than turnovers in seven of the
last nine games.

e The Tar Heels are 8-2 this season when they
have more assists than turnovers.

e Four Tar Heels have more assists than turn-
overs (Leaky Black 48/24, Kerwin Walton 34/21,
RJ Davis 40/32 and Anthony Harris 7/3).

e [n 18 seasons under Roy Williams, the Tar
Heels have won 81.5 percent of its games when
they have fewer turnovers than their opponents.

DEFENSIVE HONORS

e Freshman point guard Caleb Love won his first
defensive player of the game award in the loss at
Clemson.

e Love is one of seven different Tar Heel to earn
defensive player of the game honors in UNC'’s
last nine games. The only players to win the
award, which is based on the coaches’ grades,
twice in that span are RJ Davis and Garrison
Brooks.

e Freshmen have won the award eight times in
18 games, including seven times in the last 11
contests.

e Day’Ron Sharpe and Brooks lead UNC with
four awards apiece this season.

® Brooks has won the award 37 times in his ca-
reer, the second most by a Tar Heel since 2007
(39 by Marcus Paige from 2012-16). Brooks
won the award at Duke.

CLOSE LOSSES

e Carolina has either led in the final 10 minutes,
including two times when UNC led inside the
final 3:30, or trailed by one possession in five of
its six losses season:

— took a 65-63 lead over Texas with 2:35 to play
on a Garrison Brooks basket, but lost, 69-67, on
a last-second shot;

— took a 68-67 lead at lowa with 9:30 to play,
but lost, 93-80;

— rallied from 17 down to within two at NC State
with 10 seconds to play and had two three-point
attempts in the final seconds that could have
tied the game in a 79-76 loss;

— led Georgia Tech by six at the half, by eight
with 6:36 to play and 65-64 with 3:25 remain-
ing, but lost, 72-67;

— trailed Florida State, 74-73, with 2:22 to play
in the Seminoles’ 82-75 win in Tallahassee.

GAME 1: UNC 79, CHARLESTON 60

e Caleb Love and RJ Davis started at guard, the
first time two freshmen guards started in a game
for UNC since Ty Lawson and Wayne Ellington
started vs. Georgetown in the 2007 NCAA East
Regional final (they started together 32 times
that year).

e |t was the third pair of Tar Heel freshmen
guards to start under head coach Roy Williams.
In 2005-06, freshmen guards Bobby Frasor and
Marcus Ginyard started 14 times, including the
season opener.

e Love became the eighth freshman to start at
the point in Roy Williams’ 18 seasons at UNC
(Quentin Thomas in 2004-05, Bobby Frasor in
2005-06, Marcus Paige in 2012-13, Nate Britt
in 2013-14, Jalek Felton in 2017-18, Coby
White in 2018-19, Cole Anthony in 2019-20
and Love).

e Five Tar Heel freshmen combined to score 50
points, the most in a season opener since
2002-03 (Rashad McCants, Sean May, Raymond
Felton and David Noel scored 58 vs. Penn State,
the most ever by UNC freshmen in their first
game).

e Carolina did not allow a field goal until the
11:23 mark of the first half (a three-pointer by
Zep Jasper to make the score 16-5, UNC).

e Charleston took its only lead of the game at
43-42 with 15:00 to play, before the Tar Heels
went on a 17-0 run over the next 4:43 to take a
59-43 lead.

e Love led UNC with 17 points. It marked the
second straight season a freshman point guard
led UNC in scoring in the season opener (last
year Cole Anthony set the ACC scoring record for
freshman in a debut with 34 against Notre
Dame).

e | ove was 8 for 8 from the free throw line, the
best performance ever by a Tar Heel in his first
game (Danny Green went 6 for 6 as a freshman
in the 2005-06 opener vs. Gardner-Webb).

e Love became the seventh UNC freshman point
guard to play 25 or more minutes in his first
game (with Phil Ford, Kenny Smith, Ed Cota,
Raymond Felton, Marcus Paige and Cole
Anthony). His 17 points are the second most
among those seven players (Anthony had 34 last
year) and he is the only player with as few as one
turnover (Kenny Smith had two vs. Missouri).

e Sophomore Armando Bacot (11) and freshmen
Love (17), Day’Ron Sharpe (13) and Davis (11)
scored in double figures. It was the first time
three Tar Heel freshmen scored in double figures
since 12/21/19 against UCLA when Bacot, An-
thony Harris and Jeremiah Francis did that.

e |t was the first time three freshmen scored in
double figures in the season opener since the
2010-11 season when Harrison Barnes (14),
Reggie Bullock (12) and Kendall Marshall (10)
against Lipscomb.

e Sharpe had a double-double (13 points and 10
rebounds) in his debut (Anthony also had a
double-double in his first game).

e Sharpe became the 11th Tar Heel with a
double-double in his first game. The list includes
sophomores Lennie Rosenbluth, Larry Miller,
Rusty Clark and Bobby Jones, and freshmen
James Worthy, Sam Perkins, Pete Chilcutt, Sean
May, Ed Davis, Cole Anthony and Sharpe.

e Andrew Platek made a career-high four steals
(previous was two twice) and tied his career high

with two blocked shots. He won UNC’s defensive
player of the game award for the first time in his
career.

e UNC shot under 40 percent for the first time in
a win since the Yale game on 12/30/19. UNC
had lost its previous six games when shooting
under 40 percent.

e UNC scored 30 second-chance points for the
first time since beating Tennessee Tech on Nov.
16, 2018.

e Carolina is 99-12 in season openers, including
17-1 under head coach Roy Williams.

GAME 2: UNC 78, UNLV 51 (Maui/Asheville)

e UNLV scored the first 13 points. That was the
most points by an opponent to begin a game
since Miami led 14-0 in the 2018 ACC
Tournament quarterfinal in Brooklyn.

e Platek scored UNC's first points with 13:42 to
play in the first half on a three-pointer.

e UNC took its first lead with 3:22 left in the
first half on a drive by Davis to go ahead, 29-27.
e Carolina closed the first half on a 37-17 run
and began the second half on a 13-1 run.

® UNC out-scored UNLV 78-38 over the final
33:42.

e Carolina held UNLV to 16.7 percent shooting
from the floor in the second half (6 of 36) and
29.0 percent from the floor for the game (18 of
62).

e UNLV’s second-half FG percentage was the
lowest in a half by a UNC opponent since Elon
shot 16.1 percent in the second half at Elon on
11/9/18.

e UNLV made its first five field goal attempts to
begin the game, then made 13 of 57 (.228) over
the final 35:22.

e Carolina missed its first eight field goal
attempts to begin the game, then made 25 of its
next 51 shots from the floor (.490).

e Brooks became the 78th player to score 1,000
career points as a Tar Heel. The 78 players are
an NCAA record. He’s the first Tar Heel to reach
1,000 since Luke Maye in 2019.

e Platek scored in double figures for the third
time in his career and the first time since his
freshman year (12 vs. Portland and 11 vs. West-
ern Carolina on 12/6/2017).

e Black had a game-high 10 rebounds, tying his
career high (10 at Notre Dame on 2/17/20).

GAME 3: UNC 67, STANFORD 63 (Maui/Asheville)

e Carolina advanced to the finals of the Maui
Invitational for the seventh time in eight
appearances.

e UNC had lost its last 18 games when scoring
under 70 points. The previous win with less than
70 points was a 69-68 victory on Jan. 13, 2018
at Notre Dame.

e Carolina had 24 turnovers, which equal the
sixth most in any game under Roy Williams. The
last time UNC won with at least this many
turnovers was March 23, 2012, when UNC
committed 24 turnovers in an overtime win over
Ohio University in the 2012 NCAA Sweet 16.

e Carolina had lost the previous 13 times when
trailing at the half.

e Five Tar Heels (the five starters) scored in
double figures for the first time this season (Love
16, Davis 11 and Bacot, Brooks and Black 10
apiece).

e Sharpe led UNC in assists with four. He also
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became the first Tar Heel ever to have at least
seven rebounds, four assists, four blocked shots
and two steals in a game.

e Carolina held Stanford to 10 of 30 from the
floor in the second half (.333).

e Williams improved to 11-1 in games against
former players as head coaches, including 5-1
against Stanford’s Jerod Haase.

e Carolina is 13-0 against the Cardinal.

e UNC'’s 13-0 record is the second-most wins
without a loss against any opponent. The Tar
Heels are 19-0 all-time vs. The Citadel.

e UNC has won 16 in row against Pac-12 oppo-
nents and is 17-1 under Roy Williams against
the Pac-12.

GAME 4: TEXAS 69, UNC 67 (Maui/Asheville)

e The Tar Heels fell to 22-4 in the Maui
Invitational, including 4-3 in title games.

e Carolina led, 15-10, before Texas ran off 14
straight points. UNC trailed by 16 in the first
half and 12 at the break before tying the game
on a Love free throw with 3:54 to play. UNC took
its first lead of the second half at 65-63 on a
baseline jumper by Brooks with 2:35 left, but
that was UNC'’s last field goal of the game.

e Carolina missed its final four field goal at-
tempts over the last 1:46.

e Black tied the game by making two free throws
with 25 seconds remaining.

e Matt Coleman Il made the winning jumper for
Texas with 0.1 seconds to play.

e |t was the first winning basket by the oppo-
nents with less than a second to play since
Virginia’s Tomas Woldetensae hit a three with
0.8 to play on 2/15/20.

e |t was the fifth time in UNC’s last 17 games an
opponent hit a game-winning shot with less than
three seconds to play (0.4 seconds in the second
overtime at Virginia Tech on 1/22/20; 0.0 on the
clock in OT by Duke on 2/8/20; 0.8 seconds by
Virginia on 2/15/20; 2.4 seconds at Notre Dame
on 2/17/20; and 0.1 seconds by Texas).

e Brooks led UNC in scoring for the first time
this season with 18 points.

e Brooks was selected to the All-Tournament
team.

e Bacot had his first double-double this season
and the 12th of his career with 10 points and a
season-high 12 boards.

e Black tied his career high in rebounds with 10
for the second time in three games.

e Carolina had only six assists on 24 baskets.
The six assists were the fewest since the Tar
Heels had six at Virginia on 12/8/19 and equal
the second fewest by a UNC team under Wil-
liams.

e Carolina was 1 for 9 from three-point range. No
starter made a three. Kerwin Walton made the
only three for the Tar Heels.

e UNC out-rebounded the Longhorns, 50-32.

e UNC grabbed 20 offensive rebounds and
scored 25 second-chance points.

e |n the first half, UNC had only one assist and
10 turnovers and went 5 for 13 from the line,
including missing two front ends of 1 and 1s.

e Texas has beaten UNC five straight and nine of
10 and leads the series, 9-3.



GAME 5: @I0WA 93, UNC 80

e Carolina scored 80 points and shot 47.7
percent from the floor, both season highs to date.
e Jowa’s 93 points and 44.7 percent shooting
from the floor were season-highs by an opponent
to date.

e Jowa made 17 of 40 from three-point range,
including 11 of 22 in the first half.

e lowa’s 17 threes were the most by an opponent
since Auburn made 17 in the 2019 NCAA Sweet
16.

e The 17 threes equaled the third most ever
against the Tar Heels.

e The 40 three-point attempts equaled the third
most by an opponent in the Roy Williams era and
equaled the sixth most in any game.

e Three lowa players made five or more threes
(seven by Jordan Bohannon and five by both CJ
Fredrick and Joe Wieskamp).

e |t was the first time in UNC history three
opponent players made five or more threes in a
game (it was the 19th time an opponent made
15 or more threes in a game). The last time two
opponents made five threes in a game was
William & Mary in the 2010 NIT.

e Jowa scored 33 of its 43 points in the first half
on three-pointers.

e |t was the second game in a row the Tar Heels
trailed by as many as 16 points in the first half
and by 12 at the break, but took the lead in the
second half.

e Carolina led twice — at 66-65 (on a pair of
Davis free throws) and 68-67 (on a layup by
Platek).

e Carolina was 13 for 20 from the floor (65
percent) in the first 10:30 of the second half
when it out-scored lowa, 37-24, to lead 68-67.
The Tar Heels then made 5 of 13 field goal
attempts and 4 of 9 from the free throw line over
the final 9:30.

e Carolina shot 40 percent from three-point
range (6 of 15).

e UNC had 22 assists, 10 more than its previous
high in a game this season (12 vs. Charleston).
e Carolina dropped to 10-12 in the ACC-Big Ten
Challenge, including three straight losses.

® Brooks (17 points) led UNC in scoring for the
second straight game.

e Bacot had a team-high 11 rebounds, his
second consecutive game with double-figure
rebounds (12 vs. Texas).

e Platek scored 10 points. It was the second
time in five games he has scored in double
figures (he did that twice in his first three
seasons as a Tar Heel).

e Sharpe made 5 of 6 field goal attempts for 13
points and had six rebounds and two steals in
just 14 minutes.

e Davis had eight assists, most by any Tar Heel
this season, and scored 12 points. He was the
only Tar Heel to score in double figures in each
of the first five games.

e Love had a season-high six assists.

e UNC scored 24 fastbreak points. It came into
the game averaging 9.0 fastbreak points and had
not scored more than 11 in a game in the first
four games.

e Jowa’s 23 points off turnovers and 21
second-chance points were both season highs in
the first five games against the Tar Heels.

GAME 6: UNC 73, NC CENTRAL 67

e UNC made 17 consecutive free throws — its
last four of the first half and 13 for 13 in the
second.

e UNC made 25 of 31 free throws for the game,
its highest percentage (.806) to date this season.
e The 25 made free throws were the most for
UNC in the first six games.

e Carolina trailed by 11 points in the first half
(NCCU led 19-8 with 11:26 to play in the half).
It was the fourth time in the first six games UNC
trailed by double figures in the first half.

e Carolina finished the first half on a 16-5 run
over the final 8:30 to lead, 30-28, at intermis-
sion.

e UNC also had a 15-5 run midway through the
second half to take a 57-42 lead with 9:11 to
play.

e Carolina made 25 free throws and 23 field
goals. It was the first time UNC made more free
throws than field goals since 2/26/19 vs.
Syracuse.

e Carolina shot 51.9 percent from the floor in
the second half.

e Platek made both of UNC’s three-pointers
(team was 2 for 15 from 3FG). It was the second
time in three games (Texas) no starter made a
three-pointer.

e Platek scored in double figures for the third
time this season with 11. He previously scored
in double figures twice as a freshman.

e UNC improved to 173-18 against in-state,
non-conference teams and 210-17 in the Smith
Center against non-conference teams.

e Bacot led UNC with a season-high 19 points
and 11 rebounds. It was the third straight game
Bacot grabbed 10 or more rebounds (12 vs.
Texas, 11 at lowa, 11 vs. NCCU).

e Sharpe had 12 points, six rebounds, two
assists, two blocks, a steal and no turnovers.

GAME 7: UNC 75, KENTUCKY 63 (Cleveland)

e UNC trailed by double figures in the first half
(19-8 Kentucky lead) for the fifth time in seven
games this season.

e Tar Heels out-scored Kentucky, 41-25, in the
second half.

e Trailing 48-42 with 13:15 to play, UNC did not
allow a Kentucky field goal over the next 9:11.
In that time, UNC went from trailing by six to
leading by six.

e Carolina was out-rebounded for the first time
this season (38-42).

e |n the first half, Kentucky out-scored UNC,
14-5, on second-chance points. In the second
half, UNC had a 13-2 advantage in sec-
ond-chance scoring.

e Carolina shot 50 percent from the floor in the
first half, the first time this season UNC shot 50
percent in the first half.

e Carolina improved to 5-2 in the CBS Sports
Classic (1-2 vs. Kentucky).

e Bacot led UNC with 14 points, the second
game in a row he led the Tar Heels in scoring.
e Love tied his season high with six assists.

e Platek’s three-pointer with 6:09 to play gave
Carolina a 59-54 lead.

e Walton (3 for 3 on 3FG) scored 10 of his
season-high 13 points in the second half. Walton
and Bacot combined for 21 second-half points
(Kentucky scored 25 in the second half).

e Carolina is 25-16 all-time vs. Kentucky.

e Roy Williams evened his record at 10-10 vs.
Kentucky, including 9-7 as head coach of the
Tar Heels.
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e The 12-point margin was Carolina’s largest over
UK since a 19-point win on 11/18/2008.

GAME 8: @NC STATE 79, UNC 76

e Carolina rallied from a 17-point deficit in the
first half to pull within a point at 63-62. UNC
then fell behind again by 13, cut the lead to two
with 10 seconds to play and had two three-point
chances in the final seconds that could have tied
the game.

e The 17-point deficit was the largest UNC faced
in its first eight games this season.

e |t was just the fifth loss in 37 games to NC
State under Roy Williams.

e |t snapped a seven-game win streak for the Tar
Heels at NC State.

e Carolina fell to 12-6 in ACC openers under
Williams.

e Both teams shot over 50 percent in the first
half and under 40 in the second. The Wolfpack
missed its first three field goal attempts, then
made 11 of its next 13 attempts.

e NC State’s first-half field goal percentage of
.528 was the highest by an opponent in a half in
the first eight games. That included converting 6
of 9 from three-point range.

e NC State also shot the highest from the floor
for a game (.469) and three-point range (.471)
of any opponent in UNC'’s first eight games.

e NC State led, 46-29, at the 4-minute timeout,
but Carolina closed the half on a 13-3 run.

e The Pack led by no more than four points over
a seven-minute stretch in the second half, and
UNC cut it to one on a three-point play by Platek
with 8:38 to play. Devon Daniels then scored
eight straight points for the Pack, en route to a
game-high 21 points, as State built its lead to
77-64 with 5:13 to play.

e UNC went on a 9-0 run, but missed its final
seven field goal attempts over the last 2:19.

e Bacot (16 points on 7 of 9 from the floor) led
UNC in scoring for the third straight game. He
led all players on both teams with a plus-14.

e Kessler had six rebounds, three blocks and
three steals, all of which tied or set season
highs.

e NC State scored 19 points off 18 UNC
turnovers.

e Carolina had a 19-2 edge in fastbreak points.
e The Tar Heels had six more offensive rebounds
than NC State, but only a 17-15 advantage in
second-chance points.

e NC State made eight threes, while the Tar
Heels were 2 for 12 from outside the arc.

e NC State led for 37:48; UNC scored first, but
led for just 24 seconds.

e Carolina dropped to 17-5 against NC State in
PNC Arena (and 21-5 overall in the arena).

GAME 9: @GEORGIA TECH 72, UNC 67

e Carolina led, 61-53, with under seven minutes
to play, but the Yellow Jackets out-scored UNC,
19-6 the rest of the game. The Tar Heels went 2
for 9 from the floor after taking the eight-point
lead.

e The loss marked the sixth time UNC has begun
ACC play with two losses (also in 1980, 1997,
2009, 2013 and 2014).

e The 67 points matched the fewest by UNC in
its first nine games this season.

e UNC led by 11 three different times in the first
half and had a 35-29 lead at the break. It was
the first time this season UNC did not trail in the
opening half and the first time UNC lost when
leading at the half.



e Platek, Sharpe and Walton replaced Black,
Brooks and Love in the starting lineup. It was the
first change in the starters this season.

e Sharpe and Walton made their first career
starts.

e |t was the first time since 3/25/2007 UNC has
started three freshmen. Carolina started Wayne
Ellington, Ty Lawson and Brandan Wright against
Georgetown in the NCAA East Regional final.

e |t was the first time this season five different
Tar Heels made three-pointers.

e Carolina made a season-high eight three-point-
ers. UNC came into the game averaging 3.9
made threes per game.

e Carolina was 7 for 7 from the free throw line in
the first half, but 2 for 7 in the second.

e Georgia Tech shot 61.5 percent from the floor
in the second half, when it out-scored UNC
43-32. That was the highest percentage in a half
by an opponent in the first nine games.

e |t was the first time an opponent shot 60
percent in a half against UNC since the Yellow
Jackets shot 63.0 percent in the second half on
1/4/20.

e Tech shot 52.9 percent for the game, the first
opponent to shoot 50 percent against UNC this
season.

e Tech had 13 assists on 16 second-half field
goals.

e Tech scored 43 points on 36 possessions in
the second half, the highest points per posses-
sion (1.20) in a half by an opponent in the first
nine games.

e Carolina committed 18 turnovers for the
second game in a row. The Yellow Jackets
out-scored UNC, 19-10, in points off turnovers.
e |t was the first game no Tar Heel freshman
scored in double figures.

e Love (2 for 5) made multiple threes for the first
time since the Stanford game on 12/1/20.

e Brooks tied his season high with 11 rebounds.
e Walton made three three-pointers for the
second time in three games (also vs. Kentucky)
and had a season-high four assists.

e Walton made three of UNC'’s five field goals
over the final 7:23. All three were 3FGs.

e Black tied his season high with 10 points. It
was the sixth time in his career he scored in
double figures.

GAME 10: @UNC 66, NOTRE DAME 65

e Black banked in the game-winning basket
with 9.1 seconds to play. It was the first time a
Tar Heel made a go-ahead shot with less than a
minute to play in a win since Joel Berry Il made
a field goal with 11 seconds to play in a 73-69
win over Wake Forest on 12/30/2017.

e |t was UNC’s eighth win in its last nine games
against the Irish.

e Sharpe recorded his first ACC double-double
with 25 points and 10 rebounds. He scored 19
of his game-high 25 points in the second half.
The 25 points are the most by a UNC freshman
post player since Tyler Hansbrough scored 27 at
Duke on 3/4/2006.

e Sharpe set season highs for the Tar Heels

in points (25), field goals (9) and offensive
rebounds (7). He was the first Tar Heel to score
20 in a game this season.

e Sharpe scored 19 of UNC’s 37 points in the
second half.

e Walton was 4 for 8 from three-point range. The
four three-pointers were the most by a Tar Heel
in the first 10 games.

e UNC'’s 66 points were its fewest in the first 10
games.

e UNC made eight three-pointers for the second
game in a row.

e UNC shot 34.8 percent from the floor, lowest
to date this season. It was the first time UNC
shot under 35 percent from the floor in a win
since 2/25/2012 when UNC shot 33.3 percent
(17 of 51) in a 54-51 win at Virginia.

e |t was the first time UNC shot under 40
percent in both halves in a win since 12/7/2016,
an 83-74 win over Davidson.

e Carolina was 10 for 32 from the floor in the
first half, its lowest FG percentage in a half
(.313) in its first 10 games.

e UNC committed nine turnovers, which
matched its low total in the first 10 games, and
had a season-best assist-turnover ratio of 1.7 to
1 (15 assists, nine turnovers).

e UNC out-rebounded the Irish, 49-26, its
largest rebound margin in the first 10 games.

e UNC grabbed 22 offensive rebounds, most to
date this season.

e Notre Dame made 11 three-pointers. It was the
first time this year an opponent made 10 or more
in a UNC victory.

e Sharpe (25) and Walton (12) were the only Tar
Heels to score in double figures. It was the first
time two freshmen were the only players with 10
or more points in a win since Anthony and Bacot
vs. Gardner-Webb last season.

GAME 11: UNC 67, @MIAMI 65

e Platek hit the game-winning basket with 3.6
seconds to play. His winning shot came after
Isaiah Wong tied the game with a high-arching
shot with 14 seconds to play.

e |t was the second straight game UNC hit a
winning shot with less than 10 seconds to play.
e |t was the first time UNC won consecutive
games by two or fewer points since beating
Kentucky, 75-73, and Oregon, 77-76, in the
2017 NCAA Tournament.

e Miami led, 53-43, with just under 12 minutes
to play. It was the first time UNC trailed by
double figures in the second half and won since
beating Louisville by 13 with 8:25 to play and
won on 1/10/2015.

e |t was the second game in a row UNC shot less
than 35 percent from the floor in a win (.344 for
the game) and the second game in a row UNC
won when shooting less than 40 percent in both
halves.

e |t marked the first time in the ACC era (since
1953) UNC won consecutive games when
shooting under 35 percent from the floor.

e |t marked just the second time since 1959-60
UNC won two games in a season when shooting
under 35 percent (at Wake Forest and Virginia in
2011-12).

¢ |t marked the fourth time since 1959 UNC
shot under 35 percent in consecutive games.

e Carolina’s field goal percentages for the game
(.344) and first half (.310) were the lowest to
date this season.

e Carolina made nine three-pointers. It was the
third game in a row UNC either set or tied a
season high in made threes (eight at Georgia
Tech, eight vs. Notre Dame and nine at Miami).
e UNC shot 45 percent from three-point range (9
of 20) and 29.3 percent from two-point range
(12 of 41).

e UNC shot a season-high 45 percent from three.
e UNC committed 20 turnovers. It was the first
time UNC committed at least 20 turnovers and
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won a road game since committing 23 in a win
at NC State on 1/8/2019.

e Black had career highs in field goals (6),
three-pointers (4 for 4) and points (16).

e |t was the first time in his career Black led
UNC in scoring.

e Sharpe pulled down 16 rebounds (seven
offensive). That tied the second-most by a Tar
Heel freshman. Armando Bacot had 16 against
Virginia on 2/15/2020. Antawn Jamison holds
the record (20). Harrison Barnes, Rasheed
Wallace (twice) and James Worthy also had 16
as freshmen.

e Walton made three 3FGs, scored 13 points and
had four assists.

e [t was UNC'’s fifth consecutive win over Miami.
e UNC improved to 8-3 at the Watsco Center.

GAME 12: @UNC 81, SYRACUSE 75

e Brooks (16/10) and Bacot (15/12) had
double-doubles, Davis added two three-pointers
and 12 points and Black had seven assists and
helped hold Buddy Boeheim scoreless in the
second half (after 18 first-half points).

e Carolina scored 81 points, most to date this
season.

e The Tar Heels had 24 offensive rebounds,
three more than Syracuse had defensive
rebounds, which led to 24 second-chance
points.

e Carolina committed only 11 turnovers and
forced 14.

e Carolina shot 39.7 percent from the floor. It
was UNC's third straight win when shooting
under 40 percent from the floor. That marked
the third time in the ACC era UNC won three
consecutive games when shooting under 40
percent from the floor.

e Carolina became the first team to play 1,000
ACC regular-season games.

e Brooks had his first double-double of the
season and added two assists, two blocks and
tied his career high with three steals.

® Brooks scored 14 points in the first half, the
most he scored in a half in the first 12 games
this season.

e Brooks led UNC in scoring for the first time
since back-to-back games against Texas and
lowa.

e Davis made multiple three-pointers for the first
time since at lowa. He scored 12 points, his first
time in double figures since he had 11 at NC
State.

e Black had seven assists and one turnover and
blocked a career-high three shots.

e |t was Carolina’s 10th win in its last 11 games
vs. the Orange.

GAME 13: @FLORIDA STATE 82, UNC 75

e Florida State was 11 for 11 from the foul line
in the first half and 26 of 27 for the game.
That’s the third-best percentage (.963) ever in a
game against UNC by an opponent with 20 or
more attempts (Wake Forest was 32 for 32 in
2005 and NC State was 22 for 22 in 2003).

e Carolina made 10 three-pointers, most in its
first 13 games this season.

e Carolina shot 41.7 percent from three-point
range (10 of 24). It was the third time in four
games UNC shot at least 40 percent from three.
e This was the first time Davis (16), Love (11)
and Walton (14) scored in double figures in the
same game.

e |t was the first time UNC made 10 or more
three-pointers and lost since 11/22/2018, when



it made 11 against Texas in Las Vegas.

e FSU outrebounded UNC by one (30-29). This
was the second game this season UNC lost the
rebounding battle (also vs. Kentucky).

e Carolina’s 16 defensive rebounds and 29 total
rebounds were season lows.

e The Seminoles scored 11 second-chance
points. UNC'’s previous four opponents combined
to score 16 (three by Georgia Tech, five by Notre
Dame, four by Miami and four by Syracuse).

® UNC committed 14 turnovers and forced 17. It
was the first time in six games this season UNC
lost when committing fewer turnovers.

e The Tar Heels fell behind by double figures in
the first half for the first time since at NC State
(Dec. 22), but the seventh time this season.

e Carolina regained the lead later in the first half
at 37-35. It was the sixth time in the seven
games in which it fell behind by double figures
in the first half that it took a lead (all but NC
State, when UNC closed to within a point on two
occasions).

e Carolina (.91) and Florida State (1.04) had the
highest points per possession in the first 13
games by UNC and any opponent.

e Carolina scored 20 points off FSU turnovers,
its most since scoring 21 in each of the first two
games this season.

e FSU scored 22 points off UNC turnovers, the
most scored against UNC since lowa had 23.

e FSU scored 18 fastbreak points, the most
allowed by UNC in the first 13 games this
season.

e Carolina equaled its season low in points in the
paint with 22 (also at Georgia Tech).

e Davis tied his season high with 16 points,
which he also scored against UNLV in the second
game of the season.

e Walton scored a season-high 14 points. He
made four three-pointers, which tied his previous
high (four vs. Notre Dame on 1/2/21).

e Anthony Harris played for the first time this
season. He missed the last 20 games of last
season and the first 12 games this season due to
a knee injury he suffered against Yale on
12/30/19.

e Harris was a plus-10 in 8:29 of action. He had
five points and tied for the team lead in assists
with three (no other Tar Heel was better than a
plus-2 for the game).

e Love made a season-high three threes. He
made two against Stanford and Georgia Tech.

GAME 14: @UNC 80, WAKE FOREST 73

e |t marked the first time in UNC history it
played seven consecutive ACC games decided by
seven points or fewer.

e Carolina shot 54.8 percent from the floor in
the second half, its best in a half this season to
date.

e The Tar Heels had six assists and nine
turnovers in the first half and 12 assists/three
turnovers in the second.

e Carolina set season highs for its first 14 games
for points per possession for a game (.93 with
80 points on 86 possessions) and a half (1.14 in
the second half with 49 points on 43 posses-
sions).

e Carolina trailed at the half for the eighth time
this season. It was UNC'’s fourth win when
trailing at halftime.

e Carolina forced a season-high 20 turnovers and
scored a season-high 24 points off turnovers.

e Carolina had a season-high 12 steals.

e Wake Forest’s 13 threes were the most by an

opponent in a Tar Heel victory this season (and
the second most by an opponent in any game).

e The 13 threes by Wake Forest were the most by
an opponent in @ UNC win since Virginia Tech
made 13 on 1/21/19.

e Wake Forest had an 18-9 edge in second
chance points. That was the second time this
season the opponents had more second chance
points (lowa had a 21-14 advantage).

e Carolina’s 49 second-half points were its most
in a half in ACC play this season and equaled the
second half at lowa for most in any game.

e Love scored a season-high 20 points. He
became the second Tar Heel to score 20 this
season (25 by Day’Ron Sharpe vs. Notre Dame).
e L ove became the sixth different Tar Heel to
lead the team in scoring in the last six games.

e Love was a season-best 7 for 12 from the floor
(first time better than 50 percent), including 2
for 3 from three.

e Love committed two turnovers in the first five
minutes, then did not commit another until there
were 28 seconds to play.

e Black had eight assists and one turnover. The
eight assists matched the season-high by a Tar
Heel.

e Black’s assist/turnover ratio of 8:1 was the best
by a Tar Heel this season and the best of his
career.

e Bacot scored 14 of his 18 points in the second
half. He added six rebounds, three assists and
two steals. He made 8 of 10 shots from the floor,
the best FG percentage (.800) of the season to
date by any Tar Heel with 10 or more attempts.

e UNC was 3 for 9 from three-point range. The
nine attempts equaled the fewest in a game to
date this season and the three makes were the
fewest since the game at NC State.

e This was the first ACC game this season all five
UNC starters had a positive plus-minus. Brooks
had a game-high plus 15.

e The Tar Heels have won seven straight against
the Demon Deacons at home and eight of the last
nine overall.

e |saiah Mucius and Daivien Williamson both
scored 27 points for Wake Forest. It was the first
time two opponents scored 25 or more since
Duke’s RJ Barrett (33) and Cam Reddish (27) on
2/20/19.

GAME 15: @UNC 86, NC STATE 76

e Five Tar Heels scored in double figures for the
third time this season and first time in an ACC
game (Stanford and lowa).

e |t was the first time four Tar Heel freshmen
scored in double figures since 1/27/2007 at
Arizona. vs. NCSU: Day’'Ron Sharpe 16, Caleb
Love 15, Anthony Harris 10 and RJ Davis 10
(and Kerwin Walton had eight). at Arizona: Ty
Lawson 18, Wayne Ellington 14, Deon Thompson
14, Alex Stepheson 10.

e Carolina scored 86 points, most to date this
season.

e Carolina scored its 86 points on 90 posses-
sions, a PPP of .96, highest in the first 15
games.

e Carolina made 37 field goals, six more than
any game to date this season.

e Carolina shot 54.4 percent from the floor,
highest in the first 15 games. It was the first
time this season UNC shot 50 percent or better.
e Carolina scored 38 bench points, most to date
this season, and outscored NC State by 26 in
bench points.

e Carolina shot 56.8 percent from the floor in
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the first half (21 of 37). That was the highest
percentage in any half in the first 15 games.

e Carolina led, 43-33, at the half. The 10-point
lead was UNC’s largest halftime lead (previous
was seven in its first two games against
Charleston and UNLYV).

e Bacot led UNC in scoring (17 points) for the
fifth time this season.

e Sharpe had 16 points and a game-high 10
rebounds for his fourth double-double.

e Sharpe made eight field goals (in 13 attempts);
he made seven total in the previous three games.
e Bacot and Sharpe were both 6 for 8 from the
floor for 12 points in the first half.

e Love’s five assists and five turnovers were both
season highs in ACC play.

e Harris scored 10 points in 10 minutes; it was
his first game this season and second career
game in double figures.

e Walton made two threes in the final 5:41; the
second gave UNC a 75-66 lead with 4:09 to play
after NC State had cut UNC’s 14-point lead to
SiX.

e Roy Williams improved to 38-5 as a head coach
against NC State, including a 5-0 record at Kan-
sas and a 33-5 mark at Carolina.

e UNC is 79-23 vs. the Pack in Chapel Hill,
including 28-7 at the Smith Center.

e The Tar Heels have won three in a row and 16
of 18 at home against NC State.

GAME 16: UNC 75, @PITTSBURGH 65

e Carolina won for the third game in a row and
sixth in its last seven games.

e |t was the second straight win by 10 points.
That followed an unprecedented stretch when
UNC's first seven ACC games were decided by
seven or fewer points.

e Carolina shot 60.7 percent from the floor in
the second half, a season best in any half in the
first 16 games. The previous was the first half in
its previous game vs. NC State (.568) and before
that the second half vs. Wake Forest (.548).

e UNC set its highest percentage from the floor
in three of the last five halves over the last three
games.

e Carolina had 22 assists on 32 field goals. The
22 assists matched the season high to date (at
lowa).

e Carolina had 22 assists and 13 turnovers
(including an intentional shot clock violation
with 0.8 to play). It was the fifth straight game
UNC had more assists than turnovers. UNC did
that in only three of the first nine games this
season.

e UNC shot 52.5 percent from the floor for the
game. It was the second time this season and
second time in as many games UNC shot 50
percent.

e UNC improved to 216-9 under Roy Williams
when it shoots 50 percent from the floor.

e Bacot led UNC with 21 points, 10 rebounds
and three blocks. It was the sixth time this
season he led UNC in scoring and was his fourth
double-double of the season (15th career).

e Bacot became the third Tar Heel to score 20
points this season.

e Bacot was 8 for 10 from the floor, which
followed his 8 for 10 performance vs. Wake
Forest and 8 for 12 vs. NC State (he made 24
for 32 in the last three games).

e Brooks had 10 of his 16 points in the first half.
The 10 points were the second most he has
scored in a half in an ACC game this season (14
in the first vs. Syracuse).



® Brooks was 8 for 11 from the floor (.727), his
highest percentage in the first 16 games this
season with 10 or more attempts.

e Love had five assists and only one turnover.
The five assists matched the previous game vs.
NC State for his high in an ACC game to date.

e Sharpe tied his season high with four assists.
He had four total in the previous five games.

e Black had three steals, which tied his season
high and was the seventh time in 16 games he
had multiple steals.

e Carolina improved to 6-2 at Pittsburgh — 1-0 at
Fitzgerald Fieldhouse, 2-0 at the Civic Arena and
3-2 at the Petersen Center.

GAME 17: @CLEMSON 63, UNC 50

e UNC scored 50 points, its fewest since a
56-47 loss at Virginia on 12/8/2019.

e The 13-point margin equaled the largest defeat
in UNC'’s first 17 games (also lowa).

e Sharpe was UNC'’s only double-figure scorer.
That's the first time since 2/22/2020 at
Louisville only one Tar Heel was in double figures
(Cole Anthony 18).

e |t was the first time no starter scored in double
figures since 12/28/2010 vs. Rutgers. Leslie
McDonald had 14 and Justin Watts 10 off the
bench in UNC’s 78-55 win at Madison Square
Garden.

e The Tar Heels rallied from 16 down in the

first half to within four at 42-38 with 12:38 to
play. UNC then went seven straight possessions
without a point, missing five field goal attempts
and two free throws and turning the ball over
three times. The Tar Heels were 14 for 28 from
the floor before converting just three of its final
16 shots from the floor.

e Clemson forward Hunter Tyson was scoreless
for the first 30:38, then scored 16 of Clemson’s
final 21 points to outscore the Tar Heels, 16-12,
over the final 9:21.

e Carolina scored a season-low 18 points in the
paint (averaged 35.8 entering the game).

e UNC had 10 more turnovers than Clemson
(17-7), its worst margin of the season.

e Clemson’s seven turnovers were the fewest by
an opponent this season.

e Carolina had a season-low 72 possessions.

e Carolina grabbed a season-low seven offensive
rebounds.

e Carolina had eight assists after averaging 19.0
over the previous five games.

e Carolina scored 21 points in the first half, its
lowest in any half this season.

e The Tar Heels trailed by 12 (33-21) at the
half, which matched their largest halftime deficit
this season (Texas and lowa).

e Sharpe scored in double figures for the seventh
time and led UNC in scoring for the second time.
e Bacot (O for 1 FG, 1 for 2 FT) did not make a
field goal for the first time this season and third
time as a Tar Heel (first time since he was O for
5 vs. Yale on 12/30/19).

e Walton made three three-pointers, the sixth
time he’s made three or more.

e |t was Williams’ 300th regular-season ACC
game. With the loss, his teams are 208-92, the
second-most wins in ACC history for a coach’s
first 300 games (Dean Smith 220-80).

GAME 18: UNC 91, @DUKE 87

e Carolina scored 91 points, the most in its first
18 games.

e The 50-point second half was UNC'’s highest
scoring half of the season to date.

e Six Tar Heels scored in double figures for the
first time this season and the first time since the
Tennessee Tech game on 11/16/2018.

e Carolina shot 50 percent from the floor in both
halves for the second time this season (home win
vs. NC State).

e Carolina shot 53.1 percent from the floor for
the game, the second highest percentage to date
this season.

e |t was the third time in the last four games
UNC has shot 50 percent for the game.

e Carolina scored 91 points on 89 possessions,
the first time this season it scored more than one
point per possession.

e Duke scored 87 points on 84 possessions,
which tied Florida State for the best PPP by an
opponent in the first 18 games.

e UNC tied its season high with 10 three-point-
ers (also in the loss at Florida State).

e UNC shot a season-high percentage of .667
from three-point range (10 of 15).

e |t tied the seventh-highest three-point percent-
age in any game in which the Tar Heels made 10
or more threes.

e That was the fourth-highest 3FG percentage in
the Williams era, minimum 10 made threes.

e |t was the best three-point percentage ever by
UNC against Duke except the 1983 game at
Cameron when the ACC experimented with a line
at 17 feet, 9 inches (UNC was 12 of 15 for 80.0
percent in that game).

e UNC scored a season-high 28 points off
turnovers and season-high 27 fastbreak points.

e |t was the most fastbreak points since UNC
had 27 against Louisville in the 2019 ACC
Tournament.

e UNC led for 35:11 and trailed for only 1:38.

e L ove became the first Tar Heel to score 25
points and have seven assists at Duke and just
the third Tar Heel to reach those figures in any
game vs. the Blue Devils. Charlie Scott had 34
points and eight assists in 1969 and Phil Ford
had 28 and eight in 1976, both at Carmichael
Auditorium.

e Love became the third UNC freshman with at
least 20 and five against Duke — Walter Davis
had 31 and five at home in 1974 and Joseph
Forte had 24 and five at Duke in 2000.

e Love set his season high in points (25), field
goals (9),three-pointers (4) and assists (7). The
points, field goals and threes tied the season
high by any Tar Heel.

e | ove made four threes combined in UNC’s
previous four games.

e This was the first game Bacot (16), Brooks
(12) and Sharpe (11) all scored in double
figures.

e Black scored 12 points, his fourth game in
double figures this season and the first time
since he netted a career-high 16 at Miami on
1/5/21.

e Black was 4 for 4 from the floor, had four
assists and was a plus 16, the second best on
the team.

e Bacot led UNC with a plus 19, his second best
of the season (plus 2 vs. UNLV in November).

e Walton tied his season high with four
three-pointers (three in the first half). It was the
third time he’s made four (Notre Dame and FSU)
and the fourth straight game he’s made multiple
threes.

We are not accepting photo or minicam requests for credentials. There are only a lim-
ited number of photo opportunities, which will be handled directly by Steve Kirschner,
Senior Associate A.D. for Communications.

Approved credentials may be picked up at media will call at Smith Center Entrance D,
which will open one hour before the scheduled starting time. Entrance D is diagonally
across the building from the media entrance last season. Entrance D is closest to the
reserved parking lot behind the natatorium and the Smith Center/basketball offices.

All briefcases, computer bags and photo equipment are subject to search.

The arena will close 90 minutes after the conclusion of UNC'’s postgame Zoom.

AWAY GAME CREDENTIALS
ACC Games: email Kirschner (each school will have different levels of access...the
schools will let Kirschner know if, and how many, media/photographer seats will be
available for the visiting team).

PARKING

Parking for weekday games will be emailed to you by Emilee McCollum of the Smith
Center staff (no pass is necessary for weekend games). Media parking is in the Manning
Drive lot (this is a recent change). To access: from Manning Drive, turn onto Bowles
Drive (turn on the end of Bowles Drive closest to 15-501, not up the hill by the dorms).
Once on Bowles, turn on Tar Heel Boulevard (which is just a driveway that leads behind
the natatorium and the arena). Just before the security hut turn left and that’s the
Manning Drive lot.

A limited number of photographers are assigned to shoot from designated areas
around the arena. Those assignments will be coordinated by Steve Kirschner. Avail-
ability will be very limited and may change over the course of the season due to the
pandemic. Other than a photographer and videographer who travel with each team and
are tested on a regular basis, photo/video spots that are assigned will be at least 15 feet
(and could be farther away) from the edge of the essential personnel perimeter that has
been established by the ACC.
