SUNSHINE STATE SUCCESS
Since the program rebirth in 1985-86, Miami is 84-8 (.913) against in-state, non-Power Five schools. That includes 
a spectacular 64-3 (.955) mark in home games. Under Jim Larrañaga, the Hurricanes are 16-3 (.842) against such 
foes, including 13-2 (.867) in Coral Gables, Fla. One of those select losses came the last time Miami hosted UCF, 
as the Hurricanes dropped a 63-58 decision to the Knights on Nov. 21, 2013.
HURRICANE HOMECOMING
UCF assistant coach Kevin Norris is one of the most accomplished players in Miami basketball history. A four-year 
standout at point guard from 1994-98, Norris is the Hurricanes’ all-time leader in steals (208) and consecutive 
starts (108). He ranks second all-time at Miami in assists (493) and fourth in total starts (108). The 1994-95 BIG 
EAST All-Rookie Team honoree is the only player in program history to lead Miami in assists four years in a row.
DYNAMIC DUO
Miami, with Kameron McGusty and Charlie Moore, was one of just 17 teams to enter the 2021-22 season 
with multiple returning Division I 1,200-point scorers on its roster, alongside Arkansas, Belmont, Chattanooga, 
Clemson, Georgia State, Hofstra, Kansas, Louisville, Ohio State, Penn State, Richmond, SMU, Stony Brook, 
Texas, Texas Tech and UAB. Only nine of those programs are in a Power Five conference, with three in the ACC.
RECORD-SETTING SEASON
Miami’s 12.33 personal fouls per game in 2020-21 set a record low for any DI team since the NCAA started tracking 
the stat in 1992-93. It is the seventh time since then a team finished below 13.0, with three of those marks posted in 
2020-21 by ACC teams. The rest of the list is 2019-20 Notre Dame (12.41), 2012-13 Western Illinois (12.61), 2005-
06 West Virginia (12.70), 2012-13 Michigan (12.72), 2020-21 Notre Dame (12.84) and 2020-21 Virginia (12.92).
HURRICANE HERO
Jim Larrañaga ranks second at Miami with 201 victories and fourth with a .607 winning percentage. His six 20-win
seasons at The U are the most of any coach and a third of the program’s total. Coach L has also led Miami to all
three of its 25-win campaigns, two of its three Sweet 16 berths and four of its 10 NCAA Tournament trips.
UCF
The Knights, 1-0 thus far, are paced by fifth-year guard Darius Perry, who led the team in points (14.7) and assists 
(3.4) per game in 2020-21. UCF, coming off an 11-12 (8-10 AAC) season last year, was picked fifth in the AAC.

BEATING THE BLUE BLOODS
During Jim Larrañaga’s 10 seasons at Miami, the Hurricanes are 12-17 against Duke (6-7) and 
North Carolina (6-10), good for the third-most wins–trailing only Duke (13) and Virginia (15)–by 
any school against those two teams since 2011-12. Miami beat at least one of them in each 
of Coach L’s first seven years, topping both in 2012-13 (four total wins) and 2016-17. Prior to 
Larrañaga’s arrival, Miami was 4-31 all-time against the two. The Hurricanes are the only team 
with at least six victories over those schools by double digits since 2011-12 (only Duke and 
Virginia have even five). Miami and Duke are the lone schools with five road wins against the 
two teams since 2011-12. Miami is also the only team with at least four triumphs by 15-plus–just 
Louisville and North Carolina have even three–and joins Ohio State as the lone schools with 
two decisions by 20-plus. Duke’s most lopsided loss of the last 10 years is to Miami (90-63 
on 1/23/13) and it is the third-largest loss ever for an AP No. 1 team, while North Carolina’s 
third-most lopsided loss of that stretch is to the Hurricanes (87-61 on 2/9/13). In 2012-13, Miami 
became the first team to top both schools by 20-plus since Maryland did so in 1974-75.

THE U TO THE LEAGUE
Miami is one of 21 schools–Duke, Florida State, Louisville, North Carolina and Virginia are 
the others from the ACC–with both four-plus NBA Draft choices over the past five years and 
a player picked in at least three of those five drafts. In 2017, Davon Reed went No. 32 to the 
Phoenix Suns. In 2018–the third time Miami has had two players selected, along with 1968 and 
1970–Lonnie Walker IV went No. 18 to the San Antonio Spurs and Bruce Brown Jr., went No. 
42 to the Detroit Pistons. In 2019, Dewan Hernandez went No. 59 to the Toronto Raptors, then 
the reigning NBA champion.

Jim Larrañaga, who passed John Wooden on the all-time wins list on 1/9/21, is one of 19 
active coaches with 650 victories, including one of 11 at the DI level. He is the 64th of 68 NCAA 
coaches all-time to reach 650, including the 39th of 42 with DI experience and the 38th of 41 
with at least 10 years at that level. Coach L is No. 16 all-time in ACC victories (regular season 
and ACC Tournament) with 102, including fourth among active coaches. He is also No. 17 
all-time in total victories while serving as an ACC coach with 201, the fifth-most among active 
coaches. In addition, Larrañaga, John Calipari, Lefty Driesell and Cliff Ellis are the only four 
coaches in history with 150-plus wins at three DI schools, while just 21 coaches (six active) 
have logged even 100-plus victories at three DI schools. Coach L is also among the 16 coaches 
(seven active) with 200-plus wins at two DI institutions. Larrañaga is tied for No. 20 all-time 
(co-fifth active) in number of years as a DI head coach, as one of just 27 individuals to reach 
38 total seasons. Lastly, his 1,134 games coached entering 2021-22 placed him No. 17 all-time 
(sixth active).
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HAPPY AT HOME
The Hurricanes are 116-43 (.730) at the Watsco Center in Jim Larrañaga’s 
nine seasons at the helm, including 66-23 (.742) over their last 89 outings. 
As a whole, Miami is 211-87 (.708) at the Watsco Center, which opened 
as the BankUnited Center Jan. 4, 2003. Prior to Coach L’s arrival, the 
Hurricanes were 95-44 (.683) there.

CURRENT PRO CANES (24)

Due largely to injury issues over the past three-plus seasons, the last time
Miami used double-digit scholarship players in the same game was Dec. 23,
2017, against New Mexico State in the Diamond Head Classic semifiinals in
Honolulu. For the last 24 games of the 2018-19 season, as well as in 
several contests in both 2019-20 and 2020-21, Miami had just seven
scholarship players available. The team even entered a game with only six
on nine occasions.

Through Jim Larrañaga’s first 10 seasons at Miami (2011-21), the 
Hurricanes had the sixth-most victories (200) of any team in the ACC for that 
full stretch. In addition, Miami had the fourth-most road wins (52) and the 
fifth-most victories away from home (86) of any such program. In conference 
play only, the Hurricanes tallied the fifth-most total triumphs (91) and sixth-
most road wins (34) during that 10-year span.

PRIME PROGRAM

Former Miami guard Shane Larkin, the 2013 ACC Player of the Year, set the 
EuroLeague scoring record (49) on 11/29/19 on just 19 shots in Anadolu 
Efes’ 103-75 win over FC Bayern Munich. He also owns the EuroLeague 
Final Four-era title game scoring record (29), set 5/19/19 in Anadolu 
Efes’ 91-83 loss to CSKA Moscow. In addition, he holds the EuroLeague 
record for most points in a Final Four (59), as he tallied 30 in a 92-73 
semifinal win over Fenerbahçe Basketball two days before posting 29 in the 
championship, both in Spain. After a 2019-20 season in which he became 
the first player with two 40-point games in a campaign, Eurobasket.com 
tabbed Larkin as the EuroLeague MVP. The website then also listed him as 
the top player in the league entering 2020-21.

BALLIN’ ABROAD

QUALITY COMPANY
Harlond Beverly was one of four high-major (Power Five + BIG EAST) 
players to average at least 4.5 rebounds, 3.3 assists and 1.5 steals per 
game in 2020-21, alongside Oklahoma State’s Cade Cunningham (Big 12 
POY), Kansas’ Marcus Garrett (2x All-Big 12) and Alabama’s Herb Jones 
(SEC POY). In the last 15 years, only 13 ACC players–14 occurrences–
reached those figures, with Beverly one of just four freshmen or sophomores 
on the list, joining Florida State’s Trent Forrest (2017-18), NC State’s Dennis 
Smith Jr. (2016-17) and NC State’s Lorenzo Brown (2011-12).

INJURY ISSUES
In 2020-21, Miami’s four returning senior starters totaled only 23–of a 
possible 108–outings in which they were available start to finish. In addition, 
five other players combined to miss a total of 32 contests due to injuries. 
Miami was the only high-major (Power Five + BIG EAST) school with 100-
plus missed games due to injury (113), the only one with six players missing 
eight-plus games (no other had even five) and the only one with four players 
missing 20-plus games (no other had four with even 15-plus). The lone 
other high-major programs to have nine players miss a game due to injury 
were Butler and Washington State, while only Kansas State even hit eight.

WATCH OUT FOR WONG
Isaiah Wong earned Preseason First Team All-ACC accolades, joining 
Syracuse’s Buddy Boeheim, Virginia Tech’s Keve Aluma, Duke’s Paola 
Banchero and North Carolina’s Armando Bacot on the team. He also made 
the cut as one of 20 shooting guards on the Jerry West Award Watch List.

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PERFECTION
The Miami men’s basketball team posted its first perfect Graduate Success 
Rate (GSR) in 2018 and then repeated the feat in 2019 and 2020. The 
Hurricanes’ 100 score was at least 12 points above the national average, 
regardless of sport, each year. In addition, University of Miami student-
athletes as a whole tallied a 91 in 2020, the eighth time in nine years and 
fifth in a row the Hurricanes posted a figure of 90-plus.

HURRICANE LEGENDS
After his 2020 UM Sports Hall of Fame induction was delayed due to 
COVID-19, Johnny Hemsley, a two-time All-BIG EAST designee, will 
officially receive his golden jacket in the spring of 2022. Jack McClinton, a 
three-time All-ACC selection who twice earned first-team honors, will join 
Hemsley in the UMSHoF as a class of 2022 inductee, also at the same 
spring ceremony.
Additionally, Rick Barry earned a spot on the NBA 75th Anniversary Team. 
A 12-time NBA All-Star and five-time First Team All-NBA pick, Barry scored 
a Miami record 2,298 points in just three years. He averaged 37.4 points 
per game in 1964-95, the 12th-best mark in NCAA history, en route to 
consensus First Team All-America status.

Miami has five new scholarship players on its roster. Two are transfers, 
Jordan Miller (George Mason) and Charlie Moore (DePaul), both of whom 
averaged over 14 points per game last year. The others are freshmen Jakai 
Robinson, Bensley Joseph and Wooga Poplar, who placed No. 84, No. 103 
and No. 123, respectively, in the 247Sports Composite rankings.

WELCOME BACK
Four Hurricanes honored on 2021 Senior Night–Deng Gak, Kameron 
McGusty, Rodney Miller Jr., and Sam Waardenburg–elected to return to 
Miami this season. McGusty entered his name into NBA Draft consideration 
and then withdrew, as did now-third-year sophomore Isaiah Wong.

QUITE THE CONTRAST
Miami held its opponents to just a 32.2 3-point percentage (83-of-258) in its 
10 wins last season, but its foes shot 41.5 percent (165-of-398) from deep in 
its 17 defeats. Overall, the Hurricanes’ opponents shot 37.8 percent (248-of-
656) from deep on the year, the highest mark they have allowed in a season 
since 2006-07. Meanwhile, on the end of the court, Miami posted a 29.5 
percent 3-point clip (150-of-508), its lowest ledger since 1997-98.

In 2017-18, Kameron McGusty was a sophomore at Oklahoma and 
Charlie Moore was a sophmore at Kansas. Their teams met twice, first 
with McGusty scoring five points in a 85-80 home win on 1/23/18. Later, 
on 2/19/18, McGusty tallied a then-career-high-tying 22 points on 9-of-15 
shooting in a 104-74 road loss. Moore did not play in either game, as he sat  
out that season in accordance with NCAA transfer rules.

TERRIFIC TENURE
In his first 10 seasons, Jim Larrañaga has led Miami to 13 more wins (200) than it had in any prior 
10-year stretch (187 from 1958-59 to 1967-68). The six 20-win campaigns in Coach L’s tenure are over 
half of the program’s previous total (11) and match the full prior total since the rebirth (1985-86). Miami’s 
four NCAA Tournament trips under Coach L are two shy of its previous total, including just one short of 
its combined total after the rebirth. The Hurricanes’ six postseason trips in their first seven campaigns 
under Coach L match the program record for any seven-year span.

Head Coach Jim Larrañaga

In his 10 seasons at the University of Miami, 
head coach Jim Larrañaga has led the Hurricanes 
to four NCAA Tournament appearances, including 
two trips to the Sweet 16, and won the 2013 ACC 
regular-season and tournament titles. He has been 
named the Associated Press, Naismith, USBWA 
and Henry Iba National Coach of the Year, twice 
was both the ACC and USBWA District Coach of 
the Year and was the 2013 NABC District Coach 
of the Year.

Larrañaga has posted three 25-win seasons at UM – the only Miami coach to do so – and five in his career. 
He also has recorded six 20-win campaigns at Miami and 12 in his career. In conference action, the Canes have 
won nine or more league games in six of 10 seasons, while prior to Larrañaga’s arrival, Miami had never won 
more than eight ACC games in a season. Larrañaga has helped the Canes to 20 postseason victories, including 
four in the NCAA Tournament (three appearances), 11 in the ACC Tournament (10) and five in the NIT (two).

Miami’s 52 total road wins in the past 10 seasons are fourth-most among ACC teams during Larrañaga’s 
tenure and its 86 total victories away from home place fourth. During that same stretch, the Hurricanes are fifth 
in overall ACC wins (91), as well as sixth both ACC road (34) and home victories (57). In the six years prior to 
Larrañaga’s arrival, when the ACC had only 12 teams, Miami was tied for ninth in ACC victories (36) and won 
just 10 total ACC road games.

Miami has seen unprecedented fan interest in the program under Larrañaga. In 2017-18, for the third straight 
season, Miami sold out its season-ticket allotment at the Watsco Center. The 2015-16 season marked the first 
time in Miami Hurricanes’ history that any team sold out of season tickets.

From 2017-19, Miami was one of two ACC programs, alongside Duke, to have a player selected in each NBA 
Draft. Four total Hurricanes were picked in that span, including Lonnie Walker IV going No. 18 in 2018.

Miami played in its fourth NCAA Tournament in the past six years in 2017-18, claiming a No. 6 seed in the 
South Region. The Hurricanes tied for third in the ACC and finished the season with a 22-10 mark, including an 
11-7 record in conference play. The Canes were nationally ranked for 15 weeks, reaching as high as No. 6 in the 
polls.

Freshman Lonnie Walker IV was named Honorable Mention All-ACC, becoming the first freshman all-
conference honoree in program history. He also was named to the ACC All-Freshman Team. Miami earned road 
wins over then-No. 12 Minnesota and then-No. 9 North Carolina, the fourth straight year and the sixth time in 
Larrañaga’s seven seasons that the Canes defeated two or more top-15 teams.

The 2015-16 Hurricanes played their way into the NCAA Tournament’s Sweet 16 for the second time in four 
seasons, and just the third time in school history.

In 2012-13, Larrañaga helped Miami to a No. 2 
national ranking by both the AP and USA TODAY 
and a No. 2 seed in the NCAA tournament. At the 
time, he was the 10th coach in the last 10 years to 
lead two top-10 programs, as Miami was No. 2 on 
Feb. 18, 2013, and George Mason was No. 8 in 
the final Top 25 poll in 2006.

Individually, Shane Larkin earned the ACC 
Player of the Year and Lute Olson National Player 
of the Year awards, as well as All-American status 
and finalist nods for the Bob Cousy, John Wooden 
and James Naismith player of the year honors be-
fore declaring early for the 2013 NBA Draft. Larkin 
was also the ACC Tournament MVP, on the ACC 
All-Defensive Team and a Defensive All-American. 
Durand Scott was the ACC Defensive Player of 
the Year.

Larrañaga came to Miami after serving as the 
head coach at George Mason for 14 seasons. 
He guided the program to five NCAA Tournament 
appearances (1999, 2001, 2006, 2008, 2011), 
including an unprecedented run to the 2006 Final 
Four that captured the nation’s attention, as the 
Patriots defeated Michigan State, North Carolina,

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Wichita State and UConn along the way. Following that run, Larrañaga was selected the 
2006 Clair Bee National Coach of the Year.

Larrañaga built the George Mason program into a perennial contender in the highly-
regarded Colonial Athletic Association, winning more games than any other coach in pro-
gram and conference history (273) en route to three conference titles (1999, 2001, 2008).

In 2006, Larrañaga became the first coach at a mid-major school to take his team to 
the Final Four in 27 years and earned the CAA’s first NCAA tournament at-large berth in 
20 years. Along the way, he led Mason to a school record in wins, its first-ever national 
ranking, its first-ever appearance in the Top 10 and its first wins over Top 10 teams.

Larrañaga served as the head coach at Bowling Green for 11 seasons (1986-1997) 
and at Division II American International for two seasons (1977-79).

At Bowling Green, he made an immediate impact in his first season. In 1986-87, the 
Falcons were the nation’s most improved team under a first-year head coach that took 
over a program with a losing record, posting a 15-14 record for an eight-game improve-
ment over the previous season. Larrañaga went on to record a 170-144 mark in 11 years 
at Bowling Green, earning 1997 Mid-American Conference Coach of the Year honors 
after leading Bowling Green to a 22-10 record, a conference regular season co-champi-
onship and a berth in the NIT. The 22 victories were the most by a Bowling Green team in 
47 years and the 13 conference wins were the second- highest total in BGSU history.

Larrañaga’s 170 victories at Bowling Green ranked second all-time on the Falcons’ 
coaching list and he was only the second coach to record consecutive postseason 
appearances. Larrañaga led his squad to NIT berths in 1990 (18-11) and again in 1991 
(17-13), the first time the Falcons enjoyed back-to-back postseason appearances since 
the early ‘60s. Bowling Green won better than 60 percent of its games in Larrañaga’s last 
four years, recording a 70-44 mark during that stretch. The Falcons finished fourth or bet-
ter in the MAC in five of Larrañaga’s 11 seasons and he is among the winningest coaches 
in MAC history.

Larrañaga received his first head coaching position in 1977 when he was named to 
the post at American International, a Division II program in Springfield, Mass. Taking 
over a team that had suffered through five consecutive losing seasons prior to his arrival, 
Larrañaga turned AIC into a winning program in his first year and compiled a 28-25 mark 
in two seasons.

Larrañaga’s first coaching opportunity came at Davidson College from 1971-76, serv-
ing as an assistant coach to Terry Holland. Davidson captured three Southern Conference 
regular-season championships and an NIT berth in his five years there, and he compiled 
a 47-12 record doubling as the freshman team coach. In 1976, he left Davidson and spent 
one season as player-coach for the Geronemo Basketball Club in Belgium.

After his two-year stint at American International, Larrañaga was reunited with Holland 
at the University of Virginia in April 
1979. An assistant coach under Hol-
land at UVA for seven seasons from 
1979-86, he helped the Cavaliers reach 
the NCAA Final Four on two occasions 
(1981 and 1984), finish in the top five of the AP and UPI polls and average more than 24 victories per season. 
The Cavaliers were 169-62, won three regular-season 
Atlantic Coast Conference championships and made four 
NCAA Tournament appearances in that span. Virginia 
also made a pair of NIT appearances, winning the NIT 
Championship in 1980. Larrañaga was on the staff during 
the careers of three-time National Player of the Year 
Ralph Sampson and NBA first-round draft choice Olden 
Polynice.

A 1971 graduate of Providence College with a degree 
in economics, Larrañaga was a four-year letterman for 
the Friars. As the team captain in his senior season, he 
led Providence to a 20-8 record and an NIT appearance. 
He graduated as the school’s fifth all-time leading scorer 
with 1,258 points and was selected in the sixth round of 
the draft by the Detroit Pistons of the National Basketball 
Association. He was the team’s top scorer as a sopho-
more and junior and was named New England’s Division 
I Sophomore of the Year in 1969. He was inducted into 
the Providence College Hall of Fame in 1991.

Larrañaga and his wife, Liz, have two sons and four 
grandchildren. Their son, Jay, played for his father at 
Bowling Green, was the head coach of the NBDL’s Erie 
Bayhawks and is now an assistant coach with the Boston 
Celtics. Jon was a member of his father’s George Mason 
teams from 1999-2003, earning first team Academic All-
America honors for NCAA Division I-AAA schools.
