Pavilion. Tech has split their two games in between, while Miami

e On the road - Georgia Tech is 1-3 on the road in
conference play this season, 2-3 in all games. Miami is 9-3 at
home in ACC games, 5-2 in ACC games. The Yellow Jackets are
4-6 against the Hurricanes at the Watsco Center, Tech's best
record by percentage at an ACC opponent’s arena.

e Dynamic duo - Georgia Tech seniors Michael Devoe
and Jordan Usher have accounted for 46.9 percent of the
Yellow Jackets" scoring this season, and as the top two assist
men on the team, have had a hand in 67.8 percent of Tech's
field goals made. Those numbers for ACC games are similar
(45.4, 68.4). They also have combined for 45.0 of Tech's free
throw attempts and 49.4 percent of its three-point tries.

e Qverturning turnovers - Georgia Tech has improved
its turnover rate on both ends of the floor in conference play
from early in the season, and ranks No. 4 in the ACC in turnover
margin (plus-1.82). The Jackets were minus-0.6 in non-
conference games.

e Grand theft basketball - The Jackets lead the
conference in turnovers forced (14.64 per game) and are No. 2
in steals (9.18) in conference games. Tech's last five ACC foes
(Wake Forest, Florida State, Miami, Virginia Tech, Clemson) have
coughed it up 84 times, 52 of them takeaways for Tech.

e Eight lineups - For the last five games, Tech has
returned to the original starting lineup with which it began the
season and used for six of the first eight games (Michael Devoe
and Kyle Sturdivant at the guards, Jordan Usher and Khalid
Moore at the forwards, Rodney Howard at center). The Jackets
had not used that starting five since Dec. 5 vs. North Carolina.
Tech has utilized eight different starting lineups this season, and
Jordan Usher and Khalid Moore are the only players to start all
22 games.

e House of Usher - Usher has averaged 15.7 points
and 6.6 rebounds over Tech's last 14 games, having hit 83-of-
174 shots from the floor (47.7 percent) and 25-0f-64 threes
(42.4 percent).

o Mikey likes it - Senior guard Michael Devoe fell from
the top spot in the ACC in scoring average for the first time this
season after Tech’'s game at at Boston College, and is currently
No. 3 at 18.6 points per game. Devoe is No. 4 in the ACC
in three-paint percentage (39.4) and No. 6 in three-point field
goals per game (2.48).

e Climbing the ladder - After beginning the season
No. 36 in career points at Tech, Devoe has risen to No. 17 on
the Tech career points list with 1,540 points, passing such Tech
luminaries as Iman Shumpert, Drew Barry, Jarrett Jack, Michael
Maddox, Tico Brown, Marvin Lewis, Anthony Morrow, Lenny
Horton, former teammate Jose Alvarado, and most recently
Kenny Anderson. He is within 47 points of 16th place (John
Salley) and 48 points of 15th place (Bruce Dalrymple).

e Three over a thousand - Senior Jordan Usher
cleared the 1,000-point milestone for his career Jan. 15 at
North Carolina. He has 1,093 points, 819 of them scored in
a Tech uniform, giving Tech three 1,000-point scorers on its
roster, including Michael Devoe (1,540) and Bubba Parham
(1,452).

e Freshmen rising - Kick-started by strong
performances against Clayton State, Tech freshmen Deebo
Coleman and Miles Kelly have averaged 13.8 points and hit
20-0f 39 shots from three-point range combined over Tech's

Hurricanes also defeated the Jackets twice at Philips Arena in the
2011-12 season, one during the regular season and the other
in the opening round of the ACC Tournament.

o Miami was the opponent for Tech in its last game at
Alexander Memorial Coliseum, a game the Yellow Jackets won
66-57 to close outthe 2010-11 regular season. Tech won four
of six games against the Hurricanes in the building.

o Sixteen of the 27 meetings have been decided by 10
paints or less.

e Tech is 6-8 against Miami teams coached by Jim
Larranaga, and 7-8 against Larranaga, including a 70-62 win
over his George Mason team on Nov. 20, 2009 in San Juan,
Puerto Rico.

e Tech coach Josh Pastner is 6-3 against Miami,
including a pair of victories during his term as head coach at
Memphis.

e The last meeting between the two schools prior to
Miami's joining the ACC occurred in December of 1997 as
part of the Orange Bowl Classic doubleheader at Miami Arena,
the Hurricanes’ home court until the team moved into the on-
campus Convocation Center. The Yellow Jackets, led that year
by senior forward Matt Harpring, won that game, 69-61, over a
Hurricanes' team coached by Leonard Hamilton.

e Tech played Miami twice under former head coach
Whack Hyder (prior to the Hurricanes putting their program on
hiatus from 1971-84), losing the first-ever meeting in the series
by 22 points in 1953, then taking a six-point homecourt victory
in 1967. That was the only pre-ACC visit by the Hurricanes to
Alexander Memorial Coliseum, and the 90-84 Tech win remains
the highest scoring game in the short series.

Last Time Out

Georgia Tech used a first-half 16-0 run to pull out to an
double-digit lead and never trailed again, defeating Clemson 69-
64 Saturday afternoon at McCamish Pavilion.

The Yellow Jackets (10-12, 3-8 ACC) were once again
staunch on defense — holding the Tigers (12-10, 4-7 ACC)
to just 20 points in the opening half — but it would be their
bench's 37 points of offense that loomed large over the game.

Tech was led by Deivon Smith, who turned in an

impressive all-around performance in 16 points, eight rebounds
and six assists. Also finishing in double digits was Jordan Usher
(13), and Mies Kelly, who finished with a season-high 10.
Michael Devoe was held to just three points on the day, but
dished out five assists in the effort.

Tech forced Clemson into 18 turnovers and scored 23
points from them, and held the Tigers to 41.4 percent from the
floor, 6-0f-24 from three-point range.

Notable from Clemson

 Tech has won the turnover battle (12 to 14 vs. Virginia
Tech) in e Tech utilized nine players against Clemson, and all
of them scored. At least nine players have seen action in 16 of
the Jackets' 22 games, and in seven of 11 ACC games.

© Tech has held a halftime lead in only two ACC games
this season — Notre Dame on Jan. 8 and Clemson Saturday.

e The 20 points by Clemson were the fewest Tech has
allowed an ACC team this season, matching the season low of
20 scored by Clayton State.

 Tech has won the turnover battle in seven of its last eight
games (even 18-18 vs. Clemson and has forced 14.6 turnovers
against ACC teams this season (No. 2 in the conference). The
Jackets also are No. 2 in the ACC in turnover margin vs. ACC
teams (plus-1.8 per game).

e Tech has reached double digits in steals in six of its
last eight games after getting 10 against Clemson. The Yellow
Jackets are No. 2 in the ACC in steals in conference play (9.2
per game) and ahead of their 2020-21 pace, when they led the
ACC (9.0).

 Tech reserves scored a season-high 37 points, more
than half its total and all from first- or second-year players. They
combined to hit 13-0f-28 shots from the floor, 6-0f-13 from
three-point range, and grabbed 17 of the Jackets™ 33 rebounds.
Each of them played more than 20 minutes and were on the
positive side of the plus/minus column.

e Tech defeated Clemson with its two top scorers
contributing just 17 points. Michael Devoe and Jordan Usher
had accounted for 47.9 percent of the Yellow Jackets™ scoring
for the season entering the game. However in the Tech's 10
wins, they have contributed just 41.4 percent of its total points.

 Tech scored 38 points off extra possessions — 23 from
Clemson’s 18 turnovers, 15 from its 10 offensive rebounds.

 Tech has hit 10 or more three-point field goals in five
of its last eight games, and won four of those. The Jackets have
made 38.8 percent of their threes over those eight games.

® Tech's 18 assists against Clemson was its most in an
ACC game this season.

e Jordan Meka saw his first action since Jan. 23 vs.
Clayton State, logging a career-high 27:17 against Clemson
with three steals and five rebounds. He has played in four ACC
games, scoring a total of four points with 18 rebounds.

o Freshman Miles Kelly scored a season-high 10 points
against Clemson (had 9 vs. Miami), while connecting on 3-0f-5
from three-point range. Kelly is 8-of-16 from distance in his last
four games.

® Deivon Smith has averaged 7.8 points and 2.8 assists
over his last eight games. The sophomore point guard reached
double figures for the third time this season and matched his
high with 16 points vs. Clemson (scored 16 Jan. 15 at North
Carolina).

Howard won the starting job in the preseason and started
Tech's first 11 games before being slowed by an ankle injury
and missing five games. Gigiberia and Meka have stepped up at
various times to take up some spack in the post.

Gigiberia and Meka played nearly 35 minutes in Tech's
victory over Georgia State and contributed 10 rebounds and four
blocked shots. Meka started and averaged 20 minutes against
Louisville, Duke and Notre Dame, grabbing 17 rebounds and
blocking six shots combined. Meka played only 1:33 at Boston
College as Tech went with a smaller lineup.

Gigiberia returned from health protocols to notch season
highs of six paints and six rebounds in a career-long 14:06 at
Duke, and added four points and four rebounds in 14:01 at
North Carolina. He started and played 16:47 with a career-high
eight paints against Wake Forest.

Meka returned in a big way in Tech’s win over Clemson,
playing a careerhigh 27:17 off the bench and making a
difference with his activity on defense (5 rebounds, 3 steals)

For the season, they have combined to average 6.0
points, 6.9 rebounds and 1.3 blocks per game.

Two-point (guard) conversion

Splitting the point guard duties nearly evenly so far this
season In the wake of the departure of Jose Alvarado, Kyle
Sturdivant and Deivon Smith have combined to average 12.9
points and 4.2 assists over 22 games, while compiling a 92:66
assist/turover ratio. Sturdivant has started 18 games, while
Smith has started five. They both started and played together for
much of Tech’s win over Charleston Southern in the absence of
Michael Devoe.

Program Trends

o Less experienced - According to KenPom.com, Tech
ranks No. 167 in the nation in experience (average 1.98 years
per player) and No. 146 in minutes continuity (52.5 percent),
a measure of playing minutes from 2020-21 carrying over to
2021-22. The Jackets were No. 4 (2.54 years) and 10 (75.2),
respectively, in those categories last season.

 Two fouls in the first half? No problem. Georgia Tech
ranks No. 2 in the nation in two-foul participation (63.8 pct.), a
measure of percentage of available minutes played by players
with two fouls. Tech has ranked No. 4 or higher in this category
each of the past four years, and was No. 1 in 2020 and 2021.
Tech is far and away the leader among major conference teams
- the closest power conference team to the Yellow Jackets is
Texas Tech (29th nationally at 41.2 pct.).

e Bench minutes - Josh Pastner has expanded his
rotation in the 2021-22 season, but the Jackets still rank No.
204 in minutes played by its reserves (30.4 percent). Tech has
utlized nine or more players in most games this season (10 or
more in six games), and eight regulars are averaging better than
10 minutes per game. The national average is 31.4 percent.

Crr

 Size doesn’t matter - Georgia Tech played taller over
last season in terms of average overall height, ranking No. 68
in the nation at 77.8 inches, according to KenPom.com. Tech
ranked No. 256 last season (76.3 inches), taller than only three
power conference teams (Arizona State, Georgia and Penn
State), and taller than only seven teams that played in the NCAA
Tournament field.

 Tech made great strides in its offensive efficiency under
Josh Pastner in his first five seasons, ranking No. 22 nationally
last season at 113.7, easlly its highest ranking under Pastner.
The Jackets managed to exceed one point per possession in
22 of 26 games (Tech reached that benchmark 11 times in all
of 2019-20). Tech scored over a point per possession in its final
10 games. The Jackets have done so in eight of 22 games this
season, and only against Boston College and Florida Stae in ACC
play.

Call Me Ush

One of the most versatile players in the Atlantic Coast
Conference, Jordan Usher was the unsung hero of Georgia
Tech’s run to the ACC title last season with his ability to contribute
as a scorer, facilitator, rebounder, defender and leader.

 Taking advantage of his extra year of eligibility because
of COVID-19, the Canton, Ga., native is having the best season
of his career by averaging 15.0 points, 6.8 rebounds and 2.5
assists per game, all career-best averages. He ranks 13th in the
ACC in rebound average, No. 13 in scoring and No. 15 in field
goal percentage (.476).

® The 6-7 guard/forward has averaged 15.7 points and
6.6 rebounds over Tech's last 14 games, including a career-best
30-point effort against Georgia State and his first two double-
doubles against ACC teams (16/14 vs. Notre Dame, 15/10 vs.
Miami).

© He has averaged 14.3 points in ACC games and leads
the Jackets with 6.3 rebounds and 3.0 assists per game.

e [Jsher averaged 11.6 points per game last season,
fourth on a team which included high scorers Moses Wright,
Jose Alvarado and Michael Devoe. He shot 50 percent from the
floor and was the Jackets' fourth-leading rebounder at 4.2 per
game while averaging just under 30 minutes. He made the ACC
all-tournament team after scoring 15 points each against Miami
and Florida State.

o [Jsher has scored in double digits in 24 of Tech’s last
28 games, including 18 of 22 this season.

© Having started every game since he became a Jacket
(70), Usher continues to demonstrate his versatiity by ranking
No. 2 on the team in assists and No. 1 in steals this season.

e Usher surpassed the 1,000-career-point milestone
Jan. 15 at North Carolina. He has scored 819 of his 1,093
points in a Tech uniform. In order to reach 1,000 as a Yellow
Jacket, he would need to average 18.1 points through Tech’s
first ACC Tournament game.

Senior guard Michael Devoe, the highest-rated high
school prospect Georgia Tech has recruited under Josh Pastner
until last fall, has steadily improved over the course of his career,
making a quantum leap from his freshman to sophomore
seasons and continuing to improve from there.

 Tech's top returning scorer from an ACC Championship
unit. the Orlando, Fla., native has expanded his game and
currently carries career bests in scoring average (18.6 ppg),
rebound average (4.9 rpg) and assists (3.2 per game), while
connecting on 47.0 percent of his shots from the floor, 39.4
percent from three-point range and 75.3 from the foul line.

® The 6-5 senior led the ACC in scoring all season until
after his 13-point game at Boston College Jan. 12; he is No. 3
behind Alondes Williams of Wake Forest (19.75 ppg) and Buddy
Boeheim of Syracuse (19.30). He also is No. 4 in three-point
percentage, and No. 6 in three-pointers per game (2.48).

e For his career, Devoe has connected on 40.4 percent
of his three-point tries, and has hit 40.2 percent in ACC games.

 After beginning the season No. 36 in career points at
Tech, the 6-5 guard is now No. 17 on Tech’s all-time list with
1,540 points.

Burning at Both Ends

Georgia Tech has lived and succeeded by playing
excellent defense during its five-plus years under Josh Pastner,
but has steadily become one of the better offensive teams in the
ACC as well.

The Yellow Jackets currently rank No. 235 in offensive
efficiency according to KenPom.com (99.9 points per 100
possessions), while ranking No. 188 in effective field goal
percentage (49.6) and 88th in three-point percentage (35.3).

Tech finished 2020-21 with its highest offensive
efficiency rating (113.7) and national ranking (22) under
Pastner, and ranked No. 35 in effective field goal percentage
(54.1) and No. 36 in lowest turnover percentage (16.1). The
Jackets accomplished this relying more on the three-point shot
than in any year before (36.4 percent of their FGA were threes
compared to 29.6 percent the year before).

Tech scored more than a point per possession in its final
10 games and 22 times altogether in 2020-21, and have done
S0 in eight of 21 games this season.

Though he has expanded his bench to reflect the growing
level of talent within the program, head coach Josh Pastner
remains committed to a tight playing rotation when conference
play rolls around, reminiscent of the way Bobby Cremins
coached the Yellow Jackets over his 19 seasons.

Tech ranks No. 204 nationally in bench minutes (30.4
pct.), according to KenPom.com, up from last season reflecting
an expansion in the Jackets' rotation, consistently playing 8-to-
9 players, with eight rotation players averaging more than 10
minutes per game.

Also, Tech's bench has contributed more points than that
of its opponent in 12 of 22 games this season. The Jackets
accomplished than just six times in 26 games last season.

Tech still has ironmen on its roster, however. Michael
Devoe (34.63 minutes per game) and Jordan Usher (32.02)
both rank among the ACC's top 20 this season. Usher ranks
No. 268 nationally in usage, while Devoe ranks No. 198 despite
missing one game with the flu.

Tech finished last season ranked No. 336 in percentage
of minutes played by reserves (20.1), while Jose Alvarado,
Moses Wright and Michael Devoe all ranked among the ACC's
top 10 in average minutes per game.

Tech's highest ranking in bench minutes under Josh
Pastner came in 2017-18, when the Jackets ranked No. 89 at
33.5 percent. They have not ranked higher than No. 210 in any
other year under Pastner.

Georgia Tech coach Josh Pastner preached and prodded
his Yellow Jackets on ball and player movement and hard
cutting from the first time he got his team on the practice court.
His primary measuring stick on how well the Jackets perform
offensively is their ratio of assists to made field goals.

Tech has consistently been above the national average
and maintained a high rate in ACC games. The Yellow Jackets
are currently No. 154 at 51.8 percent, 12th in the ACC at 51.6
percent in conference games. The Jackets finished the 2020-
271 season No. 53 nationally at 57.1 percent and held the
second-highest mark in ACC games only (58.8 pct.).

Due to its ability to play creative versions of both zone and
man-to-man to keep opponents off-balance, Georgia Tech has
been able to rely on its mixture of defenses to win games over
Josh Pastner’s first five seasons.

Tech is No. 99 currently in adjusted defensive efficiency,
according to KenPom.com, at 98.9 points per 100 possessions,
its lowest standing under Pastner but still among the top third in
the NCAA. Fourteen of the Jackets last 27 opponents have been
held to under a point per possession dating back to last season.

The major difference between this year's unit and the
previous five Tech teams is playing a small lineup the majority
of the time and the absence of a rim-protector and shot blocker
like the ones on the list below.

e 107th season - Georgia Tech is playing its 107th
season of basketball in 2021-22 and began the season with an
all-time on-court record of 1,410-1,267 (22 wins and one loss
from the 2016-17 and 2017-18 seasons were vacated by the
NCAA Commitee on Infractions).

e Tech in ACC play - This is Tech's 43rd season as
a member of the Atlantic Coast Conference, having won the
conference championship in 1985, 1990, 1993 and 2021.
Prior to that, Tech competed in the Metro Conference for three
seasons from 1975-78, was an independent from 1964-75,
and was a member of the Southeastern Conference for 32 years
from 1932-64, winning one title in 1938.

e This is Georgia Tech's sixth season under head
coach Josh Pastner, who has built the Tech program based on
a “get old and stay old” philosophy, elevating the talent level
incrementally through ever-improving high school recruiting and
attracting transfers who went to high school in the Atlanta area.

® Georgia Tech was projected by the ACC's official media
panel to finish 10th in the conference regular season. Since
the ACC expanded in 2005, Miami is the only defending ACC
Champion to be projected lower than 10th the next season (12th
prior to 2013-14 season). In the last three seasons, the Jackets
have surpassed expectations, having been picked to finish 13th,
12th and ninth, respectively, before eventually finishing 10th,
fifth and fourth in the regular season. No team that went on to
win the ACC championship had ever been projected to finish as
low as ninth before last season.

e Tech is coming off the team's first Atlantic Coast
Conference championship in 28 years, and the fourth in program
history.

(2020) in the regular season ACC race the last two seasons, the
program’s best back-to-back finishes since 2004 and 2005.

e Four players with significant career experience as
starters return from the ACC Championship team, led by
ACC Tournament MVP Michael Devoe, who has been named
honorable mention All-ACC each of the last two years, and is the
Yellow Jackets' top all-conference candidate for 2021-22. He
averaged 15.0 points per game and was one of the league’s top
three-point shooters at 40 percent for the season.

e Two seniors form the ACC Championship squad —
Jordan Usher and Bubba Parham — return to take advantage of
their available “COVID year.” Usher, who began his college career
at USC, has started every game for Tech since becoming eligible
in midseason 2019-20, and last year was Tech's fourth-leading
scorer (11.6 ppg) and third-leading rebounder (4.2 rpg), and
made the ACC All-Tournament team. Parham has started 20 of
56 games in two seasons at Tech after transferring from VM,
averaging 5.8 points per game.

e Devoe and Parham are both career 1,000-point
scorers, with Jordan Usher joining them at mid-season.

 Devoe, Usher, Parham and senior forward Khalid Moore
began the season with a combined 247 career collegiate starts.

o Al three freshmen in this year's recruiting class were
rated among the nation’s top 150 prospects, and the class,
which includes transfer guard Deivon Smith from Mississippi
State, is ranked 28th in the nation, the highest-ranked class for
Tech since 2012.

 Tech's center has made the ACC's All-Defensive Team
five straight years - Ben Lammers (2017, 2018), James Banks
I (2019, 2020), both of whom led the conference in blocked
shots, and Moses Wright (2021). In 2020-21, Tech had two
representatives on the All-Defensive Team - Jose Alvarado, who
was also named ACC Defensive Player of the Year, joined Wright.

 |n addition to its 20-game ACC schedule, Tech faces a
sfrong non-conference slate that includes Power 5 conference
opponents Georgia, Wisconsin, LSU and Southern California.
Duke, Florida State, North Carolina and Virginia all were in
the pre-season Associated Press top 25, while Virginia Tech,
Syracuse, USC and LSU.

 Tech entered the season having won 14 of its last 15
ACC games at McCamish Pavilion, including a school-record
11-game winning streak that was stopped by Virginia on Feb.
10 of last season.

Tech Inks Strong Recruiting Class

Georgia Tech signed its highest-rated class in nine years
when four-star guards Dallan “Deebo” Coleman and Miles
Kelly, as well as three-star forward Jalon Moore, put their
names on letters-of-intent to join the Yellow Jackets.

The three-player class was rated as high as 15th-best
in the nation and third-best in the Atlantic Coast Conference
according to the 247Sports composite team rankings (was 28th
at the end of the summer).

Coleman, a 6-6 guard from Memphis, Tenn., who played
his high school ball in Callahan, Fla., at No. 53 nationally, is the
highest-rated player to sign with Tech during the tenure of head
coach Josh Pastner. Kelly, a 6-4 guard from Lilburn, Ga., was
No. 87 according to 247Sports. Moore, a 6-6 forward from
Gardendale, Ala., was No. 120.

Coleman and Kelly were both among the nominees for
the 20271 McDonald's All-American Game.

It was the first time since 2012 that Georgia Tech had
signed as many as three players ranked among the nation’s top
150 in the 247Sports ranking. Tech's 2012 recruiting class
included four-star forwards Marcus Georges-Hunt and Robert
Carter, Jr., and was rated the nation’s 10th-best. The Jackets
had the nation’s 11th-ranked class in 2009, a six-player group
highlighted by forward Derrick Favors, the nation’s top-ranked
prospect, and guard Mfon Udofia.

Smith started eight games last season, averaging
5.2 points, 3.6 rebounds and 2.9 assists across 33 games
for the Bulldogs, who went 18-15 overall and reached the
championship game of the NIT. The 6-1 Loganville, Ga., native
compiled a 97/56 assist/turnover ratio, shot 33.9 percent from
the floor, 27.9 percent from three-point range and 61.5 percent
from the foul line. He was better in SEC games, averaging 5.6
points, 3.6 rebounds and 3.0 assists in helping MSU go 8-10
in conference. Smith scored double figures in five games, with
a high of 17 with three rebounds and three assists in the NIT
championship game loss to Memphis.

Smith attended Grayson (Ga.) High School, where he
was named the 2020 Gwinnett Prep Sports Player of the Year,
averaging 17.6 points, 8.3 assists, 8.1 rebounds and 3.5 steals
per game as a senior. He was ranked as high as No. 63 in the
nation by 247Sports. He led Grayson to a 25-4 record in 2017-
18, won the Region 8-AAAAAAA championship and went to the
state final four.

First ACC Championship in 28 Years,
First in NCAA Tournament in 11

Ending an 11-year hiatus from the NCAA Tournament,
Georgia Tech participated in March Madness for the first time
since 2010, losing its first-round game, 71-60, 1o Loyola
Chicago at Hinkle Fieldhouse in Indianapolis, Ind. The Yellow
Jackets were a No. 9 seed in the field as an automatic qualifier
after winning the Atlantic Coast Conference championship, the
first conference title for the team since 1993.

The Yellow Jackets entered the NCAA Tournament having
won eight straight games following a Feb. 12 loss at Clemson,
including victories over Miami and Florida State to win the ACC
Tournament. Tech also earmed its highest ACC regular season
finish (fourth) since the 2004 national runner-up team also
finished fourth, and had a NCAA NET ranking of No. 34 (Jackets
NET was 41 following NCAA Tournament). Tech's surge began
with a 71-65 home win over Pitt on Feb. 14 and included three
road victories over Miami, No. 16 Virginia Tech and Wake Forest.

But Tech was unable to get past the No. 8-seeded
Ramblers after losing ACC Player of the Year Moses Wright
under COVID-19 protocols, and its remarkable season ended
with a 17-9 record.

2020-21 Season Highlights

® Georgia Tech's 34 wins over the past two seasons are
the most for the program over two seasons since 2009-10 and
2010-11 (36). Tech's 17-9 record in 2020-21 marked its
highest winning percentage for a season since the 2004 Final
Four team (28-10).

 Big wins for the Jackets - Loyola, the 17th-ranked
team in the Associated Press poll, was the 10th AP top-25 team
the Yellow Jackets played during the 2020-21 season. Tech
defeated five AP top 25 teams this season, most recently No. 15
Florida State in the ACC Tournament, more than any other team
in the ACC. The Jackets aso defeated No. 20 Kentucky (Dec. 6),
No. 20 Clemson (Jan. 20), No. 16 Florida State (Jan. 30) and
No. 16 Virginia Tech.

o Trifecta - For the first time in its history, Georgia
Tech defeated Kentucky, North Carolina and Duke in the same
season.

o Fourth ACC title for Tech - Georgia Tech claimed its
fourth ACC Tournament championship and its first since 1993.
The Yellow Jackets are 4-4 all-time in tournament title games.

e Streaking - Tech's eight-game winning streak was the
longest since the Yellow Jackets opened the 2003-04 season
12-0. But Tech had not won as many straight games so late in
the season since the Jackets won nine in a row in 1996, seven

to finish the regular season and their quarterfinal and semifinal
games in the tournament. Tech lost in the finals to Wake Forest.

® Plus-side - Tech has a winning streak or has won the
last meseting against 11 of its 14 ACC foes. Virginia is the only
team the Jackets have a current losing streak against (eight in a
row), and is the only team that the Yellow Jackets haven't beaten
under head coach Josh Pastner.

e Long time coming - With an 11-6 ACC record to
follow its 11-9 finish in 2019-20, Georgia Tech collected its
most ACC victories (22) in back-to-back years in its 42-year
history in the conference. The Yellow Jackets went 8-8 in 1994-
95 and 13-3in 1995-96 (21 wins).

e High cotton - Tech's fourth-place finish in the ACC
regular season was its highest since its NCAA Tournament
runner-up team tied for third in 2004. Coupled with its fifth-
place finish in 2019-20, the Yellow Jackets posted their highest
back-to-back finishes since 2004 (T-3) and 2005 (4th).

* Double bye-bye - Tech opened the ACC Tournament
beyond the event's first day since 2005, and Tech earned the
coveted double-bye for the first time since the ACC expanded to
15 teams.

e Back-to-back - Tech achieved 10-plus ACC wins in
back-to-back years for the first time in program history. Tech
also posted winning ACC records in back-to-back seasons since
1989 and 1990 (both 8-6). Also, Tech reached five games over
.500 in the ACC for the first time since March 3, 1996.

e Home sweet home - Tech finished the 2020-21
campaign with an 8-1 reord at home in ACC games, and has
won 14 of its last 15 conference games at McCamish Pavilion.

e Snack runs - After dropping its first five ACC road
games in 2020-21, Tech won its last three by an average of
18.3 points against Miami (87-60), No. 16 Virginia Tech (69-
53) and Wake Forest (75-63). It was the first time since the
2007-08 season that the Yellow Jackets had won three straight
ACC road games,

e Rise above - The Yellow Jackets once again
outperformed pre-season projections in 2020-21, finishing
fourth in the ACC after being projected to finish ninth. Last
season, Tech finished in fifth place after being picked to finish
12th in the official poll of ACC media. Same thing in 2018-
19, when Tech finished 10th in the ACC after being projected
to finish no higher than 13th in the preseason. Tech also
outperformed projections in 2016-17, finishing 17th after being
picked to finish 14th in Josh Pastner's first season.

o Nothing but NET - Georgia Tech went 9-7 against
quad 1 and 2 teams and finished the season No. 41 in the
NCAA's NET rankings, and No. 37 in the KenPom.com rankings.
Tech's eight-game winning streak elevated the Yellow Jackets
as high as No. 34 in the NET and No, 32 in KenPom), which
were were Tech's highest positions in both rankings during head
coach Josh Pastner’s tenure.

e Tech’s ACC schedule among strongest - Georgia
Tech went 11-6 against an ACC schedule ranked No. 3 in
strength according to KenPom.com. Its schedule had been rated
the strongest prior to playing at Wake Forest to finish the season.

e Tech vs. NCAA teams - Six ACC teams were the
only Tech opponents to make the NCAA field, and the Yellow
Jackets went 6-4 against them during the regular season and
ACC Tournament. None of Tech’s non-conference opponents
made the NCAA or NIT fields.

 Doing it at both ends - Through the end of the reqular
season, Georgia Tech ranked No. 6 in the ACC (conference
games only) in scoring offense (71.76 ppg) and No. 4 scoring
defense (67.29 ppg). Florida State was the only other team to
rank sixth or higher in both.

e 0On second thought - After intermission during its
eight-game winning streak, the Yellow Jackets shot 55 percent
from the floor (126-0f-229). Tech shot 50 percent or better
the second half of 14 of its 19 ACC games (including the ACC
Tournament). In Tech’s 13 ACC wins (including the tournament),
the Jackets made 55.9 percent (204-365) of their attempts
after halftime.

o MVP - Michael Devoe just missed making one of the
three official All-ACC teams (he was top top vote-getter among
the honorable mention players), but he became the fourth Tech
player to win the Everett Case Award as the Outstanding Player
in the ACC Tournament. The junior guard scored 20 points
with three assists and two steals against Florida State in the
championship game, and 13 points with seven assists in Tech's
quarterfinal win over Miami. Combined, he went 12-0f-20 from
the floor, 5-0f-8 from three-point range.

e Call me Ush - Jordan Usher, the fourth Yellow Jacket
averaging in double figures in 2020-21, averaged 15.4 points
over his last six games (Syracuse, Duke, Wake Forest, Miami,
Florida State, Loyola), hiting 38-0f-69 shots from the floor
(55.1 percent) with 27 rebounds, 17 assists and 13 steals
combined in the six games.

 Ball security - The Jackets finished the season No. 1
in the ACC and ranked No. 9 nationally in turnover margin (plus-
4.58). Tech's margin of plus 4.12 in ACC games also ranked
No. 1. Tech led the ACC in turnovers forced (15.73) and was
third in fewest turnovers committed (171.15).

Jackets Receive Top ACC Honors

Moses Wright was named Atlantic Coast Conference
Player of the Year and earned a spot on the All-ACC first
team, and Jose Alvarado was voted the ACC’s Defensive
Player of the Year and a second-team All-ACC honoree,
highlighting the list of honors awarded to Yellow Jacket players
following the team’s run to a fourth-place regular-season finish in
the ACC.

Wright became the third Yellow Jacket to be named
the conference’s top player. Mark Price was named by the
Associated Press in 1985, and Dennis Scott was honored in
1990 by the Atlantic Coast Sportswriters Association, whose
selections are recognized as the official team. Alvarado was the
second Tech player to earn Defensive Player of the Year honors,
following center Ben Lammers in 2017.

A native of Raleigh, N.C., Wright was the first Tech player
to make the All-ACC first team since center Alvin Jones in 2001,
and was the overall leading vote-getter in the balloting by the
panel. Alvarado, a 6-foot senior, made the second team after
being voted to the third-team in 2020. Junior guard Michael
Devoe (Orlando, Fla.) received honorable mention for the
second year in a row, 16th in overall points received.

Further, Alvarado and Wright both were named to the
ACC All-Defensive Team, the first time Tech placed two
individuals on that unit. Alvarado led the voting for that team,
being named on 69 of 76 ballots.

Eleven Straight ACC Home Wins

Georgia Tech set a program record for consecutive ACC
wins at home with 11, a string that began Jan. 25 of the 2019-
20 season and ended with a loss to No. 9 Virginia on Feb. 10 of
this season.

minutes and made significant contributions on the ACC level.
Though not highly-rated in terms of rankings, the players have
a wide range of skils and have developed into consistent
conference-level performers for the next couple of years.

a. The 2017-18 class of Jose Alvarado, Evan Cole and
Moses Wright combined to start 205 games (Cole graduated
and transferred after the 2020-21 season). Alvarado and
Wright started every game of the 2020-21 season (except
for the NCAA Tournament game against Loyola which Wright
missed) and were the Jackets' top two scorers and played
the most minutes. Wright became Georgia Tech'’s first ACC
Player of the Year since 1990, and Alvarado was named the
ACC's Defensive Player of the Year.

b. The 2018-19 class of Michael Devoe, Khalid Moore
and Kristian Sjolund combined to start 154 games (Sjolund
redshirted before ftransferring to UTEP after the 2019-
20 season). Devoe has started every game the last three
seasons and was the Jackets' No. 3 scorer in 2020-21,
and also was named the ACC Tournament MVP, while Moore
has started 33 games in his career and has been an key
contributor in ways that don't always show up in the box
SCOre.

¢. James Banks Ill, who transferred from Texas, and
Jordan Usher, a transfer from Southern California, started
54 games, contributed 17.7 points, 12.0 rebounds and
played 56.2 minutes per game in 2019-20. Banks moved
on to play professionally and is in the G League with the
New Orleans Pelicans affiliate in Birmingham, while Usher
has started every game over two-plus seasons and is the
Jackets' No. 2 scorer this season.

Five-Star Player Development

Notable player development successes over the past four
seasons include Josh Okogie, Ben Lammers, Tadric Jackson,
Abdoulaye Gueye, James Banks |Ill, Jose Alvarado, Moses
Wright and Michael Devoe, who maximized their skill sets and
their production under the current coaching staff.

Okogie went from being ranked 11th in the state as a
HS senior to a first-round NBA draft pick. Gueye, a 6-9 forward,
developed from a project player into an ACC-level contributor
in the first two seasons with the current staff, and is now in
his fourth season with the Minnesota Timberwolves. Graduate
fransfer Brandon Alston had similar staistical numbers at the
ACC level as he compiled in two seasons at Lehigh, and is now
playing professionally overseas.

Banks, a 6-10 center, made the ACC's All-Defensive
team twice in two years and finished his career No. 8 in blocked
shots at Tech. Wright blossomed at the end of the 2018-19
season and doubled his scoring and rebounding averages in
2019-20 over his sophomore year, doubled again his senior
year and was named the ACC Player of the Year. Devoe added
more than six points to his scoring average and ranked among
the top five in the ACC in field goal and three-point percentage.

Jose Alvarado, a three-star guard out of Brooklyn, N.Y.,
who started as a freshman, improved his scoring, shooting and
ballhandling every year as a Yellow Jacket, finishing his career
with 1,429 points and ranking among the top 10 in Tech history
in assists, steals and three-point field goals.

Welcome to The Hank

Georgia Tech is playing its 10th season in McCamish
Pavilion, which was essentially brand new when it opened for
the 2012-13 season. The only physical elements of McCamish
Pavilion that remain from the venerable Alexander Memorial
Coliseum are the roof and the 32 steel ribs that support it.

The capacity of McCamish Pavilion is 8,600, including
1,665 seats in the new balcony level and 6,935 seats in the
lower seating bowl. There are no suites, but there is a club area
that seats 500. Alexander Memorial Coliseum seated 9,191
spectators in its final configuration.

The most impressive features of McCamish Pavilion are
its grand entrance, which fronts 10th and Fowler Streets, the
ability for patrons 1o view the court from the main concourse
all the way around, and the theatrical lighting system, which
concentrates light on the court while leaving the seating areas
dark, modeled after the Staples Center in Los Angeles and
Madison Square Garden in New York.

Tech played 55 seasons in Alexander Memorial Coliseum,
compiling a record of 556-194 (.741). Miami was the last team
to play Tech in Alexander Memorial Coliseum, a game Tech won,
and was the first ACC team to play in McCamish Pavilion on Jan.
5, which Miami won. For the 2011-12 season, Tech played its
home games at Philips Arena and the Arena at Gwinnett.

Four Tech Alumni on NBA Rosters

Since 1982, Georgia Tech has produced 19 first-round
NBA draft picks and 46 draft picks overall. A total of 40 Georgia
Tech alumni have played in the NBA.

Four former Georgia Tech basketball stars are on NBA
rosters in 2021-22, including Josh Okogie, drafted 20th
overall by the Minnesota Timberwolves in 2018, who is in his
fourth season with the team.

Thaddeus Young, a 14-year NBA veteran, is now with
the San Anotnio Spurs after spending the last two seasons with
the Chicago Bulls, three seasons with the Indiana Pacers, seven
seasons in Philadelphia, one in Minnesota and two in Brooklyn.

Derrick Favors, an 11-year veteran, was traded to
the Oklahoma City Thunder in the off-season, his third team in
the last three seasons. He was a key figure with the Utah Jazz
for nine seasons, but became a free agent after the 2018-19
season and signed with New Orleans, where he spent the 2019-
20 season, then returned to Utah for the 2020-21 season.

Jose Alvarado, the ACC's Defensive Player of the Year in
2021, signed a two-way contract with the New Orleans Pelicans,
and has spent more of the 2021-22 season on its roster.

Moses Wright, the ACC Player of the Year in 2021, was
signed to the Los Angeles Clippers G League team, the Agua
Caliente Clippers, where he has excelled and earmned a 10-day
contract to play in L.A. He remains on the G League roster.

Three other former Yellow Jackets are in the G League.
Former center James Banks Il also is a member of the
Birmingham Squadron, the Pelicans' affiliate. while Marcus
Georges-Hunt is a member of the Atlanta Hawks' G League
affiliate, the College Park Skyhawks.

Arts and Letters

Beginning with Moe Miler and Lance Storrs in the
summer of 20171, every fouryear senior in the Georgia Tech
program has graduated, with the exception 2019 senior Ben
Lammers, who is playing pro ball overseas and needs to
complete one course, and 2021 senior Jose Alvarado, who
likewise needs to complete one course

Eleven different Georgia Tech players have made the
ACC All-Academic team since it was established in 2011, with
Marcus Georges-Hunt and Tadric Jackson making it twice.

Tech's men’s basketball team has recorded the highest
Academic Progress Report scores the last five years since the
NCAA began tracking academic performance in 2004-05. The
Jackets scored a perfect team single year APR score of 1000
three straight years from 2011-13.

Tech’s NCAA Tournament History

Georgia Tech has played in the NCAA Tournament 17
times in its history. Sixteen of those appearances have occurred
from 1985 to the present, 10 under Bobby Cremins and five
under Paul Hewitt.

The most recent was 2021, when the Yellow Jackets
won the ACC Championship and earned an automatic bid,
then fell 71-60 to Loyola Chicago in the opening round of the
Midwest Regional.

That ended an 11-year hiatus from the NCAA Tournament
that dated back to 2010, when the Yellow Jackets defeated
Oklahoma State in the first round before losing to Ohio State in
the round of 32 of the Midwest Regional.

Tech has a record of 23-17 in NCAA Tournament play,
highlighted by its 2004 trip to the NCAA title game as well as
a Final Four berth in 1990. The Yellow Jackets have reached
the NCAA Sweet 16 seven times (1960, 1985, 1986, 1990,
1992, 1996, 2004).

The 2004 and 2005 appearances were Tech's' first
back-to-back appearances since Bobby Cremins led the
Institute to the Big Dance nine straight years from 1985-93.

Georgia Tech has won at least one game in 11 of its 17
previous NCAA Tournament appearances.

Tech’s AGC Tournament History

Georgia Tech has played in 41 ACC Tournaments, and has
a 28-37 all-time record in the event. The Yellow Jackets have
won four championships, in 1985 (Atlanta), 1990 (Charlotte),
1993 (Charlotte) and 2021 (Greensboro).

Tech has been a runner-up four times (1986, 1996,
2005, 2010). The 1986, 1996 and 2010 runs to the finals
occurred in Greensboro. Tech also made the finals in 2005 at
the Verizon Center in Washington, D.C.

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Head Goach Josh Pastner ¢ 6th season at Tech

fter guiding Memphis to five post-season berths in seven seasons as the Tigers' head coach, Josh Pastner became Georgia
Tech's 14th head basketball coach on April 8, 2016.

Implementing a high-energy style of play and creative offensive and defensive schemes, and building the Jackets' talent base
for the future, Pastner has established the Yellow Jackets as one of the top defensive teams in the nation, while he and his staff
have steadily improved the team'’s offense to be ranked in the top half of the Atlantic Coast Conference the last two years. Those
efforts, as well as improving efforts in recruiting, produced Georgia Tech's first ACC Championship in 28 years and its first berth
in the NCAA Tourament in 11 years in the 2020-21 season.

Pastner has tirelessly promoted the program on campus and throughout the city of Atlanta in an effort to re-create the major
homecourt atmosphere that surrounded the Yellow Jackets throughout the 1980s, 1990s and into the middle of the 2000s.
The result has been numerous wins, high excitement and 13 sellouts in four pre-pandemic seasons at McCamish Pavilion, and
a school-record 11 consecutive home ACC wins over the 2019-20 and 2020-21 seasons.

Six of his players - guards Josh Okogie, Jose Alvarado and Michael Devoe, as well as frontcourt players Ben Lammers, James
Banks Il and Moses Wright - have earned Atlantic Conference honors during his tenure.  Okogie, in particular, developed from
an under-the-radar high school prospect into a highly-regarded NBA prospect, having played three years in the league, while
Lammers and Banks have gone on to play professionally overseas.

In his fifth year at the helm in 2020-21, Pastner guided Georgia Tech to the ACC Championship, the Yellow Jackets' first since
1993, and a berth in the NCAA Tournament, the first since 2010. The Jackets also earned their highest regular-season ACC
finish and tournament seed (4th for both) since the program'’s nationally-runner-up team in 2004. Tech's 17-9 overall record
was its best by winning percentage since 2004, and its 11-6 ACC record was the fourth-highest by winning percentage in the
program’s 42-year history in the conference. Tech achieved its highest rankings in under Pastner in such categories as offensive
efficiency, scoring, field goal percentage, three-point percentage and fewest turnovers, while maintaining its high level of play on
the defensive end of the court.

Wright was named the ACC Player of the Year, Tech'’s first since 1990, and made the All-ACC first-team, while Alvarado was
voted the ACC's Defensive Player of the Year and made the All-ACC second-team. Devoe earned honorable mention All-ACC
recognition for the second straight year, and was named the Most Outstanding Player in the ACC Tournament.

That came on the heels of a successful 2019-20 campaign, in which the Yellow Jackets posted a 17-14 record, winning
nine of its last 12 games, including six of the last seven. Tech finished with the program’s first winning ACC record since 2004,
its highest ACC finish since 2005 (fifth) and its most conference victories (11-9 record) since 1996.

The Jackets ranked No. 17 in the nation in defensive efficiency while finishing ninth in the ACC in scoring against league
teams, second in field goal percentage and sixth in three-point percentage. Three players - Jose Alvarado (All-ACC third team),
Michael Devoe (All-ACC honorable mention) and center James Banks Ill (ACC All-Defensive team) - earned conference honors.

Pastner, 44, compiled a 167-73 record over seven seasons as the head coach at Memphis, where the Tigers eamed
bids to the NCAA Tournament four times. Pastner's Memphis teams averaged 23.9 wins per season and compiled a conference
regular-season record of 82-36, including a conference winning streak of 28 games. The Tigers went 11-4 in Conference USA
and American Athletic Conference tournaments, including three championships.

He guided Memphis to five post-season berths, the NIT in 2010 and the NCAA Tournament in 2011, 2012, 2013 and
2014, Pastner twice won Conference USA Coach of the Year honors (2010, 2013) by various organizations and news media.

Pastner was born in Glen Dale, W.Va., and grew up in Kingwood, Texas. He earned his bachelor's degree in family studies
in December of 1998, in just two and a half years, from Arizona and his master's degree in teaching and teacher education from
Arizona in December of 1999, all while lettering four years in basketball under head coach Lute Olson.

He married the former Kerri Lamas of Sierra Vista, Ariz., in 2009. He has a stepson (Ethan), three daughters, Payten,
Kamryn and Harper, and a newborn son, Cason.

Eric Reveno, served 10 years as the head coach at the
University of Portland, joined Josh Pastner’s men’s basketball staff
at Georgia Tech as assistant coach on May 6, 2016. He was
promoted to associate head coach on Nov. 1, 2019.

Working primarily with Tech's post players, Reveno has
overseen some of the Yellow Jackets' greatest successes in
player development, including 6-10 center Ben Lammers, who
became a second-team All-ACC performer and the conference’s
Defensive Player of the Year in his final two seasons; 6-9 reserve
forward, Abdoulaye Gueye, who developed into a significant
contributor for the Yellow Jackets in his final two seasons, 6-10
transfer James Banks lll, who after playing limited minutes at
Texas became one of the ACC's top defensive players, making
the ACC's All-Defensive team twice. He also had a hand in the
rise of 6-9 forward Moses Wright from unheralded recruit to ACC
Player of the year in 2021.

Reveno's penchant for analytics has led the Jackets to adopt
advanced new methods and technologies to help the team’s
performance, such as the Noah shot-tracking systems in the
Zelnak Practice Facility and the McCamish Pavilion main floor.

JULIAN SWARTZ

Assistant Coach e 6th season at Tech

A 19-year coaching veteran, including 12 years on the NCAA
Division | level, Julian Swartz was named an assistant coach on
Josh Pastner’s staff in August of 2018.

Swartz, 41, is responsible for on-court development of Tech
players and focuses his efforts on the Yellow Jackets' defensive
schemes as well as handle recruiting responsibilities. He helped
guide Tech's defense to a national ranking of No. 37 in efficiency
in 2018-19 and No. 17 in 2019-20, according to KenPom.
com, and the Yellow Jackets also ranked among the top 15 In
effective field goal percentage and three-point defense. In 2020-
21, Tech used its trademark defenses in a completely different
way, becoming the top team in the ACC and one of the best in the
nation In forcing turnovers and steals to boost its offense.

Swartz's recruiting efforts have been central to the Jackets'
last two recruiting classes, and he has been ranked No. 6 among
college basketball recruiters by 247Sports. Tech's 20271 class
of guards Dallan “Deebo” Coleman and Miles Kelly and forward
Jalon Moore was ranked the 15th-best in the nation.

ANTHONY WILKINS

Assistant Coach e 4th season at Tech

Anthony Wilkins, an Aflanta native who spent the past five
seasons on the coaching staff at Tulane University, joined Georgia
Tech's basketball staff in June of 2018.

Wilkins, 41, served as an assistant coach for four seasons at
Tulane after serving as director of basketball operations during
his first year with the Green Wave. At Tulane, Wilkins handled
game strategy and scout prep responsibilities along with player
development and recruiting duties. He also had six years of
professional playing experience prior to entering the coaching
world.

Focusing his on-court efforts with Tech's offense, the Yellow
Jackets have made significant strides in his three seasons on
The Flats, helping elevate the Jackets into the top half of the
ACC in scoring, field goal percentage, three-point shooting and
ballhandiing. In 2020-21, Tech achieved its highest national
ranking on offensive efficiency (23rd according to KenPom.
com), and its highest ACC rankings in scoring (6th), field goal
percentage (2nd), three-point percentage (3rd) and fewest
turnovers (3rd). He helped develop Tech's guard tandem of Jose
Alvarado and Michael Devoe into two of the ACC's top 10 scorers
the last two years, and is credited with developing the perimeter
skills of Moses Wright, the ACC Player of the year in 2021.
