After going 10-17 (.370) in 2020-21, Miami finished 26-11 (.703) in 2021-22. The Hurricanes were one of only
12 DI teams to up their win total by at least 16, including one of five from a Power Six school. In addition, Miami
was one of just 16 DI programs to increase its winning clip by at least 33 percent, including one of five from a
Power Six school. Based off the NCAA definition of win improvement (win increase + loss decrease + two), Miami
(+11) was one of just 11 schools with a plus-11 turnaround, again as one of five from a Power Six school. The
Hurricanes were one of just seven DI teams to reach all three of those thresholds, alongside lowa State, Middle
Tennessee, Murray State, Texas A&M-Corpus Christi, Towson and Wake Forest.

ELITE ENDING

After reaching the Elite Eight for the first time in program history, the Hurricanes finished No. 16 in the Ferris
Mowers Coaches Poll, earning 264 points in the balloting to tie eight-time NCAA champion Kentucky. It marked
the fourth-highest final Coaches Poll ranking in program history, trailing the eighth-place finish in 2015-16, the No.
10 spot in 2012-13 and the co-No. 12 position in 1998-99. In addition, in 1959-60, Miami finished No. 10 in the
Associated Press Poll, which no longer publishes after the NCAA Tournament.

TAKING THE SHOW ON THE ROAD

Miami (16-6) was one of just eight DI teams with 16-plus non-home wins, alongside Kansas (18), Villanova (18),
Duke (17), Arizona (16), Houston (16), Murray State (16) and South Dakota State (16). The Hurricanes went 10-2
on the road to tie for fifth nationally in such victories, with Villanova (10-5) the only other Power Six team to reach
double figures. Of the 10 DI teams with 10-plus true road wins, only Miami and Murray State (11-1) had fewer than
three such losses.

TWO TOP-10 TRIUMPHS

The Hurricanes logged two top-10 wins this season, notching a 76-74 triumph at No. 2 Duke and taking down No.
8/7 Auburn, 79-61, in the NCAA Tourament Round of 32. Miami was one of 22 teams with multiple wins over AP
top-10 teams, including one of 17 with two top-eight victories. The Hurricanes were one of only six teams with two
AP top-10 wins away from home, alongside Duke, North Carolina (three), Oregon, St. Peter’s and Virginia Tech.
Only the Hurricanes, Tar Heels and Ducks had two non-home wins versus AP top-eight foes.

TAKING (AND NOT GIVING) IT AWAY

Miami forced 515 turnovers and committed just 352 on the season, good for a +4.41 margin to lead the ACC and
rank eighth in the country. Only four times did the Hurricanes log more turnovers than their foe, just once did they
post 15-plus turnovers and they recorded a 614-337 edge in points off giveaways, a +7.49 margin. Miami placed
seventh nationally in offensive turnover percentage (14.0), per KenPom. After logging 14-plus steals twice in its
first 296 all-time ACC games, it did so back-to-back versus Syracuse (14) and Duke (15). Then, 13 outings later,
Miami tallied 16 steals, setting a program record in ACC play, against Virginia Tech.

HURRICANE HERO

Jim Larrafiaga is first at Miami with 226 victories and third with a .616 winning percentage. His seven 20-win
seasons are the most of any Miami coach and over a third of the program’s total (19). Coach L has led The U to

all four of its 25-win campaigns, all three of its 26-win seasons, five of its 11 NCAA Tournament berths, seven of its
11 wins in the NCAA field, three of its four Sweet 16 trips, its lone Elite Eight bid and a sweep of the 2013 ACC titles.

BEATING THE BLUE BLOODS (MORE ON PAGE 6)

During Jim Larrafiaga’s 11 seasons, the Hurricanes are 14-18 against Duke (7-8) and North
Carolina (7-10), tied for the second-most wins-Virginia is 16-16 and Duke is 14-12-by any school
against those two teams since 2011-12. Miami has a win over at least one of them in nine of
Coach L's 11 years, including each of the first seven, topping both in 2012-13 (four total), 2016-17
and 2021-22. Before his arrival, Miami was 4-31 all-time (2-20 in its ACC era) against the two.
The Hurricanes are the only team with at least seven victories over those schools by double digits
since 2011-12 (only Duke [six] and Virginia have five) and one of two teams, alongside Duke, with
six road wins against the two since then. Miami is also the only team with at least five triumphs by
15-plus (just Louisville and North Carolina have even three), the only team with three decisions
by 20-plus (only Ohio State has even two) and the only team with three wins by 25-plus (no one
else has two). Duke’s most lopsided loss of the last 11 years is to Miami (90-63 on 1/23/13) and it
is the third-largest loss ever for an AP No. 1 team. North Carolina’s third- and fifth-most lopsided
defeats of that stretch are to the Hurricanes (85-57 on 1/18/22 and 87-61 on 2/9/13). In 2012-13,
Miami became the first team to beat both schools by 20-plus since Maryland did so in 1974-75.

QUITE THE COACH

Jim Larrafiaga, who passed John Wooden on the all-time wins list on 1/9/21, is one of 20 active
coaches with 650 victories, including one of 13 at the DI level. He is the 64th of 71 NCAA coaches
all-time to reach 650, including the 39th of 45 with DI experience and the 38th of 44 with at least
10 years at that level. Coach L is No. 13 all-time in total victories while serving as an ACC head
coach with 226, co-No. 13 in ACC victories (regular season and ACC Tournament) with 117 and
No. 12 in ACC league wins with 105, all fourth-most among active coaches. In addition, Larrafiaga,
John Calipari, Lefty Driesell and Cliff Ellis are the only four coaches in history with 150-plus wins
at three DI schools, while just 21 coaches (six active) have logged even 100-plus victories at three
DI schools (through 2020-21). Coach L is also among the 16 coaches (seven active) with 200-plus
wins at two Dl institutions. Larrafiaga is tied for No. 20 all-time (co-fifth active) in number of years
as a DI head coach, among just 27 individuals to reach 38 total seasons. One of just 26 active DI
head coaches entering 2021-22 to lead a program to the Final Four, Larrafiaga’s 1,134 games
coached entering 2021-22 placed him No. 17 all-time (sixth active).

THE U TO THE LEAGUE

Miami is one of 21 schools—six are in the ACC—with both four-plus NBA Draft choices over the
past five years and a player picked in at least three of those five drafts. In 2017, Davon Reed
went No. 32 to the Phoenix Suns. In 2018-the third time Miami has had two players selected,
along with 1968 and 1970-Lonnie Walker IV went No. 18 to the San Antonio Spurs and Bruce
Brown Jr., went No. 42 to the Detroit Pistons. In 2019, Dewan Hernandez went No. 59 to the
Toronto Raptors, then the reigning NBA champions.

DOWN GOES DUKE . .. AGAIN

Miami notched a 76-74 road victory at second-ranked Duke on 1/8/22. The
win continued the Hurricanes’ string of success against the Blue Devils
under Jim Larrafiaga. During his 11-year tenure at The U, since the start of
the 2011-12 campaign, the Hurricanes are 7-8 against Duke, including 7-7
in ACC play, 4-3 at home, 3-4 on the road and 0-1 in the ACC Tournament.
During that stretch, Miami is...

~ one of only two teams with seven-plus wins over the Blue Devils, joining
North Carolina (12-14)

~ one of only two teams with at least three road wins at Cameron Indoor
Stadium, alongside North Carolina (five)

~ one of only two teams with three-plus double-digit wins over Duke, joining
North Carolina (four)

~ one of only two teams with multiple 15-point victories over the Blue Devils,
alongside North Carolina (four)

~ one of only two teams with at least a .500 record in ACC play versus
Duke, joining Louisville (.500 at 5-5)

With the most recent win over the Blue Devils, Larrafiaga became just the
fifth coach with multiple road wins over an AP top-five Duke team, per ESPN
Stats & Info. He joins Dean Smith (five), Gary Williams (three), Roy Williams
(three) and Dave Odom (two) on that list. In his third road win at Duke, the
Blue Devils were ranked No. 7 in the AP Poll and No. 5 in the Coaches Poll.

Duke’s largest loss of the last 13 seasons, since the start of the 2009-10
campaign, was a 27-point setback, 90-63, at Miami on 1/23/13. Itis the
third-largest loss ever by an AP No. 1 team and marked the Hurricanes'’ first
win over a top-ranked team in program history.

Before Larrafiaga got to Miami, the Hurricanes were just 2-15 (.118) versus
Duke, including 0-7 at Cameron Indoor Stadium.

TOP-TWO TRIUMPH

With its win over Duke, Miami became the first team in the country this
season to defeat a top-two team on the road. It became just the second to
do so against a top-three foe, following only then-No. 23 Wisconsin’s 74-69
triumph at then-third-ranked Purdue on 1/3/22.

The win tied for the highest-ranked road victory in program history, matching
a 73-71 result at second-ranked Connecticut in Storrs, Conn., on 2/20/99
when Miami was ranked No. 16/21.

Miami now has five AP top-three wins, including three under Coach L and
three over Duke. Four of those wins are versus top-two foes, including two
under Larrafiaga and three against Duke.

The decision marked the second time Miami has ever beat a top-three team
while unranked, joining a 71-69 win over second-ranked Duke on 12/21/62.

The victory marked the 21st over an AP top-10 foe in Miami history, nine of
which-including eight in ACC play-have come under Jim Larrafiaga.

Miami now has seven AP top-five wins in program history, including four
under Larrafiaga and five over Duke. Miami also won, 78-74 in overtime, at
No. 7/5 Duke on 2/5/12, giving the Hurricanes eight top-five wins regardless
of poll, including five under Coach L and six versus Duke.

The victory was Miami’s first over a top-10 team since a 91-88 triumph at

ninth-ranked North Carolina on 2/27/18 and its first over a top-five team
since a 64-61 home result against third-ranked Virginia on 2/22/16.
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SNATCHING STEALS

Miami recorded 15 steals in the 1/8/22 victory at Duke, tied for its then-most
ever in ACC play and its highest such mark since 1/22/05 at sixth-ranked
North Carolina. The Hurricanes logged 11 steals in the first half alone, a
program record in any half since joining the ACC (2004-05). Miami finished
the night with a 17-2 edge in points off turnovers.

Charlie Moore totaled a career-best seven steals in the win over the Blue
Devils. That figure set a school record in ACC play, as well as equaled the
second-highest total by a Hurricane in any game and matched the second-
highest tally ever by a visiting player at Cameron Indoor Stadium. Under a
month later, Jordan Miller matched that seven-steal total at Virginia (2/5/22),
tying the John Paul Jones Arena record and setting the top mark by a visitor.

TOPPLING THE TAR HEELS . . . AGAIN

The Hurricanes tallied an 85-57 win over North Carolina on 1/18/22. They
led by as many as 33 points and held an edge of 22-plus the entire second
half. The triumph furthered Miami's strong run versus the Tar Heels under
Jim Larrafiaga. During his 11-year tenure at The U, since the start of the
2011-12 campaign, Miami is 7-10 versus North Carolina. During that stretch,
Miami is...

~ one of only three teams with seven-plus wins over North Carolina, joining
Duke (14-11) and Virginia (11-7)

Miami’s 27-point halftime margin, 49-22, tied North Carolina’s largest
halftime deficit of the last 25 years, per ESPN'’s Bryan Ives, matching Duke’s
53-26 edge on 3/6/10 at Cameron Indoor Stadium.

The loss was North Carolina’s first by 25-plus in ACC play since 2/9/13,
also at Miami (87-61). It was the Tar Heels’ largest loss in ACC play since
1/14/12 at Florida State (90-57).

The Hurricanes had three 20-point scorers in the win, their first time doing
S0 in a regulation game in over 16 years, since 1/7/06 against No. 14/12
Maryland. Miami had a 30-5 edge in points off turnovers and committed just
four giveaways, the latter tied for its third-lowest mark ever in ACC play.

Before Larrafiaga arrived in Coral Gables, Miami was just 2-16 (.111)
against North Carolina, including 1-8 at the Dean E. Smith Center.

PRIME PROGRAM

During Jim Larrafiaga’s tenure at Miami (2011-22), the Hurricanes have
the fifth-most victories (226) of any team in the ACC for that full stretch.
In addition, Miami has the fourth-most road wins (62) and the fourth-most
victories away from home (102) of any such program. In conference play
only, the Hurricanes own the fifth-most total triumphs (105) and co-fourth-
most road wins (42) during that 11-year span.

SWEET SWEEP

Miami went 5-0 against the ACC'’s four North Carolina schools in the regular
season, including winning at second-ranked Duke and at RV/No. 25 Wake
Forest. This is the first time it has ever beat Duke, North Carolina, NC State
and Wake Forest in the same regular season without losing to any of them.

DOWN TO THE WIRE

On Jan. 5, 8 and 11, Miami became just the third ACC team in the last 16
years, including the first since North Carolina in January 2015, to play three
consecutive games decided by just four total points, per ESPN Stats & Info.

SHOTS FROM THE STRIPE

In Jim Larrafiaga’s first 10 seasons, Miami posted 38-plus free-throw
attempts in a game just twice and logged 30-plus makes only three times.
The Hurricanes met or exceeded those marks in two of their first three
outings this year. Miami went 31-0f-39 versus UCF (11/13) and 30-0f-38 at
Florida Atlantic (11/16), good for a 61-of-77 (79.2 percent) ledger over those
contests. Individually, Kameron McGusty shot 26-0f-31 (83.9 percent) in
those games, notching 12-plus makes and 14-plus attempts in each, after
never previously reaching either mark in his first 112 games.

SAM’S STRONG SHOWINGS

Through his first 90 outings, Sam Waardenburg never led Miami in scoring,
nor did he ever make four 3-pointers in a game. Then, in consecutive
victories at Penn State (12/1/21) and versus Clemson (12/4/21), he did both.
Waardenburg tallied 14 points and shot 4-0f-8 from deep in the Big Ten/
ACC Challenge triumph over the Nittany Lions. Then, in the ACC-opening
win against the Tigers, he scored a career-high 18 points and went 4-of-7
beyond the arc, plus tied a career best in made field goals, finishing 6-0f-10.

HIGH-SCORING HURRICANES

Miami averaged 75.8 points per game in ACC play this year, a program
record for conference action since joining the league in 2004-05. The prior
top mark was 74.8 in 2007-08, while the previous high number in ACC play
during Jim Larrafiaga’s tenure was 73.8 in 2017-18.

INJURY ISSUES

In 2020-21, Miami's four returning senior starters totaled only 23-of a
possible 108-outings in which they were available start to finish. In addition,
five other players combined to miss a total of 32 contests due to injuries.
Miami was the only Power Six school with 100-plus missed games due

to injury (113), the only one with six players missing eight-plus games (no
other had even five) and the only one with four players missing 20-plus
games (no other had four with even 15-plus). The lone other Power Six
programs to have nine players miss a game due to injury were Butler and
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2021-22 DUNK COUNTER (83)

In addition, the Hurricanes trailed Florida State (1/22/22) by 24 at halftime
and by 26 in the second half before losing by one, 61-60, to finish just shy of
breaking the ACC’s largest comeback record (23, thrice).

NO FREEBIES

Miami attempted zero free throws on 2/5/22 at Virginia. It marked just the
second time in ACC history a team had no such attempts, including the
firstin league play. The Hurricanes, who entered that game averaging 18.7
attempts per contest, were one of only two DI teams in 2021-22 to go a full
game without an attempt, joining Merrimack (11/21/21 at Virginia Tech).

UNFORTUNATE & UNCOMMON

According to ESPN’s Bryan Ives, Miami is the fifth team in ACC history to
lose two regular season games to the same team (Florida State) by exactly
one point. The only other team to do so in the last 45 seasons were the
2016-17 Clemson Tigers, who did so against Virginia Tech.

SCINTILLATING SHOOTING

Miami went 11-0f-18 from 3-point range in the win over Virginia Tech, good

for a 61.1 percent clip. That is the top mark by the Hurricanes since 2/27/16
(72.7 versus Louisville), the third-best 3-point percentage (min. seven 3PM)
in an ACC game in program history and the highest ledger the Hokies have
allowed in Mike Young’s three years at the helm.

KEY COGS

The Hurricanes finished 15-2 this season when Jordan Miller scored 10-plus
points and 14-4 when Charlie Moore registered five-plus assists.
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DISHING OUT DIMES

Miami had 20 assists on 29 made field goals in its season-opening win over
Canisius (11/29/21) and also logged 20 assists on 28 makes in the victory

over Stetson (12/20/21). Then, over three months later, it posted 21 assists
on 26 makes in the NCAA Tournament victory against lowa State (3/25/22).
Miami has tallied 20-plus assists 18 times in Jim Larrafiaga’s tenure (17-1).

WELCOME TO THE U

The Hurricanes inked four recruits on 11/9/21, the first day of the early
signing period. The group, as of 4/1/22, holds the No. 17 spot in the
247Sports Composite rankings, tops in Florida and sixth-best in the ACC.

BIG 12 CONNECTION

In 2017-18, Kameron McGusty was a sophomore at Oklahoma and

Charlie Moore was a sophmore at Kansas. Their teams met twice, first

with McGusty scoring five points in a 85-80 home win on 1/23/18. Later,

on 2/19/18, McGusty tallied a then-career-high-tying 22 points on 9-of-15
shooting in a 104-74 road loss. Moore did not play in either game, as he sat
out that season in accordance with NCAA transfer rules.

PERFECTION

The Miami men’s basketball team posted its first perfect Graduate Success
Rate (GSR) in 2018 and then repeated the feat in 2019, 2020 and 2021.
The Hurricanes’ 100 score was at least 12 points above the national
average, regardless of sport, each year. In addition, University of Miami
student-athletes as a whole tallied a 91 in 2021, the ninth time in 10 years
and sixth in a row the Hurricanes posted a figure of 90-plus.

HURRICANE LEGENDS

After his 2020 UM Sports Hall of Fame induction was delayed, Johnny
Hemsley, a two-time All-BIG EAST designee, will officially receive his golden
jacket on 4/21/22. Jack McClinton, a three-time All-ACC selection who twice
earned first-team honors, will join Hemsley in the UMSHoF as a class of
2022 inductee at the same spring ceremony. Additionally, Rick Barry earned
a spot on the NBA 75th Anniversary Team. A 12-time NBA All-Star and
five-time First Team All-NBA pick, Barry scored a Miami record 2,298 points
in three years. He averaged 37.4 points per game in 1964-65, the 12th-best
mark in NCAA history, en route to consensus First Team All-America status.

Associate head coach Chris Caputo was in his 20th year
(11 at Miami, nine at George Mason), Bill Courtney was in his 12th (three at
Miami, eight at George Mason, one at Bowling Green) and DJ Irving was in his
first. That is the second-highest total in the ACC, behind only the 38-year

tally from Florida State’s three assistants, four years of which came at Miami.

FAMILIAR FACES...

Associate head coach Chris Caputo was in his 20th year on Jim
Larrafiaga’s coaching staff, dating back to 2002-03 at George Mason. Only
one assistant in the ACC has worked for his current head coach longer;
Florida State’s Stan Jones is in his 25th year with Leonard Hamilton, four of
which were at Miami (1996-2000).

In addition, Caputo and Larrafiaga are both New York natives and
graduates of Archbishop Molloy High School, where they played for the
legendary Jack Curran.

FINDING A WAY

The Hurricanes won the rebounding battle just seven times on the year,
finishing 7-28-2 on the glass. Offensively, Miami got outrebounded by over
100, 375-269, good for an average of -2.86 offensive boards per game.
Contrastly, the Hurricanes forced over 150 more turnovers than they
committed, 515-352, good for a +4.41 average per game. Thus, Miami
logged a +1.54 net average in possessions gained on the year. In ACC
play, the Hurricanes finished 2-17-1 on the glass and got outrebounded by
a 206-140 margin on the offensive end, good for a -3.3 average. However,
they committed nearly 100 fewer turnovers than they forced, 285-187, good
for a +4.9 average. Thus, Miami logged a +1.6 net average in possessions
gained in conference action.

CONSISTENT CANES

Miami has finished top-50 nationally in KenPom in seven of Jim Larrafiaga’s
11 years at the helm. In the prior 11 years before his arrival, the Hurricanes
placed top-50 in the year-end rankings just three times.

TOP-THREE TAKEDOWNS

The Hurricanes won two games against teams that finished the year in the
top three of the Ferris Mowers Coaches Poll. Miami posted a four-point
victory at Duke (1/8/22) and logged a 28-point win over North Carolina
(1/18/22) in an 11-day span. The Blue Devils and Tar Heels finished third
and second, respectively, in the country. Miami was one of just three schools
to tally two decisions over year-end top-three teams, alongside Kentucky
and Virginia Tech.

LETHAL FROM (VERY) LONG RANGE

According to Synergy Sports, Charlie Moore had the third-longest average
distance on made 3-pointers of any Division | player in the country this
season and, at 26'6, was one of only five players at even 26°2.

NEARLY A BAKER'’S DOZEN, DOZEN

Charlie Moore finished his career with 154 games played. He is one of 60
players in Division | history to appear in 154-plus contests. Prior to 2021-22,
just two individuals (Ohio State’s David Lighty and Mercer’s Jake Gollon)
all-time reached that number, before another 58 players did so this season.

GREAT GROUP

Charlie Moore finished his college career with 1,702 points and 599
assists. He was one of only seven Division | players in 2021-22 to eclipse
both 1,700 points and 550 assists as a collegian. The others were lowa’s
Jordan Bohannon, Texas’ Marcus Carr, UConn’s RJ Cole, Furman’s Conley
Garrison (not all at a DI school), Richmond’s Jacob Gilyard, Arizona State’s
Marreon Jackson and Grand Canyon’s Holland Woods.

ONLY ONCE

Charlie Moore had five turnovers in Miami’'s season-opening victory against
Canisius. Over the final 36 games of the season, not once did any Hurricane
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have a single five-turnover outing.



TWENTY-ONE OF A KIND

In 2022, No. 10-seeded Miami and No. 15-seeded St. Peter’s became the
20th and 21st double-digit seeds to reach the Elite Eight since the field
expanded to 64 teams in 1985. That is an average of 0.59 such teams per
tournament.

MAN OF MARCH

After guiding George Mason to the 2006 Final Four as a No. 11-seed, Jim
Larrafiaga led No. 10-seeded Miami to the 2022 Elite Eight. According to
ESPN Stats & Info, he is the first coach in NCAA history to take two different
Division | schools to the Elite Eight as a double-digit seed.

BELOW AVERAGE TO ELITE

Miami, coming off a 10-17 season, became just the second team since

the 1985 field expansion to reach the Elite Eight one year after winning 10
games or fewer. The only prior team to do so was Ohio State in 1998-99, as
the Buckeyes made the Final Four following an 8-22 campaign.

BEAT BY THE BEST

In addition to the Miami men’s basketball team losing in the Elite Eight to the
eventual NCAA champion, Kansas, the Miami women’s basketball team fell
in the Round of 32 at the eventual NCAA champion, South Carolina. Two
other schools, Creighton and North Carolina, also had both their basketball
teams eliminated by the Jayhawks and Gamecocks.

Prior to it happening three times in 2022, only thrice in the previous 15
NCAA Tournaments (2006-19; 2021) combined did a school have both its
basketball teams lose to the eventual champions: 2019 Oregon, 2014 St.
Joseph'’s and 2010 Baylor.

THREE THIEVES

Three of the four individuals in the ACC who averaged at least 1.75 steals
per game this season played for Miami. Virginia's Reece Beekman (2.09)
led the conference, but Hurricanes finished 2-3-4 behind him in Charlie
Moore (2.03), Kameron McGusty (1.81) and Jordan Miller (1.75).

NATIONAL STATISTICAL RANKINGS

Miami finished top-30 in the nation in seven statistical categories, including
top-20 in five and top-10 in three. The Hurricanes paced the ACC in four of
those seven areas.

INJURY IMPROVEMENT
After nine players combined to miss 113 games due to injury in 2020-21,
the highest total of any Power Six team in the country, Miami had just three
players combine to miss 33 games in 2021-22. Of those 33 games, 30
came from Harlond Beverly, whose season ended in early December due
to a lingering back injury. Rodney Miller Jr., missed two games and Jordan
Miller missed one. The Hurricanes had 80 fewer games missed due to injury
despite playing 10 more contests in 2021-22 (37) than in 2020-21 (27).

After being picked No. 12 in the ACC preseason poll, Miami finished fourth
in the league. The plus-eight increase tied Wake Forest for the largest jump
of any team in the conference.

THRICE IN TWO DECADES

In five of the last eight years, different schools won the ACC regular
season and ACC Tournament titles. The 2021-22 Miami Hurricanes are

the only team in those five seasons to win on the road against both ACC
champions, as they tallied victories at Duke (regular season) and Virginia
Tech (tournament). Over the last 20 seasons (2002-03 to present), the only
other teams to do this are the 2011-12 Duke Blue Devils (at North Carolina
and Florida State) and the 2003-04 Georgia Tech Yellow Jackets (at Duke
and Maryland).

Including years where the same school swept the titles, Miami is still the first
team to beat both champions on the road since the 2017-18 Virginia Tech
Hokies, who won at Virginia.

DYNAMIC DEFENSE

The Hurricanes recorded double-digit steals 16 times (12-4) in 2021-22,
including in 13 (10-3) of the final 23 games. During Jim Larrafiaga’s first
10 years at the helm, Miami had 10-plus takeaways 40 times (26-14), an
average of 4.0 per season.

BEATING THE BEST

Miami finished with a 7-5 record against Quad 1 opponents, one of just 24
schools in the nation with at least seven such victories. Of those 24, the
Hurricanes were among just 15 to fare better than .500 against Quad 1 foes.

DOUBLING DOWN

Miami twice beat Syracuse after trailing by 18 points, becoming the first
team in 12 years, per KenPom, to rally for such a win against the same foe
twice in a season. The last team do so was Farleigh Dickinson in 2009-10,
topping Sacred Heart and trailing by 22 and 19, the latter win in OT.

BETTER FROM DISTANCE

Bensley Joseph shot a superb 39.5 percent (15-0f-38) from 3-point range
in 2021-22, but posted just a 29.7 percent (11-0f-37) clip inside the arc. He
was one of just 13 Division | players (min. 20 GP & 20 3PA) to shoot at least

39 percent from deep and under 30 percent on 2-pointers.
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GOLLEGE BASHETBALL REFERENGE SINGLE-GAME STATS

KAMERON McGUSTY

In the victory against North Texas on 11/26/21, Kameron McGusty totaled
18 points, 12 rebounds, 10 made free throws and three steals. He was one
of only four Division | players to hit each of those marks in a single game in
2021-22, including the only one in a Power Six league.

McGusty scored 27 points on 9-0f-12 shooting, with a 6-0f-8 clip from deep,
on 12/20/21 versus Stetson. He became the second ACC player in the last
five years, joining Virginia’s Kyle Guy (3/14/19 vs. NC State), to log 25-plus
points while making at least nine shots and six 3-pointers on 75 percent
shooting in each area. Two more ACC players eventually joined the group
in 2021-22: Virginia Tech’s Hunter Cattoor (1/29/22 at Florida State) and
Notre Dame’s Cormac Ryan (3/18/22 vs. Alabama). In total, 23 individuals
achieved the feat versus a Division | foe in 2021-22.

In the win over North Carolina on 1/18/22, McGusty had 20 points, 10
rebounds, four assists and four steals. Only 10 Division | players hit each of
those marks in a game this year, with DePaul’s David Jones (2/27/22 vs. St.
John's) the only other one from a Power Six league to do so.

CHARLIE MOORE

On 1/5/22, in the win over Syracuse, Charlie Moore finished with 25 points,
five rebounds, six assists, one steal, one block and only one turnover. He
was one of only five individuals to post 25p/5r/6a/1s/1b without multiple
turnovers against a Division | opponent this season. The only two other
Power Six players to do so were Duke’s Paolo Banchero (11/22/21 vs. The
Citadel) and Indiana’s Trayce Jackson-Davis (2/15/22 vs. Wisconsin).

In Miami’s next outing, Moore posted 18 points and seven steals in the
victory at second-ranked Duke on 1/8/22. His was one of just 15 outings this
year in which a player hit both those marks versus a Division | foe.

In the next game, Moore totaled 20 points, six assists and three steals at on
1/11/22 at Florida State, while shooting 8-of-12 (66.7 percent) from the field
and 4-of-5 (80.0 percent) beyond the arc. He was one of just four players
this season to post at least 20 points, six assists and three steals in a game
against a Division | opponent while shooting even 60 percent overall and
70 percent beyond the arc. The only other Power Six player to do so was
Vanderbilt’s Scotty Pippen Jr. (3/1/22 vs. Florida).

JORDAN MILLER

In the win over Lipscomb on 12/8/21, Jordan Miller became the first player
to log at least 12 points, seven rebounds, five steals, three blocks and

two assists with no turnovers in a game against a Division | foe in nearly a
decade, dating back to 12/17/11, when Charleston Southern’s Kelvin Martin
did so versus the College of Charleston. No other Division | player did so in
2021-22.

Miller notched 11 points, eight rebounds and six steals on 1/5/22 in the win
against Syracuse. He was one of just 14 Division | players to hit all those
marks in a game this season. The only two other Power Six players to

do so were South Carolina’s Erik Stevenson (11/12/21 vs. Princeton) and
Arkansas’ Jaylin Williams (1/22/22 vs. Texas A&M).

Miller registered 25 points and 13 rebounds in the victory at Syracuse on
3/5/22, while shooting 10-0f-13 (76.9 percent) from the field and 5-0f-5 (100
percent) at the line. He was one of only eight players to log 25-plus points,
13-plus rebounds, double-digit made field goals and a perfect free-throw
percentage on multiple attempts against a Division | foe. The only other
Power Six player to do so was the national player of the year, Kentucky’s
Oscar Tshiebwe, who hit those figures on the same date, at Florida.

SAM WAARDENBURG

Sam Waardenburg recorded 19 points, eight rebounds and five assists

in the win against Georgia Tech on 2/9/22, finishing 3-of-4 (75.0 percent)

on 3-pointers and 6-of-6 (100 percent) at the line. He was one of only five
Division | players in 2021-22 to total 19-plus points, eight-plus rebounds,
five-plus assists, three-plus made 3-pointers and a perfect free-throw clip on
six-plus attempts. No other Power Six player did so all season.

In the win at Boston College on 3/2/22, Isaiah Wong posted a season-high
27 points and seven rebounds while shooting 9-0f-16 from the floor (56.3
percent), 5-0f-9 from 3-point range (55.6 percent) and 4-of-4 at the line (100
percent). He was one of just 11 players in 2021-22 to reach each of those
makes and percentage categories in the same game while logging 27-plus
points and seven-plus rebounds versus a Division | foe. The only other
Power Six players to do so this year were Rutgers’ Ron Harper Jr. (12/9/21
vs. Purdue) and Creighton’s Alex O’Connell (1/19/22 vs. St. John’s).

FIRSTS BY MCGUSTY

Since the 1985-86 program rebirth...

...Kameron McGusty (17.8p/47.6%/35.5%/81.4%) is the first Miami player to
average at least 17.0 points per game in a season while shooting over 45
percent from the floor, 35 percent from deep and 75 percent at the line. Only
Sheldon McClellan in 2015-16, Robert Hite in 2005-06 and Eric Brown in
1986-87 did so while averaging even 15.5 points per contest.

...Kameron McGusty (17.8p/4.9r/2.4a/1.8s) is the first Miami player to
average at least 14.0 points, 4.5 rebounds, 2.0 assists and 1.0 steal in a
season. Only Guillermo Diaz in 2004-05 and Dennis Burns in 1987-88 did
so while averaging even 4.0 rebounds per contest (min. three GP).

FIRSTS BY MILLER, MOORE & WAARDENBURG

Since the 1985-86 program rebirth...

...Jordan Miller (10.0p/1.8s/56.1%) is the first Miami player to average at
least 10.0 points and 1.5 steals in a season while shooting over 55 percent
from the floor. Only Dennis Burns in 1987-88 did so while shooting above
even 50 percent (50.8).

...Charlie Moore (12.4p/4.6a/2.0s) is the first Miami player to average at
least 12.0 points, 4.0 assists and 2.0 steals in a season (min. three GP).

TERRIFIC TENURE

In his first 11 seasons, Jim Larrafiaga has led Miami to 25 more wins (226) than it had in any prior
11-year stretch (201 from 1957-58 to 1967-68 and 201 from 1958-59 to 1969-69). The seven 20-win
campaigns in his tenure are well over half of the program’s previous total (12) and eclipse the prior mark
(six) since the rebirth (1985-86). Miami's five NCAA Tournament trips under Coach L are one shy of its
previous total, including matching its prior ledger after the rebirth. The Hurricanes’ six postseason trips
in their first seven campaigns under Larrafiaga match the program record for any seven-year span.

The winningest coach in program history, Larrafiaga has posted three 25-win seasons at UM — the only Miami coach to do so
even once - and five in his career. He also has recorded seven 20-win campaigns at Miami and 13 in his career. In conference ac-
tion, the Canes have won nine or more league games in seven of 11 seasons, while prior to Larrafiaga’s arrival, Miami had never
won more than eight ACC games in a season. Larrafiaga has helped the Canes to 24 postseason victories, including seven in the
NCAA Tournament (five appearances), 12 in the ACC Tournament (11) and five in the NIT (two). He ranks top-35 all-time among
Division | coaches with 696 victories, including top-10 among active coaches.

Miami's 62 total road wins in the past 11 seasons are fourth-most among ACC teams during Larrafiaga’s tenure and its 102
total victories away from home also place fourth. During that same stretch, the Hurricanes are fifth in overall ACC wins (105), as
well as tied for fourth in both ACC road victories (42) and ACC Tournament triumphs (11), plus sixth in ACC home wins (63). In the
six years prior to Larrafiaga’s arrival, when the ACC had only 12 teams, Miami was tied for ninth in ACC victories (36) and won
just 10 total ACC road games. In eight of Larrafiaga’s 11 years, the team has finished higher in the ACC final standings than it was
picked in the preseason poll.

The Hurricanes have a combined 14 wins over Duke (seven) and North Carolina (seven) under Larrafiaga, tied for the
second-most of any team during his 11-year tenure, after going 4-31 versus those two programs before his arrival. Seven of those
victories are by double digits and six are on the road, the former the most of any team during that stretch and the latter tied for the
most. Miami’s 27-point win over the Blue Devils on Jan. 23, 2013, is the third-largest ever against the AP No. 1 team in the nation.
Itis one 24 victories over a top-25 foe under Larrafiaga, including 10—two of which came in 2021-22—uversus a top-10 opponent.

Miami has seen unprecedented fan interest in the program under Larrafiaga. In 2017-18, for the third straight season, the Hur-
ricanes sold out their season-ticket allotment at the Watsco Center. The 2015-16 campaign marked the first time in UM history that
any team sold out of season tickets. In 2021-22, the Miami single-game student attendance record fell on two separate occasions.

From 2017-19, Miami was one of two ACC programs, alongside Duke, to have a player selected in each NBA Draft. Four total
Hurricanes were picked in that span, including Lonnie Walker IV going No. 18 in 2018.

In the most recent season, 2021-22, Larrafiaga led the Hurricanes to one of the finest campaigns in program history. Picked
No. 12 in the ACC preseason poll, Miami made the Elite Eight for the first time ever, finishing 26-11 (14-6 ACC) overall, placing
fourth in the ACC and taking the No. 16 spot in the year-end Coaches Poll. Miami earned two wins over top-10 teams, notching
aroad victory against second-ranked Duke and an NCAA Tournament triumph over No. 8/7 Auburn. It also beat two eventual
Final Four teams in Duke and North Carolina, the latter of which it topped by 28 points at the Watsco Center, where the student
attendance record fell twice during ACC play.

Larrafiaga, during the 2021-22 season, also set the

In 2012-13, Larrafiaga helped Miami to a No. 2 national ranking by both the AP and USA TODAY
and a No. 2 seed in the NCAA tournament. At the time, he was the 10th coach in the last 10 years to
lead two top-10 programs, as Miami was No. 2 on Feb. 18, 2013, and George Mason was No. 8 in the
final Top 25 poll in 2006.

Individually, Shane Larkin earned the ACC Player of the Year and Lute Olson National Player of the
Year awards, as well as All-American status and finalist nods for the Bob Cousy, John Wooden and
James Naismith player of the year honors before declaring early for the 2013 NBA Draft. Larkin was
also the ACC Tournament MVP, on the ACC All-Defensive Team and a Defensive All-American. Durand
Scott was the ACC Defensive Player of the Year.

Larrafiaga came to Miami after serving as the head coach at George Mason for 14 seasons. He
guided the program to five NCAA Tournament appearances (1999, 2001, 2006, 2008, 2011), including
an unprecedented run to the 2006 Final Four that captured the nation’s attention, as the Patriots
defeated Michigan State, North Carolina, Wichita State and UConn along the way. Following that run,
Larrafiaga was selected the 2006 Clair Bee National Coach of the Year.

Larrafiaga built the George Mason program into a perennial contender in the highly-regarded Colo-
nial Athletic Association, winning more games than any other coach in program and conference history
(273) en route to three conference titles (1999, 2001, 2008).

In 20086, Larrafiaga became the first coach at a mid-major school to take his team to the Final Four
in 27 years and earned the CAA's first NCAA tournament at-large berth in 20 years. Along the way, he
led Mason to a school record in wins, its first-ever national ranking, its first-ever appearance in the Top
10 and its first wins over Top 10 teams.

Larrafiaga served as the head coach at Bowling Green for 11 seasons (1986-1997) and at Division I
American International for two seasons (1977-79).

At Bowling Green, he made an immediate impact in his first season. In 1986-87, the Falcons were
the nation’s most improved team under a first-year head coach that took over a program with a losing
record, posting a 15-14 record for an eight-game improvement over the previous season. Larrafiaga
went on to record a 170-144 mark in 11 years at Bowling Green, earmning 1997 Mid-American Confer-
ence Coach of the Year honors after leading Bowling Green to a 22-10 record, a conference regular
season co-championship and a berth in the NIT. The 22 victories were the most by a Bowling Green
team in 47 years and the 13 conference wins were the second- highest total in BGSU history.

Larrafiaga’s 170 victories at Bowling Green ranked second all-time on the Falcons’ coaching list
and he was only the second coach to record consecutive postseason appearances. Larrafiaga led his
squad to NIT berths in 1990 (18-11) and again in 1991 (17-13), the first time the Falcons enjoyed back-
to-back postseason appearances since the early ‘60s. Bowling Green won better than 60 percent of its
games in Larrafiaga’s last four years, recording a 70-44 mark during that stretch. The Falcons finished
fourth or better in the MAC in five of Larrafiaga’s 11 seasons and he is among the winningest coaches
in MAC history.

Larrafiaga received his first head coaching position in 1977 when he was named to the post at
American International, a Division Il program in Springfield, Mass. Taking over a team that had suf-
fered through five consecutive losing seasons prior to his arrival, Larrafiaga turned AIC into a winning
program in his first year and compiled a 28-25 mark in two seasons.

Larrafiaga’s first coaching opportunity came at Davidson College from 1971-76, serving as an
assistant coach to Terry Holland. Davidson
captured three Southern Conference regular-
season championships and an NIT berth in
his five years there, and he compiled a 47-12
record doubling as the freshman team coach.

was reunited with Holland at the University of Virginia in April
1979. An assistant coach under Holland at UVA for seven seasons
from 1979-86, he helped the Cavaliers reach the NCAA Final Four
on two occasions (1981 and 1984), finish in the top five of the AP
and UPI polls and average more than 24 victories per season.
The Cavaliers were 169-62, won three regular-season Atlantic
Coast Conference championships and made four NCAA Tourna-
ment appearances in that span. Virginia also made a pair of NIT
appearances, winning the NIT Championship in 1980. Larrafiaga
was on the staff during the careers of three-time National Player of
the Year Ralph Sampson and NBA first-round draft choice Olden
Polynice.

A 1971 graduate of Providence College with a degree in
economics, Larrafiaga was a four-year letterman for the Friars. As
the team captain in his senior season, he led Providence to a 20-8
record and an NIT appearance. He graduated as the school’s fifth
all-time leading scorer with 1,258 points and was selected in the
sixth round of the draft by the Detroit Pistons of the National Bas-
ketball Association. He was the team’s top scorer as a sophomore
and junior and was named New England’s Division | Sophomore
of the Year in 1969. He was inducted into the Providence College
Hall of Fame in 1991.

Larrafiaga and his wife, Liz, have two sons and four grand-
children. Their son, Jay, played for his father at Bowling Green,
was the head coach of the NBDL's Erie Bayhawks and is now an
assistant coach with the Boston Celtics. Jon was a member of his
father's George Mason teams from 1999-2003, earning first team
Academic All-America honors for NCAA Division I-AAA schools.
