CLIMBING THE CHARTS

Following its win over then-sixth-ranked Virginia, Miami jumped eight spots in the AP Poll and now places No. 14
nationally, going from 208 points in the balloting to 658. This is the highest ranking for the Hurricanes since taking
the sixth overall spot on 12/18/17 and their first top-15 ranking since checking in at No. 15 on 1/1/18.

HALL CALL

Jim Larrafiaga will be on the Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame ballot for the first time in 2023. He is one
of nine first-time North American nominees, alongside three other coaches (John Beilein, Gregg Popovich and
Stan Spirou) and five players (Pau Gasol, Dirk Nowitzki, Tony Parker, Dwyane Wade and John Williamson). In
addition, Larrafiaga will be inducted into the University of Miami Sports Hall of Fame in the spring of 2023.

MILESTONE MOMENT

With a 74-64 victory over Providence, his alma mater, on 11/19/22 in Uncasville, Conn., Jim Larrafiaga earned the
700th win in his 39-year head coaching career. He is the 53rd NCAA coach, at any level, to reach 700, including
just the 35th with Division | experience and the 34th with at least five years at the DI level. Larrafiaga is only the
eighth person with ACC head coaching experience to reach that mark. The other seven are Mike Krzyzewski, Jim
Boeheim, Roy Williams, Dean Smith, Cliff Ellis, Lefty Driesell and Rick Barnes. Of those, Krzyzewski, Williams and
Smith—three of the seven winningest DI coaches of all-time—are the only other three to do so while in the ACC.

SENSATIONAL 2021-22 SEASON

After reaching the Elite Eight for the first time last year, the Hurricanes placed No. 16 in the Coaches Poll. It marked
the fourth-highest such finish in program history, trailing just 2015-16 (No. 8), 2012-12 (No. 10) and 1998-99 (co-No.
12). Miami ended the year at 26-11, good for its third-most wins ever, behind only 2012-13 (29-7) and 2015-16 (27-8).
HURRICANE HERO

Jim Larrafiaga, who will enter the UM Sports HOF in 2023, is first at Miami with 238 victories and third with a .626
winning percentage. His seven 20-win seasons are the most by a Miami coach and over a third of the program’s
total (19). Coach L has led The U to all four of its 25-win years, five of its 11 NCAA Tournament bids, seven of its 11
wins in the NCAA field, three of its four Sweet 16 trips, its lone Elite Eight berth and a sweep of the 2013 ACC titles.

VERMONT
The Catamounts, at 6-8, are led by senior guard Aaron Deloney’s 12.4 points per game. Coming off a 28-6 (17-1)
campaign and an NCAA Tournament bid in 2021-22, Vermont was picked first in the America East preseason poll.

BEATING THE BLUE BLOODS [MORE ON PAGE 9)

During Jim Larrafiaga’s 12 seasons, the Hurricanes are 14-18 against Duke (7-8) and North
Carolina (7-10), tied for the second-most wins-Virginia is 16-16 and Duke is 14-12-by any
school against those two teams since 2011-12. Miami has a win over at least one of them in
nine of Coach L’s 11 years, including each of the first seven, topping both in 2012-13 (four
total), 2016-17 and 2021-22. Before his arrival, Miami was 4-31 all-time (2-20 in its ACC era)
against the two. The Hurricanes are the only team with at least seven victories over those
schools by double digits since 2011-12 (only Duke [six] and Virginia have five) and one of two
teams, alongside Duke, with six road wins against the two since then. Miami is also the only
team with at least five triumphs by 15-plus (just Louisville and North Carolina have even three),
the only team with three decisions by 20-plus (only Ohio State has even two) and the only team
with three wins by 25-plus (no one else has two). Duke’s most lopsided loss of the last 11 years
is to Miami (90-63 on 1/23/13) and it is the third-largest loss ever for an AP No. 1 team. North
Carolina’s third- and fifth-most lopsided defeats of that stretch are to the Hurricanes (85-57 on
1/18/22 and 87-61 on 2/9/13). In 2012-13, Miami became the first team to beat both schools by
20-plus since Maryland did so in 1974-75.

QUITE THE COACH

Jim Larrafiaga is one of 13 active coaches with 700 victories, including one of nine at the DI
level. He is the 53rd NCAA coach all-time to reach 700, including the 35th with DI experience
and the 34th with at least five years at that level. Coach L is No. 13 all-time in total victories
while serving as an ACC head coach with 238, No. 12 in ACC victories (regular season and
ACC Tournament) with 120 and No. 11 in ACC league wins with 108, all third-most among active
coaches. In addition, Larrafiaga, John Calipari, Lefty Driesell and Cliff Ellis are the only four
coaches in history with 150-plus wins at three DI schools, while just 24 coaches (eight active)
have logged even 100-plus victories at three DI schools (enterig 2022-23). Coach L is also
among the 17 coaches (eight active) with 200-plus wins at two DI institutions. One of just 22
active DI head coaches who has led a program to the Final Four, Larrafiaga (12-10) is among
just 32 active head coaches with multiple NCAA Tournament berths and a winning percentage
over .500, just 18 of whom have double-digit such appearances. He is also, per ESPN Stats &
Info, the only DI coach to take two different schools to the Elite Eight as a double-digit seed.

EXCEEDING EXPECTATIONS

In eight of Jim Larrafiaga’s 11 years, Miami has placed higher in the final ACC standings than it
was picked in the preseason poll. Six times, it finished multiple spots above its preseason spot,
including four-plus places higher thrice, with an eigh-spot jump in 2021-22. Only once, during a
2020-21 season in which the Hurricanes led all Power Five teams with 113 games missed due
to injury, has Miami ended the year more than one spot below its preseason expectation.

Kotie Kimble,
in his first year with the Hurricanes, is the defensive coordinator. DJ Irving,

in his second season at The U, handles the scout for every opponent.

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THE U TO THE LEAGUE

Miami is one of 27 schools—six are in the ACC-with both four-plus NBA Draft
choices over the past six years and a player picked in at least three of those
five drafts. In 2017, Davon Reed went No. 32 to the Phoenix Suns. In 2018—
the third time Miami has had two players selected, along with 1968 and
1970—Lonnie Walker IV went No. 18 to the San Antonio Spurs and Bruce
Brown Jr., went No. 42 to the Detroit Pistons. In 2019, Dewan Hernandez
went No. 59 to Toronto Raptors, then the reigning NBA champions.

HERE TO STAY

Miami, per Stadium’s Jeff Goodman, was one of nine DI programs that did
not have a scholarship player enter the transfer portal during/after the 2021-
22 season, alongside Army West Point, Gonzaga, Grambling State, Kansas,
LIU Brooklyn, Rutgers, St. John’s and Texas A&M-Corpus Christi. Only three
of them (Miami, Army West Point and Gonzaga) also had no scholarship
transfers in women'’s basketball.

It also marked the fifth time in six years (2016-22) no Miami scholarship
letter winner—a player who appeared in a game—transferred to another
school. Among ACC schools, Florida State has even had three such
occurrences, while only Louisville, North Carolina and Virginia have even
two. Just five Hurricane scholarship letter winners have transferred over the
past six years, tied with Florida State for the fewest among ACC schools.
Nine of the other 13 teams had 10-plus transfers, including four with 16-
plus. The average ACC school has lost 11.9 scholarship letter winners to
transfer over the past six years, greater than double Miami’s mark.

LARRANAGA'S LONGEVITY

Jim Larrafiaga is tied for No. 19 all-time (min. 10 years at a DI school) with
39 years as a head coach and is one of just 21 total individuals to reach

that figure. Just five such coaches are active, as Larrafiaga trails just Jim
Boeheim (47), Cliff Ellis (45) and Bob Huggins (41), while Greg Kampe is
also in his 39th year. In addition, Larrafiaga’s 1,171 games coached entering
the 2022-23 season place him No. 14 all-time (min. 10 years at a DI school).
That mark is good for fourth among active DI coaches, behind only Boeheim
(1,424), Ellis (1,357) and Huggins (1,315).

10 COMMITMENTS OF MIAMI BASKETBALL

Prior to each practice, 10 poster boards are placed on the baseline, each
featuring one commitment of Miami basketball. The 10 are as follows:
~ We will set our defense every time.

~ We will pressure the man with the ball.

~ We will pack the lane to prevent penetration.

~ We will contest all shots, hands high. Without fouling.

~ We will block out, rebound and run.

~ We will run for layups and open threes.

~ We will share the ball.

~ We will penetrate the defense.

~ We will create good shots both inside and outside.

~ We will attack the offensive boards.

PERFECTION

The Miami men’s basketball team posted its first perfect Graduate Success
Rate (GSR) in 2018 and then repeated the feat in 2019, 2020, 2021 and
2022. The Hurricanes’ 100 score was at least 11 points above the national
average, regardless of sport, each year. In addition, University of Miami
student-athletes as a whole tallied a 93 in 2022, the 10th time in 11 years
and seventh in a row the Hurricanes posted a figure of 90-plus.



PRIME PROGRAM

During Jim Larrafiaga’s first 11 years at Miami (2011-22), the Hurricanes
had the fifth-most victories (226) of any team in the ACC for that full stretch.
In addition, Miami had the fourth-most road wins (62) and the fourth-most
victories away from home (102) of any such program. In conference play
only, the Hurricanes owned the fifth-most total triumphs (105) and co-fourth-
most road wins (42) during that span.

QUALITY QUARTET

Miami entered 2022-23 with four players who have a 30-point showing

in their careers: Jordan Miller (one), Norchad Omier (three), Nijel Pack
(three) and Isaiah Wong (one). The only other ACC school with four such
individuals is NC State.

Miller (10.0), Omier (17.9), Pack (17.4) and Wong (15.3) all averaged
10-plus points per game last season (60.6 total). North Carolina, NC State
and Virginia are the only other ACC teams with four players who averaged
double figures at the DI level last year, while Boston College has four total
with one doing so for a DIl team.

In addition, Miami is the lone team in the ACC that has three players on its
roster who averaged 15-plus points per game in 2021-22 and the only ACC
team with two players who averaged 17-plus points per contest.

ATHLETIC ACCOMPLISHMENTS

Norchad Omier, who is a team-best plus-4.5 in his wingspan (6-11.5), has a
max bench press of 275 pounds, 15 more than any other Hurricane. Second
place, at 260, is Jordan Miller who paces the team in standing vertical jump
(36), one-step vertical jump (41) and high touch (11-11.5). Anthony Walker
leads the way in max power clean (240), while tying with Bensley Joseph
atop the list in max front squat (250). Favour Aire tops the team in height (6-
11), wingspan (7-3) and reach (110), while Wooga Poplar owns a max-rep
chin-up count of 23 to pace the Hurricanes.

PRESEASON PLAUDITS

Jon Rothstein tabbed Isaiah Wong as a Preseason Third Team All-American
and he was one of 20 players on the NABC Player of the Year Watch List.
Wong claimed Preseason First Team All-ACC and Jerry West Award Watch
List reognitions for the second year in a row, while Field of 68 labeled him
the nation’s No. 19th player. Field of 68 put Nijel Pack at No. 34 on the list,
making Miami one of eight schools with multiple top-35 players, joining
Baylor, Duke, Gonzaga, Houston, Kansas, North Carolina and UCLA. Both
players were also on the Naismith Trophy and Wooden Award Watch Lists.
In addition, Norchad Omier made the Karl Malone Award Watch List.

HAPPY AT HOME

The Hurricanes are 134-48 (.736) at the Watsco Center in Jim Larrafiaga’s
12 seasons at the helm, including 84-28 (.750) over their last 112 outings.
A year-by-year breakdown is below. As a whole, Miami is 229-92 (.713) at
the Watsco Center, which opened as the Miami Convocation Center Jan. 4,
2003.

After Miami had just one three-dunk showing in 2021-22 (Anthony Walker
vs. Georgia Tech on 2/9/22), it got four from Norchad Omier and three from
Wooga Poplar on 11/15/22 against Florida A&M and totaled nine in the win.

DOMINANT DEFENSIVE DISPLAY

Miami limited Louisville to 29.8 percent (17-0f-57) shooting in its 80-53 road
win on 12/4/22. It marked the first time the Hurricanes held a foe under 30
percent since 11/22/17, when La Salle shot 28.8 percent (15-0f-52) in a
neutral-site game in Reading, Pa. Miami last kept an ACC foe under that
mark on 2/17/16 when Virginia Tech logged a 29.6 percent (16-of-54) ledger,
last did so in a true road game on 12/22/15 at La Salle (29.8 percent; 17-of
57) and last did so in an ACC road game on 1/18/14 at Georgia Tech (29.5
percent; 13-0f-44).

OUTSTANDING OFFENSIVE OUTING

Miami dropped 107 points in the win over Cornell on 12/7/22, its most
since 11/16/09 versus Nova Southeastern (108) and most agaisnt a DI foe
since 3/2/89 against Savannah State (107). It marked the fourth time Miami
scored in triple digits at the Watsco Center, including the second versus a
DI team. Cornell's 105 points broke the prior vistor record of 98 (twice) and
marked the top total in regulation versus the Hurricane in any game since
1/3/07 at third-ranked North Carolina (105). The matchup also snapped

a 457-game streak of DI teams winning when posting 105-plus points in
regulation. In addition, Miami’s 66 first-half points set a program record in
a halfin its ACC era (since 2004-05), eclipsing the mark set on 11/16/09
against Nova Southeastern (61).

WONG’'S WONDERFUL WEEK

Isaiah Wong scored a career-high 36 points versus Cornell (12/7/22),
becoming the first Hurricane to eclipse 30 since Sheldon McClellan on
11/25/14 at Charlotte (31) and logging the top total by a Miami player since
Jack McClinton on 3/21/08 versus St. Mary’s (38) in the NCAA Tournament
Round of 64 in Little Rock, Ark. Wong, who became the first Power Six
player this season with a 36-point showing, tallied 22 first-half points, tied
for the ninth-most in a frame in Miami’s ACC era (since 2004-05) and the
highest total since Kameron McGusty in the second half on 1/21/19 against
Coppin State (22).

Wong followed that with 22 points and a then-career-best eight assists
against NC State (12/10/22), helping Miami rally back from a 16-point deficit.
Wong averaged 29.0 points, 6.0 rebounds and 7.0 assists per game on

the week, shooting 63.3 percent (19-0f-30) overall, 58.3 percent (7-0f-12)
from deep and 92.9 percent (13-of-14) at the line, while committing just one
turnover. Amongst other nationwide honors, he became the first Hurricane
since Shane Larkin on 2/5/13 to win USBWA Oscar Robertson National
Player of the Week, as well as the 11th Miami player to claim ACC Player of
the Week plaudits.

HAPPY HELPERS

Miami had 21 assists on 12/7/22 against Cornell and then 22 on 12/10/22
versus NC State, marking its first time with back-to-back 20-assist showings
in Jim Larrafiaga’s 12-year tenure and improving to 20-1 under his direction
when reaching that figure. In their next outing, the Hurricanes amassed

19 assists against on 12/17/22 against St. Francis (PA), giving them three
straight 19-assist showings for the first time under Coach L. The only other
time Miami had back-to-back 19-assist showings was in the 2022 NCAA
Tournament on 3/20/22 versus No. 8/7 Auburn (19) and on 3/25/22 against
lowa State (21). Including the five aforementioned games, the Hurricanes
logged 19-plus assists eight times in a 19-game span (3/5/22 to 12/17/22)
after doing so 25 times in Larrafiaga’s first 360 outings at The U.

CONSISTENT CANES

Miami has finished top-50 nationally in KenPom in seven of Jim Larrafiaga’s
11 years at the helm. In the prior 11 years before his arrival, the Hurricanes
placed top-50 in the year-end rankings just three times.

SELECT SELECTIONS

A 1971 sixth-round pick of the Detroit Pistons, Jim Larrafiaga is one of just
32 active DI head coaches selected in the NBA Draft. The group includes

under 10 percent of all DI head coaches and features three others from the
ACC: Tony Bennett (1992), Hubert Davis (1992) and Kenny Payne (1989).

TOOK THE SHOW ON THE ROAD

Miami (16-6) was one of just eight DI teams with 16-plus non-home wins

in 2021-22, alongside Kansas (18), Villanova (18), Duke (17), Arizona

(16), Houston (16), Murray State (16) and South Dakota State (16). The
Hurricanes went 10-2 on the road to tie for fifth in such victories, with
Villanova (10-5) the only other Power Six team to reach double figures. Of
the 10 DI teams with 10-plus road wins, only Miami and Murray State (11-1)
had fewer than three losses.

HIGH-SCORING HURRICANES

Miami averaged 75.8 points per game in ACC play last year, a program
record for conference action since joining the league in 2004-05. The prior
top mark was 74.8 in 2007-08, while the previous high number in ACC play
during Jim Larrafiaga’s tenure was 73.8 in 2017-18.

BELOW AVERAGE TO ELITE

Miami, coming off a 10-17 season, became just the second team since
the 1985 field expansion to reach the Elite Eight one year after winning 10
games or fewer. The only prior team to do so was Ohio State in 1998-99, as

the Buckeyes made the Final Four following an 8-22 campaign.



DOWN GOES DUKE . . . AGAIN

Miami notched a 76-74 road victory at second-ranked Duke on 1/8/22. The
win continued the Hurricanes’ string of success against the Blue Devils
under Jim Larrafiaga. During his 11-year tenure at The U, since the start of
the 2011-12 campaign, the Hurricanes are 7-8 against Duke, including 7-7
in ACC play, 4-3 at home, 3-4 on the road and 0-1 in the ACC Tournament.
During that stretch, Miami is...

~ one of only two teams with seven-plus wins over the Blue Devils, joining
North Carolina (12-14)

~ one of only two teams with at least three road wins at Cameron Indoor
Stadium, alongside North Carolina (five)

~ one of only three teams with three-plus double-digit wins over Duke,
joining North Carolina (four) and Wake Forest

~ one of only two teams with multiple 15-point victories over the Blue Devils,
alongside North Carolina (four)

~ one of only two teams with at least a .500 record in ACC play versus
Duke, joining Louisville (.500 at 5-5)

With the most recent win over the Blue Devils, Larrafiaga became just the
fifth coach with multiple road wins over an AP top-five Duke team, per ESPN
Stats & Info. He joins Dean Smith (five), Gary Williams (three), Roy Williams
(three) and Dave Odom (two) on that list. In his third road win at Duke, the
Blue Devils were ranked No. 7 in the AP Poll and No. 5 in the Coaches Poll.

Duke’s largest loss of the last 13 seasons, since the start of the 2009-10
campaign, was a 27-point setback, 90-63, at Miami on 1/23/13. Itis the
third-largest loss ever by an AP No. 1 team and marked the Hurricanes'’ first
win over a top-ranked team in program history.

Before Larrafiaga got to Miami, the Hurricanes were just 2-15 (.118) versus
Duke, including 0-7 at Cameron Indoor Stadium.

TOP-TWO TRIUMPH

With its win over Duke, Miami became the first team in the country this
season to defeat a top-two team on the road. It became just the second to
do so against a top-three foe, following only then-No. 23 Wisconsin’s 74-69
triumph at then-third-ranked Purdue on 1/3/22.

The win tied for the highest-ranked road victory in program history, matching
a 73-71 result at second-ranked Connecticut in Storrs, Conn., on 2/20/99
when Miami was ranked No. 16/21.

Miami now has five AP top-three wins, including three under Coach L and
three over Duke. Four of those wins are versus top-two foes, including two
under Larrafiaga and three against Duke.

The decision marked the second time Miami has ever beat a top-three team
while unranked, joining a 71-69 win over second-ranked Duke on 12/21/62.

The victory marked the 21st over an AP top-10 foe in Miami history, nine of
which-including eight in ACC play-have come under Jim Larrafiaga.

Miami now has seven AP top-five wins in program history, including four
under Larrafiaga and five over Duke. Miami also won, 78-74 in overtime, at
No. 7/5 Duke on 2/5/12, giving the Hurricanes eight top-five wins regardless
of poll, including five under Coach L and six versus Duke.

The victory was Miami’s first over a top-10 team since a 91-88 triumph at
ninth-ranked North Carolina on 2/27/18 and its first over a top-five team
since a 64-61 home result against third-ranked Virginia on 2/22/16.

TOPPLING THE TAR HEELS . . . AGAIN

The Hurricanes tallied an 85-57 win over North Carolina on 1/18/22. They
led by as many as 33 points and held an edge of 22-plus the entire second
half. The triumph furthered Miami’s strong run versus the Tar Heels under
Jim Larrafiaga. During his 11-year tenure at The U, since the start of the
2011-12 campaign, Miami is 7-10 versus North Carolina. During that stretch,
Miami is...

~ one of only three teams with seven-plus wins over North Carolina, joining

Miami’s 27-point halftime margin, 49-22, tied North Carolina’s largest
halftime deficit of the last 25 years, per ESPN'’s Bryan Ives, matching Duke’s
53-26 edge on 3/6/10 at Cameron Indoor Stadium.

The loss was North Carolina’s first by 25-plus in ACC play since 2/9/13,
also at Miami (87-61). It was the Tar Heels’ largest loss in ACC play since
1/14/12 at Florida State (90-57).

The Hurricanes had three 20-point scorers in the win, their first time doing
so in a regulation game in over 16 years, since 1/7/06 against No. 14/12
Maryland. Miami had a 30-5 edge in points off turnovers and committed just
four giveaways, the latter tied for its third-lowest mark ever in ACC play.

Before Larrafiaga arrived in Coral Gables, Miami was just 2-16 (.111)
against North Carolina, including 1-8 at the Dean E. Smith Center.

TOP-10 (AND TOP-THREE) TAKEDOWNS

The Hurricanes logged two top-10 wins last season, notching a 76-74
victory at No. 2 Duke and knocking off No. 8/7 Auburn, 79-61, in the NCAA
Tourament Round of 32. Miami was one of 22 teams with multiple wins
over AP top-10 teams, including one of 17 with two top-eight victories. The
Hurricanes were one of only six teams with two AP top-10 wins away from
home, alongside Duke, North Carolina (three), Oregon, St. Peter’s and
Virginia Tech. Only the Hurricanes, Tar Heels and Ducks had two non-home
wins versus AP top-eight foes.

Miami also won two games last year against teams that ended the year
top-three in the Ferris Mowers Coaches Poll. Miami posted a four-point
victory at Duke (1/8/22) and logged a 28-point triumph over North Carolina
(1/18/22) in an 11-day span. The Blue Devils and Tar Heels finished third
and second, respectively, nationally. Miami was one of just three schools
to register two wins over year-end top-three teams, joining Kentucky and
Virginia Tech.

BEATING THE BEST

Miami finished with a 7-5 record against Quad 1 teams during the 2021-
22 season, one of just 24 schools in the nation with at least seven such
victories. Of those two-dozen teams, the Hurricanes were among just 15 to
fare better than .500 against Quad 1 foes.

TAKING [AND NOT GIVING] IT AWAY

Miami forced 515 turnovers and committed just 352 last season, good for
a +4.41 margin to lead the ACC and rank eighth in the country. Only four
times did the Hurricanes log more turnovers than their foe, just once did
they post 15-plus turnovers and they recorded a 614-337 edge in points off
giveaways, a +7.49 margin. Miami placed seventh nationally in offensive
turnover percentage (14.0), per KenPom. After logging 14-plus steals twice
in its first 296 all-time ACC games, it did so back-to-back versus Syracuse
(14) and Duke (15). Then, 13 outings later, Miami tallied 16 steals, setting a
program record in ACC play, against Virginia Tech.

Furthermore, the Hurricanes recorded double-digit steals 16 times (12-

4) in 2021-22, including in 13 (10-3) of the final 23 games. During Jim
Larrafiaga’s first 10 years at the helm, Miami had 10-plus takeaways 40
times (26-14), an average of 4.0 per season.

FINDING A WAY

The Hurricanes won the rebounding battle just seven times during the
2021-22 season, finishing 7-28-2 on the glass. Offensively, Miami got
outrebounded by over 100, 375-269, good for an average of -2.86 offensive
boards per game. Contrastly, the Hurricanes forced over 150 more
turnovers than they committed, 515-352, good for a +4.41 average per
game. Thus, Miami logged a +1.54 net average in possessions gained on
the year. In ACC play, the Hurricanes finished 2-17-1 on the glass and got
outrebounded by a 206-140 margin on the offensive end, good for a -3.3
average. However, they committed nearly 100 fewer turnovers than they
forced, 285-187, good for a +4.9 average. Thus, Miami logged a +1.6 net
average in possessions gained in conference action.

THREE THIEVES

Three of the four individuals in the ACC who averaged at least 1.75 steals
per game last season played for Miami. Virginia’s Reece Beekman (2.09)
led the conference, but Hurricanes finished 2-3-4 behind him in Charlie
Moore (2.03), Kameron McGusty (1.81) and Jordan Miller (1.75).

INJURY IMPROVEMENT

After nine players combined to miss 113 games due to injury in 2020-21,
the highest total of any Power Six team in the country, Miami had just three
players combine to miss 33 games in 2021-22. Of those 33 games, 30
came from Harlond Beverly, whose season ended in early December due

to a lingering back injury. Rodney Miller Jr., missed two games and Jordan
Miller missed one. The Hurricanes had 80 fewer games missed due to injury
despite playing 10 more contests in 2021-22 (37) than in 2020-21 (27).
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TERRIFIC TURNAROUND

After going 10-17 (.370) in 2020-21, Miami finished 26-11 (.703) in 2021-22.
Miami was one of 20 schools to increase its win total by 15-plus year over
year, including one of only 12 to do so by 16-plus games. Just six Power Six
schools had an improvement of 16-plus victories.

In his first 11 seasons, Jim Larrafiaga has led Miami to 25 more wins (226) than it had in any prior 11-
year stretch (201 twice). His seven 20-win campaigns are well over half the program’s previous total (12)
and his four 25-win seasons are Miami's only ones ever. The five NCAA Tournament trips under Coach L,
who broke the program wins record on 3/2/22, are one shy of Miami’s previous total (six) and the seven
NCAA Tournament wins nearly double the prior mark (four). The two-time ACC Coach of the Year has led
Miami to three of its four Sweet 16 berths, its first Elite Eight bid and a sweep of the 2013 ACC titles.

The winningest coach in program history, Larrafiaga has posted four 25-win seasons at UM - the only Miami coach to do so
even once — and six in his career. He also has recorded seven 20-win campaigns at Miami and 13 in his career. In conference
action, the Canes have won nine or more league games in seven of 11 seasons, while prior to Larrafiaga’s arrival, Miami had
never won more than eight ACC games in a season. Larrafiaga has helped the Canes to 24 postseason victories, including
seven in the NCAA Tournament (five appearances), 12 in the ACC Tournament (11) and five in the NIT (two). He ranks top-35
all-time among Division | coaches with 696 victories, including top-10 among active coaches.

Miami’s 62 total road wins in the past 11 seasons are fourth-most among ACC teams during Larrafiaga’s tenure and its 102
total victories away from home also place fourth. During that same stretch, the Hurricanes are fifth in overall ACC wins (105),
as well as tied for fourth in both ACC road victories (42) and ACC Tournament triumphs (11), plus sixth in ACC home wins (63).
In the six years prior to Larrafiaga’s arrival, when the ACC had only 12 teams, Miami was tied for ninth in ACC victories (36)
and won just 10 total ACC road games. In eight of Larrafiaga’s 11 years, the team has finished higher in the ACC final stand-
ings than it was picked in the preseason poll.

The Hurricanes have a combined 14 wins over Duke (seven) and North Carolina (seven) under Larrafiaga, tied for the
second-most of any team during his 11-year tenure, after going 4-31 versus those two programs before his arrival. Seven of
those victories are by double digits and six are on the road, the former the most of any team during that stretch and the latter
tied for the most. Miami's 27-point win over the Blue Devils on Jan. 23, 2013, is the third-largest ever against the AP No. 1
team in the nation. It is one 24 victories over a top-25 foe under Larrafiaga, including 10—two of which came in 2021-22—ver-
sus a top-10 opponent.

Miami has seen unprecedented fan interest in the program under Larrafiaga. In 2017-18, for the third straight season, the
Hurricanes sold out their season-ticket allotment at the Watsco Center. The 2015-16 campaign marked the first time in UM
history that any team sold out of season tickets. In 2021-22, the Miami single-game student attendance record fell on two
separate occasions.

From 2017-19, Miami was one of two ACC programs, alongside Duke, to have a player selected in each NBA Draft. Four
total Hurricanes were picked in that span, including Lonnie Walker IV going No. 18 in 2018.

In the most recent season, 2021-22, Larrafiaga led the Hurricanes to one of the finest campaigns in program history.

Picked No. 12 in the ACC preseason poll, Miami made the Elite Eight for the first time ever, finishing 26-11 (14-6 ACC) overall,
placing fourth in the ACC and taking the No. 16 spot in the year-end Coaches Poll. Miami earned two wins over top-10 teams,
notching a road victory against second-ranked Duke and an NCAA Tournament triumph over No. 8/7 Auburn. It also beat two
eventual Final Four teams in Duke and North Carolina, the latter of which it topped by 28 points at the Watsco Center, where
the student attendance record fell twice during ACC play.

During the most recent 2021-22 campaign, Larrafiaga steered Miami to one of its finest seasons in program history despite
being picked No. 12 in the ACC preseason poll. The Hurricanes went 26-11 overall, good for their third-most wins ever, and
14-6 in ACC play to place fourth in the league. Miami earned a No. 10 seed in the NCAA Tournament and, once there, rattled
off three victories to advance to the Elite Eight for the first time ever.

Miami earned two top-10 wins away from home (at
second-ranked Duke and against No. 8/7 Auburn) and

Larrafiaga’s first coaching opportunity
came at Davidson College from 1971-76,

serving as an assistant coach to Terry Holland. Davidson captured three Southern Conference regular-season championships
and an NIT berth in his five years there, and he compiled a 47-12 record doubling as the freshman team coach. In 1976, he left
Davidson and spent one season as player-coach for the Geronemo Basketball Club in Belgium.

After his two-year stint at American International, Larrafiaga
was reunited with Holland at the University of Virginia in April
1979. An assistant coach under Holland at UVA for seven
seasons from 1979-86, he helped the Cavaliers reach the NCAA
Final Four on two occasions (1981 and 1984), finish in the top
five of the AP and UPI polls and average more than 24 victories
per season. The Cavaliers were 169-62, won three regular-
season Atlantic Coast Conference championships and made
four NCAA Tournament appearances in that span. Virginia also
made a pair of NIT appearances, winning the NIT Champion-
ship in 1980. Larrafiaga was on the staff during the careers of
three-time National Player of the Year Ralph Sampson and NBA
first-round draft choice Olden Polynice.

A 1971 graduate of Providence College with a degree in
economics, Larrafiaga was a four-year letterman for the Friars.
As the team captain in his senior season, he led Providence
to a 20-8 record and an NIT appearance. He graduated as the
school’s fifth all-time leading scorer with 1,258 points and was
selected in the sixth round of the draft by the Detroit Pistons of
the National Basketball Association. He was the team'’s top scor-
er as a sophomore and junior and was named New England’s
Division | Sophomore of the Year in 1969. He was inducted into
the Providence College Hall of Fame in 1991.

Larrafiaga and his wife, Liz, have two sons and four grand-
children. Their son, Jay, played for his father at Bowling Green,
was the head coach of the NBDL'’s Erie Bayhawks and is now
an assistant coach with the Los Angeles Clippers. Jon was a
member of his father's George Mason teams from 1999-2003,
earning first team Academic All-America honors for NCAA Divi-
sion I-AAA schools.
