Tech’s 11 3-pointers made in the
first half against Syracuse tied a
program record for most
3-pointers made in the first half
since joining the ACC. It’s
happened three prior times.

The Hokies’ 85 points were the
most they have scored in an ACC
game since their 85-72 win at
Florida State on Jan. 29, 2022.
That win at FSU also improved
Tech to 3-7 in ACC play.

Justyn Mutts has recorded 37
assists over the last five games,
including a season-high nine at
Syracuse. In ACC-only games,
Mutts is averaging 5.6 assists per
game - third-best in the league.

TAKE ONE DOWN, PASS IT AROUND

The Hokies set a new program best for
assists in an ACC game, dishing out 26
dimes on 32 field goals made Saturday
night. Virginia Tech last bested the 26 assists
mark in any game on Nov. 20, 2019 against
Delaware State (29).

Tech had two players - Justyn Mutts and
Hunter Cattoor - with eight assists. The last
time two players reached that mark in the
same game was against Syracuse on Jan.
26, 2019 when Justin Robinson and Nickeil
Alexander-Walker both had eight.

Mutts flirted with his second career triple-
double, falling just two assists shy (11p, 12r,
8a). Ironically, his first triple-double came
against Syracuse last season when he had
12 points, 14 boards and 11 assists. Mutts was
deemed by Cattoor as a “cheat code” to
attacking a 2-3 zone following Tech’s win.

BASILE PLAYING LIKE A BOSS

Grant Basile had his second 25+ point
performance against Syracuse this season.
At Syracuse on Jan. 11, the Wright State
transfer had 26 points.

Over his last five games, Basile is averaging
20.0 points and 7.2 rebounds per game.

In three of those games, he’s eclipsed
double-digit field goals made and knocked
down at least one trey in all five contests.
He’s scored at least 20 points in two straight
games, becoming the first Tech player since
Sean Pedulla did so against Lehigh and
William & Mary this season. It was the first
time a Tech player scored back-to-back 20+
points against an ACC foe since Keve Aluma
dropped 20 and 24 against Syracuse and
Virginia last season, respectively.

COLLINS RINGING THE BELL

MJ Collins may be playing with as much
confidence on the team as anyone. The
freshman from Clover, South Carolina tallied
a season-high 11 points, all in the first half, in
a season-high 35 minutes of action against
the Orange.

Collins knocked down a season-high three
treys on five attempts. Over his last four
games, Collins has converted 8 of 18 from
beyond the arc (44.4%). Conversely, he was
shooting 20.8% (5-24) from three prior to
the Virginia game on Jan. 18.

CLOSE CALLS IN ACC PLAY

e Five of the Hokies’ seven losses in ACC play
have come by single digits. The other two
games (at Syracuse and at Virginia) were
10-point decisions.

e Tech landed Grant Basile (Wright State), John Camden (Memphis) and Mylyjael Poteat (Rice)
out of the transfer portal in the offseason.

e Basile is the favorite to replace two-time All-ACC honoree Keve Aluma at the five position
for the Hokies. The 6-foot-9 forward is versatile and has 3-point range, which will once again
provide VT the opportunity to space the floor with all five starters having the green light from
three.

e Camden will add depth at the wing, playing the three and the four positions for Tech. At
6-foot-8, Camden gives VT the option to play big when he slides over to the three position. He
will be another sharpshooter to add to the Hokies” already potent outside attack.

e Poteat has perhaps been the biggest surprise among the transfers. His footwork and hands
have drawn praise from Coach Young over the summer. He will primarily play at the five
position for Tech.

DEPTH ON THE FRONT LINE

e As opposed to last year, the Hokies should have significant depth in the frontcourt this season.

o “We're deeper on the front line than we’ve ever been,” Young said at ACC Tipoff in Charlotte.
“We were thin as nickel soup last year in the frontcourt after Mutts and Aluma. But | am
comfortable with Darren Buchanan, John Camden. ...

Mutts said. “That’s definitely a huge thing
for me this year. We need multiple wins [in
the NCAAs], just for the city.

REACH FOR EXCELLENCE

e \/irginia Tech announced on April 20, 2021 a
$400 million fundraising campaign to propel
Hokie sports to the forefront of the Atlantic
Coast Conference, prepare generations of
student-athletes for success in life, and raise
the university’s profile nationwide.

e The campaign will leverage the momentum
of recent successes on the field and in
fundraising, such as adding about 10,000
more Hokie Club members in the past five
years and opening the Student-Athlete
Performance Center, thanks to a record gift.
Still, leaders acknowledged that the athletics
enterprise needs an infusion of revenue in
order to compete at the top of the ACC.

e The budget increase will support athletics in
three primary areas: facilities, coaching, and
the student-athlete experience.

e The Reach for Excellence campaign has five
main pillars, which are:

" A football enhancement fund to build
a program that consistently competes
at the top of the ACC, by allotting $30
million over time for recruiting, assistant
coaches’ salaries, quality-control
coaches, player development, and capital
needs.

" Renovations to improve Cassell Coliseum,
with at least $50 million to be raised
privately.

® The Drive for 25 initiative to increase
Hokie Club membership to 25,000 and
raise $20 million annually for student-

athlete scholarships.

® Striving for comprehensive excellence
for all sports by providing operating
expenses, facility improvements,
nutritional and strength and conditioning
programs, and more.

® Increasing the number of student-athlete
scholarship endowments to expand
capacity to support students and
broaden reach in recruiting.

e When it’s filled with nearly 10,000 fans
cheering the Hokies to victory in the last
seconds of a basketball game, Cassell
Coliseum is an amazing sight. But when it’s
empty, the home of Virginia Tech basketball,
volleyball, and wrestling shows its age. Built
in the early 1960s, the Coliseum is due for an
extensive renovation.

e Plans call for a completely redesigned
experience, including:

" A new glass entrance along
Washington Street

" Extended concourse areas along both
sides to allow fans easier access to
different sections of the coliseum

® The addition of high-end premium
seating areas, including club seating and
luxury suites on both sides

e This much-needed $75 million-plus project,
helped by at least $50 million in private
support, would create one of the best home

venues in the ACC.

WHAT’S A HOKIE?

The answer leads all the way back to 1896
when Virginia Agricultural and Mechanical
College changed its name to Virginia
Polytechnic Institute. With the change came
the necessity for writing a new cheer and a
contest for such a purpose was held by

the student body.

Senior O.M. Stull
won first prize for
his “Hokie” yell
which is still used
today. Later, when
asked if “Hokie” had
any special meaning,
Stull explained the
word was solely

the product of

his imagination and was used only as an
attention-getter for his yell. It soon became
a nickname for all Tech teams and for those
people loyal to Tech athletics.

The official university school colors -
Chicago Maroon and Burnt Orange - also
were introduced in 1896. The colors were
chosen by a committee because they made
a ‘unigue combination’ not worn elsewhere
at the time. The official definition of “Hokie”
is “a loyal Virginia Tech Fan.”

When referring to our name, we ask that
you use Virginia Tech, Hokies or Tech - and
not ‘Vah Tech.” Thank you!
