•	 Clemson has exceeded the preseason poll projection 
nine times in Head Coach Brad Brownell’s 12 full seasons 
leading the program, including last season.
•	 With a 10-6 record in 2020-21, Clemson finished the 
season in a tie for fifth place in the ACC standings entering 
games. The Tigers were picked 10th in the preseason vote 
by the Atlantic Coast Conference Media – a five-place 
improvement over the preseason prediction.
•	 Brad Brownell’s team had the second-best standing 
relative to its preseason prediction. Only Virginia Tech 
was better, standing eight spots ahead of its preseason 
prediction. Virginia Tech was 11th in the preseason media 
poll and finished in third.
•	 Brownell’s teams have finished equal to or better than 
its preseason prediction by the ACC media in eight-of-his-
previous 11 years.  That includes a 10-place improvement 
in 2017-18 when the Tigers were picked 13th in the 
preseason and finished third.
•	 That is the all-time record improvement in ACC history 
from the preseason to the postseason. That team also 
reached the Sweet 16 of the NCAA Tournament and 
Brownell was named the National College Coach of the 
Year by Sports Illustrated.
•	 As you can see by the chart below, his 2013-14 finished 
eighth spots ahead of its prediction and the 2015-16 team 
was five spots better.
