THE MATGHUP

* The Hurricanes return to the Watsco Center on Saturday to host the Pittsburgh Panthers for their
only regular season meeting of the year. Tipoff in Coral Gables is set for 2:15 p.m. and the game
will air on The CW with Tom Werme and Mike Gminski on the call. Fans can also listen to the
game on 790 WAXY and RadioMundo.

* The series between Miami and Pittsburgh dates back to pre-program rebirth, with the first game
happening in 1947. The Hurricanes lead the all-time series, 26-21, and are 15-8 when playing in
Coral Gables.

+ Last time the two programs met, Miami posted a 78-76 victory in the final game of the 2022-

23 regular season to clinch a share of the ACC regular season title. Norchad Omier recorded a
double-double in the game (15 points, 13 rebounds), while Wooga Poplar went 6-of-8 from 3-point
range for 18 points.

LAST TIME OUT

+ Miami recorded its second ACC road win of the season, defeating the Notre Dame Fighting Irish,
73-61, Wednesday night at Purcell Pavilion.

* Fourth-year junior Norchad Omier came to play after missing the Syracuse game due to injury,
pouring in a season-high 33 points for his most points as a Hurricane. The forward also hauled in
10 rebounds for his ninth double-double of the season.

SCOUTING THE PANTHERS

* The Panthers enter Saturday’s contest just behind the Hurricanes in the ACC standings, sitting
at 3-5 in conference play and 12-7 overall. Pittsburgh has posted back-to-back road victories over
Duke and Georgia Tech heading into Saturday.

* Three Panthers are averaging double-figures this season paced by Blake Hinson at 17.9 points per
game. All three of those players are also tallying five or more rebounds per game.

HOME SWEET HOME

* The Hurricanes are 150-51 (.750) at the Watsco Center during Jim Larrafiaga’s tenure. Prior to
Coach L's arrival, the Hurricanes were 95-44 (.683) there. Overall, Miami is 245-95 (.720) at the
Watsco Center, which opened as the Miami Convocation Center on Jan. 4, 2003.

* Forty-six DI men’s players have posted 30-plus
points and 10-plus rebounds this season, but Omier
is one of 11 players to do so on 14 or less field goal
attempts.

* Only two players, Omier and Lynn Kidd (Virginia
Tech), have recorded 30-plus points, 10-plus rebounds
and shot better than 85 percent in a game this season.

* Omier is the first Hurricane to score 30-plus points
in a road game since Sheldon McClellan tallied 31 at
Charlotte on Nov. 25, 2014. The last Miami player to
record 30-plus points in an ACC road game was Jack
McClinton (34) at Duke on Feb. 7, 2009.

THE INJURY BUG

+ Miami has battled the injury bug of late as three of
Miami’s five regular starters have missed games over
the last month. Since Dec. 21, Miami has only had its
regular starting lineup in four of nine games.

+ Additionally, per Coach L, a starter has been absent
due to injury in 19 of 21 practices since mid-Decem-
ber, which “makes it really challenging to prepare.”

DYNAMIC DUO

* Guard Nijel Pack eclipsed the 1,500-point mark in his
career with 19 points against Syracuse. The guard has
recorded 1,526 points in his career, making him one
of 88 active Division | players to reach the 1,500-point
plateau.

+ Miami is one of 16 Division | teams (one of 3 ACC
teams — NC State and North Carolina) with two active
1,500-point scorers as Norchad Omier sits at 1,620
career points.

FULL FORTY

* For the second time in his career, Matthew Cleveland
played a full 40 minutes, never leaving the court at
Syracuse. Cleveland recorded his fourth double-
double of the season with 16 points and 12 rebounds
against the Orange.

* The other instance came against Virginia on Jan. 14,
2023 and the guard also recorded a double-double in
that game (10 points, 10 rebounds).

+ Miami is one of 40 D-I teams with three 1,000-point

scorers on the roster. However, only 15 of the 40 (Miami
included) have a true junior as one of the scorers.

FREE BASKETBALL

* The Hurricanes played their first overtime game of

the season at Wake Forest, falling in extra time, 86-82.

* Miami is 44-52 all-time in overtime contests and 12-
14 under Coach Larrafiaga. In ACC overtime games,
the Hurricanes hold an 8-9 mark.

1,500 & COUNTING

+ Forward Norchad Omier eclipsed the 1,500-point
mark in his career when he poured in 27 points
against North Florida.

+ He is one of just seven active Division | players to

record 1,500 career points and 1,000 career rebounds.

VS. AP TOP 25

+ Miami recorded its first win against a ranked oppo-
nent this season, a 95-82 victory over No. 16 Clemson
last week. Miami is now 68-186 all-time against AP
ranked opponents and 39-71 in ranked home games.

+ Under Coach L, the Hurricanes hold a 30-61 record

against AP ranked teams and have beaten a ranked
team in four straight seasons.

CRACKIN’ 90

* The Hurricanes have eclipsed the 90-point mark six
times this year, marking the 18th time a Miami team
has scored 90-plus points six times in a season.

* The record for number of 90-point games by a Miami
team is 16, set back in 1988-89, which is also the last
time the Hurricanes totaled more than six 90-point
games in the same season.

* The Hurricanes also scored 90-plus points in three
straight games for the first time since 2015-16.

+ With the retirement of longtime coach Cliff
Ellis on Dec. 13, Coach Larrafiaga now ranks
first among active Division | coaches in career
games coached at 1,227.

The winningest coach in program history, Larrafiaga has
posted five 25-win seasons at UM — the only Miami coach to
do so even once — and seven in his career. He also has recorded eight 20-win campaigns at Miami and 14 in his career. In conference
action, the Hurricanes have won nine or more league games in eight of 12 seasons, while prior to Larrafiaga’s arrival, Miami had
never won more than eight ACC games in a season. Larrafiaga has helped the Hurricanes to 30 postseason victories, including 11 in
the NCAA Tournament (six appearances), 13 in the ACC Tournament (13) and five in the NIT (two). He ranks top-30 all-time among
Division | coaches with 725 victories, including eighth among active coaches. In 2023, Larrafiaga was both inducted into the UM Sports
Hall of Fame & Museum and named a Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame first-time nominee.

Miami's 69 total road wins in the past 12 seasons are fourth-most among ACC teams during Larrafiaga’s tenure and its 114 total
victories away from home also place fourth. During that same stretch, the Hurricanes are fifth in overall ACC wins (120), as well as
fourth in both ACC road victories (48) and ACC Tournament triumphs (13), plus sixth in ACC home wins (72). In the six years prior to
Larrafiaga’s arrival, when the ACC had only 12 teams, Miami was tied for ninth in ACC victories (36) and won just 10 total ACC road
games. In nine of Larrafiaga’s 12 years, the team has finished higher in the ACC final standings than it was picked in the preseason
poll, including placing multiple spots higher on seven occasions.

The Hurricanes have a combined 16 wins over Duke (8-9) and North Carolina (8-10) under Larrafiaga, tied for the second-most
of any team during his 11-year tenure, after going 4-31 versus those two programs before his arrival. Eight of those victories are by
double digits and seven are on the road, the former the most of any team during that stretch and the latter tied for the most. Miami's
27-point win over the Blue Devils on Jan. 23, 2013, is the third-largest ever against the AP No. 1 team in the nation. It is one 31
victories over a top-25 foe under Larrafiaga, including 13—five of which came in the past two seasons, 2021-22 and 2022-23—versus
a top-10 opponent.

Miami has seen unprecedented fan interest in the program under Larrafiaga. In 2017-18, for the third straight season, the Hur-
ricanes sold out their season-ticket allotment at the Watsco Center. The 2015-16 campaign marked the first time in UM history that any
team sold out of season tickets. Across the last two seasons, 2021-22 and 2022-23, Miami recorded four of the five highest single-
game student attendance marks in program history.

From 2017-19, Miami was one of two ACC programs, alongside Duke, to have a player selected in each NBA Draft. Four total Hur-
ricanes were picked in that span, including Lonnie Walker IV going No. 18 in 2018.

During the most recent campaign, 2022-23, Larrafiaga guided Miami to its best year ever. The Hurricanes finished 29-8 (15-5 ACC),
shared the ACC regular season title and earned their first Final Four appearance. Miami set or tied program records for overall, ACC,
regular season (24), home (16), top-25 (seven), top-10 (three) and top-five (two) victories. The team ended the year third in the USA
TODAY Coaches Poll, good for its best finish ever.

Seeded No. 5 in the Midwest Region, the Hurricanes knocked off top-seeded and No. 2/1-ranked Houston, 89-75, and second-
seeded and No. 5/7-ranked Texas, 88-81, in a three-day span in Kansas City, Mo., to clinch their Final Four bid. They also knocked
off seven teams with a combined 23 NCAA titles (including one vacated) during the 2022-23 campaign, including an eight-point road
victory at North Carolina, a 22-point home win over Duke and a 16-point triumph over Indiana in the NCAA Tournament. The team lost
by more than seven points just twice all year.

Larrafiaga earned multiple significant achievements during the historic season. First, on Nov. 19, 2022, he led Miami to a 74-64
victory over his alma mater, Providence, in Uncasville, Conn., to become just the 35th coach with DI experience to reach 700 wins,
including only the fourth to do so while in the ACC. On Dec., 21, 2022, he was named a Naismith Memorial Basketball Hall of Fame
first-time nominee. Following the season, on May 4, 2023, he was inducted into the UM Sports Hall of Fame & Museum.

Numerous Hurricanes claimed major awards during the season, as well. Isaiah Wong became Miami’s second ACC Player of the
Year and sixth All-America, garnering NABC third-team distinction. He was also a finalist for the John R. Wooden Award and the Jerry
West Award, among many other accomplishments. Jordan Miller received Second Team All-ACC status, while Norchad Omier picked
up third-team plaudits. Nijel Pack won NCAA Tournament Midwest Region Most Outstanding Player honors, while Miller and Wong
both tallied All-Tournament Team status.

The 2022-23 success followed another tremendous season the year before, as Miami, picked No. 12 in the ACC preseason poll,
went 26-11 (14-6 ACC). Seeded No. 10 in the Midwest Region, the Hurricanes rattled off three straight victories to make the Elite Eight
for the first time, including throttling second-seeded and No. 8/7 ranked-Auburn, 79-61, in the Round of 32, en route to finishing co-No.
16 in the USA TODAY Coaches Poll.

Larrafiaga set the program record with his 221st victory at The U on March 2, 2022, at Boston College, just weeks after a Feb. 9,
2022, triumph over Georgia Tech made him the first coach in NCAA history with 100 league wins at three DI schools and/or in three
DI conferences. Kameron McGusty turned in one of the best years in program history, claiming First Team All-ACC, NABC First Team
All-District 2, ACC All-Tournament First Team, NCAA Tournament All-Midwest Region and Senior CLASS Award finalist accolades.

In 2017-18, Miami played in its fourth NCAA Tournament in a six-year span, claiming the No. 6 seed in the South Region. The Hurri-
canes tied for third in the ACC and finished the season with a 22-10 mark, including an 11-7 record in conference play. The Hurricanes
were nationally ranked for 15 weeks, reaching as high as No. 6 in the polls.

Freshman Lonnie Walker IV was named Honorable Mention All-ACC, becoming the first freshman all-conference honoree in pro-
gram history. He also was named to the ACC All-Freshman Team. Miami earned road wins over then-No. 12 Minnesota and then-No. 9
North Carolina, the fourth straight year and the sixth time in Larrafiaga’s first seven seasons that the Hurricanes defeated two or more
top-15 teams.

In 2016-17, Miami went 21-12 overall and claimed the No. 8 seed in the Midwest Region. It defeated three ranked teams, including
two in the top 10.
