THURSDAY’S CONTEST
Miami continues the 2025-26 season at home on Thursday morning, wel-
coming Bethune-Cookman to the  Watsco Center at 11 a.m. The matchup 
will mark the 13th meeting between the two programs in recorded history. 
The Hurricanes will be streamed on ACCNX.  

THE SERIES
The Canes and Wildcats have met a combined 12 times with the all time 
series standing in favor of the Canes at 11-1. 

HISTORY
In the history between Miami and Bethune-Cookman, the Canes have de-
feated the Wildcats a total of 11 times with the series dating back to 1981. 
Miami currently holds a nine game win streak over Bethune-Cookman with 
the last meeting being less than a year ago, on Dec. 8, 2024. In the last 
time out between the Canes and Wildcats, Miami defeated Bethune-Cook-
man by a margin of 18 points (81-63). As a whole, UM shot 45.7percent 
from the field and outrebounded the Wildcats 45-36. 

MIAMI’S LAST TIME OUT 
Miami opened up the 2025-26 season defeating Hofstra 83-48 on Thursday 
evening at Watsco Center. Miami shot 43.7 percent from the field and 
forced 23 turnovers on Hofstra to earn the 35-point home victory. Offen-
sively, Miami was led by Ra Shaya Kyle with 13 points followed by Ahnay 
Adams with 12. On the defensive end, Jessica Peterson was a dominant 
presence, bringing in eight of the Canes 46 rebounds.

With the loss of all five starters from 2024-25, Miami has a new set 
of players steping onto the court at Watsco. The Canes retained 
two players from the 2024-25 roster: sophomore Ahnay Adams and 
redshirt freshman Simone Pelish. With the massive turnover, the 
Canes have welcomed 12 new players: 7 transfers from the portal and 
5 freshman. 

CULLOP CONTINUES
Head coach Tricia Cullop now enters her second season as the 
Canes head coach. With one year under her and her staff’s belt, 
the Miami women’s basketball program looks to push the limits in 
the 2025-26 season with a team that is significantly “bigger, faster, 
and stronger.” That is the team motto headed into year two in Coral 
Gables.

TRICIA CULLOP
Tricia Cullop was named University of Miami women’s

basketball coach April 5, 2024, becoming the eighth head

coach in program history.

Cullop comes to Coral Gables after spending the past 16

seasons as the head coach at the University of Toledo,

where she compiled a record of 353-169. The six-time Mid-

American Conference Coach of the Year led the Rockets to

five MAC regular season championships and 11 postseason

berths, including two trips to the NCAA Tournament. Prior to

Toledo, Cullop spent eight seasons as the head coach at the

University of Evansville.

A respected leader in college basketball coaching circles,

Cullop served as the President of the Women’s Basketball

Coaches Association (WBCA) during the 2019-2020 and

2020-2021 membership years. In 2022, she received the

WBCA Carol Eckman Integrity in Coaching Award, which is

awarded to the member coach who best reflects Eckman’s

character traits of courage, ethical behavior, honesty,

sportsmanship and commitment to the student-athlete.

Cullop earned MAC Coach of the Year honors in each of the

past three seasons as her Rockets won a total of 85 games

and captured three conference regular season crowns. In

2023-24, Toledo posted a 28-6 record, including a 15-1 mark

at home, where the Rockets averaged 4,351 fans per game,

good for first in the MAC and 33rd nationally. UT advanced to

the quarterfinals of the WBIT.

In 2022-23, Cullop’s squad won 29 games, advanced to the

NCAA Tournament and earned the program’s first NCAA

Tournament victory in 27 years, upsetting fifth-seeded Iowa

State before falling to fourth-seeded Tennessee. In 2021-

22, the Rockets went 29-6 and advanced to the WNIT

quarterfinals.

Cullop also led Toledo to the NCAA Tournament in 2017, which

was its first NCAA Tournament berth in 16 years. In 2011,

the Rockets won the WNIT, the first-ever major postseason

tournament title won by a MAC program.

Off the court, Cullop’s Rockets posted the best grade point

average in program history (3.84) in the 2023 fall semester.

Six student-athletes earned a 4.0 GPA.

Cullop arrived in Toledo after eight seasons as the head

coach at Evansville, where she compiled a record of 123-

110. She was named Missouri Valley Conference Coach of

the Year in her final season in 2008, leading the Purple Aces

to the second round of the WNIT. Cullop was previously an

assistant coach at Radford, Long Beach State, and Xavier.

A native of Bicknell, Ind., Cullop received her bachelor’s degree

in communications from Purdue. She was a team captain for the 

Boilermakers under former Miami head coach Lin Dunn, as well as a 

three-time academic All-Big Ten selection. She was named the 

Purdue Mortar Board Female Student-Athlete of the Year in 1993 

and inducted into the Indiana Basketball Hall of Fame in 2018.
