SUNDAY’S CONTEST
The Hurricanes will return to Watsco Center on Sunday afternoon to take on Syra-
cuse. This will mark Miami’s thirteenth home contest of the 2025-26 season and 
their first game in February. Sunday’s matinee is slated for a 2 p.m. ET tipoff with 
full game coverage on ACCN.

THE SERIES
Miami holds the edge in the all-time series against Syracuse, leading 22–15.

HISTORY
The history between Miami and Syracuse dates back to 1988. The Orange earned 
a 78–62 victory over the Hurricanes in their first meeting in Coral Gables on Dec. 
30, 1988. Overall, Miami holds a 22–15 advantage in the all-time series. The two 
programs have faced off regularly over the years, including matchups in both the 
ACC and Big East eras, as well as meetings in the ACC and Big East Tournaments. 
The most recent meeting between the two took place on Jan. 12, 2025, in Syracuse, 
where the Orange secured a 66–61 victory over Miami.

MIAMI’S LAST TIME OUT 
Miami’s most recent contest was a home battle against the No. 20 Duke Blue Devils 
on Thursday night inside the Watsco Center. The Canes fell 74-58 and were led by 
Ra Shaya Kyle with 21 points followed by Gal Raviv with 16. Kyle also led on the de-
fensive end bringing in nine rebounds with Ahnay Adams not far behind collecting 
seven. As a unit, Miami shot 41.1 percent from the field and distributed 13 assists. 
Despite trailing for majority of the game Miami had an offensive run in the start of 
the third period, outscoring Duke 13-5 (8:14 to 4:31). UM’s increased pressure on 
both ends of the floor ultimately earned them the edge on the boards, 13-7, and 
led them to  outscore Duke 27-16. The score stood at 55-50 going into the final 10 
minutes, but the Devils pulled away  in the fourth to close out on the road.

Raviv was named to the 2025-26 John R. Wooden 
Award Women’s Top 50 Watchlist, announced Tuesday 
Nov. 19 by the Los Angeles Athletic Club.

The Wooden Award, presented by Principal, is one of 
the most prestigious honors in college basketball and 
recognizes the nation’s top Division I players. The Top 
50 Watchlist highlights student-athletes considered 
frontrunners for the Wooden Award All-American 
Team and the Most Outstanding Player award.

Raviv enters the 2025-26 season as a key contributor 
for the Hurricanes, bringing versatility, leadership, 
and high-level scoring ability to Miami. Selected by a 
preseason poll of national college basketball experts, 
she joins a list that features top returning stars and 
emerging talent from programs across the country, 
including UCLA, South Carolina, LSU, and Tennessee.

The Wooden Award will continue to track eligible 
players throughout the season, with midseason, late-
season, and National Ballot selections narrowing the 
field to the 15 players who meet the award’s rigorous 
performance and academic standards. Winners of the 
2026 John R. Wooden Award will be honored at the 
Los Angeles Athletic Club on Friday, April 10, 2026.

Ra Shaya Kyle was named to the 2025-26 Lisa Leslie Award 
Watch List, the Naismith Basketball Hall of Fame announced 
Friday, Oct. 31. The Lisa Leslie Award, part of the prestigious 
Naismith Starting Five, honors the nation’s top center in 
Division I women’s basketball and is named after Hall of Famer 
Lisa Leslie—a four-time Olympic gold medalist, two-time 
WNBA champion, and the first player ever to dunk in a WNBA 
game.

Kyle enters her first season with the Hurricanes after 
transferring from Florida, where she ranked inside the SEC’s 
top 10 in rebounding at the conclusion of the 2024–25 
campaign. She also led the Gators in field-goal percentage at 
an efficient 59.5 percent. A consistent double-double threat, 
the Marion, Indiana, native posted double figures in both 
scoring and rebounding in more than half her appearances last 
season.

The Lisa Leslie Award Watch List recognizes centers who 
demonstrate elite production, physicality, and consistency—
qualities Kyle has shown throughout her career. The award 
committee will continue to evaluate candidates throughout the 
season before announcing midseason, late-season, and finalist 
lists leading up to the presentation of the 2026 Lisa Leslie 
Award at the WBCA Convention.

TOLDEDO to 305 CULLOP doesn’t pick 

CAPTIAINS
Nat Wetzel and Meredith Tippner were 
on the radar while Coach Cullop was 
at Toledo. She began recruiting them 
while in Ohio, but knew it was going to 
be a tall task due to their high demand 
and elite athletic ability. When Coach 
Cullop made the move to become 
the head coach of the Hurricanes her 
recruiting efforts never waivered on 
the two-- she just shifted from selling 
a mid major school to a Power Four in 
the Sunshine State. 

DUNKED ON BY SOMA

During her entire coaching career, Tricia 
Cullop has never selected her team 
captains. She leaves this responsibilty 
up to her players, asking them, “who 
do you want to represent your team 
and display the leadership qualities you 
value.” If you want to be a captain on TC’s 
roster you have to stand up in front of 
your teammates and coaches and give 
a speech stating 1) why you want to be 
captain and 2) why you think you deserve 
to be a captain. Once you answer those 
two questions your team can then ask you 
any questions they want before casting an 
anonymous vote. 

Freshman Soma Okolo has the second 
highest countermovement jump across 
both the men’s and women’s team at 
Miami. Meaning her lower body power 
into a jump is stronger than 99% of 
Miami men’s team. A countermovement 
test is a vertical jump test that 
measures lower body power by first 
performing a rapid downward squat 
before immediately jumping as high 
as possible. Soma also came to Miami 
already able to dunk.

OLYMPIC COACHING
Assistant coach Murriel Page took her 
impact to the world stage in the summer 
of 2024, being named the assistant coach 
for Canada’s senior women’s team. Danielle 
Page also has seen olympic hardware, 
earning a bronze medal in Rio, leading 
team Serbia to its first Olympic women’s 
basketball appearance in 2016. DP then 
coached for Serbia in the 2024 Paris 
Olympics. Both Murriel and Danielle bring 
a plethora of international experience to 
Miami, having been on the greatest world 
stage as both players and coaches. 

ITALIAN STALLION

Transfer, Vittoria Blasigh leads the 
Canes in made three pointers this 
season and isn’t afraid to take the 
jumper from behind the arc. Blasigh 
has logged 34, but these 34 have come 
in pivotal moments. In both Miami’s 
game against Davidson and FAU her 
three ball extended the Canes lead 
into double digits when they needed it 
most. In Miami’s game versus Georgia 
State she posted six of UM’s 14 three 
pointers, tallying 18 points. Blasigh 
finds the deep opening without fail 
and after two fall in she will continue to 
shoot from the three. While at USF she 
posted 124 three pointers.

Coach Cullop refers to sophomore guard, Nay Adams as the “energizer bunny.” Adams 
is one of only two returning players for the Canes and her role at Miami is vital. 

Adams only had one start in the 2024-25 
season and was averaging 3.7 points per 
game, but she has more energy, positivity, 
and passion than her 5’6 body can handle. 
During her Freshman season, Adams took 
more charges than anyone else on the 
team, reflecting her team first mentality. 
Adams is always smiling, bringing positive 
perspectives, and lifting her teammates. 
Adams went from one start in her 
freshman year to starting every game in 
her sophomore season so far. Cullop leans 
on Adams for setting the tone, holding her 
teammates accountable, and bringing light 
energy when needed. Adams happiness is 
contagious and she is one of Miami’s fan 
favorites. 

Coach Cullop isn’t the only one who notices 
her impact; in October, 2025 her fellow 
teammates voted her their team captain 
for the 2025-26 season. Adams now holds 
the role of captain on her chest, displaying 
leadership on the highest level at such a 
young age. Adams hardly has a bad day 
and is quick to help teammates better their 
attitude, body language, and aid them 
in becoming more coachable. With the 
mentality she embodies, the stats sheet has 
started to reflect the on court effort. In her 
second season at Miami she has already 
tripled her averages in points, rebounds, 
and assists. 
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Tricia Cullop was named University of Miami women’s

basketball coach April 5, 2024, becoming the eighth head

coach in program history.

Cullop comes to Coral Gables after spending the past 16

seasons as the head coach at the University of Toledo,

where she compiled a record of 353-169. The six-time Mid-

American Conference Coach of the Year led the Rockets to

five MAC regular season championships and 11 postseason

berths, including two trips to the NCAA Tournament. Prior to

Toledo, Cullop spent eight seasons as the head coach at the

University of Evansville.

A respected leader in college basketball coaching circles,

Cullop served as the President of the Women’s Basketball

Coaches Association (WBCA) during the 2019-2020 and

2020-2021 membership years. In 2022, she received the

WBCA Carol Eckman Integrity in Coaching Award, which is

awarded to the coach who best reflects Eckman’s

character traits of courage, ethical behavior, honesty,

sportsmanship and commitment to student-athletes development.

Cullop earned MAC Coach of the Year honors for three consecutive 

seasons (2021, 2022, & 2023)  as her Rockets won a total of 85 

games and captured three conference regular season crowns. 

In 2023-24, Toledo posted a 28-6 record, including a 15-1 mark

at home, where the Rockets averaged 4,351 fans per game,

good for first in the MAC and 33rd nationally. UT advanced to

the quarterfinals of the WBIT.

In 2022-23, Cullop’s squad won 29 games, advanced to the

NCAA Tournament and earned the program’s first NCAA

Tournament victory in 27 years, upsetting fifth-seeded Iowa

State before falling to fourth-seeded Tennessee. In 2021-

22, the Rockets went 29-6 and advanced to the WNIT

quarterfinals.

Cullop also led Toledo to the NCAA Tournament in 2017, which

was its first NCAA Tournament berth in 16 years. In 2011,

the Rockets won the WNIT, the first-ever major postseason

tournament title won by a MAC program.

Off the court, Cullop’s Rockets posted the best grade point

average in program history (3.84) in the 2023 fall semester.

Six student-athletes earned a 4.0 GPA.

Cullop arrived in Toledo after eight seasons as the head

coach at Evansville, where she compiled a record of 123-

110. She was named Missouri Valley Conference Coach of

the Year in her final season in 2008, leading the Purple Aces

to the second round of the WNIT. Cullop was previously an

assistant coach at Radford, Long Beach State, and Xavier.

A native of Bicknell, Ind., Cullop received her bachelor’s degree

in communications from Purdue. She was a team captain for the 

Boilermakers under former Miami head coach Lin Dunn, as well as a 

three-time academic All-Big Ten selection. She was named the 

Purdue Mortar Board Female Student-Athlete of the Year in 1993 

and inducted into the Indiana Basketball Hall of Fame in 2018.
