WORK IN PROGRESS... Although Coach
Bzdelik and his team have had their ups
and downs in his second year and with the
tough conference season ahead, let’s take
a look at three of the school’s all-time
winningest coaches in football, men’s and
women'’s basketball in their second sea-
son.

Football: Bill McCartney, 13 seasons
(1982-1994), 93-55-5 (.624): 4-7 in sec-
ond year.

Men’s BB: Sox Walseth, 20 seasons
(1957-76), 261-245 (.516): 8-15 in second
year.

Women’s BB: Ceal Barry, 22 seasons
(1983-2005), 427-242 (.638), 6-22 in sec-
ond year.

FALL 2008 SEMESTER... The team G.PA.
for the spring semester was 2.713 ranking
as the second highest GPA for the men’s
basketball team since the Spring of 1999
(Spring 2001 was the highest at 2.74). The
CU men had nine student-athletes with a
2.9 grade point average or higher. The
team also has four student-athletes with a
3.0 or better G.PA. (Trent Beckley, Austin

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JEFF BZDELIK - HEAD COACH

Jeff Bzdelik begins his second year as the
University of Colorado men’s basketball head
coach continuing to build the Buffaloes to greater
heights in one of the best basketball conferences
nationally.

Bzdelik (buzz-DEL-ik), 56, a man synonymous
with success on both the professional and college
levels in the state of Colorado, was named the 17th
men'’s basketball head coach on April 4, 2007.

During his first season on the Boulder campus, Bzdelik and his staff saw a
mix of positives and negatives in their 12-20 campaign. CU remained com-
petitive despite its lack of depth losing nine games by an average of 4.8
points. The defense allowed opponents an average of 64.4 points per game,
its lowest in 46 years, while committing 13.4 turnovers a game - another
school-low in 28 years.

Entering the 2008-09 season, CU will again be one of the youngest and
most inexperienced team in the Big 12 with five freshmen on the roster, in
addition to five sophomores, two juniors and one senior.

Bzdelik came to Colorado from the United States Air Force Academy,
where he guided the Falcons to a 50-16 record (a 75.8 winning percentage)
in two seasons from 2005-07. During those two seasons he led the Falcons to
a 2005-06 NCAA Tournament and a 2006-07 NIT Final Four appearance.

Bzdelik brings 30 years of coaching experience to the Boulder campus
from the collegiate to the professional ranks. He returned to the college
game in 2005-06 after 15 seasons as both a coach and scout in the NBA,
including two-and-a-half seasons as head coach of the Denver Nuggets.

His two-year win total of 50 victories at the Academy was a school-best in
any two-year span of the 51-year history of Air Force basketball, while his 26
victories in 2006-07 was also a school high. He's the only coach to have won
at least 24 games in back-to-back seasons. Bzdelik guided the Falconstoa 31-
1 home record, including a 15-0 mark in 2005-06 and 16-1 in 2006-07.

In 2005-06, Bzdelik led the Falcons to a 24-7 record and the school’s fourth
appearance ever in the NCAA Tournament. He also led the Falcons to a 12-4
record and second place finish in the Mountain West Conference. Air Force
also capped the season leading the nation for the fourth consecutive season
in scoring defense.

“Jeff symbolizes all the essential leadership qualities that are important
to successfully direct the Buff basketball program and represent the Univer-
sity of Colorado with class and distinction,” Bohn said. “His high level of pro-
fessionalism, competitive spirit, work ethic and integrity makes him the
perfect choice for our world class institution.”

“With the hiring of Jeff Bzdelik, the University of Colorado at Boulder has
made a strong statement about our values as well as our athletic aspirations,”
said CU Chancellor Bud Peterson. “Coach Bzdelik's experience, commitment
to excellence, concern for his players as scholar-athletes, along with his in-
tensity and attention to detail, are a perfect fit for the type of environment
we are creating here at CU”

Prior to returning to the college ranks with the Air Force Academy, Bzdelik
was the Denver Nuggets head coach for two-and-a-half seasons (2002-2005).
He was named head coach in August of 2002 after spending one year as a
scout for the Nuggets. Bzdelik engineered one of the biggest turnarounds
in NBA history during his second season in 2003-04, leading the Nuggets to
the playoffs for the first time since 1994-95 while posting a 43-39 record.
The 26-game improvement over the previous year was the sixth-best in NBA
history.

Bzdelik also became the first coach in league history (since the adoption
of an 82-game schedule) to guide a team to the playoffs the year after win-
ning less than 20 games. In his first season, Bzdelik earned NBA-wide praise
for Denver’s competitiveness, work ethic and never-give-up attitude. De-
spite having the youngest team in franchise history, Bzdelik’s team shat-
tered the franchise record for scoring defense by more than five points per
game, giving up only 92.4 per outing. In addition, the Nuggets led the league
in turnovers forced (17.1 per game) and had six of the top 12 marks for single-
season scoring defense.

Surprisingly to many, he was let go by the Nuggets after just 28 games
into the 2004-05 season, with the team off to a 13-15 start. But that decision

From 1995-2001, Bzdelik
was an assistant coach under
Pat Riley in Miami, holding
the title of Assistant Coach/
Director of Scouting during
the final two years. With the
Heat, he was responsible for
the preparation of all game
plans, video coordination
and statistical data as well as
player development.

In 2000, he was recog-
nized by The USA Today as
one of the NBA's top five as-
sistant coaches. In the 1998
Pro Basketball issue of Sports
lllustrated, he was voted as
the NBA's best advance scout
by league general manag-
ers.

Prior to his tenure with
the Heat, Bzdelik spent the
1994-95 season as the lead
scout for Riley and the New
York Knicks. He also served as

Washington Bullets from 1988-94 and was Wes Unseld’s first assistant in 1993-
94. In addition, he coached the Bullets summer league team in 1988 and 1994.

The lllinois native began his coaching career in 1978 at Davidson (N.C.)
College. In 1980, he was named an assistant coach at Northwestern University
where he spent six seasons and was instrumental in the Wildcats’ first NIT ap-

pearance in school history.

He then accepted his first head coaching position at the University of Mary-
land-Baltimore County, one he would handle for two years before moving on

to the NBA.

During the 1986-87 season at UMBC, his squad was cited by The Sporting
News as having “One of College’s Biggest Turnarounds,” in the school’s inaugu-
ral season in Division I|. After going just 11-44 the previous two seasons as a
Division Il program before Bzdelik’s arrival, UMBC went 12-16 in his first year
and 13-15 in 1987-88 in Division I. His teams excelled in the classroom as well,
posting a 2.86 grade point average during his tenure.

Bzdelik is a 1976 graduate of the University of Illinois-Chicago, where he
earned a bachelor’s degree in physical education. He earned four varsity let-
ters in basketball at UIC and was named team MVP as a senior in 1975-76. He
still holds the school record for the best free-throw percentage in one season,
shooting 88.1 percent (59-for-67) from the line in 1975-76 and still ranks among

UIC’s all-time leading scorers.

Bzdelik also spent six years in the Army National Guard during the early to

mid 1970s.

In June 2008, Bzdelik was one of six coaches invited by the USO (United
Service Organizations) to visit and experience the Persian Gulf called “Opera-
tion Hoop Talk: Talking Hoops with the Troops.”

During the tour, Bzdelik and the coaches visited Bethesda and Walter Reed
Hospitals in Washington, D.C., visiting wounded military personnel and toured
multiple military posts in Kuwait City and Iraq. The coaches also posed for pho-
tos, signed autographs and spent quality time talking with military about the
game of basketball, in addition helping boost troop morale bringing a touch of

home to those in uniform.

“It keeps things in perspective,” said Bzdelik on how the experience affected
him. “As a coach you are in awe of the collective will, of sacrificing the indi-
vidual for the collective good, of unselfishness, and dedication. And the mili-
tary is the best example of this. | want to rally this message to my team, and
hopefully that will help them grow. | would go back tomorrow. There is special
spirit there that engulfs one, and you just feel it, and want to be around it”

Bzdelik was born December 1, 1952 and graduated from Prospect High
School in Mount Prospect, Ill. He is married to the former Nina Bernardzik, who
was a standout volleyball player at UIC from 1974-76 and is a member of the
Flames’ Athletic Hall of Fame. They are the parents of two children, Brett (19)

and Courtney (17).

Cory Higgins also had 12 points and a team-high
six assists for CU, which opened a 40-20 halftime
lead.
Colorado outscored the Golden Lions 19-5 over
the final 7:07 of the first session with Tomlinson,
Higgins and Crawford all hitting 3’s during the
run.

Lebaron Weathers led Arkansas-Pine Bluff with
game-high 22 points. Tavaris Washington added
18 points despite fouling out with 4:27 remain-
ing.

CU shot 50% from the field in both halves
(51.9% for the game). The Buffaloes made 10
three-pointers from the new NCAA 3-point line
of 20’9", one of the new NCAA rule changes
instituted for the 2008-09 season.

The 10 three-pointers are the most for the CU
team since making ten against Oklahoma State
Feb. 3,2007. CU also added 18 assists to their 27
field goals made for the game

BOULDER - Senior Dwight Thorne II and
sophomore Cory Higgins each scored 21 points,
however CU’s rally fell short in overtime as the
visiting Montana State Bobcats escaped with an
85-82 overtime win in Boulder.

Levi Knutson added 12 points and Austin
Dufault tallied 11 points for the Buffs. Higgins also
had a game-high five assists, four steals and grabbed
a team-high seven rebounds.

Jermyl Jackson-Wilson and Nate Tomlinson
each added five rebounds for CU (1-1).

Marquis Navarre’s runner in the lane with 52.7
seconds remaining in the extra period broke a tie
at 80, sending the Bobcats to their sixth straight
win over the Buffaloes.

MSU (1-1) has won the last six meetings in the
series dating back to 1924. CU won the first meet-
ing in 1924, however the Bobcats won three times
in the 1930’s, once in Boulder (1994) and the
most recent, 1998 played in Billings.

The Buffaloes trailed by as many as 15 points in
the second half, before rallying to tie it late in
regulation on a Knutson drive with 15 seconds
remaining. In the extra session, Thorne opened up
the scoring for CU with a three-pointer, however
MSU’s Bobby Howard (24 points) hit a three-
pointer - their 11" of the game, to tie it at 78.

BOULDER - Redshirt-sophomore Casey
Crawford came off the bench to score a career-
high 18 points leading Colorado to a 70-57 win
over the Harvard Crimson.

This is the first time in 60 years that the two
teams have played one another. CU now owns a 2-
0 record against the Crimson (1-1).

Crawford scored 14 of his team-high 18 points
in the second half and added a personal-best four
three-pointers. Cory Higgins added 14 points and
grabbed nine rebounds (the third straight game he
has led the team in rebounds) for the home team
that saw balanced scoring sending four players in
double digits for the third straight game.

In the second half, the Leopards rallied in the
opening stages of the game on a 7-3 run cutting its
deficit to 37-33, however CU remained ahead on
a brilliant Tomlinson alley-oop pass to Higgins
for a 39-33. A three-point play by Thorne in-
creased CU’s lead to 48-40 with 11 minutes re-
maining.

The Buffs kept up the momentum, going on a
seven-point run with Dufault and Higgins each
making two free throws, and then Tomlinson
added a trey at the top of the key giving the Buffs
their largest margin of the night, a 19-point cush-

PALO ALTO, Calif. - Dwight Thorne II and
Nate Tomlinson each scored 18 points, however
the Stanford Cardinal ran to a 76-62 victory in the
second year matchup of the two schools in the Big
12/Pac-10 Hardwood Series.

Thorne also added six rebounds and two steals,
tying his career-high in both. Freshman Austin
Dufault netted 10 points, his fifth consecutive game
in double figures. Sophomore Cory Higgins
scored nine points and added four rebounds for
the Buffs in their first visit to Stanford in 17 years.

Colorado drops to 3-2 while Stanford remains
undefeated (4-0). CU is 3-7 all-time against
Stanford.

“We’ve got to defend better and rebound the
ball better,” said CU head coach Jeff Bzdelik.
“There is a lot of youth out there. I'm really proud
of our basketball team, I thought they competed
hard.”

For the fourth time this season, Colorado shot
at least 50 percent from the floor as they hit 25-of-

(13-0f-22) from the field. The Cardinal finished
with a 33-30 rebounding advantage.

Josh Owens led Stanford with 21 points and
Lawrence Hill added 16. Stanford led a balanced
attack with four players in double figures.

Thorne hit a pair of 3-pointers in the final two
minutes as Colorado went on a 7-1 run to draw
within 42-32 at halftime. The Buffs managed to
get within single digits when a layup by Thorne
early in the second half brought the score to 44-
37, the closest CU would come. Tomlinson scored
12 of his season-high 18 points in the second half.

HONOLULU - Sophomore Cory Higgins led
an underclassmen assault here Sunday night with
his first career double-double to lead Colorado
to an 80-63 victory over the Coppin State in the
first round of the 45th Annual Outrigger Hotels
Rainbow Classic.

Higgins scored 21 points and collected a ca-
reer-high 10 rebounds, doing much of his dam-
age from the foul line where he converted all 12
of his attempts, the third best performance from
the stripe in school history. It was the fifth time
this year he led CU in both scoring and rebound-
ing and he ran his consecutive streak of free throws
made to 28.

“But 18 turnovers, that’s not so
good. In fact, I think Coppin State got 36 of their
63 points off second chance points and off turn-
overs.

“We’re just not deep enough,” said CU head
coach Jeff Bzdelik on the AM 760 post-game ra-
dio show. “I wish I had confidence in our bench,
but people don’t see what I see in practice. They
need to step up and help because we run out of
gas and get a step slow in parts of the game and
that hurts us.”

Higgins broke the Big 12 and school record
with 40-consecutive free throws over the last seven
games. Tonight he made all four his free throws.
Ironically, Higgins’ free throws were the 39" and
40" CU points scored.

The previous Big 12 record for consecutive
free throws made was 39 (Joey Graham, OSU,
2004-05). The CU record was 39, Rob Gonzalez,

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Game #19 Jan. 27 vs. IOWA STATE
BOULDER - The University of Colorado men’s
basketball team pulled ahead of lowa State right
when it mattered the most—at the end of the
game—as the Buffaloes went on a late run to pick
up their first conference win in a 55-49 decision.
The game was deadlocked until the last 2:47 of
the second half when Colorado (9-10, 1-4 Big 12)
went on a 10-3 run to close out the game. The
Buffs’ late run was the only big run of the game.

LAWRENCE, Kan. - Junior Dwight Thorne II
scored 18 points and sophomore Cory Higgins added
15 points to help the Colorado men’s basketball
team nearly overcome a 21-point second half deficit
in a 66-61 loss at Kansas.

Colorado falls to 9-11 overall and 1-5 in the Big 12
in their first single digit loss against the Jayhawks
(17-4, 6-0) since Jan. 31, 1999 (77-74).

Higgins also grabbed five rebounds and five as-
sists. Senior Jermyl Jackson-Wilson recorded 12
points and five rebounds, and freshmen Nate
Tomlinson and Austin Dufault each scored seven
points for the Buffs.

The Jayhawks led 45-21 at halftime and Kansas’s
Markieff Morris’ 3-point play made it 46-25 less
than a minute into the second half, however Higgins
answered with five straight points.

A pair of free throws by Marcus Morris put Kansas
on top 54-42, but Higgins made two straight steals
and ignited an 8-0 run. Thorne’s jumper off an
inbounds play under the basket pulled the Buffaloes
to 54-50 at the 8:18 mark.

At that point, the Buffs had hit 10 of 15 second-
half shots from the field while the Jayhawks were
going 5-for-17.

The lead shrank to 54-52 on Jackson-Wilson’s
bucket as Kansas was held without a field goal for
more than 7 minutes. The Jayhawks, who had shot
over 50 percentin 11 games, were only 21-for-51
(41 percent) from the floor.

Tomlinson’s 3-pointer shaved the lead to 62-59
with 59 seconds left, Sherron Collins then put up
two more points, making it 64-59. With seven sec-
onds to go, Thorne’s bucket made it 64-61.

In the second half, Colorado shot 65.2 percent on
15-0f-23 shooting from the field.

Freshman Trey Eckloff cut Colorado’s deficit to
51-45 with a layup and then had a chance to make
it even closer with a 3-pointer after he’d stolen the
ball from Griffin.

Crocker followed another defensive stop with his
3-pointer to help the Sooners start pulling away.
The Sooners led 65-51 after Taylor Griffin’s first
3-pointer of the season with 6:47 to play.

The Sooners seemed to shut it down after that, as
Higgins hit a pair of baskets in the lane to start the
Buffaloes’ rally. Higgins had a reverse layup to cap
a string of seven straight Colorado points that sliced
the deficit to 70-64: with 1:03 left, and the Sooners
missed five of six free throws at one point to let the
Buffs get even closer.

The Buffaloes shot 28-for-55 (50.9 percent) from
the field to become only the third team this season
to clear 50 percent against Oklahoma’s defense.

The Sooners hit 57.1 percent (28-0f-49) and also
held a 33-20 advantage on the boards.

Freshman Nate Tomlinson recorded four assists
and led CU in assists for the ninth time this season.

AMES, Iowa - Junior guard Dwight Thorne II
scored a team-high 14 points and all of CU’s nine
first half points as lowa State defeated Colorado,
70-42, Wednesday night.

ISU (13-11, 2-7) got off to a fast start by estab-
lishing Craig Brackins on the offensive end.
Brackins recorded 12 of ISU’s first 16 points to
give ISU a 16-6 advantage with 11:43 left in the
first half.

The lead expanded to 28 points (34-6) with just
under four minutes remaining in the first half, as
the Cyclones went on a 21-0 run while the Buffs
were stuck in an 8:40-minute scoring drought.

Thorne ended the CU cold spell with a basket at
the 3:20 mark, but ISU’s Lucca Staiger answered
on the other end with a three-pointer to give the
Cyclones a 37-8 lead with under three minutes
remaining before intermission.

ISU went into the break with a 37-9 lead, break-
ing the Big 12 mark in the modern era (since 1950)
for lowest points allowed in a half. Colorado shot a
season-low 17.4 percent (4-0f-23) in the first half.

Both Colorado and Iowa State scored 33 points
in the second half.

Sophomore Cory Higgins scored 11 points for
the Buffs (9-14, 1-8). Freshman Austin Dufault
added 10 points and a team-high seven rebounds.
Freshman Toby Veal and Thorne each recorded
five rebounds.

CU shot a season-low 31 percent (13-0f-42) while
the Cyclones hit 27-0f-58 (46.6 percent).

Colorado’s nine first half points are the lowest
since Jan. 23, 1980, when CU trailed 29-4 at Mis-
souri, setting the mark for the fewest points scored
in either half since the shot clock came into use. In
