on the day was Big 12 indoor champion Scott Sellers of
Kansas State, who stayed with Jonas until the 7-4 1/2 bar.
Sellers was unable to clear 7-5 3/4. Jonas almost cleared
7-7 on his first attempt, barely clipping the bar with his leg.
He would not be denied on his second attempt, as the 7-7
height put him where no other Husker had gone before.

Jonas was relieved that all of his and Head Coach Gary
Pepin’s hard work had finally paid off.

- Hulett Repeats as Indoor All-American

Lukas Hulett didn't get out of the blocks as fast as he
wanted, but finished strong as his time of 46.77 was the
fifth-fastest preliminary time and secured him indoor All-
America honors in the 400 meters for the second straight
year.

Hulett returned on day two to finish seventh in the finals
with a time of 47.22.

- van der Westhuizen Breaks Four-Minute Mile

Senior Peter van der Westhuizen, running on a 300-meter
oversized track in Seattle, Wash., achieved a time he has
been chasing his entire career, a sub-four-minute mile. In his
last chance to qualify for the NCAA Indoor Championships
in Fayetteville, Ark., van der Westhuizen ran an NCAA
automatic-qualifying time of 3:59.05.

- Jonas Earns Eighth NCAA All-America Honor, Hulett Claims Fourth

In front of 11,282 avid track and field fans, senior Dusty Jonas earned his eighth NCAA
All-America honor with a second-place finish in the finals of the men’s outdoor high
jump on Friday, June 13, in Des Moines, lowa.

Jonas came into the meet with high expectations, but unable to get into a rhythm,
clearing 7-5. After Jonas defeated Mikael Hanany of UTEP at the Midwest Regional with
a jump of 7-7, Hanany bounced back to take the national title with a leap of 7-7 1/4.
Jonas left a strong footprint on the Nebraska record book with the end of his four-year
career. He owns both the indoor (7-7) and outdoor (7-8 3/4) school records. Jonas also
won the 2008 indoor national title and Big 12 outdoor title in the high jump.

In the sprints, sophomore Lukas Hulett captured his first NCAA Outdoor All-America
honor in the 400-meter dash. Hulett previously earned indoor All-America honors as a
freshman in the 400 meters and as a member of the 4x400-meter relay. The Bellevue,
Neb., native returned to the 2008 indoor meet to recapture honors in the 400 meters.

- Husker Jumpers Thrive Under Pepin

Head Coach Gary Pepin’s jumps squad was well represented in Des Moines with four
jumpers on the men'’s side. Senior Dusty Jonas along with junior LeRon Williams were
the veterans of the group, while they were joined by freshmen Paul Hamilton and
Nicholas Gordon.

In the high jump, Jonas was the biggest target, as he entered the meet with the top
mark in the world during the 2008 season. Hamilton competed in his second national
meet after placing 12th at the 2008 NCAA Indoor Championships.

Williams and Gordon each qualified for the first time in the long jump at the national
meet. Williams unfortunately was unable to compete at the national meet after injuring
his hamstring in the warm-ups of the preliminaries. Gordon advanced to the finals, but
was unable to place.

- Jonas Posts World-Leading Mark in Boulder

With his last chance at a Big 12 title on the line in Boulder, Colo., Dusty Jonas added
one more chapter to his storybook senior season on Sunday, May 18, during the final
day of the 2008 Big 12 Outdoor Championships. Jonas set a new school and conference
mark in the high jump, topping the bar at 7-8 3/4 and setting the top standard in the
world at the time.

Jonas entered the men’s high jump competition starting at 7-0 1/2 and stayed clean
through the first five heights, as he jumped, 7-1 3/4, 7-3, 7-4 1/4, 7-6 and 7-7 3/4.
With the Big 12 title already in the bag after no other competitor was able to clear a bar
higher than 7-3, Jonas then moved the bar up to 7-8 3/4. After just clipping the bar with
his foot on his first attempt, the Potts Field crowd got behind the small-town kid from La
Vernia, Texas (population of 931). With the rhythmic clap from the crowd, Jonas cleared
the mark on his second attempt and gave a dramatic fist pump to the crowd. With the
jump he set the school record, Big 12 Championship meet record, Big 12 Conference
record and put his name at the top of the 2008 world list.

- Jonas Wins High Jump National Championship

Senior Dusty Jonas culminated his last indoor season as the best high jumper in the
country, as the four-time indoor All-American won his first national championship
Saturday, March 15. His height of 7-7 was the highest jump in the history of Nebraska
track and field either indoors and outdoors at the time. The indoor record was previously
held by Jeff Loescher, who jumped 7-6 in 1985.

Jonas was on top of his game all day, as he cleared the first six bars (6-10 1/4, 7-0 1/4,
7-21/4,7-3 1/4, 7-4 1/2 and 7-5 3/4) on his first attempt. Jonas’ only competition
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van der Westhuizen ran the second-fastest time at the
meet, being topped only by Andrew Acosta of Oregon who ran a 3:58.52. van der
Westhuizen was happy to have a spot at the national meet, but even happier to run
under four minutes.

van der Westhuizn’s time was the fourth-fastest time in Division | during the 2008
season.

- Young Huskers Prove They Belong

During the 2008 indoor season 17 events were won by Husker freshmen. Leading the
pack for the men was NCAA Indoor Championship participate Paul Hamilton of Sidney,
Neb., and Nicholas Gordan of Kingston, Jamaica. Hamilton achieved an NCAA indoor
provisional mark in the high jump with a leap of 7-2 1/4 in his first collegiate meet.
Gordon won the long jump three times and the triple jump twice during the year. Other
winners for the men included Adam Dailey (800m), David Adams (3,000m) and Mikel
Thomas (mile run).
