
SCOUTING THE INDIANA HOOSIERS
	 Coach Teri Moren brings her Indiana team to Lincoln riding an 11-game winning streak that includes a 3-0 start in Big 
Ten Conference play. The No. 14 Hoosiers are coming off an 80-59 win over Michigan in Bloomington on Thursday night.
	 Indiana is led on the court by first-team All-Big Ten post Mackenzie Holmes, who is averaging team bests of 19.5 points 
and 6.8 rebounds while shooting a sizzling 66.4 percent from the field. The 6-3 post also leads the Hoosiers with 18 blocked 
shots on the year. Holmes led Indiana with 22 points and 10 rebounds in an overtime victory over Nebraska last season at 
Assembly Hall in Bloomington.
	 IU has featured a consistent starting five for all 13 games this season, including strong production from fifth-year guard 
Sara Scalia. The former Minnesota starter who is in her second year with the Hoosiers is averaging 15.3 points, 3.7 rebounds 
and 2.8 assists while shooting 45.3 percent (39-86) from three-point range. Scalia also has been nearly perfect at the free 
throw line, connecting on 30-of-31 attempts (.968).
	 Sophomore Yarden Garzon owns an even better three-point percentage (.455) than Scalia, while averaging 12.3 points, 
3.8 rebounds and 3.7 assists. Garzon produced double figures with 11 points and five rebounds to go with three steals in 
IU's win over NU a year ago.
	 Senior Sydney Parrish, a former teammate of Nebraska's Jaz Shelley at Oregon, has added 9.1 points and 5.9 rebounds 
in her second season since returning to her home state of Indiana to play for the Hoosiers. Parrish was a difference-maker 
in IU's overtime win over the Huskers last season, contributing 16 points on a trio of three-pointers.
	 All-Big Ten guard Chloe Moore-McNeil rounds out Indiana's starting five with 8.8 points, 3.1 rebounds and team bests 
of 4.8 assists and 1.7 steals per game. Moore-McNeil registered 13 points, four rebounds, four assists and a game-high 
five steals in Indiana's win over the Huskers last season.
	 Lilly Meister (4.7 ppg, 3.5 rpg), Lenee Beaumont (4.3 ppg) and Lexus Bargesser (4.2 ppg, 2.1 rpg) round out Indiana's 
regular eight-player rotation.
	 As a team, Indiana is averaging 80.5 points per game while shooting an outstanding 51.5 percent from the field, including 
37.6 percent from three-point range. IU's tough defense has held opponents to just 57.8 points per game on 36.4 percent 
shooting, including just 26.1 percent success from long range.

HUSKERS FACE HOOSIERS ON ALUMNI DAY
	 Nebraska will try to match its best Big Ten start in school history when the Huskers 
take on No. 14 Indiana today at Pinnacle Bank Arena.
	 The Huskers improved to 3-0 in the conference for the first time since their 
inaugural Big Ten season (2011-12) after working their way to a 69-57 win at Wisconsin 
on Thursday night. Nebraska opened 2011-12 with a 4-0 mark that included wins 
over Penn State, Indiana, Iowa and Wisconsin.
	 This season's 3-0 start has included road wins at Michigan State and Wisconsin 
around an impressive 87-81 victory over Maryland last Sunday at PBA.
	 Indiana comes to Lincoln riding an 11-game winning streak dating back to a loss 
at Stanford on Nov. 12, and joins Nebraska and Iowa as the only remaining Big Ten 
unbeatens in conference play.
	 Today's game will feature a matchup of two of the Big Ten's best post players, as 
Husker junior Alexis Markowski (17.2 ppg, 9.9 rpg) squares off inside with Hoosier 
graduate post Mackenzie Holmes (19.5 ppg, 6.8 rpg). The preseason first-team All-
Big Ten centers are both leading national candidates for the Lisa Leslie Award.
	 Markowski was a key in Nebraska's win at Wisconsin, notching her ninth double-
double of the year and 30th of her career with 13 points and a game-high 11 boards.  
	 Holmes produced 20 points and a team-best seven rebounds in Indiana's 80-59 
thumping of previous Big Ten unbeaten Michigan on Thursday in Bloomington.

HUSKERS HONOR HOOPER, 2013 & 2014 TEAMS	
	 Today's game will be filled with tradition as the Huskers celebrate Alumni Day, while 
honoring Nebraska's 2013 NCAA Sweet Sixteen and 2014 Big Ten Championship 
teams. The special recognitions tip off in pregame with the jersey retirement ceremony 
for 2014 first-team All-American and Big Ten Player of the Year Jordan Hooper.
	 Hooper's No. 35 will be unveiled and placed on permanent display at the North 
end of Pinnacle Bank Arena alongside Nebraska retired jersey selections Karen 
Jennings (51), Maurtice Ivy (30) and Kelsey Griffin (2013). Jennings and Ivy are 
expected to be in attendance at today's game.
	 Members of the 2013 and 2014 teams attending the weekend festivities include 
2013 first-round draft pick and WNBA champion Lindsey Moore, who was the starting 
point guard on Nebraska's 2010 and 2013 Sweet Sixteen teams. She is joined by 
2013 and 2014 starters Hooper, a three-time first-team All-Big Ten selection and 
nine-year pro, Emily Cady, Hailie Sample and 2014 Big Ten Tournament MVP Rachel 
Theriot. Other members of the 2013/2014 teams include Sadie Murren (2013, 2014), 
Courtney Aitken (2013) and Allie Havers (2014) along with managers Cam Aitken and 
Brian Dunker and staff members Dominique Kelley Johnson, Dayna Finch Weltmer 
and Head Coach Connie Yori.

win at Assembly Hall in Bloomington last season (Jan. 1, 2023).
 	 	• In a strange Big Ten scheduling quirk, four of the last five games in the series 
with the Hoosiers have been played in Bloomington, and Nebraska is 0-4 in those 
meetings.
 	 	• In Lincoln, Nebraska leads the all-time series with Indiana, 5-4. The two teams 
have never met on a neutral court. 
 	 	• In the lone meeting in Lincoln since March of 2020, Nebraska rolled to a 72-55 
win over then-No. 5 Indiana (Feb. 14, 2022). It marked NU's largest margin of victory 
in history over a top-five opponent.
 	 	• Nebraska's win, which featured five Huskers in double figures led by 14 points

THREE THINGS TO WATCH
1   Jordan Hooper will be the fourth Husker to have her jersey retired by Nebraska, but 
her No. 35 will remain available to future players. Another of the top players in school 
history, also from Alliance, No. 35 Amy Stephens is expected to be in attendance at 
today's game, joining Karen Jennings, Maurtice Ivy, Hooper and Nicole Kubik as five of 
the top seven scorers in school history in attendance on Alumni Day.

2  In addition to the scoring prowess represented at Alumni Day, the best passers in 
school history will be in the house. Nebraka's all-time assist leader Lindsey Moore (699) 
will be joined by No. 3 Rachel Theriot (626), No. 4 Jina Johansen (567), No. 5 Nicole 
Kubik (563), No. 6 Sam Haiby (477), No. 8 Amy Stephens (444) and No. 9 Jaz Shelley 
(439) in putting seven of the top nine in the NU record books in PBA today.

3 Nebraska's 2013 team featured first-round WNBA Draft pick Lindsey Moore, second-
round WNBA selection Jordan Hooper, long-time international professional Rachel 
Theriot and professional Emily Cady, alongside former college coach Hailie Sample. 
Those five starters led the Huskers to the second NCAA Sweet Sixteen in school history, 
before the 2014 Huskers captured the school's first Big Ten title. Those five Huskers 
combined for 631 starts in their Nebraska careers.
