
SCOUTING THE MICHIGAN WOLVERINES
	 Coach Kim Barnes Arico is in her 12th season leading Michigan and her 28th year as a head coach. She brings the 
Wolverines to Lincoln with a 12-5 record and a 3-2 Big Ten mark after a 76-52 win over Wisconsin Saturday in Ann Arbor.
	 The win over the Badgers followed back-to-back losses to Minnesota (82-66, Jan. 9) and at Indiana (80-59, Jan. 4).
	 Michigan produced its best season in school history with a trip to the 2022 NCAA Elite Eight after advancing to its first 
NCAA Sweet Sixteen in 2021. Last year, Michigan was knocked out in the NCAA second round by eventual champion LSU.
	 Junior Laila Phelia leads Michigan with 15.8 points, including 19.2 points per game in Big Ten play. The 6-0 guard 
earned second-team All-Big Ten honors last year while ranking 10th in the conference in scoring at 16.7 points. She had 
12 points and five rebounds in last year’s win over NU in Lincoln, but did not play against the Huskers in Ann Arbor.
 	 The Wolverines, who lost starters Leigha Brown (17.5 ppg, 5.1 rpg, 5.8 apg), Emily Kiser (15.9 ppg, 7.1 rpg, 2.9 apg) 
and Maddie Nolan (9.1 ppg, 3.6 rpg, 2.0 apg), also return senior Cameron Williams. The 6-3 forward started all 33 games 
last season but made her first Big Ten start in the win over Wisconsin, getting a double-double with 16 points and 10 
rebounds in just 23 minutes. She is averaging 5.6 points and 5.3 rebounds this season. Last year she totaled six points and 
five rebounds in 27 minutes in Michigan’s two wins over Nebraska.
  	 Jordan Hobbs (9.1 ppg, 3.7 rpg) and Australian Chrya Evans (5.1 ppg, 3.7 rpg) have moved into the starting lineup, 
along with Missouri graduate transfer Lauren Hansen (11.3 ppg, 2.0 rpg), who started her career at Auburn. Hobbs started 
in place of Phelia in last year’s game at Michigan, getting 10 points and five rebounds. She did not play in Lincoln.
	 Australian Elissa Brett, a four-year starter at Bowling Green, was a part-time starter for the Wolverines early in the season 
before suffering a leg injury in the third quarter against Minnesota (Jan. 9). She did not play against Wisconsin. The 6-0 
graduate transfer is averaging 8.3 points and 4.0 rebounds.
	 Taylor Williams, a five-year player and four-year starter at Western Michigan, also has been a part-time starter, averaging 
6.1 points and 4.6 rebounds.
	 Freshman Taylor Woodson (3.4 ppg) joins returning contributors Greta Kampschroeder (3.8 ppg), Elise Stuck (2.5 ppg) 
and Alyssa Crockett (2.5 ppg) in rounding out Michigan’s regulars in 2023-24.
	 Michigan is averaging 71.9 points and hitting 42.8 percent of its field goal attempts, including 36.2 percent of its threes, 
while making 7.4 threes per game in Big Ten action. The Wolverines own a plus-8.7 team rebounding margin and a plus-4.1 
turnover margin. Michigan is surrendering just 58.1 points per game while holding opponents to 40 percent shooting.

HUSKERS MEET MICHIGAN IN B1G BATTLE
	 Nebraska returns home for an important Big Ten clash with Michigan tonight at 
Pinnacle Bank Arena. The Huskers and Wolverines enter tonight's game with identical 
12-5 records, with Nebraska carrying a one-game edge in the win column at 4-2 in 
the Big Ten standings.
	 The two teams have faced similar Big Ten schedules early in the season with 
both teams taking losses from Indiana and Minnesota in the last two weeks. Both 
teams also own wins over Illinois and Wisconsin. The Huskers have been bolstered 
by victories over Michigan State and Maryland, while Michigan carries a victory over 
Ohio State on its schedule.
	 Tonight's game features a "Red Out" with the Huskers wearing their traditional red 
road uniforms at home. Fans were also encouraged to wear red tonight in support 
of Nebraska's American Red Cross Appreciation Day. 
	 Tonight's game will also honor the life and legacy of Dr. Martin Luther King Jr. 
The Huskers will be wearing special shooting shirts tonight, while quotes from Dr. 
King will be shared on the HuskerVision screens throughout the game.
	 Nebraska has been led throughout the season by the consistent inside play of 
All-Big Ten center Alexis Markowski. The 6-3 junior from Lincoln leads Nebraska in 
scoring (17.2 ppg) and rebounding (10.2 rpg). Her rebound average leads the Big 
Ten, while her scoring average ranks fifth in the conference.
	 Markowski is the only player in the Big Ten averaging a double-double, while she 
leads the league and is tied for fifth nationally with 11 double-doubles on the year.
	 Markowski has been helped inside by Natalie Potts. The five-time Big Ten 
Freshman-of-the-Week leads all conference freshmen with 11.2 points and 5.8 
rebounds on the season. 
	 Nebraska's backcourt is led by All-Big Ten guard Jaz Shelley, who is averaging 
12.4 points and 5.4 assists per game. Fellow graduate students Darian White and 
Maddie Krull round out Nebraska's projected starting five, while the Huskers also 
get consistent production from sophomore Callin Hake and freshman Logan Nissley 
off the bench.
	 The Huskers will be hoping for a breakout performance on the offensive end 
against Michigan after struggling to put points on the board the past four games. 
Through the first 13 contests, Nebraska was averaging 79.2 points per game, 
including 80 in a Big Ten-opening win at Michigan State and 87 in a Big Ten victory 
over Maryland. Over the last four games, the Big Red has managed just 63.0 points 
per contest. Nebraska's defense has continued to be solid during the recent four-
game stretch, holding Illinois to 48, Wisconsin to 57 and Minnesota to 62.

 		 • Nebraska owns a 16-9 edge in the all-time series with Michigan, but the 
Wolverines swept the season series with the Huskers last year, including a 76-59 
victory in Lincoln (Dec. 28, 2022) for Kim Barnes Arico’s 500th career coaching win. 
The Huskers battled to the wire in an 80-75 setback against the No. 12 Wolverines 
(Feb. 12, 2023) to close the season series.
		 • Last season in Lincoln, Jaz Shelley led Nebraska with 21 points and five assists, 
but the other four Husker starters combined for just 17 points. Callin Hake added 11 
and Annika Stewart contributed eight off the bench to help the Huskers. In Ann Arbor, 
Alexis Markowski produced a big double-double with 18 points and 18 rebounds 
while Shelley added 14 points and 10 assists, but it was not enough to overcome 
the Wolverines.
		 • In 2021-22, Nebraska swept a pair of games with a top-10 Michigan team, 
including a 76-73 win over the No. 10 Wolverines in the Big Ten Tournament

THREE THINGS TO WATCH
1   With her next double-double, Alexis Markowski will move into a tie for fourth with 
Emily Cady (2012-15) on Nebraska's career double-doubles list with 33. Markowski 
owns 11 double-doubles this season, including five in six Big Ten games. On Sunday, 
Markowski produced game highs of 17 points and 14 rebounds at Minnesota. In 
Nebraska's most recent home win over Illinois (Jan. 11), Markowski had 14 points and 
15 rebounds. The only other players ahead of Markowski on the career list are first-team 
All-Americans Karen Jennings (36, 1990-93), Kelsey Griffin (40, 2006-10) and Jordan 
Hooper (40, 2011-14).

2  Jaz Shelley needs two rebounds to reach 500 in her career and three three-pointers 
to become just the fourth player in Nebraska history to hit 200 threes as a Husker.

3 Alexis Markowski needs 17 rebounds to climb into a tie for ninth on Nebraska's 
career list with Maurtice Ivy (778) and 19 rebounds to catch Kate Cain in No. 8 with 780. 
Markowski pulled down a career-high 18 rebounds at Michigan on Feb. 12, 2023.

	 	• NU is 8-4 all-time against Michigan in Lincoln. The Huskers are 8-5 all-time against 
the Wolverines away from home, including 6-4 in Ann Arbor and 2-1 at the Big Ten 
Tournament.
		 • The series has been evenly matched as Big Ten foes, with Nebraska owning a 10-9 
edge since joining the conference in 2011-12. 
		 • Nebraska was 6-0 against Michigan as non-conference foes dating back to the first 
meeting between the two teams on Nov. 28, 1980 at the Bob Devaney Sports Center 
in Lincoln. The Huskers won 118-92 in the highest scoring game in Nebraska women’s 
basketball history.
