
SCOUTING THE MINNESOTA GOLDEN GOPHERS
	 Dawn Plitzuweit brings Minnesota to Lincoln in search of a season series sweep of the Huskers. The Golden Gophers 
(15-11, 5-10 Big Ten) earned a 62-58 win at Williams Arena (Jan. 14). After opening 14-4, Minnesota has gone 1-7. The 
Gophers lost sophomore star Mara Braun (17.8 ppg, 4.6 rpg, 3.2 apg, 1.7 spg) to a foot injury late in a loss at Illinois (Jan. 
28). The Gophers are 1-5 without her, and the only win came against Northwestern (88-63, Feb. 17).
	 Nebraska held Braun to nine points on 2-of-17 shooting in the first meeting, but Braun added five rebounds, three 
assists, four steals and a block. She entered that game averaging nearly 20 points and five rebounds per contest.
	 Minnesota fell 67-56 at home to Wisconsin Tuesday. Sophie Hart, a 6-5 junior center, did not play because of a sore 
left hip, missing her first game of the season after 25 starts. The NC State transfer averages 10.2 points and 5.0 rebounds, 
including eight points in 21 minutes in the first meeting with Nebraska. Ayianna Johnson, a 6-3 freshman, made her first 
start and produced 11 points and seven rebounds, but Wisconsin's Serah Williams countered with 30 points and 15 boards.
	 Grace Grocholski (11.5 ppg, 4.2 rpg) has elevated her scoring. The 5-10 freshman, who went scoreless in the first meeting 
with Nebraska, is averaging 14.0 points the last six games, including a career-high 27 in the win over Northwestern (Feb. 
17) and 23 in a loss at Rutgers (Feb. 13). She has hit 19-of-33 threes (.576) over the past five games.
	 Sophomore Amaya Battle led Minnesota with 16 points and five assists while playing the full 40 minutes in the loss to 
Wisconsin Tuesday. The 5-11 guard is averaging 10.7 points, 4.9 rebounds and a team-best 5.7 assists. She also leads the 
Gophers with 41 steals. She had 11 points, four rebounds and five assists in the first meeting this season against Nebraska.
	 Mallory Heyer, a 6-1 forward, is averaging 10.0 points and a team-best 8.2 rebounds. She led the Gophers with 16 
points and seven rebounds in the first meeting with the Huskers. 
	 Grad transfer Janay Sanders (7.3 ppg), who had 11 points in just 18 minutes in the first meeting with Nebraska, has 
replaced Braun in the starting five. Over the last six games, the 5-11 guard who spent the past four seasons at Appalachian 
State, is averaging 14.0 points per game, including 23 at Michigan State (Feb. 5).

HUSKERS SHOOT FOR SENIOR DAY WIN
	 Nebraska completes its 2023-24 regular-season home schedule by meeting 
Minnesota on Senior Day at Pinnacle Bank Arena.
	 The Huskers will recognize the contributions of graduate guards Darian White, 
Maddie Krull and Jaz Shelley, along with senior forward Annika Stewart during a 
postgame ceremony. The Nebraska program also will honor senior student managers 
Emily Aden and Emme Pruit along with manager/practice player Cameron Eisenhauer.
	 Stewart, the only four-year Husker player among the Senior Day honorees, 
contributed her best performance of the season with 13 points and five rebounds 
in Tuesday night's win over Northwestern. Stewart has helped the Huskers to three 
straight postseason bids, totaling 539 points and 257 rebounds in 104 games.
	 Krull has been a leader for Nebraska the past two seasons, both on and off the 
court. The 5-9 graduate guard from Omaha has started 40 games as a Husker, but 
has been slowed by injury for much of this season, after starting 24 games a year 
ago. Krull has made 100 collegiate starts and totaled 727 points, 349 rebounds and 
222 assists while helping her teams to three straight postseason appearances.
	 White, a 5-6 graduate guard from Boise, Idaho, spent four seasons as an All-Big 
Sky honoree at Montana State before joining the Huskers this year. White started the 
first 23 games this season before being slowed by injury the past four games. She 
owns 1,914 points, 714 rebounds, 526 assists and 278 steals in her five-year career.
	 Shelley has been a leader for the Huskers in her three years in Lincoln. The first-
team All-Big Ten guard is closing in on the top 20 in Nebraska history in points (1,228) 
while ranking sixth in career assists (503) and fourth in three-pointers (218). 
	 Before the Huskers can celebrate the seniors, they are hungry to close out their 
home campaign with a win over Minnesota. The Golden Gophers claimed a hard-
fought 62-58 win in Minneapolis on Jan. 14.
	 Alexis Markowski, who owns a Big Ten-leading 16 double-doubles, led Nebraska 
with 17 points and 14 rebounds against the Gophers. Shelley pitched in 12 points, 
five rebounds and eight assists, while Natalie Potts added 10 points and six boards.
	 Potts, Logan Nissley and Minnesota's Grace Grocholski are three of the Big Ten's 
best freshmen this season. Grocholski leads Big Ten freshmen in scoring (11.5 ppg), 
while Potts leads league freshmen in rebounding (5.3 rpg) and ranks second in scoring 
(10.3 ppg). Potts also leads Big Ten freshmen in field goal percentage (.522) and free 
throw percentage (.855). Nissley has started Nebraska's last two games, averaging 
15.0 points per contest as a starter. The 6-0 guard from Bismarck, N.D., leads all Big 
Ten freshmen with her 40.9 percent three-point shooting.

NEBRASKA VS. MINNESOTA SERIES	
	 Nebraska leads the all-time series with Minnesota 17-14, but the Golden 
Gophers have won back-to-back games in the series - both tight games at Williams 
Arena in Minneapolis. In fact, five of the last six games in the series have been 
played away from Lincoln, with the series split at 3-3 during that stretch. 
	 In the first meeting this season, Minnesota worked its way to a 62-58 win behind 
16 points and seven rebounds from Mallory Heyer and 11 points apiece from 
Amaya Battle and Janay Sanders. Alexis Markowski led Nebraska with 17 points 
and 14 rebounds, while Jaz Shelley added 12 points, five rebounds and eight 
assists. Natalie Potts put three Huskers in double figures with 10 points and six 
boards, while Callin Hake contributed eight points off the bench. 
	 Nebraska won the last meeting at Pinnacle Bank Arena, 93-70 (Feb. 20, 2022). 
The only current Gopher at that game was Maggie Czinano, who played three 
minutes and did not record a statistic.

THREE THINGS TO WATCH
1   Jaz Shelley needs five assists today to reach the 600 mark for her college career. 
Shelley owns 503 assists at Nebraska after getting 92 in two seasons at Oregon. Lindsey 
Moore (699), Meggan Yedsena (696) and Rachel Theriot (626) are the only Huskers in 
history with 600 collegiate assists.

2  Logan Nissley has been filling it from long range for the Huskers. Over the last four 
games, Nissley is 12-for-23 (.522) from three-point range while averaging 12.8 points 
per game. In two games as a starter, Nissley is 7-for-11 (.636) while averaging 15.0 
points, 2.5 rebounds and 3.5 assists.

3 Nebraska's final regular-season game at Illinois (Sunday, March 3) was chosen as a 
BTN wildcard selection, the network announced on Thursday, Feb. 22. Tip-off for the 
game will be 3 p.m. (CT) with live television coverage on BTN. It will be Nebraska's ninth 
regular-season game on BTN this season. The Huskers also appeared on FOX in their 
victory over No. 2 Iowa (Feb. 11) and on Peacock against No. 2 Ohio State (Feb. 14).

	 Allison Weidner dominated the last meeting in Lincoln against the Gophers, pouring 
in 23 points on 8-of-10 shooting, including 3-for-3 three-point shooting. She added five 
rebounds. Markowski added 15 points and nine boards.
	 Five of the last six games in the series have been played away from Lincoln, including 
Nebraska’s 72-61 win at the 2021 Big Ten Tournament in Indianapolis.
	 Nebraska owns a 12-4 all-time edge in Lincoln and is 2-0 at the Big Ten Tournament, 
but the Huskers are 3-10 against the Gophers in Minneapolis. NU owns a 12-9 advantage 
as Big Ten foes.
	 Although women’s basketball was not a full varsity sport at Nebraska until 1975-76, 
a women’s team from Nebraska suffered its first defeat at Minnesota in 1904 after going 
unbeaten in 1897 and 1903. Two weeks after the first meeting with Minnesota, Nebraska 
beat the same team in Lincoln.
	 Minnesota’s Laura Coenen scored 42 points for the Gophers in a 90-79 win over 
the Huskers on Nov. 30, 1984. That effort is tied for the most points by any opponent 
individual against the Huskers.
