HUSKERS SHOOT FOR 20TH WIN AT ILLINOIS ON BTN

® The Nebraska women's basketball team wraps up Big Ten regular-season play on Sunday when
the Huskers travel to lllinois.

* Tip-off between the Big Red (19-9, 11-6) and the Fighting Illini (13-14, 7-10 Big Ten) at the State
Farm Center in Champaign is set for 3 p.m. (CT).

* Nebraska’s game with lllinois will be televised live by the Big Ten Network with Matt Schumacker
and Meghan McKeown on the call.

® Fans also can listen across the Huskers Radio Network, including 107.3 FM in Lincoln and 105.9
FM in Omaha, the Huskers App and Huskers.com with Matt Coatney and Jeff Griesch calling the
action. Pregame starts at 2:30 p.m. (CT).

® Nebraska will take aim at its 20th win of the season, which would give the Huskers their 19th 20-
win campaign in school history. It would be the second 20-win season in the past three years under
Coach Amy Williams, who also led the Big Red to a 20-win campaign in 2018.

* The Huskers are searching for their 12th Big Ten win of the year, which would match the second-
most conference wins in school history, trailing only a perfect 16-0 Big 12 championship season in
2009-10. NU's 2013 NCAA Sweet Sixteen team (12-4) and the 2014 Big Ten Tournament champion
Huskers (12-4) are the only other teams in Nebraska history to achieve 12-win conference campaigns.

* Williams, who was the 2018 Big Ten Coach of the Year, has led Nebraska to 11 Big Ten wins in
three of the past seven years. Prior to that stretch, the Huskers had amassed 11 or more league wins
on only five occasions since beginning regular-season Big Eight play in 1982-83 (35 seasons).

® Nebraska, which has won five of its last six games including a 70-51 win over Minnesota last
Saturday, will be shooting for a sweep of lllinois after a 56-48 victory in Lincoln (Jan. 11). Jaz Shelley
led Nebraska with 17 points, five rebounds, six assists and five steals, while Alexis Markowski added
14 points and 15 rebounds.

¢ Nebraska sits fourth in the Big Ten and No. 27 in the NCAA NET rankings. The Huskers own 10
wins over current NET Top 75 foes, including No. 6 lowa, at No. 21 Michigan State, No. 32 Maryland,
No. 47 lllinois, a sweep of No. 52 Michigan, No. 61 Minnesota, a sweep of No. 73 Purdue and No.
74 Georgia Tech. Seven of NU’s nine losses have come to NET Top 50 opponents.

® Preseason first-team All-Big Ten selections Alexis Markowski and Jaz Shelley have fueled
Nebraska’s surge in the conference, along with Big Ten Freshman-of-the-Year contender Natalie
Potts. Markowski, who ranks eighth nationally with 17 double-doubles, produced 20 points and 21
rebounds in Nebraska's last road game, a 77-65 win at Purdue, which was just the fifth 20/20 effort

HUSKER NUGGETS

* Natalie Potts earned her conference-leading
seventh Big Ten Freshman-of-the-Week award on
Feb. 26. No other league freshman has won more
than three awards. Potts won the first weekly
honor Nov. 13, before adding awards Nov. 27,
Dec. 11, Jan. 8, Jan. 15 and Feb. 12. She leads
all Big Ten freshmen in rebounding (5.4 rpg), field
goal percentage (.526) and free throw percentage
(.859) while ranking second in scoring (10.4 ppg).

¢ Alexis Markowski has been named to the Big Ten
Weekly Honor Roll seven times in 2023-24. She
also earned a spot on the St. Pete Showcase All-
Tournament Team (Nov. 25). She ranks second in
the Big Ten in rebounding (10.8 rpg) and seventh
in scoring (15.9 ppg).

* The Huskers had seven players produce double
figures in points against UNCW, which is believed
to be the first time that has been accomplished
in school history. It is the second time this season
the Huskers have had six players score in double
figures in a game (Northwestern State, Nov. 6).

o Three Huskers (Alexis Markowski, Natalie Potts,
Jaz Shelley) recorded double-doubles in the win
over Maryland (Dec. 31), which is the first time a
Husker trio notched doubles in the same game
since Jordan Hooper (23 points, 11 rebounds),
Emily Cady (15 points, 11 rebounds) and Rachel
Theriot (10 points, 12 assists) did it in an NCAA
first-round win over Fresno State in Los Angeles
on March 22, 2014.

® The Huskers have hit at least one three in 492
straight games dating back to a loss at UTEP on
Dec. 20, 2008. Nebraska has hit at least two threes
in 371 consecutive games.

* Nebraska has hit 10 or more threes 37 times in
the last 100 games, including 10 times in 2023-24.
The Huskers hit a season-high 16 threes against
UNCW (Dec. 5), and sank 12 triples vs. Southern
(Dec. 17). NU hit 11 threes vs. Minnesota (Feb.
24), along with 10 threes vs. Northwestern State
(Nov. 6), Florida Atlantic (Nov. 29), Georgia Tech
(Dec. 2), Michigan State (Dec. 9), Maryland (Dec.
31) and both games vs. lowa (Jan. 27/Feb. 11).

in Husker history. Shelley added 18 points, eight rebounds and six assists at Purdue, after she was
Nebraska'’s first AP National Player of the Week (Feb. 13). Shelley earned her first Big Ten Player-
of-the-Week honor with 23 points in the win over No. 2 lowa (Feb. 11). Potts, a seven-time Big Ten
Freshman of the Week, averaged 15.0 points, 8.5 rebounds and 2.0 steals in two wins last week.

SCOUTING THE ILLINOIS FIGHTING ILLINI

¢ Coach Shauna Green is in her second season leading the lllini after
guiding lllinois to its first 20-win campaign in 15 seasons (2007-08) a
year ago. The Fighting Illini finished 22-10 and 11-7 in the Big Ten last
season after falling in the NCAA First Four to Mississippi State (70-56).

e |llinois returned starters Makira Cook, Kendall Bostic, Genesis
Bryant, Adalia McKenzie and Brynn Shoup-Hill along with top player off
the bench Jada Peebles from a year ago. They also added 6-3 NC State
transfer Camille Hobby, who is averaging 9.3 points and 4.5 rebounds
this year. However, the lllini have struggled to a 13-14 record, including
a 56-48 loss at Nebraska (Jan. 11).

* [t was Nebraska's second straight win in the series, including a 90-57 run past then-No. 25 lllinois
on Senior Day (Feb. 22, 2023) at the State Farm Center. Nebraska is 10-1 in the last 11 meetings with
lllinois, including five straight wins in Champaign.

® Makira Cook, a 5-6 senior who spent two seasons at Dayton, was a a first-team All-Big Ten pick
in 2023 after averaging 18.3 points per game. She was slowed by injury early in the season but is
averaging team bests of 15.3 points and 4.1 assists per game. She averaged 19.0 points in two games
against Nebraska last season, but was held to just eight points in this season’s loss in Lincoln.

® Returning second-team All-Big Ten players Genesis Bryant (14.0 ppg) and Kendall Bostic (12.4
ppg, 10.3 rpg) add a potent top three scorers for lllinois. Bryant, a transfer from NC State, is the lllini’s
top threat from three-point range (54-152, .355) while adding 3.4 assists and 1.3 steals. The 5-6 Bryant
is 6-for-28 from the field in three meetings against the Huskers, including nine points on 3-for-15
shooting in Lincoln earlier this season.

® Bostic, a 6-2 senior forward, is one of the Big Ten’s top rebounders, averaging a double-double.
Last season she had 11 points and 10 rebounds in a win in Lincoln, before being held to eight points
in Champaign. She had eight points and seven rebounds in this season’s loss in Lincoln. She has hit
12-0f-19 shots (.632) over the last three games against the Huskers.

* Adalia McKenzie, a 5-10 junior, has added 11.1 points and 4.8 rebounds while joining Bostic
and Bryant in the starting five for all 27 games this season. McKenzie scored in double digits in both
meetings with NU last season, but was held to just one pointin 15 minutes in this year’s loss in Lincoln.

¢ Dayton transfer Brynn Shoup-Hill was a regular in the lllinois starting five heading into Nebraska’s
first meeting this season. However, the 6-3 junior forward came off the bench in Lincoln to lead lllinois
with 14 points and six rebounds as the only lllini in double figures. She has not kept up her contributions
off the bench, as her season averages have dipped to 3.3 points and 2.5 rebounds in 13.5 minutes
per game. In fact, Shoup-Hill had gone scoreless in seven straight games, before getting six points in
five minutes in Thursday’s 87-70 loss at Michigan State. The lllini trailed 56-26 at halftime.

o Fifth-year guard Jada Peebles was lost for the remainder of the season with an Achilles injury at
Northwestern (Jan. 14). Peebles, who had six points, three assists and two steals for the lllini in the loss
in Lincoln (Jan. 11), scored six big points in the lllini’s win last season at Pinnacle Bank Arena, before
playing the full 40 minutes in last year's loss in Champaign.

e Freshman Gretchen Dolan has stepped up her production in Peebles’ absence, including back-
to-back career-high 11-point efforts against Penn State (Feb. 15) and Indiana (Feb. 19). In fact, since
being held scoreless at Nebraska (Jan. 11), Dolan has averaged 6.8 points and hit 11 of her 13 made
three-pointers on the season. She is 11-for-31 (.355) during that stretch.

® As a team, lllinois is hitting 43.9 percent of its shots from the field, including 30.7 percent from
three-point range in conference action. lllinois has hit 85 percent of its free throws in Big Ten play. The
lllini own a minus-0.2 rebound margin, but a plus-1.6 turnover margin in conference action.

NEBRASKAVS. ILLINOIS SERIES HISTORY

* Nebraska leads the all-time series with lllinois 20-6, including a 56-48 win over the lllini on Jan.
11, 2024 at Pinnacle Bank Arena in Lincoln. Jaz Shelley scored a game-high 17 points on 4-of-7 three-
point shooting, while Alexis Markowski added a double-double with 14 points and 15 rebounds.
Nebraska jumped to an 18-4 lead but led just 30-29 at halftime, as NU missed 14-of-15 shots to end
the first half. The Huskers rebuilt the lead to 12 points with 45 seconds left in the third quarter, then
went 10 minutes without a field goal. However, NU allowed just one lllinois field goal in the final 5:45.

® In the last meeting in Champaign, Nebraska ran to a 90-57 win at No. 25 lllinois (Feb. 22, 2023).
Shelley led five Husker starters in double figures with 26 points on é-of-11 three-point shooting, while
Markowski and Maddie Krull each contributed 11 points. Nebraska hit 10-of-24 threes and connected
on 59 percent of its shots overall, while also dominating the boards, 44-24.

* In five career games against lllinois, Shelley has averaged 21.6 points, 5.8 rebounds, 4.6 assists
and 2.2 steals, while hitting 24-0f-44 three-pointers (.545). Markowski has averaged 14.0 points, 9.8
rebounds and 1.6 assists in five games against the lllini.

* In the 2022 Big Ten Tournament, Shelley led Nebraska with a then-career-high-tying 32 points
and a school-record nine three-pointers in a 92-74 win over lllinois in Indianapolis. Shelley added seven
assists in a spectacular effort, hitting 11-0f-16 shots (9-of-13 3FG) from the field. Markowski added
22 points and nine rebounds in Coach Nancy Fahey’s last game leading the lllini.

¢ Shelley has averaged 23.5 points, 5.5 rebounds and 4.0 assists on 11-0f-24 three-point shooting
in two career games in Champaign.

® Nebraska is 17-4 against lllinois as Big Ten Conference foes, including 15-3 in Big Ten regular-
season conference games.

e Alexis Markowski earned her seventh spot on the Big
Ten Weekly Honor Roll this season with her monster 20-point,
21-rebound performance in Nebraska’s last road game in a win
at Purdue (Feb. 17).

® The 21 rebounds were not only a career high, but matched
the fourth-highest total by a Husker in history. They were the
most rebounds in a game by a Nebraska player since Kelly
Hubert pulled down 23 boards against Wisconsin on Dec. 7,
1990. It was just the 11th 20-rebound performance in Husker women'’s basketball history.

* Markowski's effort at Purdue was just the fifth 20-point, 20-rebound game by a women’s basketball
player in Husker history.

* Nebraska's Alexis Mar.kowski is producing dogble—doubles LU MU CAREER DOUBLES
of the top rates in the nation through 28 games in 2023-24. The 6-3 Pla

junior center from Lincoln, Neb., is tied for eighth nationally and ranks Jordan Hooper (2011-14) 40
second in the Big Ten with 17 double-doubles on the year, including
11 through the first 17 conference games for the Big Red.

* Markowski, who earned her second appearance on the Lisa Leslie
Award Watch List, ranks second in the Big Ten in rebounding at 10.8
boards per game, including 11.8 in conference play. She also ranks seventh in the league in scoring
at 15.9 points per game.

* She produced the biggest double-double of her career with 20 points and 21 rebounds in a
77-65 road win at Purdue (Feb. 17). It was just the fifth 20-point, 20-rebound performance in Husker
history. She added 12 points and 10 boards in a win over Northwestern (Feb. 20), before contributing
10 points and 12 boards in a win over Minnesota (Feb. 24).

® Over her last 75 minutes of game action covering the last three games, Markowski has totaled
42 points and 43 rebounds.

* Markowski owns 38 career double-doubles, trailing only first-team All-Americans Kelsey Griffin
(2010) and Jordan Hooper (2014) who share the Nebraska school record with 40 career double-doubles.

* Markowski has scored in double figures 27 times in 28 games this season, including six 20-point
performances. She was held to nine points and 16 rebounds at No. 2 Ohio State (Feb. 14).

* The 2022 Big Ten Freshman of the Year, Markowski earned her second straight appearance on the
Lisa Leslie Award Watch List this year. Last season, as the only sophomore on the list, she advanced
to the Midseason Top 10 for the award.

® Markowski ranks sixth on the Nebraska career rebound list with 889.

SHELLEY NAMED AP NATIONAL PLAYER OF THE WEEK

e Jaz Shelley was named the Associated Press National Player of the Week (Feb. 13) following
Nebraska’s 82-79 upset of No. 2 lowa at Pinnacle Bank Arena (Feb. 11). Shelley scored a team-high
23 points, including 10 in Nebraska's decisive 27-10 fourth quarter, to help the Huskers rally from a
14-point fourth-quarter deficit over the Hawkeyes.

and media when the conference announced its honors on Oct. 4.

* Nebraska joined Ohio State (Cotie McMahon, Jacy Sheldon) as the only schools in the conference
to place two players on the Preseason All-Big Ten teams.

* Shelley, a 2023 first-team All-Big Ten selection, averaged 14.5 points, 4.8 rebounds and a team-
leading 6.2 assists while also ranking among Big Ten leaders with 79 three-pointers last season.

® The 5-9 guard from Moe, Australia (pronounced MO-ee) was a second-team All-Big Ten choice
in her first season with the Huskers in 2021-22. She was also a member of the media’s Big Ten
All-Defensive Team, helping Nebraska to a 2022 NCAA Tournament berth. She was the only Big
Ten player to rank among the top 20 in all five major statistical categories - scoring (13.1 ppg),
rebounding (6.3 rpg), assists (5.0 apg), steals (1.8 spg) and blocked shots (0.9 bpg) in 2021-22.

® Markowski claimed Preseason All-Big Ten honors for the second consecutive season. The
two-time second-team All-Big Ten choice averaged 11.9 points and 9.8 rebounds per game as a
sophomore for the Huskers in 2022-23.

* The 6-3 center led the Big Ten with 322 total rebounds and was the only conference player to
average a double-double (12.4 ppg, 10.2 rpg) during regular-season Big Ten action a year ago. She
also led all league post players with 15 double-doubles.

* The 2022 Big Ten Freshman of the Year, Markowski averaged 12.8 points and 8.0 rebounds while
becoming a starter during the conference season. She helped the Huskers to three wins over AP Top
10 teams and a trip to the Big Ten semifinals before advancing to the 2022 NCAA Tournament.

* Shelley and Markowski were both among the preseason candidates for the 2024 Naismith and
Wooden national player-of-the-year awards.

POTTS LEADS FRESHMEN WITH SEVEN B1G WEEKLY AWARDS

* Two-time Missouri MaxPreps High School Player of the Year Natalie
Potts has made an instant impact on Nebraska’s lineup. The 6-2 forward
from O’Fallon, Mo., has claimed seven Big Ten Freshman-of-the-Week
awards after capturing her most recent honor on Feb. 26.

* Potts averaged 15.0 points, 8.5 rebounds and 2.0 steals last week
to help power Nebraska to home wins over Northwestern (Feb. 20) and
Minnesota (Feb. 24). In the win over Northwestern, Potts put up her
fourth double-double of the season with 18 points and 10 rebounds to
go along with three steals. She hit 11-0f-16 shots (.688) for the week,
including her only three-point attempt, while going 7-for-7 at the free
throw line.

¢ |n addition to her conference honors, Potts was named the No. 14
impact freshman in the nation by ESPN on Dec. 22. She ranks second
among all Big Ten freshmen in scoring (10.4 ppg), while leading league
freshmen in rebounding (5.4 rpg), field goal percentage (.526) and free
throw percentage (.859). She also leads the Huskers with 17 blocked
shots through 28 games.

® Potts owns 17 double-figure scoring games on the season.

* She earned her sixth Big Ten Freshman-of-the-Week award with 14
points and six rebounds in Nebraska's 82-79 upset of No. 2 lowa (Feb.
11). She produced eight points and five rebounds in helping the Huskers
outscore the Hawkeyes 27-10 in the decisive fourth quarter. It followed a 12-point performance in a
huge road win at Michigan (Feb. 6).

* Potts had 11 points, six rebounds and a career-high four steals in a win over Purdue (Jan. 31).
In a head-to-head matchup with Purdue’s Mary Ashley Stevenson, the Boilermaker starting freshman
managed just two points and one rebound before fouling out. Purdue’s Rashunda Jones managed
four points and five rebounds, as Potts matched their rebounding production and nearly doubled their
scoring in approximately half their total minutes.

* Potts produced her third career double-double with game highs of 13 points and 10 rebounds
in a win over Michigan (Jan. 17).

* She posted her second double-double with 17 points and a career-high 13 rebounds in NU’s win
over Maryland (Dec. 31), including 13 points and 12 boards in the second half.

* Potts scored all 16 of her points in the second half in a win at Wisconsin (Jan. 4). She opened
league play with 10 points, five boards and two blocks in a win at Michigan State (Dec. 9).

* Potts produced 10 points and six rebounds at Minnesota (Jan. 14), while Gopher freshman Grace
Grochalski was held scoreless while managing just two rebounds. Potts outdueled Grochalski in NU's
win in Lincoln (Feb. 24), producing 12 points and seven rebounds.

* Potts had 11 points, eight rebounds and two blocks in 21 minutes in a win over UNCW (Dec. 5).

* Potts won her second Big Ten Freshman award (Nov. 22) after averaging 14.0 points in two games
at the St. Pete Showcase. She opened the week with a career-high 22 points on 9-of-10 shooting from
the field, including a three-pointer, in a 75-61 win over Lamar.

* She opened another strong week by notching her first double-double with 12 points and 12
rebounds in a win over Florida Atlantic (Nov. 29). She followed with 13 points, four rebounds, two

* White had 13 points and five rebounds in a win over Michigan (Jan. 17). She added 12 points
and three assists at Penn State (Jan. 21), before getting seven points, four rebounds and three assists
in just 14 minutes at No. 5 lowa (Jan. 27).

® The 5-6 graduate student transferred into the Husker program during the summer after averaging
14.3 points, 5.1 rebounds, 3.7 assists and 2.2 steals over 120 starts in four seasons at Montana State.

* The No. 2 scorer in Montana State history, White finished with 1,716 points, 612 rebounds, 449
assists and 260 steals.

¢ White was the 2022 Big Sky Tournament MVP, leading the Bobcats to the conference title and a
trip to the 2022 NCAA Tournament.

* She was also a two-time Big Sky Defensive Player of the Year (2021, 2022) and the 2020 Big Sky
Freshman of the Year.

* White was the 2019 Idaho Gatorade High School Player of the Year and joins three-time North
Dakota Gatorade Player of the Year Logan Nissley, two-time Missouri MaxPreps Player of the Year
Natalie Potts and Australian National Program forward Jessica Petrie in Nebraska’s group of four
newcomers for 2023-24.

* White produced her first Husker double-double with season highs of 13 points and 10 rebounds
against No. 22 Creighton (Nov. 19).

* In her Nebraska regular-season debut, White scored 13 points, including six in a 16-0 run to start
the game, while adding game highs of nine rebounds and three steals to go along with four assists
in Nebraska’s 90-42 win over Northwestern State (Nov. 6).

e She was strong in all phases of her first road game as a Husker, contributing 11 points, four
rebounds and two assists in a 71-52 victory at Wyoming.

* White had 11 points, four rebounds, six assists and two steals in 20 minutes in the win over UNCW
(Dec. 5).

* She made her Big Ten debut with nine points, six rebounds, five assists and her first blocked shot
of the season in an 80-74 win at NCAA NET No. 8 Michigan State (Dec. 9).

¢ White took the court for the first time at Pinnacle Bank Arena in Nebraska’s exhibition win over
Dakota Wesleyan (Oct. 29), producing 13 points, seven rebounds and game highs of eight assists and
four steals.

HUSKER NUMBERS TO WATCH

* Alexis Markowski (302) will move into Nebraska's top 10 list for season rebounds with her next
rebound, and she is just five rebounds away from moving ahead of Jordan Hooper (2011-12) at No.
8 on Nebraska's season list. Last year, Markowski produced the No. 5 total rebound season in Husker
history with 322. She is one of five Huskers in history to record two 300-rebound seasons.

® Markowski’s next double-double will be the 39th of her career, which would move her within
one of Nebraska's school record of 40 shared by first-team All-Americans Kelsey Griffin (2006-10) and
Jordan Hooper (2011-14).

* Markowski is 11 rebounds from 900 in her career. Only five players in Husker history have
recorded 900 career rebounds: Janet Smith (1,280, 1979-82), Emily Cady (1,114, 2012-15), Jordan
Hooper (1,110, 2011-14), Kelsey Griffin (1,019, 2006-10) and Karen Jennings (1,000, 1990-93).

* Freshman Natalie Potts is 10 points away from 300 on the season, while fellow freshman Logan
Nissley is 16 points away from 200 on the year.

* With her next three-pointer, Nissley will move into Nebraska’s freshman top five for three-
pointers made at 46, tying two-time WNBA All-Star Anna DeForge (1994-95).

¢ Jaz Shelley is expected to play in her 149th career collegiate game on Sunday.

* Kendall Coley is expected to play in her 99th career collegiate game on Sunday.

NEBRASKA NOTABLES

e Jaz Shelley (602) and Darian White (526) both own 500 assists in their college careers. Only
five previous Huskers in history had totaled 500 collegiate assists (Lindsey Moore, Meggan Yedsena,
Rachel Theriot, Jina Johansen, Nicole Kubik).

HUSKERS SETATTENDANCE MARK IN WIN OVER NO. 2IOWA

* Nebraska set the school record with a sellout crowd of 15,042 in an 82-79 victory over No. 2 lowa
at Pinnacle Bank Arena (Feb. 11, 2024). The game also came in front of a FOX national TV audience
on Super Bowl Sunday in Lincoln. The game was sold out six weeks in advance with no promotion.

* The attendance eclipsed the previous record of 14,289 fans for Pack PBA on Play4Kay Day at
Pinnacle Bank Arena (Feb. 18, 2023) vs. No. 7 lowa.

* Nebraska’s 2023 Pack PBA crowd eclipsed its previous women'’s basketball attendance mark of
13,595 fans (sellout) against Missouri at the Devaney Center on Feb. 27, 2010. NU drew 10 straight
crowds of more than 10,000 fans at the Devaney Center in 2009-10.
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* Nebraska drew 9,750 fans to open its stay in Pinnacle Bank Arena with a win over UCLA on Nov.
8, 2013. The home-opening crowd at PBA is a Nebraska non-conference record.

e The Huskers averaged 6,088 fans over 16 games at PBA, which ranks No. 3 in school history
behind only 7,390 fans per game (2009-10) and 6,161 fans per game (2013-14).

¢ Nebraska ranked No. 13 nationally in average home attendance (5,761) over 17 games in 2022-
23. It was an increase of 1,282 fans per contest at Pinnacle Bank Arena over 2021-22, when Nebraska
averaged 4,489 fans while going 16-1 at home.

¢ The Huskers have ranked among the top 25 nationally in attendance for 14 consecutive seasons
(not including 2020-21 when no fans were allowed at Pinnacle Bank Arena).

¢ In 165 games with attendance allowed (excludes 11 games during COVID pandemic in 2020-21),
the Huskers have averaged 5,171 fans per game (853,278 total fans/165 games).

¢ Nebraska produced its top attendance season in school history by ranking No. 7 nationally with
a record 7,390 fans per game at the Bob Devaney Sports Center in 2009-10. The Huskers went 16-0
at the Devaney Center on their way to a perfect 29-0 record, a Big 12 title and a No. 1 seed in the
NCAA Tournament.

HUSKER TRIO EARNED ENDOWED SCHOLARSHIPS

* Nebraska Athletics announced the recipients of three endowed scholarships for women'’s basketball
at three home games from Jan. 31 to Feb. 11 at Pinnacle Bank Arena.

¢ The first scholarship announcement came when Nebraska defeated Purdue (Jan. 31), as the
Huskers presented the first Stephanie Bolli #34 Women's Basketball Scholarship to sophomore guard
Allison Weidner.

® Bolli was a four-time women'’s basketball letterwinner (1985-88) as a 5-10 forward from Burwell,
Neb. She served as a senior captain on Nebraska’s 1988 Big Eight championship team that advanced
to the school’s first NCAA Tournament. Bolli was also a two-time Academic All-American, including
Nebraska’s first College Sports Communicators First-Team Academic All-American for women’s
basketball in 1988. She earned her bachelor’s degree from Nebraska in 1989.

e Preference for the awarding of the Stephanie Bolli #34 Women's Basketball Scholarship is given
to a graduate of a Nebraska high school outside the Lincoln and Omaha metro areas who displays
a Nebraska work ethic, prioritizes team goals over personal goals, and meets or exceeds current
Academic All-Big Ten standards/demonstrates a high level of academic achievement.

¢ Another new endowed scholarship was presented during Nebraska’s win over No. 2 lowa (Feb.
11) with the inaugural announcement of the Stone Family Women'’s Basketball Scholarship. The
scholarship, which was presented by Joe and Chris Stone to Darian White, requires high character
and values, along with grit and an outstanding work ethic.

¢ The Huskers announced the winner of their first endowed scholarship for women’s basketball at
the home game against Rutgers (Feb. 3). The Latimer Family Women'’s Basketball Scholarship was
presented to Maddie Krull after generous donations from Gary and Janet Latimer. It was the third time
the Latimer Family Women'’s Basketball Scholarship has been awarded, after presenting its inaugural
scholarship to Isabelle Bourne in 2021-22 and 2022-23.

® The Latimer Family Women's Basketball Scholarship is presented to a Husker who demonstrates a
high level of academic and athletic achievement, effective leadership skills, integrity and a commitment
to excellence in all endeavors.

HUSKERS HONOR HOOPER, 2014 CHAMPIONS, ALUMNI

® The Huskers celebrated Alumni Day with 9,059 fans at PBA on Sunday, Jan. 7 when they took on
No. 14 Indiana. Nebraska honored the 10th anniversary of its 2014 Big Ten Tournament Championship
team while also recognizing its 2013 NCAA Sweet Sixteen team.

e The 2014 Huskers were led by first-team All-American and Big Ten Player of the Year Jordan
Hooper, who had her No. 35 jersey retired in a pregame ceremony. Hooper ranks No. 2 all-time at
Nebraska with 2,357 points and No. 3 in career rebounds with 1,110. A three-time first-team All-
Big Ten choice and a two-time member of the Big Ten All-Tournament Team (2012, 2014), Hooper
was also a first-team Senior CLASS All-American in 2014. She was the No. 13 overall pick in the
2014 WNBA Draft and spent four seasons in the league. She was also a star for nine seasons as an
international professional with stops in Turkey, Australia, Belarus and most recently Israel.

® Hooper, who was an All-Big Ten starter on Nebraska's 2013 Sweet Sixteen squad, was joined by
2013 All-America point guard Lindsey Moore in headlining the group. Moore was a first-round draft
pick and WNBA champion with the Minnesota Lynx.

® Hooper and Moore were joined by 2013 and 2014 starters Emily Cady, Hailie Sample and Big
Ten Tournament MVP Rachel Theriot, along with Head Coach Connie Yori and Assistant Dayna Finch
Weltmer. Graduate assistant Dominique Kelley (Johnson) who was also a star on Nebraska’s 2010 Big
12 Championship and NCAA Sweet Sixteen teams also attended.

e Allie Havers, who scored 16 points in a Big Ten Tournament semifinal win over Michigan State to
propel Nebraska to the Championship Game, was also in attendance.

® Approximately 40 alumni across all years of Husker basketball were honored including retired
jersey selections Karen Jennings and Maurtice Ivy. Five of the top seven scorers in school history
(Jennings, lvy, Hooper, Amy Stephens, Nicole Kubik) and seven of the top nine assist leaders (Moore,
Theriot, Jina Johansen, Kubik, Sam Haiby, Stephens, Jaz Shelley) were on hand.

* Junior center Alexis Markowski was the 2021 Nebraska Gatorade and MaxPreps High School

Award in 2023, Markowski was the 2022 Big Ten Freshman of the Year at Nebraska. She is a two-time
preseason All-Big Ten selection and a two-time second-team All-Big Ten choice. Before arriving at
Nebraska, Markowski led Pius X to back-to-back Class A state titles in 2020 and 2021 as the captain
of the Class A All-Tournament team.

® Graduate transfer Darian White was the 2019 Idaho Gatorade Player of the Year at Mountain
View High School. The 5-6 point guard averaged 15.2 points, 5.7 rebounds, 3.2 assists and 3.4 steals
on her way to All-Idaho Player-of-the-Year honors.

* The NCAA announced the release of its annual Graduation Success Rate report Dec. 6, 2023,
and Nebraska was a national leader in women’s basketball for the 19th straight season, dating back
to the initial public tracking of the GSR since 2004-05.

* The Nebraska women's basketball program joins the Husker women's tennis and volleyball programs
as Husker teams that have produced perfect 100 percent rates each of the last 19 years.

* Overall, the Nebraska Athletic Department produced a GSR of 94 percent. In all, 11 Husker sports
posted perfect 100 percent GSR last season, including softball, soccer, swimming and diving, women'’s
gymnastics, women'’s golf, bowling, rifle and men’s tennis.

* Nebraska continues to lead NCAA Division | in Academic All-Americans across all sports (351) and
NCAA Today Top Ten Award winners (18). More than 100 Huskers have also earned NCAA Postgraduate
Scholarships in history.

BIG RED DOMINANCE AT PINNACLE BANK ARENA

® In 16 regular-season games in 2023-24, Nebraska finished 13-3 and ranked No. 16 nationally
in average home attendance (6,088) for an increase of 327 fans per game over 2022-23 (5,761). The
Huskers are 13-3 at PBA in 2023-24.

® Nebraska tied a school record by winning 16 home games at Pinnacle Bank Arena in 2021-22.
The Huskers finished 16-1, matching the 1997-98 (16-0), 2009-10 (16-0) and 2013-14 (16-2) teams for
most home wins. Coach Amy Williams was a senior guard on Nebraska’s 1997-98 team coached by
2022 Women'’s Basketball Hall of Fame inductee Paul Sanderford.

® Nebraska’s 16 home wins matched UNLV for the most regular-season home wins in NCAA Division
| women's basketball in 2021-22.

® The Huskers didn’t just win at home, they won big, posting the largest home combined cumulative
margin of victory in school history despite losing a game to Big Ten co-champion lowa (Jan. 9). The
2021-22 Huskers produced a total home victory margin of 429 points (25.2 ppg). The 2009-10 Huskers
that earned a No. 1 seed in the NCAA Tournament and finished No. 3 in the AP final regular-season
poll won their 16 games by a total of 388 points (24.3 ppg).

* Nebraska delivered double-digit margins in 15 of 16 home wins, including wins over top-10
Michigan (79-58) and Indiana (72-57) teams, with only 2022 NCAA Elite Eight qualifier Creighton
falling by single digits (67-62).

® The Huskers also ranked No. 14 nationally in total attendance (76,317) and 18th in average home
attendance (4,489).

e Over 17 games in 2022-23, Nebraska ranked No. 13 nationally in average home attendance (5,761)
for an increase of 1,272 fans per game. The Huskers went 12-5 at Pinnacle Bank Arena in 2022-23.

NEBRASKA'S HISTORY OF HOME SUCCESS

® The Huskers are 519-175 (.748) all-time at home, including 13-3 in 2023-24.

® Nebraska tied the school record for home victories by going 16-1 at Pinnacle Bank Arena in 2021-
22. NU has posted double-figure home victory totals 18 times in the last 21 seasons.

® The Huskers were 15-4 at Pinnacle Bank Arena in 2015-16 after going 12-3 (13-3 at home) in
2014-15. The Huskers are 130-46 (.739) all-time at PBA since the building opened in 2013-14. The
Big Red went 16-2 at home in 2013-14, suffering its only Big Ten loss to Purdue, 77-75, on Jan. 19,
2014. NU’s 16 home wins in 2013-14 tied the school record for single-season home victories.

® The Huskers played the first regular-season game in arena history against USA Today No. 25 UCLA
(Nov. 8, 2013) and rolled to a 77-49 win over the Bruins. NU's first win over an AP Top 25 team came
with a 76-56 win over No. 24 Michigan State on Feb. 8, 2014. The Huskers added their first-ever win
over an AP Top 10 team at the arena with a 94-74 victory over No. 8 Penn State on Feb. 24, 2014.

* NU won its first Big Ten home game at Pinnacle Bank Arena with a 66-65 thriller over Northwestern
Jan. 2, 2014, before an 88-85 win over Minnesota on Jan. 16, 2014, marked the first overtime game.

* NU suffered its first loss at the arena to Washington State (76-72) on Nov. 30, 2013.

* Nebraska notched its first postseason home victory at Pinnacle Bank Arena with its 74-65 win
over Missouri State (March 15, 2023), before adding a 77-57 win over Northern lowa in the second
round (March 19, 2023). It marked the first time Nebraska had ever won two home games in the same
postseason tournament (NCAA or WNIT). NU's only other postseason home game at PBA came with
a 64-62 loss to Northern lowa (March 17, 2016). The Huskers are 4-3 all-time in Lincoln in Postseason
WNIT games, including 4-1 against Missouri Valley Conference opponents.

® The Huskers are 47-3 all-time in home season openers, following a 90-42 win over Northwestern
State on Nov. 6, 2023. Nebraska has won 17 of its last 18 season openers.

* Nebraska played in the Devaney Center from 1976-77 through 2012-13, and added one appearance
at Devaney against Utah on Nov. 23, 2014. The Huskers own a 389-130 record at the Devaney Center,
including 146-88 (.624) mark in conference play.

HUSKERS RADIO NETWORK COVERS WORLD

® The Huskers Radio Network is in its second season of producing and marketing the live broadcasts
of Nebraska women’s basketball in 2023-24, but play-by-play announcer Matt Coatney and color
commentator Jeff Griesch team up for their 23rd season as the Husker broadcast team.

® The Huskers Radio Network will carry every game, home and away, around the world for free on
Huskers.com, marking the 23rd year that all of Nebraska's women’s basketball games have been free
and available to fans. In addition to carrying every women'’s basketball game free on Huskers.com, the
Huskers Radio Network flagship stations B107.3 FM-KBBK (Lincoln) and ESPN 590 AM-KXSP (Omaha)
provide strong signals for Husker women'’s basketball. When a network conflict occurs in Omaha, the
Huskers also can be heard on CD105.9 FM-KKCD. 880-AM-KRVN (Lexington) also provides a huge AM
signal statewide in central Nebraska, while more than 20 stations carry the Huskers Radio Network’s
women'’s basketball coverage across the state and the Midwest.

¢ Inside Pinnacle Bank Arena, fans can access the direct radio call of the game at 87.7 FM.

* Nebraska's game at lllinois will be Coatney and Griesch’'s 762nd women'’s basketball broadcast
together, more than any other Husker radio broadcast team across all sports in history.

e Griesch also has an active streak of 721 consecutive Husker games called dating back to Jan. 5,
2003. The last game he missed came against Penn State on Dec. 30, 2002 at the Surf & Slam in San
Diego, following the birth of he and his wife Emily’s first child, Hollan (21). She is now a junior at the
University of Nebraska and has three younger brothers, Jackson (19), Brennan (15) and Isaac (10).

® Griesch continued his streak in 2022-23 despite undergoing open heart surgery on Sept. 28,
2022 to replace his aortic valve. Less than five weeks later, he was on air with Coatney for Nebraska’s
exhibition game with Washburn. Griesch also had open heart surgery as a junior in high school on
May 1, 1990.
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NEBRASKA OVERTIME FACTS

® Nebraska is 25-26 all-time in overtime games, including 13-12 at home, 8-11 in true road games
and 4-3 on neutral courts in overtime.

® The Huskers were 2-1 in OT in 2022-23, following a 74-62 OT loss at No. 4 Indiana (Jan. 1).

® Nebraska notched an 85-79 30T win over No. 20 Kansas at Pinnacle Bank Arena (Dec. 21, 2022).
It matched the longest game in school history and was the first triple-overtime game in women's
basketball at Pinnacle Bank Arena.

® The Huskers defeated Mississippi State 73-65 in OT at the Puerto Rico Clasico at Roberto Clemente
Coliseum in San Juan (Nov. 26, 2022). It marked Nebraska’s first overtime game since 2019-20.

® The Huskers, who did not play an overtime game in 2020-21 or 2021-22, were 1-2in OT in 2019-20
with an 80-74 OT loss to Ohio State (Feb. 2) and a 78-70 OT loss at Michigan State (Dec. 31, 2019).
The Huskers opened non-conference road action with a 90-85 OT win at Missouri (Nov. 10, 2019).

® The 2019-20 season marked the first time that Nebraska played three overtime games in the
same season since 2011-12 - NU’s first season in the Big Ten. In 2011-12, the Huskers played a total
of seven OT periods in those three games.

* Nebraska has never played four overtime games in the same season.

® Nebraska's lone overtime game of 2018-19 also came in the Huskers' first road game of the season,
but NU suffered an 87-84 double-overtime loss at Washington State (Nov. 16, 2019). It marked the
second straight season that Nebraska played a multi-overtime game (also at Drake, Dec. 9, 2017).

® The Huskers went 1-1 in overtime in 2017-18, including a 69-64 overtime loss to No. 23 Michigan
at Pinnacle Bank Arena (Jan. 13). The Huskers won their first overtime game of 2017-18 with an 89-85
double-overtime win at Drake (Dec. 9).

® Nebraska was 1-1 in overtime in 2016-17, including a 76-74 win over Michigan State at Pinnacle
Bank Arena to close the regular season (Feb. 26, 2017). The Huskers lost 79-69 in OT to Minnesota
at the arena (Feb. 4, 2017).

® The Huskers are 5-6 in overtime games under Coach Amy Williams.

® Nebraska is 3-3 in overtime games at Pinnacle Bank Arena.

® Nebraska is 6-2 in multi-overtime games with its most recent contest coming with an 85-79 30T
win over No. 20 Kansas in Lincoln (Dec. 21, 2022). The most recent loss in a multi-overtime game
came with an 87-84 20T setback at Washington State (Nov. 16, 2018) in Pullman. NU’s only other loss
in a multi-overtime game came to Purdue in the 2012 Big Ten Championship Game, 74-70 in double-
overtime in Indianapolis.

® The Huskers defeated Minnesota 88-85 in overtime on Jan. 16, 2014. It marked the first overtime
game in the history of Pinnacle Bank Arena. Nebraska's first overtime game in the history of the Bob
Devaney Sports Center also came against Minnesota - a 68-67 win for the Huskers on Dec. 30, 1977.

® The Huskers have played 16 all-time overtime games against Big Ten opponents and own a 5-11
record. NU is 4-8 against Big Ten opponents in OT since joining the conference in 2011-12.

* Nebraska played its fourth OT game in 73 meetings with Missouri in a 90-85 OT win at Mizzou
Arena (Nov. 10, 2019). All four OT games against the Tigers were settled in a single overtime period.

* Nebraska’s next most frequent overtime opponents are Big Ten foes Purdue, Minnesota and
Wisconsin and former Big 12 foe Kansas. The Huskers and Purdue have played three overtime games
in 17 all-time meetings. NU's six total OTs Purdue are the most against any team in school history.

® The Huskers also have played three overtime games against Minnesota (29 games), including two
of the six overtime games in Pinnacle Bank Arena history.

* Nebraska recently played its third overtime game in history against its most frequest all-time rival,
Kansas. The Huskers defeated Kansas 85-79 in 30T (Dec. 21, 2022). It marked the third overtime game
in 85 all-time contests with the Jayhawks. Nebraska improved to 2-1 in OT against KU with all three
games coming in Lincoln.

® In 22 all-time games with Wisconsin the Huskers have played three overtime contests.

* Nebraska has never played back-to-back overtime games at home. The Huskers have played
back-to-back overtime games only once in school history, an 83-81 loss to Texas A&M in College
Station on Dec. 30, 1985, before returning to Lincoln for an 80-75 win over Eastern Kentucky at the
Devaney Center on Jan. 2, 1986.

Darian White is making an immediate impact
on Nebraska’s backcourt as a graduate student in
2023-24. She opened her Husker career with 13
points, a game-high nine rebounds, four assists
and three steals in a win over Northwestern State
(Nov. 6), before adding 11 points, four rebounds
and two assists in a win at Wyoming (Nov. 10).

She notched her first Husker double-double
while recording her 100th career game scoring in
double figures with 13 points and 10 rebounds
against No. 22 Creighton (Nov. 19).

White had a season-high 16 points to go
with seven rebounds against TCU (Nov. 25). She
added her best Big Ten effort with 14 points,
four rebounds and four assists in a win over
Purdue (Jan. 31), after getting 13 points and
five rebounds in a win over Michigan (Jan. 17).
She also had 12 points and three assists at Penn
State (Jan. 21). She is averaging 7.3 points, 3.8
rebounds and 2.9 assists.

She opened Big Ten play with nine points,
six rebounds and five assists in a win at NET
No. 8 Michigan State (Dec. 9).

A four-year starter at Montana State, White
became the first player in Big Sky Conference
history to total more than 1,700 points, 600
rebounds, 400 assists and 200 steals in a career.
A unanimous first-team All-Big Sky selection for
the third consecutive season in 2022-23, the 5-6
guard closed her Bobcat career at No. 2 on the
school’s all-time scoring list with 1,716 points in
120 career starts. She added 612 rebounds, 449
assists and 260 steals to help Montana State to
84 victories over four seasons, including a trip to
the 2022 NCAA Tournament.

SENIOR (MONTANA STATE, 2022-23)
White started all 31 games as a senior at
Montana State in 2022-23, averaging team bests
of 14.3 points, 5.6 rebounds and 3.6 assists while
adding 1.1 steals per game.

It was her first double-
double of the season. She added her second
double-double of the year with 10 points and 11
assists at No. 10 lowa (Jan. 28), before getting
a third double-double with 14 points and 10
assists at No. 12 Michigan (Feb. 12).

After earning her second spot of the month
on the Big Ten Weekly Honor Roll (Dec. 12, Dec.
27), Shelley led NU with 21 points against No. 14
Michigan (Dec. 28). She also had five assists.

JUNIOR (NEBRASKA, 2021-22)

Shelley led Nebraska in scoring (13.1 ppg),
assists (5.0 apg), steals (1.8 spg) and blocks (0.9
bpg) while ranking second in rebounding (6.3
rpg). She was the only Big Ten player to rank
among the top 20 in all five statistical categories
in 2021-22.

She erupted for a season-high 32 points (11-

Three-time North Dakota Gatorade Player
of the Year Logan Nissley joins the Huskers after
a tremendous career at Bismarck Century High
School. The 6-0 guard averaged 20.8 points, 7.4
rebounds, 2.5 assists and 3.9 steals as a senior in
2022-23, on her way to finishing her career for
the Patriots with 1,664 points.

One of the top 100 recruits in the nation
according to ESPN, Nissley signed her National
Letter of Intent in November of 2022.

Nissley produced a career-high-tying 18
points in her first career start in Nebraska's
road win at Purdue (Feb. 17). Nissley helped
Nebraska rally from a 10-point first-quarter
deficit by scoring 11 first-half points and NU's
first six points of the second half.

She added 12 points in her second start by
tying a career high with four three-pointers and
setting a career best with six assists in Nebraska’s
75-50 win over Northwestern (Feb. 20).

Nissley erupted for one of her best efforts
of the season with 15 points and a career-high
seven rebounds in a career-high 24 minutes in
Nebraska's 82-79 upset of No. 2 lowa (Feb. 11).

She owns nine double-figure scoring efforts
on the season, including three in the past five
games. Nissley is averaging 10.7 points, 1.7
rebounds and 3.7 assists in 22 minutes per game
as a starter, and Nebraska is 3-0.

Nissley is averaging 6.6 points, 2.0 rebounds
and 1.1 assists while playing in all 28 games.
Over the last seven games, she is averaging 9.4
points and 2.4 rebounds and 2.1 assists.

She established career highs of 18 points,
four assists and three steals to go with five
rebounds in a win over UNCW (Dec. 5). She hit a
career-best four threes against the Seahawks.

Nissley added 13 points, including 3-of-6
three-point shooting, against No. 14 Indiana
(Jan. 7). She tied a career best-with four threes in
a win over Southern (Dec. 17) on her way to 14
points against the Jaguars.

Nissley notched her first double-figure effort
with 10 points in a win over Alcorn State (Nov.
14). She added 11 points in 12 minutes against
TCU (Nov. 25), before pumping in 11 points in
13 minutes in a win over Georgia Tech (Dec.
2). Nissley hit three threes against the Yellow
Jackets, including back-to-back fourth-quarter
threes to turn a two-point NU deficit into a four-
point lead the Huskers never relinquished.

She added six big points off the bench to
help Nebraska rally from a nine-point first-half
deficit for a 65-59 road win at Michigan (Feb. 6).

“Logan is a prolific shooter and has an
incredible feel for the game,” Nebraska Coach
Amy Williams said. “Her skill-set translates
perfectly to our team and system, and she is a
great match for ourteam’s culture. Her experience
in winning multiple state championships will add
to our winning culture.”

During Nebraska’s three-game tour of
Greece in early August, Nissley averaged 11.3
points, 4.3 rebounds, 2.0 assists and a team-best
3.7 steals.

In the 2022 Class
A state championship game, Nissley put up 32
points, 11 rebounds and four assists.

As a sophomore in 2020-21, Nissley powered
Bismarck Century to a state title to win Gatorade “
and MaxPreps North Dakota Player of the Year
honors after producing school records with 556
points (21.4 ppg), 100 assists and 93 steals while
hitting 46.4 percent of her three-point attempts.

A four-time volleyball letterwinner, Nissley
captured back-to-back North Dakota Volleyball
Player of the Year awards in 2021 and 2022.
She finished her career with more than 1,000
career kills and 1,000 career digs.

Allison Weidner (pronounced WIDE-ner)
joins fellow junior Alexis Markowski and graduate
student Maddie Krull as native Nebraskans on
the Husker roster in 2023-24.

Weidner, a 5-10 guard from the small
town of Humphrey (pop. 832) in Northeast
Nebraska, was producing a breakout season as
a sophomore before suffering a season-ending
left knee injury in NU's final non-conference
game against Kansas (Dec. 21).

Her recovery and rehab went well, and she
entered 2023-24 ready to regain her starting
role. However, she suffered a season-ending
injury to her right knee in practice Oct. 13 and
underwent surgery on Oct. 25. She will be with
the Huskers on the sideline during the season,
as she works for a return to the lineup next year
after taking a redshirt season in 2023-24.

SOPHOMORE (2022-23)
Weidner showed major improvements to
her all-around game while taking on a greater

leadership role in her second season. She
averaged 10.2 points, 6.2 rebounds and 2.4
assists while starting each of Nebraska’s first 13
games of 2022-23. She scored in double figures
in four consecutive games before suffering a
season-ending leg injury early in the fourth
quarter of NU's triple-overtime win over No.
20 Kansas (Dec. 21). She underwent successful
surgery on Jan. 10, 2023.

Weidner had 13 points, seven rebounds and
three assists in a win over Wyoming (Dec. 18).
It followed her second double-double of the
season with 15 points, 11 rebounds and a career-
high five steals in a win over Samford (Dec. 10).

She notched her first career double-double
with 13 points and a career-high 15 rebounds in
Nebraska’s upset of No. 20 Maryland in College
Park (Dec. 4). Weidner, who added five assists
against the Terps, scored all 13 of her points and
grabbed eight of her rebounds in the second half
alone, as NU outscored Maryland 59-31 in the
second half. Weidner’s effort helped the Huskers
secure their first-ever win over Maryland, which
went on to advance to the NCAA Elite Eight.

Weidner added 13 points, five rebounds
and seven assists in an 82-54 win over Wisconsin
(Dec. 7) to help the Huskers improve to 2-0 in Big
Ten play despite the absence of starters Isabelle
Bourne, Trinity Brady and Sam Haiby - who all
missed the game with injuries.

Weidner opened the season with 19 points
and a then-career-high nine rebounds in a win
over Omaha (Nov. 7). She made a career-high
nine field goals in just 11 attempts against the
Mavs. She added her second career 20-point
performance with 20 points and seven boards in
a win over Houston Christian (Nov. 11).

She was injured on an offensive rebound on
the first possession of the game against Tarleton
(Nov. 22), but still finished the play with a bucket
in the opening minute before she left the court.
Weidner, who played 59 seconds, did not return
to the game after suffering an eye injury. She did
return to the starting lineup three days later in
NU's win over Texas A&M-Corpus Christi at the
Puerto Rico Clasico (Nov. 25). She had 13 points
and five rebounds against the Islanders.

FRESHMAN (2021-22)

Weidner joined Alexis Markowski as
freshman starters in Nebraska's lineup down the
stretch in 2021-22. Weidner averaged 7.2 points,
3.7 rebounds and 2.2 assists while playing in all
33 games for the 24-9 Huskers in 2021-22.

She moved into Nebraska's starting five
for the final eight games of the season and
started nine contests overall for the Huskers,
who finished No. 23 in the NET rankings and
advanced to the 2022 NCAA Tournament.

She produced the most memorable

performance of her young career with a team-
high 16 points, including two free throws with
5.5 seconds left to seal Nebraska's 76-73 victory
over No. 10 Michigan in the Big Ten Tournament
quarterfinals in Indianapolis (March 4). Weidner
added three rebounds, two assists and two
steals against the Wolverines to give Nebraska
two wins over the eventual 2022 NCAA Elite
Eight qualifiers.

Weidner put together her best game with
a career-high 23 points and a career-best three
threes in a 93-70 win over Minnesota (Feb. 20).
She hit 8-of-10 shots from the field, including
all three of her long-range attempts, while also
going 4-for-4 from the free throw line against the
Gophers. She added five rebounds.

She scored in double figures seven times on
the season, including 11 points, eight rebounds
and five assists in just 18 minutes off the bench
in a win over Prairie View A&M (Nov. 11). She
added 10 points, five boards and three assists in
a victory over Drake (Dec. 19), before producing
her first double-digit effort in Big Ten play with
14 points and five rebounds off the bench in
a win over Purdue (Jan. 30). She scored all 14
points in the first half against the Boilermakers.

Weidner matched that performance with
14 points, four rebounds, two assists and two
steals in a win over Penn State (Feb. 3). She
scored 10 points in the fourth quarter to help
the Huskers turn a one-point lead into a 15-point
win. Weidner also had 11 points, four rebounds,
two assists and a steal in Nebraska'’s 72-55 run
past No. 5 Indiana (Feb. 14). She hit 5-of-7 shots
from the field, including her lone three-point
attempt, to help the Huskers to their largest
victory margin ever against a top-five team. The
win over Indiana marked Weidner's last game off
the bench in 2021-22.

assists. She made her first career start in place
of an injured Sam Haiby at lowa (Jan. 16), in a
game the Huskers also played without starting
guard Jaz Shelley (COVID protocols). Weidner
finished with eight points, three rebounds, five
assists and a block against the Hawkeyes.

Weidner made a solid debut with nine points
in a win over Maine (Nov. 9) and threatened a
triple-double with eight points, eight rebounds
and eight assists in just 18 minutes off the bench
in a win over North Carolina Central (Nov. 20).
Her eight rebounds and eight assists were both
season highs.

HIGH SCHOOL

One of the top small-school players in
Nebraska history, Weidner finished her four-year
high school career with 2,282 points, 741 assists
and 629 steals. Her career point total ranked No.
3 across all classes in Nebraska girls basketball
history, while she became just the 13th player in
state history to score 2,000 career points. The
star from Humphrey St. Francis High School was
a four-time first-team Class D2 All-State selection
for Coach Bryan Reichmuth. A first-team all-class,
all-state pick by both the Omaha World-Herald
and the Lincoln Journal Star as both a junior and
senior, Weidner led the state in scoring with 25.0
points per game as a senior, while also leading
the state with 6.4 assists per game. Her 6.4 steals
per game also ranked second in the state across
all classes, while she added 7.0 rebounds per
contest. Weidner scored 71 points over three
state tournament wins to lead Humphrey St.
Francis to the state title.

As a junior, Weidner averaged 25.2 points,
6.1 rebounds, 6.5 assists and a whopping 7.3
steals per game as a junior in 2020. She also
led the Flyers to a state runner-up finish while
earning a spot on the Class D2 All-Tournament
team. She scored a state tournament-best 83
points over three games as a junior. She led St.
Francis to a Class D2 state runner-up finish as a
freshman and claimed her first selection to the
all-tournament team. Weidner also guided the
Flyers to a state tournament bid as a sophomore

high 39 points against Mullen. She had 38 points
against Howells/Dodge.

She also led the state in assists in both 2018
and 2019, and steals in 2019.

Weidner played club basketball for the
Nebraska Attack and Coach Zach Isherwood.
She led the Attack to the championship of the
Nike Tournament of Champions Session 2, Gold
Division. The Nebraska Attack also finished fifth
at Under Armour Nationals and won the Midwest
Basketball Showcase.

Chosen as one of the top multi-sport athletes
in the state by the Lincoln Journal Star in 2018-
19, 2019-20 and 2020-21, Weidner was also a
first-team all-stater in volleyball while leading
St. Francis to a state runner-up finish as a junior
in 2019. She was also an honorable-mention
Class D2 all-state choice and led the Flyers to
a third-place finish as a sophomore in 2018.

Petrie  produced back-to-back career-
high 11-point efforts in wins over UNCW and
Michigan State. She scored 11 points on 5-of-7
shooting in 12 first-half minutes in a win at MSU
(Dec. 9). Petrie’s production came in place of
All-Big Ten post Alexis Markowski, who missed
much of the first half with foul trouble.

Petrie established her career high with 11
points on 5-of-9 shooting, while adding four
rebounds, an assist and a steal in a win over
UNCW (Dec. 5).

Petrie had nine points and her first career
steal in a win over Florida Atlantic (Nov. 29).

Kendall Moriarty opened 2023-24 by starting
NU's first four games, before returning starter Maddie
Krull came back to action after suffering a foot injury
in preseason practice.

Moriarty has returned to the starting lineup
the last six games. Nebraska is 8-2 with her in the
starting lineup, and she is averaging 3.5 points, 1.3
rebounds and 1.2 assists through 28 games. Over the
last 11 games, Moriarty is averaging 6.2 points and
1.8 rebounds. She matched her career high with 11
points in a win over Purdue (Jan. 31) after establishing
her season high with 11 points in a win over Michigan
(Jan. 17). She had eight points on perfect shooting
against Rutgers (Feb. 3), after getting seven points at
Penn State (Jan. 21).

Her previous season high came with six points
against Alcorn State (Nov. 14). She also had five points
against Florida Atlantic (Nov. 29). She pitched in four
points, three rebounds and two assists in a win over
UNCW (Dec. 5)

The 6-1 guard from Wheaton, Ill., averaged 3.4
points and 1.6 rebounds while playing all 33 games
in 2022-23. She made her first start in NU's WNIT
Super 16 game at Kansas (March 23, 2023), scoring 10
points on 4-of-6 shooting.

“Kendall fits perfectly into all aspects of our
program,” Nebraska Coach Amy Williams said. “She
is a long, tough, gritty player with great versatility. She
is a talented scorer, but her willingness to do all the
dirty work on the court is what separates her.”

SOPHOMORE (2022-23)

Moriarty played a greater role for the Huskers in
her second season, more than doubling her points
(111-45), knocking down more than six times as many
threes (19-3), snagging more than seven times the
steals (22-3) and more than four times the rebounds
(54-12) in 2022-23 than she did as a freshman.

She played in all 33 of NU's games, making
her first career start in Nebraska's WNIT Super 16
appearance at Kansas (March 23). Moriarty produced
the second double-digit scoring performance of her
career with 10 points on 4-of-6 shooting, including a
pair of threes, against the eventual WNIT champion
Jayhawks at Allen Fieldhouse. She added two steals in
a career-high 28 minutes.

Moriarty ended her sophomore season by
averaging 3.4 points and 1.6 rebounds, while adding
27 assists and 22 steals on the season.

She produced the best week of her career by
averaging 10.0 points, 2.5 rebounds and 1.5 assists
in 24 minutes per game off the bench in wins over
Wisconsin (Dec. 7) and Samford (Dec. 10). She hit 5-of-
8 threes, including a career-best 3-for-3 from beyond
the arc in the second half to finish with a career-high
11 points in the win over Samford. It followed a then-
career-high nine points in the win over Wisconsin.

Moriarty added eight big points off the bench in
Nebraska's road rally to a 71-64 win at Purdue (Jan.
18). She also scored eight big points while adding a
career-high five rebounds in NU's overtime win over
eventual NCAA Tournament qualifier Mississippi State
in Puerto Rico (Nov. 26). She also had eight points in
Nebraska’s win over Tarleton (Nov. 22) helping ease
the loss of starter Allison Weidner, who suffered an eye
injury in the opening minute and did not return.

Moriarty also provided one of the most
memorable moments of the 2022-23 season for the
Huskers when she drained an unlikely, running half-
a-hook shot from beyond half court on a baseline

The shot provided Moriarty with her only points of the
night, while earning recognition as Scott Van Pelt's
"Best Thing | Saw Today” on ESPN.

Moriarty’s efforts helped Nebraska overcome the
absences of starters Isabelle Bourne, Sam Haiby, Trinity
Brady and Weidner at different points in 2022-23. In
three Postseason WNIT games, Moriarty averaged 6.7
points, 1.3 rebounds and 2.3 steals, while hitting 8-of-
11 field goal attempts, including 4-of-7 threes.

FRESHMAN (2021-22)

Moriarty competed in 30 of Nebraska’s 33 games
as a true freshman, averaging 1.5 points and shooting
48.8 percent (20-41) from the field in 2021-22. She
matched her season high with six points on 3-of-3
shooting from the field in Nebraska's 77-44 win over
Wisconsin (Jan. 27). She added two rebounds, an
assist and a steal.

Moriarty averaged 11 points while hitting 43.1
percent of her three-pointers in 2019-20. She led
Benet Academy in three-point percentage and overall
field goal percentage (.458). An elite defender, she
also led the team in steals and deflections as a junior
and senior.

She led Benet to a No. 1 ranking in lllinois and a
No. 23 team rank nationally at one point as a junior.
In 2019, Moriarty was invited to the USA 16U National
Team trials, advancing to the top 68. She also played
volleyball and soccer as a freshman at Benet Academy.

Moriarty played club for M14 Bluestar and Coach
Ryan Haun. She was a top scorer and rebounder while
helping the team to a 2019 Run 4 Roses championship.
She was named to the all-tournament team at Run 4
Roses and at the USJN All-Star Team at the Windy City
Classic.

For her efforts in those
two games, Stewart earned a spot on the Big
Ten Weekly Honor Roll (Dec. 27).

She produced a huge 12-point effort in 10
minutes off the bench in a Big Ten quarterfinal
win over No. 10 Michigan (March 4). She opened
the season with 12 points, five rebounds, a block
and a steal in a win over 2021 America East
champion Maine (Nov. 9), before pouring in 15
points in just over 12 minutes in a win over North
Carolina Central (Nov. 20).

Stewart scored 27 points in her final game
against Hopkins and Gatorade National High
School Player of the Year Paige Bueckers in the
6-4A sectional championship game.

Stewart averaged approximately 20.0 points,
8.1 rebounds and 1.8 assists while hitting 65.6
percent of her two-point field goal attempts,
41.5 percent (39-94) of her threes and 89.5
percent (51-57) of her free throws as a senior.
She led Wayzata to a 24-5 record with three of
its losses coming to national No. 1 Hopkins.

Over the final 12 games of the season,
Stewart turned up her production to 25 points
per contest. Stewart opened the 4A playoffs
with 27 points in a win over Armstrong, before
erupting for a season-high 36 points in a
sectional semifinal win over St. Louis Park.

Potts averaged 18.7 points, 7.4 rebounds
and 2.9 assists per game as a senior for Incarnate
Word Academy in Bel Nor, Mo., which won its
sixth consecutive Missouri state championship.
She capped her career with a 32-0 record, a
third straight Class 6 state title and a No. 6 final
national ranking from MaxPreps.

She produced 19.3 points, 8.6 rebounds,
3.3 assists and 1.5 blocks per game while hitting
61.9 percent of her shots as a junior to lead
Missouri Hall of Fame Head Coach Dan Rolfes’
team to a 32-0 record, another Class 6 state
championship and recognition as the Blue Star
Media 25 national champion in 2021-22.

JUNIOR (2023-24)

Alexis Markowski is contending for All-Big Ten
honors as one of the nation’s top centers in 2023-24.
The 6-3 junior from Lincoln was a Lisa Leslie Award
contender after leading all Big Ten post players with
15 double-doubles a year ago. She was the only Big
Ten player to average a double-double (12.4 ppg,
10.2 rpg) during regular-season conference action and
is providing an even bigger presence this season.

She is putting up even better numbers in 2023-
24, averaging 15.9 points and 10.8 rebounds after
producing her 17th double-double of the season
with 10 points and 12 rebounds in just 22 minutes in
a win over Minnesota (Feb. 24). It followed 12 points
and 10 boards in just over 20 minutes in a win over
Northwestern (Feb. 20).

She had a huge 20-point, career-high 21-rebound
effort in a win at Purdue (Feb. 17). It was Markowski's
sixth 20-point performance of the year and tied for the
fourth-best rebounding total in Husker history.

Her 38 career double-doubles rank third in NU
history, trailing only 40 by first-team All-Americans
Kelsey Griffin (2006-10) and Jordan Hooper (2011-14).

6-3 Junior

Center/Forward Lincoln, Nebraska (Lincoln Pius X)

Markowski opened Big Ten play with 13 points
and 17 rebounds in a win at Michigan State (Dec. 9,
before getting 20 points and 10 boards in a win over
Maryland (Dec. 31). In between she had a game-high
21 points in a win over Southern (Dec. 17) and game
highs of 19 points and 11 boards at Kansas (Dec. 20).

Markowski had 15 points, 11 rebounds and season
highs of four assists and three steals in a win over No.
2 lowa (Feb. 11). She also had 15 points and 11 boards
at No. 5 lowa (Jan. 27), after going for 16 points and
19 boards at Penn State (Jan. 21). She had 17 points
and 14 rebounds at Minnesota (Jan. 14). It followed 14
points and 15 rebounds in a win over lllinois (Jan. 11),
and 13 points and 11 boards at Wisconsin (Jan. 4). She
had 21 points, including a season-high three threes
against No. 14 Indiana (Jan. 7).

She had 18 points and 12 rebounds in a win over
UNCW (Dec. 5). It followed 15 points and 10 boards
in a win over Georgia Tech (Dec. 2) and an 18-point,
10-board effort in a win over FAU (Nov. 29). She also
had 14 points and 14 rebounds against TCU (Nov. 25).

Markowski erupted for a season-high 24 points
against No. 22 Creighton (Nov. 19), after putting up
20 points and nine boards in a win over Alcorn State
(Nov. 14). She had 16 points on 5-of-6 shooting in a
win over Lamar (Nov. 23). She had 18 points and nine
rebounds in a Big Ten road win at Michigan (Feb. 6).

She leads the Huskers and ranks seventh in the
Big Ten in scoring (15.9 ppg), while ranking second in
rebounding (10.8 rpg).

SOPHOMORE (2022-23)

Markowski advanced to the 2023 Lisa Leslie
Award Midseason list of the top 10 centers in the
nation and claimed second-team All-Big Ten honors
after averaging 11.9 points and 9.8 rebounds as a
sophomore. She led the Bi? Ten with 322 rebounds
and her 15 double-doubles led league posts.

She closed the regular season with 16 points and
14 rebounds in a win over Northwestern (Feb. 26),
before getting 12 points, 13 rebounds and a career-
high-tying four assists against Michigan State in the
Big Ten Tournament (March 2).

She posted her fifth straight double-double with
18 points and 18 rebounds at No. 12 Michigan (Feb.

Krull started 24 of Nebraska’s final 25
games and helped the Huskers advance to the
Postseason WNIT Super 16. She averaged 6.1
points, 2.0 rebounds and 1.8 assists in her first
season as a Husker, joining the starting lineup
for the first time in Nebraska's first-ever win at
No. 20 Maryland (Dec. 4) after Trinity Brady was
lost for the season to an injury at No. 9 Virginia
Tech (Dec. 1). Krull remained in the starting
five throughout the season following a triple-
overtime win over No. 20 Kansas (Dec. 21) that
included a season-ending injury to starting guard
Allison Weidner.

Krull  provided a stabilizing presence
throughout the season that allowed the Huskers
to overcome injuries in the backcourt to Brady,
Weidner and fifth-year starter Sam Haiby.
