
SCOUTING THE MINNESOTA GOLDEN GOPHERS
	 Minnesota brings a perfect 10-0 mark to Lincoln to open Big Ten play, after becoming the first team nationally to earn 
its 10th win with a 90-44 victory over North Florida in Minneapolis on Tuesday night.
	 All-Big Ten guard Mara Braun led the Gophers with 13.6 points, 4.0 assists and 3.0 steals through the first five games 
before suffering a right foot injury that has knocked her out of action the last five games. Braun also suffered a right foot 
injury that required surgery late last season.
	 Former Husker Annika Stewart is Minnesota's top active scorer, averaging 11.5 points and 3.1 rebounds in 17.2 minutes 
per game off the bench. The 6-3 Stewart, who was a four-year contributor at Nebraska, is 13-for-29 (.448) from three-point 
range.
	 Grace Grocholski has added a double-digit average of 10.6 points per game. The sophomore guard has contributed 
4.8 rebounds while leading Minnesota with 20 made threes.
	 Junior Amaya Battle has been a catalyst for the Gophers. The 5-11 point guard is averaging 7.7 points, 4.3 rebounds, 
4.3 assists and 1.8 steals while hitting 50 percent (14-28) of her three-pointers.
	 Junior forward Mallory Heyer has added 6.6 points and a team-leading 6.9 rebounds, while joining 6-5 senior center 
Sophie Hart (7.5 ppg, 3.3 rpg), Battle and Grocholski in the starting five for all 10 games.
	 Michigan transfer Taylor Woodson (9.3 ppg, 5.1 rpg) has made major contributions, along with freshman Tori McKinney 
(7.9 ppg, 3.8 rpg), who has stepped into the starting lineup in place of the injured Braun.

HUSKERS TIP BIG TEN PLAY WITH GOPHERS
	 No. 25 Nebraska opens Big Ten Conference action today against a Minnesota 
team that is also the most recent Big Ten opponent to visit Pinnacle Bank Arena.
	 The Huskers knocked off the Golden Gophers, 70-51, in the last home game of 
the 2023-24 season on Feb. 24.
	 A majority of the players for both sides in that game return to the court today. Alexis 
Markowski posted a double-double with 10 points and a game-high 12 rebounds in 
the last meeting. She enters today's game as Nebraska's top scorer (14.5 ppg) and 
rebounder (8.3 rpg) after producing double-doubles in three consecutive games. 
	 Callin Hake, who is coming off a strong 12-point, six-rebound effort that included 
three assists and a career-high four steals in Tuesday's win over Lindenwood, joined  
Kendall Moriarty and Jessica Petrie in scoring six points apiece last year against the 
Gophers. Annika Stewart also scored six points for the Huskers against the Gophers, 
but has changed uniforms and will try to put up points for Minnesota today.
	 Mallory Heyer led Minnesota with 15 points and 10 rebounds last year, while 
Amaya Battle added 12 points, six rebounds and four assists for the Gophers. Grace 
Grocholski also contributed double figures with 10 points for Minnesota.
	 Nebraska has lost the services of 2024 Big Ten Freshman of the Year Natalie Potts, 
who was injured in the fifth game of the year against North Alabama (Nov. 19). She 
underwent season-ending surgery on Dec. 4.
	 Minnesota is also without its leading scorer Mara Braun, who joined Potts as an 
honorable-mention All-Big Ten choice last year. Braun played the first five games 
for Minnesota this season before injuring her right foot again.
	 Nebraska has added star freshman Britt Prince to its lineup, replacing All-Big Ten 
guard Jaz Shelley. Prince is averaging 14.1 points and 3.6 assists per game. 
	 The Gophers have replaced Braun in the lineup with 6-1 freshman guard Tori 
McKinney, who is averaging 7.9 points and 3.8 rebounds on the season, including 
10.8 points and 4.6 rebounds over her last five games as a starter.
	 Both teams have produced average winning margins of nearly 30 points per game 
early this season and both are in the 30-35 range in the official NCAA NET rankings.

NEBRASKA VS. MINNESOTA HISTORY
	 • Nebraska leads the all-time series with Minnesota 18-14, including a 70-51 win 
over the Golden Gophers in the most recent meeting at Pinnacle Bank Arena (Feb. 
24, 2024).
	 • Prior to last year's win in Lincoln, Minnesota had won five of the last eight in the 
series, but six of those games had been played away from Lincoln, including five in 
Minneapolis and another at the 2021 Big Ten Tournament in Indianapolis.
	 • Nebraska is 13-4 all-time in Lincoln against Minnesota, dating back to a 68-67 
overtime win over the Gophers in the first meeting as a varsity team on Dec. 30, 
1977. The Huskers are also 2-0 on neutral courts, but 3-10 against Minnesota in 
Minneapolis.
	 • Long before the impact of Title IX, a Nebraska varsity women's basketball 
team traveled to Minneapolis and lost to Minnesota's team in 1904. Two weeks 
later, Nebraska avenged the loss in Lincoln, ending the season with a 2-1 record. 
Nebraska also played Minnesota twice in 1908, losing both games in overtime.

THREE THINGS TO WATCH
1   Alexis Markowski enters today's game with 1,022 rebounds after getting 11 boards 
in a win over Lindenwood (Dec. 3) to move past All-American Kelsey Griffin (1,019) into 
fourth on Nebraska's career rebound list. Janet Smith (1979-82) owns the school record 
with 1,280 rebounds, while Emily Cady (2012-15) ranks second with 1,114. First-team 
All-American and 2014 Big Ten Player of the Year Jordan Hooper ranks third with 1,110.

2  Markowski produced 11 points and 11 rebounds for her school-record 44th career 
double-double in Tuesday's win over Lindenwood. Husker All-Americans Jordan Hooper 
(2011-14) and Kelsey Griffin (2006-10) are tied for second in career double-doubles with 
40. Markowski owns three straight double-doubles and four this season.

3 Nebraska has hit 10 or more three-pointers 43 times in the last 116 games, including 
a school-record 20 three-pointers in a win over South Dakota in Sioux Falls. The Big Red 
also hit 14 threes in a win over Southeastern Louisiana (Nov. 9) and 12 threes in the win 
over Kansas City (Nov. 26). NU set a school record with 292 made threes last season.

	 • The Huskers have hit at least one three-pointer in 507 straight regular-season games 
dating back to a loss at UTEP on Dec. 20, 2009. Nebraska has hit at least two three-
pointers in 386 consecutive games.
