o The third-ranked Nebraska volleyball team will face No. 7
Wisconsin in an NCAA Regional Final on Sunday at 2 p.m.
at the Bob Devaney Sports Center.

 The match will be televised nationally on ABC. Courtney
Lyle, Holly McPeak, Katie George and Madison Fitzpatrick
will be on the call. The match can also be streamed on
WatchESPN.

o Huskers Radio Network with John Baylor and Lauren
(Cook) West will broadcast the Nebraska matches on their
volleyball affiliate stations, on Huskers.com and on the
Huskers App.

ABOUTTHE HUSKERS

e Nebraska (32-2) advanced to the regional final after a
3-1 win over No. 23 Dayton on Friday night at the Devaney
Center. The Huskers got a career-high 22 kills from
sophomore Harper Murray, who also set season bests in
digs (16), blocks (4) and aces (4).

o Nebraska won its 36th all-time conference title and fifth
Big Ten title with a 19-1 record in Big Ten play this season.
The Huskers went back-to-back as Big Ten champions for
the second time, also accomplishing that feat in 2016 and
2017.

o The Huskers advanced to a 13th straight NCAA Regional
after sweeping Florida A&M and Miami last weekend. The
Huskers hit a combined .341 last weekend and held their
two opponents to .010.

o The Huskers' 29 regular-season wins tied the 1983 school
record for most wins in a regular season in the NCAA era.

o Nebraska won 25 matches in a row after a Sept. 3 loss at
SMU. Of those 25 wins, 20 were sweeps. NU's win streak
ended on Nov. 29 in a 3-1 loss at No. 4 Penn State.

o Nebraska went 7-1 against top-10 teams in the regular
season, which is the most top-10 wins in a regular season
in school history.

o Nebraska is 12-1 against ranked foes this season.

o After the Sept. 3 loss at SMU, Nebraska won 27 straight
sets on the road until the Nov. 29 loss at No. 4 Penn State.
e The Huskers rank ninth nationally with a team hitting
percentage of .288.

o The Huskers rank fourth nationally and first in the Big Ten
in opponent hitting percentage at .139. NU led the nation
in opponent hitting percentage in 2022 and 2023.

o Nebraska ranks 11th nationally in kills per set (14.16).

NEBRASKA'S NCAATOURNAMENT NOTES

e With Friday's win, Nebraska advanced to an NCAA
Regional Final for the 33rd time in program history and
for the 12th time in the last 13 seasons. The Huskers' 33
regional final appearances are the most in NCAA history.

o Nebraska improved to 33-7 all-time in Regional Semifinal

matches, including a 16-1 record in matches played in
Lincoln.

o Nebraska is 133-37 all-time in the NCAATournament. The
Huskers rank second in NCAA history in postseason wins
and winning percentage (.782).

e Nebraska has won 25 consecutive home NCAA
Tournament matches dating back to 2013, a school record.
The Huskers are 31-2 in NCAA Tournament matches at the
Devaney Center.

e Overall, Nebraska has won 44 consecutive home matches
dating back to Dec. 1, 2022. The Huskers own the nation’s
longest home winning streak, and the streak is the longest
since Nebraska moved into the Devaney Center in 2013.

e John Cook improved to 100-25 in his NCAA Tournament
career. Cook joined retired Penn State coach Russ Rose
as the only two coaches in NCAA history with 100 NCAA
Tournament victories.

e Cook is 92-20 in the NCAATournament as Nebraska's head
coach. He ranks second all-time in career NCAATournament
victories and NCAA Tournament wins at one school.

e The Huskers have reached six of the last nine NCAA
Semifinals, including winning NCAA Championships in
2015 and 2017. Nebraska also won national titles in 1995,
2000 and 2006.

o This year's NCAA Championship is set for December 19-
22 at the KFC Yum! Center in Louisville, Ky., where the
Huskers already have won two times this season against
No. 9 Kentucky on Aug. 27 and No. 4 Louisville on Sept. 22.

ROTATION RUNDOWN

e Qutside hitter Harper Murray is the team leader in kills
at 3.37 per set, and also in aces with 36. One of the top
six-rotation players in the country, Murray adds 2.36 digs
per set.

e Opposite hitter Merritt Beason is second on the team
in kills at 2.87 per set, and the two-year captain also
contributes 1.24 digs per setand 27 aces.

o Middle blocker Andi Jackson is averaging 2.55 kills per
set with a .426 hitting percentage, which ranks 10th in the
nation.

e Middle blocker Rebekah Allick adds 1.83 kills per set on
.355 hitting with 1.39 blocks per set. Allick has moved into
the top 10 in school history in career blocks at No. 6 with
399.

o Setter Bergen Reilly is averaging 11.12 assists per set,
which ranks 11th in the nation. She also adds 2.85 digs
per set and has 21 aces. Reilly has 16 double-doubles and
was named Big Ten Setter of the Year for the second straight
year.

e The 2024 Big Ten Libero of the Year, Lexi Rodriguez leads
the Husker back row with 3.87 digs per set. Rodriguez ranks
No. 2 in school history in career digs with 1,865, needing

o Nebraska has seven different players averaging between
1.83 and 3.37 kills per set.

Her performance earned her Best Middle Blocker
and Most Valuable Player honors at the AVCA First Serve
Showcase. She averaged 1.90 blocks per set in the first
three matches of the season, which earned her Big Ten
Defensive Player of the Week.

e Under Cook, the Huskers have achieved 68 AVCA All-
Americans and 20 CoSIDA Academic All-Americans, both
among the best in the nation. He is a three-time AVCA
National Coach of the Year, earning the prestigious honor
in 2000, 2005 and 2023, and an eight-time conference
coach of the year, including Big Ten Coach of the Year in
2016,2017 and 2023.

o Krause was selected by the Omaha Supernovas in the third
round with the No. 19 overall pick. A Papillion, Neb. native,
Krause will play for her hometown team after a four-year
career at Nebraska.

o Blackwell was picked by the San Diego Mojo in the fourth
round with the No. 26 overall pick. A San Diego native,
Blackwell came to Nebraska this year after three seasons at
San Diego.

REILLY, JACKSON LEAD U.S. U21 TEAM TO GOLD

o Nebraska sophomores Bergen Reilly and Andi Jackson led
the U.S.U21 National Team to the gold medal at the NORCECA
U21 Continental Championship in Toronto, Canada in June.
Nebraska assistant coach Jaylen Reyes served as an assistant
coach for the U21 National Team.

o The U.S. swept Puerto Rico 25-12, 25-16, 25-16 in the
final to finish the tournament without dropping a set in five
matches. Jackson finished with nine kills, three blocks and
one ace, while Reilly set the U.S. to a .464 hitting percentage.
e In other international competition, Nebraska seniors
Merritt Beason, Taylor Landfair and Lexi Rodriguez took the
silver medal at the NORCECA Final Six as the U.S. National
Team fell to Dominican Republicin five sets. The U.S. National
Team - comprising only college players for this tournament
- went toe-to-toe with the senior national team of the
Dominican Republic. Beason had a team-high 14 kills in the
final, while Rodriguez had 10 digs.

BLACKWELL, LANDFAIR JOIN HUSKERS

o Nebraska brought in two new additions via the transfer
portal in the offseason in Minnesota outside hitter Taylor
Landfair and San Diego middle blocker Leyla Blackwell.

e Landfair, a 6-5 outside hitter from Plainfield, Ill., is a senior
for the Huskers but has two years of eligibility remaining
after receiving a medical hardship for the 2021 season.
Landfair was the Big Ten Player of the Year and an AVCA first-
team All-American in 2022 at Minnesota after 4.36 kills per
set on .257 hitting with 1.63 digs per set. She had a career-
high 28 kills in a win over Oregon and was a four-time Big Ten
Player of the Week, as well as the AVCA North Region Player
of the Year. Last season, Landfair earned first-team All-Big Ten
honors for the third time and averaged 3.19 kills and 2.03
digs per set.

o Blackwell,a 6-4 middle blocker from San Diego, Calif., was a

three-time All-WCC selection at San Diego and averaged 2.25
kills and 1.24 blocks per set with a .329 hitting percentage
last season. Blackwell guided the Toreros to the NCAA
Semifinals in 2022 by shattering the school record for single-
season block assists (152), and she finished sixth nationally
at 1.50 blocks per set. Blackwell has Big Ten experience as
she began her career at Indiana in 2020-21 and led the team
in blocking and hitting percentage.

HUSKERS ADD TWO TALENTED FRESHMEN

o Nebraska signed two freshmen in its 2024 class, libero
Olivia Mauch and outside hitter Skyler Pierce.

e Mauch, a 5-6 libero from Bennington, Neb., was the
starting libero for the U.S. Girls U19 Team that won gold at
the 2023 FIVB U19 World Championships in Croatia. She had
13 digs in the championship match, a 3-2 comeback win over
Turkey. Mauch averaged 7.1 digs per set and had 49 service
aces in her senior season at Bennington, leading the Badgers
to the Class B state semifinals twice. She was the Nebraska
Gatorade Player of the Year. Mauch also trained with the U.S.
U21 National Team in June 2024 in Anaheim, Calif.

® Pierce, a 6-2 outside hitter from Lenexa, Kan., also has
major international experience with the U.S. National Team
program, having competed at the 2023 FIVB U21 World
Championships. Pierce starred at Olathe Northwest, where
she averaged 4.6 kills per set with a .402 hitting percentage
to go along with 230 digs, 67 aces and 43 blocks in her senior
season in which the Ravens finished third at the Kansas 6A
state tournament. Pierce was an AVCA first-team High School
All-American and the MetroKC Volleyball Player of the Year.

FIVE HUSKERS NAMED PRESEASON ALL-BIG TEN

o Five student-athletes from the Nebraska volleyball team
were named to the Preseason All-Big Ten Team.

o Meritt Beason and Lexi Rodriguez were unanimous
selections to the 18-player Preseason All-Big Ten Team. They
were joined by Taylor Landfair, Harper Murray and Bergen
Reilly on the team. All five players were All-Big Ten selections
in 2023. Seventeen of the 18 players on the team were either
All-Big Ten or All-Pac 12 FirstTeam selections last season. NU's
five selections were the most for any team in the conference;
no one else had more than three.

o The coaches picked Nebraska as the top team in the
preseason poll. The Huskers won their fourth Big Ten title in
2023 with a 19-1 conference record. Nebraska finished the
season at 33-2 and reached the NCAA Championship match,
falling 3-0 to Texas in Tampa, Fla. Wisconsin, Penn State,
Purdue and Minnesota rounded out the top five, followed
by three of the conference’s newcomers in Oregon, USC and
UCLA.

THREE HUSKERS EARN SILVER AT PARIS OLYMPICS

o The U.S. Women's Volleyball National Team earned the
silver medal at the Paris Olympics in August as they fell to
Italy, 3-0 (25-18, 25-20, 25-17) in the final.

o Three players on the U.S. National Team - Jordan Larson,
Kelsey Robinson Cook and Justine Wong-Orantes -
represented Nebraska throughout the competition. In the
final, Wong-Orantes put up 15 digs for Team USA, and Larson
had five kills.

o Larson earned her fourth career Olympic medal, tied for the
most all-time by a women's volleyball player. Robinson Cook
collected her third Olympics medal, and Wong-Orantes now
has a gold and a silver medal.

o The U.S.women have won one Olympic gold medal (2020),
four silver medals (1984, 2008, 2012, 2024) and two bronze
medals (1992 and 2016).

o Larson, who was a three-time All-American at Nebraska
while lettering from 2005-08, competed in her fourth
straight Olympics. She is in her second season as an assistant

coach for the Huskers in 2024.

® Robinson Cook, an All-American at NU in 2013, was also
a member of the bronze-medal winning team in 2016 and
gold-medal winning team in 2020, while two-time All-
American Wong-Orantes (2013-16) made her Olympic debut
in Tokyo in 2020.
