
SCOUTING THE WISCONSIN BADGERS
	 Marisa Moseley brings her most talented Wisconsin team to Lincoln in her fourth season at the helm of the Badgers. 
Wisconsin is coming off a 15-17 season that included a trip to the WNIT Great Eight in its first postseason appearance 
since 2010-11.
	 The Badgers (10-8, 1-6 Big Ten) are led by junior forward Serah Williams, who is battling for All-Big Ten honors while 
averaging team bests of 18.6 points and 11.6 rebounds per game, including 20 points and 17 rebounds in an 80-69 loss 
against unbeaten Ohio State on Thursday in Madison.
	 Sophomore Carter McCray, a 6-1 center, has solidified UW's play inside by averaging 9.5 points and 6.8 rebounds as a 
starter for all 18 games alongside Williams. Ronnie Porter provides the motor on both offense and defense for the Badger 
backcourt. The 5-4 junior is averaging 9.1 points, 3.9 rebounds and team bests of 4.6 assists and 1.8 steals. McCray and 
Porter were held to just six points combined in Thursday's loss to the Buckeyes.
	 Graduate guards Natalie Leuzinger and Tess Myers have added solid play. Leuzinger is averaging 8.1 points and 2.3 
rebounds while hitting 40.4 percent of her three-point attempts. Myers has pitched in 7.0 points and 1.9 rebounds while 
hitting a team-high 38 three-pointers (.345), including six threes to finish with 18 points Thursday against Ohio State.
	 The Badgers have been bolstered off the bench by the return of 6-2 graduate guard Halle Douglass, who is averaging 
4.6 points, 3.2 rebounds and 2.5 assists in 21 minutes per game. Junior Lily Krahn (4.8 ppg), who erupted for 16 points 
on 4-of-8 three-point shooting against Ohio State, sophomore D'Yanis Jimeniz (2.1 ppg) and freshman Jovana Spasovski 
(2.0 ppg) also have been regular contributors off the bench.
	 Wisconsin is being outscored 66.1-65.9 on the season. The Badgers are hitting 43.4 percent of their field goal attempts, 
including 33 percent of their threes. UW carries a plus-3.3 rebound margin but a minus-3.1 team turnover margin.

HUSKERS BACK HOME TO BATTLE BADGERS
	 Nebraska returns to Pinnacle Bank Arena tonight for an important Big Ten battle 
with the Wisconsin Badgers. The Huskers carry a Big Ten-best 14-game home-court 
winning streak and an eight-game winning streak in the series with Wisconsin, while 
the Badgers are trying to snap a six-game overall losing streak.
	 The Huskers, who improved to 14-4 overall and 5-2 in the Big Ten with a 2-0 
road trip, extended their overall winning streak to four games with a thrilling 87-84 
overtime victory at Iowa on Thursday night.
	 Nebraska rallied from an 11-point fourth-quarter deficit against the Hawkeyes to 
send the game to overtime, making tough play after tough play down the stretch.
	 Freshman Britt Prince carried a big load for the Big Red in securing Nebraska's first 
road wins over both Rutgers and Iowa since 2018. The 5-11 point guard averaged 
23.0 points, 6.5 rebounds, 4.0 assists and 3.0 steals on the road trip. She led NU in 
scoring in both games, including a career-high 24 points at Rutgers, before going 
for 22 points, seven rebounds, five assists and a career-high six steals at Iowa.
	 Alexis Markowski, who won for the first time in her career in both Piscataway and 
Iowa City, added 16.5 points and 10.5 rebounds on the road swing to increase her 
team-leading season averages to 14.7 points and 8.3 rebounds on the year.
	 Sophomore Jessica Petrie also contributed the two best games of her career in 
the back-to-back road wins as she continues to step up in place of injured 2024 Big 
Ten Freshman-of-the-Year Natalie Potts. Petrie, a 6-2 power forward, averaged 12.5 
points and 7.5 rebounds in the two wins.
	 Freshman Amiah Hargrove also emerged in the win at Iowa with her first career 
double-double, producing 10 points and 11 rebounds, while fellow freshman Petra 
Bozan played a major role in the win at Rutgers with eight points and four boards.
	 Logan Nissley added a clutch game at Iowa with 13 points and five assists, 
including 10 points and two assists in the final 11 minutes to shoot Nebraska to 
victory after the Huskers fell behind 64-53 with six minutes left in regulation.

	 • Nebraska leads the all-time series with Wisconsin, 16-7, including an active 
eight-game winning streak.
	 • The Huskers battled their way to a 69-57 road win over Wisconsin at the Kohl 
Center in Madison (Jan. 4, 2024) in the only meeting between the teams last season.
	 • Nebraska improved to a perfect 9-0 in Lincoln as Big Ten foes with an 82-54 
victory over the Badgers in the last meeting at Pinnacle Bank Arena (Dec. 7, 2022).
	 • The Huskers are 16-2 against the Badgers since joining the Big Ten (2011-12), 
with the only losses coming in back-to-back road games at the Kohl Center in 2017 
and 2018.
	 • Nebraska's nine-game home winning streak against the Badgers began at the 
Bob Devaney Sports Center with a 68-59 win on Feb. 19, 2012.
	 • Wisconsin has never won in regulation in Lincoln, as the Badgers knocked off 
the Huskers 80-74 in overtime (Dec. 7, 1990) and 92-85 in OT (Nov. 21, 1999) in the 
first two meetings between the schools at the Devaney Center.
	 • Wisconsin notched its last win in the series with a 70-69 victory on a controversial 
buzzer-beater at the Kohl Center on Jan. 27, 2018. Nebraska leads the series 7-5 in 
Madison, including 7-2 as Big Ten foes.
	 • Wisconsin won the first five meetings in series history, dating back to a 79-74 
win over the Huskers in Madison on Jan. 5, 1979. NU's first win came with a 75-69 
victory at Madison (Jan. 12, 2012).

THREE THINGS TO WATCH
1   Alexis Markowski enters tonight's game at No. 4 in Husker history with 1,105 rebounds. 
She needs just five boards to catch All-American and Husker Hall of Famer Jordan 
Hooper (2011-14) at No. 3 on Nebraska's career rebound list (1,110) and nine boards to 
match Emily Cady (2012-15) at No. 2 with 1,114.  Janet Smith (1979-82) owns the school 
record with 1,280 rebounds. Markowski (1,627 points, 1,105) and Hooper (2,357 points) 
are the only Huskers in history with 1,600 points and 1,100 career rebounds.

2  Graduate forward/guard Kendall Coley will be presented with the Stone Family 
Scholarship during the first quarter of tonight's game. The scholarship, which is 
presented by Joe and Chris Stone, requires high character and values, along with grit 
and outstanding work ethic. 

3 Nebraska has hit 10 or more three-pointers 45 times in the last 126 games, including 
a school-record 20 threes in a win over South Dakota in Sioux Falls. The Big Red also 
hit 14 threes in a win over Southeastern Louisiana (Nov. 9), 13 in Thursday's win at Iowa, 
12 threes in the win over Kansas City (Nov. 26) and 12 more in a win over Minnesota 
(Dec. 8). Nebraska leads the Big Ten with 8.1 three-pointers made per game this season.

	 • The Huskers have hit at least one three-pointer in 517 straight regular-season games 
dating back to a loss at UTEP on Dec. 20, 2009. Nebraska has hit at least two three-
pointers in 396 consecutive games.
