Alongside Revelle is Associate Head Coach Lori Sippel, Assistant Coaches Diane Miller 
and Olivia Ferrell and Graduate Assistant Allie Light. The trio of Revelle, Sippel and Miller were named the NFCA Midwest 
Region Coaching Staff of the Year in 2013, 2014 and 2022.

CONFERENCE DOMINANCE 
Nebraska has been an annual contender for a conference 
title, winning a total of 20 championships in the 47 seasons 
it has been affiliated with a conference. The Huskers 
won 12 Big Eight titles from 1977 to 1995 and six Big 12 
championships from 1996 to 2011. Nebraska won its first 
Big Ten Conference title in 2014, claiming the regular 
season title. In 2022, the Huskers claimed its first Big Ten 
Tournament title for its second Big Ten Conference title 
since joining the conference.

Seventeen of the 18 teams in the Big Ten have a softball 
team, and 12 of the 17 teams have made the NCAA 
Tournament in the past 10 years when there has been a 
tournament. Despite the league's success and commitment 
to the sport, Nebraska's history stacks up well against its 
peers, as the charts below indicate.

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Head Coach Rhonda Revelle and her staff, charged with building 
upon one of the most storied foundations in collegiate softball, 
have been determined to continue the Nebraska tradition to the 
present day. 

Over the last 29 seasons (1995 to 2024), the Huskers have 
competed in 22 NCAA Tournaments, advancing to the Women's 
College World Series three times and posting eight top-10 finishes 
at the NCAA Tournament. Nebraska has won 64 percent of its 
games since 1995, while capturing eight conference titles and 
finishing the year in the top-25 poll on 15 occasions, including 
eight top-15 rankings. 

The 1998 Huskers also put together the first undefeated season in 
Big 12 history, finishing 16-0 en route to the regular-season title, 
then going 4-0 while winning the Big 12 postseason championship. 
Continuing to show success the Huskers won the first Big Ten 
Tournament title in school history in 2022. Individuals have seen 
success recently, earning 25 All-America awards and 14 academic 
All-America certificates over the last 29 seasons.

NEBRASKA FROM 1995 TO 2024

Nebraska has won 20 conference titles - including the first undefeated 
season in Big 12 history - and made three trips to the Women's College 
World Series since 1998. Most recently, the Huskers claimed their first 
Big Ten Tournament title in 2022. 

THREE DECADES OF DOMINANCE
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Three Huskers helped lead Canada to a fourth-place 
finish at the 2008 Beijing Olympics, the country’s best 
finish. NU Associate Head Coach Lori Sippel (middle) 

was Canada’s head coach, posting a 3-5 record. Former 
Husker Sheena Lawrick (left) was Canada’s starting first 

baseman, while former Husker Robin Mackin (right) 
appeared in two games in the circle for the Canadians.

The success and legacy of the Nebraska softball program are 
not limited to the Cornhusker State or a four-year college career. 
Using the training and tools taught at NU, former players have 
gone on to continue their playing careers on both the professional 
and international levels. A pair of Huskers competed at both the 
2004 Athens Olympics and 2008 Beijing Olympics, the last two 
years softball was an Olympic sport before returning in 2020. Lori 
Sippel, a pitcher for Team Canada in the 1996 Atlanta Olympics, 
also coached the Canadians in Beijing. 

In 2018, former Husker Taylor Edwards made the USA Softball 
Women's National Team. Edwards helped the team win the 
gold medal at the WBSC Women's World Championships, 
which earned them a spot in the 2020 Olympic Games in Tokyo. 
Edwards was an alternate for the 2020 Olympics when the U.S. 
finished second. 

In the professional ranks, Nebraska had more players selected 
for the National Pro Fastpitch league's inaugural All-Star game 
in 2005 than any other collegiate program except UCLA. Tatum 
and Taylor Edwards won back-to-back NPF titles with the Chicago 
Bandits in 2015 and 2016, while Kiki Stokes was one of the 
league's top rookies in 2016 with the Scrap Yard Dawgs. In 2017, 
Stokes, along with Taylor Edwards and MJ Knighten, helped the 
Dawgs to their first NPF title. 

In 2017, former Huskers Taylor Edwards, Kiki Stokes and MJ 
Knighten helped the Scrap Yard Dawgs claim the club's first NPF 
Title. Edwards won her third consecutive title after winning two with 
her sister Tatum and the Chicago Bandits in 2015 and 2016.

The Huskers have ranked in the top 10 nationally in 
attendance five times since Bowlin Stadium opened in 
2002. Nine of the top 10 top attendances in program 
history came in 2024, including all of the top five. 

BOWLIN STADIUM: HOME OF THE HUSKERS
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Bowlin Stadium is part of the 32-acre Haymarket Park 
complex that was built for $29.53 million in 2001. The 
2004 SportsTurf Managers Association University Division 
Field of the Year, Bowlin Stadium opened in 2002. 

The clubhouse and locker room were renovated in 2010 
(below) and a new $4.75 million indoor practice facility 
opened in the fall of 2011 (bottom). A video board was 
added in 2012 and new turf was planted following that 
season. In 2017, a new video board was installed. In 
2023, Bowlin Stadium received a new turf outfield and 
a new outfield fence. The Bowlin Stadium clubhouse 
includes medical facilities, coaches' offices, a locker room 
and players' lounge.

Bowlin Stadium can accommodate over 3,000 fans 
following seating renovations prior to the 2025 season. 
The stadium features nearly 1,000 chairback seats with an  
up-close view of the action, as well as bleacher seating 
on the concourse and berm seating in the outfield. The 
dimensions of the field are 200 feet down both foul lines 
and 220 feet in center. Nebraska is 274-120 all-time at 
Bowlin Stadium.

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Entering her 33rd year at her alma mater in 2024, Rhonda Revelle 
has led the Huskers to over 1,100 victories. Revelle was a three-year 
letterwinner while a student at Nebraska, reaching the first Women’s 
College World Series and was named a 1982 All-Big Eight selection.   
	 Revelle, a native of Eugene, Oregon, was named the head coach 
at Nebraska and 1993 and has gone on to become the winningest 
coach of any sport in Nebraska history with a 1,127-665 record over 
her first 32 seasons (1993-2024).

THE WINNINGEST COACH IN NU HISTORY
Rhonda Revelle has won 1,127 games at Nebraska, more wins than any 

other coach - male or female - in the history of Nebraska Athletics. Revelle 
passed baseball coach John Sanders as Nebraska's all-time wins leader 
with her 768th victory on March 3, 2013. She became Nebraska softball's 
all-time wins leader with her 189th victory on April 11, 1998. 

RANKING HIGHLY AMONG ACTIVE COACHES
Not surprisingly given her Hall-of-Fame status, Revelle compares well 

to her active coaching peers. Revelle ranks sixth among all active Division 
I coaches with 1,127 victories at Nebraska and is one of only 30 coaches 
in NCAA Division I history to record 1,000 career wins. Revelle is also 
one of only six active Division I coaches who has taken her team to 20 
NCAA Tournaments, and her 50 wins in the NCAA Tournament rank eighth 
nationally among active coaches.

She posted top-10 national finishes when Nebraska 
advanced to the Women's College World Series in 1998, 2002 and 2013,

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A HALL-OF-FAME COACH
	 Revelle earned the highest honor a collegiate softball coach can achieve 
in 2010, when she was inducted into the National Fastpitch Coaches 
Association Hall of Fame. Revelle is a member of an elite fraternity, as she 
is one of less than 85 coaches to be enshrined in the NFCA Hall of Fame. 
Revelle is one of seven Hall of Famers who are actively coaching at the 
Division I level in 2025. 

COACH OF THE YEAR IN THREE CONFERENCES
Revelle has been named coach of the year in three conferences during 

her career. Revelle was named Big Eight Coach of the Year in her third 
season at Nebraska in 1995, and she was the Big 12 Coach of the Year in 
both 1998 and 2001. In 2014, Revelle was honored as the Big Ten Coach 
of the Year.

HUSKERS A FIXTURE IN NATIONAL RANKINGS
The NFCA top-25 poll began in 1995 and in its 30-year history, the 

Huskers have been ranked in the final poll 15 times, all under head coach 
Rhonda Revelle. Nebraska was one of only six programs in the country to 
end the season with a national ranking in each of the first 12 years of the 
poll's existence. Revelle has guided Nebraska to 12 top-20 final rankings, 
eight top-15 rankings and three top-10 rankings.

Revelle also led NU to its highest national ranking when the Huskers 
spent three weeks ranked third during the 2003 season. Revelle has also 
guided Nebraska to its only three victories over a No. 1-ranked team.

FROM NEBRASKA TO THE OLYMPICS
Before the 2020 Tokyo Olympics, softball was last included in the 

Olympic Games in 2008. That season, two of Rhonda Revelle's former 
Huskers competed for Team Canada, helping the Canadians to a fourth-
place finish. Revelle was one of only five college coaches to have multiple 
former players compete in the 2008 Olympics. She trailed only Arizona's 
Mike Candrea for the most former players competing in the Beijing 
Olympics. 

Softball returned to the Olympics in 2020 and former Husker All-America 
catcher Taylor Edwards was one of 18 players selected to represent the 
United States at the Olympics. Edwards was one of just two former Big 
Ten players to make the roster. However, the Olympics were postponed 
until 2021 because of the pandemic, and Edwards served as an alternate 
for Team USA.

FAN SUPPORT GROWS FOR NU SOFTBALL
In addition to her coaching duties, Revelle is also committed to growing 

the popularity of Husker softball. She was instrumental in Bowlin Stadium 
being built, and since the facility opened in 2002, the Huskers have ranked 
in the top 10 nationally in attendance five times. 

Nebraska softball's popularity has continued to grow, reaching new 
heights in recent seasons. In 2024, NU hosted nine of its top-10 largest 
crowds, including all of the top five. The Huskers' biggest crowd (2,691)
came on  April 27, 2024, when the Big Red faced off against Northwestern. 
In 2016, Nebraska set a world record for the largest softball tailgate when 
2,302 fans came out to watch the Huskers take on top-ranked Michigan. 

REVELLE PROVIDES LEADERSHIP ON NATIONAL LEVEL
	 Rhonda Revelle's impact is not limited to Nebraska. She has served as 
a visionary leader for the sport and finished her third term as president 
of the National Fastpitch Coaches Association in 2016. Revelle also 
served previous stints as the organization's president from 1999-2002 and 
2005-06. Revelle most recently served as the NFCA All-America Midwest 
Regional Representative.
	 In addition to her coaching duties, Revelle has also been the top 
female administrator for Nebraska Athletics, serving as the Huskers' Senior 
Woman Administrator from 2006 to 2008 before returning her full-time 
focus to coaching.
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1993: REVELLE BEGINS REBUILDING PROJECT
Nebraska won 18 games in Rhonda Revelle's first season, as she laid 
the foundation to return the Husker softball program to the traditional 
success she helped create as a player. Nebraska posted a fifth-place finish 
in the Big Eight Conference led primarily by underclassmen, and Revelle 
produced her first academic All-American.
1994: SETTING THE STAGE FOR A RETURN TO PROMINENCE
The Huskers improved their victory total by three games in 1994, winning 
21 games in Revelle's second season. While the progress was slower than 
Revelle may have hoped, the 1994 season set the stage for a breakthrough 
1995 campaign, and Revelle coached an academic All-American for the 
second straight year.
1995: HUSKERS BACK IN THE NCAA TOURNAMENT
Nebraska’s re-emergence on the national scene began to fully take 
shape in Revelle’s third season, when she was named the 1995 Big Eight 
Conference and NFCA Midwest Region Coach of the Year. The honors 
came after Revelle guided Nebraska to a school-record 43 victories and a 
No. 18 final ranking in the inaugural NFCA top-25 poll. Nebraska advanced 
to the NCAA Tournament for the first time in seven seasons and recorded 
a top-20 national finish. Individually, Tobin Echo-Hawk and Ali Viola, the 
1995 Big Eight Player of the Year, were each named second-team All-
Americans, becoming the first Huskers to earn All-America status in eight 
seasons. They were the first pair of Husker hitters to earn All-America 
honors in the same season.

1996: MAINTAINING THE SUCCESS
Revelle posted another 40-win season in 1996, and the Huskers were the 
runner-up at the inaugural Big 12 Tournament. Nebraska advanced to the 
NCAA Tournament and finished in a tie for 17th for the second year in a 
row. The Huskers also ended the season with a No. 18 national ranking for 
the second straight season. Echo-Hawk and Viola repeated as All-America 
selections, and Revelle also coached her third player to academic All-
America accolades.

1997: RELOADING, NOT REBUILDING
Revelle's first freshman class was instrumental in returning Nebraska to 
national prominence. Following that group's graduation, the 1997 season 
proved Revelle had a formula for sustained success. The Huskers made a 
third straight trip to the NCAA Tournament, posting a top-10 finish for the 
first time in a decade. The strong finish helped Nebraska earn a No. 25 
national ranking and Jennifer Lizama became the third different Husker to 
earn All-America accolades in three seasons.

1998: HUSKERS RETURN TO THE WCWS
In 1998, Nebraska enjoyed its first championship season in a decade. 
NU finished with a 48-12 record in Revelle's sixth season, setting school 
records for wins and win percentage. Revelle picked up Big 12 Conference 
Coach-of-the-Year honors after Nebraska swept through the league with 
a perfect 20-0 record en route to capturing the conference regular-season 
and tournament titles, posting the only undefeated conference season in 
Big 12 history. Included in that run was a 4-1 victory at Baylor on April 
11, which made Revelle the winningest coach in program history (189). 
Nebraska won a home regional to advance to the Women's College World 
Series, where the Huskers finished in a tie for fifth to earn a No. 5 national 
ranking. The Huskers had a school-record three players earn All-America 
recognition while adding another academic All-American. Jenny Voss also 
became the first pitcher in program history to earn first-team All-America 
honors. Ali Viola ended her career with a third All-America award and a 
second Big 12 Player-of-the-Year honor.

1999: NU KEEPS ROLLING AFTER LOSING TALENTED SENIORS
Following the record-breaking 1998 season, Nebraska nearly made another 
run to Oklahoma City in Revelle's seventh season. Despite graduating a 
pair of All-Americans, the Huskers caught fire in the postseason, finishing 
as the runner-up at the Big 12 Tournament before winning four games 
in the NCAA Tournament. The Huskers lost to Arizona State, 4-2, in the 
regional championship game with a trip to the Women's College World 
Series on the line. Nebraska's third consecutive top-10 national finish 
helped the Huskers end the 1999 season with a No. 20 national ranking. 
Jennifer Lizama earned first-team All-America honors, becoming Revelle's 
third first-team All-American.

2000: NEW CENTURY, NEW RECORD WIN TOTAL
Nebraska won a school-record 52 games in Revelle's eighth season. The 
Huskers finished second in the Big 12 - behind eventual national champion 
Oklahoma - before winning the Big 12 Tournament. Making its sixth 
consecutive NCAA Tournament appearance, NU posted a top-10 finish for 
the fourth straight year and was ranked 14th in the final poll. Individually, 
Nebraska had multiple All-Americans for the fourth time in six seasons.

2001: A SECOND STRAIGHT 50-WIN SEASON
In 2001, Nebraska dominated the Big 12 Conference, finishing 16-2 to 
win the regular-season title. The Big 12 Coach of the Year, Revelle led the 
Huskers to a school-record 18 straight victories. Nebraska finished in a tie 

for 17th at the NCAA Tournament and was ranked 14th in the final NFCA 
poll.

2002: HUSKERS HEAD BACK TO OKLAHOMA CITY
The Huskers made it back to the Women's College World Series in 2002. 
Nebraska posted a school-record 23-game winning streak, helping the 
Huskers spend six consecutive weeks ranked fourth in the polls. Nebraska 
then swept through NCAA Regional play to advance to the Women's 
College World Series. The Huskers won one game in Oklahoma City while 
losing a pair of one-run heartbreakers. Nebraska earned a No. 6 final 
ranking and posted a top-10 finish in the NCAA Tournament for the fifth 
time in six seasons. Kim Ogee became the first player under Revelle to 
earn academic and athletic All-America honors in the same season.

2003: HUSKERS CLAIM HIGHEST RANKING EVER
The 2003 season once again saw Nebraska rise to new heights. The 
Huskers opened the season ranked in the preseason top five for the first 
time ever. Revelle's team quickly ascended to the No. 3 spot in the poll, 
spending three consecutive weeks in the highest ranking Nebraska has 
ever achieved. Each of the Huskers' final 13 losses on the season were 
by two runs or less and Nebraska had to settle for a No. 13 final ranking 
following a loss in the NCAA Regional semifinals at Bowlin Stadium. 

2004: NEBRASKA SWEEPS BIG 12 TITLES
In Revelle's 12th season, the 2004 Huskers swept the Big 12 Conference 
regular-season and tournament titles but received a tough draw for the 
NCAA Tournament. Nebraska was unable to get past California in the 
NCAA Regional final, as the Huskers ended their season with a 45-17 
record and a No. 14 ranking, while the Bears went on to finish as the 
national runner-up. Nebraska posted a ninth-place national finish behind 
Peaches James, a second-team All-American and the 2004 Big 12 Player 
of the Year.

2005: NU HOSTS NCAA REGIONAL FOR THIRD STRAIGHT YEAR
Nebraska faced a tough schedule in 2005, but Revelle's team won 36 
games to earn a No. 25 ranking in the final poll. Nebraska was selected to 
host an NCAA Regional for the third straight season, but the Huskers were 
eliminated with a pair of one-run losses after winning their opener. Revelle 
won her 500th game at Nebraska when the Huskers defeated Cal State 
Fullerton, 8-0, on March 19.

2006: NEBRASKA POSTS 44-12 RECORD
Nebraska finished 44-12 in Revelle's 14th season and posted the program's 
fourth-highest winning percentage. The Huskers finished second in the 
Big 12 and advanced to another NCAA Regional final, posting a top-20 
national finish for the 11th time in 12 seasons. NU ended the season ranked 
14th, the final year of its run as one of only six programs nationally to be 
ranked in every final NFCA poll during the poll's first 12 years in existence. 
While Nebraska did not produce an All-American in 2006, the Huskers had 
multiple academic All-Americans for the first time under Revelle.

2007: HUSKERS MAKE 13TH STRAIGHT NCAA TOURNAMENT
The 2007 Huskers featured one of the top pitching staffs in school history, 
as Nebraska finished ninth nationally in ERA. NU finished with 37 wins and 
was selected to host a fourth NCAA Regional at Bowlin Stadium in five 
seasons. Despite a solid season, Nebraska finished the year unranked, 
snapping a streak of 12 consecutive seasons with a final national ranking. 

2008: YOUNG HUSKERS OVERCOME CHALLENGES TO FINISH 
STRONG
Revelle faced arguably her toughest challenge in her 16th season. The 
2008 Huskers were without a single senior and ace Molly Hill - the 2007 
Big 12 ERA champion - missed more than a month due to injury. NU was 
also without pitching coach Lori Sippel for most of the year, as Sippel was 
preparing Team Canada for the 2008 Olympics. The challenges were too 
many for NU to overcome, as Nebraska posted its first losing season since 
1994, but the Huskers did make a run to the championship game of the 
Big 12 Tournament, while Hill finished the year strong to earn academic 
All-America accolades.

2009: NU WINS 35 GAMES, RETURNS TO POSTSEASON
The Huskers made it back to the postseason in 2009, totaling 35 wins and 
earning a trip to the Knoxville (Tenn.) Regional. Nebraska posted a 10-
game improvement in the win column from 2008 to 2009. Revelle picked 
up her 650th win at Nebraska in the Huskers' win over regional champion 
Jacksonville State in the NCAA Tournament opener. Individually, Molly Hill 
was named a first-team academic All-American.

2010: HUSKERS POST 14TH 30-WIN SEASON UNDER REVELLE
Nebraska added an academic All-American for the third straight season in 
2010, when Robin Mackin was a second-team selection. The Huskers also 
had a program-record five players selected to the academic all-district first 
or second team, while producing three all-region selections on the field. As 
a team, Nebraska produced a 30-win season and qualified for the NCAA 
Tournament. NU made the NCAA Tournament with a roster that featured 
11 first- or second-year players.

REVELLE'S SEASON HIGHLIGHTS
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2011: HUSKERS RETURN TO NATIONAL RANKINGS
Revelle challenged her team to put Nebraska softball back on the national 
map in 2011, and her team accomplished just that. NU posted the best 
start in school history and finished with a 41-14 record, winning 40 games 
and advancing to an NCAA Regional final for the first time in five seasons. 
Along the way, Nebraska rose to 11th in the polls while defeating No. 1 
Florida to give the program its first-ever victory over a No. 1 team. Taylor 
Edwards earned third-team All-America honors as a freshman. She was 
the nation's only freshman position player named to an All-America team, 
while she also became the first Nebraska catcher to earn All-America 
accolades. A pair of Huskers were academic All-America honorees.

2012: NEBRASKA MOVES TO BIG TEN CONFERENCE
In 2012, Revelle guided Nebraska to a third-place finish in its first year 
as a member of the Big Ten Conference. Although the Huskers' 33-22 
record wasn't enough to get them into the NCAA Tournament, 10 of the 
Huskers' 13 non-conference losses came against teams that made the 
NCAA Tournament, including four losses to teams that won an NCAA 
Regional. Nebraska picked up six wins over postseason teams in 2012, 
including a three-game sweep over NCAA Regional finalist Northwestern 
in the Huskers' first-ever Big Ten Conference series. Nebraska finished with 
a 15-1 record at Bowlin Stadium.

2013: WORLD SERIES BERTH, COACHING RECORD
In 2013, leading a group that featured seven freshmen among its 16 
players and only one pitcher with collegiate experience, Revelle helped 
Nebraska go from unranked in the preseason polls to a No. 8 final 
ranking, the program's first NCAA Super Regional appearance and a trip 
to the Women's College World Series. Nebraska finished 45-16, tying 
for the fifth-most victories in school history, including a 1-0 win at No. 1 
Oklahoma. One day after the Oklahoma victory, Revelle led Nebraska to 
a doubleheader sweep at Oklahoma State, when she became Nebraska's 
all-time wins leader across all sports. NU earned the No. 14 seed for the 
NCAA Tournament, and the Huskers swept through their home regional. 
Nebraska then went 2-1 in a best-of-three Super Regional series at No. 3 
Oregon. In Oklahoma City, the Huskers lost a pair of one-run, extra-inning 
games, finishing in seventh place. Tatum Edwards was named a second-
team All-American in 2013.

2014: REVELLE WINS FIRST BIG TEN TITLE
In 2014, Revelle was named the Big Ten Coach of the Year. NU won 44 
games and captured its first Big Ten championship while winning an NCAA 
Regional title for the second straight year. The Huskers won four games in 
less than 24 hours to win the NCAA Columbia (Mo.) Regional. NU's season 
ended with a pair of one-run losses at No. 2 Alabama in Super Regional 
play. With the fewest upperclassmen of any NCAA Tournament, Nebraska 
posted a second straight top-10 national finish. Lone seniors Tatum (third 
team) and Taylor (first team) Edwards both earned All-America accolades.

2015: HUSKERS SURGE TO POSTSEASON WITH STRONG FINISH
In 2015, Revelle guided a roster that featured eight newcomers to the 
NCAA Tournament. NU struggled early but won 15 of its final 20 games to 
finish with 35 victories. The Huskers made it to the championship game of 
the Big Ten Tournament, falling to eventual national runner-up Michigan. 
Nebraska won one game in the NCAA Tournament before suffering a 
one-run, 10-inning loss at No. 5 LSU, which went on to finish third at the 
Women's College World Series. Individually, Kiki Stokes was named a 
third-team All-American.

2016: NU ADVANCES TO ANOTHER NCAA REGIONAL FINAL
Nebraska advanced to an NCAA Regional Final for the third time in four 
seasons in 2016, earning a top-20 national finish while posting a 35-21 
record. Led by first-team All-American MJ Knighten and third-team All-
American Kiki Stokes, Nebraska knocked off three top-10 teams in 2016, 
including a 1-0 victory over No. 1 Michigan that marked the program's 
third win over a No. 1 team - all during Revelle's tenure. Off the field, 
Nebraska became the first softball program in NCAA history to total 30 
CoSIDA Academic All-Americans when Mattie Fowler was named to the 
first team. The Huskers also set a season attendance record in 2016, 
averaging 1,006 fans per game at Bowlin Stadium.

2017: YOUNG HUSKERS MAKE PROGRESS
With a returning roster that featured fewer career returning at bats and 
innings pitched than the Huskers lost to graduation, one of Revelle's 
least experienced teams also had the challenge of facing one of the 
toughest schedules in school history. NU played 24 of its 54 games 
against opponents who earned a top-25 ranking, including each of its first 
11 games. Although Nebraska was never able to fully overcome a slow 
start against top competition, the Huskers had four three-game sweeps 
in Big Ten Conference play to post the program's sixth consecutive top-
five conference finish. Highlighting the success in league play was a three-
game sweep at No. 22 Wisconsin, which marked the first three-game 
sweep of a ranked conference opponent in Nebraska softball history.

2018: NU SEES IMPROVEMENTS, REVELLE REACHES MILESTONE
The 2018 Nebraska softball team featured many new faces and almost a 
completely new infield. However, the Huskers still finished 31-23, winning 
seven more games than the previous season. NU went 10-5 in its first 
three tournaments, which included wins over No. 19 BYU, No. 15 Utah and 
No. 6 Texas A&M. Nebraska finished conference play with a 9-13 record 
and earned a spot in the Big Ten Tournament for the sixth straight year. 
Individually, Kaylan Jablonski, Tristen Edwards and Alyvia Simmons emerged 
as elite players and earned all-conference honors. Jablonski and Simmons 

also earned all-region accolades. Jablonski also became the first player in 
NCAA history to hit three home runs in a game and also be the winning 
pitcher in that game. Revelle coached her 1,500th career game and picked 
up her 950th win at Nebraska in 2018.

2019: YOUNG PLAYERS STEP UP, HUSKERS GROW AS A TEAM
The 2019 season was one of growth for Nebraska softball. The Huskers 
welcomed eight newcomcers to the squad, including seven freshmen. As 
a young team, Nebraska relied heavily on the new class, but they stepped 
up and gained a lot of immediate experience. Freshmen Courtney 
Wallace and Lindsey Walljasper pitched and hit for the Huskers and were 
Nebraska's two primary pitchers. The pair, along with classmate Peyton 
Glatter, emerged as powerful hitters for Nebraska and helped the Husker 
offense. Junior Tristen Edwards was explosive at the plate, setting several 
school records. Edwards earned all-conference and all-region honors. 
Senior catcher Bri Cassidy also earned all-region honors, while fellow 
senior Alyiva Simmons was an all-conference outfielder for Nebraska.

2020: SEASON CUT SHORT DUE TO COVID-19
The 2020 season was cut short due to the pandemic. Nebraska played 
just 23 games before the season ended. On Feb. 8, Head Coach Rhonda 
Revelle picked up her 1,000th career win as a head coach.

2021: REVELLE PICKS UP 1,000 WINS AT NEBRASKA
Coach Revelle picked up her 1,000th win at Nebraska during the 2021 
season, the first coach, male or female, to do so for the Huskers. NU 
finished .500 on the season after playing a conference-only schedule in 
accordance with the Big Ten's pandemic protocols. The Huskers played 44 
conference games, the most in school history.

2022: HUSKERS CLAIM BIG TEN TOURNAMENT TITLE 
The 2022 season was highlighted by the Huskers clinching their first Big 
Ten Tournament title. The conference title gave NU an automatic bid to 
the NCAA Tournament. Cam Ybarra earned third-team All-America honors 
while Courtney Wallace received the Rawlings/NFCA Gold Glove Award.

2023: NEBRASKA MAKES NCAA REGIONAL FINAL
Nebraska returned to the NCAA Tournament in 2023 and won two games 
to make an NCAA Regional Final for the first time since 2016. The Huskers 
posted a top-20 national finish and received votes in the final top-25 poll.

2024: BILLIE ANDREWS EARNS ALL-AMERICA, ACADEMIC ALL-
AMERICA HONORS
Billie Andrews was named a NFCA Third-Team All-American and a CSC 
Academic All-American in 2024, the first Husker to earn both awards in the 
same year since Kim Ogee in 2002. Revelle also led NU to a 30-win season, 
despite season-ending injuries to 25 percent of its roster, including its top 
two pitchers.

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One of the best pitchers in NCAA history is also one of the sport’s best 
pitching coaches. Lori Sippel is in her 36th year as a coach with the Nebraska 
softball program entering 2025. Sippel has been a part of 1,354 of Nebraska’s 
1,608 all-time victories as either a player or a coach.  

 Sippel started as an assistant coach in 1990 and was elevated to associate 
head coach in 2003. Sippel has helped Nebraska set nearly every pitching 
record, while her pitchers have often played the leading role in the Huskers 
22 NCAA Tournament appearances in the last 30 years. Sippel also coaches 
the outfielders. Sippel has been a part of 16 conference championships and 
five Women’s College World Series teams as either a player or a coach. 

 Sippel started in the circle from 1985-88 and was a two-time All-American 
for Nebraska. The first Husker to have her jersey retired, Sippel was a member 
of the inaugural Nebraska Athletics Hall of Fame class. She was also named 
the 1988 Softball Academic All-American of the Year.

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Heading into her 17th season in 2025, Diane Miller helped the Huskers 
turn into one of the most dangerous offenses in the NCAA over her first 
16 years at NU. 

 After orchestrating an offensive revival at Colorado State, which included 
setting 44 conference records and 14 school records for the Rams, Miller 
has produced an encore performance in Lincoln. Nebraska’s offense has 
exploded under Miller’s watch, as the Huskers have set more than 40 school 
records in her first 16 seasons.

Miller, who heads the offense and oversees the catchers, has helped 
Nebraska to a pair of NCAA Regional titles, a trip to the Women’s College 
World Series and two Big Ten titles.

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Olivia Ferrell was named a full-time assistant coach in July of 2023 after 
serving as a graduate manager for the Huskers during the 2023 season. In 
her first season on the coaching staff, Ferrell helped Nebraska advance to 
an NCAA Regional Final.

Ferrell joined the coaching staff immediately following her playing career 
for the Huskers from 2018 to 2022. Ferrell pitched in 131 games over five 
seasons, compiling a 44-39 record with six saves, a 3.42 ERA and 404 
strikeouts in 524.0 innings. At the conclusion of her career, Ferrell ranked 
ninth in Nebraska history in career strikeouts.

As a senior in 2022, Ferrell helped Nebraska to the first Big Ten Tournament 
title in program history as a member of the Big Ten All-Tournament team. She 
also earned second-team All-Big Ten and second-team all-region accolades 
as a senior. Ferrell posted a 20-7 record with two saves in 2022, finishing 
with a 2.00 ERA and 163 strikeouts in 171.2 innings over 36 appearances 
and 24 starts.

Ferrell won nine games and recorded two saves as a junior 2021 with a 
3.39 ERA. In the Covid-shortened 2020 season, Ferrell earned three wins. 
As a sophomore in 2019, Ferrell also won three games. She made an instant 
impact as a freshman in 2018, finishing with a 9-8 record and two saves in 
31 appearances.

Ferrell also hit for the Huskers, posting a .227 career batting average with 
39 hits, nine doubles and six home runs in 172 at bats. 

An Omaha native and Elkhorn South High School graduate, Ferrell 
received her bachelor's degree in psychology in 2021 and her masters 
degree in education administration in 2023. In the classroom, Ferrell was a 
four-time Academic All-Big Ten selection at Nebraska and a three-time Big 
Ten Distinguished Scholar.

Troy Dannen, a leading voice in collegiate athletics with extensive 
experience as an athletic director and deep ties to the Midwest, was hired 
on March 20, 2024, and has hit the ground running in Lincoln.

Nebraska Athletics enjoyed success during Dannen’s first championship 
season, as the Husker baseball program won its first Big Ten Tournament 

title and reached the 40-
win plateau for the first time 
since 2014 while the Husker 
track teams put together 
impressive showings. The 
Husker men won the Big Ten 
Outdoor title and earned their 
best NCAA Championship 
finish since 2016 with a 13th-
place finish, while the Husker 
women posted their second 
straight top-10 NCAA finish 
and placed ninth at the 
national meet. Nebraska 
finished 22nd in the final 
2023-24 Learfield Director’s 
Cup, the program’s highest 
finish since 2010. 

Dannen has been a leader 
in charting the course for 
a new era of collegiate 
athletics, serving from 2021 

to 2023 as a member of the NCAA 
Constitution Committee and the Division I Transformation Committee. 
Dannen also previously served as the chair of the NCAA Football 
Competition Committee and was an Executive Committee member of 
the Football Oversight Committee. In total, Dannen has served on seven 
NCAA committees. 

In 2022, Dannen was a finalist for Sports Business Journal’s Athletic 
Director of the Year award, and he received the Distinguished American 
Award from the Sugar Bowl Chapter of the National Football Foundation.

Dannen came to Lincoln after serving as Director of Athletics at the 
University of Washington. He helped guide the Huskies’ transition to the 
Big Ten Conference and oversaw a football program that reached the 
College Football Playoff National Championship Game in January of 2024. 

He arrived at Washington in the fall of 2023 after serving as Director 
of Athletics at Tulane University since 2015. While at Tulane, Green Wave 
student-athletes earned 49 All-America honors, a national championship, 

21 conference championships and 41 postseason appearances.
In 2022-23, Tulane football won its first American Athletic Conference 

football championship and won the Cotton Bowl over USC, which was 
ranked ninth in the nation at that time. The men’s basketball program won 
20 regular-season games for the first time in two decades. Additionally, 
men’s tennis advanced to its sixth NCAA Tournament in seven years, both 
bowling and beach volleyball finished ranked in the top 20, and baseball 
won the conference championship.

Tulane’s football program participated in an unprecedented three 
consecutive bowl games from 2018 to 2020, winning back-to-back bowl 
games for the first time in 128 years of football at the University.

In the classroom, Tulane student-athletes excelled at a high-level. At 
the end of the 2022-23 academic year, over 68 percent of Green Wave 
student-athletes earned a 3.0 GPA or better, with a 93 percent Graduation 
Success Rate and a record-setting department Academic Progress Report 
of 992, with seven teams earning a perfect 1000 APR score.

Dannen spearheaded fundraising efforts and numerous capital projects 
at Tulane. He helped secure the largest unrestricted gift in Tulane Athletics 
history, an endowment gift that funded the operation of a new sport (sailing), 
and a $10 million lead gift for capital renovations, which was the second-
largest gift in department history. In addition, marketing and licensing 
revenue grew four-fold, and in 2022-23, Tulane football, basketball and 
volleyball set ticket sales and revenue records. Under Dannen’s leadership, 
the Green Wave Club Annual Fund grew by 40 percent in terms of donors, 
and 45 percent in terms of dollars.

Increases in fundraising and major gift donors positively impacted 
capital project development and completion. A $13 million renovation to 
the Reilly Natatorium, home of the swimming and diving program, as well 
as $8 million in renovations to locker rooms and the sports medicine area 
inside the Wilson Center were completed in 2023. Dannen also oversaw 
construction of a new dining facility, weight room, basketball and volleyball 
locker rooms. Tulane also completed a $2.4 million academic center 
renovation and a $5 million television and digital production center.

Dannen came to Tulane after serving eight years as the Director of 
Athletics at the University of Northern Iowa (UNI) from 2008 to 2015. 
During his tenure, the Panthers enjoyed success at both the conference 
and national levels, highlighted by an NCAA Sweet 16 appearance in 
2010 by the UNI men’s basketball team. During his eight-year tenure, UNI 
was recognized with 39 All-Americans, 13 Coaches of the Year and nine 
Missouri Valley Conference (MVC) Players of the Year. UNI football, men’s 
basketball, women’s basketball, volleyball and softball combined to reach 
15 NCAA tournaments and 20 postseason berths during that stretch. For 
his efforts, Dannen was recognized as NACDA’s FCS Athletic Director of 
the Year in 2014.

Prior to his time at UNI, Dannen served as the Iowa Girls High School 
Athletic Union’s Executive Director for seven years, overseeing 400 high 
schools and 10 sports.

Dannen grew up on a farm just outside Marshalltown, Iowa, and 
graduated from UNI in 1989 with a degree in communications. He is 
married to Amy, and has four children: Elle, Emily, Holly and William.

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Dr. Rodney D. Bennett began his work as the 21st chancellor of the 
University of Nebraska–Lincoln, Nebraska’s flagship, Big Ten research insti-
tution on July 1, 2023. He is a 30-year veteran of higher education with a 
track record of growing research, increasing student success and building 
impactful partnerships.

In his first year as Chancellor, 
the University experienced rising 
retention and graduation rates, 
demonstrated positive signs 
related to enrollment, and ex-
panded its research and creative 
activity efforts.

• In Fall 2023, almost 4,700 
first-time freshmen enrolled at 
UNL—an increase of 1.3 percent 
from 2022. 75.4 percent of those 
first-time freshmen are from 
Nebraska.

• Spring 2024 overall enroll-
ment reversed a trend of five 
straight years of spring enrollment 
declines.

• Over the last five years, UNL 
retention from first to second year 
has increased 2.3 percentage 
points and four-year graduation 
rate has increased more than 8.5 
percentage points.

• In 2023, the university’s total 
research expenditures grew to 
$366 million, a 37 percent in-
crease over the past decade. UNL 
has also experienced tremendous 

growth in externally sponsored federal funding, increasing to a record $163 
million in 2023.

Chancellor Bennett came to Nebraska after nine years of successful leader-
ship at the University of Southern Mississippi. During his tenure as president, 
USM was reclassified from a Carnegie R2 to an R1 university, signaling growth 
in research prestige and funding. Dr. Bennett also invested in programs to 
support student recruitment, retention and outcomes, including for the 30 
percent of USM students who were first-generation. His efforts led to an 
improvement in the university’s six-year graduation rate.

Prior to his role at the University of Southern Mississippi, Dr. Bennett 
served at the University of Georgia for more than a decade. He was the senior 
administrator for student programs and services for Georgia’s 34,000-plus 
students; oversaw $150 million in capital projects; and made key staff and 
programmatic investments in extracurriculars, mental health programs and 
other areas to better support students.

Dr. Bennett has also been the dean of students at Winthrop University 
in Rock Hill, South Carolina, and associate dean of student life at Middle 
Tennessee State University.

Chancellor Bennett values community leadership and service. He has 
served on numerous boards, including the Mississippi Aquarium, Northeast 
Georgia Girl Scouts of America, Catholic Health East (Philadelphia), and St. 
Mary’s Health Care System in Athens, Georgia. He is a member of Kappa 
Alpha Psi fraternity and Past Sire Archon for Sigma Pi Phi fraternity, The Boulé.

Dr. Bennett earned a bachelor’s degree in mass communication, a master’s 
degree in educational administration, and an education specialist degree 
from Middle Tennessee State. He earned his Doctor of Education degree 
from Tennessee State University.

He and his wife, Temple, are the parents of two adult daughters, Colby 
and Logan.

Scott M. Fuess Jr. is in his fifth year as Nebraska’s Faculty Athletics 
Representative, having started on July 1, 2020. 

As faculty athletics representative, Fuess serves as a liaison between the 
Office of the Chancellor and Athletic Department. He also serves on the 
Athletic Department’s Executive Staff. His areas of focus in the role include 
the welfare of student-athletes, NCAA and Big Ten Conference compliance, 
maintaining the positive relationship between athletics and faculty, developing 
and responding to NCAA legislative proposals and representing the university 
at related NCAA and Big Ten Conference meetings. This past year he was 
appointed to a four-year term on the NCAA DI Committee on Academics.

The half-time position - which was restructured to an expected term of 
five years - reports directly to the University of Nebraska System President 
and consults with Director of Athletics Troy Dannen. He splits time between 
faculty representative duties and academic responsibilities.

Fuess, the Steinhart Distinguished Professor of Business and former 
chair of the College of Business’ economics department, has worked at the 
University of Nebraska-Lincoln since 1986. He serves on the Faculty Senate’s 
Intercollegiate Athletics Committee, having chaired the committee for 2018-
19 and a sub-committee in 2017-18.  He also has served on numerous Big 
Ten Conference committees, including the Sports Management Committee, 
the Compliance and Reinstatement Committee and the Legislative Review 
Committee. From 2022 to 2024, he served as Chair of the B1G Compliance 
and Reinstatement Committee.

Fuess earned a bachelor’s degree from the University of Delaware, as 
well as master’s and doctoral degrees from Purdue University.  His research 
interests are labor economics, the economics of collegiate sports, and the 
economy of Japan.  He has earned numerous “Distinguished Teaching” 
awards.  In 2016 he received the UNL College of Business “Distinguished 
Service” award.

UNIVERSITY BOARD OF REGENTS

Jeffrey P. Gold, M.D., became the 
ninth president of the University of 
Nebraska System on July 1, 2024, 
following a national search by the 
Board of Regents.

As president, Gold leads a four-
campus university system that enrolls 
nearly 50,000 students and employs 
16,000 faculty and staff on campuses 
in Lincoln, Omaha and Kearney, plus 
academic divisions and research and 
extension centers across the state. 
He serves as chief spokesman and 
chief executive officer for the system, 
which operates on a $3 billion annual 

budget and includes a flagship Big Ten institution, a world-renowned academic 
health sciences center, Division I athletics programs, and preeminent institutes 
focused on water and agriculture, national security and defense, infectious 
disease and early childhood education.

He is a nationally recognized higher education and health care leader and 
advocate. He was the chancellor of the University of Nebraska Medical Center 
(UNMC) and board chair for the Nebraska Medicine Health System from 2014 
to 2024. As UNMC’s chief operating officer, Dr. Gold was responsible for all 
aspects of campus leadership, program quality and operation—including 7 
colleges, 37 institutes and centers, 5,429 faculty and staff and 4,700 health 
professions students.

In July 2021, Dr. Gold was named the Provost and Executive Vice President of 
the University of Nebraska System in addition to his ongoing UNMC/Nebraska 
Medicine responsibilities. In this role, he served as the chief academic officer 
of the University of Nebraska System and liaison to the Board of Regents for 
academic affairs. From May 2017 through June 2021, Dr. Gold served as the 
chancellor of the University of Nebraska at Omaha, the state’s only public 
metropolitan university—a role he held concurrently with being UNMC’s 
chancellor.

He holds tenured faculty appointments in UNMC’s College of Medicine 
and in the College of Public Health, where his research interests in health 
care policy, population health and epidemiology are concentrated. He has 
authored over 200 peer-reviewed manuscripts, 350 national presentations, 
40 books and chapters and engaged in over 300 invited professorships and 
keynote presentations.

Dr. Gold is a first-generation student; he graduated from the Cornell University 
College of Engineering with a bachelor’s degree in Theoretical and Applied 
Mechanics. He earned his M.D. from the Weill Cornell College of Medicine 
and completed his general surgery residency at The New York–Presbyterian 
Hospital and Memorial Sloan Kettering Cancer Center. He completed his 
cardiothoracic surgical fellowship training at the Brigham and Women’s Hospital 
in Boston, with additional training in pediatric cardiac surgery at the Boston 
Children’s Hospital, both of the Harvard Medical School.

He has been certified by the American Board of Surgery and by the American 
Board of Thoracic Surgery, specializing in adult and pediatric cardiac surgery. 
Dr. Gold is licensed in Nebraska, Ohio, New York and New Jersey.

Dr. Gold leads several key economic development boards for the State and 
the University System, including the Greater Omaha Chamber, University Tech 
Development Corp, the University Tech Transfer Corp, and UNeTech Corp.

His national leadership roles have included more than 50 national professional 
committees and more than 100 national organizations, volunteer boards, 
government and public health councils. He has worked extensively with 
national- and state-level elected and appointed governing and administrative 
bodies as an advisor and trusted resource in the areas of higher education, 
research and clinical care.

Dr. Gold has been married for more than forty years to a medical school 
classmate. He has two adult children and two grandchildren.

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The Nebraska softball team put together a solid year in 2024, finishing 30-23 
despite fighting the injury bug all season. The Huskers were one win short 
of the Big Ten Championship game, but defeated Minnesota in a 11-2 run-
rule victory in the quarterfinals.

The Big Red earned numerous individual awards, along with racking up 
academic accolades.

HUSKERS POST THIRD STRAIGHT 30-WIN SEASON
The Big Red reached the 30-win mark for the third straight season in 2024, 
registering a record of 30-23. Nebraska hit .296 over the course of the season 
and recorded 311 runs, 441 hits and 61 home runs. 

Nationally, the Huskers ranked fifth in doubles per game with 1.68 and fifth 
in double plays per game with 0.57. They were also 12th with 89 doubles.

NU’s 441 hits ranked third in the Big Ten Conference, while its 289 RBIs 
was fourth. Billie Andrews was third in the Big Ten with 18 home runs and 
55 runs scored.

ANDREWS EARNS TWO ALL-AMERICA AWARDS
Billie Andrews was recognized as a third-team NFCA All-American, the 
second NFCA All-America honor of her career. In 2024, she hit .383 and 
accumulated 55 runs, 67 hits, 45 RBIs and 18 home runs across 175 at-bats. 
Andrews started at shortstop in all 49 games that she played. Her 18 home 
runs and 135 total bases ranked in the top 25 nationally.

Andrews was also named a CSC Academic All-American, NU’s first since 
Mattie Fowler in 2016. Andrews was the first Husker to earn All-America 
honors on the field and in the classroom in the same year since Kim Ogee 
in 2002.

THREE HUSKERS GIVEN ALL-REGION RECOGNITION
Billie Andrews, Sydney Gray and Ava Bredwell all earned NFCA All-Region 
recognition in 2024. Andrews garnered first-team honors and finished 
her career as a three-time All-Region selection. Gray was named to the 
second-team, earning all-region accolades for the second time.

Bredwell garnered third-team recognition after batting .329 with 14 
doubles, eight home runs and 29 RBIs in 2024. She led the Huskers in 
doubles, triples (3), walks (22) and hit-by-pitches (10) and was second in 
hits (48), extra-base hits (25), slugging percentage (.630) and on-base 
percentage (.447).

THREE HUSKERS NAMED TO ALL-BIG TEN TEAMS
Billie Andrews was a first-team All-Big Ten honoree, while Sydney Gray 
earned second-team accolades and Samantha Bland was named to the 
All-Freshman team. 

Andrews was selected as an All-Big Ten performer for the fourth straight 
season. She became just the eighth Husker to be a four-time all-conference 
selection and joined MJ Knighten as the only players in program history to 
be a four-time All-Big Ten honoree. Gray hit .288 during the regular season 
with 11 doubles, 12 home runs and a team-high 40 RBIs.

Bland hit .290 in the regular season with 47 hits, 14 doubles, six homers 
and 36 RBIs in 50 games. She tied for the team lead in doubles and ranked 
second in RBIs. Bland not only produced at the plate, but she was a versatile 
player for the Big Red, starting games in left field, center field, second base 
and shortstop.

HUSKERS EARN ACADEMIC HONORS
The Huskers had an impressive academic year, as 17 athletes were named 
to the Academic All-Big Ten team and 11 were honored as Big Ten 
Distinguished Scholars. Both of those marks led the conference and set 
a school record. Brooke Andrews, Sydney Gray, Caitlynn Neal and Abbie 
Squier all posted 4.0 GPAs. 

Additionally, Nebraska softball had 25 players on the Nebraska Scholar-
Athlete Honor Roll in the fall and 23 in the spring.

1982 (5th PLACE) 
The 1982 season marked softball’s first year as an NCAA sport 
and the inaugural Women’s College World Series was held at 
Seymour Smith Field in Omaha. A field of 16 teams competed 
in regional play, with the eight winners advancing to the World 
Series. Head Coach Nancy Plantz made sure the hometown 
Huskers would be a part of the inaugural event, as she guided 
her team to a 33-14 record and Nebraska’s first-ever Big Eight 
championship. After taking 2-of-3 games from Missouri in the 
Mideast Regional, NU finished 1-2 in Omaha to tie for fifth place.

1985 (VACATED) 
In 1985, Nebraska advanced to the Women’s College World 
Series title game before finishing runner-up to UCLA. The 
Huskers breezed to the title game behind the arm of Lori 
Sippel, as Nebraska outscored its first three opponents 13-
1. In the championship game, 3,180 fans watched as Janet 
Pinneau recorded a walk-off RBI single in the bottom of the 
ninth inning to give UCLA the title. In the World Series opener, 
Sippel tossed the fourth no-hitter in World Series history against 
Louisiana Tech. Despite her no-hitter, Sippel did not earn a spot 
on the all-tournament team, but the Huskers had four players 
who did, including Ginger Cannon who had a tournament-
best five RBIs. In the regular season, Nebraska finished 38-11 
and won its second straight Big Eight championship. NU’s 
appearance in the 1985 postseason was later vacated by the 
NCAA Committee on Infractions.

1984 (3RD PLACE) 
After missing the 1983 event, the Huskers finished in a third-place tie 
at the 1984 Women’s College World Series. Wayne Daigle guided 
Nebraska to a 39-13 record and a Big Eight championship, setting a 
school record for victories that would stand until 1987. The Huskers’ 
path to Omaha was not easy, as NU needed 18 and 14 innings to post 
one-run victories over conference foe Oklahoma State in the Mideast 
Regional. At the World Series, NU posted a 2-2 record. The Husker 
offense posted a World Series-high .248 average, but Nebraska’s 
1.22 ERA was nearly one run higher than the ERA of any of the other 
seven teams. Denice Feldhaus, Ann Schroeder and Peg Richardson 
were named to the all-tournament team as Richardson (.500) and 
Schroeder (.455) were the top two hitters at the World Series.

1987 (3RD PLACE) 
In the event’s final appearance in Omaha, Ron Wolforth led 
his first Husker team to the Women’s College World Series in 
1987. Led by second-team All-Americans Lori Sippel and Lori 
Richins, the 1987 Nebraska Cornhuskers were the first team in 
school history to win 40 games in a season, as their 41 victories 
stood as the school record until 1995. In the postseason, NU 
defeated familiar foe Fresno State in finishing in a tie for third 
place at the World Series. Sippel finished with a 0.50 ERA at 
the World Series, earning a spot on the all-tournament team. 

WOMEN’S COLLEGE WORLD SERIES TEAMS
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1998 (5th place) 
Head Coach Rhonda Revelle, who was a starter on NU’s 1982 
inaugural Women’s College World Series team, returned 
her alma mater to the championship event in 1998, the final 
season that featured a 32-team field. The Huskers established a 
school-record .800 winning percentage, finishing with a 48-12 
record. NU swept both the regular season and postseason Big 
12 titles, finishing a perfect 20-0, including the only undefeated 
regular season in conference history. Led by three first- or 
second-team All-Americans, Nebraska tied for fifth place at 
the World Series in Oklahoma City. A potent Husker offense 
hit just .086 in the event, but Ali Viola slugged a home run in 
her final career at bat, marking Nebraska’s second home run 
in 25 all-time World Series games.

2013 (7th place) 
The 2013 Huskers, who began the year unranked, made 
history by becoming Nebraska’s first team to advance to the 
WCWS out of a 64-team field. Following a successful regular 
season, NU earned the No. 14 national seed and was selected 
to host an NCAA Regional. The Huskers swept through the 
NCAA Lincoln Regional, outscoring their opponents 21-6 to 
advance to the first NCAA Super Regional in school history. The 
Huskers then went 2-1 at No. 3 Oregon in Head Coach Rhonda 
Revelle’s hometown to punch their ticket to Oklahoma City. At 
the World Series, Nebraska suffered a pair of heartbreaking 
one-run, extra-inning losses to Washington and Florida. The 
Huskers’ classic with the Gators went 15 innings after Nebraska 
rallied from a three-run deficit in the bottom of the seventh.

1988 (5TH PLACE) 
The NCAA Tournament field expanded to 20 teams in 1988, 
but that did not stop the Nebraska Cornhuskers from advancing 
to the program’s second consecutive Women’s College World 
Series, and NU’s fifth appearance in the first seven years of the 
event. The Huskers captured their fifth consecutive Big Eight 
championship during the regular season and traveled outside 
of Nebraska for the World Series, which was contested in 
Sunnyvale, Calif. Nebraska posted a 1-2 showing in Sunnyvale, 
finishing in a tie for fifth place. Lori Sippel posted an individual 
best 0.00 ERA to lead Nebraska to a World Series-low 0.30 
team ERA. Despite the strong pitching performances, outfielder 
Margie Ogrodowicz was the Huskers’ lone all-tournament 
selection.

2002 (5th place) 
Nebraska advanced to the Women’s College World Series out of 
a 48-team field for the first time in 2002. The 2002 Cornhuskers 
are also the only one of NU’s seven World Series teams to 
advance to the event by winning a regional away from Lincoln. 
In the regular season, Nebraska posted its third straight 50-win 
season, finishing with a 50-14 record. The Huskers breezed 
through the Iowa City Regional, before losing two tough one-
run games in Oklahoma City. Seventh-seeded Nebraska fell 
to No. 2 Arizona in the opener, before defeating sixth-seeded 
Michigan. The Huskers were then eliminated by No. 8 Florida 
State. In a pitching dominated event, Nebraska’s .191 average 
ranked third, while the Huskers‘ 1.40 ERA ranked sixth.

WOMEN’S COLLEGE WORLD SERIES TEAMS
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Lori Sippel was the first Husker pitcher to be named an All-American, 
earning second-team honors as a junior and senior. As a senior in 1987, 
Sippel went 20-3 with a 0.38 ERA and six saves to lead Nebraska to 
a WCWS semifinal appearance. In 1986, Sippel set a school record 
with a 0.37 ERA, allowing only seven earned runs in 133.0 innings. 
Sippel's greatest achievement might have been when she was named 
the 1988 Academic All-American of the Year, given to her based 
on both scholastic and athletic ability. In her career, Sippel racked 
up 73 victories, 695.1 innings pitched, a 0.54 earned-run average, 
838 strikeouts, 39 shutouts, 80 complete games, 16 saves and 10 
no-hitters, which all stood atop the Husker career charts until 2000.

Nebraska’s first All-American and multi-time All-American, Denise 
Day held nearly every offensive record following her Husker career. A 
two-time CoSIDA Academic All-American, Day earned first-team All-
America honors following her senior campaign in 1985 after hitting .359 
with a then-school record 11 homers. That year, Day helped Nebraska 
finish second at the WCWS (later vacated by the NCAA Committee 
on Infractions) and earned the prestigious Honda Award for her 
achievements. She was a second-team All-American as a junior in 1984.

Lori Richins became Nebraska's second first-team All-American 
in 1986 after hitting .297 with six home runs. Richins added a 
second-team All-America nod the next year after hitting .261 with 
four homers. Richins helped the Huskers to a 156-43 record during 
her career, including a second-place national finish (later vacated 
by the NCAA Committee on Infractions) and two third-place ties. 
Richins was also named to the CoSIDA Academic All-America team 
on three occasions.

Christie McCoy made her mark in only two seasons as a Husker, 
earning second-team All-America honors in 1998, when she helped 
Nebraska to the best winning percentage in school history and a trip 
to the Women’s College World Series. McCoy slugged 17 homers 
during her All-America campaign and finished her career with 26 
homers and a .642 slugging percentage, which ranks fourth on 
the Husker career chart. McCoy also ranks 14th on the Nebraska 
all-time chart with a .332 batting average.

Ali Viola ranks among the greatest offensive players in NCAA history. At 
the conclusion of her career, Viola’s 53 homers ranked fourth in NCAA 
history and her .760 slugging percentage ranked seventh. A three-time 
All-American, Viola only missed All-America accolades in her junior year, 
when she missed most of the season due to injury. Viola is also the only 
two-time first-team All-American in school history. A two-time Big 12 
Player of the Year, Viola still owns Nebraska’s season records for hits 
(87 in 1995), home runs (22 in 1998), RBIs (72 in 1995) and slugging 
percentage (.865 in 1998). She is also still Nebraska’s all-time leader 
in batting average (.418), RBIs (213) and slugging percentage (.760).

Tobin Echo-Hawk earned third-team All-America honors in 1995, 
becoming Coach Rhonda Revelle’s first All-American. Echo-Hawk hit 
.405 with a school-record 22 doubles in 1995 and led the Huskers to 
a then-school record 43-win season. As a senior in 1996, Echo-Hawk 
hit .340 and scored a then school-record 61 runs to help Nebraska to 
a second consecutive NCAA Tournament appearance. Echo-Hawk still 
ranks among Nebraska’s all-time leaders in several categories, including 
batting average (second, .379), hits (first, 266), runs scored (eighth, 168), 
doubles (tied for second, 48) and total bases (seventh, 378).

NFCA ALL-AMERICANS
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Leigh Ann Walker earned second-team All-America honors as a 
sophomore in 2000, when she finished with a 21-6 record, a 1.58 
ERA and 233 strikeouts. Walker ended her career ranked among 
the NU leaders on several categories, including victories (third, 
81), winning percentage (second, .764), innings (seventh, 670.0), 
earned-run average (10th, 1.62), shutouts (fifth, 27), and saves 
(tied for sixth, eight).

Kim Ogee became the 10th Husker to earn NFCA All-America 
honors when she earned third-team accolades in 2002 after 
leading Nebraska to the Women’s College World Series. The 
Omaha native hit .356 with 12 doubles, 10 homers, 37 walks and 
31 stolen bases. She ranks highly on several Nebraska career 
charts, including at bats (1st, 795), stolen bases (1st, 92), games 
played (1st, 258), doubles (t-2nd, 48), hits (t-2nd, 263), runs (5th, 
182), total bases (8th, 369) and walks (6th, 115).

Jennifer Lizama joined Ali Viola as the only three-time All-
Americans in school history, earning first-team honors in 1999 and 
second-team recognition in 1997 and 2000. One of the greatest 
all-around players in Nebraska history, Lizama rewrote the NU 
record books, finishing her career ranked among the top six on 
11 career charts and setting then-career records in at bats (710), 
games played (232), stolen bases (91), runs scored (199) and walks 
(124). Lizama ranks third all-time at Nebraska with 47 career home 
runs, which ranked 11th in NCAA history at the conclusion of her 
career. She slugged two home runs in a single game on three 
occasions.

Jenny Voss became the first in a long line of great Husker pitchers to 
earn first-team All-America honors in 1998, when she finished with 
40 wins. Voss' 40 wins in 1998 were tied for sixth in NCAA history at 
the time. She ended the season by hurling 101 consecutive scoreless 
innings over a stretch of 14 games. Voss shattered many Husker season 
pitching records, including victories (40), complete games (46) and 
innings pitched (340.1) in 1998. Voss ended her career with school 
records for victories (110), innings pitched (1,073) and complete games 
(127). She also ranked among the top 15 all-time in NCAA history in 
games pitched, games started, innings pitched and victories.

Peaches James finished her Husker career by earning second-
team All-America honors in 2004. In her senior season, James 
finished with a 37-9 record and a 0.70 ERA. She set single-season 
Nebraska records with 394 strikeouts and 18 shutouts. The 2004 
Big 12 Player of the Year, she helped Nebraska to the Big 12 
regular season and tournament titles. In the Big 12 Tournament, 
James threw the second perfect game in school history vs. No. 
19 Oklahoma. James ended her career as Nebraska’s all-time 
strikeout (945) leader, and she currently ranks second on that list. 
James is the Huskers’ all-time leader in shutouts (44) and ranks in 
the top 10 in every pitching category, including second with 98 
victories.

Anne Steffan batted .388 with a school-record 32 stolen bases 
as a senior in 2005, when she earned third-team All-America 
honors. Steffan’s stellar senior season included a school-record 
26-game hitting streak. She left NU with the fourth-highest career 
average in school history (currently 10th) and also ranked third on 
the career stolen base chart (currently fourth). Steffan went on to 
become a two-time All-NPF selection for the Chicago Bandits in 
the National Pro Fastpitch league.

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Cam Ybarra was the fourth Nebraska second basemen honored as 
an All-American by the National Fastpitch Coaches Association. 
A native of Mission Viejo, Calif., Ybarra finished her career as an 
All-American by earning third-team All-America honors. Ybarra 
led Nebraska with 65 hits, adding 14 doubles, three triples and 
10 home runs. The senior also tallied 39 RBIs and 37 runs, while 
batting .365. Ybarra was also the Most Outstanding Player of the 
2022 Big Ten Tournament after she drove in the game-winning run 
in the eighth inning of Nebraska’s 3-1 win over Michigan.

Kiki Stokes was a two-time All-American for the Huskers, earning 
third-team accolades in 2015 and 2016. Stokes set school records 
with 66 runs, 17 hit-by-pitches and a .532 on-base percentage in 
2015 while hitting .407 with 11 homers and five triples. Stokes 
hit .409 in 2016, becoming only the third Husker to hit .400 in 
back-to-back seasons. She also added a career-high 74 hits, which 
ranked seventh in school history. During her senior season, Stokes 
was taken in the first round of the NPF College Draft with the No. 
6 overall pick, becoming the highest NPF Draft Pick in Nebraska 
history.

MJ Knighten became the seventh Husker to earn first-team All-
America honors in 2016. Knighten batted .376 with eight doubles, 
21 homers and 60 RBIs in her junior season. Her 21 home runs 
ranked second in Nebraska history, as did her .794 slugging 
percentage, while Knighten also ranked fourth with 60 RBIs and 
became the first Husker to produce 60 hits, 60 runs and 60 RBIs 
in a season. Knighten ranked fourth nationally in home runs and 
also ranked in the top 25 nationally in runs, RBIs and slugging 
percentage.

Taylor Edwards earned first-team All-America accolades as a senior in 
2014 and third-team honors as a freshman in 2011. Edwards was also 
named the NFCA Division I Catcher of the Year in 2014. Edwards ranked 
eighth nationally in RBIs per game and 11th in total home runs (18) in 
2011, when she hit .356 with 67 RBIs. In 2014, she became the seventh 
Husker to earn first-team All-America honors when she batted .346 with 
18 home runs, 43 RBIs and a school-record 41 walks. Edwards totaled 17 
school records in her four-year career, while also tying NCAA records for 
most consecutive games with a home run (6 in 2011) and grand slams in 
a game (2 in 2013). Edwards ended her career with Nebraska’s all-time 
top marks in grand slams (4), home runs (54), walks (150) and hit-by-
pitches (39).

Tatum Edwards earned second-team All-America honors as a junior in 
2013, before earning a third-team selection in 2014. The 2013 Big Ten 
Pitcher of the Year, Edwards went 30-10 with a 1.91 ERA, ranking 11th 
nationally in shutouts (10) and 12th in wins. Offensively, she hit .286 
with 11 doubles, 11 homers and 26 RBIs. In 2014, Edwards finished 
with a 24-13 record and a 1.78 ERA. She tossed two no-hitters and hit 
.294 with 10 doubles, 14 homers and a career-high 52 RBIs. Edwards 
ended her career ranked in the top 10 all-time at Nebraska in no-hitters, 
shutouts, complete games, wins, winning percentage, innings pitched 
and strikeouts. Offensively, she ended her career ranked fourth in home 
runs (46), fifth in RBIs (158), sixth in slugging percentage (.566) and eighth 
in doubles (36) and walks (87).

Billie Andrews became the third native Nebraskan to become an 
All-American, joining Kim Ogee (2002) and Peaches James (2004). 
Andrews was a third-team selection in 2023 and 2024. Andrews 
started all 58 games at shortstop in her All-America campaign, 
batting .354 with 13 doubles and 16 home runs. She ranked in 
the top 30 nationally in total bases (128), extra-base hits (29) and 
home runs. Andrews produced the sixth-most extra-base hits in 
Husker history in 2023, while also ranking seventh in home runs and 
eighth in total bases. In 2024, Andrews became the first Nebraska 
softball player since Kim Ogee to earn NFCA All-America and CSC 
Academic All-America honors in the same year. She hit .383 in 2024, 
along with notching 10 doubles, two triples, 18 home runs and 45 
RBIs. Nationally, she was 12th in home runs per game, 12th in runs 
per game and 21st in total bases. She led the Big Red in average, 
hits (67), extra-base hits (30), home runs (18), RBIs (45), runs (55), 
slugging percentage (.771) and on-base percentage (.460).
