
SCOUTING THE MICHIGAN WOLVERINES
	 Coach Kim Barnes Arico brings her Michigan team to Lincoln following an impressive 80-48 win over Oregon Sunday 
in Ann Arbor. The win over the Ducks followed back-to-back losses to Michigan State (88-58, Jan. 25) and at Wisconsin 
(82-75, Jan. 29).
	 A young Michigan squad has shown explosiveness throughout the season, as only Michigan State (58) and USC (58) 
have held the Wolverines to fewer than 60 points. Michigan is averaging 79.5 points per game while hitting 45.9 percent 
of its shots from the field, including 35.4 percent from three-point range as one of the Big Ten's best teams from beyond 
the arc.
	 Three true freshmen rank among Michigan's top four scorers, led by Olivia Olson. The 6-1 guard is averaging 16.6 
points and 5.5 rebounds, while also leading Michigan with 14 blocks.
	 Syla Swords has added 15.0 points and a team-best 6.2 rebounds while hitting a team-best 89.1 percent of her free 
throws. The 6-0 freshman guard also leads Michigan with 42 made three-pointers.
	 Mila Holloway, a 5-10 guard, puts three freshmen in double figures with 10.7 points, 3.4 rebounds and team bests of 
4.2 assists and 1.6 steals.
	 Senior Jordan Hobbs (12.8 ppg, 4.8 rpg) and senior Greta Kampschroeder (6.5 ppg, 3.6 rpg) give Michigan a consistent 
starting five, as both have joined Olson and Holloway in the lineup for all 22 games, while Swords has missed just one 
contest.
	 All five Michigan starters have hit at least 24 three-pointers and all five are shooting at least 32.8 percent from beyond 
the arc in a five-guard starting lineup for the Wolverines.
	 Brooke Quarles Daniels (5.0 ppg), 6-5 center Yulia Grabovskaia (6.1 ppg, 4.9 rpg), Te'Yala Delfosse (4.1 ppg, 2.5 rpg) 
and Alyssa Crockett (1.1 ppg) have provided solid depth in a nine-player Michigan rotation in conference play.
	 In Big Ten play, Michigan owns a 73.1-71.4 scoring edge and a 35.3-33.2 rebound margin, while playing opponents to 
a virtual tie in turnover margin (15.6-15.5).

HUSKERS SET FOR SHOWDOWN WITH MICHIGAN
	 Nebraska works to get back on the winning track tonight in an important Big Ten 
mid-week meeting with Michigan.
	 The Wolverines feature the Big Ten's youngest starting lineup with three true 
freshmen playing major roles in their success this season. Michigan has shown its 
explosiveness and inconsistency early in the season, but the Wolverines are coming 
off an impressive 80-48 victory over Oregon on Sunday.
	 Nebraska is looking to bounce back from a 76-60 road loss at Indiana on Sunday. 
The Big Red freshman trio of Britt Prince, Amiah Hargrove and Petra Bozan led the 
Huskers against the Hoosiers. All three freshmen produced double figures, including 
Bozan's career-high-tying 12 points - all in the fourth quarter. Hargrove added 11 
points off the bench, while Prince continued her outstanding play with 11 points of 
her own.
	 With the three Husker freshmen going head-to-head with Michigan freshman 
starters Olivia Olson, Syla Swords and Mila Holloway, the talented future of the Big 
Ten Conference will be on display.
	 But the more immediate task at hand will be for one of the teams to solidify its 
spot in the competitive Big Ten standings.
	 A win for the Huskers will keep Nebraska in position to continue battling for one 
of the top-four seeds in the 15-team Big Ten Tournament in Indianapolis. A top-four 
spot means a double-bye in the five-day event at Gainbridge Fieldhouse (March 5-9).
	 A win for the Wolverines would pull Michigan into a tie with Nebraska in the 
conference standings, while giving the Wolverines the head-to-head tiebreaker over 
the Huskers at the end of the season.
	 Nebraska will look to three-time All-Big Ten center Alexis Markowski for stability 
against Michigan's five-guard starting lineup. Markowski is the only Husker to start all 
22 games this season and leads the team in both scoring (14.5 ppg) and rebounding 
(7.6 rpg).

NEBRASKA VS. MICHIGAN SERIES
	 • Nebraska owns an 18-9 edge in the all-time series with Michigan, including 
back-to-back wins last season. The Huskers defeated the Wolverines 65-59 in Ann 
Arbor (Feb. 6), after beating Michigan 62-43 at Pinnacle Bank Arena (Jan. 17, 2024).
	 • Michigan swept a pair of games against Nebraska in 2022-23, after the Huskers 
beat the top-10 Wolverines twice in 2021-22.
	 • NU is 9-4 all-time against Michigan in Lincoln. The Huskers are 9-5 all-time 
against the Wolverines away from home, including 7-4 in Ann Arbor and 2-1 at the 
Big Ten Tournament.
	 • In the last meeting in Lincoln, Natalie Potts notched a double-double with 13 
points and 10 rebounds, while Darian White added 13 points of her own. Kendall 
Moriarty pitched in 11 points off the bench, and Alexis Markowski put four Huskers 
in double figures with 10 points and seven rebounds.
	 • Jordan Hobbs scored eight points as a starter for Michigan, while the only other 
current Wolverines to play at PBA last season were Greta Kampschroeder and Alyssa 
Crockett.
	 • The series has been evenly matched as Big Ten foes, with Nebraska owning a 
12-9 edge since joining the conference in 2011-12.
	 • Nebraska was 6-0 against Michigan as non-conference foes dating back to the 
first meeting between the two teams on Nov. 28, 1980 at the Bob Devaney Sports 
Center in Lincoln. The Huskers won 118-92 in the highest scoring game in Nebraska 
women's basketball history.

THREE THINGS TO WATCH
1   Alexis Markowski enters tonight's game at No. 2 in Husker history with 1,123 
rebounds and No. 11 on Nebraska's all-time scoring list with 1,683 points. Nebraska's 
career leader with 47 double-doubles, Markowski is tied for fifth among active NCAA 
Division I players in career double-doubles, while ranking sixth among active Division I 
players in career rebounds.

2  Freshman Britt Prince needs 14 points to reach 300 in her young Husker career. 
She also needs just two rebounds to achieve 100 boards. As a comparison, Nebraska 
first-round WNBA draft picks Lindsey Moore (204 points, 72 rebounds, 34 starts) and 
Nicole Kubik (238 points, 78 rebounds, 28 games) did not reach those milestones in 
their freshman seasons as starting point guards at Nebraska. 

3 Nebraska has hit 10 or more three-pointers 46 times in the last 130 games, including 
a school-record 20 threes in a win over South Dakota in Sioux Falls. The Big Red also hit 
a PBA-record-tying 16 threes in a win over Wisconsin (Jan. 20), 14 threes in a win over 
Southeastern Louisiana (Nov. 9), 13 in a win at Iowa (Jan. 16), 12 threes in the win over 
Kansas City (Nov. 26) and 12 more in a win over Minnesota (Dec. 8). Nebraska leads the 
Big Ten with 8.0 three-pointers made per game this season.

The Huskers lead the conference with 8.0 made threes per game, while Michigan has 
averaged 7.6 makes per contest. The Wolverines are hitting 35.4 percent from beyond 
the arc, while the Huskers are knocking down 35 percent.
 	 • The Huskers have hit at least one three-pointer in 521 straight regular-season games 
dating back to a loss at UTEP on Dec. 20, 2009. Nebraska has hit at least two three-
pointers in 400 consecutive games.
	 • Tonight's game marks the fourth consecutive season that Michigan has traveled to 
Nebraska. Since the Huskers joined the Big Ten (2011-12), Michigan has come to Lincoln 
11 times, while Michigan State has played just seven games at Nebraska.
