
SCOUTING THE IOWA HAWKEYES
	 First-year head coach Jan Jensen has had the Hawkeyes hovering in and around the top-25 for much of the season 
after helping Iowa to back-to-back NCAA runner-up finishes as associate head coach in 2022-23 and 2023-24.
	 Iowa, which started Big Ten play with a 2-6 mark that included an 87-84 OT loss to Nebraska (Jan. 16), has bounced 
back with four consecutive wins to improve to 16-7 overall and 6-6 in the conference.
	 Jensen replaced long-time Iowa coach Lisa Bluder, while Villanova honorable-mention All-American Lucy Olsen filled 
the big shoes of National Player of the Year Caitlin Clark. Olsen, the reigning Big Ten and USBWA National Player of the 
Week, leads Iowa with 16.3 points and 5.0 assists after getting a season-high 28 points in Iowa's upset of No. 4 USC last 
week in Iowa City. Olsen had 14 points as one of six Hawkeyes in double figures in last month's loss to Nebraska.
	 Olsen is one of three seniors in the Hawkeye starting five alongside juniors Hannah Stuelke and Taylor McCabe. Stuelke, 
a 6-2 forward, is averaging 13.6 points and a team-best 7.9 rebounds while adding 2.5 assists. She had 17 points and seven 
rebounds in Thursday's win at Minnesota. Stuelke had 16 points and 16 rebounds in the first meeting with Nebraska.
	 McCabe has been a significant contributor, averaging 6.8 points while leading the team with 47 made threes. McCabe, 
a 5-9 guard from Fremont, is shooting 43.1 percent from beyond the arc. She had three points on 1-of-5 shooting at 
Minnesota and five points on 1-of-6 shooting in the loss to NU.
	 Redshirt senior Kylie Feuerbach is the only Hawkeye to start all 23 games. She is averaging 6.2 points and 1.1 steals, 
but erupted for 13 points, four rebounds and three assists at Minnesota. She had 11 points in the loss to Nebraska.
	 Senior Sydney Affolter leads Iowa with 30 steals while averaging 7.5 points and 7.8 rebounds. She is surging recently, 
including 13 points and 14 rebounds at Minnesota after getting 11 points and nine boards against USC. Affolter also had 
a double-double with 10 points and 13 rebounds in the loss to Nebraska.

HUSKERS SHOOT FOR SWEEP OF IOWA
	 Nebraska takes aim at a season sweep of Iowa tonight in an important game in 
the heart of the Big Ten Conference standings.
	 The Huskers, who defeated the Hawkeyes 87-84 in overtime in Iowa City (Jan. 
16), will be gunning for the their third win over Iowa in the last 12 months, joining 
an 82-79 victory over the Hawkeyes last season at PBA (Feb. 11).
	 More importantly, the Big Red will be hoping to snap a two-game losing streak, 
while ending Iowa's four-game winning streak.
	 Nebraska, which opened Big Ten play with a 6-2 mark, has dropped three of its 
last four games while battling illness. The Huskers currently own a one-game lead 
and the head-to-head tiebreaker with the Hawkeyes in the conference standings.
	 Iowa, which began Big Ten action with a 2-6 record, has used its four-game winning 
streak to pull to .500 in the conference. A win for the Hawkeyes tonight would bring 
them into a tie with Nebraska and give them a split in the season series.
	 The margin for error for both teams is small in a deep and talented Big Ten. All 
five of Iowa's losses during its five-game losing streak (Jan. 5-19) were by single 
digits, including the overtime loss to the Huskers.
	 In its current four-game winning streak, three of the wins have been by single 
digits, including an 85-80 home win over Big Ten-winless Northwestern.
	 Nebraska Celebrates Black Excellence during tonight's game. The Huskers will 
be wearing special CBE red uniforms, while the Hawkeyes will don gold uniforms. 
A special video and Lift Every Voice will precede the National Anthem.
	 Also, former Nebraska women's basketball head coach Angela Beck will be in 
attendance at tonight's game. Beck led the Huskers to 191 victories across 11 seasons 
(1986-87 to 1996-97), including the 1988 Big Eight regular-season title and NU's first 
three NCAA Tournament appearances (1988, 1993, 1996). 
	 Beck coached 1993 Wade Trophy winner, All-American and three-time first-team 
Academic All-American Karen Jennings, who also will be in attendance tonight. The 
two-time Big Eight Player of the Year (1992, 1993) has her No. 51 jersey retired and 
is a member of Nebraska's Athletic Hall of Fame.

NEBRASKA VS. IOWA SERIES
	 • Iowa leads the all-time series with Nebraska, 24-17, but the Huskers escaped 
from Iowa City with an 87-84 overtime win (Jan. 16). The Huskers trailed 64-53 with 
six minutes left before sending the game to overtime. Britt Prince led the Huskers 
with 22 points, a career-high five three-pointers and a career-high six steals to go 
with seven rebounds and five assists. 
	 • The Huskers won the last meeting between the teams in Lincoln with an 82-79 
victory over then-No. 2 Iowa at Pinnacle Bank Arena (Feb. 11, 2024).
	 • Both of the last two meetings between Nebraska and Iowa have gone overtime, 
including a 94-89 OT win for then-No. 3 Iowa in the Big Ten Championships Game 
in Minneapolis (March 10, 2024).
	 • Nebraska's victory in Lincoln last season snapped a nine-game losing streak to 
the Hawkeyes dating back to a 78-69 Husker win at PBA on Dec. 28, 2019.
	 • Iowa owns a 9-7 all-time edge against Nebraska in Lincoln, while carrying an 
11-5 advantage over the Huskers in Iowa City. Nebraska owns a 5-4 lead in the series 
on neutral courts, but Iowa has won the last three neutral site meetings.
 	 • Iowa has scored 76 points or more in 12 consecutive meetings with Nebraska 
and owns a 10-2 record in that stretch.
	 • During Nebraska's eight-game series winning streak from Jan. 8, 2012 to March 
9, 2014, the Hawkeyes failed to reach 76 points in any game.

THREE THINGS TO WATCH
1   Alexis Markowski enters tonight's game at No. 2 in Husker history with 1,134 
rebounds and No. 11 on Nebraska's all-time scoring list with 1,704 points. Nebraska's 
career leader with 48 double-doubles, Markowski is tied for fourth among active NCAA 
Division I players in career double-doubles, while ranking sixth among active Division I 
players in career rebounds.

2  Freshman Britt Prince needs four points to reach 300 in her young Husker career. 
Prince also has 101 rebounds in 22 starts. As a comparison, Nebraska first-round WNBA 
draft picks Lindsey Moore (204 points, 72 rebounds, 34 starts) and Nicole Kubik (238 
points, 78 rebounds, 28 games, 22 starts) did not reach those milestones in their 
freshman seasons as starting point guards at Nebraska. 

3 Nebraska has hit 10 or more three-pointers 46 times in the last 131 games, including 
a school-record 20 threes in a win over South Dakota in Sioux Falls. The Big Red also hit 
a PBA-record-tying 16 threes in a win over Wisconsin (Jan. 20), 14 threes in a win over 
Southeastern Louisiana (Nov. 9), 13 in a win at Iowa (Jan. 16), 12 threes in the win over 
Kansas City (Nov. 26) and 12 more in a win over Minnesota (Dec. 8).

 	 • The Huskers have hit at least one three-pointer in 522 straight regular-season games 
dating back to a loss at UTEP on Dec. 20, 2009. Nebraska has hit at least two three-
pointers in 401 consecutive games.
 	 • In the first season of the expanded 18-team Big Ten, Iowa is the only team Nebraska 
faces twice during the regular season.
