o McConnaughey began the season as the first Husker
named to the Golden Spikes Award Preseason Watch List
since 2016 and earned Preseason All-American recognition
from D1Baseball and the National Collegiate Baseball Writers
Association.

A LOOK ATTHE WEEKEND ROTATION

o \Vith Brett Sears taken in the 2024 MLB Draft, Drew Christo's
transition to the bullpen and Mason McConnaughey's season-
ending injury, it's a new-look weekend rotation for the Huskers
this year.

e Sophomore Tucker Timmerman gets the nod Thursday
night and holds a 2-1 record on the season with a 3.55 ERA,
23 strikeouts and opposing batting average of .221 in 25.1
innings.

o Sophomore Ty Horn is set to take the mound in game two for
the Huskers this weekend. Horn is 2-4 with a 5.97 ERAand 61
punchouts in 63. innings of work.

e Senior Jackson Brockett is scheduled to start the series
finale, holding a 2-3 record with a 3.76 ERA and 35 strikeouts
across 13 appearances, including 12 starts.

THREE WALK-OFF WINS IN 12 DAYS

o Nebraska recorded three walk-off wins in a span of 12 days
during the Huskers' eight-game homestand in the last two
weeks.

e Gabe Swansen delivered the walk-off three-RBI double in
a midweek matchup against Kansas State on April 29, before
Robby Bolin and Case Sanderson came through in the clutch
vs. Minnesota and Michigan in the last two weekends.

e Bolin lined an RBI single through the right side in the
bottom of the ninth to even the series with the Gophers with a
5-4 victory in game two.

e Sanderson drilled a walk-off three-run homer in the bottom
of the ninth to clinch the series vs. Michigan with a 5-2 win
over the Wolverines last Saturday.

e As of May 14, junior closer Luke Broderick comes into the
weekend tied for 12th nationally and is one of 17 closers with
at least 10 saves on the season.

e Broderick holds a 3-2 record and 10 saves with a 4.33 ERA
and 36 strikeouts in 27 innings across 23 appearances this
season.

e Broderick is the 12th Husker reliever in program history to
reach double-digit saves in a season and is one shy of tying
Thom Ott (2001) in eighth with 11.

this season.

e Blachowiczis 3-0 on the season with a 2.79 ERA, 19 strikeouts
and opposing batting average of .225in 19.1 innings.

e The freshman has allowed just two earned runs in the last
nine innings pitched across nine appearances.

e Blachowicz enters the weekend with a streak of seven
consecutive innings without allowing an earned run.

e Nebraska's starting rotation has played a large role in the
Huskers' 4-1 record in the last five Big Ten games.

e Tucker Timmerman, Jackson Brockett and Ty Horn have
totaled a combined 3.10 ERA, allowing 10 earned runs across
29 combined innings of work.

e The starting trio is holding opponents to a .217 batting
average and has struck out 20 batters while issuing six walks.

e Senior Gabe Swansen is one of 17 players nationally with
at least 10 doubles and five homers in 125 at-bats or lower
this season.

e The outfielder has totaled 10 doubles, five home runs and a
team-high 36 RBl in 42 games, including 32 starts this season.

SIX-MAN SURGE: HUSKERS BATTING .300-PLUS IN LAST 10
o Six Huskers in the lineup have hit at least.300 in Nebraska's
last 10 games, helping the Big Red to a 7-3 record, including a
6-2 mark in Big Ten play.

o Riley Silva has led the Huskers with a .389 batting average
and .522 on-base percentage in the last 10 games, while
Joshua Overbeek is hitting .366 with two doubles, a pair of
home runs, nine RBI and seven runs scored.

e (ase Sanderson holds a team-best 1.054 OPS with three
doubles, two homers and 11 RBI, and Gabe Swansen has
driven in a team-high 14 runs while clubbing four doubles
and two homers and hitting .314 at the plate.

e Dylan Carey is batting .306 and has doubled five times
and scored eight runs, while Cayden Brumbaugh has scored
a team-high 10 runs while batting .300 with a .417 on-base
percentage.

LUCKY NUMBER SIX IN THE BOLT ERA

e Nebraska is 125-28 under head coach Will Bolt when scoring
at least six runs.

e The Big Red have scored six-plus runs in 21 of the 26
victories this season, defeating No. 16 Vanderbilt (6-4), San
Diego State (13-0), Louisiana (6-1), Washington (6-2), Wichita
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State (10-1), Pepperdine (9-6, 11-4). USC (6-5), Oregon State
(7-3,16-7), Rutgers (8-5, 10-5), No. 22 Kansas (7-5), lowa (6-
4), Creighton (6-3), Northwestern (14-4), Maryland (7-2, 21-5),
Kansas State (7-6) and Minnesota (8-3).

o The Husker offense reached the six-run mark 34 times last
season, compiling a 28-6 record.

o Nebraska scored six-plus runs in 33 contests (26-7) in 2023
aftertallying at least six runs 23 times (19-4) in 2022, 28 times
(26-2)in 2021 and seven times (5-2) in 2020.

YOUTH MOVEMENT ON THE MOUND SINCE APRIL

e True freshmen Blake Encarnacion, Gavin Blachowicz and
Pryce Bender have put up strong numbers since the start of
April for the NU bullpen.

o The trio have totaled a combined 3.15 ERA, allowing seven
earned runs across 20.0 combined innings of work in 21 total
appearances.

o Bender picked up the first two wins of his career in
Nebraska's midweek matchups against No. 22 Kansas and
Creighton, while Blachowicz improved to 3-0 on the season in
NU's win vs. K-State on April 29.

o Nebraska recorded its highest-scoring game under head
coach Will Bolt in the Huskers' 21-5 run-rule victory at
Maryland last month.

o The 21 runs in Sunday's series finale marked the first time
the Huskers have totaled 20-plus runs since opening the 2019
campaign with a 21-6 win at UC Riverside.

e The Huskers have scored 17-plus runs nine times in six
seasons under Bolt, including three games with 19-or-more
runs.

® Proven to be one of the nation's top pitching coaches at the
collegiate level, Rob Childress has produced 25 All-Americans
and 40 top-10 round draft picks in his 25 seasons directing the
pitching at Nebraska and Texas A&M.

o Under his tutelage, 80 pitchers have been drafted or signed
as free agents during his time with the Huskers and Aggies.

o Childress' pitching staffs have finished in the top-15 in the
country in ERA eight times since 2000, including top-three

finishes on three occasions. Five of his pitching staffs have
finished in the top-25 nationally in strikeouts per nine innings
since 2010, including four times in the top 10.

e In his nine seasons at the helm of the NU pitching staff,
the Huskers have produced six of the top 10 single-season
strikeout totals in school history, including a school-record 538
strikeouts in 2005. The NU pitchers fell 11 punchouts shy of
tying the school record last season, compiling the second-most
strikeouts in program history with 527 strikeouts in 2024.

o Childress' pitching staffs have completed 11 seasons with
a walks-per-innings below three, including a season-low 2.51
walks/9 inn. at Nebraska in 2000 and Texas A&M in 2011.

o The Huskers have at at least two players picked in the MLB
Draft in eight of the last 10 drafts (excluding shortened 2020
Draft) after Josh Caron and Brett Sears heard their named
called in the 2024 MLB Draft.

e Last year's draft marked the third time in the last four drafts
that the Huskers had mulitiple players selected in the top 10
rounds.

e Caron became the highest overall selection of a Husker
catcher since 1985 with the fourth-round selection by the
Seattle Mariners. The NU junior was one of two catchers
nationally to hit at least .300 at the plate with 15-plus homers
and 65 runs driven in last season after hitting .308 with 15
doubles, a triple, 16 home runs, 65 RBI and 46 runs for the
Huskers in 2024.

o Sears heard his name called with the seventh-round selection
by the Atlanta Braves to become the fifth Husker pitcher under
head coach Will Bolt to be drafted in the first 10 rounds,
joining Spencer Schwellenbach (2nd, 2021), Cade Povich (3rd,
2021), Emmett Olson (4th, 2023) and Jace Kaminska (10th,
2023).The unanimous Second-Team All-American was the Big
Ten's Pitcher of the Year and a First-Team All-Big Ten selection
after posting a 9-1 record with a 2.16 ERAand 101 punchouts
in 104 innings.

One of the catalysts in Nebraska baseball's rise to national prominence in his playing days, Will Bolt returned to his alma mater as
- former athletic director Bill Moos named Bolt the 24th head coach of the Husker baseball program on June 14, 2019. He enters
: his sixth season at the helm in 2025.

Bolt captained the Huskers' first two College World Series teams in 2001 and 2002, and has 16 years of NCAA Division | coaching
: experience, having served in assistant coaching roles at Texas A&M and Nebraska. Bolt also spent four years as the head coach at
- Texarkana College.

: NEBRASKA HEAD COACH

: Bolt guided the Huskers to their first Big Ten Tournament title in program history after the Huskers fought off elimination five
: times with a perfect 5-0 mark, including a 2-1 win over Penn State in the Big Ten Championship game. The Huskers made their
. 18th NCAATournament appearance in program history and posted a 40-22 overall record, as the Big Red reached the 40-win mark
for the first time since 2014 and the 19th time in program history.

Along with the Big Ten Tournament run, Brett Sears was a unanimous Second-Team All-American and was named the Big Ten's
: Pitcher of the Year before getting drafted by the Atlanta Braves in the seventh round of the MLB Draft. Josh Caron was selected in
- the fourth round by the Seattle Mariners, becoming the highest overall selection of a Husker catcher since 1985.

: In2023, the Huskers had four players picked in the first 10 rounds of the MLB Draft for the first time since 2005. Fueled by Second-
: Team All-American Max Anderson and first-round draft pick Brice Matthews, the Nebraska offense belted a school-record 97 home
: runs. Anderson became the first Husker since 2001 to hit above .400 at the plate with a .414 batting average while hitting the
: fifth-most homers in program history with 21 last season. Matthews became the first player in program history and second player
- all-time in the Big Ten to record 20 home runs and 20 stolen bases in a season.

© The 2021 Big Ten Coach of the Year, Bolt guided Nebraska to its second Big Ten regular-season championship in 2021.The Huskers
: compiled a 34-14 record, including a 31-12 record in Big Ten play, with NU capturing the league crown by 3.5 games. Nebraska
- also advanced to its first regional final since 2007 while posting a 3-2 record in the NCAA Fayetteville Regional.

: Inaddition to Bolt's coaching accolade, NU counted the Big Ten Player of the Year in Spencer Schwellenbach, the Big Ten Freshman
- of the Year in Max Anderson and four first-team All-Big Ten honorees - its most since joining the league. Schwellenbach was also
* tabbed the John Olerud Two-Way Player of the Year and a first-team All-American, and Anderson picked up Freshman All-America
recognition.

Three NU hurlers were selected in the 2021 MLB Draft, with Schwellenbach in the second round (59th overall) by the Atlanta
: Braves, Cade Povich going in the third round (98th overall) by the Minnesota Twins and Cam Wynne picked in the 20th round by
:the Philadelphia Phillies.

Bolt and his coaching staff have done impressive work in recruiting since their arrival in Lincoln. The Huskers' 15-member 2021
* recruiting class, which included a trio of top-200 prospects, was ranked 20th by Perfect Game, 21st by Baseball America and 36th
- by Collegiate Baseball.

© Nebraska's 2020 season - Bolt's first at the helm - was cut short due to the COVID-19 pandemic.

: TEXAS A&M ASSISTANT COACH

- Bolt spent five seasons as an assistant coach at Texas A&M under former NU assistant Rob Childress. In that span, the Aggies went
: 219-98-1(.690) with five straight NCAA Regional appearances, three Regional titles, an SEC Tournament title in 2016 and an
* appearance in the 2017 College World Series.

: Bolt's primary functions on the Aggie staff included coordinating the offensive game, mentoring the infielders and serving as
: third base coach. The Aggies finished in the top-25 nationally in batting average twice under his tutelage, and finished in the top
: five of the SEC in hitting or runs scored in four of his five seasons with the Aggies. He tutored 12 hitters who were selected in the
: MLB Draft during his tenure in College Station, including six players selected in the top-10 rounds, and seven players who earned
: first- or second-team All-SEC honors.

In 2019, the Aggie offense was led by Braden Shewmake, who was the No. 21 overall selection in the Major League Baseball
: Draft by the Atlanta Braves. Shewmake hit .313 with six homers, 47 RBI and 45 runs scored en route to becoming the school’s first
: MLB first-round pick since 2012. The Aggies won 39 games and reached the championship game of the Morgantown Regional.

In 2018, the Aggies went 40-22 and reached an NCAA Regional behind the emergence of Michael Helman, who finished 15th in
the nation in hits (92), and logged a .369 batting average, .451 on-base percentage and 61 runs to rank in the top 50 nationally.

The Aggies made a run to the College World Series in 2017, finishing the season with a 41-23 mark behind the rise of Shewmake,
- who earned All-America honors and was named National Freshman of the Year and SEC Freshman of the Year after hitting .328
: with 11 homers and 69 RBI.

: Bolt guided a prolific Texas A&M offense to 49 runs and an SEC Tournament title in 2016, as the Aggies led the SEC in batting
: average, runs scored, hits, home runs, on-base percentage and slugging percentage while ranking in the top-25 nationally in
: seven categories, including hits (712, second), runs (471, ninth), batting average (.311, 15th), doubles (129, 20th), home runs
- (62,22nd), slugging percentage (467, 22nd) and scoring offense (7.2 runs per game, 23rd). The Aggies were led by All-American
: BoomerWhite, who hit.386 with five homers, 46 RBl and 49 runs scored while striking out just 16 times in 259 plate appearances
: en route to SEC Player-of-the-Year honors.

© Bolt made an immediate impact for the Texas A&M offense in his first season, as the Aggies ranked second in the SEC in hitting
: (:299) and third in runs scored (6.6) during his first season in College Station. The Aggies opened the season with an SEC-record
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24-game win streak on their way to a 50-win season and a Super Regional appearance. That year, the Aggies ranked among the
national leaders in home runs (third, 70), hits (655, seventh), runs (424, 15th) and slugging percentage (.457, 15th).

NEBRASKA ASSOCIATE HEAD COACH

Bolt was associate head coach for the Huskers from 2012 to 2014, serving under Darin Erstad. Bolt tutored four players to first- :

team All-Big Ten honors, including two-time selections Chad Christensen, Michael Pritchard and Pat Kelly.

Nebraska was one of the top offenses in the Big Ten during his final year in Lincoln in 2014, ranking 19th nationally in hits (623), :
30th in triples (19) and 31st in batting average (.293) as Nebraska won 41 games and reached the NCAA Tournament for the :
first time since 2008. Nebraska's defense was also one of the best units in the country. With new starters at first base, third base, :

shortstop, left field and center field, the Huskers ranked 21st in the country with a .976 fielding percentage.

Under Bolt's watch in 2013, Nebraska's defense turned in its best performance in school history. The Huskers ranked second in the  :

nation with a .981 fielding percentage, setting school and Big Ten records. The Husker offense improved under Bolt's tutelage in

2013, ranking in the top three in the Big Ten in eight offensive categories. In conference play, the Huskers led the conference in :

batting average (.335), on-base percentage (.401), runs (180), hits (307) and RBIs (159).

In Bolt's first season at Nebraska in 2012, he helped raise the team batting average by 45 points, as the Huskers ranked eighth :
nationally with a.315 clip as a squad. NU was eighth nationally in scoring offense, leading the Big Ten with 7.1 runs per game, :
while also topping the conference in homers (47), on-base percentage (.384) and runs scored (413). Pritchard, a third-team All- :

American, was one of six Husker hitters to earn all-conference recognition.

TEXARKANA COLLEGE HEAD COACH

Before joining Erstad's staff, Bolt served four years as head coach at Texarkana College from 2008 to 2011. He led the Bulldogs to
a pair of Region XIV championships during his four-year stint. Bolt guided the Bulldogs to back-to-back Region XIV championships
(2009 and 2010) during a stretch of four straight Regional Tournament appearances and four 30-plus win seasons. Bolt, who was

140-82 (.631) at Texarkana, helped over 20 players sign with Division | schools.
TEXAS A&M VOLUNTEER ASSISTANT COACH

Bolt headed back to his home state in 2006 and spent two seasons as a volunteer assistant coach at Texas A&M. In 2007, he was :
on staff when the Aggies advanced to the Super Regionals, while producing a 49-18 overall record and claiming the program’s
first Big 12 Tournamentttitle. In College Station, Bolt specialized in infield work and helped tutor All-Americans Brandon Hicksand

Blake Stouffer, who were each drafted in the first five rounds of the MLB Draft.

NEBRASKA VOLUNTEER ASSISTANT COACH

Bolt began his collegiate coaching career as a volunteer assistant at Nebraska in 2005, working with the Husker infielders and :
hitters. Behind National Player of the Year Alex Gordon, the Huskers compiled a school-record 57 wins and swept the Big 12 :
regular-season and Tournament championships. Nebraska finished the season with a then-school record .975 fielding percentage :
and included an infield that featured Gordon, first-team All-Big 12 performer Curtis Ledbetter and Joe Simokaitis, a second-team

All-Big 12 pick.

NEBRASKA PLAYING CAREER

A member of Dave Van Horn's first recruiting class, Bolt was a four-year starter and team captain on Nebraska's 2001 and 2002 :
College World Series teams. The infielder played an instrumental role in helping Nebraska to four NCAA Regionals, three Super

Regionals and back-to-back College World Series appearances.

Bolt was the Minneapolis Regional MVP as a sophomore, hitting .545 in three games to lead the Big Red to its first-ever NCAA
Regional title. The following year, Bolt made one of the most memorable plays in school history, catching the final out of the 2001

Super Regional against Rice to send the Big Red to its first-ever College World Series.

Bolt finished his career holding six school records, including games played (251), games started (242), at-bats (922), hits (281), :
doubles (56) and assists (639). Bolt remains in the school's top five in several categories, including doubles (first, 56), games :

played (second, 251), assists (second, 639), hits (third, 281) and runs scored (fifth, 197).

Following his playing career, he began his coaching career as a graduate manager at Nebraska in 2004 before serving as head :

coach for the Parkville Sluggers (M.I.N.K. League) the following summer.

A'scorigami is a scoring combination that has never happened before. Generally associated with the NFL, the term was coined by SB Nation sportswriter Jon Bois in 2016. Through the 2024
season, there have been 1,091 unique scores (“scorigamis") in NFL history.

NEBRASKA BASEBALL SCORIGAMI TRENDS

o Through 4,159 games in Nebraska baseball history, there have been 402 unique score combinations.

 The most common score is 3-2 (148 occurrences), followed by 4-3 (136 occurrences).

o Five of the six most common scores are one-run games, with the exception of 5-3 (103 times).

o With 79 occurrences, a 3-2 win is the most common result for Nebraska baseball, followed by defeats of 3-2 and 4-3 with 69
occurrences each.

o Since 2000, there have been 20 scorigami scores, including the most recent occurrence of Florida’s 17-11 win over Nebraska
in the Stillwater Regional last season.

o Five runs scored (419 occurrences) is the most common for the Huskers, while three runs scored (505 occurrences) is the most
common for opponents.

27,102 runs scored, 21,428 runs allowed in 4,159 games in 119 seasons for an all-time record of 2,391-1750-18.
