Nebraska is opening its season away from
home for the fifth time in six seasons.

¢ The Huskers then play four consecutive home games, hosting Akron,
Houston Christian, Michigan and Michigan State.

e After playing its first two Big Ten games at home, four of Nebraska's
next six Big Ten games are on the road. NU travels to Maryland and
Minnesota in a span of six days in October, then hosts Northwestern
and USC in consecutive weeks. The Huskers then have back-to-back
road games at UCLA and Penn State with a bye in between.

* NU wraps up the regular season at home against lowa the day after
Thanksgiving, the 36th straight year the Huskers will play on Black Friday.

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HISTORY OF THE BLACKSHIRTS
One of Nebraska’s most well-known traditions
is the Blackshirts, the common nickname for
the Husker defense. The term originally dates
back to the early 1960s and refers to the black
jerseys that Nebraska's first-string defenders
wear in practice.

With the return of the two-platoon system in
college football in 1964, Head Coach Bob
Devaney looked for a way to distinguish the
defensive units on the practice field. Devaney
sent an assistant coach to a local sporting
goods store to find “contrast jerseys”, a
sleeveless pullover that went on top of
the players’ practice jerseys. While the top
offensive unit practiced in red jerseys and

TY ROBINSON the second-string offense worked in green
pullovers, the first-string defense wore black
and the second string wore contrasting gold
jerseys.

The term quickly caught on and then gained
momentum during Monte Kiffin's tenure as
defensive coordinator in the mid-1970s. The
Blackshirts earned national recognition under
Charlie McBride, who served as the Huskers’
defensive coordinator from 1982 to 1999.

DEFENSIVE DOMINANCE

® Nebraska has ranked in the top 20
nationally in rushing defense, total
defense and scoring defense in each
of Matt Rhule's first two seasons. The
Huskers are one of only four programs
to rank in the top 20 in each of those
categories in both 2023 and 2024.

Nebraska has ranked in the top 10

NDAMUKONG SUH nationally in total defense 22 times since

1964.

Nebraska has ranked in the top 10 in
scoring defense 23 times since 1964,
including leading the nation in scoring
defense in 1984 and 2009.

Nebraska has ranked among the top 10 in
all four major defensive categories (rush
defense, pass defense, total defense
and scoring defense) on five occasions,
including national title seasons in 1994,
1995 and 1997, and most recently in
2009.

Opponents have traditionally found
moving the ball through the air difficult
against the Blackshirts, as the Huskers
have ranked in the top 10 in passing
defense 18 times in the past five decades.

PRIVATE TUTORING ROOMS

ACADEMIC COUNSELING

A team of 13 academic staff members
are in place to monitor daily academic
progress, promote skill development,
receive consistent course feedback, assist
with the advising/registration process and
monitor eligibility and progress toward
graduation.

TUTORIAL SUPPORT

A tremendous resource for all academic
abilities, tutorial support is available from
day one up to college graduation in all
subject areas. Tutorial support is provided
both in-person and virtually. Nebraska's
tutorial program is certified by the College
Reading and Learning Association.

STUDY HALL

Student-athletes attend a supervised study
hall within the newly-opened Osborne
Legacy Complex that features day, evening
and weekend hours. Student-athletes are
required to complete a specific number
of study hours each week and/or a list of
academic tasks as determined by their
academic counselor, learning specialist
and coach.

MENTORING

Academic staff serve as mentors to all
incoming student-athletes and select
returning student-athletes. The student-
athletes meet with their mentor weekly to
develop time management skills, gather
and report academic progress information
and discuss academic success strategies.

EDUCATIONAL ASSESSMENTS
Assessments are administered upon the
request of the student-athlete, academic
counselor or coach. A learning specialist is
available to administer and score informal
assessments, which include a reading
comprehension and a writing assessment.
When more in-depth  assessments
are necessary, referrals are made to a
neuropsychologist who conducts the
assessments. If it is determined a student-
athlete has a learning disability or another
medical condition that impedes the
student from reaching their academic
potential, appropriate accommodations
are implemented by the Office of Services
for Students with Disabilities.

STUDENT-ATHLETE ORIENTATION
Each new student-athlete attends an
orientation at the beginning of their
academic career.  Student-athletes are
introduced to staff, faculty, administrators
and a variety of resources that help
facilitate the transition into college while
enhancing awareness of support services
in the Athletic Department and across
campus.

PERSONAL COUNSELING
Student-athletes will find a supportive
and caring environment at Nebraska.
Transitional issues, stress management,
time management, academic focus and
problem resolution are all addressed in
a proactive manner throughout the year.
If necessary, counseling referrals are also
made to designated practitioners.

Interactive presentations are delivered
during summer bridge sessions, orientations and
year-by-year tiered development workshops.

FINANCIAL EDUCATION

Comprehensive financial education is provided
to each Nebraska student-athlete based on their
year in school through the Big Red Wealth Series.
Topics covered in the Big Red Wealth Series include
budgeting and building credit, filing taxes, investing,
retirement planning, home buying, insurance and
evaluating job offers.

INDIVIDUAL MEETINGS

Every Nebraska student-athlete is assigned a Life
Skills staff member who will assist with personal
and career development. The meetings help
each student-athlete identify a career focus and
implement a plan to increase career marketability.

CAREER COMMITMENT & NETWORKING
Nebraska Life Skills organizes an annual Student-
Athlete Career Fair Networking Night and other
career events aimed at connecting Huskers with
companies desiring competitive, hard-working,
accountable candidates. Athlete Network and
UNL's Handshake Link provide opportunities to
explore career opportunities across the country.
Student-athletes also participate in mock job
interviews and receive support to secure career-
related internships.

COMMUNITY OUTREACH

Nebraska student-athletes readily accept the role-
model challenge, collectively giving more than
2,500 hours annually to impact thousands across
the state of Nebraska. Outreach events include but
are not limited to hospital visits, mentoring, school
assemblies, statewide rallies, Make-A-Wish, School
is Cool and Husker Heroes. During the 2024-
25 academic year, 433 Husker student-athletes
completed at least six service projects earning spots
on the coveted Tom Osborne Citizenship Team.

LEADERSHIP

Nebraska Life Skills provides student-athletes
with  countless opportunities to enhance
leadership skills while distinguishing themselves
from the competition. Student-athletes can
be members of the Student-Athlete Advisory
Committee or Lead-N. UNL offers more than
600 recognized student organizations allowing
athletes to collaborate with other campus leaders
for common goals.

In 2024-25, 112 Husker Football student-athletes
were named to the Tom Osborne Citizenship Team
for completing a minimum of six service projects
while 50 players earned recognition on the Brook
Berringer Citizenship Team for completing at least
10 service projects in the calendar year.

THE UNIVERSITY OF NEBRASKA
Chartered in Lincoln by the Nebraska
Legislature in 1869, the University of
Nebraska was expanded in 1968 into a
university system now comprising four
campuses under the guidance of a Board
of Regents and a central administration.
The flagship University of Nebraska-Lincoln
is an educational institution of international
stature. Nebraska is classified within the
Carnegie "R1: Doctoral Universities — Highest
Research Activity” category. Nebraska is
also a land-grant university and a member
of the Association of Public and Land-grant
Universities. The university is accredited by
the Higher Learning Commission.

BIG TEN ACADEMIC ALLIANCE

As a member of the Big Ten, the University
of Nebraska-Lincoln is a member of the Big
Ten Academic Alliance (BTAA), which is the
academic consortium of the universities in
the Big Ten Conference. The BTAA includes
all 18 Big Ten Institutions and partners with
the University of Chicago. Being in the Big
Ten Academic Alliance gives Nebraska
several advantages, including: access to
library collections across the conference,
reduced costs through tech collaborations,
lower student costs on course materials
through collective purchasing and licensing,
and study abroad partnerships and course-
sharing agreements — students can take
courses across Big Ten institutions.

Matt Rhule is in his third season as Nebraska's head coach in 2025.
Rhule led Nebraska to its first bowl appearance in eight years in 2024,
guiding the Huskers to a victory in the Pinstripe Bowl.

Rhule enters 2025 with 12 years of experience asahead coach, including
nine years in the college ranks and three seasons as the head coach of
the NFL's Carolina Panthers. Highly regarded as a program builder and
player developer, Rhule led successful turnarounds of the programs at
Baylor and Temple and has improved Nebraska's record in each of his
first two seasons in Lincoln.

The Huskers’ two-win increase in 2024 continued his history of
improvement throughout his college career. Rhule’s teams have increased
or matched their win total from the previous season in each of his nine
seasons as a college head coach. Additionally, Rhule is one of just 12 active
FBS head coaches to guide three different schools to bowl appearances.

After leading Nebraska to five wins in 2023, Rhule’s second Nebraska
team took another step forward with a 7-6 record. The seven wins were
the most at Nebraska since 2016, and the bowl victory was the program'’s
first since 2015. NU posted an unbeaten record against non-conference
teams for the first time since 2005, and the Huskers were ranked as high
as No. 22 during the season, Nebraska’s highest ranking in eight years.

The steady improvement at Nebraska follows the path of Rhule’s
success at Temple and Baylor. Temple won only two games in Rhule’s first
season but in year three, the Owls set a school record for victories and
played in the conference championship game. After leading Temple to
a conference title the next season, Rhule moved on to Baylor with similar
success. The Bears won only one game in Rhule’s first season but in his
third year, Baylor won a school-record 11 games and played in the Big
12 Championship Game and the Sugar Bowl.

HEAD COACHING CAREER

NEBRASKA: Rhule led Nebraska to a 5-7 record in his first season in
2023, tying for the program’s most victories in seven seasons. In the final
year of Big Ten divisions, Rhule led the Huskers to three West Division
wins, matching NU's total from the previous three seasons combined. NU
also went undefeated in the month of October for the first time since 2001.

Rhule and his staff helped Nebraska rank among the nation’s 15 most-
improved teams in rushing defense, rushing offense, total defense and
scoring defense. The Huskers also showed improvement in special teams,
ranking second nationally with four blocked kicks. Individually, Rhule
and his staff helped 10 Huskers earn All-Big Ten honors, including seven
returning players who were recognized for the first time in their careers.

Nebraska improved to 7-6 in Rhule’s second season, when the Huskers
posted the program’s first winning season and first bowl victory in eight
years. The Huskers were ranked as high as No. 22 during the 2024 season,
and Nebraska went undefeated againstnon-conference opponents forthe
first time since 2005. Five of Nebraska’s six losses were one-score defeats,
but the Huskers also showed improvement in winning close games as two
of their final three victories came by seven or fewer points.

The Husker defense ranked in the top 20 nationally in rushing defense,
total defense and scoring defense for the second straight season in 2024.
Other than Nebraska, the only teams ranked in the top 20 nationally in
rushing defense, total defense and scoring defense in both 2023 and 2024
were Michigan, Ohio and Penn State. Offensively, Nebraska boasted the
nation’s third-most improved passing unit in 2024. That group was led
by a pair of true freshmen, as quarterback Dylan Raiola set Nebraska's
freshman passing record while receiver Jacory Barney Jr. had the most
receptions by a freshman in program history.

Rhule’s success was not limited to the field, as Nebraska posted its
highest team grade-point average in history and had more academic All-
Big Ten selections than any other school during the 2024 season.

CAROLINA PANTHERS: Following successful stints as the head coach
at Baylor and Temple, Rhule moved on to the National Football League
as the head coach of the Carolina Panthers. Rhule coached the Panthers
for two-plus seasons, posting an 11-27 record.

Rhule inherited a Carolina team that had lost eight straight games to
finish the 2019 season. He led the Panthers to a 3-2 start in 2020 before
finishing with a 5-11 record that included eight one-score losses.

Carolina won its first three games of the 2021 season before injuries at
the quarterback position contributed to a 5-12 record. Rhule then led the
Panthers to a 1-4 record through the first five weeks of the 2022 season.

BAYLOR: Rhule produced an impressive turnaround in three seasons as
Baylor'shead coach from 2017 t0 2019, guiding the Bearsto a 19-20record.

Baylor won only one game in Rhule's first season in 2017 but two years
later, the Bearswent 11-3, becoming the firstteam from a Power Conference
to go from 11 losses to 11 wins in two or fewer seasons.

Baylorfinished 1-11in 2017 but Rhule was successful in creating a strong
culture and developing players, including quarterback Charlie Brewer, who
was named the Big 12 Co-Offensive Freshman of the Year.

In his second year, Rhule guided Baylor to a 7-6 record in 2018 capped
by a Texas Bowl victory over Vanderbilt. Baylor's six-win improvement
from the 2017 to the 2018 season ranked third nationally and led all
Power Conference programs. His staff's player development was on
display again, as wide receiver Jalen Hurd was named the 2018 Big 12
Newcomer of the Year.

Rhule delivered a record-breaking season in his final year in Waco. Just
two years after a one-win season, Rhule led Baylor to a school-record 11
victories in 2019. The Bears began the season 9-0 to mark the best start
in school history, and the season ended with Baylor playing in its first Big
12 Championship game and its second Sugar Bowl. With a second straight
bowl appearance, Rhule became only the second coach in Baylor history
to make a bowl game in two of his first three seasons.

With an 11-3 record in 2019, Baylor finished with a No. 13 ranking, the
Bears' second-highest final ranking since 1951. The only losses in Rhule's
final season were a pair of three-point defeats to a top-10 Oklahoma squad
and a 12-point Sugar Bowl loss to a top-5 Georgia team.

Sixteen Baylor players earned all-conference honors in 2019, and
defensive tackle James Lynch was named the 2019 Big 12 Defensive
Player of the Year and Defensive Lineman of the Year.

TEMPLE: Rhule's first head coaching job came at Temple, where he led
the Owl program to new heights in four seasons from 2013 to 2016. Rhule
guided Temple to a 28-23 record, including 20-7 over his final two years.

Rhule once again laid the foundation in his first year, when Temple
finished 2-10. After an 0-6 start, the Owls went 2-4 over the final six games
and never trailed entering the fourth quarter in any of their final six games.

With an emphasis on closing out games entering Rhule's second season, his
team succeeded by allowing only 23 fourth-quarter pointsin 12 gamesin 2014.
The strong finishes helped Temple achieve bowl eligibility with a 6-6 record.

Temple tied its school record with 10 victories in Rhule's third season
in 2015, and the Owls again won 10 games in 2016. He led Temple to
back-to-back 10-win seasons for the first time in program history, as the
Owils had produced only one 10-win season before Rhule's time as head
coach. Temple also played for the conference title in both 2015 and 2016.

In 2015, Rhule led his team to a conference division title. The Owls
started the year 7-0 and achieved a national ranking for the first time in 36
seasons. Temple spent eight weeks ranked in 2015, accounting for half of
the 16 all-time weeks the Owls have been ranked entering the 2024 season.

Rhule's final season culminated with another 10-win campaign and the
program's first conference title in nearly 40 years, as Temple defeated No.
20 Navy, 34-20, in the American Athletic Conference Championship Game.

ASSISTANT COACHING CAREER

NEW YORK GIANTS: Rhule's most recent season as an assistant coach
came in the NFL, as he was an assistant offensive line coach with the New
York Giants in 2012. The Giants finished 9-7 that season, and Rhule's
work with the offensive line helped New York have a 3,000-yard passer,
a 1,000-yard rusher and a 1,000-yard receiver.

TEMPLE: Rhule was on the Temple staff for six consecutive seasons
from 2006 to 2011. He joined the Owls as the defensive line coach but
moved to coaching quarterbacks the next season. Rhule served as Temple's
offensive coordinator and quarterbacks coach from 2008 to 2010, and he
was the assistant offensive coordinator and tight ends coach for his final
season in 2011.

In2011, the Owls went 9-4 and won their first bowl game since 1979. For
the second time in Rhule's tenure, Temple set a school record for single-
season rushing yards and rushing touchdowns. Temple originally set school
records for season rushing yards and offensive all-conference selections
in 2009, when Rhule was in his second season as offensive coordinator.

In his first season as offensive coordinator in 2008, Rhule's unit helped
the Owls to their most wins (5) in nearly two decades. Temple outscored
its opponents for the first time in 18 seasons, and Bruce Francis established
the school record for career receiving touchdowns.

In addition to his coaching duties, Rhule served as Temple's recruiting
coordinator in 2007 and 2011. The Owls landed the No. 1 recruiting class
in the MAC in each of Rhule's two seasons as recruiting coordinator.

WESTERN CAROLINA: Rhule coached at FCS Western Carolina from
2002 to 2005, holding a variety of titles during his time as a Catamount. He
was the assistant head coach for his final three seasons on staff, as Rhule
took on additional duties while head coach Kent Briggs battled cancer.

Rhule coached the offensive line, special teams and linebackers during his tenure, while also serving
as the running game coordinator in 2005. Western Carolina ranked 12th in the FCS in total defense
in 2004, led by Rhule's linebackers who occupied the top five spots on the team in tackles. As the
special teams coach, Rhule's unit led the FCS ranks in kickoff return average (27.4) in 2005.

UCLA: In an impressive rise up the ranks, Rhule landed a Power Five assistant coaching position
in just the fourth season of his coaching career. Rhule was the assistant defensive line coach at UCLA
in 2001, when the Bruins started 6-0 with four wins over ranked opponents. UCLA ranked in the top
25 nationally in total defense in Rhule's lone season on staff.

BUFFALO: Rhule coached the linebackers at the University of Buffalo for two seasons in 1999 and
2000, which marked the Bulls' first two seasons transitioning to the FBS level from the FCS ranks.

ALBRIGHT COLLEGE: One year after he was finished playing college football, Rhule landed his
first full-time coaching job as the linebackers coach at Albright College in Pennsylvania in 1998.

PLAYING CAREER (PENN STATE)

Rhule was a linebacker at Penn State from 1994 to 1997. He helped the Nittany Lions to a 41-8 record
in his four seasons with one Big Ten title, three bowl victories and a top-20 final ranking every season.

PERSONAL

A native of New York City, Rhule earned his bachelor's degree in political science from Penn State
and his master's in educational psychology from Buffalo. He and his wife Julie have three children,

Bryant, Vivienne and Leona.

MATT RHULE COACHING NOTEBOOK

A HISTORY OF IMPROVING PROGRAMS

Matt Rhule has a proven ability to improve
programs after laying a strong foundation in
year one. He owns a collegiate record of 59-
56, but that mark improves to 51-28 when
excluding his first season at Temple (2013),
Baylor (2017) and Nebraska (2023).

¢ At both Temple and Baylor, Rhule led his team
to a school-record victory total in just his third
season at the school.

Rhule took Temple from two wins in his first
season to a school-record 10 victories in both
his third and fourth seasons. He then took
Baylor from one win in his first season to a
school-record 11 victories in his third season.

Over his last seven collegiate seasons, Rhule
has won one conference championship, three
division titles and produced three years with
double-digit wins.

TOOK TEMPLE TO NEW HEIGHTS
In his tenure at Temple from 2013 to 2016,
Rhule took the Owls to new heights.

® In Rhule's second season in 2014, Temple
posted the program's first win over an SEC
team since 1938, its first win over a ranked
opponent in 16 seasons and the program's
largest margin of victory in nearly 50 years.

Rhule won 10 games in both 2015 and 2016.
He is responsible for two of the three 10-win
seasons in Temple's 125-year history.

He also took the Owls to back-to-back bowl
games in 2015 and 2016, the first time Temple
played in a bowl in consecutive seasons.

In 2015, Rhule led Temple to the American
Athletic Conference Championship Game,
the first conference title game in program
history.

The next season, Rhule guided the Owls to
their second conference title in program
history and the first in nearly 40 years.

* Temple has spent a total of 16 weeks ranked
in the 88-year history of the Associated Press
top-25 poll. More than half of those top-25
rankings (9) came under Rhule in 2015 and
2016.

e Individually, linebacker Tyler Matakevich
was Temple's third consensus All-American
and its first in nearly 30 years. Matakevich
also became the second Owl to win a major
award, as he was the winner of the 2015
Chuck Bednarik Award and the Bronko
Nagurski Trophy.

AN ENCORE AT BAYLOR

At Temple, Rhule led the Owls to their highest
season win total in program history, their first
conference championship game appearance
and an impressive run in the national rankings.
He produced an encore by accomplishing each
of those same feats in three seasons at Baylor.

e Baylor finished with 11 losses in Rhule's
first season in 2017 but two years later, he
guided the Bears to 11 wins in 2019. It was a
remarkable turnaround, as Baylor became the
first Power Five program to go from 11 losses
to 11 wins in two or fewer seasons.

Baylor won its final two games of the 2018
season and its first nine games of the 2019
campaign. The 11 straight victories marked
the second-longest winning streak in school
history, while Baylor's 9-0 start in 2019 was
the best start in program history.

In 2019, Rhule led Baylor to its most wins (11)
in school history, the Bears advanced to their
first Big 12 Championship Game and played
in the Sugar Bowl for only the second time in
program history.

Baylor finished with a No. 13 ranking in 2019,
the Bears' second-highest final ranking since
1951.

John Butler is in his second
year at Nebraska in 2025 and
his first full season as defensive
coordinator. He served as the
Huskers' secondary coach and
pass game coordinator during
the 2024 regular season before
being promoted to defensive
coordinatorforthe Pinstripe Bowl.

Butler is in his 31st season of
coaching, and his experience
includes 21 years in college
football and 10 seasons in the
National Football League. In
his first season at Nebraska in
2024, Butler's secondary helped
the Huskers rank in the top 20
nationally in total defense and
scoring defense.

Butler's collegiate resume
features four stops at power
conference schools with
experience in the Big Ten, Big
12 and SEC. He has been the
defensive coordinator at both
Nebraska and Penn State.

Inthe NFL, Butler had a history
of working with winning teams.
In his 10 seasons in the National
Football League, Butler's teams
won six division titles and made
seven playoff appearances.

He has also proven to be an
outstanding secondary coach.
In his six seasons coaching the
Buffalo Bills' defensive backs
from 2018 to 2023, the Bills had
atop-five pass defense five times.

NEBRASKA

Nebraska held five opponents
to fewer than 200 yards passing
in 2024, as Butler's secondary
helped complement a Husker
rush defense that ranked eighth nationally. As a team, Nebraska ranked
17th nationally in scoring defense and 18th in total defense. In the Pinstripe
Bowl victory over Boston College, Butler coordinated a defense that
allowed only one scoring drive longer than two yards.

Nebraskahad 11 interceptionsin 2024, including three thatwere returned
fortouchdowns. The 11 interceptions tied for the most by a Husker squadin
eight seasons, while Nebraska's three interception returns for touchdowns
were the most for the program since the 2013 season. The Huskers ranked
sixth nationally in interception returns for touchdowns. Individually, safety
DeShon Singleton and cornerback/safety Malcolm Hartzog Jr. both earned
honorable-mention All-Big Ten accolades.

BEFORE NEBRASKA

BUFFALO BILLS: Butler came to Nebraska after spending six seasons
with the Buffalo Bills from 2018 to 2023. Butler coached the defensive
backs in each of his six seasons with the Bills and added the role of passing
game coordinator in his final two seasons.

The play of Butler's defensive backs helped Buffalo reach the AFC
playoffs in each of his final five seasons, and the Bills captured the AFC
East divisional title in each of his last four years. During his six seasons
at the helm of the Buffalo secondary, cornerback Tre'Davious White and
safety Jordan Poyer were first-team All-Pro selections, while safety Micah
Hyde and nickel Taron Johnson were second-team honorees.

Buffalo was among the top defenses in the league throughout Butler's
time on the coaching staff. From 2018 through 2023, the Bills' defense
ranked first in the NFL in total yards per game, passing yards allowed per
game, passing yards allowed per completion, passing yards allowed per
attempt, touchdown passes allowed, opponent passer rating and passing
first downs allowed. The stifling pass defense propelled Buffalo to rank
second in the NFL in points allowed over But?er's six seasons on staff,
during which time the Bills won at least 11 games four times.

Butler helped the Bills boast a top-five pass defense in five of his six
seasons in Buffalo. The Bills had the NFL's top pass defense rating in
2021 while ranking third in both 2018 and 2019, f%urth in 2022 and fifth
in 2020. During his six seasons, the Buffalo defense had nearly as many
interceptions (99) as passing touchdowns allowed (111).

In 2023, the Bills were one of only six NFL teams to allow fewer than
200 passing yards per game, and Buffalo ranked second in the NFL in
touchdown passesallowed andthirdin interceptions. The Billsrankedfourth
in the league in interceptions in 2022 and third in 2021. Buffalo allowed
the fewest completions in the league in 2021, the lowest completion
percentage, the fewest passing yards per game and per attempt and the
fewest touchdown passes.

HOUSTON TEXANS: Before histime in Buffalo, Butler was the secondary
coach on Bill O'Brien’s Houston Texans staff from 2014 to 2017. During
his four seasons leading the Texans secondary, Houston captured a pair
of AFC South crowns, and the defense allowed the fourth-fewest passing
yards per game (238.1 ypg) in that time frame.

In 2016, Houston ranked first in total defense and allowed the second-
fewest passing yards per game and second-fewest completions. In 2015,
the Texans ranked third in the league in passing yards allowed and fifth
in opponent completion percentage. Houston was also third in the NFL
in interceptions in 2015 and fourth in opponent completion percentage.

PENN STATE: Prior to Nebraska, Butler's most recent position in
college football was on O'Brien’s staff at Penn State in 2012 and 2013.
Butler served as the secondary coach in 2012, before taking over as the
Nittany Lion defensive coordinator in 2013.

With Butler leading the defense, Penn State ranked 19th nationally in
first down defense in 2013. In his first year at Penn State, the Nittany Lions
ranked secondinthe Big Ten and 16th nationally in scoring defense. Butler's
secondary helped PSU rank 28th nationally in pass efficiency defense.

SOUTH CAROLINA: Butler spent the 2011 season as the special teams
coordinator and outside linebackers coach at South Carolina under Steve
Spurrier. In his lone season, Butler helped the Gamecocks to an 11-2
record, the first 11-win season in program history. South Carolina finished
with a No. 9 ranking, the first top-10 final ranking in school history. South
Carolina ranked second in the country in passing defense, third in total
defense and 10th in scoring defense.

MINNESOTA: Butler'sfirstexperience in the Big Ten came as Minnesota's
special teams coordinator and linebackers coach for four seasons from
2007 to 2010. In 2009, the Gophers ranked sixth nationally in punt returns
and ninth in net punting. Minnesota was 15th in kickoff returns in 2008
and 24th in 2007.

HARVARD: Butler was the special teams coordinator and linebackers
coach at Harvard for three seasons from 2003 to 2006. In 2004, he helped
the Crimson win the lvy League title with a 10-0 record.

TEXAS STATE: Butler spent the 2001 and 2002 seasons as the special
teams coordinator and safeties coach at Texas State. In 2001, the Bobcats'
starting punter and place-kicker each earned all-conference honors.

MIDWESTERN STATE: Butler's first full-time position came as the
defensive coordinator at Midwestern State in 1999 and 2000, where he
also coached the linebackers and safeties.

TEXAS: Butler's first coaching job in the FBS ranks came as a graduate
assistant at Texas in 1997 and 1998. In his final season, the Longhorns
won the Cotton Bowl and finished with a No. 15 ranking.

Holgorsen served as NU's
offensive coordinator for the final
four games of the 2024 season.
He helped the Huskers to a win
over Wisconsin for the first time
since 2012 and a bowl victory
for the first time since 2015. In
the 44-25 win over Wisconsin,
Nebraska postedits highest point
total since 2021.

Individually, quarterback Dylan Raiola completed 72 percent of his
passes (99-of-138) and averaged 225 passing yards per game in his four
games with Holgorsen as the offensive coordinator. Running back Emmett
Johnson averaged 121 scrimmage yards per game under Holgorsen.

HEAD COACHING CAREER

HOUSTON: Holgorsen was Houston’s head coach for five seasons from
2019 to 2023. He posted a 31-28 record with the Cougars, ranking fifth in
school history in wins. Houston made three bowl games in his five seasons.

Houston made it to a bowl game in Holgorsen's second season in
2020. The following season, the Cougars played in the American Athletic
Conference Championship Game, defeated Auburn in the Birmingham
Bowl and finished with a 12-2 record and a No. 17 final ranking. The 12
victories ranked third in school history.

Holgorsen led Houston to eight wins in 2022 and a second consecutive
bowl victory. In his final season at Houston in 2023, the Cougars posted
a 4-8 record in their first season in the Big 12 Conference.

WEST VIRGINIA: Holgorsen'’s first head coaching job was at West
Virginia, where he guided the Mountaineers to a 61-41 record in eight
seasons from 2011 to 2018, including 10 wins over ranked opponents.

His 61 victoriesin Morgantown rank second in program history. Holgorsen
led West Virginia to a winning record in seven of his eight seasons with
seven bowl appearances. The Mountaineers were ranked in at least one
weekly poll in seven of his eight seasons.

Holgorsenhad animpressive debutseasonasahead coachin2011. West
Virginia finished with a 10-3 record, a Big East Conference championship
and a No. 17 final ranking. The Mountaineers ended the year with a 70-33
Orange Bowl victory over No. 14 Clemson, setting an FBS record for the
most points scored in a bowl game.

Holgorsen led West Vir%inia back to a bowl game in 2012, when the
Mountaineers climbed as high as No. 5 in the AP poll. Following a 4-8
record in 2013, West Virginia went 7-6 in 2014. Holgorsen posted an 8-5
record with a bowl victory in 2015.

In 2016, the Mountaineers went 10-3 and finished the season ranked
18th, and Holgorsen was named the 2016 AFCA District 4 Regional Coach
of the Year. Holgorsen's 2017 squad finished with a 7-6 record. In his final
season at West Virginia in 2018, the Mountaineers climbed as high as
No. 6 before finishing with a No. 20 ranking following an 8-4 campaign.

ASSISTANT COACHING CAREER

OKLAHOMA STATE: Holgorsen spent the 2010 season as the offensive
coordinator and quarterbacks coach at Oklahoma State, helping the
Cowboystoan 11-2record and a No. 13 final ranking. OSU ranked second
nationally in passing offense and third in scoring and total offense. Those
were huge improvements from the offense Holgorsen inherited, which
ranked 99th in passing, 70th in total offense and 56th in scoring in 2009.

Quarterback Brandon Weeden ranked fourth nationally in passing and
Justin Blackmon led the nation in receptions per game and ranked second
in receiving yards per game en route to winning the Biletnikoff Award.

HOUSTON: Holgorsen spent two seasons as the Cougars’ offensive
coordinator and quarterbacks coach in 2008 and 2009. Houston ranked
first or second nationally in passing offense and total offense both seasons,
while finishing in the top 10 in scoring offense both years.

In his first season in 2008, Houston ranked second nationally in passing
offense, second in total offense and 10th in scoring. Case Keenum led the
nation in total offense and ranked second nationally in passing yards and

Keenum finished
his career as the all-time FBS leader in passing yards (19,217), touchdown
passes (155) and total offense (20,144 yards).

TEXAS TECH: Holgorsen spent eightseasons on Mike Leach’s Texas Tech
staff. Holgorsen was the inside receivers coach for his first five seasons on
staff. He retained that role while being promoted to co-offensive coordinator
in 2005 and 2006 and then offensive coordinator for his final year in 2007.

Holgorsen’s inside receivers helped Texas Tech average nearly 380
Fassing yards per game in his five seasons as the group'’s position coach
rom 2000 to 2004. Texas Tech ranked in the top 11 nationally in passing
yards in each of his five seasons and led the nation three times.

As co-offensive coordinatorin 2005, Holgorsen's offense led the country
in passing, ranked fourth in scoring and sixth in total offense. Cody Hodges
ranked second nationally in passing yards and total offense. In 2006, the
Red Raiders ranked third nationally in passing offense, sixth in total offense
and 13th in scoring. Graham Harrell was third nationally in passing yards.

The offense was even better in 2007 when Texas Tech led the country in
passing, ranked second in total offense and seventh in scoring. Harrell led
the country in passing yards and passing touchdowns. Michael Crabtree
won the Biletnikoff Award, leading the nation with 134 catches, 1,962
receiving yards and 22 touchdowns. Those totals were all FBS freshman
records, and his receiving yardage total still ranks third all-time in FBS
history and is the highest ever by a Power Conference player. Crabtree
ended his career ranked fourth in FBS history in receptions per game (8.9)
and fifth in receiving yards per game (120.3).

WINGATE: Holgorsen spent the 1999 season as the quarterbacks and
receivers coach at Wingate, a Division Il program in North Carolina. In his
lone season, quarterback Brian Baughman established a school record with
283 completions and 3,331 passing yards. Baughman was a semifinalist
for the Harlan Hill Trophy as the Division Il Player of the Year, while two
of Holgorsen'’s receivers ranked second and third nationally in receiving

ards per game.

MISSISSIPPI COLLEGE: Holgorsen was the quarterbacks, receivers and
special teams coach at Mississippi College for three seasons from 1996
to 1998. Receiver Vance Audry set school records in career receptions
and career receiving yards while Matt Murphy ranked second in program
history with 18 career touchdowns.

VALDOSTA STATE: Holgorsen began his coaching career working with
the quarterbacks, receivers and special teams at Valdosta State for three
seasons from 1993 to 1995 under head coach Hal Mumme. Holgorsen
helﬁed Valdosta State to an 11-win season and a trip to the second round
ofthe NCAA Division Il playoffsin 1994. That season, the Blazers set school
records for completions (594) and passing yards (4,389).

PLAYING CAREER (IOWA WESLEYAN)
Holgorsen was a wide receiver at lowa Wesleyan from 1990 to 1992,
where Mike Leach was the offensive coordinatorin 1990 and 1991.

Mike Ekelerisin hisfirstseason
as Nebraska's special teams
coordinator in 2025. Ekeler is in
his second stint in Lincoln, as he
coached the Husker linebackers
from 2008 to 2010.

Ekeler is in his 27th season
overall, including 23 years at the
FBS level and 21 years ata Power
Four school. He has coached in
every power conference while
serving on staffs at six of the 12
winningest programs in college
football history (Oklahoma,
Nebraska, Georgia, Tennessee,
USC and LSU).

Ekeler is in his ninth season as
a special teams coordinator. He
led one of the nation's top special
teams units in his four seasons
at Tennessee before coming to
Nebraska. In his four years at
Tennessee, Ekeler oversaw a unit
that led the nation in punt return
yards and percentage of punts
downed inside the opponent's
10-yardlineinthatfour-yearspan.

NEBRASKA (2008-10)

During his first stint in
Lincoln, Ekeler coached the NU
linebackers from 2008 to 2010. In
his three seasons, Ekeler helped
the Huskers to at least a share of
the Big 12 North title each season
with two appearances in the Big
12 Championship Game.

In 2008, Nebraska ranked
second in the Big 12 in total
defense. The Blackshirts were one
of the nation's most improved
units, allowing 126 fewer yards
per game than the previous
season.

In 2009, Nebraska led the
nation in scoring defense and

pass efficiency defense. The Huskers allowed only 10.4 points and 272.0
yards per game, ranking seventh nationally in total defense.

In 2010, NU ranked ninth nationally in scoring defense and 11th in total
defense. Lavonte David set the Nebraska season record with 152 tackles
and earned All-America honors. In addition to David, Ekeler also coached
future NFL linebackers Cody Glenn, Phillip Dillard, Will Compton and Eric
Martin during his three seasons with the Blackshirt defense.

BEFORE NEBRASKA

TENNESSEE: Ekeler coordinated the special teams and coached the
outside linebackers at Tennessee from 2021 to 2024. During Ekeler's
four seasons, the Vols won 37 games with a trip to the College Football
Playoffin 2024. Tennessee ranked either first or second in the SEC in punt
return average in all four seasons under Ekeler. Over his four seasons in
Knoxville, Tennessee’s cumulative average of 13.9 yards per punt return
led the nation, as did the Vols' percentage of punts downed inside the
opponent's 10-yard line (19.4 percent).

Over Ekeler's final two seasons, Tennessee ranked seventh in the nation
in kickoff touchback percentage (77.5 percent). During Ekeler’s tenure the
Vols blocked eight punts and gave up a total of 138 punt return yards.

Individually, Tennessee produced the SEC punt return average champion
in three of his four years, including 2021 SEC Special Teams Player of
the Year Velus Jones Jr. Jones and Dee Williams were two of four Ekeler
proteges who were starting punt returners in the NFL in 2024.

In 2021, Tennessee ranked in the top 20 nationally in blocked punts
(2nd), punt return defense (5th), kickoff return average (15th), punt return
average (16th) and net punting (19th). The following year, the Volunteers

won 11 games with a unit that ranked ninth in ESPN's special teams
efficiency rankings. In 2023, Ekeler's special teams unit ranked in the
top 25 nationally in blocked kicks (3rd), blocked punts (4th), punt return
defense (6th), punt return average (15th) and net punting (22nd). In his
final season at Tennessee, the Vols ranked ninth nationally in punt returns
and 20th in blocked punts.

Ekeler also coached a first-team All-SEC outside linebacker in each of
his final three seasons in Knoxville.

NORTH TEXAS: Ekeler served as the special teams coordinatorat North
Texas in 2020. The Mean Green ranked seventh nationally in blocked
kicks and had individuals ranked in the top 35 nationally in punting and
kickoff returns.

Ekeleralso spentone season as the defensive coordinatorand linebackers
coach at North Texas in 2016. The Mean Green posted the 13th-best
improvement nationally in scoring defense and led Conference USA in
passing efficiency defense while ranking second in passing yards allowed
and interceptions and fourth in defensive touchdowns.

KANSAS: Ekelerwas the special teams coordinatorand inside linebackers
coach at Kansas in 2019. Punter Kyle Thompson averaged 44.5 yards per
punt and was an honorable-mention All-Big 12 selection and Stephon
Robinson was a third-team All-Big 12 pick as a kick returner.

NORTH CAROLINA: Ekeler coached the linebackers at North Carolina
for two seasons in 2017 and 2018. He coached two NFL Draft picks with
the Tar Heels, including Cole Holcomb who led the ACC in tackles per
game (9.5) in 2018.

GEORGIA: Ekeler served as the defensive special teams coordinator
and inside linebackers coach at Georgia in 2014 and 2015. Georgia had
six punt return touchdowns in Ekeler's two seasons after he inherited a
unit that ranked 114th nationally in punt returns. The Bulldogs ranked
in the top 25 nationally in punt returns in each of Ekeler's two seasons.

Defensively, Ekeler coached several NFL Draft picks, including a pair of
first-round selections. His group helped the Bulldogs rank 17th nationally
in total defense in 2014 and seventh in 2015.

USC: In 2013, Ekeler was the linebackers coach at USC. The Trojans
ranked in the top 20 nationally in rushing defense, scoring defense and
total defense in Ekeler's lone season. Linebacker Hayes Pullard earned
second-team All-Pac-12 honors before being selectedinthe 2015 NFL Draft.

INDIANA: Ekeler's first stint in the Big Ten came as the co-defensive
coordinator and linebackers coach at Indiana in 2011 and 2012.

LSU: Prior to his first stint at Nebraska from 2008 to 2010, Ekeler spent
three seasons on the LSU staff from 2005 to 2007. He served as a defensive
intern in 2007 and a defensive graduate assistant in 2005 and 2006. The
Tigers went 34-6 in Ekeler's three seasons, with a top-10 national ranking
each season, which culminated with a national championship in 2007.
LSU finished third nationally in total defense in each of Ekeler's three
seasons on staff.

OKLAHOMA: Ekeler spent the 2003 and 2004 seasons as a defensive
graduate assistant at Oklahoma. The Sooners played for a national
championship both seasons. OU ranked fifth nationally in total defense
in 2003 and 11th in 2004.

HIGH SCHOOL ASSISTANT: Ekeler spent four seasons coaching high
schoolfootball before joining the collegiate ranks. He served as an assistant
coach at Manhattan High School in Kansas in 2002. Ekeler got his coaching
start as a volunteer coach at Omaha Skutt High School from 1999 to 2001.

He
was successful as a defensive
coordinator at three Power Four
programs: Arizona State, UCLA,
Washington and Baylor.

Snow will be coaching under
Matt Rhule for the 11th season in
2025, and the pair's relationship
datesbackto 2001 at UCLAwhen
Rhule was a defensive assistant
and Snow was the defensive
coordinator. Snow served as
Rhule's defensive coordinator
at Temple, Baylor and with the
Carolina Panthers.

Defensive tackle James Lynch
finished fifth in the nation in sacks (13.5) and was named the Big 12's
Defensive Player of the Year.

TEMPLE: Prior to Baylor, Snow spent four seasons as Rhule's defensive
coordinator at Temple. Snow's defense helped Temple play in the first
two conference championship games in program history, set a school
record for season victories and post back-to-back 10-win seasons for the
first time in Temple history.

Snow also coached linebacker Tyler Matakevich, who won the 2015
Chuck Bednarik Award and the Bronko Nagurski Trophy. Matakevich was
just the third consensus All-American in Temple history.

EASTERN MICHIGAN: Snow was the defensive coordinator at Eastern
Michigan for three seasons from 2010 to 2012. In 2011, the Eagles ranked
34th nationally in total defense.

DETROIT LIONS: Snow's first coaching stint in the NFL came with the
Detroit Lions for four seasons from 2005 to 2008. He was the linebackers
coach for his final three seasons on staff after serving as a defensive
assistant in 2005.

WASHINGTON: Snow coordinated the Washington defense for two
seasons in 2003 and 2004. The Huskies ranked in the top 25 nationally in
interceptions in 2023 and 17th in passing defense in 2024.

UCLA: Snow first coached with Rhule at UCLA in 2001, where Snow
was the defensive coordinator and Rhule served as assistant defensive
line coach. In 2001, the Bruins led the Pac-10 in total defense and ranked
second in rushing and scoring defense. Linebacker Robert Thomas was
the 2001 Pac-12 Defensive Player of the Year.

ARIZONA STATE: The longest stop of Snow's coaching career came
at Arizona State, where he was on staff for nine seasons from 1992 to
2000. He served as the defensive coordinator for his final five seasons
after coaching the defensive backs in his first three years.

Snow's defense ranked in the top three in the Pac-10in scoring defensein
three of hisfinal five seasons. In his second season as defensive coordinator
in 1996, Arizona State went 11-1, won the Pac-10 title and finished with
a No. 4 ranking. That season, the Sun Devils had a shut out victory over
Nebraska, the only time the Huskers have been shut out spanning the
1992 through 2024 seasons.

In 1997, Arizona State led the Pac-10 in scoring defense behind by Pac-
10 Defensive Player of the Year Pat Tillman. In his final season in 2000,
ASU led the nation in fumble recoveries and ranked third in takeaways.

CALIFORNIA: Snow coached the defensive backs at Cal for five seasons
from 1987 to 1991. The Bears won back-to-back bowl games in his final
two seasons, the first time in program history Cal had won a bowl game
in consecutive years. The Bears finished with a top-10 ranking following
a 10-2 record in 1991.

BOISE STATE: Snow spent four seasons on the staff at Boise State
from 1982 to 1986, when the Broncos were a Division I-AA (now FCS)
program. In 1986, Boise State ranked fourth nationally in rushing defense
and sixth in total defense.

LANEY COLLEGE: Snow'sfirst coaching job atthe collegiate level came
atLaney Collegein California. He spent three seasons at the school, serving
as the defensive backs coach in his first season before being promoted
to defensive coordinator for his final two seasons.

Barthel is in his 12th season of
coaching in 2025, and he has put
togetheradiverse resume having
served in recruiting and player
development roles in addition
to being a running backs coach.
Barthel has Big Ten experience
at Nebraska, Rutgers and Penn
State, and he coached for two
seasons in the National Football
League.

A New Jersey native, Barthel
has a reputation as one of the
top recruiters in the Northeast

Nebraska’s running back room was hit hard by injuries during Barthel’s
first season in 2023. Despite the injuries, the Huskers averaged 176.8
rushing yards per game, ranking second in the Big Ten in rushing.

Gabe Ervin Jr. and Rahmir Johnson - the top two running backs on
Nebraska’s depth chart - were both lost to season-ending injuries in the
third game of the year. Ervin and Johnson each averaged more than 5.0
yards per carry in their three games, which included two road games
against Power Five opponents. Following the injuries to Ervin and Johnson,
Barthel helped Anthony Grant and Emmett Johnson each rush for more
than 400 yards. Johnson rushed for 411 yards on 90 carries after entering
the year with zero career carries. Barthel also helped Joshua Fleeks make
a mid-season transition from wide receiver to running back, and Fleeks
produced a 77-yard touchdown run against Michigan, the first run of 70
yards allowed by the Wolverines in four seasons.

In 2024, Nebraska's running backs put up big numbers on the ground
and in the receiving game. Dante Dowdell scored 12 rushing touchdowns,
the most by a Husker running back in six seasons. Dowdell rushed for 614
yards while Emmett Johnson had 598 rushing yards, as both players set
career highs in rushing yards. Johnson also caught 39 passes, the fourth-
most season receptions by a running back in program history and the
most in 18 years. Johnson also led Nebraska with 908 all-purpose yards.
Barthel helped Rahmir Johnson earn MVP honors in the Pinstripe Bowl,
when Johnson reached 1,000 career rushing yards.

BEFORE NEBRASKA

UCONN: The UConn Huskies went 6-6 in the regular season in Barthel’s
lone year as the running backs coach on Jim Mora's staff in 2022. The
six wins were a marked improvement, as UConn had not won more than
three games in a season since 2015.

Barthel's running backs helped UConn rush for 2,339 yards with 18
rushing touchdowns in 12 games. The Huskies ranked 33rd nationally in
rushing offense. Individually, Victor Roza and Devontae Houston each
rushed for more than 500 yards. Roza ranked 33rd nationally with 11
rushing touchdowns, while Houston was 14th nationally with an average
of 6.88 yards per carry.

WILLIAM & MARY: Barthel spent one season at William & Mary as
the running backs coach and recruiting coordinator in 2019. He made an
immediate impact on the running game during his time with the Tribe,
as William & Mary was the most improved rushing team in the FCS in
Barthel’s lone season.

Led by Barthel’s running backs, the Tribe rushed for 2,232 yardsin 2019
after rushing for only 553 yards in 2018. William & Mary posted an increase
of 130.7 rushing yards per game from the 2018 to the 2019 season, a
total that led the FCS by a wide margin. The Tribe ranked 30th nationally
in rushing offense in 2019, an increase of 93 spots from the previous
season, when the team ranked next-to-last (123rd) in the FCS in rushing.

William & Mary's yards-per-carry average improved from 1.8 in 2018 to
4.2in 2019, and the Tribe rushed for 26 touchdowns in 2019 after running
for only five scores in 2018. William & Mary also set a school record with
462 rushing yards against Rhode Island during the 2019 season.

ALBANY/HOWARD: After a short stint at Albany during the offseason,
Barthel transitioned into a coaching role as the running backs coach at
Howardin 2018. Underhisdirection, the Bison led the Mid-Eastern Athletic
Conference (MEAC) in rushing with 192.8 yards per game. Additionally,
he helped standout freshman Dedrick Parson garner MEAC Rookie of
the Year and second-team All-MEAC accolades. Parson led the league in
yards per carry (5.65), and he ranked second in rushing touchdowns (9)
and third in rushing yards per game (70.6).

PENN STATE: Prior to his season at Howard, Barthel served as recruiting
coordinator for one season at Penn State in 2017. He helped the Nittany
Lions secure the nation’s No. 6 recruiting class, according to 247 Sports.

TEMPLE: Barthel spent one season on Rhule's staff at Temple in 2016,
serving asthe Owls’ coordinator of on-campusrecruiting. He was promoted
to director of player personnel following the 2016 season before he left
for Penn State.

RUTGERS: Barthel began his career at the collegiate level working
in football operations and recruiting at Rutgers, where he spent three
seasons as a player.

PRIVATE BUSINESS: Before getting into coaching, Barthel ran Explosive
Training Systems from 2009 to 2014, a gym in New Jersey that trained
many of the state’s top high school football players.

PLAYING CAREER (RUTGERS/UMASS)

Barthel was a running back at Rutgers for three seasons from 2003 to
2005, before transferring to UMass for two seasons in 2006 and 2007.
After graduation, he was offered a tryout with the New York Giants in
2009 and later became a running back for the United Football League’s
Las Vegas Locomotives.

KANSAS CITY CHIEFS: Bradden spent eight successful seasons as a
defensive assistant with the Kansas City Chiefs before joining Nebraska.
Bradden began his Chiefs' tenure as a defensive assistant in 2017 before
moving into a defensive quality control role from 2018 to 2020. He served
as an assistant defensive line coach for his final four seasons on staff from
2021 to 2024.

Kansas City was the most successful team in the NFL during Bradden's
eight seasons on staff. The Chiefs won the AFC West Division every year
and won 100 regular-season games in his eight seasons. In the playoffs,
Kansas City advanced to the AFC Championship Game in each of Bradden's
final seven seasons. The Chiefs won three Super Bowls during Bradden's
tenure, including back-to-back titles in Super Bow! LVII and LVIII.

Individually, defensive tackle Chris Jones was a Pro Bowl selection
in each of Bradden's four seasons as the assistant defensive line coach.
Jones also earned first-team NFL All-Pro honors in 2022, 2023 and 2024
and was a second-team All-Pro pick in 2021. Defensive end Frank Clark
also made the Pro Bowl in 2021.

In Bradden's final season in 2024, Kansas City ranked fourth in the NFL
in scoring defense and ninth in total defense. The defensive line helped
stop the opponent running game, as the Chiefs allowed the fifth-fewest
yards per carry in the league.

In 2023, Bradden assisted a defensive line that recorded 57.0 sacks
to rank second in the NFL. The 57.0 sacks were the second-highest total
in team history and helped the Chiefs rank second in the NFL in scoring
defense. Jones and defensive end George Karlaftis each recorded 10.5
sacks. The play of the defensive line helped Kansas City rank second in
the league in total defense and scoring defense.

The defensive line also paced the way for the Chiefs to record 55.0 sacks
in 2022, which ranked second in the league. Jones registered 15.5 sacks
while Karlaftis had the fifth-most sacks by a rookie (6.0) in franchise history.

In Bradden's first season as the assistant defensive line coach in 2021,
the Chiefs ranked eighth in the NFL in scoring defense.

Bradden spent the 2020 season as a defensive quality control coach
working mostly with the defensive line. That season, Jones was named to
the All-Pro second team and was a Pro Bowl selection.

In 2019, Bradden primarily worked with the defensive backs, when
safety Tyrann Mathieu was named an NFL All-Pro. Bradden worked with
the defensive line in 2018, when Jones ranked third in the NFL with 15.5
sacks. He worked with the defensive backs in his first season with the
Chiefs in 2
