Rodriguez was a four-time AVCA All-American, four-time 
All-Big Ten selection, and a three-time Big Ten Defensive Player of the 
Year. Following her career, Rodriguez received the AAU Sullivan Award as 
the nation’s top amateur athlete in any sport.

She had 11 digs in a 3-0 
sweep of Netherlands and 15 digs in a 3-2 win over France. 

Former Husker Sarah Pavan (right) and her beach volleyball 
partner, Melissa Humana-Paredes, won the 2019 FIVB Beach 
Volleyball World Championships for Canada. They later 
finished fifth at the 2020 Tokyo Olympic Games. Pavan also 
reached the quarterfinals at the 2016 Olympics. 

In June 2024, Bergen Reilly (left), assistant coach Jaylen Reyes, and Andi Jackson helped the U.S. U21 National Team win 
the gold medal at the NORCECA U21 Continental Championship in Toronto. Team USA swept all five of its matches in 
the tournament. Reilly led the team in assists, and Jackson had 39 kills and 10 blocks with a .654 hitting percentage in the 
tournament.

Former Huskers Justine Wong-Orantes and Kadie 
Rolfzen led the U.S. National Team to the 2019 
Pan American Cup title. Rolfzen was named the 
tournament’s best attacker, while Wong-Orantes 
was voted the best libero.  

Led by former Huskers Jordan Larson, Kayla Banwarth and Kelsey Robinson, the U.S. National Team won its first major gold 
medal at the 2014 FIVB World Championship with a 3-1 win over China in Milan, Italy. The trio was also named to the 2016 
Olympics team that went on to earn the bronze medal. 
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BREAKING A WORLD RECORD
It was a record-breaking night at Memorial 
Stadium on Aug. 30, 2023, when Nebraska 
hosted Omaha in an outdoor volleyball 
match. The Volleyball Day in Nebraska 
attendance of 92,003 set a record for 
the largest crowd to watch a women’s 
sporting event in the United States. 
The crowd of more than 92,000 also 
surpassed what is widely regarded as the 
world-record attendance for any women’s 
sporting event.

The previously recognized world record 
was 91,648 fans in a UEFA Champions 
League match between Barcelona and 
Wolfsburg on April 22, 2022, at Camp 
Nou in Barcelona, Spain. The previous 
record for an American women’s sporting 
event was 90,185 in USA’s FIFA World Cup 
Final against China on July 10, 1999, at the 
Rose Bowl in Pasadena, Calif.

The Huskers also shattered a pair of NCAA 
records, exceeding the previous records 
for any NCAA volleyball match and an 
NCAA volleyball regular-season match.

The Husker volleyball program has sold 
out 337 consecutive regular-season 
matches. Nebraska’s sellout streak is an 
NCAA women’s record. The Huskers have 
led the nation in attendance every season 
since moving into the Bob Devaney Sports 
Center in 2013.

QUOTING FORMER COACH JOHN COOK
“It’s a celebration of Nebraska volleyball 
at all levels. We took a chance playing a 
game in Memorial Stadium and to go 
for the record and break it. Not only did 
we make a statement on how important 
volleyball is here, we want that record to 
be known around the world now. I don’t 
think anyone could have envisioned all 
this when this started. It feels like a great 
accomplishment for this sport called 
‘volleyball’ played by the women in 
Nebraska. It’s a state treasure and we just 
proved it.”

COMPLIANCE GUIDELINES FOR BOOSTERS
NCAA PRINCIPLES
Institutional Control
	 It is the responsibility of the University of Nebraska to control its intercollegiate athletic program 
in compliance with the rules and regulations of the NCAA.

Responsibility
	 The University of Nebraska’s responsibility for the conduct of its program includes responsibility 
for the actions of its staff members and for the actions of any other individual, booster or 
organization engaged in activities promoting the athletic interests of the institution.

Compliance
	 The University of Nebraska must monitor its program to assure compliance and to identify and 
report to the NCAA instances in which compliance has not been achieved.  An institution found 
to have violated NCAA rules is subject to disciplinary and corrective actions as determined by the 
NCAA.

DEFINITIONS
Q: What is a booster?
A: Someone who belongs to a University of Nebraska athletic booster club; promotes or makes 
financial donations to the athletic department or a specific Husker team; assists in the recruitment 
of prospective student-athletes; employs, gives benefits to, or provides services to a student-
athlete, a prospective student-athlete or the relative/friends of either.
REPRESENTATIVE OF ATHLETIC INTEREST (I.E. BOOSTERS), NCAA BYLAW 13

Q: Who is a Prospective Student-Athlete?
A: A prospective student-athlete is a student who has started classes for the ninth grade or above, 
including students in prep schools and junior colleges as well as students who have officially 
withdrawn from a four-year institution and plan to transfer to another institution. In addition, a 
student who has not started classes for the ninth grade becomes a prospective student-athlete 
if the institution or a Nebraska booster provides the individual or the individual’s relatives or 
friends with any financial assistance or benefits that the institution does not provide to prospective 
students in general. A good rule of thumb is to treat ALL STUDENTS as prospects.

Q: Who is a Student-Athlete?
A: A student-athlete is a student whose enrollment was solicited by a member of the Nebraska 
athletic staff or other representative of athletic interests with a view toward the student’s ultimate 
participation in the intercollegiate athletic program.

Q: What is Contact?
A: Contact is ANY face-to-face encounter between a prospect, or the prospect’s parent or legal 
guardian, and a Nebraska staff member or athletic representative during which any dialogue 
occurs.

Q: What is Recruiting?
A: Recruiting is any solicitation of a prospect or a prospect’s family member (or guardian) by 
an institutional staff member or by athletic representative of the institution, for the purpose 
of securing the prospect’s enrollment and ultimate participation in Nebraska’s intercollegiate 
athletic program.

GUIDELINES
Q: Who is a Booster?
A: Someone who belongs to a University of Nebraska athletic booster club; promotes or makes 
financial donations to the athletic department or a specific Husker team; assists in the recruitment 
of prospective student-athletes; employs, gives benefits to, or provides services to a student-
athlete, a prospective student-athlete or the relative/friends of either.
REPRESENTATIVE OF ATHLETIC INTERESTS (I.E., BOOSTERS), NCAA BYLAW 13

Q: What constitutes impermissible contact by a Booster?
A: Phone calls to prospects (9th to 12th grade) and their relatives placed for recruiting purposes 
(questions about the athletic program at Nebraska must be directed to the coach); writing, paging, 
text messages or instant messages to a prospect to encourage Nebraska attendance; contact with 
a prospect at a high school or club contest; contact with a prospect or his/her coach, principal, 
or counselor to evaluate the prospect; visiting the prospect’s educational institution to pick up 
videotape or transcripts for evaluation purposes; contacting a prospect to congratulate him/her 
for signing a National Letter of Intent to attend Nebraska; giving anything of value to a prospect 
to induce him/her to attend Nebraska; contact of any kind while the prospect is on the Nebraska 
campus for an official or unofficial visit.
RECRUITING CONTACTS, NCAA BYLAW 13

Q: What are the rules of employment for a student-athlete?
A: A student-athlete may be employed during the academic year or summer vacation period; 
receive compensation equal to the going rate for similar services in the locale; receive 
compensation only for work performed; accept employment from more than one employer and 
earn unlimited income; receive benefits provided to all other employees; teach sport-related 
individual skill instruction or fee-for-lesson sessions. A student-athlete may not conduct personal 
sport camps or promote, market, advertise or endorse a commercial business or product.

Only benefits that are authorized by NCAA legislation shall be provided to and accepted by a 
student-athlete. It is not permissible for a student-athlete to receive a benefit that is the result of 
a “special” arrangement by an institutional employee, booster, employer or fan.
EMPLOYMENT, NCAA BYLAW 12

Q: What are non-permissible benefits?
A: Free or reduced-fee housing/rent including the use of vacation or seasonal homes; free 
or reduced-fee meals; loans or cash advances in pay or salary; tuition costs or school supply 
expenses; gifts or presents of any type regardless of the occasion or purpose; use of telephone 
for long distance or use of telephone cards and cell phones; free use of any motor vehicle, boat 
or recreational vehicle; free use of services (i.e., automobile repair, hair care, laundry, copying, 
faxing, etc.); free or reduced-fee memberships at golf courses, health clubs, etc. (This list is not 
exhaustive. Only benefits authorized by NCAA legislation shall be provided to and accepted by a 
student-athlete. It is not permissible for a student-athlete to receive a benefit that is the result of 
a “special” arrangement by an institutional employee, booster, employer or fan).
BENEFITS AND PREFERENTIAL TREATMENT, NCAA BYLAW 16

Q: What types of promotional activities may the student-athlete be permitted to 
participate?
A: Charitable, educational or non-profit promotions and events with requested approval from the 
Athletic Compliance Office prior to the event.

Q: What types of promotional activities are not permissible?
A: Any fundraising activity that supports a high school organization or group that assists 
prospective-aged students; use of his/her name or picture; or appear to promote or market a 
commercial business or product.

Nebraska native Dani Busboom Kelly was named the fourth 
head coach in program history on Jan. 29, 2025 by Nebraska 
Director of Athletics Troy Dannen. 

Busboom Kelly succeeds her former coach and mentor, 
John Cook, who announced his retirement following the 2024 
season after 25 seasons as Nebraska’s head volleyball coach. 

A Husker national champion player and assistant coach, 
Busboom Kelly spent the last eight years building Louisville 
into a national power. The Cardinals reached two NCAA 
Championship matches, three NCAA Semifinals, five regional 
finals and won four ACC titles. 

Busboom Kelly compiled a 203-44 (.822) record in her 
eight seasons at Louisville, including a 120-15 (.889) mark 
from 2021-24, which is the second-best winning percentage 
in the country during that span. In 2024, the Cardinals reached 
the NCAA Championship match for the second time in the last 
three seasons. 

Busboom Kelly was the starting libero on Nebraska’s 2006 
national championship team, and she was an assistant coach 
when the Huskers won the 2015 national championship in 
Omaha. She took the helm at Louisville late in 2016 after 
being named AVCA National Assistant Coach of the Year in 
her final season as a Husker assistant, and she guided the 
Cardinals to heights the program had never experienced.  

In her first season at Louisville in 2017, Busboom Kelly 
took over a program coming off a 12-18 season and led 
UofL to a 24-7 record, an ACC title and an NCAA Tournament 
appearance. Picked eighth in the ACC preseason poll, she 
coached two players to major conference postseason awards, 
ACC Setter of the Year (Wilma Rivera) and ACC Defensive Player 
of the Year (Molly Sauer). For her efforts, she was named the 
AVCA East Region Coach of the Year for the first of four times 
at Louisville. Following her first season, Busboom Kelly was 
named the head coach of the U.S. Collegiate National Team 
Europe Tour, leading them to the gold medal in the European 
Global Challenge. 

The Cardinals continued to improve each season, reaching 
the NCAA Tournament Second Round in 2018 and the 
program’s first-ever NCAA Regional Final in 2019. During the 
shortened 2020-21 season, Busboom Kelly’s Cardinals went 
15-3 and won the ACC Championship, and she was named 
ACC Coach of the Year. 

Louisville broke through in a big way in 2021, winning 32 
straight matches to begin the season before finishing the year 
in the NCAA Semifinals for the first time in program history. 
Busboom Kelly was again named ACC Coach of the Year as well 
as AVCA National Coach of the Year, as the Cardinals achieved 
their first No. 1 ranking in program history. She became the 
first woman in NCAA history to coach an undefeated regular 
season, and two Louisville players (Tori Dilfer and Anna 
Stevenson) earned the program’s first-ever AVCA All-America 
First Team honors. 

The Cardinals finished 31-3 in 2022 and reached the NCAA 
Final for the first time in school history, falling to top-seeded 
Texas. Busboom Kelly was the ACC Coach of the Year for the 
third year in a row, as the Cardinals won their third straight 
ACC title. Claire Chaussee was voted ACC Player of the Year, 
and Amaya Tillman won the NCAA Elite 90 Award for having 
the best cumulative GPA at the NCAA Championship. 

HEAD COACH DANI BUSBOOM KELLY

After going 27-5 in 2023 with another regional final 
appearance and another ACC Player of the Year honor (Anna 
DeBeer), the Cardinals began the 2024 season with pressure 
to get back to the NCAA Semifinals, which were being played 
at the KFC Yum! Center in Louisville. Not only did the Cardinals 
qualify for the NCAA Semifinals in their own city, they also 
impressively turned aside top-seeded Pittsburgh, 3-1, despite 
losing their top hitter DeBeer for the tournament early in set 
four.  

Prior to her time at Louisville, Busboom Kelly played a vital 
role on the Husker coaching staff, assisting with Nebraska’s 
setters, liberos, outside hitters and recruiting. Regarded as 
one of the best recruiters in the nation, Busboom Kelly helped 
Nebraska’s resurgence to the forefront of college volleyball, as 
the Huskers captured the 2015 NCAA Championship at the 
CenturyLink Center in Omaha, the same place Busboom Kelly 
won the national title as a player for the Huskers in 2006.

Behind Busboom Kelly’s recruiting efforts, the Huskers’ 
2013 signing class was ranked No. 1 in the nation by 
PrepVolleyball.com, and the 2015 class was also a top-five 
class. From that group Mikaela Foecke went on to become the 
third freshman to be named Most Outstanding Player of the 
NCAA Championship.

Busboom Kelly helped the Huskers to a 134-30 record and 
NCAA Regional Final appearances in all five seasons. Before 
joining the Husker staff in 2012, she was an assistant coach at 
Tennessee from 2009-10, and an assistant coach at Louisville 
in 2011. 

As a captain at Nebraska, Busboom moved from setter to 
libero in 2006 to help Nebraska’s defense and finished her 
career as one of only two players to rank among NU’s all-time 
leaders in both digs (1,281) and assists (2,873). She was 
a four-year starter for Cook, guiding NU to a 124-10 record, 
three Big 12 titles, two NCAA Final appearances and a national 
title in 2006.

Busboom was considered the Big 12’s best libero in 
2006, as she helped NU limit opponents to a Big 12-low .144 
hitting percentage. She set Nebraska’s single-season digs 
record (580) in her first year as a libero. She notched her best 
defensive performance in the NCAA Semifinals against UCLA, 
totaling a career-high 29 digs, which ranks as the second-best 
postseason performance in school history.

In addition to her accomplishments on the court, Busboom 
excelled off the court for the Huskers. She was a 2006 second-
team Academic All-District VII selection, while earning six 
Big 12 Commissioner’s Honor Roll accolades and becoming 
a three-time first-team Academic All-Big 12 honoree. She 
earned a bachelor’s degree in communication studies from 
Nebraska in 2007.

Following her graduation, Busboom spent time with the 
U.S. Women’s National Training Team before working as a sales 
representative for an Omaha insurance company. She also 
worked as a sideline reporter for radio broadcasts of Nebraska 
volleyball matches on the Husker Sports Network and was an 
assistant coach with USA Volleyball’s Select A2 Program.

Dani and her husband, former Nebraska football player 
Lane Kelly, were married in the summer of 2010 and have two 
sons, Boone and Jett.

REYES

ASSISTANT COACH/RECRUITING COORDINATOR • 8TH SEASON • BYU (2015)

Jaylen Reyes joined the Nebraska volleyball program as 
an assistant coach in March 2018. Reyes coaches the Husker 
pin hitters and helps coordinate game plans and scouting 
reports while assisting with other positions. He also serves as 
the Huskers’ recruiting coordinator and has served as the head 
coach of the beach volleyball team. 

In his seven years with the program, Reyes has played an 
instrumental role in helping the Huskers consistently rank 
among the nation’s top defensive teams. Since Reyes joined 
the program in 2018, Nebraska has ranked in the top 10 
nationally in defense six times, including the No. 1 opponent 
hitting percentage in 2022 and 2023. Reyes has also 
established himself as one of the top recruiters in the nation, 
helping Nebraska land the nation’s No. 1-ranked recruiting 
class for both 2021 and 2023 according to PrepVolleyball.
com, as well as the No. 2-ranked class for 2025 according to 
VB Adrenaline.

With Reyes on staff, the Huskers have been to the NCAA 
Championship match three times and won Big Ten titles in 
2023 and 2024. Under Reyes’ guidance, libero Lexi Rodriguez 
was a four-time AVCA All-American, while Kenzie Maloney was 
an All-American libero in 2018. Rodriguez was named Big Ten 
Defensive Player of the Year three times. 

In 2022, Nebraska led the nation with a .128 opponent 
hitting percentage, the best defensive mark for the program 
since 2005. The Huskers followed up in 2023 by leading the 
nation in opponent hitting percentage again (.137) as they 
won the Big Ten title and finished the season in the NCAA 
Championship match with a 33-2 record, Nebraska’s best 
record since the 2005 season. The Huskers went 33-3 in 2024 
and reached the NCAA Semifinals once again after earning a 
repeat Big Ten title. 

Reyes has been actively involved with the U.S. National 
Team as well. In May 2019 he served as an assistant coach 
for the U.S. Women’s Collegiate National Team as they toured 
Japan. In June 2024, he served as an assistant coach for the

U21 National Team as they won gold at the U21 NORCECA 
Continental Championship in Toronto. 

Prior to Nebraska, Reyes was an assistant coach for the 
BYU men’s volleyball team from 2016-18. He handled player 
development and was the recruiting coordinator for the 
Cougars, who reached the NCAA Championship match in 2016 
and 2017 and were NCAA semifinalists in 2018. A native of 
Honolulu, Hawaii, Reyes is the son of Tino Reyes, who was the 
head women’s volleyball coach at the University of Hawaii at 
Hilo from 2010-15 and spent 17 years as associate head coach 
on the Hawaii men’s volleyball coaching staff.

Reyes helped lead BYU to a 26-5 (16-2 MPSF) record in 
2017, winning a share of the conference regular-season title. 
The Cougars reached the national championship match for 
a second-consecutive season. BYU went 27-4 (19-3 MPSF) 
in 2016 – Reyes’ first season on staff – also winning the 
conference title and playing in the national final. In 2018, 
the Cougars reached the national semifinals once again and 
finished with a 22-7 overall record while winning the MPSF 
tournament title. Reyes coached four AVCA All-Americans in 
each of his three seasons at BYU.

Reyes’ other coaching experience includes serving as the 
lead coach at the Gold Medal Squared Clinic since 2014, and 
as an assistant coach with the SCVA High Performance Team 
in the International Youth Division at the USA Volleyball High 
Performance Championships, winning silver in 2017 and 
bronze in 2016.

Reyes received his bachelor’s degree from BYU in exercise 
science in 2015. He was the starting libero for the Cougars 
from 2012-15 and received AVCA All-America honorable 
mention in 2015. Reyes helped his team to back-to-back MPSF 
regular-season and tournament titles and NCAA Tournament 
appearances in 2013-14. Reyes is BYU’s all-time rally-scoring 
era leader in sets played (431) and is second in career digs 
(762).

Kelly (Hunter) Natter, a three-time All-American setter 
and two-time national champion at Nebraska, was named an 
assistant coach on Dec. 22, 2021. Prior to that, Natter spent 
three seasons on the Husker staff as a graduate assistant and 
a volunteer coach. 

Overall, Natter has spent 11 of the last 12 seasons with the 
Husker program as either a player (2013-17) or coach (2019-
24). In those 11 seasons, Nebraska has posted a top-10 finish 
every year, winning two national championships, playing in 
five NCAA Finals and making six trips to the final four.

Natter works with the Huskers’ liberos and defensive 
specialists while assisting with other positions. She has also 
worked direclty with NU’s setters in her time on the Husker 
staff. In 2023, Natter helped freshman Bergen Reilly earn 
Big Ten Setter of the Year and AVCA All-America honors as 
the Huskers won the Big Ten title and reached the NCAA 
Championship match. Reilly was the first freshman to win Big 
Ten Setter of the Year since the award originated in 2012. In 
2024, Reilly was named an All-American and Big Ten Setter 
of the Year once again, leading the Huskers to their highest 
hitting percentage since 2016 and another appearance in the 
NCAA Semifinals.

As a volunteer coach in 2021, Natter helped Nebraska 
finish as the national runner-up. The Huskers finished with 
a No. 2 final ranking after a memorable run to the National 
Championship match as the No. 10 seed. 

Natter was named a first-team AVCA All-American, the 
Big Ten Setter of the Year and an All-Big Ten selection for the 
second time in her career following her 2017 senior season. 
She received numerous honors from volleyball publications, 
including National Player of the Year and All-America first-
team honors from PrepVolleyball.com and VolleyMob.com. 
Natter was also named co-Most Outstanding Player of the 
NCAA Championship with teammate Mikaela Foecke after the 
Huskers beat Florida in the national title match in 2017.

Former Husker volleyball standout Lindsay Peterson is 
in her 20th year as director of operations for the Nebraska 
volleyball program in 2025. A former Husker volleyball 
captain and one of the greatest defensive players in school 
history, Peterson was hired in 2006 after serving assistant 
coaching stints at Northern Colorado and Virginia Tech.

At Nebraska, Peterson handles a variety of duties for the 
Husker volleyball team, including team travel, budgeting, 
coordinating tournaments and camps and assisting visiting 
teams. She also serves as a liaison for volleyball support units, 
including facilities and events, media relations, marketing, 
compliance, HuskerVision, the ticket office, alumni and The 
Match Club. In addition to her duties on the Husker staff, 
Peterson has served as a club coach for Nebraska Juniors, 
helping the 15-and-under team to a USA Junior Olympic 
National title in 2010.

Peterson came to Nebraska after serving as an assistant 
coach in the Northern Colorado program from March of 2005 
to July of 2006. At Northern Colorado, she worked extensively 
with the setters and liberos and helped with recruiting in the 
Midwest. In 2005, she helped a pair of Northern Colorado 
players earn first-team Division I Independent honors, 
including libero Abby Mayne, who was named Division I 
Independent Co-Defensive Player of the Year after averaging 
4.44 digs per game.

After serving as an undergraduate assistant coach at 
Nebraska in 2003, Peterson was on the staff at Virginia Tech in 
2004, helping the Hokies finish with a 13-16 record, including 
a 7-9 mark in the program’s first season in the Atlantic Coast 
Conference.

During her playing days, Peterson was a four-year 
performer in the Nebraska program from 1999 to 2002, 
helping the Huskers to a 123-10 record, including a national 
title in 2000. Peterson played in 133 matches as a Husker, 
including 438 of a possible 440 career sets. She finished her 
career holding the school record at the time with 1,111 career 
digs, despite playing three positions during her Nebraska 
career. She competed as a setter her freshman year and a 
defensive specialist her sophomore and junior years before 
taking over the newly created libero role in 2002. That season 
she averaged 3.35 digs per set, a total that was fourth in school 
history at the time. As a setter in 1999, she posted a then-
freshman record 724 set assists.

In the classroom, Peterson was a three-time, first-team 
academic All-Big 12 selection, a six-time selection to the 
Big 12 Commissioner’s Honor Roll and finished her degree 
in business administration at Nebraska in 2003, when she 
served as an undergraduate assistant coach. In that role, she 
assisted with recruiting, game day preparation and various 
coaching duties.

A native of Burchard, Neb., the former Lindsay Wischmeier 
led Lewiston High School to a pair of Class D-2 State 
Championships (1995 and 1997) and earned D-2 Player-of-
the-Year honors while also being a three-time academic all-
state selection. She married Ty Peterson in May of 2007. They 
have four sons: Drake, Jax, Ronan and Nash.

DIRECTOR OF ATHLETICS • 2ND YEAR • UNI (1989)

Troy Dannen, a leading voice in collegiate athletics with 
extensive experience as an athletic director and deep ties to the 
Midwest, is in his first year as Nebraska’s Director of Athletics. 
Dannen was hired on March 20, 2024, and has hit the ground 
running in Lincoln.

Nebraska Athletics enjoyed success during Dannen’s first 
championship season, as the Husker baseball program won its 
first Big Ten Tournament title and reached the 40-win plateau 
for the first time since 2014 while the Husker track teams put 
together impressive showings. The Husker men won the Big Ten 
Outdoor title and earned their best NCAA Championship finish 
since 2016 with a 13th-place finish, while the Husker women 
posted their second straight top-10 NCAA finish and placed 
ninth at the national meet. Nebraska finished 22nd in the final 
2023-24 Learfield Director’s Cup, the program’s highest finish 
since 2010. 

Dannen has been a leader in charting the course for a new 
era of collegiate athletics, serving from 2021 to 2023 as a 
member of the NCAA Constitution Committee and the Division 
I Transformation Committee. Dannen also previously served 
as the chair of the NCAA Football Competition Committee and 
was an Executive Committee member of the Football Oversight 
Committee. In total, Dannen has served on seven NCAA 
committees. 

In 2022, Dannen was a finalist for Sports Business Journal’s 
Athletic Director of the Year award, and he received the 
Distinguished American Award from the Sugar Bowl Chapter of 
the National Football Foundation.

Dannen came to Lincoln after serving as Director of Athletics 
at the University of Washington. He helped guide the Huskies’ 
transition to the Big Ten Conference and oversaw a football 
program that reached the College Football Playoff National 
Championship Game in January of 2024. 

He arrived at Washington in the fall of 2023 after serving 
as Director of Athletics at Tulane University since 2015. 
While at Tulane, Green Wave student-athletes earned 49 All-
America honors, a national championship, 21 conference 
championships and 41 postseason appearances.

In 2022-23, Tulane football won its first American Athletic 
Conference football championship and won the Cotton Bowl 
over USC, which was ranked ninth in the nation at that time. 
The men’s basketball program won 20 regular-season games 
for the first time in two decades. Additionally, men’s tennis 
advanced to its sixth NCAA Tournament in seven years, both 
bowling and beach volleyball finished ranked in the top 20, 
and baseball won the conference championship.

Tulane’s football program participated in an unprecedented 
three consecutive bowl games from 2018 to 2020, winning 
back-to-back bowl games for the first time in 128 years of 
football at the University.

In the classroom, Tulane student-athletes excelled at a high-
level. At the end of the 2022-23 academic year, over 68 percent 
of Green Wave student-athletes earned a 3.0 GPA or better, 
with a 93 percent Graduation Success Rate and a record-setting 
department Academic Progress Report of 992, with seven 
teams earning a perfect 1000 APR score.

Dannen spearheaded fundraising efforts and numerous 
capital projects at Tulane. He helped secure the largest 
unrestricted gift in Tulane Athletics history, an endowment gift 
that funded the operation of a new sport (sailing), and a $10 
million lead gift for capital renovations, which was the second-

largest gift in department history. In addition, marketing and 
licensing revenue grew four-fold, and in 2022-23, Tulane 
football, basketball and volleyball set ticket sales and revenue 
records. Under Dannen’s leadership, the Green Wave Club 
Annual Fund grew by 40 percent in terms of donors, and 45 
percent in terms of dollars.

Increases in fundraising and major gift donors positively 
impacted capital project development and completion. A 
$13 million renovation to the Reilly Natatorium, home of 
the swimming and diving program, as well as $8 million in 
renovations to locker rooms and the sports medicine area 
inside the Wilson Center were completed in 2023. Dannen 
also oversaw construction of a new dining facility, weight room, 
basketball and volleyball locker rooms. Tulane also completed 
a $2.4 million academic center renovation and a $5 million 
television and digital production center.

Dannen came to Tulane after serving eight years as the 
Director of Athletics at the University of Northern Iowa (UNI) 
from 2008 to 2015. During his tenure, the Panthers enjoyed 
success at both the conference and national levels, highlighted 
by an NCAA Sweet 16 appearance in 2010 by the UNI men’s 
basketball team. During his eight-year tenure, UNI was 
recognized with 39 All-Americans, 13 Coaches of the Year and 
nine Missouri Valley Conference (MVC) Players of the Year. 
UNI football, men’s basketball, women’s basketball, volleyball 
and softball combined to reach 15 NCAA tournaments and 20 
postseason berths during that stretch. For his efforts, Dannen 
was recognized as NACDA’s FCS Athletic Director of the Year in 
2014.

Prior to his time at UNI, Dannen served as the Iowa Girls 
High School Athletic Union’s Executive Director for seven years, 
overseeing 400 high schools and 10 sports.

Dannen grew up on a farm just outside Marshalltown, 
Iowa, and graduated from UNI in 1989 with a degree in 
communications. He is married to Amy, and has four children: 
Elle, Emily, Holly and William.

During 
her career, the Huskers made two NCAA Semifinal appearances, including a title appearance in 
1989. She ranks 12th on Nebraska’s career kills chart with 1,269. 

KRISTEN BROWN
Deputy AD / Senior Woman Administrator 

Kristen Brown joined Nebraska Athletics in July of 2024. 
She serves as Deputy Athletic Director/Senior Woman 
Administrator, with sport administrator duties for several 
Husker sports including volleyball and women’s basketball. 

Brown joined the Huskers after serving as the Deputy 
Athletics Director for Administration and Leadership at Texas 
A&M (2020-24).

At Texas A&M, Brown directed a newly created 
Engagement unit that worked to ensure the talents of all 

coaches and administrators are supported at the highest level, and she oversaw the compliance 
department on a permanent basis. Working closely with Athletic Director Ross Bjork and serving 
as the department’s Senior Woman Administrator, Brown was the sports administrator for 
women’s basketball, volleyball, soccer, men’s and women’s tennis and men’s and women’s 
swimming and diving.

She spent her first two years at Texas A&M as Deputy Athletics Director for Student-Athlete 
Experience, during which she provided executive leadership for the department on all matters 
related to student-athlete engagement including academics, life skills and career development 
served as sports administrator for seven sports, and led the department’s Diversity & Inclusion efforts.

In addition to her administrative duties at Maryland, Brown served as the department’s Diversity 
& Inclusion Officer and was a member of the university’s Diversity & Inclusion Cabinet. Within the 
department, she played a key role in the development of a professional development program for 
department’s staff, served on the Big Ten sports management committee, and chaired numerous 
committees related to head coach hiring searches. Externally, Brown led the department’s 
Championships and Community Engagement units, which included the Share the Shell program, 
the winner of the 2017 NACDA Community Service Award presented by the Fiesta Bowl.

With regard to Brown’s leadership and involvement outside the university, AD Ross Bjork 
added, “With Kristen’s experience at several collegiate athletic conferences and her sport 
oversight experience at Maryland, she brings a national perspective about college athletics and 
she will also help our entire athletic program flourish at the highest level. We believe Texas A&M 
should be a leader nationally and in the SEC and Kristen is just the right person to help propel 
our collective vision.”

A graduate of Northern Illinois University, Brown was a two-time letter winner in women’s 
basketball. The Rockford, Ill, native also holds a master’s degree in sports administration from 
Ohio University.

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RODNEY BENNETT
Chancellor

Dr. Rodney D. Bennett began his work as the 21st 
chancellor of the University of Nebraska–Lincoln, Nebraska’s 
flagship, Big Ten research institution on July 1, 2023. He is 
a 30-year veteran of higher education with a track record of 
growing research, increasing student success and building 
impactful partnerships.

In his first year as Chancellor, the University experienced 
rising retention and graduation rates, demonstrated 

positive signs related to enrollment, and 
expanded its research and creative activity 
efforts.

• In Fall 2023, almost 4,700 first-time 
freshmen enrolled at UNL—an increase 
of 1.3 percent from 2022. 75.4 percent 
of those first-time freshmen are from 
Nebraska.

• Spring 2024 overall enrollment 
reversed a trend of five straight years of 
spring enrollment declines.

• Over the last five years, UNL retention 
from first to second year has increased 
2.3 percentage points and four-year 
graduation rate has increased more than 
8.5 percentage points.

• In 2023, the university’s total research 
expenditures grew to $366 million, a 37 
percent increase over the past decade. UNL 
has also experienced tremendous growth 
in externally sponsored federal funding, 
increasing to a record $163 million in 
2023.

Chancellor Bennett came to Nebraska 
after nine years of successful leadership 
at the University of Southern Mississippi. 
During his tenure as president, USM was 
reclassified from a Carnegie R2 to an R1 
university, signaling growth in research 
prestige and funding. Dr. Bennett also 

invested in programs to support student recruitment, retention and outcomes, including for the 
30 percent of USM students who were first-generation. His efforts led to an improvement in the 
university’s six-year graduation rate.

Prior to his role at the University of Southern Mississippi, Dr. Bennett served at the University 
of Georgia for more than a decade. He was the senior administrator for student programs and 
services for Georgia’s 34,000-plus students; oversaw $150 million in capital projects; and made 
key staff and programmatic investments in extracurriculars, mental health programs and other 
areas to better support students.

Dr. Bennett has also been the dean of students at Winthrop University in Rock Hill, South 
Carolina, and associate dean of student life at Middle Tennessee State University.

Chancellor Bennett values community leadership and service. He has served on numerous 
boards, including the Mississippi Aquarium, Northeast Georgia Girl Scouts of America, Catholic 
Health East (Philadelphia), and St. Mary’s Health Care System in Athens, Georgia. He is a 
member of Kappa Alpha Psi fraternity and Past Sire Archon for Sigma Pi Phi fraternity, The Boulé.

Dr. Bennett earned a bachelor’s degree in mass communication, a master’s degree in 
educational administration, and an education specialist degree from Middle Tennessee State. 
He earned his Doctor of Education degree from Tennessee State University.

He and his wife, Temple, are the parents of two adult daughters, Colby and Logan.

UNIVERSITY ADMINISTRATION

JEFFREY GOLD
University President

Jeffrey P. Gold, M.D., became the ninth president of the 
University of Nebraska System on July 1, 2024, following a 
national search by the Board of Regents.

As president, Gold leads a four-campus university system 
that enrolls nearly 50,000 students and employs 16,000 
faculty and staff on campuses in Lincoln, Omaha and Kearney, 
plus academic divisions and research and extension centers 
across the state. He serves as chief spokesman and chief 

executive officer for the system, which operates 
on a $3 billion annual budget and includes a 
flagship Big Ten institution, a world-renowned 
academic health sciences center, Division I 
athletics programs, and preeminent institutes 
focused on water and agriculture, national 
security and defense, infectious disease and 
early childhood education.

He is a nationally recognized higher 
education and health care leader and advocate. 
He was the chancellor of the University of 
Nebraska Medical Center (UNMC) and board 
chair for the Nebraska Medicine Health System 
from 2014 to 2024. As UNMC’s chief operating 
officer, Dr. Gold was responsible for all aspects 
of campus leadership, program quality and 

operation—including 7 colleges, 37 institutes and centers, 5,429 faculty and staff and 4,700 
health professions students.

In July 2021, Dr. Gold was named the Provost and Executive Vice President of the University 
of Nebraska System in addition to his ongoing UNMC/Nebraska Medicine responsibilities. In this 
role, he served as the chief academic officer of the University of Nebraska System and liaison to 
the Board of Regents for academic affairs. From May 2017 through June 2021, Dr. Gold served 
as the chancellor of the University of Nebraska at Omaha, the state’s only public metropolitan 
university—a role he held concurrently with being UNMC’s chancellor.

He holds tenured faculty appointments in UNMC’s College of Medicine and in the College 
of Public Health, where his research interests in health care policy, population health and 
epidemiology are concentrated. He has authored over 200 peer-reviewed manuscripts, 350 
national presentations, 40 books and chapters and engaged in over 300 invited professorships 
and keynote presentations.

Dr. Gold is a first-generation student; he graduated from the Cornell University College of 
Engineering with a bachelor’s degree in Theoretical and Applied Mechanics. He earned his M.D. 
from the Weill Cornell College of Medicine and completed his general surgery residency at The 
New York–Presbyterian Hospital and Memorial Sloan Kettering Cancer Center. He completed 
his cardiothoracic surgical fellowship training at the Brigham and Women’s Hospital in Boston, 
with additional training in pediatric cardiac surgery at the Boston Children’s Hospital, both of 
the Harvard Medical School.

He has been certified by the American Board of Surgery and by the American Board of Thoracic 
Surgery, specializing in adult and pediatric cardiac surgery. Dr. Gold is licensed in Nebraska, 
Ohio, New York and New Jersey.

Dr. Gold leads several key economic development boards for the State and the University 
System, including the Greater Omaha Chamber, University Tech Development Corp, the University 
Tech Transfer Corp, and UNeTech Corp.

His national leadership roles have included more than 50 national professional committees 
and more than 100 national organizations, volunteer boards, government and public health 
councils. He has worked extensively with national- and state-level elected and appointed governing 
and administrative bodies as an advisor and trusted resource in the areas of higher education, 
research and clinical care.

Dr. Gold has been married for more than forty years to a medical school classmate. He has 
two adult children and two grandchildren.

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SCOTT FUESS JR.
Faculty Athletics Representative 

Scott M. Fuess Jr. is in his fifth year as Nebraska’s Faculty 
Athletics Representative, having started on July 1, 2020. 

As faculty athletics representative, Fuess serves as a 
liaison between the Office of the Chancellor and Athletic 
Department. He also serves on the Athletic Department’s 
Executive Staff. His areas of focus in the role include the 
welfare of student-athletes, NCAA and Big Ten Conference 
compliance, maintaining the positive relationship between 
athletics and faculty, developing and responding to NCAA 
legislative proposals and representing the university at 

related NCAA and Big Ten Conference meetings. This past year he was appointed to a four-
year term on the NCAA DI Committee on Academics.

The half-time position - which was restructured to an expected term of five years - reports 
directly to the University of Nebraska System President and consults with Director of 
Athletics Troy Dannen. He splits time between faculty representative duties and academic 
responsibilities.

Fuess, the Steinhart Distinguished Professor of Business and former chair of the College 
of Business’ economics department, has worked at the University of Nebraska-Lincoln 
since 1986. He serves on the Faculty Senate’s Intercollegiate Athletics Committee, having 
chaired the committee for 2018-19 and a sub-committee in 2017-18.  He also has served on 
numerous Big Ten Conference committees, including the Sports Management Committee, 
the Compliance and Reinstatement Committee and the Legislative Review Committee. From 
2022 to 2024, he served as Chair of the B1G Compliance and Reinstatement Committee.

Fuess earned a bachelor’s degree from the University of Delaware, as well as master’s 
and doctoral degrees from Purdue University.  His research interests are labor economics, 
the economics of collegiate sports, and the economy of Japan.  He has earned numerous 
“Distinguished Teaching” awards. In 2016 he received the UNL College of Business 
“Distinguished Service” award.

The Board of Regents consists of eight voting members elected by 
district for six-year terms, and four non-voting student Regents, one from 
each campus, who serve during their tenure as student body president. 
The board supervises the general operations of the university, and 
the control and direction of all expenditures. The board also includes 
a corporation secretary who manages all records including agendas, 
minutes, notices, policies and bylaws. Those documents can be found 
on the web at nebraska.edu/board.

With Each Other, For Each Other, Huskers Win 2017 NCAA Title
The Nebraska volleyball team entered the 2017 season coming off back-

to-back NCAA Semifinal appearances and a 2016 Big Ten championship. But 
with three AVCA All-Americans having graduated, the Huskers had the mindset 
of reinventing for the 2017 season. Led by senior co-captains Kelly Hunter 
and Annika Albrecht, NU not only reinvented itself with seven freshmen on 
the roster, it repeated as Big Ten champions and reached the Final Four for 
the third straight season for the first time in program history. Playing with the 
motto “With Each Other, For Each Other,” the Huskers capped off a storybook 
ending in Kansas City with the program’s fifth NCAA Championship. 

Semifinals
In another epic NCAA Tournament match between Nebraska and Penn 

State, the Huskers survived one match point and rallied from a 2-1 deficit to 
defeat the Nittany Lions in a national semifinal match at the Sprint Center in 
Kansas City in front of an NCAA Semifinals-record crowd of 18,374. Nebraska 
snapped Penn State’s 23-match winning streak, and the top-ranked Nittany 
Lions finished the season 33-2, with both losses coming to Nebraska. The 
Huskers were up against match point in the fourth set but rallied to win 28-
26. In the fifth set, Nebraska trailed 6-4 before winning five straight points 
to take a 9-6 lead, and NU went on to win 15-11.

Final
The Huskers won their fifth national title, defeating the No. 2 seed Florida 

Gators, 3-1, in front of an NCAA Championship-record 18,516 fans at the Sprint 
Center. The Huskers won their second title in three years, becoming just the 
third team in NCAA history to win five volleyball national championships. 
Nebraska won the opening set 25-22 and cruised to a 25-17 win in set two. 
Florida bounced back to win the third set, 25-18, before Nebraska came out 
on fire in set four, racing to a 9-1 lead en route to a 25-16 victory. Mikaela 

Foecke paced the Huskers with a match-high 20 kills. Kelly Hunter dished 
out 37 assists and tied her season high with six kills while finishing her NCAA 
Tournament career with a 16-1 record. Foecke and Hunter were named the 
co-Most Outstanding Players of the NCAA Championship and were joined 
on the team by libero Kenzie Maloney, who had a match-high 15 digs and 
produced a career-high two kills. 

Highlighting the 2017 Season
• Nebraska won its fifth national title and second in three seasons. The 

Huskers became only the third team in NCAA history to win five national 
championships in volleyball. 

• Kelly Hunter was a first-team AVCA All-American and the Big Ten Setter 
of the Year. Annika Albrecht and Mikaela Foecke were second-team AVCA 
All-Americans, and Foecke and Hunter were co-Most Outstanding Players 
of the NCAA Championship. Foecke was also the Most Outstanding Player 
in 2015. She became the fourth player in NCAA history to twice be named 
the NCAA Championship Most Outstanding Player and the first to earn the 
honor in non-consecutive years.

•  John Cook became the fourth coach in NCAA history to win four national 
titles and the third to win four national championships at one school.
 
Quoting Coach John Cook

“I feel very honored and privileged to be around a team and a staff that’s 
had an unbelievable belief in what we could do. These guys gave everybody 
an example in the sport of volleyball that you don’t have to have five All-
Americans. The other thing I want to say is how cool is this for volleyball? 
18,000, sold out, happened to be close to Nebraska, which was a big help. 
But those fans still traveled down here to fill this place, and what a great 
statement for the sport of volleyball and how it’s growing. It’s pretty cool.”

Huskers Trust Each Other, Peak At Right Time
Nebraska’s goal for the 2015 season was clear from the beginning: 

Destination Omaha. With the NCAA Championship returning to Omaha’s 
CenturyLink Center for the first time since 2006 - when Nebraska won 
the national title in front of an NCAA record crowd - the goal always had 
to be to return to Omaha. The Huskers’ mantra “Ultimate Trust” took off 
in late October, and they never looked back. After back-to-back home 
losses to Minnesota and Wisconsin in mid-October, the Huskers reeled 
off 16 straight wins en route to their fourth national title in program 
history and first since 2006. After bowing out in the NCAA regional final 
three straight years, the Huskers cleared that hurdle with a 3-1 victory 
over No. 1-ranked Washington in Lexington, Ky., reaching the Final Four 
for the first time since 2008.

Semifinals
The fourth-seeded Huskers used a strong finish to push their way past 

No. 9 Kansas, punching their ticket to the NCAA Championship match. 
Nebraska won the final seven rallies of the match to defeat the Jayhawks 
in front of 17,551 fans at the CenturyLink Center.

The Huskers led for all but six rallies in the first two sets, taking a 2-0 
lead into the locker room following a 25-20 victory in set one and a 25-21 
win in set two. The Jayhawks used six blocks to take the third set, 25-20. 
In the decisive fourth set, Kansas pulled within 18-16 on the strength 
of a 4-0 run, only to see Nebraska win the final seven rallies to advance 
to its seventh NCAA Final.

Final
The Huskers won their fourth national title, sweeping the second-

seeded Texas Longhorns at the CenturyLink Center in Omaha. Kelsey 
Fien’s 22nd swing of the night tooled the Texas block and set off a 
raucous celebration in front of an NCAA-record crowd of 17,561 inside 
the CenturyLink Center, most of whom were wearing red.

The Huskers won their first national title since taking the crown in 
2006, when Omaha hosted the NCAA Championships for the first time. 

Nebraska head coach John Cook won his third national title since taking 
over for the legendary Terry Pettit in 2000.

Nebraska ended its championship season with a 16-match winning 
streak to finish the year with a 32-4 record. The Huskers had to work for 
their fourth national title, 20 years after topping Texas, 3-1, for their first 
NCAA Championship in 1995. The first set was tied at 23 before Nebraska 
won the final two rallies to earn a 25-23 win. In set two, Nebraska led 
24-23 before winning the final rally. The Huskers took set three by a 
25-21 margin, winning the title on their third match point.

Freshman Mikaela Foecke, the tournament’s Most Outstanding 
Player, had a match-high 19 kills for the Huskers and hit .385.

• Nebraska won its fourth national title in program history and first 

since 2006.
• The Huskers led the nation in attendance for the third consecutive 

season with 8,206 fans per match.
• Nebraska’s three AVCA All-America honors increased its nation-

leading total to 80. 
• Mikaela Foecke was named the Most Outstanding Player of the 

NCAA Championship, becoming just the third freshman to earn the 
honor. Kelly Hunter, Amber Rolfzen and Justine Wong-Orantes were 
also named to the All-Championship team. 

Quoting Coach John Cook
“It’s hard to put into words the environment tonight, the setting, 

Nebraska versus Texas, and the crowd, national championship match, 
ESPN - everything else that went with it. For us to come out and play 
a great match against a great team, it was just awesome to see. It was 
just awesome to watch. So I can say I’m really proud, which I am, but I’m 
really more proud of this team on the journey they took to get to this 
point and to be able to come out and trust it and play their best match.”

A Magical Season
Nebraska enjoyed a storybook season in 2006, putting together a 

33-1 record en route to the school’s third national title. Despite the loss of  
AVCA National Player of the Year Christina Houghtelling before the start 
of preseason practice and a lineup that featured three new starters, the 
Huskers won their first 23 matches, including 18 sweeps, before suffering 
their only loss of the year. The Huskers rebounded by losing just one 
game over the next seven matches before running into their toughest 
test of the postseason. One game away from the national semifinals in 
Omaha, the Huskers overcame a 2-0 deficit to topple Minnesota and win 
a regional for the first time outside the state in school history. That win 
set the stage for one of the biggest volleyball events in history, as the 
Huskers played for a chance at a national title in front of sold-out crowds 
of 17,000-plus at the Qwest Center in Omaha.

Semifinals
Nebraska used a career night from Tracy Stalls to advance to the finals 

with a 3-1 victory over fourth-ranked UCLA. Stalls totaled a career-high 17 
kills on .577 hitting, out-shining UCLA All-American Nana Meriwether, 
who was held to 12 kills and a season-low .190 hitting. The Huskers 
dropped the opener and trailed 28-26 before a Pavan kill pulled NU 
within a point. Stalls then closed out the game with three straight points 
from the service line, tying the match at one. Nebraska took control of the 
third game behind the strong serving of Pavan, who ran off nine straight 
points at the service line including three aces that turned a 13-all game 
into a 23-13 cushion. Stalls had seven kills in each of the final two games. 
While Pavan finished with a match-high 22 kills, the Husker defense 
held UCLA in check behind 29 digs from Dani Busboom and 25 from 
Jordan Larson, as both enjoyed career bests in digs against the Bruins.

Final
The Huskers followed a similar script as the semifinals, dropping 

the opening game before regrouping. Trailing 24-23 in game two, the 
Huskers seized the momentum with three straight points, highlighted by 
a Dani Mancuso kill that gave NU a 25-24 lead. In game three, another 
unlikely hero emerged to spark a Husker comeback. Trailing 23-19, 
Amanda Gates came off the bench and sparked NU with two big blocks, 
the second of which put the Huskers up 29-28. In the finale, the Huskers 
rode the arm of Sarah Pavan, who had six of her match-high 22 kills, 
before Jordan Larson’s 19th kill of the night closed out the match after 
the Cardinal pulled within 29-27.  NU had four players total at least 10 
kills, as Mancuso finished with 12.

Highlighting the 2006 Season
• The Huskers led the country in both kills (17.40) and assists (16.20) 

per game, the first time Nebraska had led the country in either category.
• Nebraska set school records for kills per game, assists per game 

and block assists (823). 
• Nebraska became the third team in NCAA history to lead the AVCA 

poll the entire season, joining UCLA (1992) and USC (2003), and the first 
team to win a national title while hosting since UCLA in 1991.

• Sarah Pavan became the first Husker athlete to win the Honda-
Broderick Cup - symbolic of the top female athlete in college athletics. 
Pavan also became the first Big 12 student-athlete to win the award 
since the league’s inception in 1996.

Quoting Coach John Cook
“This team maxed out to their abilities. They really never wavered the 

entire year, and they embraced it if they did. To win this here in Nebraska, 
with this group of people and overcoming the obstacles to get here and 
dealing with this pressure, it has to be No. 1. ”

Mission Accomplished
Nebraska entered the 2000 season with a No. 11 preseason ranking 

and an eagerness to prove the pollsters wrong. Competing with a 
new coach, a new setter and without two-time All-American Nancy 
Metcalf (Meendering) didn’t scare the Huskers. A trio of sophomore 
All-Americans, including AVCA Player-of-the-Year Greichaly Cepero,  
emerged to lead NU to a 34-0 record and the program’s second national 
title.  With a 3-2 win over Wisconsin Dec. 15 in the championship final, 
the Huskers became just the second team in NCAA history to finish 
a season undefeated. First-year Head Coach John Cook earned AVCA 
Coach-of-the-Year honors. 

Semifinals
In the first match, Nebraska relied on its greatest strength - its block 

- to stifle Hawaii at the net in a 3-1 victory. The Huskers out-blocked the 
Rainbow Wahine 23-7.5, as Jenny Kropp and Amber Holmquist each 
tallied 10 block assists. With the win, the Huskers broke the school 
record for consecutive victories in the modern era of five-game matches. 
NU produced 36 victories in 1976 when all matches were played as 
two-out-of-three contests.

Final
After falling behind 2-1 to Wisconsin, Nebraska breezed to a 15-2 win 

in the fourth game to force a rally-scoring fifth game for the national title. 
With senior Kim Behrends at the service line, Laura Pilakowski slammed 
her 23rd kill of the match to secure the championship. Pilakowski was 
joined on the NCAA All-Tournament team by classmates Greichaly Cepero 

and Amber Holmquist. Cepero added 52 assists, eight digs, eight kills 
and seven blocks, while Holmquist added 16 kills on a .387 hitting 
efficiency with five blocks. 

Highlighting the 2000 Season
• Nebraska claimed its 23rd Big Eight/Big 12 championship in 25 

seasons. With a 20-0 run through the league, the  Huskers improved 
their all-time mark against Big 12 schools to 375-32-1, an amazing 
.920 winning percentage.

• Nebraska, ranked No. 1 in the AVCA/USA Today Coaches poll for 14 
straight weeks, swept 26 of its 34 opponents and 17 of its 20 conference 
opponents, losing just five games in Big 12 play. Only three teams took 
NU to five games.

• Amber Holmquist shattered three Nebraska single-season blocking 
records, setting new marks with 199 block assists, 220 total blocks and 
1.98 blocks per game. Holmquist also broke the Big 12 record for total 
blocks in a single game with 16 at Texas on Oct. 22.

• Nebraska bettered its own then-NCAA record for single-match 
home attendance, as 12,504 fans cheered the Huskers to a 3-0 win over 
Colorado, Nov. 4, at the Bob Devaney Sports Center.

One Goal - One Team - One Champion
Nebraska entered the season with one goal in mind, win the national 

championship.  Led by a talented trio of seniors, the Huskers capped 
their championship run by hammering Texas 3-1 in the title match at 
Amherst, Mass.  After three previous trips to the NCAA Championships, the 
Huskers’ incredible drive and focus fueled them to their first national title.

Semifinals
In the first match, Nebraska countered a 15-10 loss in game one, by 

winning the second and third games, 15-8.  Michigan State responded to 
NU’s challenge, winning the fourth game, 15-9.  In the fifth and decisive 
game, with the score deadlocked at 7-7, NU scored four consecutive 
points, forging to an 11-7 lead. The Spartans added one more point, 
but the Huskers prevailed, 15-8. Allison Weston led the Husker charge, 
recording a team-high 30 kills.

Final
In the finals, Texas jumped to an early 12-4 lead in game one, but 

the Huskers rallied to make it close, losing 15-10. Although they lost the 
first game, the Huskers gained momentum, playing solidly at the end 
of the game. NU cruised to wins in games two and three, thumping the 
Longhorns, 15-2 and 15-7. Game four swayed back and forth, but the 
Huskers persevered, sealing NU’s first national title with a 16-14 victory.  
Billie Winsett and Kate Crnich led the way, posting 25 kills each.  Crnich’s 
25 kills were a career high, hitting .500 for the match.

Highlighting the 1995 Season
• After losing its second match of the season to then-No. 1 Stanford, 

NU reeled off 31 consecutive wins to claim the NCAA title.  An amazing 
28 of Nebraska’s 32 victories were 3-0 wins.

• Not only did Nebraska claim its first-ever national championship, 
the Huskers posted school records for wins and winning percentage 
that would stand until the 2000 season.  Nebraska finished with a 32-1 
(.970) record, bettering the .969 percentage it posted in 1994 (31-1).  
NU also matched the then-school record for wins, equaling the 1990 
squad’s record total of 32. 

• Allison Weston shattered Eileen Shannon’s Husker school record 
for career kills (1,521), finishing her career with 1,778.

• Nebraska bettered its own NCAA record for single-match home 
attendance, as 11,529 cheered the Huskers to a 3-0 win over Colorado, 
Oct. 21, at the Devaney Center.  NU set the previous record of 11,032, 
Sept. 14, 1991, also at the Devaney Center. The mark would stand until 
the 2000 season.

Huskers Repeat as Big Ten Champions, Reach NCAA Semifinals
Nebraska earned its second straight Big Ten title, sharing the 2024 

crown with Penn State. The Huskers made it to the NCAA Semifinals for 
the second straight year and for the seventh time in 10 seasons. The 
Huskers came up just short in the end, falling 3-2 to the Nittany Lions 
in Louisville, Ky. 

Highlighting the 2024 Season
• Nebraska won its 36th all-time conference title and fifth Big Ten 

title with a 19-1 record in Big Ten play. The Huskers went back-to-back 
as Big Ten champions for the second time, also accomplishing that feat 
in 2016 and 2017.

• The Huskers’ 33 wins tied for the most victories by a Husker team 

since the 2000 national championship team went 34-0.  
• NU had four AVCA All-Americans, three Academic All-Americans 

and five first-team All-Big Ten selections. 
 • The Huskers led the nation in fewest aces allowed (81).

The 2023 season went down in history as Nebraska drew a crowd 

of 92,003 to Volleyball Day in Nebraska in Memorial Stadium on Aug. 
30, a world record attendance for a women’s sporting event. It was the 
beginning of a magical season, as the Huskers went on to win the Big 
Ten title before reaching the NCAA Championship match. The Huskers, 
with no seniors on their roster, were the top overall seed for the NCAA 
Tournament but fell to Texas 3-0 in the final in Tampa, Fla.

Highlighting the 2023 Season
• Nebraska ended its season with a 33-2 record. The Huskers’ .943 

winning percentage ranked fourth in school history and was the highest 
since the 2006 season.

• NU won the Big Ten title with a 19-1 record. It was their fourth Big 
Ten title and first since 2017.

• The Huskers won their first 27 matches en route to a 28-1 regular-
season record, their best since going 28-1 in 2005. 

• NU led the nation defensively for the second straight season (.137). 
• The sellout crowd of 92,003 at Volleyball Day in Nebraska set a 

world record attendance for a women’s sporting event.

Entering the NCAA Tournament with a 21-7 record and a lineup 

featuring four freshmen in the rotation, the 10th-seeded Nebraska 
volleyball team faced a challenging NCAA Tournament path in the Austin 
Regional with No. 2 Texas. But the young Huskers peaked at the right 
time, knocking off the Longhorns on their way to an NCAA Semifinals 
appearance. After a 3-1 win over No. 3 Pittsburgh, NU got a third chance 
that season against Big Ten champion Wisconsin in the NCAA Final. The 
match went to five sets, where the Huskers fell behind 7-0. A furious rally 
pulled the Huskers to within 14-12, but ultimately Wisconsin edged 
NU for the crown.

Highlighting the 2021 Season
• Three Huskers earned AVCA All-America honors, led by Nebraska’s 

second-ever AVCA National Freshman of the Year in libero Lexi Rodriguez, 
who was also the Big Ten Defensive Player of the Year.  

• The Huskers reached the NCAA Championship match for the 
fourth time in seven years, the most finals appearances by any program 
since 2015.

Young Huskers Achieve Program First
The 2018 Nebraska volleyball team entered the season with 11 

underclassmen and a true freshman starting at setter, so a fourth-straight 
NCAA Final Four appearance wasn’t expected by many. After a 16-6 start 
to the season the Huskers hit their stride, winning 13 straight matches 
to make it all the way to the NCAA Championship match against No. 1 
Stanford. Nebraska’s trip to Minneapolis marked its fourth-straight NCAA 
Final Four appearance, a first in program history.   

Highlighting the 2018 Season
• Nebraska’s two senior captains who were with the program for four 

years – Mikaela Foecke and Kenzie Maloney – finished with a 21-2 record 
in their NCAA Tournament careers. Foecke and Maloney played in more

• The Huskers finished the season with a .144 opponent hitting

Huskers Win Big Ten, Return to Final Four
The Huskers captured their first Big Ten title since 2011 and made a 

return trip to the NCAA Semifinals before falling just short of their goal 
to become the first Husker team to repeat as national champions. Still, 
the Huskers reached the pinnacle of the Big Ten for the second time in 
their six seasons in the conference with an 18-2 record. NU began the 
season with 12 straight wins, and after a setback at home to Ohio State, 
reeled off 14 consecutive conference wins to take control of the title race. 
The Huskers earned the No. 1 seed in the NCAA Tournament. 

NU Stuns Penn State in Epic Regional Semifinal 
Nebraska hosted Penn State in a regional semifinal and won in the 

most dramatic of fashions. After falling behind 2-0 in the match, NU 

trailed 24-22 in set three and was on the brink of elimination. But the 
Huskers produced an epic comeback to win the set 26-24 and went on 
to win the match in five sets. The Huskers breezed past Washington in 
the final before the season ended in a 3-0 loss to Texas in the Final Four.

NU Reaches NCAA Semifinals 
The Huskers inspired the state, reaching the NCAA Semifinals for the 

third time in four years. Led by Big 12 Player of the Year Jordan Larson, 
NU went 31-3 and won a share of the Big 12 title. John Cook was the Big 
12 Coach of the Year.  After dropping the first two sets to Penn State, the 
Huskers thrilled an NCAA-record crowd of 17,430 at the Qwest Center 
in Omaha by winning the next two sets to even the match, marking the 
only time that Penn State lost a set all year. NU led 10-8 in the fifth set, 
but six unanswered points ended the Huskers’ NCAA title bid.

NCAA Regional
After opening regional action with a sweep of Michigan, the Huskers 

faced Washington for the first time since the 2005 NCAA title match. The 
Huskies won the first two sets before Nebraska fought back to win the next 

two sets. The Huskers trailed 9-3 before running off nine straight points, 
including eight off the serving of Kayla Banwarth, to take a three-point 
lead. Washington pulled even at 13 apiece, but a Husky hitting error 
and a service ace from Larson completed the comeback. Tara Mueller led 
the way with a career-high 24 kills and 16 digs, while Larson matched 
her career best with 21 kills and added 18 digs.

NU Reaches NCAA Semifinals 
Nebraska fell two wins shy in its bid to repeat as national champions, 

as U.S. National Team member Logan Tom pounded 22 kills to lead 
Stanford to a 3-0 win over NU in the NCAA Semifinals in San Diego. 
The loss capped an otherwise successful season for the Huskers, who 
were 31-2 overall and 20-0 in the Big 12 Conference, dropping just 
three games in conference play. NU Coach John Cook was named Big 
12 Coach of the Year, and Nancy Metcalf (Meendering) was named the 
Big 12 Player of the Year. 

NCAA Regional
The Huskers’ eighth semifinal bid did not come easy. After breezing 

to wins in games one and two, Nebraska dropped the next two games 
to Florida to tie the match.  NU, which had not played a five-game match 

all year, trailed 12-10 when Nancy Metcalf (Meendering) responded 
with back-to-back kills to even the score. After a Florida service error, 
Metcalf pounded another kill to bring Nebraska within a point of the 
win. All-American Aury Cruz held NU off with a kill, but Metcalf answered 
on the next rally with her 25th kill of the match.

NU Reaches NCAA Semis for Third Time in Four Seasons
Nebraska’s senior-laden team of Fiona Nepo, Megan Korver and Jaime 

Krondak guided the Huskers to one of the best seasons in NU history. The 
Huskers went 32-2 and reached the NCAA Semifinals in Madison, Wis. 

Nebraska’s victory over Wisconsin in the regional championship 
in Lincoln was a memorable one, as the longest match in school 
history spanned nearly three hours. NU avoided a two-game deficit by 
withstanding 14 game points to win game two, 18-16. Wisconsin won 
game three, 15-9, but Nebraska came right back to claim game four, 15-
10. In the rally-scoring fifth game, NU recovered from a 9-7 hole to blitz 
to a 15-10 win. Nancy Metcalf (Meendering) was named the tournament 
MVP after posting 27 kills.

NCAA Semifinals
The match between the Huskers (32-1) and the Penn State Nittany 

Lions (34-0) featured three AVCA All-Americans on each side of the net 
and the top offense (PSU) and top blocking attack (NU) in the country. The 
third-ranked Huskers rallied from a two-game deficit by winning game 
three and led midway through game four, 6-2. But Lauren Cacciamani 
recorded seven kills in nine swings to lead Penn State to the victory. NU 
finished with 20 blocks.

Near Repeat
Despite the loss of three standout seniors who guided Nebraska to its 

first national title in 1995, and injuries to three key players, the Huskers 
nearly became the first team to repeat as NCAA champions since UCLA 
turned the trick in 1990 and 1991.  NU fell only two matches shy of 
back-to-back national championships, dropping a hard-fought decision 
to eventual champion Stanford in the national semifinals.  

NCAA Semifinals
The 30-3 Huskers faced top-seeded Stanford (29-2), which featured 

four AVCA All-Americans. Nebraska won the first game, 15-9, but the 
Cardinal amassed large leads in each of the next three games, securing 
a 3-1 win. Two days later, the Cardinal swept Hawaii for the national title. 
Lisa Reitsma led the Huskers with a match-high 22 kills. Kate Crnich 
smacked 16 kills and added a match-high 15 digs.

Back-to-Back
For the second consecutive year, Nebraska returned to the NCAA 

Championships, only to be ousted one match short of the finals.  Once 
again, as it did in 1986, Pacific sent the Huskers home with a 3-1 loss. 
It was the Tigers’ second victory of the season against Nebraska, as the 
Tigers defeated the Huskers 3-1 in an early season tournament.

NCAA Semifinals
A close match throughout, Nebraska and Pacific’s intense game 

one set the tone. Nebraska led 13-11, but saw the Tigers score four 
unanswered points and claim the crucial first game.  The Huskers 
rebounded for a 15-11 win in game two, scoring the game’s final three 
points.  Games three and four were equally competitive, but the Tigers 
had the stamina to thwart Nebraska’s attack, winning 15-9 and 15-12.  

Cris Hall led NU with 18 kills, while Val Novak had 46 assists and a 
match-high 17 digs.  Krissy Fifer led the Pacific attack with 21 kills.

1990 Season Highlights
• In terms of winning percentage, Nebraska finished with its then-

best season ever at 32-3 (.914).  Before losing to Pacific in the semifinals, 
Nebraska had won 16 straight contests.

• Nebraska set team records in block assists (558) and opponent 
hitting percentage (.135).

• Nebraska won its 15th consecutive Big Eight title with a perfect 12-0 
record and the tournament crown with a win over Colorado.

• The 1990 season was the last at the Nebraska Coliseum until it 
reopened for volleyball in 1992. In 1990 the Huskers were a perfect 
18-0 and drew an average of 2,816 fans per match.

A Second Time
After a two-year hiatus, Nebraska seniors Virginia Stahr and Carla 

Baker led NU to its second appearance at the NCAA Championships.  In 
1986, the Huskers had advanced to the championship match before 
losing to Pacific.  In 1989, NU was hoping for better luck in Honolulu, 
Hawaii. But fate was not on Nebraska’s side. The Husker hitters made 
quick work of UCLA, before losing, 3-0, to Long Beach State.
 
NCAA Semifinals and Final

A balanced Husker attack and solid defensive play propelled Nebraska 
past a UCLA team that had lost just two matches all season.  Cris Hall led 
NU with 19 kills, while Janet Kruse had 12, Eileen Shannon had 11 and 
Virginia Stahr added 10.  NU out-hit UCLA .265 to .160.

Unfortunately, Nebraska’s second championship match was much like 
its first in 1986.  Nebraska battled hard in the first game, only to lose 

15-12.  From that point on, the Huskers could not regain their winning 
ways, as Long Beach State cruised, 15-0, 15-6 to win the match.  Shannon 
led Nebraska with 11 kills, and Hall added 10.

Breakthrough Season
After losing in the Mideast Regional final the previous two seasons, 

Nebraska broke through the field in 1986 and made its first-ever trip to 
the NCAA championship. Led by senior All-Americans Karen Dahlgren, 
Tisha Delaney and Enid Schonewise, the Big Eight champion Huskers 
traveled to Stockton, Calif., with an impressive 28-5 record.  The Huskers 
defeated Stanford, 3-1, before falling to Pacific, 3-0.

NCAA Semifinals
In the semifinals, Schonewise led the Husker attack with 15 kills, 

while Angie Millikin had 11 kills and a match-high 18 digs.  Nebraska 
hit .258 for the match and held the Cardinal to just .089 hitting. In the 
championship match, Nebraska met a Pacific team that had lost just one 
game during the entire NCAA Tournament. The Huskers hung tough in 

game one, coming back from a 14-9 deficit to cut the margin to two 
at 14-12.  But the Tigers were too much, as they converted their third 
game point for the 15-12 win.  The first game took too much out of the 
Huskers, as they fell in games two and three by scores of 15-4, 15-4.

AVCA ALL-AMERICANS
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NICKLIN HAMES (2020)

Setter, Maryville, Tenn.

Nicklin Hames was named to the AVCA All-America Second Team and the 
All-Big Ten First Team during her 2020 junior season at Nebraska. Hames 
led the Huskers with 10.91 assists per set. The Tennessee native added 192 
digs and 23 blocks during the season. She helped the Huskers to the NCAA 
Regional Final after 31 assists and three blocks in a regional semifinal win 

over No. 11 Baylor. Hames received AVCA All-America honorable mention in 2018, 2019 and 
2021, and she was a two-time All-Big Ten First Team selection and 2021 All-Big Ten Second Team 
honoree. Hames finished her career in 2022 with a school-record 5,086 career assists, and her 
1,587 career digs ranked third all-time at NU when she graduated (currently fourth). Her 803 
career postseason assists are a school record. 

KAYLA CAFFEY (2021)

Middle Blocker, Chicago, Ill.

Kayla Caffey was selected to the AVCA All-America Second Team in 2021, 
the first All-America honor of her career. Caffey averaged 2.41 kills and 1.11 
blocks per set while hitting a team-best .363 for the season as the Huskers 
reached the NCAA Final against Wisconsin, where she blasted a career-high 15 
kills. Caffey ranked fourth in the Big Ten in hitting percentage in conference 

play (.376) and was the Big Ten Defensive Player of the Week one time and earned Nebraska’s 
Big Ten Sportsmanship Award. 

MADI KUBIK (2021)

Outside Hitter, West Des Moines, Iowa

Madi Kubik earned AVCA All-America Third Team accolades in a breakout 
junior season in 2021. Kubik was a first-team All-Big Ten selection after 
leading the Huskers to the NCAA Final with 3.49 kills per set and 2.11 digs 
per set. Kubik ranked third in the Big Ten in kills per set during conference 
play (4.11) and led all players in the NCAA Tournament with 77 postseason 

kills. In the NCAA Final against Wisconsin, Kubik tied her season high with 19 kills to go with 14 
digs en route to earning NCAA Championship All-Tournament Team honors. Kubik was a two-time 
Big Ten Player of the Week and was also selected to the NCAA Austin Regional All-Tournament 
Team after averaging 3.71 kills and 1.71 digs per set in wins over Illinois and Texas. She ended 
her career in 2022 with 1,264 career kills, ranking 13th all-time at NU.

LEXI RODRIGUEZ (2021, 2022, 2023, 2024)

Libero, Sterling, Ill.

Lexi Rodriguez finished her Husker career in 2024 as the school’s all-time 
career digs leader with 1,897. Rodriguez earned four AVCA All-America 
honors, including three first-team accolades in 2021, 2023 and 2024. She 
became the third Husker in school history to earn four All-America honors, 
and the fourth Husker to earn at least three first-team selections. Rodriguez 

was a four-time All-Big Ten selection and a three-time Big Ten Defensive Player of the Year. As 
a senior in 2024, Rodriguez was a finalist for AVCA National Player of the Year and the Honda 
Sport Award for Volleyball. Rodriguez became Nebraska volleyball’s first recipient of the AAU 
Sullivan Award. She was also a three-time Academic All-American. In her final season at NU in 
2024, Rodriguez averaged 3.88 digs per set and became the first-ever libero to be named AVCA 
Region Player of the Year. She was selected to the NCAA Lincoln Regional All-Tournament Team 
in both 2023 and 2024. Rodriguez burst onto the scene as a freshman in 2021, earning AVCA 
National Freshman of the Year, Big Ten Defensive Player of the Year and a first-team AVCA All-
America honors. Rodriguez finished her first season at NU with 524 digs, which ranked fifth in 
school history and was a Nebraska freshman record. 

AVCA ALL-AMERICANS

MERRITT BEASON (2023)

Opposite Hitter, Gardendale, Ala.

Merritt Beason earned AVCA All-America First Team honors in 2023 and 
was selected as the AVCA North Region Player of the Year. Beason was also 
named to the All-Big Ten First Team in her first year at Nebraska. She averaged 
3.76 kills per set on .282 hitting with 2.05 digs per set. Beason was named 
Big Ten Player of the Week four times and was the AVCA National Player of 

the Week on Oct. 23, 2023. She was tabbed most valuable player of the NCAA Lincoln Regional 
after 19 kills, 11 digs and eight blocks in a regional final win over Arkansas. 

HARPER MURRAY (2023, 2024)

Outside Hitter, Ann Arbor, Mich.

Harper Murray earned a spot on the AVCA All-America Second Team in 
2024, her second career All-America honor after earning third-team accolades 
in 2023. Murray earned All-Big Ten First Team honors both years and was 
the AVCA Region Freshman of the Year and Big Ten Freshman of the Year 
in 2023. As a freshman, Murray averaged 3.23 kills per set and had a .237 

hitting percentage to go with 2.07 digs per set and a team-high 36 service aces. She ended the 
season with the highest kills per set average by a Husker freshman since Kadie Rolfzen (3.46) in 
2013. In her sophomore campaign in 2024, Murray led the Huskers with 3.40 kills per set with 
a team-high 39 service aces and 2.43 digs per set. She was named to the NCAA Lincoln Regional 
All-Tournament Team and NCAA Championship All-Tournament Team.

BERGEN REILLY (2023, 2024)

Setter, Sioux Falls, S.D.

Bergen Reilly was named a second-team AVCA All-American, Big Ten Setter 
of the Year and All-Big Ten First Team in both 2023 and 2024. Reilly became 
the first freshman to win Big Ten Setter of the Year since the award originated 
in 2012, and she became the first-ever player to win Big Ten Setter of the 
Year as both a freshman and a sophomore. Reilly led all Big Ten setters in 

2023 with 10.51 assists per set, and she followed up in 2024 with 11.08 assists per set and a 
.284 team hitting percentage, which was Nebraska’s best since 2016. Reilly was named Big Ten 
Setter of the Week five times in her sophomore season, and she was an NCAA Lincoln Regional 
All-Tournament selection in both 2023 and 2024. 

ANDI JACKSON (2024)

Middle Blocker, Brighton, Colo.

Andi Jackson was named to the AVCA All-America First Team in 2024 
after a breakout sophomore season. The middle blocker averaged 2.62 kills 
per set with a .439 hitting percentage, which ranked sixth in the nation and 
fourth in school history at the time. Jackson had 19 kills while hitting .630 
with five blocks in the NCAA Semifinal against Penn State. Jackson was also 

a unanimous All-Big Ten First Team selection in 2024 and earned a spot on the NCAA Lincoln 
Regional All-Tournament Team.

2025 NEBRASKA VOLLEYBALL

AMBER ROLFZEN (2015, 2016)

Middle Blocker, Papillion, Neb.

Amber Rolfzen was a second-team AVCA All-American in 2015 and earned 
third-team AVCA All-America honors in 2016. Rolfzen averaged 1.94 kills 
per set and a team-best 1.38 blocks per set as a senior. In her junior season, 
Rolfzen led the Big Ten and was fourth nationally in blocks with 1.58 per set, 
the best block average by a Husker since Melissa Elmer’s school-record 2.17 

in 2005. Rolfzen was an NCAA Championship All-Tournament Team pick, as well as a five-time Big 
Ten Defensive Player of the Week honoree and a two-time All-Big Ten selection. Her 551 career 
total blocks put her eighth on NU’s all-time chart at the conclusion of her career. 

KELLY HUNTER (2016, 2017)

Setter, Papillion, Neb.

Kelly Hunter, a three-year team captain and the most accomplished setter 
in Husker history, was named a first-team AVCA All-American and the Big 
Ten Setter of the Year in 2017, and she was an All-Big Ten selection for the 
second time in her career after leading the Huskers to a Big Ten and NCAA 
Championship. Hunter was named co-Most Outstanding Player of the NCAA 

Championship with teammate Mikaela Foecke, and she finished her career with a 16-1 record in 
the NCAA Tournament as Nebraska’s starting setter. Hunter was a second-team AVCA All-American in 
2016 after leading the Huskers to a Big Ten title and the NCAA Semifinals, and she set the Huskers 
to the 2015 national title as well. Hunter ended her career with 4,125 assists, the second-most 
in Husker history, and she totaled 699 career postseason assists, the second most by a Husker. 
Hunter was an Academic All-District honoree and a semifinalist for the Senior CLASS Award.

ANNIKA ALBRECHT (2017)

Outside Hitter, North Aurora, Ill.

Annika Albrecht was named a second-team AVCA All-American and an 
All-Big Ten selection in 2017 after a career season. As a senior co-captain in 
her first year as a full-time six-rotation player, Albrecht averaged 3.02 kills 
per set and 2.74 digs per set while serving 34 aces. She finished her career at 
No. 6 on Nebraska’s all-time career aces chart with 139. Albrecht became the 

third Husker in the John Cook era to play in every set (489) of her four-year Husker career - joining 
Sarah Pavan and Dani Busboom. Albrecht led the Huskers in the NCAA Semifinals against Penn 
State with 13 kills and 13 digs for her ninth double-double of the season.

JUSTINE WONG-ORANTES (2015, 2016)

Libero, Cypress, Calif.

Justine Wong-Orantes was named a first-team AVCA All-American and 
All-Big Ten libero in 2016, as well as Big Ten Defensive Player of the Year for 
the second straight season. Wong-Orantes led the Huskers with 4.23 digs 
per set and finished her career as Nebraska’s all-time career digs leader at the 
time of her graduation with 1,890 (currently second). She also set a Nebraska 

single-match school record with 35 digs in a win over Minnesota on Oct. 23. Wong-Orantes earned 
third-team All-America honors as a junior in 2015 after recording 555 digs on the season, the 
third-most by a Husker in school history. She was an NCAA Championship All-Tournament Team 
selection in 2015. Wong-Orantes went on to win an Olympic gold medal with the U.S. National 
Team at the 2020 Tokyo Olympics, and she earned a silver medal at the 2024 Paris Olympics. 

AVCA ALL-AMERICANS

MIKAELA FOECKE (2017, 2018)

Outside Hitter, West Point, Iowa

Mikaela Foecke finished her decorated career in 2018 with AVCA All-
America First Team honors after leading the Huskers with 3.86 kills and 2.65 
digs per set, along with a team-high 46 service aces. She was a unanimous 
All-Big Ten selection for the second straight season and ranked No. 3 on NU’s 
career kills chart with 1,684. Foecke totaled 135 service aces in her career, the 

seventh-most in Nebraska history and the fourth-highest total in the rally-scoring era. She finished 
her Husker career with a 21-2 record in NCAA Tournament matches, the most NCAA Tournament 
wins by a Husker in school history. Foecke earned AVCA All-America Second Team honors as a 
junior in 2017 after winning her second NCAA Championship Most Outstanding Player award 
as Nebraska won the national title for the second time in her career. Foecke led the Huskers with 
3.53 kills per set on .290 hitting with 2.36 digs per set in her first season as a six-rotation player. 
Foecke became just the fourth player in NCAA history to twice be named the NCAA Championship 
Most Outstanding Player and the first to earn the honor in non-consecutive years. She was also a 
two-time AAU Sullivan Award finalist and won the Senior CLASS Award in 2018.  

LAUREN STIVRINS (2018, 2019, 2020)

Middle Blocker, Scottsdale, Ariz.

Lauren Stivrins earned her third career AVCA All-America award and 
second first-team honor in 2020. Stivrins was named to the ACVA All-America 
First Team and All-Big Ten First-Team for her performance during the 2020 
season. Stivrins led the team in blocks per set, averaging 1.03 and helped 
Nebraska to an NCAA Regional Final by posting a .468 attack percentage that 

ranked third nationally and was the second-best single-season mark in school history. Stivrins 
was also a first-team AVCA All-American as a sophomore in 2018 after leading the Huskers to 
an NCAA runner-up finish with 2.36 kills and 1.17 blocks per set. She was named to the NCAA 
Championship All-Tournament Team and was an All-Big Ten selection. Stivrins became the third 
Husker in school history to post a perfect 1.000 hitting percentage in a match while recording 
at least 10 kills. In the NCAA Final against Stanford, Stivrins had 19 kills on .615 hitting. Stivrins 
was named a second-team All-American as a junior in 2019, averaging 2.55 kills and 1.07 blocks 
per set with a .374 hitting percentage. Stivrins finished her career with a .378 attack percentage, 
a school record in the rally-scoring era. 

KENZIE MALONEY (2018)

Libero, Louisville, Ky.

Kenzie Maloney was an AVCA All-America Third Team selection and an 
All-Big Ten libero in 2018, leading Nebraska to the NCAA Final. Maloney 
averaged 4.03 digs per set and ranks seventh on NU’s all-time digs chart with 
1,406. Maloney and teammate Mikaela Foecke became the first Huskers to 
appear in four straight NCAA Semifinals and had a 21-2 career record in NCAA 

Tournament matches, the most NCAA Tournament wins by a Husker in school history. 

LEXI SUN (2019, 2020)

Outside Hitter, Encinitas, Calif.

Lexi Sun was named to the AVCA All-America Third Team and All-Big Ten 
First Team in both 2019 and 2020. She led the Huskers with 3.64 kills per 
set and added 2.20 digs per set in 2020. She helped NU to the regional final 
after 12 kills and five aces in the regional semifinal against No. 11 Baylor. As 
a junior in 2019, Sun led the Huskers with 3.57 kills per set on a .270 hitting 

percentage and added 2.45 digs per set with 25 service aces and 74 blocks. The Encinitas, Calif., 
native was selected to the Madison Regional All-Tournament Team after 14 kills on .619 hitting in 
the regional semifinal win over No. 18 Hawaii, and 11 kills and 11 digs against No. 5 Wisconsin, her 
10th double-double of the season. Sun had 1,150 career kills at Nebraska, ranking 20th all-time.
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KADIE ROLFZEN (2013, 2014, 2015, 2016)

Outside/Opposite Hitter, Papillion, Neb.

Kadie Rolfzen repeated as a first-team AVCA All-American in 2016, 
becoming the second player in NU history to earn four career AVCA All-America 
honors. Rolfzen was also an All-Big Ten selection for the fourth straight season, 
becoming the third Husker in program history to capture four first-team all-
conference honors. Rolfzen was a standout on and off the court, becoming 

Nebraska’s first Academic All-America selection since 2012 with a first-team selection as a senior. 
She was also a Senior CLASS Award first-team honoree. Rolfzen led the Huskers with 3.16 kills per 
set and added 2.58 digs per set while hitting a career-high .295 in 2016. She ended her career 
with 1,564 career kills and 1,255 career digs - both top-10 marks in school history. As a junior, 
Rolfzen led the Huskers to the national title with 3.30 kills per set to earn first-team All-America 
honors for the first time in her career. Rolfzen was a third-team All-American as a freshman in 
2013 and again in 2014.

LAUREN COOK (2012)

Setter, Lincoln, Neb.

Lauren Cook was one of the nation’s elite setters in her senior season, 
ranking among the top players in the country with 11.15 assists per set (1,372 
total) to earn AVCA All-America First Team honors. She helped the Huskers 
finish second in the Big Ten in total assists (1,617) and hitting percentage 
(.292). She added 28 service aces and 338 digs in the 2012 campaign and 

totaled 50 or more assists six times as a senior, including a season-high 56 against UCLA on 
Aug. 25. Cook recorded a team-best 17 double-doubles on the year and helped Nebraska hit 
.300 or better in 18 out of 33 matches in 2012. She also won AVCA National Freshman of the 
Year at UCLA in 2009. 

GINA MANCUSO (2011, 2012)

Outside Hitter, Omaha, Neb.

Gina Mancuso was named a first-team AVCA All-American in 2011. Also 
selected as a unanimous first-team All-Big Ten pick, she led the Huskers with 
407 kills for an average of 3.60 kills per set. Mancuso added 2.66 digs per 
set. Her efficiency kept her ranked in the top 10 in the conference for total 
kills during the entire season. She notched at least 10 kills in 25 regular-

season matches during 2011 and posted a career-high 24 kills against Colorado State. She was 
a second-team AVCA All-America selection, Nebraska volleyball’s first Senior CLASS Award winner 
and a first-team Academic All-American in 2012, as she led the Huskers in kills per set, kills and 
totaled 11 double-doubles on the year.

KELSEY ROBINSON (2013)

Outside Hitter, Bartlett, Ill.

Kelsey Robinson produced one of the most impressive senior seasons as a 
Husker, earning first-team AVCA All-America honors. She was also named the 
Big Ten Player of the Year and earned unanimous All-Big Ten honors. Robinson 
was one of four nominees for the Honda Sport Award for Volleyball and a 
semifinalist for the AAU Sullivan Award. She totaled 530 kills on the season 

and averaged 4.45 kills per set, hitting at a clip of .318 for the year and also tallying 396 digs. She 
led the Big Ten in kills (4.69) and points (5.41) per set during the conference season. Robinson 
also ended the season ranked ninth in hitting percentage, second in kills and fifth in aces in the 
Big Ten. She posted 19 double-doubles on the year and was named the Big Ten Player of the Week 
four times. Robinson went on to win three Olympic medals with the U.S. National Team - bronze 
at Rio de Janeiro in 2016, gold at Tokyo in 2020 and silver at Paris in 2024 

HANNAH WERTH (2010, 2012)

Outside Hitter, Springfield, Ill.

Hannah Werth was named a second-team AVCA All-American in 2012 
and 2010 after earning honorable-mention accolades as a freshman in 
2009. She added an honorable-mention award in 2011. Also selected as 
the 2010 Big 12 Defensive Player of the Year,  Werth ranked second for the 
2010 Huskers in both kills (2.80) and digs (3.09) per set, while she was 

third in solo blocks with 11. The Springfield, Ill., native led the Huskers with 10 double-doubles 
in 2010, including a 16-kill, 16-dig performance against Washington in the NCAA Tournament 
to notch the 21st double-double of her career. She earned second-team honors in 2012 after 
recording 360 total kills as a senior and an average of 3.05 kills per set and a team-high 390 
digs. She tallied 14 double-doubles on the year. Werth finished her career with 1,286 kills and 
1,367 digs, joining three other Huskers as the only players to record 1,000 career digs and kills 
(Kadie Rolfzen, Jordan Larson, Jennifer Saleaumua). 

BROOKE DELANO (2009, 2010)

Middle Blocker, Bellevue, Neb.

After earning her first AVCA All-America honor in 2009, Brooke Delano 
was a first-team selection in 2010. Delano led the 2010 squad in hitting 
percentage (.406) and blocks per set (1.42), ranking her in the top 10 
nationally in both categories. A unanimous All-Big 12 pick, Delano set 
single-match career bests in nearly every category in 2010, including kills 

(15), hitting percentage (.875), assists (3), aces (3), block assists (9) and total blocks (10). Her .875 
hitting performance (14-0-16) on the road against Missouri ranks as the fifth-best performance 
all-time at Nebraska, as it bettered her .833 night against the Tigers in 2009.

SYDNEY ANDERSON (2008, 2009)

Setter, Salt Lake City, Utah

Sydney Anderson became the eighth Husker setter to be a multi-year 
All-American, earning second-team honors in 2008 and third-team accolades 
in 2009. She led Nebraska to a 26-7 record and a berth in the regional finals 
in 2009, while averaging 11.53 assists and 2.45 digs per set. She ranked 
13th nationally in assists while running an offense that ranked in the top 

10 nationally in both kills and assists per game. She owned a team-high 14 double-doubles and 
helped the Huskers hit .300 or better in 13 matches. Anderson collected her first All-America 
award in 2008, as she averaged 11.60 assists and 2.05 digs per set to lead Nebraska to the NCAA 
Semifinals. She was eighth nationally in assists and totaled eight double-doubles. The 2008 Big 
12 Newcomer of the Year, Anderson also was a first-team All-Big 12 performer and a five-time Big 
12 Rookie of the Week as a sophomore.

LINDSEY LICHT (2010)

Opposite Hitter, Aurora, Colo.

Lindsey Licht was a go-to player at right side for the Huskers in 2010, as she 
led the team with 2.81 kills per set while hitting a career-best .295. A first-team 
All-Big 12 pick, she led the Huskers in kills 10 times and tied for the team lead 
on three other occasions. The Aurora, Colo., native topped her single-match 
best in kills with 18 against Florida and tied her career best in blocks twice 

with eight apiece against both Oklahoma and Texas A&M. Licht and teammate Hannah Werth 
continued the success of Husker attackers in the Big 12 era in 2010. During Nebraska’s 15 seasons 
in the conference, the Huskers’ right side and outside hitters earned 22 All-America certificates.

2025 NEBRASKA VOLLEYBALL

JENNIFER SALEAUMUA (2004, 2005)

Outside Hitter, National City, Calif.

One of the nation’s best all-around performers during her Husker career, 
Jennifer Saleaumua earned second-team All-America honors in 2004 and 
third-team accolades in 2005. A two-time Big 12 Defensive Player of the 
Year, Saleaumua finished her career as one of only four Huskers to total more 
than 1,000 kills and 1,000 digs. Her 1,568 career digs were a school record 

at the end of her career (currently fifth), and her 1,247 kills currently rank 16th. She totaled 40 
career double-doubles while helping the Huskers rank among the nation’s leaders in defense in 
each of her last two seasons. Saleaumua earned All-Big 12 accolades all four seasons as a Husker, 
including first-team honors in 2002, 2003 and 2004.

MELISSA ELMER (2003, 2004, 2005)

Middle Blocker, Fort Wayne, Ind.

One of the nation’s most feared blockers during her collegiate career, 
Melissa Elmer was a three-time AVCA All-American. Elmer led the nation in 
blocking in each of her final two seasons (2004-05), averaging a school-record 
2.17 blocks per set as a senior. She had 10 or more blocks in 10 matches, 
including a then-Big 12 record 16 blocks against Kansas, while also averaging 

2.68 kills per game. A three-time All-Big 12 performer, she finished her career as the Big 12’s 
all-time leader with a Nebraska-record 767 blocks and was one of only three Big 12 players at the 
time to total 1,000 kills and 700 blocks. In 2004, she led the nation with 1.89 blocks per game, 
totaling 200 total blocks en route to first-team All-America honors.

GREICHALY CEPERO (2000, 2001, 2002)

Setter, Dorado, Puerto Rico

Greichaly Cepero virtually redefined the setter position with her all-around 
skills and blocking ability during her highly decorated career at Nebraska. 
A first-team AVCA All-American in 2000 and 2002 and a second-team pick 
in 2001, Cepero was just the second setter in school history to become a 
three-time AVCA All-American. She also earned Big 12 Player of the Year 

honors in 2000 and shared the award with teammates Amber Holmquist and Laura Pilakowski 
in 2002. An Academic All-American, Cepero was also the 2000 Honda Sport Award winner for 
volleyball. The best blocking setter in NU history, Cepero ended her senior season with 507 career 
blocks, including 84 solo blocks. Cepero totaled 3,987 career assists, and in her three seasons as 
the starting setter, NU never hit less than .304 and ranked among the top 10 nationally in that 
category each of her three seasons.

AMBER HOLMQUIST (2000, 2001, 2002)

Middle Blocker, Houston, Texas

Amber Holmquist will be remembered as one of the best middle blockers 
in school history. A first-team AVCA All-American in 2001 and 2002 and a 
second-team pick in 2000, Holmquist owned or shared 17 school records and 
eight Big 12 Conference records at the time of her graduation. Holmquist 
concluded her career ranked second on the Nebraska all-time chart with 

a .396 hitting percentage, and she finished with 1,122 career kills. As a sophomore in 2000, 
Holmquist shattered three Nebraska single-season blocking records, setting new marks with 
199 block assists, 220 total blocks and 1.98 blocks per game. A 2002 second-team Academic 
All-American, Holmquist also finished her career with Big 12 records for single-season hitting 
percentage, total blocks and blocks per game, as well as three-set records for block assists and 
total blocks. Holmquist finished her career as the first player in school history to lead NU in hitting 
percentage and blocks per set in four consecutive seasons.

CHRISTINA HOUGHTELLING (2005, 2007)

Outside Hitter, Cambridge, Neb.

A two-time AVCA All-American, Christina Houghtelling was one of the 
nation’s most versatile performers. She earned second-team All-America 
accolades in 2007, averaging 3.02 kills and 3.95 digs to earn Big 12 
Defensive Player of the Year honors after missing all of 2006 with shoulder 
surgery. In 2005, Houghtelling was named the AVCA National Player of the 

Year, leading the Huskers to an NCAA runner-up finish. She averaged 3.69 kills, 2.49 digs and 
1.03 blocks per game. Houghtelling was at her best against the Huskers’ toughest opponents, 
earning MVP honors at the AVCA/NACWAA Showcase and at the NCAA Omaha Regional. She also 
earned All-Big 12 honors for the first time in 2005.

AVCA ALL-AMERICANS

SARAH PAVAN (2004, 2005, 2006, 2007)

Opposite Hitter, Kitchener, Ontario

One of only seven players in NCAA history to be named a four-time AVCA 
first-team All-American, Sarah Pavan was one of the most dominant players 
in Big 12 history. She finished her career holding school records for career 
kills (2,008) and kills per game (4.56) and was a two-time Big 12 Female 
Athlete of the Year after leading NU to four straight Big 12 titles and the 

2006 NCAA title. An NCAA Top Eight Award winner, Pavan was a two-time Academic All-American 
of the Year for all sports. She averaged 4.83 kills, 1.90 digs and 0.49 service aces per game in 
2007, earning Big 12 Player of the Year honors for the third straight season. In 2006, she won 
the Honda-Broderick Cup as the nation’s premier female college athlete and was named AVCA 
Player of the Year after averaging a school-record 5.10 kills per game in helping Nebraska to its 
third NCAA title. In 2004, she was named AVCA National Freshman of the Year after setting Husker 
freshman marks for kills (481) and kills per game (4.54). She played professionally overseas 
and rejoined the Canadian National Team in 2010. Pavan earned a spot on the Canadian beach 
volleyball team in the Olympics in Brazil in 2016 and in Tokyo in 2020.

RACHEL HOLLOWAY (2006, 2007)

Setter, Franklin, Tenn.

Rachel Holloway was a two-time AVCA All-American who helped NU to a 
63-3 record as a starter. She finished her career with 2,861 assists, while her 
13.50 assists per set marked the highest total in school history. She earned 
second-team AVCA All-America honors in 2007 by averaging 13.58 assists 
per set and helping NU rank third in team hitting percentage (.327). In 2006, 

she was a third-team AVCA All-American, becoming only the second freshman setter to guide a 
team to a national title. Holloway guided an offense that led the nation in assists (16.20) and 
kills (17.40) per set and ranked second in hitting percentage (.295).

TRACY STALLS (2006, 2007)

Middle Blocker, Denver, Colo.

Tracy Stalls was one of the nation’s top middle blockers, earning second-
team AVCA All-America honors in 2006 and 2007.  As a senior, Stalls averaged 
2.83 kills per set and ranked third nationally with a .473 hitting percentage, 
shattering school and Big 12 hitting percentage marks. In 2006, she averaged 
2.67 kills per game while leading the Big 12 with a .400 hitting percentage 

in helping the Huskers to a national title. A four-year starter and two-time All-Big 12 performer, 
Stalls finished her career at No. 4 in school history in career blocks with 578. 

JORDAN LARSON (2006, 2007, 2008)

Outside Hitter, Hooper, Neb.

Jordan Larson was one of the nation’s top outside hitters, earning All-
America honors in three consecutive years (2006-08). She is one of only four 
Huskers to record more than 1,000 kills and digs in a career and finished her 
career with 1,600 kills, 1,410 digs and a school-record 186 service aces. She 
captured Big 12 Player and Defensive Player of the Year in 2008, averaging 

3.92 kills and 3.19 digs per set to help NU to an NCAA Semifinal appearance.  She collected third-
team All-America honors in 2007, averaging 3.45 kills, 3.18 digs and a Big 12-best 0.51 service 
aces per set. As a sophomore, she averaged 4.13 kills and 3.50 digs per set and was the only Big 
12 player to rank in the league’s top 10 in both kills and digs. Larson joined the U.S. National 
Team on a full-time basis in January of 2009 and competed in the 2012 London Olympics, 2016 
Rio Olympics (bronze), 2020 Tokyo Olympics (gold) and 2024 Paris Olympics (silver). Her four 
Olympic medals are tied for the most all-time by a women’s volleyball player. 

TARA MUELLER (2008)

Outside Hitter, Scottsdale, Ariz.

One of three AVCA All-Americans in 2008, Tara Mueller earned second-
team honors in helping the Huskers to a 31-3 record and a berth in the 
2008 NCAA Semifinals. She was the Most Outstanding Player of the Seattle 
Regional, totaling a career-high 24 kills and 16 digs in the regional final 
against Washington. A first-team All-Big 12 performer, Mueller averaged 3.51 

kills and 2.37 digs per set, ranking among conference leaders in both categories.
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JENNY KROPP (2001)

Middle Blocker, Grand Island, Neb.

Jenny Kropp was a second-team AVCA All-American after dominating 
opponents at the net in 2001 with 1.73 blocks per game and 180 total 
blocks. Offensively, Kropp hit .371 with 2.45 kills per game as a senior. She 
finished her career with 816 kills, a .331 career hitting percentage and 544 
career blocks, which ranks among the top 10 all-time at NU. 

LAURA PILAKOWSKI (2000, 2002)

Outside Hitter, Columbus, Neb.

Laura Pilakowski earned first-team AVCA All-America honors in her first 
season as a starter in 2000 and second-team honors in her final season with 
NU in 2002. Pilakowski tallied 1,183 career kills, and she posted a .318 
career hitting percentage, the best mark in school history at the time of her 
graduation by an outside hitter. The Huskers’ go-to offensive player during 

the 2000 national title run, Pilakowski led NU with 4.30 kills per set and a .336 hitting percentage 
in 2000. She was the third three-time Academic All-American volleyball player in school history.

MEGAN KORVER (1998)

Middle Blocker, Panama, Neb.

Megan Korver, a native of Panama, Neb., emerged as one of the dominant 
middle blockers in the country during her senior season to earn second-team 
AVCA All-America honors. Korver led the nation in hitting percentage through 
the first half of the season and finished with an impressive .358 mark. She 
set a school record and became just the 11th player in NCAA history to hit 

1.000 in a match by recording 10 kills on 10 swings against Iowa State. 

NANCY METCALF (MEENDERING) (1998, 1999, 2001)

Opposite Hitter, Hull, Iowa

Nancy Metcalf (Meendering) will be remembered as one of the best 
players in Nebraska volleyball history. Metcalf was just the second three-time 
first-team AVCA All-American at Nebraska and played for the United States in 
the 2004 Olympics. She was also honored as an NCAA Top Eight Award winner, 
a two-time Big 12 Player of the Year, a three-time Academic All-American, the 

2001 Academic All-American of the Year, a two-time NCAA regional MVP and a three-time first-team 
All-Big 12 honoree. Metcalf finished her career with 1,603 kills and 412 blocks. Metcalf was the 
only Husker to record six 30-kill matches in a career, and at the time of her graduation owned or 
shared 13 school records, including kills in a single match with 39 against Kansas State in 1999. 

FIONA NEPO (1996, 1997, 1998)

Setter, Honolulu, Hawaii

Fiona Nepo had one of the most decorated careers of any player in 
Nebraska volleyball history.  The 1998 Big 12 Player of the Year, Nepo totaled 
4,824 career assists, and she owns the NU single-season assist record, which 
she set in 1996 with 1,653. Nepo earned three AVCA All-America certificates 
in her career, including first-team honors her sophomore and senior seasons. 

With Nepo in the starting lineup, Nebraska compiled an 88-13 overall record, won two Big 12 
championships and made two NCAA Semifinals appearances. The three-time team captain was 
also a tremendous jump server, notching 94 service aces during her career.

ALLISON WESTON (1993, 1994, 1995)

Middle Blocker,  Papillion, Neb.

Allison Weston is arguably one of the best collegiate players in NCAA 
history. Nebraska’s first three-time first-team AVCA All-American, Weston 
capped an impressive career by winning the 1995 national title and sharing 
AVCA Player of the Year honors with Cary Wendell of Stanford. The former 
captain of the U.S. National Team, Weston still holds the school record for kills 

in a four-game match (37). She ranks second all-time at Nebraska with 1,778 kills. Weston holds 
three of the top-10 single-match kill performances. A two-time Academic All-American, Weston 
was also a two-time Big Eight Player of the Year during her playing career.

CHRISTY JOHNSON (1994, 1995)

Setter, Omaha, Neb.

Christy Johnson guided the Huskers to their first national championship 
in 1995 and earned first-team AVCA All-America honors her junior and senior 
seasons. She holds the second-best winning percentage of any starting 
setter in school history, leading Nebraska to a near-perfect 63-2 record, 
including 24-0 in Big Eight play, over her final two seasons. She holds the 

top two season marks for assists per set in school history (14.17 in 1994 and 13.90 in 1995). 
Johnson ranks in the top 10 in NU history in career assists with 3,183, and she was also a 1995 
Academic All-American.

LISA REITSMA (1995, 1996, 1997) 
Opposite Hitter, Sanborn, Iowa

Lisa Reitsma earned first-team AVCA All-America honors as a sophomore and 
junior and a second-team award as a senior. Reitsma was a three-time first-team 
all-conference selection, including the 1996 Big 12 Player of the Year. She burst 
onto the scene as a sophomore and was a key reason the Huskers won their first 
national title. Reitsma left her mark on the Husker record books, as she ranks 

in the top 10 in kills (1,633) and attacks (3,766). She had more than 25 kills in a match nine times.

KELLY ASPEGREN (1994)

Outside Hitter, Callaway, Neb.

Kelly Aspegren, a two-year starter for the Huskers, had 332 kills as a senior  
in 1994 and hit .344, including a .410 hitting percentage in Big Eight play. 
She earned second-team AVCA All-America honors. Aspegren was a first-team 
All-Big Eight selection as a senior and was tabbed honorable mention as a 
junior. She was also a two-time academic All-Big Eight selection. During her 

two years as a starter, Nebraska compiled a 56-7 overall mark and a 22-2 Big Eight record. She 
finished her career with 557 kills on 1,329 attacks for a .280 career hitting percentage and an 
average of 2.29 kills per game. She also recorded 657 digs and 156 blocks.

STEPHANIE THATER (1990, 1991, 1992)

Middle Blocker, Union, Mo.

Stephanie Thater was the second three-time All-American in Husker 
volleyball history and is still regarded as one of the best middle blockers to 
come through the NU program. She led her team to the NCAA Semifinals as 
a sophomore and compiled an 81-14 record in her three years as a starter. 
Her teams went 48-0 in regular-season conference play, winning four Big 

Eight titles and three conference tournament championships. Thater was a two-time Big Eight 
Player of the Year and a three-time all-conference selection. She holds the school record for block 
assists in a five-game match with 14. Her season records for block assists (165), total blocks (197) 
and blocks per game (1.92) stood for seven years before Amber Holmquist topped them in 2000, 
and her career records for block assists (502) and total blocks (592) stood until 2002.

2025 NEBRASKA VOLLEYBALL

KAREN DAHLGREN (1985, 1986)

Middle Blocker, Bertrand, Neb.

Karen Dahlgren played a key role in Nebraska’s 1986 national runner-up 
finish. A two-time All-American, Dahlgren was honored as a Honda-Sport 
Award winner in volleyball after being named to the Academic All-America 
team three straight years. Dahlgren holds school records for solo blocks in 
a match (6), season (46) and career (132). She ranks sixth on the all-time 

total blocks chart with 558. The Bertrand Neb., native is also third in school history with a career 
hitting percentage of .386. Dahlgren was also NU’s first volleyball Academic All-American, earning 
honors in 1984, 1985 and 1986.

TISHA DELANEY (1986)

Setter, Festus, Mo.

Tisha Delaney is responsible for leading Nebraska to its first NCAA 
Semifinal appearance in 1986, where the Huskers defeated Stanford before 
losing to Pacific in the title match. A second-team AVCA All-American as a 
senior, Delaney set school records as a senior for assists in four-set (63) and 
five-set matches (88), both of which Lori Endicott surpassed in 1988. 

ENID SCHONEWISE (1986)

Outside Hitter, Beatrice, Neb.

Enid Schonewise earned second-team All-America honors and first-team 
All-Big Eight honors in 1986. Schonewise held the school record for kills in a 
match (38 vs. Arizona State, 1986) for nearly 14 seasons. Her seven service 
aces against Kansas State in 1986 are still tied for the most in a match in 
school history.

CATHY NOTH (1983, 1984)

Setter, Bettendorf, Iowa

Cathy Noth moved from outside hitter to setter her junior season and 
earned AVCA All-America honors in 1983 and 1984. Noth guided NU to its 
first NCAA Tournament appearance in 1982 and helped Nebraska compile 
a four-year-record of 112-24, winning four Big Eight regular-season titles 
and four Big Eight Tournament crowns. She set a then-Big Eight and school 

record with a .398 hitting percentage in 1984. Noth’s career hitting percentage of .366 still ranks 
seventh in school history. Noth was also Nebraska’s first three-time All-Big Eight selection and the 
only volleyball player in the history of the conference to earn three Big Eight Tournament MVP 
awards. Noth served as an assistant coach under Terry Pettit from 1988 to 1998.

TERRI KANOUSE (1980 AIAW)

Middle Blocker, St. Paul, Ind.

Terri Kanouse helped put Nebraska on the volleyball map by earning AIAW 
All-America honors in 1980, the program’s first national honor. A two-time 
first-team all-district selection, Kanouse was also named first-team All-Big 
Eight her final three seasons. Kanouse was also a two-year team captain 
for the Huskers.

ANNIE ADAMCZAK (1985)

Middle Blocker, Moose Lake, Minn.

Annie Adamczak was a three-year starter in the Nebraska volleyball 
program and capped her career by earning first-team All-America honors as 
a senior after leading the Huskers with 354 digs. She is one of four Nebraska 
volleyball players to be named the conference Female Athlete of the Year, 
joining Virginia Stahr in 1989, Greichaly Cepero in 2001 and Sarah Pavan in 

2006 and 2007. A two-time All-Big Eight selection, Adamczak held the three-game school record 
for digs with 28 until 2009, when Kayla Banwarth recorded 32 against Baylor. During Adamczak’s 
career, Nebraska won all four regular-season and tournament conference titles and twice advanced 
to the NCAA Mideast Regional Championship.
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LORI ENDICOTT (1987, 1988)

Setter, Springfield, Mo.

Lori Endicott is one of the most decorated setters in Nebraska’s long line 
of All-America setters. Endicott earned first-team honors as a senior and 
was a second-team selection as a junior after playing right side her first 
two seasons. Endicott continued her playing career as a member of the U.S. 
National Team from 1988 to 1996. She was America’s starting setter at the 

1992 and 1996 Olympic Games and was named the best setter at the Barcelona Games after 
leading the United States to a bronze medal. A two-time Big Eight Player of the Year, Endicott led 
Nebraska to four Big Eight regular-season titles during her career. She was also named a 1988 
Academic All-American. Several of Endicott’s marks may stand untouched for years, including her 
school-record 109 assists vs. Texas.

VIRGINIA STAHR (1988, 1989)

Middle Blocker, Waco, Neb.

Virginia Stahr set the standard for excellence in the Nebraska volleyball 
program as a standout athlete and student. Stahr was tabbed a two-time 
All-American and capped her career by leading the Huskers to a national 
runner-up finish in 1989. She earned the NCAA Today Top Eight award after 
earning Academic All-American-of-the-Year honors in 1988 and 1989. Her 

teams won four Big Eight regular-season titles and three conference tournament titles, and she 
was named the 1989 Big Eight Player of the Year. She still shares the school record for service 
aces in a five-game match (7). She also ranks third in school history in career service aces (159) 
and seventh in total blocks (555).

JANET KRUSE (1989, 1990, 1991)

Outside Hitter, Fort Calhoun, Neb.

Janet Kruse is one of the finest student-athletes to ever play for the 
Huskers. A native of Fort Calhoun, Neb., Kruse was Nebraska’s first three-time 
All-American, earning first-team honors in 1989 and 1990 and second-team 
honors in 1991. She was also named the NCAA Woman of the Year for 
Nebraska and garnered an NCAA Today Top Eight award in 1992, after twice 

earning Academic All-American of the Year honors in 1990 and 1991. She also earned third-team 
Academic All-America honors in 1989. During her career, the Huskers made two NCAA Semifinal 
appearances, including a title appearance in 1989. Kruse ranks 12th on Nebraska’s career kills 
chart with 1,269. 

VAL NOVAK (1989, 1990)

Setter, Oak Lawn, Ill.

A native of Oak Lawn, Ill., Val Novak earned first-team All-America 
certificates after leading the Huskers to NCAA Semifinal appearances in 1989 
and 1990, including a runner-up finish in 1989. Novak, who converted to 
setter after playing outside hitter her first two seasons, ended her career by 
earning the Big Eight Player of the Year award in 1990. She finished with 778 

career kills and ranks second in career service aces (161) and seventh in assists (3,303). She led 
the nation in assists per set and guided Nebraska to the nation’s top hitting percentage in 1989. 
NU never finished lower than fifth in the national rankings during her career.

CRIS HALL (1991)

Outside Hitter, Chanute, Kan.

Cris Hall is one of only five athletes and the only female in Nebraska 
history to earn All-America honors in two different sports. Hall was a second-
team All-American as an outside hitter in  1991, and earned four All-America 
track and field certificates from 1991-93 (three high jump, one heptathlon). 
Hall ranks second in school history in the track and field heptathlon (5,936 

points). Her 1,251 career kills rank 15th in school history.
