
SCOUTING THE CAL BAPTIST LANCERS
	 Cal Baptist entered the weekend with a 6-5 record riding a four-game losing streak after a 67-59 loss to UC San Diego 
at home in Riverside on Monday night. The Lancers traveled to Denver to face the Pioneers on Friday.
	 Sunday's game will be a homecoming for Cal Baptist Head Coach Jarrod Olson. The Doane Hall of Famer is in his 14th 
season leading the Lancers and his 22nd season overall as a collegiate head coach after starting his career at Omaha's 
College of St. Mary in 2000. After ending his playing career as a 2,000-point scorer for the Tigers in 1997, Olson was a 
grad assistant at Emporia State and served as an assistant boys basketball coach at Millard South and an assistant men's 
coach at Bellevue University before working as an assistant women's coach for four seasons at Creighton.
	 Olson was hired by Cal Baptist Athletic Director Dr. Micah Parker in 2012. Parker was the Nebraska women's basketball 
director of operations in Connie Yori's first season in 2002-03. He previously led the Concordia (Neb.) women's team to 
the 2002 NAIA Sweet 16. He was the head coach at Concordia for four seasons after serving as an assistant men's coach 
at Concordia for eight years.
	 On the court, Cal Baptist features an experience starting lineup led by senior Emma Johansson. The 6-3 forward from 
Sweden is averaging 11.0 points and 9.1 rebounds.
	 Chance Bucher, a 5-7 graduate guard adds 10.5 points and 2.6 rebounds, while 5-9 junior guard Khloe Lemon contributes 
11.2 points and 2.7 boards. Bucher leads the team with 24 threes (.369), while Lemon has added 17 threes (.333). Lemon, 
a Millard South High School grad, helped the Patriots to the 2023 Nebraska Class A state title and was a member of the 
All-Nebraska Team alongside Husker Britt Prince.
	 Freshman Lauren Olsen has emerged as a talented scorer with a team-leading 13.5 points per game. The 5-8 guard 
from Douglas, Wyo., is shooting a team-best 41.5 percent (22-53) from three-point range.
	 Filipa Barros, a 5-9 redshirt junior point guard, rounds out CBU's starting five by averaging 8.2 points and a team-leading 
9.5 rebounds per game. Barros also leads the Lancers with 5.3 assists and 2.5 steals per contest.

HUSKERS SHOOT FOR 12-0 START
	 Nebraska takes aim at the second-longest winning streak in school history today 
when the Huskers battle the Cal Baptist Lancers at Pinnacle Bank Arena.
	 The Big Red come into the game ranked No. 12 in the NCAA NET rankings and 
No. 23 in the most recent Associated Press Top 25. The Huskers, who have produced 
the third-longest winning streak in school history at 11 games, will match Coach Amy 
Williams' 2021-22 Husker squad's 12-game winning streak to open the season if they 
can get past Cal Baptist today.
	 Nebraska's offense is riding a school-record streak with 11 consecutive games 
scoring 80 or more points after its 85-44 win over Illinois State last Sunday at PBA.
	 Sophomore Petra Bozan led four Huskers in double figures by scoring 14 points 
on 7-of-11 shooting against the Redbirds. The 6-3 forward from Split, Croatia, is 
averaging 9.4 points and 4.5 rebounds while shooting .556 from the field. Over the 
last four games, Bozan is averaging 12.8 points and 5.5 rebounds on .658 shooting 
in just 18 minutes per game.
	 Bozan is part of a Husker sophomore class that has shown its explosiveness and 
efficiency early in the season. Nancy Lieberman Award candidate Britt Prince leads 
the Big Red with 19.3 points while adding 3.6 rebounds, 4.4 assists and 1.3 steals. 
The 5-11 point guard from Omaha produced 13 points, six rebounds and six assists 
with no turnovers in the win over Illinois State. She is shooting a team-best .620 from 
the field, which ranks ninth nationally. The two-time Nebraska High School Player of 
the Year at Elkhorn North already owns a pair of 30-point performances this season.
	 Fellow sophomore Amiah Hargrove ranks second among the Huskers in scoring 
(12.2 ppg) while leading the team in rebounding (6.5 rpg) after her 11-point, five-
rebound effort against Illinois State. Hargrove, who is emerging as a leading candidate 
for Big Ten Sixth Player of the Year, has produced double figures in six straight 
games including 26 points on 10-of-14 shooting in Nebraska's Big Ten-opening 
victory at Penn State (Dec. 6). She also joined Prince on the Emerald Coast Classic 
All-Tournament (Nov. 24-25). Over the last six games, Hargrove is averagingg 14.8 
points and 6.2 rebounds on .610 shooting in just 20 minutes per game.
	 Senior Eliza Maupin rounded out the four Huskers in double figures against Illinois 
State by matching Hargrove with 11 points and five rebounds off the bench. The 
6-3 transfer is averaging 8.4 points and 4.0 rebounds in 18 minutes per contest over 
her nine games. She missed two games early in the season with a minor injury, but 
has returned to produce double figures in three games, including a season-high 17 
points in a win over Oral Roberts (Nov. 19). Maupin is shooting .627 from the field 
on the season.
	 Overall, Nebraska's balance has been remarkable this season. In the win over 
Illinois State, 11 Huskers scored and recorded a rebound while playing 10 or more 
minutes. It marked the seventh time this season that at least 10 Huskers found the 
scoring column in a game, a stat made more remarkable when you consider the 
Huskers only had nine players available for the win over Samford (Nov. 8).

THREE THINGS TO WATCH
1   If the Nebraska men's and women's basketball teams can both record victories today, 
they will both improve to 12-0 for the first time in school history. Over the last five years, 
the only NCAA Division I school to have both basketball teams start 12-0 was Tennessee 
(2024-25). Tennessee achieved joint 13-0 starts last season.

2  Sophomore point guard Britt Prince has made 66.3 percent of her two-point 
attempts. Fellow sophomores Amiah Hargrove (.649) and Petra Bozan (.631) have both 
made better than 63 percent of their twos, while senior Eliza Maupin has hit 68.1 percent.

3 Nebraska has hit 10 or more three-pointers 53 times in the last 152 games, including 
13-of-40 in a win over Omaha (Dec. 9) and 12-of-29 at Penn State (Dec. 6). The Huskers 
hit 10-of-17 threes in the second half alone against the Lady Lions. NU also sank 10-of-
28 against Creighton (Nov. 12). Nebraska hit double-digit threes 10 times in 2024-25, 
including a school-record 20-of-34 threes in a win over South Dakota at the Sanford 
Pentagon in Sioux Falls (Nov. 16, 2024). Nebraska also tied a Pinnacle Bank Arena 
record last year by hitting 16-of-32 threes in a win over Wisconsin (Jan. 20, 2025).
