
SCOUTING THE PURDUE BOILERMAKERS
	 Fifth-year Purdue head coach Katie Gearlds leads a hungry bunch of Boilermakers in search of their first Big Ten win. 
Purdue went 8-3 in non-conference play but has struggled to an 0-3 started against a trio of top-35 NET teams (Michigan, 
Ohio State, Illinois). The Boilermakers are coming off an 83-56 loss at home to No. 19 Ohio State on New Year's Eve.
	 Only McKenna Layden, Lana McCarthy and Kendall Puryear return from last year's team that suffered a 74-68 loss to 
the Huskers at Mackey Arena.
	 Redshirt junior Tara Daye leads Purdue in scoring (12.1 ppg) and rebounding (6.9 rpg). The 5-10 transfer from St. John's 
is shooting 51.6 percent from the field, including 36.8 percent (7-19) from three-point range while starting every game.
	 Fellow newcomer Kiki Smith has added 11.2 points, 2.4 rebounds and 2.5 assists. The 5-7 junior transfer from Arkansas 
has hit 33.8 percent (22-65) of her threes. The native of Topeka, Kan., began her career at Hutchinson (Kan.) CC. Daye and 
Smith are two of six first-year transfers to Purdue.
	 A third newcomer, freshman Hila Karsh is averaging just shy of double figures at 9.9 points per game. The 5-8 guard 
from Rishon Lezion, Israel has added 2.4 rebounds and a team-best 2.7 assists while hitting 38.2 percent (21-55) of her 
threes and 91.7 percent (11-12) of her free throws.
	 Newcomers Taylor Feldman (6.3 ppg), Nya Smith (4.8 ppg), 6-foot-7 freshman Avery Gordon (3.7 ppg) and Saige Stahl 
(1.9 ppg) all have contributed as well. 
	 Madison Layden-Zay is the most experienced Boiler. The 6-2 graduate student has started all 14 games after sitting out 
last season. She is averaging 10.1 points, 4.1 rebounds and team bests of 2.7 assists and 1.9 steals. She is also shooting a 
sizzling 40.3 percent (31-77) from long range. She is coming off a 17-point, eight-rebound effort against Ohio State. Her 
younger sister, McKenna Layden, had 12 points and six boards in last year's loss to the Huskers.

AGAINST NEW-LOOK BOILERMAKERS
	 Nebraska opens a three-game Big Ten Conference home stand by battling the 
Purdue Boilermakers today at Pinnacle Bank Arena.
	 The Huskers will try to bounce back from back-to-back Big Ten losses to top-20 
teams after an 86-76 setback at No. 14 Iowa on New Year's Day. 
	 Britt Prince led the Huskers with 27 points and four steals, while Jessica Petrie 
added 17 points and a career-high three three-pointers at Carver-Hawkeye Arena. 
Prince leads Nebraska in scoring at 19.1 points per game, while Petrie ranks second 
on the squad at 12.2 points per contest on the season.
	 Eliza Maupin added her first double-double as a Husker with 12 points and a 
career-high-matching 11 rebounds while making her first Nebraska start at Iowa.
	 The Huskers hope the return of Amiah Hargrove from a minor injury suffered late 
in Monday's home loss to No. 17 USC can boost the Big Red today. Hargrove, who 
is averaging 12.0 points and a team-leading 6.6 rebounds did not play at Iowa on 
Thursday.
	 Nebraska is 8-1 at home this season and owns a six-game winning streak in the 
series with Purdue.
	 It is Kids Club Day at PBA, which features fun activities throughout the arena for 
young fans to enjoy. Today's halftime activities includes the NEST 529 Baby Race, 
so be sure and cheer on the competitors at the break.
	

SERIES HISTORY WITH PURDUE
	 • Nebraska leads the all-time series with Purdue, 12-10, including six consecutive 
victories. The Huskers worked their way to a 74-68 win at Mackey Arena (Jan. 31, 2025) 
in the only meeting between the schools last year, after sweeping three games from 
the Boilermakers in 2023-24. Britt Prince led Nebraska with 23 points, while going 
9-for-9 at the free throw line and 7-of-15 from the field. The two teams combined 
to go 29-for-31 from the line (NU:18-19; PUR: 11-12).
	 • Nebraska's six-game winning streak in the series began with an 81-66 win over 
the Boilermakers in Lincoln (Jan. 30, 2022) and includes a 68-54 win over the Boilers 
on Jan. 31, 2024.
	 • Purdue's last win in the series came with an 83-72 victory in West Lafayette on 
Dec. 23, 2020. The last win for the Boilers in Lincoln came on Jan. 22, 2020 (76-68).
	 • In the first-ever meeting between the two schools in women's basketball, 
Nebraska fought its way to an epic 93-89 triple-overtime win at Mackey Arena (Feb. 
2, 2012). Later the same season, Purdue defeated the Huskers 74-70 in double-
overtime in the Big Ten Championship Game in Indianapolis.
	 • The third game between the schools also went overtime, a 69-66 loss for the 
Huskers in Lincoln on Jan. 5, 2013. None of the other 19 games in the series have 
gone OT.
	 • After winning the series opener in 2011-12, Nebraska suffered five straight 
losses to Purdue. Since 2014-15, Nebraska owns an 11-5 edge in the series.

THREE THINGS TO WATCH
1   In Big Ten Conference play so far this season, sophomore point guard Britt Prince is 
averaging 21.7 points and 5.0 assists per game.

2  Prince, who ranks fifth overall in the Big Ten in scoring (19.1 ppg), ranks among the 
top 35 players in NCAA Division I in five categories, including field goal percentage 
(.609, 14th), field goals made (106, 21st), points (268, 24th), points per game (32nd) and 
free throw percentage (.878, 34th). She also ranks 10th in the Big Ten in assists (4.3 apg).

3 Nebraska has hit 10 or more three-pointers 53 times in the last 155 games, including 
13-of-40 in a win over Omaha (Dec. 9) and 12-of-29 at Penn State (Dec. 6). The Huskers 
hit 10-of-17 threes in the second half alone against the Lady Lions. NU also sank 10-of-
28 against Creighton (Nov. 12). Nebraska hit double-digit threes 10 times in 2024-25, 
including a school-record 20-of-34 threes in a win over South Dakota at the Sanford 
Pentagon in Sioux Falls (Nov. 16, 2024). Nebraska also tied a Pinnacle Bank Arena 
record last year by hitting 16-of-32 threes in a win over Wisconsin (Jan. 20, 2025).
